porations Act of one thousand eight hun-
dred and forty-nine, aud the Acts amending
the same, in the said Acts: Be it therefore
enacted by the Queen’s most Excellent
Majesty,by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Legislative Council and of the
Legislative Assembly of the Proviace of
Canada, constituted and Assembled by
virtue of and under the authority of an Act

passed in the Parliament of the Umted

Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and

SUSPENSION BRIDGE.

We lately paid a visit to the site of the
Maitland Suspension Bridge, the abutwents
of which under the exertions of Messrs,
Johuson and McEw«u, the Contractors,
are approaching completion. The centre
pier is not yet commenced, but will be in
progress 1o & week or two. The workman
ship appears to be of a very eolid character
and is creditable to the contractors. The
courses of stone are from 2 feet to 16 Inch-
es thick and have what is called the ** rock”
finish. The material is of a yery superior
quality being of the best description of lime
stone. A ep endid quarry has been discov
ered by the Contractors within half a mile
of the Bridge which with very litle strips
ping has furnished stone of the most eohd
description and of any required size and not
only euflicient in quantity for the present
work but will also afford an ample supply of
valuable material to assist the develope-
ment of public and private enterprise in our
thriving Town. Tle carriage way of the
Bridge is to be elevated at least thirty fee.
above the level of the water which will
obviate the danger from ice.
