in newspaper advertising—provided the 
advertiser fulfils his promises—is better 
laid out than three times the sum in 
other methods of addressing the pubfic. 
The merchant who allots to advertising 
in newspapers a aunt equal to what he 
pays for reut makes a wise investment 
which is sure to repay him. Those who 
do not advertise at all—because they 
think no ben’etit is derived from it—are 
the very parties who advertise most con­
spicuously by hanging their goods out­
side their stores and growl because they 
are not permitted to occupy half the 
street with their wares.

Rev. G. M. Grant, D.D., Principal of 
(Jueen’s College, Kingston, returned 
this week from a trip to Manitoba, and 
for a few days was the guest of Rev. Dr. 
Ure, at his comfortable residence over­
looking Lake Huron.

Un Wednesday morning a representa­
tive of The Sional paid his respects to 
the distinguished collegian, whom he 
found in excellent health and spirits, 
having been much benefitted by his re­
cent visit to the North-west.

The conversation naturally turned 
upon the trip of the Principal to the 
Prairie Province.

“It ii nine years since I last visited 
Manitoba,” said Dr. Grant, “and al­
though the Province has not been tilled 
up at the rate of 60,000 per annum, as 
some predicted, yet it has made extra­
ordinary progress.’’

“Don’t you think the policy of the 
Government in locking up the lands had 
much to do with retarding the fuller pro­
gress of the country ?” was the enquiry.

“I do. In the adjoining States the 
railways had thrown open the land to 
settlers, while in Canada the Pacific rail­
way was a bone of contention between 
the two political parties. The Syndicate 
will open up the country inure freely. 
The feeling in the country was evidently 
in favor of a company. In so gigantic a 
work some such scheme was necessary. 
It would be impossible for one man to 
control so great a work. A man might 
be able to manage a canoe alone, but he 
could not by himself control a steamboat 

he couldn't be fireman, pilot, engineer 
and purser. ”

And do you think, Doctor, that a com­
pany is better than Government control. "

“I cannot say that. I am not anxious 
to state |iersonally what I think. How­
ever, ‘he feeling in the country was evi­
dently in favor of a company.”

“ijon’t you think tho Syndicate lias a 
fat thing ?”

“Well, hardly. On some sections 
they will do well, but at the eastern and 
western ends they will have a difficult 
country to traverse, and will not have so 
“fat" a thing on that account—that is, if 
they build the line faithfully and well.
I think, however, that the character of 
the work done by the Government will 
be superior to that done by a company. 
And for this reason : The Government 
is watched by about half the people, who 
are interested in finding fault and pick­
ing Haws in any public work. If pool- 
work is done, the country hears of it, 
and often it will be represented to be 
worse than it really is. With a company 
it is different. It is not in the interest 
of many to find fault with its work. 
Free passes are given to correspondents 
who write up the routes in tile most 
favorable way.

New York, Aug. 25.—Shark catching 
was begun yeaterday in the East River. 
Capt. Jack Sullivan argued that the Ful­
ton Market fishmonger! threw away 
enough dead fish in their dock at Pier 22 
to attract as many sharks as the refuse 
from Washington Market on the North 
River, so he baited a steel hook with 
porgies, sat and kicked his heels on the 
edge of the pier next to Fuitun Ferry on 
the north, and waited. Suddenly he was 
nearly yanked into t he water by a bite. 
Men ran to the rescue and wound the 
line around a spile. The fish churned 
the water like a propeller as it was haul­
ed in little by little. When it was pull­
ed nearer to the pier, the likeness to the 
motion of a propeller was startling. Lift­
ed to the pier it was found to be a sea 
monster unknown to any fishermen in the 
market. It has a short, flat and thick- 
body, and its tail ia no tail at all 
to apeak of. It is simply that part of 

| the body opposite the head, and it has 
big scallops, like in form to those on a 
molasses cookie. There are only two 
fins, and when they are extended the 
distance from tip to tip is nearly as great 
as that from head to tail. The queerest 
part of the fish is its head. The profile 
resembles that of an old man. The nose 
is that of a high liver, the mouth is that 
of a little old man, and the eye is that of 
an ox. The skin is gray, and it feels to 
the finger like sand paper. The fish 
over six feet long, and it weighs nearly 
200 pounds. Mr. R. B. Roisevelt ar.d 
Mr. E. G. Blackford saw the fish, and 
were of the opinion that it resembles the 
Mediterranean suntieh, and ia an entire 
stranger in these waters.

—To 
ms toes have been attacked by a new dis­
ease and the crop, it is said, will be a 
failure. The largest growers say that 
two-thirds of the crop is entirely unfit 
for market. In the first stage a slight 
discoloration appears underneath the 
blossom stem. In the next stage a sink­
ing in of the surface is apparent. Then 
general decay sets in. The tomatoes 
are affected alike, whether green or 
ripening. No insects can be detected, 
and some farmers think that the rot is 
due to climatic changes, such as an ex­
cess of heat.

THOUGHTS ON THE SURPLUS. 
But Hector Langevin boasted in God­

erich last week that there would be a 
surplus of <8,600,000 in the Dominion 
Treasury this year.

A number of Conservatives have since 
been repeating the statement until they 
are hoarse.

But they fail to tell us who it is that 
pays the money—who it is that provides 
this fat surplus.

They seem to have escaped all know­
ledge of the fact that the Canadian peo­
ple have subscribed it; that even out of 
the pockets of our Conservative friends 
themselves a portion of that three and 
half millions has been paid. They ap­
pear to be oblivious to the fact that all 
of us have been quietly robbed to make 
up that surplus.

What would our Conservative friends 
think of a man who, under pretence of 
assisting a belated traveller, picked his 
pockets, and then boasted of their mutual 
wealth ? Or, rather, what would they 
think of the victim who gloried in his 
friend’s cleverness!

Our Conservative friends applaud 
high tariff because it increases the 
Dominion revenue.

Yet these same people complain 
loudly at the least increase in the muni­
cipal taxation.

The municipal council that would re­
commend a high rate of taxation just to 
get a surplus, would be looked upon as 
public robbers.

Our Conservative friends are not in 
favor of a municipial surplus, for they 
must pay that directly; they glory in a 
Dominion surplus, which they assist to 
pay indirectly. ,

They fail to see that the custom 
house officer and the tax collector are 
twin brothers.

IS IT DISLOYALTY 1 
Sir Hector Langevin, at the dinner 

given in his honor by the Town Council of 
Goderich on Thursday of last Week, en­
deavored to prove that the abolition of 
the Senate would knock the principal 
pillar from under the structure raised at 
Confederation. The Speaker gave 
history of the consummation of Confeder­
ation,andgave reasons why the Senate was 
formed, but omitted to mention a sin­
gle instance wherein the Upper Cham­
ber had showed that it was of any ser­
vice whatever. We have always contend­
ed, and will continue so to do, (notwith­
standing the special pleading of the Hon. 
Minister of Public Works in its behalf) 
that the Senate is of no practical use in 
the government of the country, and 
were every member in it to be called 
hence in a day, no clog would result to 
the wheels of Government. Possibly it 
was right that soft seats should be made 
for a number of worn-out political hacks 
at the time of Confederation, but the 
necessity for perpetuating the nuisance 
has long ago ceased to exist. Our Tory 
friends, in Ontario, who despair of ever 
holding power in this intelligent Pro­
vince, are eternally bewailing the fact 
that we are too much governed, and are 
anxious to abolish the Provincial Legis­
lature—perhaps the most useful House 
of all, so far its we are concern­

ed. Surely they must ba aware that 
our Legislatures were given us under the 
aelfvjanie Act as the Senate, and that if 
the advocacy of the abolition of the Sen­
ate is disloyal, murmuring against 
the Legislature is equally disloyal. For 
our own part, we believe that advocating 
any constitutional change is not a dis­
loyal act, and we are willing to see any 
House abolished as soon as “its use­
fulness is gone,” and it has ceased to be 
a reflex of popular opinion. If the Pro­
vincial Legislature has reached that 
stage, we are willing that the prayer of 
our Tory friends in the matter should be 
heard, and we will not stigmatize them 
as being disloyal when they advocate its 
constitutional removal. But we claim 
the same right to express our opinion 
on any of the otherChambers that nomi­
nally govern the Dominion; and have no 
hesitancy in stating that the Senate has 
long ago ceased to be of any practical 
value as an exponent of public opinion 
in the Government of Canada.

The Prince nail the I’reuldeal.

Those who have fears that President 
Garfield will die, may be strengthened in 
their hope for his recovery if they bear

watched the bulletins with ever increased 
anxiety. On Sunday, the 10th day of 
December, 1871—the day set apart for 
national prayer for his recovery—the 
doctors fairly gave the Prince up.

On Tuesday morning we drove out to 
the well-known Cherrydale Farm, about 
eight miles from Goderich, and perhaps 
two from the post village of Benmiller. 
We approached the house by an avenue 
of poplars, and were soon in conver 
sation with Mr. LeTouzel, who was 
pushing along his works for the cider end 
syrup industry. The present owner of 
Cherry dale has been some seven years 
in possession, and during that time has 
made some wonderful improvements oil 
the old farm. The place derives its 
name from the large number of cherry' 
trees growing upon it. Mr. LeTouzel is 
justly proud of Cherrydale. Said he:

“When I first cane, not being accus 
tomed to practical farming, I was laugh­
ed at. But I had read and thought, 
and no man can farm without study. 
Nearly all the apple trees bore natural 
fruit. I had them all grafted immediate­
ly—the old trees were literally ‘slash 
ed’—and all were grafted with choice 
sorts. I have some 200 trees, and I can 
tell you it was no small job. The farmers 
around said it was a shame and a pity 
but now the orchard is like one of new 
trees, and I have excellent fruit. Many 
who once laughed at me now imitate me. 
I have grafted and budded over 31 im­
ported varieties, brought over from Eng­
land and Jersey—and some of them sre 
beauties. See how vigorous the grow­
ing wood looks on the trees. ”

And certainly Mr. LeTouzel’s treat 
ment of hie orchard seem to have com­
pletely rejuvenated it. The farm con­
sists of 160 acres, and the plough is kept 
going pretty steadily, as Mr. LeTouzel 
believes in good cultivation. He has 
some choice fall wheat this sesson, show 
ing that his cider and sorghum enter 
prise has not led him to neglect the rais­
ing of good grain.

Our visit to Cherrydale, however, was 
chiefly to make a note of the new indus­
tries just inaugurated on the farm, and 
regarding them we gleaned the follow­
ing facts :

CHAMPAGNE CIDER.
The manufacture of cider will begin 

in about three or four weeks, and the 
arrangements are not only extensive but 
very ingenious. The great bulk ot the 
cider, however, will be made later in the 
year, for bottling. The mill will be run 
on the same principle as a grist mill 
farmers who bring good apples can get 
their cider on toll. The entire aflair will 
be run by water power. The power will 
be supplied by a neverfailing spring 
which runs through Cherrydale. A larg e 
dam has beenexcavated.and water gates 
ingeniously contrived, can turn on the 
power at any rate from one to ten horse 
power. The water has five feet head on 
an overshot wheel. The cider press has 
a capacity of 100 tons, and the pips 
will be crushed also, imparting a rich 
flavor to the cider which cannot be 
given by the ordinary press. The grind 
ing drum revolves at the rate of 600 re­
volutions a minute, and as much as 
bushels an hour can be fed into it A 
farmer bringing a load of apples with 
him can get his cider in a very short 
time. Mr. LeTouzel anticipates a large 
trade in bottled cider this year, judging 
from the great demand for last season's 
make.

“Had I 100 dozen,” said he, “I could 
sell them to-day and bring home the 
cash with me. I have continual enqui­
ries for it. ”

The successful making and bottling 
of champagne cider is an art. Every­
body can't do it. Mr. LeTouzel's pre­
mises are admirably arranged for it. 
The powerful screws of his press get the 
best flavor that fruit and pip can impart 
to the cider, and his curing or cooling 
house, where the bottles are set in a 
running stream of intensely cold spring 
water, ensure the best treatment for the 
sparkling apple juce. The nop of the 
champagne cider cork will be no un­
common sound during the summer of 

! 1882, if indeed, the lovers of the drink 
can wait until that time.

SORGHUM.
Mr. LeTouzel leading, we went 

through a twelve acre field of sorghum.
■ The tall canes, waving with their seed 
! crowns away in the air, brought to our 
fancy a Southern plantation scene. The 

! early part of the season was not favor­
able for the growth of sorghum, but 
during the past two or three weeks it 
had made rapid growth, and Mr. Le­
Touzel expects a fair yield off his “plant­
ation.” The cane will yield from 100 to 

1 150 gallons to the acre, and the leaves 
make excellent foddiai for live stuck. 
Briefly described, the manufacture of 
sorghum syrup is as follows: About the 
close of September the cane is cut. The 
stalk is caught at the Lop, and the hand

Our usually quiet village was thrown 
into a temporary state of excitement 
Thursday last. Early in the inorninii a 
rumor was in circulation that Sir Hector 
Langevin would pass through the village 
and inspect the harbor works. Then 
again it was reported he would go from 
Kincardine to Goderich by boat. Two 
of our prominent citizens held a meeting 
and elected themselves a committee of 
reception, with power to add to their 
number, which privilege they imme­
diately made use of. About 10 o clock 
it was known that Sir Hector and party 
were on their way by carriage for Port 
Albert. About half past <>ne the first 
carriage made its appearance amidst 
a cloud of dust. It contained Sir Hec­
tor Langevin, and private secretary,, 
Mr. Right ineyer and Mr. Perley. 
They immediately drove to the -harbor, 
and inspected the works. Sir Hector 
was very much pleased with the im­
provements which have been made from 
so small an outlay. Mr. Perley, Chief 
Engineer, was pleased at the progress 
which had been made since his visit 
about a year ago, when he could walk 
across the harbor without scarcely wet­
ting his feet at a place where there is 
now 10 feet of water and where vessels 
have loaded nearly 200 cords of tan- 
bark. It was intimated to Sir Hector 
and Mr. Perley that it was absolutely 
necessary to extend the piers from 200 
to 300 feet, in order to protect what has 
already been done, and save the liarbor 
from filling with gravel and sand. 
After leaving the harbor Sir Hector and 
party proceeded to Mr. Henry Otway s 
residence, where the party were hospit­
ably entertained to a good hearty lunch 
by Mr. and Mrs. Otway. When it is 
known that Mrs. Otway had only an 
hour or two to prepare for the gentle­
men it may be taken for granted that 
her larder is always well stocked. It is 
proposed to elect Mr. Otway the first 
Mayor of Port Albert, as he would be 
much given to hospitality. About the 
time Sir Hector and party had finished 
lunch, another carriage came in contain­
ing some Goderich gentlemen whose 
steeds were unable to keep pace with 
Mr. Rightmeyer’s team. They had one 
consolation in being so far behind, and 
that is they did not give Sir Hector 
a chance to throw dust in their eyes. I 
might mention in this connection that 
Mr. Farrow M. P., and Mr. Fred John­
ston were in carriage No. 2. After the 
wants of man and beast were attended 
to, the party st il ted for Goderich where, 
Mr. Editor, you know the rest yourself, 
sir.

Hence the charge pre­
ferred by Hawkins against him. The 
magistrate decided that Stevenson had a 
legal claim to the bark,and dismissed the 
case.

Patti does 
not care much for wigs, but she is ex­
ceedingly particular about her own hair. 
She lias it dressed every day, and speaks 
contemptuously of Nillson, which she 
calls ‘that uncombed woman,’ because 
she twists her yellow locks up any way."

“How is it that America is the only 
country where female hair-dressers are in 
vogue ?”

“Because American women are more 
modest and their husbands more particu­
lar than the men and women of any 
other country. I have been in France, 
where fashionable women think nothing 
of their hair-dressers being in the room 
while they rise and put on a peignoir, 
and in England ladies of the nobility 
are not more particular. They seem to 
think because a man understands the art 
of sticking in hair pins he is without 
Bex, but ot late years there has been a 
change in England, owing to the exer­
tions of Emily Faithful, who is always 
looking up new avenues for woman’s 
labor. In 1870 she managed to get the 
promise of Queen Victoria to try the 
services of a female hair dresser. The 
Queen was so pleased that site engaged 
one. That set the fashion, and now the 
majority of hair-dressers in London are 
women. The one who waited on Her 
Majesty learned the trade by adopting 
the male garb, the only way in which 
she could get a chance .to learn. It is 
certainly mure comme il faut for a lady 
to receive one of. her own sex in the dis­
order of a Led-room in the early morn­
ing and cn dishabille.”

“Did you see any remarkable speci­
mens of hair in England ? ’

“Generally speaking, the English la­
dies have fine heads of hair, partly ow- 
jig to the moist climate, and again to 
the assiduous brushing it receives morn-

there was cut off and onj exhibition in 
the South Kenington museum. There 
were two specimens, both coal black, cut 
from the heed» of Lancashire lasses, and 
measuring seventy-four inches in length. 
Much more curious than this, I saw a 
coil rope sent from Japan. It weighed 
600 pounds, was 700 feet in length, and 
waa made entirely of hair cut from the 
heads of over 2,000 Japanese women. It 
had taken aix years to weave it by hand, 
and was made for a tycoon who, when it 
waa completed, concluded that a cable 
would answer better, and so gave this 
magnificent hawser to an English traveler 
of distinction, who afterward presented 
it to the museum. ”

“Where does the false hair used in 
this country come from ?"

“France and Germany; the former 
principally. France exports about 20,- 
000 pounds annually, which represents 
the heads of 32,000 women. The lighter 
shades of hair come from Germany, the 
longest and darkest from Brittany. In 
both countries it is bought and collected 
by agents, who drive light wagons filled 
with gaudy neckerchiefs and cheap jew­
elry; this they give in exchange for 
masses of beautiful hair unvalued by 
their owners, who have always worn it 
concealed under snug peasant caps. The 
French export is put at £3,000,000 an­
nually, of which England and America 
consume the largest shares. ”

“How is this hair retailed in this 
country ?”

“White hair, which is the most rare 
and expensive, it long, sells at $50 an 
ounce, but people are often cheated into 
buying yak, which closely resembles it 
when refined. Blonde hair is the next 
most expensive; that ranges front £15 to 
$40, according to the length and beauty 
of shade, while dark hair comes from 
£10 to $15. Curly hair is* very much 
sought for, and is ot greater value be­
cause difficult to get. All the finest 
blonde hair that comes here is used for 
making wigs for the stave, and they cost 
from $100 to £200, according to the 
length and the natural wave.—[New 
York Tribune.

We suppose still the greatest name in 
the last Irish .Parliament, amongst the 
Irish members of the Imperial Parlia­
ment, is that of Henry Grattan; it is not 
too much to speak of him as the father of 
his country, and the reverence he com­
mands on this side of the Channel was 
scarcely less than that which covered his 
name in Ireland. Mr. W. H. Lecky 
says of him that his eloquence was per­
haps the finest that has been heard in 
either country since the time of Chat­
ham, no British orator had an equal 
power of firing an audience or inspiring 
a nation. It is certain that, like Burke, 
he lined his speeches with aphorisms of 
profound political wisdom, and irradiat­
ed them with lines of exquisite poeticbeau- 
ty; but he united -to these Chatham's 
fire, although, perhaps, not with Chat­
ham’s altogether imperial and even im­
perious majesty. That is an effecting 
picture of his appearance in the Irish 
House of Commons in the debate on the 
Union in 1800. It was in the night, or 
rather in the earlier hours of the 
morning; the debate was at its heat. 
Plunkett had spoken, St. George Daly 
was replying to him. In the midst of 
his reply he caught Plunket’s sneer of 
contempt and ridicule, and it appears to 
be simply true that it finished the speak­
er off. Sir Josiah Barrington, who was 
there, says that Daly received the sneer 
like an arrow. It pierced him ; he fal­
tered like a wounded man, then he 
floundered and fell. At this moment 
Mr. Egan had risen to speak, when the 
doors of the House of Commons were 
thrown open and Henry Grattan—who 
had been only returned for Wicklow a 
few hours, and while the House had been 
sitting—entered the House. Reporters 
say that instantly a most solemn hush 
and awe pervaded the entire assembly; 
an indescribable emotion seized the 
House and the gallery, and every heart 
heaved in tributary homage to the 
name and virtues of the man who, in 
1782, had framed and founded the con­
stitution which was then under discus­
sion. His form was emaciated with 
sickness, his face worn with anxiety and 
pain. As he tottered up the House he 
leaned upon the arms of his friends, 
Arthur Moore and George Punsonby. 
So he advanced slowly to the table. A* 
he did so, acting upon an impulse, Vis­
count Castlereagh rose and uncovered, 
and most of the House followed the 
Minister’s example, although they knew 
theveteran was there to oppose the Minis­
terial measure. They remained uncover­
ed while he took the oath, Slowly,then 
he moved to his seat, selecting his place 
by the side of Plunkett. Apologizing 
for his condition, he obtained permission 
to address the House sitting, and for two 
hours he held the House, in opposition 
to the Union, by the mingling of all 
those blended lights to which we have 
referred. It seems to us a fine illustra­
tion on the part of the House of homage 
to genius and virtue, and on the part of 
the speaker of the power of the mind 
over the body.

After the Union Grattan became as 
marked in the Imperial as he had previ­
ously been in the Irish Parliament. He 
was more gentlemanly than O’Connell.

and although returned for Malton, in 
Yorkshire, he was in reality mom law 
for all Ireland. He took his place im­
mediately, in rank and eminence, ns » 
voice in the House, with Pitt and Fox. 
His first appeaiice in the United Parlia­
ment was on the 13th of May, iWX>, and 
realized of curse, every ex[iectatimi. 
Fox bad spoken, He was replied to by 
a Mr. Duigenun in a speech full of ren­
om and fury against the Irish Catholics. 
Then followed Grattan, whose speech is 
most tempting for quotation. He began 
by saying, very happily, “I rise,, sir, to 
avoid the example ot the member who 
has just sat down, and instead of calum­
niating either party, I will defend both.” 
Then he, with great wit, indicated his 
own course of reply by saying of the pre­
ceding speaker, “His speach consists of 
four parts ; first, an invective against the 
religion of the Catholics; second, an in­
vective uttered against the present gene­
ration; third, an invective uttered 
against the past: and fourth, an invective 
against the future. Here the limits of crea­
tion interposed and stopped the luemlwr! 
It is to defend those ditfereutgeneratioiis 
I rise—to rescue the Catholic from his 
attack, and the Protestant from his de­
fence. ” It was a famous speech, and 
and full of famous passages. One will be 
fresh in the recollection of all our 
readers ; “The Parliament of Ire­
land !"be exclaimed, “I have a paternal re­
collection of: I sat by her cradle; I follow­
ed her hearse. In fourteen years she 
acquired for Ireland what you did not ac­
quire for England in a century—freedom 
of trade, independency of the Legisla­
ture, independency of the judges, re­
storation of the final Judicature, repeal 
of a perpetual Mutiny Bill— Habeas 
Corpus Act, a great work ! You will fi­
eld it, and I shall rejoice.”

It is said that the effect of this speech 
on Dr. Duigenan was remarkable. 
Several epigrams were written at the 
time. The following is one:
“Of many wondrous fuels we’ve heard.
Such as a woman with a beard;
Or fishes dying o’er the ses;
Or eats that could with mice agree:
Hut all these wonders lose their force.
And arc no more than things of course. 
Compared with what lust night took place—
A BLl'sn on Paddy Ituigenan’s face!

Such was Grnttan. His death was as 
tenderly beautiful as his life had been 
great. It was known while he was dy­
ing that he had arranged that he should 
be carried back to Ireland and buried in 
the old family church-yard of Mayanna. 
But a deputation waited upon him by 
his deathbed to entreat that this decis­
ion should be revoked and that all that 
was mortal of him should remain in 
Westminster. “Well, let it be the Ab­
bey, then," he said. And so there in 
the Abbey lie the remains of the great 
Irishman whose name men of all coun­
tries and parties may pronounce with 
admiration and pride.

Considering the 
important service rendered to the com 
inanity in general by well-conducted 
newspapers, business and professional 
men patronize them far too little. A 
liberal advertising patronage is the heat, 
possible thing for the reader as well as 
for the publisher, as it enables the latter 
to keep the other departments of Ins 
paper in a higher state of efficiency, 
newspaper whose advertising columns 
are aparaely filled conveys an impression 
the reverse of favorable of the commun 
ity in which it is published.

not much prosperity in that community.

Newspaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice fry letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
•until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the poet-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub 
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must [>ay for 
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus­
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals 
from the post-office, or removing and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prim» facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

Garfield, then in his prime as an orator, 
and already wearing the indefinable, 
aureole that settles round the head of 
one set apart for a higher destiny than. 
his fellows, rose.

Then followed a touching and fraternal 
tribute, not necessary to quote in full, 
but ending Aith the f«flowing, which 
seems to one who knew the style of each 
about equally the work of the author 
and hie eloquent reviser:

“Beiore closing, however, let me re. 
fer to the crowning glory of his life 
Mr. Ferry had a strong religious element 
in his character. This was with him a 
great controlling force, and not a senti 
ment No cloud obscured the effulgence 
of his hojie or dimmed his vision. Clear 
and high his intellect and his faith rose 
above all storms and darkness, and sus­
tained him in sweet companionship 
amid the unrevealed mysteries of pain.
