“It seems as if 
I simply must lie 
down and rest 
two or three 
hours,” she said 
wearily.

“W h y don't 
you?" asked her 
neighbour.

"How can I?” said the -woman. 
“Look at all I’ve got to do before din­
ner.' 1 never ought to have gone off 
and left my work, but I felt as if I 
must take advantage of that sale.”

"Well, lie down and rest ten min­
utes.” said the neighbor.

“I can't spare ten minuted.” said 
the woman doggedly, and she donned 
her apron and went wearily to work.

Whereby she proved that, like most 
women, she was ignorant of the tre­
mendous interest which a small in­
vestment in relaxation at just . the 
right moment will pay.

The value of little rests and relaxa­
tions is something the average wo­
man dbes not seem to understand. If 
she cannot rest an hour or two. she 
will not rest at all. She looks out 
and sees that it is a beautiful morn­
ing and feels that she would like to 
go off for an outing, but it never oc­
curs to her that half an hour's walk 
would freshen her up and make life 
much more livable.

If you finish some task and find you 
are tired out, before you face the next, 
throw yourself on the couch and ab­
solutely relax for ten or fifteen min­
utes. You will not lose those min­
utes : on the contrary, you will get

them back with Interest in your great­
er facility, .

If you have brain work to do and 
your brain is confused or excited, lay 
your task aside, and pick up some 
“easy” book, and real for fifteen 
minutes or a half hour.

If you come home from some ex­
pedition tired out and have work 
awaiting you, spend five minutes bath­
ing your face in hot water and ten 
minutes just relaxing, then drink a 
little warm milk or eat some .other 
simple lunch, and see how different 
the world looks.

Five minutes' complete rest before 
eating when you are very tired will 
double the nutritive value of your 
meal.

You have probably heard of the 
new science of scientific management 
which aims to so Improve working 
conditions that a much larger output 
per man will be possible. An experi­
ment was made with a man who was 
leading pig iron. He was offered 
large wages to do a certain task. But 
he was not left to himself to do it, 
If he had been, the investigator points 
out, “he would have kept so steadily 
at Ills work that his muscles would 
not have had the proper periods of 
rest absolutely needed for recupera­
tion, and he would have been com­
pletely exhausted early in the day.' 
To prevent this, a man who under­
stood the law of rest stood over him 
and told him when to work and when 
to rest. As a result of this schedule 
the man loaded 47% tons a day as 
against 12% under the old system—a 
gain of approximately 400 p.c.

That is one example of the value of 
little rests at the right moment.

Feed The Children, 
Says Rugby Doctor.

London, May 16.—The members of 
the National Food Reform Association 
and others met in conference at the 
Guild Hall yesterday to discuss the 
question of diet for school children.

The physician at Rugby, Dr. Luke, 
said there was undoubtedly need of 
better feeding in girls’ schools. Girls 
from 11 to 16, he said, grew and 
broadened to an amazing extent, pass­
ing the boys in the race by several 
inches; but here, at this age, the 
stinting of food to the girls amounted 
to positive cruelty. While adults 
should arise from the table hungry, 
said the doctor, children should reach 
the sense of repletion.

All boys will agree with Dr. Luke’s 
dictum, that besides a substantial 
breakfast and dinner, the tea ahould 
include eggs, jatp, fish, potted meats, 
cakes, treacle and honey. The girls 
are not likely to disagree with this.

Census Returns.
THE CLAIMS OF THE WEST.

We notice from the Census Returns 
that Twillingate. St. John's West, St. 
John's East. St. George's and St. 
Harbe are the only districts which 
show gains by immigration. Twil­
lingate shows 540; St. John's West. 
76; St. John's East. 1.171; St. Geor­
ge's. 377 and St. Barite. 568. Tilt 
greatest percentage of actual increase 
from all sources are as follows: St. 
George’s. 30.3; St. Barbe, 28.8; St. 
John's East. 16.9; Twillingate. 16.7; 
Fortune Bay. 14.0; Burin. 11.7; Si. 
John's West. 11.3. and Bonavista. 11.3. 
The curious shifting of the popula­
tion from district to district and the 
different rates of natural increase in 
the districts make the discrepancies 
in electoral representation more and 
more evident. One-sixth of the popu­
lation of the Island is ndw in the 
Western Districts of Fortune Bay. 
Burgeo & La Poile. SL George's and 
St. Barbe, and yet they have only one- 
ninth of the representation of the Is­
land in the House of Assembly. The 
time is ripe to give the West Coast 
the electoral representation which is 
its due.

With 1200 Qtls.

Train Held Up.
NEW ORLEANS. May 15. — Two 

! masked men held up the New Orleans, 
j New York Limited train No. 2. North 
j bound, on the New Orleans and North 
j Eastern railroad, eight miles South of 
| Hattiesburg. Miss., shortly after mid- 
j night this morning, and after dyna- 
| miting the safe, in the express car. 
! escaping on horses with one bundle 
I containing $160.000. The passengers 

were not molested and no one was 
hurt. The train proceeded to Hatties­
burg. where the city and county offi­
cials were notified. Posses formed 
and mounted on horses, started in 
pursuit of the robbers, who. it is said, 
took a Northeasterly direction, evi­
dently heading for the Alabama State 
line.

-FIVE CHARGES.
Five charges of dynamite were ex­

ploded in the express car. nearly de­
molishing it. A through safe, des­
tined from New Orlean.t to Eastern 
Points, said to contain possibly $150. 
000. most of which was Government 
funds, was blown open and the con­
tents taken.

The train had stopped at Waterlake 
just north of Richburg. when the men 
bearded the express car. At the time 
nearly ail the passengers, except a 
few who were to leave the train at 
Hattieburg, were asleep in their 
berths. The men first forced the en­
gineer and fireman to leave the en­
gine and together with Conductor 
Fleming and other members of the 
train crew, they were lined up again­
st the train and covered with a re­
volver by one of the robbers, while 
the other entered the express car 
and forced the express messengers 
and a guard, said to be watching thf: 
Government money .on the train, to 
get out and join the line. The mes­
senger and guard were relieved of 
their weapons before they had a 
chance to make any resistance. After 
the guards and messenger had disem­
barked. the robbers, guarding the 
crew sent one of them back through 
the coaches with instructions to in­
form the passengers the train was be­
ing held for a certain puritose. and 
they were safe as long as they re­
mained inside the cars.

Fatter and Sen Swept Overboard—
Sen Loses His Life—Fatter Has
Narrow Escape.
The schr. J. E. Greening. Capt. Rd. 

Fry, arrived this forenoon from In­
dian Arm, Bonavista Bay. The crew 
of tiie vessel report a sad drowning 
accident this morning.

The vessel was running pretty 
well in a free wind after leaving Cata­
lina where she harboured, when Skip­
per Rd. Fry and hia son,- Thomas, who 
held the deck and were aft were sud 
denly hurled overboard by the jibing 
of the boom. The accident occurred 
off Green Island aa the vessel ran 
along in a gale of wind. When- Mr. 
Fry went overboard he managed to 
cling to the "downhaul." and yelling 
for help was rescued by other mem­
bers of the crew. Thomas disappear­
ed completely and it is believed the 
boom hit him and killed him before 
he struck the water. He was a fine 
young man only 21 years old. and to­
day his heart broken father tele­
graphed the news of the drowning of 
her son to his mother. Quite a lot of 
schooners got in last night and the 
accident cast a gloom over all their 
crews.

Sergeant Kent made an ex­
amination of the effects of the crew 
and officials, but nothing was found 
which afforded any clue to the my 
stery. For it is a mystery as the 
mail-room itself is under lock and 
key and no one but postal officials 
have a right to be there, and the safe 
is. the Postmaster General tells us. a 
good one. Postmaster Dunphy im­
mediately advised the postal authori­
ties, who Instructed him to proceed 
with the ship to Port aux Basques, 
and a special officer would be des­
patched also. The case has been plaç­
ai in the hands of the Inspector Gen- 
■ral who despatched an officer this 
morning to Placentia who will make 
a thorough investigation. It would 
appear that the thief made a selection 
and doubtless looked out for register­
'd letters containing cash or other 
negotiable.

Prince to Have

chase Penrhyn Castle for him.

The castle stands on an eminence, 
two miles from the town of Bangor in 
North Wales.

There is 
also a bedstead constructed entirely 
of slate, which is exquisitely tooled 
and finished.

Dear Sir,—According- to official no- 

i tiee of the Municipal Council the 
question -of' thé adjustment of Cab­
mens’ Tariff is .to stand over until the 
return of the Premier, the Rt. Hon. 
Sir E. P. Morris. Recently when the 
matter was before the Council it was 
decided that the adjustment of the 
grievances complained of by the Cab­
men should stand over until the re­
turn of the Mayor, there might be 
some excuse in permitting the matter 
to stand over1 until the return o^ the 
Mayor, because the season, so to 
speak, had not then opened, but there 
cannot be any justification in allowing 
matters to stand until the latter end 
of June or July. While It may be 
very well for the Council to defer to 
the request of the Premier, still there 
are other people in this community to 
be considered, and as citizens and tax­
payers we claim the right to be con­
sidered and our grievances remedied. 
The Cabmen have substantial griev­
ances which are capable of adjust­
ment in fifteen minutes, surely it is 
worth an effort upon the part of the 
Council to bring about that adjust­
ment and not postpone the matter fur­
ther. Tourist traffic will be opening 
with the next arrival of the Red 
Cross boats, and it is only fair to the 
public as well as cabmen that a pro­
per tariff should be agreed upon. 
There may be some cabmen, as is 
found in every trade and occupation, 
who use their calling or trade for the 
purpose of extortion; a case may hap­
pen before the return of the Premier, 
then,there will be a hue and cry by 
the press and public, and the Cabmen 
who always charge reasonable and 
fair rates will be blamed equally with 
hjm who is guilty of the extortion 
There are members of the fonnofi 
who agree with the principle of livi 
and let live, that the laborer is worthy 
of his hire.

Come, Mr. Mayor, you are 
the choice of. the people in the high 
office of Mayor. It is your duty to 
protect the rights of citizens, no mat 
ter how humble their calling as citi­
zens may be. The cabmen are citi­
zens and taxpayers, and their rights 
must be respected.

What is Councillor Myrick doing in 
this matter? Cabmen helped to elect 
him, were It not for their Support he 
would nol now be sitting at the Coun­
cil Board. How is he repaying the 
Cabmen for their support? Let him 
answer the question. The Cabmen do 
not seek favors, they only ask justice 
a: his hands, and at the hands of some 
others who are throwing obstacles in 
the way of justice and fair play to 
Cabmen. We know that Councillor 
Martin has been endeavouring to do 
his duty to the Cabmen and public, 
and if he had the support of others of 
the Council whom he should have, 
then the simple act of justice would 
be done. We feel assured that Coun­
cillor Ryan whom we regard as an 
honest and conscientious Councillor 
will see that justice is done us.

Sordid Talc of
Love and Tragedy.

Renowned Violinist Shoots His 
Wife and Then Ends His 

Own Life.
New York. May 3— Playing the 

Miserere from “II Trovatore” to a 
company of diners, who encored him 
repeatedly, while the body of his wife, 
whom he had slain, was concealed in 
hi? apartment, Albert De Brahms, a 
violinist and orchestra leader, wide- 
h known here and in Parts, decided 
on Sunday night the details of the 
method by which he intended to dis­
pose of lier body.

Then, when discovery of his crime 
seemed about io W'inade by his gray 
haired mother, one of the innocent 
causes of the tragedy, he sent the 
ased woman away from his apart­
ment. at No. 229 West Thirty-fifth 
sheet, at noon, ran into a rear bed- 
voohÇaud hanged and shot himself. 
With in two minutes after DeBrahms

dies a new trunk, in which the police 
are convinced the murderer intended 
to ship his wife’s body out of the 
city, was delivered at his home and 
the double crime was revealed.

From the stories gathered by the 
police from other tenants in the 
heuse and from musicians with whom 
De Brahms had been associated Act­
ing Captain Cooney and the other 
policemen from the West Thirty-sev­
enth street station who investigated 
the murder and suicide, decided that 
the motive for the killings sprang 
from the almost insane jealousy the 
couple displayed toward each other. 
They held no doubt last night that 
Mrs. De Brahms, whose beauty since 
she lived there attracted the atten­
tion of other tenants In the house.

must have been killed early Saturday 
morning, probably before daylight. 
De Brahms slept in the house thal 
night and again after returning from 
his work early yesterday morning.

Since the restaurant was opened 
three weeks ago, De Brahms had beei 
employed as a violin soloist by Bus 
tanoby Brothers, who recently pur­
chased the old Abbaye Restaurant, ir 
Thirty-ninth street, near Broadway. 
It was there that the fervor ,of the 
man's playing during Sunday night at­
tracted the attention of the diners to 
such an extent that several of them 
threw him money. Before he went to 
the restaurant, be Brahms had beei 
the leader of the orchestra at th- 
Hotel Knickerbocker.

Thrust Mother Away.
From the restaurant, happy, smil­

ing and joking with the other musici 
ans, De Brahms returned yesterday 
morning just before two o’clock to 
the apartment where his wife's body 
was lying in the bathroom. The dis­
turbed bed, the police accepted as 
proof that he slept there until within 
an hour or two hours of the time that 
his crime was discovered. Then his 
mother, Mrs. Caroline De Brahm. of 
No. 330 Fifth Union Hill, N. J., arriv­
ed to visit him, but her son, nervous 
and agitated, thrust her quickly back 
into the hallway and pleaded with hei 
not to enter the apartment. Finally 
she went away, to learn of the death 
of her son and daughter-in-law foui 
hours later when a reporter found hei 
in her home playing with two children 
and their toy soldiers.

Between the time his mother left 
him and the arrival of the trunk the 
police believe De Brahms prepared a 
mixture of plaster of paris in which 
he Intended to incase the upper part 
of the body before he attempted to 
send it out of the city. He strangled 
his wife to death, and practically all 
of the hardened plaster he used was 
smeared over the neck and shoulders 
of the dead woman. A strip of cloth 
was tied tightly around her neck.

The trunk was brought to the 
house by Leo. Gllmartln, eighteen 
years old. of No. 277 Warren Street. 
Brooklyn. He is employed by the 
Schwartz Trunk and Leather Com­
pany in West Forty-second Street.

AVanted “Longest Trunk.”
Thfc ipo^Hte learned that De Brahms 

went to that store on Saturday after­
noon and purchased the trunk. He 
laid particular emphasis upon the

fact that he “wanted the longest 
thing" he could buy. He paid for the 
trunk before he left the store and 
stipulated that It should be delivered 
to him at the Thirty-fifth Street ad­
dress yesterday “between ten o’clock 
In the morning and noon."

Carrying the trunk, Gllmartln en­
tered the elevator in the apartment 
house, and was taken to the seventh 
floor by Charles Hazzard, a negro 
elevator boy. Hazzard opened the 
elevator door and the trunk was lift­
ed into the hallway. The door lead­
ing Into the apartment Is directly op­
posite the elevator opening, and Gll­
martln and Hazzard saw at the same 
instant a white envelope that had 
been pushed halfway out beneath the 
apartment door Into the hallway.

Hazzard picked the note up. It was 
addressed to him- and h'e opened it. 
A five dollar bill fluttered to the floor. 
Hazzard read In the note directions to 
call a telephone number and Inform 
De Brahms’ “boss” that he would not 
appear for work that day. Then fol­
lowed Instructions to the elevator boy 
to use the money In having a good 
time.

The constant quarrelling that was 
the outgrowth of Mrs. be Brahms 
jealousy of her husband bad made 
other tenants on the same floor Inter­
ested In them, and when she heard 
Hazzard and Gllmartln talking In the 
hallway Mrs. Julia Gressier went to 
where they were standing. As she 
approached Hazzard said he did not 
think everything in the be Brahms 
apartment was as it should be, and 
as.ked Gllmartln to go for a police­
man. Their knocking at the apart­
ment door had elicited no response. 
Hazzard took Gllmartln to the ground 
floor in the elevator. While the boy 
who brought the trunk went in search 
of a policeman, Hazzard followed the 
directions In the note he had found 
and learned that the telephone call 
was that of the restaurant where De 
Brahms was employed.

In the meantime Mrs. Gressier kept 
knocking on the door to the De 
Brahm apartment. She was about to 
give up her efforts to arouse anyone, 
when, trying the knob again the door 
gave way. It had been locked when 
she tried to open It a moment before. 
The woman walked into the private 
hallway and caught sight of a shad­
owy figure disappearing at the far 
?nd as she reached a point opposite 
the door to the bathroom. She stop­
ped quickly. As she turned her head 
nd looked into the bathroom she 

saw Mrs. De Brahms’ body with a 
shawl placed over it on the floor. Mrs. 
Gressier screamed and ran out of the 
apartment.

Several other tenants heard the cry 
nd they entered the apartment a 
ew minutes before the police arrived 

with Gllmartln. They searched the 
other rooms without success until 
they reached the rear of the apart­
ment. There, in a small wardrobe 
opening from a bedroom, they found 
De Brahms’ body. He had taken a 
stout rope, formed a noose about his 
neck and tied the other end to a hook 
in the wall. Doubling his feet up un­
der, he was slowly strangling as he 
placed a small automatic revolver in 
his mouth and fired a shot

De Brahms’ Note Tells Story.
How Mrs. De Brahms met her death 

remained a mystery until the police 
searched the apartment. Then they 
found a letter addressed to “My 
Friends and the QUlcers of the Law.” 
It said:—

T was too miserable since I was 
married. My wife made me the most 
miserable man in the world. She

Paris, May 16.—That Octave Gam­

ier, the leader of the auto bandits, 
died by his own hand, is the opinion 
of the police, who performed an au­
topsy. The death wound, according 
to the medical expert, was caused by 
a bullet fired point blank at very 
close range, which entered the right 
temple and passed completely through 
the head. In addition to this, an ord­
nance revolver bullet had traversed 
the lower part of the thorax.

Vallett, who met his end with Gar­
nier in an eight hour battle with the 
police and troops at the Nogent Sur 
Marnevilla. was killed by two ordin­
ance revolver bullets in the head. A 
search of the ruined villa to-day in 
tl,e hope of finding bank notes, stolen 
bonds, and other valuables, was un­
successful.
