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The Public Expects 
The Auditor General 
To Do Bis Duty Î

Yesterday we pointed out the need 
of Increased vigilance on the part ol 
the Auditor General during the in­
terval between the closing of the 
last session of the Legislature and e 
General Election—particularly witli 
a view to .prevent such improper and 
unlawful means as those used under 
the present Morris-Morison Combine 
In 1911 to create à false surplus for 
political purposes. He should keep 
the accounts ol each year to them­
selves as directed by law. There is 
now no legislature and the present 
Tory Combine are on their trial be­
fore the people. A new Legislature 
and a new Government will have tc 
pasd upon all financial matters in the 
next session of the Legislature. The 
law is strict that no payments can 
bv made which are not previously vot­
ed in the Legislature except some un­
foreseen and urgent necessity arises 
requiring^ an emergency expenditurt 

ial power is given the Gov- 
ch payments as increases 

of Rvil servants, pen- 
, caneot under any cir- 
s be regarded as matters of 

urgent necessity and not only the 
Auditor General, but His Excellency 
the Governor should firmly resist 
every effort on the ,part of the Gov­
ernment to create such charges. Dur­
ing the session at the Legislature was 
the time to publicly vote moneys for 
'these purposes.. To do so now is an 
abuse 6f powkf w%ich neither the Gev- 
ernor nor the Auditor General can 
properly condone. In any event pay­
ments of this kind, given corruptly 
for political purposes, are such that 
the incoming Government connot con­
firm.

MONTREAL, To-day. 

The thirty-sixth annual meeting of 
the American Bar Association open­
ed; on the platform were a number 
of the most eminent guests including 
Ixird Haldane, ex-President Taft, 
Right Hon. R. L. Borden, Hon. Jo­
seph H. Choate and Hon. F. B. Kel­
logg. President of the Association, 
who presided. A picturesque figure 
on the platform was Judge Dittenoe- 
fer, of New York, who is believed to 
lie the sole surviving elector of Pre­
sidents Lincoln and Johnson in New 
York City. Hon. Frank B. Kcllog 
was the first to arrive and came in 
ior a round of applause which was 
accelerated when the Chief Justice of 
the United States followed, the entire 
ahdience rising to Its feet.

Attempt to Beat 
Transatlantic Record.
Liverpool, August 26.—With her 

cabins filled with many prominent 
persons, the Cuuard liner Lusitania 
left on Saturday bound for a record
trip to New York.

It is expected that tho big steamer
will break all records for a quick
passage. She Is expected to maintain 
the tremendous speed of 28 knots, or 
32.24 miles/an hour, one knot faster 
than the record now held by the Maur­
etania. The Lusitania's turbines were 
recently rebuilt at a cost of more than 
$1,000.000. The Mauretania recently 
made 27.04 knots for a day’s run. Re­
cently the Mauretania left Liverpool 
on a Saturday morning bound for New 
York. Th'e French liner France, bound 
also for New York, left Havre that 
same night.

The Mauretania stood by at Queens­
town for more than two hours to 
take on passengers and mail, and in 
that way lost much of her lead. Soon 
after she had cleared Queenstown she 
picked up the France by wireless, ami 
when it was learned that the two 
steamers were very close a trans-at- 
lantic race started.

On Wednesday morning the two v.- 
sels came within sight of each other, 
and many big bets were made by wire­
less as to the outcome of the contest. 
The Mauretania arrived off Sandy 
Hook just twelve minutes ahead of 
(lie France. The two steamers docked 
not thirty minutes apart.

The Mauretania's time was: From 
Daunt's Roçk to New York, 5 ‘days. 3 
hours, 59 minutes. The France's time 
was: From Havre to New York. 3 
days. 23 hours and 1 minute.

A Protest
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—When I took up my 
evening papers Saturday night, 1 
was astounded to see a flaring ad­
vertisement from the Reid Nfld. Co., 
announcing a “Sunday Excursion to 
Petty Harbor by way of the Trépas- 
sey RaHway.” Is that the use to 
which this Government Branch Rail­
way is to be put? Very few have 
been able to understand the purpose 
to be served by the building of the 
Trepassey Branch railway. Now our 
eyes have been opened to the pur­
pose of the Trepassey branch. It is 
to be an excursion line for Sunday 
desecrators, and to put money into 
the pocket of the Reids at the ex­
pense of the morality of the com­
munity. The Reids have not added 
to the social or political morality of 
the community since their advent 
among us, and however deeply wf 
may deplore the fact there Is diffi­
culty in dealing with it. But here is 
a railway just built at the expense 
of the taxpayers, to the tune of about 
Two Million Dollars and handed over 
by the Morris Government to the 
Reids for operation that is at once 
converted into a menace to the happi­
ness of one of the most God-fearing 
and peaceful little hamlets in the Is­
land. I know Petty Harbor and its 
,people well, and I can imagine with 
what disgust they find tfieir sanctity 
and peace invaded. We were . ever 
regarded by the stranger who came 
within our gates, at any rate until 
very recently, as a model community

in respect to the keeping htjly of the
Christian Sabbath. I have heard 
strangers comment in laudatory 
terms when witnessing on Sunday
thousands of our citizens on their 
way to the city cathedrals and other 
Churches for their devotion.

Churches may be abandoned 
and priest and parson ignored and 
the happiness of God-fearing villages 
destroyed, but the Morris-Reid pro­
gramme must not fail.

Yonr paper stopped the Sunday 
paper by its exposure of the patron 
age given to the starting of it by the 
Government. Here is a railway for 
which the people have been mulcted 
in Two Million Dollars that is a 
greater menace than the Sunday 
paper. Stop it in the name of all 
that is holy, should be the demand of 
Catholic and Protestant. Moral prin­
ciple is the axis of civilization. Abra­
ham Lincoln, in his last inaugural 
address, declared:

“A becoming, deference to the best 
“sentiments of Christian people, and 
“a due regard for the Divine will, de- 
“mand that Sunday labor be reduced 
“to the measure of strict necessity.”

The American people have lived up 
to that Ideal. There are no Sunday 
railway excursions in'*'the United 
States or Canada. Railway employ­
ees are permitted to rest on that day 
and deference -is paid to be best sen­
timents of Christian people. Are we 
to be the only Anglo-Saxons to pro­
fané the Day of the Most High?
