The News From Peland

The Russian official news from Po-
land takes on a more reassuring char-
acter than it has borne since the occu-
pation of Lodz on Sunday by the Ger-
mans. After this they continued their
efforts on a greater scale. One was to
capture Warsaw. The other was to
relief Cracow. The offensive. move-
ment on Warsaw was from the North-
west, and the West and South West. A
big column moved south from . Cast
Prussia along the Mlawa-Warsaw rail-
way. The other column moved -dowrt

‘ the valley on the south of the Vistula,
along the railway from Thorn through
Veolavok, Kutna on to Lowitz, mak-
ing for the junction at Shiernevice, to
the N.E. of Lodz, which connects War-
saw with Czestochova. The main at-
tack seems to have been on this Lodz-
Lowitz line. The main attack has
failed with heavy loss to the Germans.
It will be remembered after a similar
movement to Warsaw, the Germans, a
few weeks ago, were hurled back on
their own borders. Two other German
columns operating south of Lodz, from
Piotrow and Czestochova,do not appear
to have done much. The reason of this
was that while linked up with» the
Lodz column they formed the handle
of a big hook, the turned portion of the
hook going around Cracow by the west
and south to New Sandez with the ob-
ject of pushing its point out along ihe
Dunagee River past Tarnoff to the

. Vistula, relieving Cracow and round-
ing up the Russian army which ad-
vanced on Cracow. The hook forma-
tion is a reproduction of the tactics
which was attempted in Northern
France in August and early September
and brought to nought by the sturdy
resistance of the ‘‘contemptible little
English army.” The Russians claim
that they have not only upset this
turning movement along the Dunagee
River, but that they re-assumed the
offensive and took 2,000 prisoners and
guns.

Even if we discounted somewhat
the Russian official story, and there
is little reason fo do so, as Russian
official reports have proved reliable
in the past. The sensational stories
which have proved so unreliable in
the past few weeks came from press
cerrespondents. Even if discounted,
the story contains sufficient in it to

show that German and Austrian forces

will be kept busy in Poland and that it
is unlikely many can be spared for
transfer to the West to oppose the ad-
vance of Joﬂro and Frencb.

tering Portugal. The duty, charge-
able in Portugal on I\ewfoundland

The provisions of this
Treaty will apply to His Majesty’s
Dominions Oversea, and to goods pro-
duced or manufactured therein, and
the preferential advantage hitherto
enjoyed by Norwegian codfish will
now come to an end, and Newfound-
land codfish will enter Portugal on
equal terms with that from any other
country. The Colony is to be con-
gratulated upon the successful ac-
complishment of this matter.

BAREBORE’S PARLIAMENT dis-
solved 1653. This was known also as
the “Little Parliament,” summoned
by Cromwell after the expulsion of
the “Rump Parliament.” Among the
members were men as famous as
Blake, Montague, Monk, and Ashley
Cooper. After sitting from July 4th
one of the members (Sydenham) pro-
posed that Parliament should resign
their power into the hands of Crom-
well, all those objecting being expel-
led by soldiers.

ROBERT BROWNING died 1889,
aged 77. One of the two greatest
poets of ‘the later Victorian era. His
earlier poems and dramas were far
from popular mainly because of a
somewhat obscure and involved style
but during the period 1864-1870 .he
had the satisfaction of feeling at last
what it was to be a popular and ap-
preciated poet.

PLEVNA 1877. A town in Bulgaria,
the scene of a series of battles be-
tween the Turks and Russians, and
of the memorable siege (Sept. to
Dec.) when Osman Pasha, after a
heroic defence, surrendered with
40,000 men.

DEAN STANLEY born 1815. Be-
sides his skill as a preacher, the Dean
of Westminister has left a name in
literature. He travelled much in the
East and embodied his impressions
in several volumes.

DR. JOHNSON died 1784, aged T75.
The great lexicographer and writer,
who for a number of years was the
most prominent literary man in Eng-
land. His dictionary was published
in 1755. He was buried in Westminis-
ter Abbey and had the best biography
on the language written upon him by
James Boswell.

COUNCIL OF TRENT, 1545. This
was the first sitting, the last being
on the 25th of December, 1563. It
was at the Council that, at the time of
the Reformation, the general policy,
principles and dogmas of the Roman

Catholic Church were authorltatnel)
settled,

THE ATTEMPTED WORK OF

They are, if by no means the remark-
ablest Assembly, yet the Assembly
for the remarkablest purpose who
have ever met in the modern
world. The business is, no less than
introdueing of the Christian Religion
into real practice in the Social Affairs
of this Nation. Christian Religion,
Scriptures of the Old and New Testa-
ment: such, for many hundred years,
has been the universal solemnly re-
cognized theory of all men’s affairs;
theory sent. down out of Heaven it-
self: but the question is was that of
reducing it to practice in said affairs
—a most noble, surely, and - most
necessary attempt; which should not
have been put off so long in this na-
tion! We have conquered the Enemies
of Christ; let us now, in real practi-
cal earnest, set about doing the Com-
mandments of Christ, now that there
is free room for us! Such was the
purpose of this Puritan Assembly of
the Notables or ‘Little Parliament.
—From Carlyle’s “Cromwell.”

(Not a bad purpose for our Parli-

OFFENSIVE MOVEMENT FOR CAP-
TURE OF WARSAW AND RELIEF
OF CRACOW CHECKED.

v LONDON, To-day.
Of the five Austro-German columns
‘which for some days appeared to be
making steady progress in their in-
vasion of Poland, three have suffered
checks, according to . official reports
from. Russian k headquarters. The
cclumns which are making a down-
‘ward' stroke ‘from Mlawa on the East
Prussian frentier and which was re-
ported in one despatch from Petro-
grad yesterday to be within 15 miles
of Warsaw, after an energetic offen-
sive was repulsed and under counter
attacks from the Russians were com-
pelled-to retire.- ‘At some points the
attacks of the main German column
which had its front on' the line .be-
tween Lodz and ILowicz and which
came down diagonally ‘from  Thorn,
were delivered with great force, but
were, according to the Russian ac-
count, repulsed with heavy losses to
the invaders. That the Germans laid
great store on the success of their at-
tack here, is shown by the fact that
during the two days they faced the
Russian trenches seven times, and
were driven back by effective fire.
The other column which has suffered,
is that composed of German and Aus-
trian troops ‘which has been trying
to outflank the Russian left south of
Cracow. In this case it was the Rus-
sians who assumed the offensive and
they claim that after a tenacious
defeated the Ger-
mans, taking several guns and 2,000
Of the German columns
operating in the region of Piotrow
and that advancing from Czenstoch-
owa there is no news, except the Rus-
sian statement that on other parts of
the front there have been no‘substan-
tial changes. A check or repulse of
any of the columns must, however, in
the opinion of military critics, affect

the whole German plan which was a

formidable conversion movement

that had for its objectives the capture
of Warsaw and the relief of Cracow.

and captured. This event marks the
conclusion of active operations in
which the Allied fleets have been en-
gaged in the Pacific for four months.
Though it has fallen to "the British
squadron in the South Atlantic to
strike the final blow, it was largely
owing to the powerful and untiring
assistance rendered by the Japanese’
fleet that this result has been achiev-
ed. Had the enemy turned West
again, honors would have rested with
the Japanese and Australian squa-
drons moving forward in general
combination.

In Barrie’s “Sentimental Tommy,”
the hero of that name is called upon
to write a novel. The mnovel is. be-
ing published serially and must be a
rapidly moving love story. Poor
Tommy who likes to linger over his
characters and write essays about
them, has a sorry time of it. Finally he
conceives the plan of writing all that
he wants to and then cutting out the
parts that interfere with the march
of the story. The novel turns out a
failure, but the parts which he eventu-
ally published and make “Tommy
famous. Now of course “Sentimental
Tommy” is supposed to be fiction, but
everyone suspects that it is veiled
boigraphy, and that Tommy's experi-
ence is Barrie’'s own. “The Little
White Bird” for  instance, might be
the bits that hindered the progress of
some story. .And who cares what De-
came of the story so long as we have
“The Little White Bird.”

Barrie, alias Tommy, let Thimself
out in the little bits and shut him-
self in when he tried to_write the sort
of thing that was alien te his nature.

And that is the connéction between
these two incidents,—which connec-
tion you have probably been looking
for.

Locked up in each of us is a kernel
of individuality and energy which we
call a self. Bach of these is capable
of certain things, but many of them
are so rigidly imprisoned by their
owners that their possibilities are nev-
er fulfiled.

Sometimes I think that is the chief
difference between the genius and the
ordinary person,—that the genius
knows how to let himself out. His
gclf may not be any more powerful or
more worth while, but he gives it
greater scope and = it accomplishes
mcre. Of.course this liberty some-
times degenerates into license. Lack
of reticence and some of the other
peculiarities of the “artistic tempera-
ment” may be the results of allow-
ing too much liberty to an obstreper-
ous self.

One person plays the piano with
perfect techmique, another plays less
accurately, yet we may prefer the Iat-
ter to the former. Why? Because the
latter has a beautiful touch. What
does that mean? Simply that he lets
himself out and that his self passes
through: the piano keys into the music
and makes it worth listening to.

Often the self that one keeps im-
prisoned within would make ‘a better
man-of one if he were let-out. Scrooge,
for instance, let himself out when he
played Father Christmas to Tiny Tim.

Did you ever feel a stifled, impotent,
shut-in feeling as if you wanted some-
thing, you knew not what? Do you
know what sometimes causes that
feeling? That may be your self suf-
focating in the dungeon where you
have been keeping it. Let your self
out, my friend.

Better 16 5-in. Guns
Built for Britain.

London, ‘Nov. 27.—A strange report
is being heard here as to how Messrs.
Krupp came to build the famous 42
centimetre guns that played such
havoc with the French and' Belgian
fortifications.

Two and a half years ago, it is said,
an American firm finishéd the plans
for the construction of these guns.

The designs were sent here to a big [

firm of patent agents, to be patented.
This firm had in its employ a clever
young German draughtsman, who re-
signed his place and returned to Ger-
many shortly after the American
plans and specifications had - been
lodged with his firm..

When the German army turned out
its 32-centimetre guns, his disappear-
ance was understood by thosé inter-
ested.

However, it is said now  that the
gsame American - firm has improved
and perfected its former designs, and
that several of these improved guns
now are under construction here for]
the British siege trains. It is said
that the newest United States battle-
ships are to have guns of the same
calibre.

At a meeting of the British Colum-
ty Club on Friday evening, Mr. R. D.
Cameron, District Inspector of Forest
Reserves of the Dominion Railway
Belt for British Columbia, gave a pa-
per outlining the work that the' Do-
minion Forest Branch had undertak-
en and accomplished during the past
season on forest lands of the railway
belt. Though the season had bheen
one of the worst in the history of the
Dominion Forest Branch, the situa-
tion had been splendidly met by its
field officers. Many figures were giv-
en showing the extent of permanent
improvements which were being car-
ried on on the forest reserves. These
reserves embrace practically all the
absolute forest land which is reserv-
ed for the protection of timber. The
meeting was made the occasion of a
pr-esentation of an amount of gold in
a soldier’s belt to Mr, J. B. Mitchell,
who has been the assistant for some
time past of Mr. G. D. McKay, timber
inspector. Mr. Mit¢hell is a New-
foundlander, who was a Rhodes’
scholar to Oxford -and who spent a
year studying forestry in the forests
of Germany and also spent consider-
able time in Belgium and France. He
came to British Columbia some two
years ago and has been with the Pro-
vincial Forest Branch since that time
doing exploration work in the north-
ern parts of British Columbia. For
the past year he has been on the low-
er coast connected with the timber’
administration.

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Sligo Has Place
of Honor

IN THE RECRUITING RACE.

Dublin, Nov. 30.—For the first time
since the war /broke out the police-
men in Ireland have started to offer
themselves for active service.

More than one-fourth of the entire
police force of Belfast have volun-
teered and it is said that 200 of these
will be accepted. In Kilkenny and
other parts of Ireland the police are
also anxious to enlist and the In-
spector General of Ireland has signi-
fied his readiness to receive their
names. All the men wish to go with

the Irish Guards and in the event of
their being permanently disabled they

are to be given a Royal Irish Con-

stabulary pension as well as the

War Office allowance.

For the last few days, recruiting
has steadily improved throughout
Ireland, this being largely due to the
more general publication of the Gov-
ernment’s pension scheme and the
increased separation allowance.

The improvement is chiefly to be
seen in Ulster, where the Nationalists
have been sparing no effort to stir up
the enthusiasm of their people. Lead-
ing Nationalists have been acting as
voluntary recruiting agents in Bel-
fast, and wthin a few days have, it is
stated, succeeded in persuading 300
Nationalist Volunteers to enlist.

This Nationalist energy has arous-
ed good feeling between the political
parties in Belfast. >

Over 13,000 of Sir Frederick Car-
son’s own Volunteers are now on ac-
tive service. Sligo, however, is said
to hold the place of honor among all
the counties of Ireland for enlisting.
One-sixth of her men are at the front,
and enlisting is still going on at an
average of twenty-five men per day.
