A message 
this morning practically corroborates 
the view. The Allies, and most par­
ticularly Great Britain with her fine 
reserve of men and material, must 
make the choice between east and 
west. It is just possible jhat the 
necessity may not be imperative and 
that an all-round pressure, or such 
compromise as the present policy 
seems to be, will be the. best course, 
but the adherents of this plan of ac­
tion are becoming fewer every day. 
Military opinion tends more and more 
to drift into one camp or the other : 
the war will be won in the west, the 
war will be won in the east. There 
never was a question so colossal, nev­
er a question so difficult. How diffi­
cult it is may be gathered when one 
expert opinion, not lightly formed but 
the result of two years of experience 
and observation, is able to call the 
other expert opinion sheer lunac^T 

This is the term we are told the 
“westerners” apply to the view of the 
“easterners,” but it looks very much as 
if England, taught and persuaded 
largely by France, may soon commit 
herself to the lunatic course. The de­
cision must rest upon innumerable 
factors, great and small, but the large 
features of the debate are fairly plain. 
England has aways held to the opin­
ion, and acted upon it, that the end 
must come in the west; but she has 
too much lost sight of the fact that 
even if this is so the way may have 
to be prepared for it in the east. Why 
this is so is fairly apparent from a 
large survey of the situation and a 
comparison of the advantages to be 
won by success in the respective thea­
tres. Gratifying though the ascend­
ancy of our arms in the west has been, 
there is yet no evidence of the break­
ing through that is necessary or even 
of our ability to effect it. Assuming, 
as we must for the sake of argument 
assume, that Germany is allowed to 
retain her hold on the east and to 
keep open her avenue all the way to 
Turkey and Asia, what will be the ef­
fect even of a great victory for us on 
the west front? Clearly, Germany will 
retire her troops, probably in order- 
and with the exaction of a high price, 
abandoning foreign soil which 
she knows she cannot hold 
and falling back finally upon 
a defensive line of stupend­
ous strength elaborately fortified dur­
ing many preparatory months. This 
would be to us a most costly business, 
and while it was in process Germany 
would drain to the defence all the re­
sources of her allies, which she is 
already exploiting so thoroughly, 
that could be spared from the task of 
keeping the walls erect against Rus­
sia and Italy. Thus we would be in a 
sense conducting a frontal offensive 
against the whole Germanic alliance, 
though we do not underrate the effect 
of the flanking pressure of our allies: 
we should not be able to cut into it 
anywhere.

It is far different in the east, where 
this last advantage so obviously of­
fers itself. The Germans could easily

be held in the west, probably with 
little more than half the forces we 
have there. The very large reserves 
would then be free for despatch to 
Salonika. What would be the con­
sequences of the success which so 
tremendous a force ought, without 
much difficulty to achieve? They 
would be enormous. Turkey would 
be cut off, which has been made so 
invaluable an assistant and reservoir 
to Germany. Bulgaria would inevit­
ably share the same fate, though she 
would then be comparatively unim­
portant. And most valuable of all, 
the way to Russia would be opened ; 
her grain would pour out and our am- 
muhitton flow in; her mighty armies 
would be equipped and armed, and 
the steel ring around the enemy 
drawn so close and tight that strangu­
lation would speedily follow.

There would seem to be no com­
parison between the two courses if 
the assumption of victory could be 
readily accepted. This is the difficulty. 
Victory, of the sort we have indicated, 
Appears already on the western hori­
zon, and when it comes the very stub­
bornness and inelasticity of the German 
lines may prove Germany’s undoing: 
her retreat may be made a rout, her 
armies pierced and decimated. On 
the other hand, to shift the weight of 
the attack all the way to Salonika 
would be a huge diversion at a late 
hour, an apparent stopping short in 
an endeavour that has cost so much 
effort, so much thought, so many pre­
cious lives. Most difficult of all and 
most vital is the question of transport 
over so long a distance and amid so 

many perils. But these objections can 
be met. The French offensive would 
not be abandoned but postponed to the 
other that it might later strike with 
the more terrible and overwhelming 
force; and the transport trouble 
would probably be found to involve 
mostly a loss of time, which should 
not trouble us. Added to all this is 
the fact that a great effort has already 
been made at Salonika, and it it was 
worth making it is worth making 
thoroughly. However it may be, things 
seem to be turning that way, and 1917 
bids fair at least to open with the east 
as the scene of the fiercest and most 
desperate fighting.

Huntsman Went Through Ice,

“A drowning accident occurred 
at Humbermouth. Two men, John 
Gillett and John Moshler, left their 
homes on a hunting trip Monday 
morning. During the day they sep­
arated, looking for caribou. As 
Moshler failed to arrive at the ap­
pointed place, Gillett went in search, 
found his tracks and traced them to 
a pond and discovered that Moshler 
had attempted to pass over it, Gil­
lette found the hole in the ice 
through which Moshler disappeared. 
A search party has gone to the scene 
of the tragedy to try and secure the 
body.”
Concerning the tragic happening 

Deputy Minister of Justice Hutchings 
has received this message from Magis­
trate March :

“Jno. A. Moshler, of Humber­
mouth, was drowned in a pond about 
three miles from his home.”

ANOTHER BRILLIANT VICTORY 
BY SERBIANS.

SALONIKA, To-day.
A Serbian official issued to-day tells 

of the capture of heavily fortified Bul­
garian positions north of Grunishts 
and Budimirtsa, east of the Cerna 
Hiver, in Serbia, after fighting last­
ing over several days, in which the 
Bulgars suffered heavy casualties and 
lost prisoners, guns, machine guns 
and ammunition. After sanguinary 
fighting lasting several days in which 
the Bulgars suffered heavy losses, 
without interruption, despite bad 
weather, difficult terrain and desper­
ate resistance by the enemy, our 
troops by a brilliant attack yesterday 
captured an entire series of power­
fully fortified Bulgarian position in 
the region north of Grunishte and 
Budimirtsa. The ruins of the ancient 
fortress above Grunishte are in our 
hands. The Bulgars are flying north­
ward leaving a large number of dead 
on the field. By this brilliant victory 
We captured numerous trophies, in­
cluding 5 field guns, 5 caissons, many 
machine guns, a quantity -of ammuni­

tion and other material and many 
prisoners who have not yet been 
counted. The number of guns captur­
ed up to now totals 79.

NO CHANGE IN POLICY, SAYS 
ASQUITH.

LONDON, To-day.
When the members of the House 

suggested a longer adjournment than 
Thursday on the ground that it was 
not certain that the Premier would 
make a definite announcement on that 
day that the House should be given 
an opportunity to discuss the new 
situation, Asquith said, “I desire to 
make it perfectly plain to the House 
and to the country that, whatever re­
construction of Cabinet takes place, 
it involves no departure in any shape 
from the policy already announced 
and pursued since the beginning of 
the war. If any one encourages or 
entertains the idea that there is any 
question of a change in policy, I can 
assure them they are" entirely mistak- 

~en.” “Ministers,” added the Premier, 
“will continue to perform their du­
ties.” A motion to adjourn till 
Thursday was carried, the National­
ists alone protesting. Before the ad­
journment the Premier said the first 
business of the House Thursday would 
be to vote a credit which would give 
members an opportunity to discuss 
any topic they might raise.

BOMBARDMENT OF BUCHAREST.

COPENHAGEN, To-day.
According to the Berlin correspond­

ent of the National Tidende, the Ger­
man artillery, which was emplaced 
only eleven miles from Bucharest, be­
gan yesterday to bombard the city.

RUSSIANS TO THE RESCUE.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

The timely arrival of Russian troops I 
before Bucharest at a critical moment 
when the loss of the capital seemed 
almost certain, has somewhat changed 
the routine of the German situation 
here. The Roumanians have at last 
a fighting chance to retain their cap­
ital with the aid of the Russians, who 
have rendered their first valuable as­
sistance to the Roumanian defence by 
an offensive in the Carpathians begun 
five days ago, will now attempt to in­
clude Bucharest in Its zone, which 
they are able to defend by establish­
ing a permanent line north and west 
o£ the capital. According to informa­
tion received here from Bucharest the 
German plan of encircling Bucharest 
was perilously near accomplishment 
when it struck an unexpected obstacle 
in the form of a Russian force be­
tween Bucharest and the Danube. 
Strong cavalry columns of the Teu­
tonic Allies had been sent forward on 
both wings of a united front, forcing 
the Roumanian flanks backward both 
north and south of the capital. The 
flanking movement was partially suc­
cessful when the Teutonic forces ad­
vancing from Lake Grecu encounter­
ed a sudden stiffening resistance from 
the Roumanians, due to the arrival of 
Russian troops, and were compelled to 
retire in disorder. Emplacements had 
already been completed for the big 
guns which were to bombard the Bu­
charest forts. Executing a hasty re­
treat, the Germans and Bulgars had 
to abandon guns of all calibres and a 
large quantity of war material. The 
north Teutonic Allied group, which is 
attempting to flank Bucharest from 
the side of Pitesti, has proceeded with 
greater success but the Roumanians 
have managed to retreat without los­
ing connection with the forces defend­
ing the western fortifications of the 
capital.

WAR REVIEW.
The armies of the Teutonic Allies 

fighting in southwestern Roumania 
with» Bucharest as their main objec­
tive, have joined hands from the 
Danube in the south to northwest of 
Bucharest, where coming through the 
mountainous region .they have reach­
ed the town of Tergovistea. Berlin 
announces that the battle of the 
Argeshu River has come to a final 
conclusion with the Teutons victors, 
and that all along the front they are 
drawing closer their net towards Bu­
charest. With the capture of Tergs^ 
vistea and further south the driving 
of the Roumanians beyond the rail­
way junction to the town of Titu the 
forces of the Central Powers now hold 
intact all the railway lines running 
into Bucharest from the west of the 
Predeal Pass. A line running north 
from the Capital into Transylvania is 
the sole remaining railway connection 
in western Waltychia partly In Rou­
manian hands. With the Teutons 
nearly astride this line at Breza and 
rapidly, advancing this route is likely

1

to he taken from them. South and 
1 southwest of Bucharest the forces of 
Field Marshal Von Mackensen, which 
crossed the Danube, have inflicted a 

1 heavy defeat on the Roumanians and 
captured the town of Gradichea, „12 
miles from the Capital. In this fight­
ing, according to Berlin, the Rouman 
lan army suffered sanguinary casual 
ties on Sunday, with a loss of more 
than 8,000 men ma(le prisoners, and 
.cannon to the number of 35 were cap­
tured near Rltu; 13 locomotives and 
much rolling stock fell Into the hands

of the Teutons. In Dobrudja and In 
the northwest along the Bukowina and 
Transylvania fronts violent fighting is 
in progress. According to Solia in the 
former region the Belgarlans repulsed 
heavy Russian attacks. Berlin admits 
slight progress in the northwest by 
the Russians who captured another 
height. In the Macedonia theatre lit­
tle fighting of moment has taken place. 
Berlin admits the realignment of the 
Teutonic Allied front east of the Cerna 
River while the Serbian War Office 
asserts that the Serbs here have cap­
tured the entire services of powerful 
fortified Bulgarian positions north of 
Grunishte and Budimistra and taken 
additional guns, machine guns, am­
munition and prisoners. Britisli sap­
pers near Ypres and Wytschaete inf 
Belgium by mine explosions had pre­
pared the way for a raid on German 
trenches. Some British succeeded in 
entering an advanced trench but Water 
were driven out. A British attack 
against LeSars also failed. Consider­
able artillery activity continues ' ’at 
various points along the French front, 
especially the Somme region and on 
the Verdun sector. Artillery duels and 
small manoeuvres by patrol parties 
featured in the fighting on the Austro- 
Italian front. The Russians’ attack 
against the German lines near Lake 
Drisvety, south of Dvinsk, failed with

heavy casualties to the Russians, ac­
cording to Berlin. The British Cab­
inet is to be reconstructed, but the 
changes to be made will not bring 
about a policy different from that 
which has been pursued since the be­
ginning of the war. Unofficial ad­
vices from Athens say that quiet pre­
vails in the Greek Capital. The Brit­
ish War Trade Minister announced la 
the Commons that the Entente Allies 
wMl immediately obtain a solution of 
the Greek difficulties in which it is 
said that King Constantine and his 
Government are deeply involved. 
Britain has prohibited the sailing of 
Greek steamers from British ports.

The new vote of credit which the 
Premier will ask the Commons to 
agree to on Thursday will be £400,- 
000,000. This would bring the. total 
of 1916 up to £1,750,000,000.

Australian Method 
Keeps Down Prices.

WHY NOT IN CANADA 1
New York, Nov. 28.—Patrick E. 

Quinn, Government Commissioner for 
New South Wales, who is on a visit to 
the States, Is busy explaining the Aus­
tralian system of Food Control to 
housewives leagues.

“The storing of eggs, butter, meat, 
poultry and like foods to boost the 
prices, is only less criminal than the 
destruction of food to keep the mar­
ket up,” he says. “In New South 
Wales every morning the prevailing 
prices for staples are announced by 
the Government. If the announced 
price is 36 cents for butter, the house­
wife knows she will pay 36 cents and 
no more. Thanks to our system, 
housewives in Sydney and other large 
cities pay about 25 cents a dozen for 
the best eggs. There Is no legitimate 
reason why they "should be dearer 
here. Your American egg barons 
would like to hit me with some of their 
storage goods for saying it "no doubt, 
but the reason eggs are not 25 cents 
here is that the speculators are hold­
ing a pistol to the consumers head.

“At home we provide a reasonable 
profit for the producer, one for the 
wholesaler and one for the retailer 
and yet sell many articles of food at 
half and less than half what you pay 
here. There is plenty of food of all 
kinds in the United States. The spec­
ulators have got dealers and consum­
ers by the throat. They have raised 
the false cry of ‘heavy exports on ac­
count of the war’ and then have boost­
ed prices on that artificial theory. This 
is a situation that could not exist in 
New South Wales.

“Can you imagine a two pound loaf 
of bread selling in the United States 
for seven cents? I think not, yet that 
is what the Australian state bakeries 
do.

“Take a spool of common thread. In 
Australia the housewife gets 3,000 
yards for a nickel. The American 
housewife gets 1,000. This is all the 
more remarkable when you consider 
that all our cotton must be shipped 
from England or America, as we grow 
none.”

Boycott of Eggs
on in New York.

Thousands of Housewives Identified
With the Movement—Turkeys Drop
in Price.

New York, Nov. 30.—New York city's 
fight to reduce the high cost of living 
began in earnest to-day with a boy­
cott, on eggs by thousands of house­
wives. This was followed by a direct 
appeal by the National Housewives' 
League to President Wilson for the 
regulation of the country’s food sup­
ply, and meetings of Federal, state 
and city officials and investigating 
committees, as well as various civic 
organizations, at which resolutions 
were adopted looking to a speedy re­
adjustment of conditions. Coinciden­
tal with the eggs boycott there was 
a break in the poultry market, the 
price on turkeys dropping from four 
to five cents a pound.

Virtually every branch of the muni­
cipal government was at work to-day 
in an effort to find a solution to the 
food problem. A statement issued by 
Israel Feinberg, President of the 
Board of Coroners, declared that “the 
present high cost of living is directly 
reflective in an increase in the num­
ber of suicides, deaths from lack of 
proper nourishment and birth con­
trol.”

Four Million for 
Housewives School.

New York, Nov. 30.—More than $4, 
000,000 is left to start a home for girls 
over the age of ten years, where they 
can be educated to take up the cares 
of motherhood and wifehood, the man 
agement of homes and the direction 
of housework, in the will of Lizzie M. 
Palmer, formerly of Great Neck, L.I., 
who died there recently. The home is 
to be founded in Detroit.

Three Smuggled Prizes
There was a time when the Turkish 

government imposed the death penalty 
on persons caught trying to smuggle 
out of the empire the best breeds of 
Angora goats. In 1881 a Californian, 
Dr. Riley, bought four goats in Tur­
key, carried them on mules, camels 
and in closed carriages for some hun­
dreds of miles, sheared off their lux­
uriant wool, rolled them in coal dust 
to make them look common and dis­
reputable and escaped with the Sul- 
tan’t goats and a. whole skin. The 
descendants of these goats are found 
on ranches in the west and southwest, 
crossed with .Angoras from South Af­
rica and other parts of the world.

Once the government of China and 
Japan guarded with similar jealousy 
the exportation of the tea plant Some 
one escaped with some seed or cut­
tings, however, some forty years ago, 
and the original plantation of smug­
gled tea plants is still flourishing in 
South Carolina.

Fifty years ago Brazil was engaged 
in an effort to keep the rubber tree 
in confinement in that empire. The 
seed was smuggled to Ceylon, how­
ever, and for half a century Bast In­
dian planters have been perfecting the 
rubber tree until now the best plan­
tations are there rather than in Bra­
zil, and the Brazilians who want the 
best varieties send to Ceylon, Java and 
other Asiatic countries for their trees 
for planting.

The sultan lost his goat, the manda­
rins their tea and the dons their rub­
ber trees—and in return Brazil has 
given the Asiatics the plague of the 
water hyacinth and the Mongolians 
have sent us the San Jose scale, the 
gypsy moth and several other pests. 
—Farm and Fireside.

‘Evolution in Thought.’
The New York woman suffragists, 

in State Convention assembled, do 
Resolve, To announce a Thanks­

giving of our own for the support 
of the half million votes at the 
polls November, 1915, and for that 
evolution in thought, in which we 
firmly trust to make us citizen 
equals with the men of our State 
in 1917.
That evolution in thought evolves 

and is memorably attested by this re­
solution:—

The New York State Woman 
Suffrage Party, believing that un­
enfranchised persons are at a 
great disadvantage, whether pro­
ducers or consumers, does af­
firm that until we vote we can­
not expect to arrest the present 
deplorable distress known as 
“the high cost of living.”
It may strike the ancient Hittites, 

Sumerians, and other hunkers who 
have remained blind to “that evolu­
tion in thought” that the notion of re­
ducing the cost of living by doubling 
the number of voters, by voting down 
that cost, is adorably nice. Mean 
while, might not the devotion of old 
fashioned housewifely thought to the 
market basket, to making bread in­
stead of speeches, to struggling with 
the butcher and the grocer, do more 
“to arrest the present deplorable dis 
tress” than the most arresting re 
solution of the unenfranchised?

It is the misfortune of the suffra­
gists, whose inexhaustible zeal and 
thankfulness for small favors are to 
be praised, that the State and the 
country have more instant and more 
important things to think of than 
votes for women.—N. Y. Times.

“I,” says one commentator, “Ger­
man airplanes may, as we believe at­
tack London in thousands, we must 
be prepared to defend by building ma­
chines in tens of thousands, and by 
creating an air service which will be 
as great à weapon as the navy al­
ready is.”
