The Lusitania 
was lost about 15 years ago. I am 
not sure of the exact spot; I think 
It was Seal Cove. The Bay State at 
Cape Ballard about 17 or 18 years ago. 
The Bernicia was lost about one mile 
below Cape Ballard. The Delmar 
was lost at Seal Cove.

CANADIAN MARINERS EVIDENCE.

George Finley, examined by Mr.

I am a 
master mariner and hold a certificate 
under the Canadian Board of Trade. I 
was here on January 12th last. The 
Iocoiite is 1549 tons. She would be a 
little smaller register tonnage than 
the Florizel. This time I struck the 
ice 15 miles north of Cape Race. I 
found that I could not make port. I 
was carried to the eastward consider­
ably more than we allowed for on this 
trip. Our ship is a light draft with a 
low power of 8 knots. She is, 
therefore, easily affected by the cur­
rent. On the 16th I wired Toronto 
that I was 15 miles off Cape Race in 
heavy ice. We struck the slob 80 
miles south of Cape Race. From noon 
Saturday till noon Sunday I drifted 
six miles further south despite the 
fact that I was steaming full speed 
ahead and steering towards the land. 
It was the worst night for wind X ever 
saw in my life. I never heard it 
screech like that before.

To Mr. Warren: The fog alarm sys­
tem is not so good as on the Nova 
Scotia coast. When you lose sight of 
one light there you pick up another.

From one o’clock I went around the 
ship to see if anything was gone 
wrong, that took me 15 or 20 minutes. 
Walters relieved me. One hour’s 
watch, one hour standing by and two 
hours at the wheel makes up my four 
hours’ watch.

On my first trip I 
found peculiar currents. I was then 
on the Turret Crown. On one trip 
we rounded Cape Race and steered our 
course to bring us about 7 miles off 
Cape Spear but instead we were 40 
miles off from that point.

This was in the month 
of May, 1915. The current was run­
ning to the N. E. I have known the 
regular Polar current to be reversed. 
I was one time drawn close to Cape 
Race though I estimated I would be 
well south of it. The conditions of 
the currents and foggy weather may 
account for the many wrecks near 
Cape Race. Currents will often carry 
a man further than he allows.

To Mr. Warren: I was running be­
tween Sydney and Bell Island. After 
leaving Sydney I would not pick up a 
light till Cape Race was sighted. From 
Cape Race to Cape Spear it is a dark 
coast and the lights are not to be de­
pended on. They are not first class 
lights at Bear Cove and Ferryland. 
Cape Race is a very good light. I do 
not mean that the lights are neglected 
when 1 say they are not to be depend­
ed on.

WAR SUMMARY. * 

Notwithstanding that the Germans 
for some time have advertised largely 
their Intention to begin a general of­
fensive on all fronts, nothing beyond 
inenstfled bombardments, and here and 
there infantry attacks on various sec­
tors, have been forthcoming and 
both these kinds of manoeuvres 
Teutons have met more than their 
match in guns and men of the Allied 
arms. Belgians, British,
Orleans and Italians 
are probably realising 
forts to hearten the people at home 
are beginning to require something 
more substantial than words. Anoth­
er fact has been, which either must 
result in an attempt to try and 
out the seeming vain glorious 
ises, believing as Allied leaders often 
have believed, that with their strength 
in every department and prepared to 
counter any assault, the Germans high 
command is strong in holding out 
chimeras and weak in endeavouring 
to make their boast almost as per­
functorily as invitations are issued 
for attendance upon state functions. 
The Germans now have bidden Jour­
nalists of neutral countries to appear 
on the western front to witness the 
commencement of the German offen­
sive operational. Correspondents;, it 
is said, are expected to begin their 
journey toward the scene of the pro­
posed fighting on Wednesday, where 
along a line, figuratively speaking, the 
Allied armies have their guns spotted 
and their men in serried ranks are 
waiting with confidence the sound of 
the tocsin. Probably not unconnect­
ed with this latest announcement çf 
Germany, is the apparent sensitive^ 
ness displayed by the German Im­
perial Chancellor, Von Hertling, over 
the declination of the United States 

1 and the Entente to accept at its face 
Germany's latest proffer of peace. 
Running the gamut from the Ger­
mans’ good intentions, to the fate that 
ultir will befall the Allies for
thei ^.'.i 'll to be taken in by Ger­
many V sweetened words, the Chan­
cellor begins his address with the 
worn admonition that for all future 
blood shed the Allies must accept full 
responsibility. In the meanwhile, all 
along the battle fronts in the west, 
from the .North Sea to the -Adriatic, 
hositillties continue to be carried out 
by means of the big guns of the op­
posing sides and by small units of in­
fantry in raiding operations, but in 
none of the raids has any material 
gain been achieved by either side, ex­
cept possibly by FYench troops, who 
in the Rheims region have penetra­
ted the German positions to a depth 
of about three-fifths of a milç and put 
down effectively an attempt on an­
other part of this front made by the 
German Crown Prince to pierce the 
FYench line. The Germans are try­
ing out, with relatively heavy attacks, 
the positions "held by the Belgians, 
and although they succeeded at sev­
eral points in their objectives, they 
later were driven out from the great­
er part of the positions gained, leav­
ing prisoners and machine guns in the 
hands of the forces of King Alberti 
Everywhere airmen of both sides are 
keeping active, particularly the Brit­
ish, who in addition to air raids be­
hind enemy lines, are bombing points 
of vantage and indulging in fights in 
the air with enemy fliers. Since Oc­
tober they have made 255 flights and 
38 raids into German territory. The 
important town of Mannheim has 
been their latest target, explosive 
bombs, exceeding a ton in weight, 
having been dropped there. Both sides 
are claiming a heavy toll in aviators 
shot down during combats in the air. 
While scant news is now coming from 
Great Russia, advices from Siberia 
seem to indicate a precarious situa­
tion there, and it seems definitely es­
tablished that former German prison­
ers are actively aiding Bolshevik in 
their inroads into the country, and 
that in addition to numerous outrages 
on the population, chaos reigns gen­
erally.

LONDON, To-day.

The Spanish Cabinet has resigned. 
According to Reuter’s despatch from 
Bilbao, Marquis de Alshucomes pre­
sented the resignation of his Cabinet 
on March 9th, but the following day 
yielded to the request of King Alfonso 
and agreed to continue ln office. It 
was announced at that time that 
changes would be made in the Cabin­
et.

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Daylight Saving.
When the Legislature 
assemblée, this year, It 
Is to be hoped that one of 
the first measures to be 

adopted will be that for a permanent 
Daylight Saving Bill. ' Last year in 
the face of much strong opposition 
the experiment was made and the 
beneficial results demonstrated its 
complete success. This year an ear­
lier date than the first Sunday in 
June should be selected for advancing 
the clocks one hour in Newfound­
land. In the United States the Day­
light Bill becomes effective for the 
first time on Easter Sunday, when all 
clocks will be put forward sixty min­
utes, remaining until the last Sunday 
in October. Canada is now about the 
only important country which has not 
fallen in line. True about two years 
ago a certain section of the Dominion 
put on its clocks, but as it was not 
universally followed, much infusion 
resulted. Great Britain led by adopt­
ing this plan in 1916, being followed 
by France, Germany, Austria, Hol­
land, Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Por­
tugal and Italy, and all these coun­
tries have found it work satisfactor­
ily. The United States having adopt­
ed it now, Canada will have to take it 
up, and an arrangement might be 
effected whereby Newfoundland and 
the sister dominion might select a 
day (say May 1st) for a simultaneous 
move ahead of the clocks. The sav­
ing thus effected might mean more 
than we wot of. As a war measure 
it should commend itself to every per­
son and as it raises the national pow­
er to a greater degree than we, per­
haps, can conjecture, the passage of a 
permanent Bill might be one of the 
greatest helps in winning the war. 
Anyway, we cannot afford to let it fall 
through, and we trust that Parliament 
will take the necessary steps to con­
tinue last year's Daylight Saving 
even if it is deemed inexpedient to 
expand it

GERMAN ARTILLERY ACTIVE.

A large number of 
German trench mortars were demol­
ished and many machine guns were 
brought back by the French.

An influential man 
among his hearers, possibly a chief, 
refused to accept the missionary’s in­
struction, and strongly averred the 
impossibility of the Trinity in Unity— 
the Three Persons in One God. In the 
midst -of his argument with his in­
credulous opponent, SL Patrick stoop­
ed down, and plucking a shamrock 
from the grass on . which he stood, 
raised the lovely trefoil—the three 
leaves In one leaf—to show how, even 
in nature, the doubted possibility was 
everywhere manifest. In the very 
shamrock that carpeted the hillside, 
there was one in three and there 
were three in one.

It was his wise custom to make 
much of the boys. He would often 
get the chiefs to give him.one of their 
sons to be brought up a Ctiristian; 
and many of these fine lads became 
missionaries. Of one of these boys 
named Oran, a splendid story is told. 
A chief became very angry with Pat­
rick for overturning one of the idol 
stones which the people worshipped, 
and he vowed to kill him when he got 
the chance. The boy Oran heard 
somehow of the plot, and one day, as 
he was driving the missionary past 
the chiefs house, induced his master 
to change seats with him. The chief 
hurled his lance at the figure he sup­
posed to be Patrick’s and slew instead 
his devoted pupil. Thus the boy gave 
his life for his teacher.

From Connaught St Patrick went 
to Ulster and preached there obtain­
ing from the chief the great hill on 
which the cathedral of Armagh now 
stands. Dalre, the chief at first refus­
ed it and Patrick and his companions 
dwelt on the lowlands at its foot 
Here one day the chief sent him a 
beautiful cauldron as a present and 
supposed he would have been profuse 
in his thanks. “What did he say?” 
the chief asked the servants by whom 
he had sent it “Only Gratzacham— 
Thanks be to Çod”—was the reply. 
So Daire sent and demanded his pres­
ent back. When it was brought back, 
the chief again asked, "What did he 
say?” “Gratzacham” was the answer. 
Kaire exclaimed, “ ‘Gratzacham’ when 
I give, and ‘Gratsacham’ when I take 
away. His answer is so egood that 
with these ‘Gratzachams’ his cauldron 
shall be sent back to him.” And so 
the patient missionary got not only 
the cauldron but the hill that had 
been hitherto -refused him.

From Ulster SL Patrick went to 
Leinster, and preached all over that 
kingdom, including the present site 
of Dublin, and Naaec, the capital and 
palace of the king. Thence he went 
to Munster, thus having carried the 
gospel to all the five kingdoms of Ire­
land and sent out missionaries all 
over the land. He had proved him­
self, indeed, the apostle of Ireland. 
At last, when the time had come for 
him to die, he turned once more to 
the place where he had been a slave 
boy, where he bad found the Saviour, 
where he had won bis first convert 
and obtained his first church. And 
there, on the seventeenth of March, 
about the year 463, he died at Saul 
Patrick, when the shamrocks covered 
the hillsides and the breath of Spring 
was coming over the land. And there 
they buried him, fuH of years and of 
labors, and the Cathedral of Down­
patrick was raised in after times as 
bis memorial. But a greater and 
more lasting memorial is the wonder­
ful work he did in carrying the mes­
sage of the gospel through Ireland 
and winning its people from heathen­
ism to Christianity. “If I have done 
anything,” he said, “according to the 
will of God, however little, let it be 
most truly believed that it was the 
gift of God.”

But King Leary found he had to 
reckon on not with a handful of poor 
preachers, but with the King of Kings 
whose servants they were; and a fire 
was lighted that Easter Eve on the 
hill of Slane which did put out the 
tires of heathenism not only-in Tara, 
but by and by throughout all Ireland. 
As SL Patrick moved about among 
the people of Meath, the power of the 
gospel laid hold upon them, and some 
in high places, notably a great chief 
named Conall, a brother of King 
Leary, were baptized. Then he went 
to Connaught, and began the work of 
preaching there. It is interesting to 
read how he came to go there. One 
day, as he was by a well, where he 
had baptized many converts, he 
heard two men talking. One asked 
the other, "Where do you come from?” 
"I come,” replied the other, “from 
near the wood of FochluL” Said 
Patrick to himself, “Fochlut? That is 
the very name I heard in my dream, 
when the man with the letters gave 
me one with ‘The Voice of the Irish,’ 
and I thought I heard the voice of 
those who were near the Wood of 
FochluL which is by the Western 
Sea.” He spoke to the man, and, af­
ter some time, persuaded him to let 
him return with him. So he went 
westward taking with him his fellow 
missionaries, not all clergymen, how­
ever, for one was a smith, another 
could make satchels for books, and a 
third was a skilful navigator, who 
could pilot them along the rivers and 
longhs. And as he went he would 
leave a missionary behind at each im­
portant place, and thus Ireland, little 
by little, became evangelized. But he 
kept his own face steadily toward the 
Western Sea, arid came, by and by, to 
the mountain that is named after him, 
Croagh Patrick. It was from this 
mountain thaL as the legend goes, he 
drove all the snakes and toads out of 
Ireland. If he did not do that liter­
ally, he did something infinitely bet­
ter; he banished by his preaching of 
the Truth as it is in Jesus, the snakes 
and' toads of foul, cruel superstition 
and heathenism in which the country 
was plunged. There is a beautiful 
story connected with his first preach­
ing in ConnaughL He and his com­
panions were sitting beside a well In 
the early morning, when two young 
girls came from the neighboring vil­
lage for water. They happened to be 
the daughters of that very King 
Leary, from whose territories the 
party had come, and, attracted prob­
ably by the venerable appearance of 
the strangers, they addressed them 
the wondering question, “Who are ye, 
and whence do ye come?” Patrick’s 
answer was direct and characteristic.

LEAGUE OF NATIONS DISCUSSED.
LONDON, March 19.

In the Lords to-day, Lord Parmor 
moved a resolution approving the 
principle of a league of nations and 
the constitution of a tribunal whose 
orders should be enforceable by ade­
quate sanction. In speaking on this 
subject Lord Lansdowne said two es­
sentials were requisite for a league 
of nations ; the first was, in his view, 
that it must be open to all and com­
prise all the important powers; while 
the second was that it should be arm­
ed with executive powers sufficient to 
secure unquestionable obedience to 
its declarations. Lofd Lansdowne 
said he believed it the league was able 
to apply pressai8© in different shapes, 
it could guarantee peace in the civil­
ized world or at least* secure delay 
for discussion and conciliation which 
would in many cases effectually avoid 
threatened dangers. He believed the 
omens were entirely favorable to the 
formation of such a league; one of 
the most hopeful omens being the in­
terest taken in it in the United States, 
without whose adhesion the consum­
mation of the idea would be beyond 
reach. Considering America’s great 
world trade, he said, there was no 
country which could use the econom­
ic weapon so effectually. Expressing 
agreement with President Wilson’s 
ideal and that it might be necessary 
to exclude Genhapy from free econ­
omic intercourse if she continues to 
disturb peace. Lord Lansdowne dis­
cussed the admission of the Central 
Powers to the League. Regarding 
the suggested impossibility of admit­
ting Germany because she couldn’t 
be trusted, he said, nobody proposed 
to rely upon a German pledge or Ger­
man signature ; the' essence of the 
proposal was that the Powers admit­
ted to partnership would be to some 
extent part with their sovereign 
rights and enter into a compact to 
conform with whatever code of inter­
national law was laid down by the 
league itself. If the league, he ar­
gued, was able to pronounce sentence 
of international outlawry, there 
would be a material guarantee of the 
maintenance of peace nnllke any­
thing the world had hitherto had been 
able to conceive.

Many women 
rushed from the works for the bomb 
proof shelters, while phasing street 
cars were stopped. As the crews 
bolted into the houses, four or five 
airplanes were visible in the clear 
sky.

JAPANESE LIVES ENDANGERED.
LONDON, March 19,

A Tokio despatch dated Sunday, 
forwarded to the Exchange Telegraph 
correspondent at Peking, represents 
the plight of Japanese subjects in the 
disturbed zone in East Siberia as seri­
ous. Their lives are in jeopardy and 
a boycott has been declared against 
them, it is asserted, while those who 
fall into the hands of the Maximalists 
are plundered or subjected to even 
worse treatment

BRITISH PROFITEERS.
LONDON, March 19.

The exposure of enormous profits 
made by British munition firms has 
created a deep impression. The evi­
dence indicates the grossest incom­
petence and inefficiency in awarding 
contracts and fixing prices.

Canadian munition makers in their 
most profitable contracts never bene- 
fltted by such generous assistance 
nor were rewarded by such enormous 
profits. The British press is unani­
mous in condemning such proflteei»- 
ing. One firm’s profits was five times 
its capital and others almost as much.

The report of the Committee on 
National Expenditure is not pleasant 
reading. It is an appallitig exposure 
of shameless profiteering on the one 
hand and absurdly incompetent red 
tape wlelders on the other. Between 
the two the nation has been fleeced 
for a vast sum. ,

Almost concurrent with the expos­
ure of waste came another depress­
ing admission, that the shipbuilding 
effort had failed to produce the ex­
pected results. Drastic steps are 
being taken to remedy this condition. 
A new shipbuilding board of practi­
cal men has been appointed and the 
army is being combed for efficient ar­
tisans. Canada and the United States 
are expected to force a greater pro­
duction. The one essential to victory 
is ships and more ships.

These failures and the ever present 
Irish problem, accentuated by the 
death of Redmond, is the dark side of 
the picture. Irish conditions show 
little improvement and John Dillon 
lacks the personality of his prede­
cessor.

Dear Sir,—I wish to bring to the 
notice of the public a fact which 
myself have seen being proved.

Every day I hear pèople talk about 
economy. “Now what is economy?" 
might If ask. The dictionary tells us, 
it is a “frugal use of money,” but to 
us, at present, it means more than 
that It means for us to save food. 
A splendid encouragement indeed, 
was the “Exhibition” in the British 
Hall'"on Wednesday last, but I don’t 
believe it was such a success as was 
anticipated. I myself went to the 
show, and the most percentage of po­
tatoes in the bread was 25 p.c., that 
is one lb. of potatoes to three lbs. of 
flour. The fact I wish to state is 
this. While one set of people is sav­
ing, the other is wasting. A certain 
housewife of this city, has, since 
economy started, used 40 p.c. of pota­
toes in her bread, that is 2^hg of po­
tatoes to 3 lbs. of flqur. Now some 
people use oatmeal and rolled oats in 
their bread, and call it economy, but 
in a right sense of speaking it is not 
strict economy. For, we have to rely 
on our imports for the aforesaid food 
stuffs, while potatoes can be produced 
in our own land and are one of our 
chief products. ,
