Many murderers have espended a 
good deal of time and ingenuity in 
thinking out a scheme of death. Then 
with singular obtueenees they have 
put their handwriting upon a tele­
graph form—perhaps making on ap­
pointment with the Intended victim. 
By a Post Office rule, all originals are 
filed away for a certain length of time. 
So that it la generally possible to pro­
cure the original as mute evidence 
against the accused. Several notable 
instances of this are to be found in 
in British criminology.

READ’S FATAL SHIP.
James Canham Read appeared to 

hie fellows as a rather attractive and. 
highly respective man. He was a col­
lector of the, Metropolitan Water 
Board, married, with a family. In 
reality he was a "serpent” man, hav­
ing a remarkable influence over wo­
men. He lived a triple life—as Mr. 
Read, "Mr. Masters,” and as "Mr. 
Smith" courted trusting Florrte Den­
nis. He grew weary of her as she 
grew Importunate for marriage, and 
he designed to destroy her.

But he determined that hie crime 
should never be detected. For months 
he laid his plans. Then he lured his 
victim by a telegram to Southend, 
took her for a walk to a lonely spot, 
and shot her down. Then he returned 
to London and went cheerfully about 
hla business.

But his telegram was a fatal blun­
der, and quickly the hounds cf the 
law were on his trail. He decamped 
with £200 of his employers’ money, 
and was found living with another of 
hie victims. He was profuse in hla as­
sertions that he never met Dennis at 
Southend or made an appointment 
with her—but the telegram convicted 
him. He was hanged.

“Come to Blackpool.”
Another Chrietmastide tragedy In 

which a telegram played its part was 
he cruel murder of Mrs. Breaks on 
the lonely Blackpool sand-hills—shot 
in a storm of rain, while barely a mile 
away, the streets of Blackpool were 
thronged with Christmas shoppers.

It was the contention of the Crown 
that Holt deliberately engaged in a 
scheme of death, and to this end in­
vited the murdered woman to Black­
pool. He denied this. But a telegram 
waa produced in his handwriting di­
rected to Bradford, where she lived, 
specifying the train she should travel 
by and the day. “Come to Blackpool”, 
destroyed his story that the encounter 
was a chance one.

In a similar way, Bennet, the Yar­
mouth murderer, prepared for himself 
a trap which led to his death as a con­
victed murderer. This pallid young ad­
venturer, who, after leaving the Roy­
al Marines, made a profession of prey­
ing upon women, did at length fall in 
love. He passionately desired to get 
married. But his wife blocked the path 
to happiness. Hedecided that sheshould 
die. By tortuous means, he laid his 
plans. Eventually, her body was found 
in the early hours upon the sands at 
Yarmouth. She had been strangled by 
a mohair lace tied in a reef-knot.

Although the wife of Bennet, he had 
persuaded her to adopt another name. 
And in this name he had sent her a 
wire making the appointment -of 
death. This waa a fatal blunder—just 
as big a one as the tying of the reef- 
knot. The former gave away his hand­
writing; the latter was evidence that 
the murderer had been connected 
with the Navy. He died brokenly con­
fessing his crime.

HELD IN THE DEAD HAND.
The first recorded case in this coun­

try where a telegram has been con­
nected with murder was that of Eliza- ' 
beth Smithson, a country lass who 
died swiftly as the end of a hectic love j 
affair with a married man. His name 
was Dawson or "Tyson”—in the latter 
name he courted the village maiden. 
He telegraphed to her to meet him I 
near Dorchester, and then struck her 
a hail of blows on the head with a 
small axe. When she met him, she 
must have been holding the telegram 
in her hand, for, after death, a crum- | 
pled ball was found in her palm, and ( ' 
it proved to be the telegram making 
the appointment and signed “Tyson.” 
He was convicted and hanged.

Oscar Slater, "the man with the

CAMPAIGN—EFFORTS TO AUG­

MENT MEMORIAL FUNDS.

Padre Nangle’s campaign Instituted 
for the purpose of augmenting the 
funds of the War Memorial Committee 
was given a great impetus last night, 
when a number of friends of |he 
Padre, including members of the 
Memorial Executive and representa­
tives of sporting bodies, met at a din­
ner given by Mr. W.' H. Jackman 
After full Justice had been done to qn 
excellent repast, Padre Nangle ex­
plained the reason tor the gathering.

WOULD CONTROL PRICES.
It Is obvious that Coaker's proposed 

Marketing Board, as it would fix 
prices to be paid fishermen and mer­
chants, would necessarily fix "cull" 
as well. If the Board said, “so much 
for Merchantable,” for instance, it 
would have to define what Merchant­
able was, and so with every grade. To 
standardize grades and enforce cull, 
the Board would appoint cullers-and 
inspectors all over the Colony. The 
salaries of these would have* to be 
paid out of Board profits on fish, 
would, in fact, have to be paid by re­
duced prices paid to the fishermen, 
and thus this Nationalization scheme 
would result in a great flock of cull­
ers and inspectors, appointed by an 
irresponsible Board, and feeding on 
the hardworking fishermen. The prices 
paid by the foreign consumer cannot 
appreciably be increased by the fix­
ing of prices here, and so all the ter­
rible cost of Nationalization would ul­
timately constitute a huge burden 
corruptly expended upon Coakerites.
The more this “Nationalization" 
scheme is examined the more clearly 
it will be seen that it is a conspiracy 
for the purpose of prostituting the 
trade of the Colony to base political 
purposes. What a “snap” a National 
Board would have in foreign markets, 
with the aid of “friend" Araujo, or 
other agents in our markets. Every

Co-Operative Marketing 
vs. Nationalization.

Montai ni

Dear Sir,—In the verbose first of a 
promised series of articles on "Na­
tionalization." the Advocate, on Mon­
day, explained how to pronounce the 
word, though most people already pro­
nounce it "nonsense," and then assur­
ed its readers that “railroads are rail­
roads, and fish is fish; and publicly 
owning railroads .is hot much like 
publicly operating fish.” Indeed there 
wouldbe real similarity in this Colony, 
for a publicly owned railway is cost­
ing the Colony millions of dollars to 
operate, and publicly operating the 
sale of fish would have the same un­
happy result. The Advocate says that 
“of course it would not be logical to 
describe what the plan of Nationaliz­
ation proposed by President Coaker 
would be like,” but (a) “fishermen 
would catch and cure as usual, (b) 
and the merchants would continue to 
supply as usual, (c) but the merchants 
would buy fish from the fishermen at 
a price named by a National Board of 
Marketing, and (d) all the selling 
abroad would be done by that Board. 
This National Board “would be ap­
pointed by a committee of exporters 
and the Government, and he remov­
able only by two thirds vote of such 
committee."

COAKER'S BOARD.
It does not seem to me necessary 

that Mr. Coaker’s latest harebrained 
scheme should be explained by him 
any more fill!y than above to decure 
its unqualified condemnation by every 
person outside the Lunatic Asylum or 
the Advocate office. It is a proposal to 
hand over the fisheries of the Colony 
to a Board appointed by Coaker and 
a committee of Water Street export­
ers, a Board of the calibre of the re­
cently deceased Codfish Exportation 
Board. The “Government" in relation 
to fishery boards means “Coaker,” and 
a committee of exporters means the 
ring which bedevilled the country in­
to the arrangement with Hawes, and 
the adoption of the Fishery Regula­
tions. Just fancy the enormity of the 
proposal. Under the Fishery Regula­
tions. had as they were, the fisherman 
could sell for such prices as he could 
get by open competition, and he often 
got more than the fish was worth, but 
here is a proposal that the fishermen 
shall be compelled to sell for the 
price his merchant masters shall dic­
tate, for Coaker is a fish buyer, and a 
committee representing him and his 
partners in fish buying would be ab­
solute masters of the poor fishermen 
if the latter could be forced to sell at 
a price fixed by the exporters. Under 
the Fishery Regulations, infamously 
wrong in principle and effect, buyers 
from outside the Colony did at least 
help to keep up local prices, and local 
competition helped also, but Coaker 
now wants to fix prices by law, and so

HUMAN TIGERS THAT PROWL THE 
STREETS AFTER DARK.

Millions of years ago ferns and 
palms such as now thrive in lands far 
to the south, flourished in Alaska. 
Deep down in the coal beds have been 
found fossils of plants, which indicate 
that Alaska was ages ago a land of 
luxuriant loveliness. Dusky savages 
of a remote past, or perhaps members 
of that enlightened race of cliff dwel­
lers, once looked across the waters of 
a huge lake in what is now north­
western Nevada. Geologists have 
given the great body of water, which 
was present in “comparatively recent 
geologic time,” the name of Lake 
Lahontan, in honor of Baron La Hon- 
tan, one of the early explorers of the 
head waters of the Mississippi River. 
The deepest part of Lake Lahontan 
880 feet, was the site of the present 
Pyramid Lake, a small remnant, so 
that its surface stood about 500 feet 
above the surface of Pyramid Lake.
