Unsolved Riddles
of Wireless.

(By ARTHUR R. BURROWS, Director
of Programmes, British Broad-
casting. Company.)

A few months ago  observers  set
out from  Britain to collect informa-
tion upon the . world’s hlgh-power
wireless . stations. '

‘When they reached the Pacxﬁc
Ocean ‘they. discovered that .whereas

| at one time of day the signals from,

the Atlantic seaboard of -America
came to them: across the American
continent, at another time ;hey pre-
ferred to make a complete eircuit of
the world and arrive by way of the
Atlantic, North Africa, and-the vast
expanse of the Indian Ocean lying
between Africa and Australia.

Why a path of say 16,000 miles
should at one time of day prove eas-
ier than a path of only 8,000 miles is
an unsolved riddle of wireless.

Station’s Trip to Seal

For some years it has been known
that generally speaking wireléss
telegraphic  signals: travel easier
north and south than east and west;
similarly it was well-known that all
wireless signals travel must farther
by night than by day. But it was mot
until the war had compelléd a' close
observation of what are Xnown: a§
directional effects that the freakish
behaviour of wireless waves at sun-
rise and sunset became apparent.

At one stage in the war certain
British stations possessing apparatus
capable of noting the direction from
which .wireless. signals were coming
were detailed to watch the behavious
of a German wireless station on.a
small island. The German station
was known to be a fixture.

Then it became apparent that |

wireless waves are twisted from their
usual courses at sundown. To-day
this is an established fact, with the
result that whilst mariners and others

use wireless direction-finding during |’

the day and might, with astonishingly |
accurate results, they refrain from;
ils use at sunset and sunrise.

The theory used to explain this
phenomenon is based on the assump-
tion that wireless waves are project-
ed around the earth by reflections
from a layer probably of hydrogen}
gas, many miles . above the earth. This
layer undergoes a change 'in char-
acter when the sun’s rays are thrown
on to or away from it.

The same theory provides an ex- d

planation of the fact that telephony'
or telegraphy from any given station
is not heard over so great a distance
ia the daytime as at night. The sun
is Dbelieved to perforate, as it were,
the reflecting layer in the day-time,'
and allow some of the waves which
at night would be reflected to pass
into infinite space.

Children’s stories from London
which' were easily readable in Northl
Wales two months ago are now only |
heard faintly, as they take place in
daylight,

‘With these little problems alone the
wireless engineer would appear to
have his hands full.. They do not ex-
plain, however, why on a given even-
ing the London station should he more
easily heard in the Shetland Islands
than similar stations farther north,
and, conversely, why Manchester

should be much louder in Southamp- .

ton than London.
