ExevprioN or CLERGY FROM
TaxaTioN.—The Hamilton Zimes
justly remarks: One of the most ob-
Jjectionable featuresin the Assessment
Act passed during the last session of
the Ontario Legislature was that ex-
empting clergymen, their incomes,
parsonages, and their real and person-
al property, from taxation, and also
Government officials from tax or in-
come. Irnf the State of New York, the
clergy are extempt from taxation on
income only, and that to the amount
of $1,500. The excess of incomes a-
bove that sum is liable to taxation:
but this privilege of exemption is

based upon the consideration that
they devote their lives to the cure of
louf; and the: dissemination of reli-
gious truth while as clergymen they
are debarred from holding any civil,
military, or judicial office under the
uthority of the State. - There is no
such exclusion from office in this
country and there can be no good rea-
son for exemptin, their incomes and
property from taxation, that cannot be
urged with just as much force for the
exemption of other classes from taxa-
tion.

Tae NorTHW EsT—The Hamilton
Spectatorsays that the most strenuous
e&erte are now being made to establish
direct communication through the
North West, and with that object
the building of the road from Fort
William to Fort Garry is being pushed
on with vigor. Upwards of four hun-
dred men are employed on it. There
is a proposal to fix the temporary cap-
ital of the Territory somewhere else
than at Fort Garry, and it is said that
Mr. MacDougall will visit the terri-
tory for that purpose.
