The Daily News says the ramored ulti-
matum of the United Btates would appear
to be equivalent to a declaration of war.

New York, Nov. 25.—The Herald's
Washington correspondent, who yester-
day telegraphed that orders had been is-
sued to stop all extra work in the navy
yard, now telegraphs that information
imparted to correspondents in Washing-
ton during the past week has been tut a
series of positive statements contradicted
by the warlike preparation and purposes
of the Government, and really meant to
conceal that every effort is being put
forth in anticipation of actual hostilities
with Bpain.
The Secretary of the Navy last evening
received information which quickened if
possible the activity of his department in
preparing for the crisis ; orders, premp-
tory and explanatory, were issued by the
Secretary to the Chiefs of Bureaus to at
once put the navy in the best possible
condition.
A Times double-leaded editorial, which
reads as if offiefally inspired, eays: We
have reason to believe that the negotia-
tien with Spain has assumed a shape
whioh will place the prospect of war at a
mneh greater distance than was the case
yesterday. The Bpanmish Government
has, we believe, made known its willing-
ness to surrender the Virginius, salute
the flag, and deliver up the survivors
among the crew and passengers—in short,
to comply substantially with the demands
of the United States Government.—But
it thinks that the question, whether or
not the Virginius was really an American
vessel, should be decided first. Upon this
latter point the Government is not likely
to recede from its original position,
namely,that the fact of the Virginius oar-
rying duly certified papers, and sailing
under the American flag, must be ac-
cepted as prima facie proof that she was
an American vessel.
Versailles, Nov. 25.—The members of
the Cabinet have again tendered their
resignetions to President MacMahon, who
has accepted them.

Mackenzie at Lambton.

Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, Premier of
the Dominion, was elected by acclam-
mation for Lambton on 'l'uesday.
The nomination took place at Sarnia,
and was followed by a banquet in the
evening, at which over five hundred
gentlemen were present. The ut-
most enthusiasm prevailed through
out the day. Mr. Mackenzie deliv-
ered an able speech, in the latter
part of which he briefly sketched the
probable policy of the Government.
He said that, speaking in general
terms, their policy would be to carry
out in power what they advocated in
opposition. One of their first meas-
ures would be an effective election
law, and measures to preserve striet-
ly the independence of the members
of the Houses, the Senate as
well as the House of Commons.
Mr. Mackenzie spoke of the Pacific
Railway. He was an advocate of such
a road ; its importance to the coun-
try had not been overrated. The
new Administration woula take early
steps to that end. If we once
have British Columbia and Mani-
toba made accessible the rest could
be undertaken as soon as possible.
The Government hoped to carry out
the work at much less cost than Sir
Hugh proposed; and it would ap-
pear that the Government is to let
out the work in contracts under
their own superintendence, instead
of delegating it to a company. "The
Premier hinted that pains would be
taken to prevent the influence of
any of Sir Hugh Allan’s ring in the
arrangements of the new Govern-
ment. The insolvency laws and
many other minor matters are to be
carefully considered on the return of
ministers from tl.» elections. Mr.
Mackenzie hoped, in conclusion, that
the new Government would be able
to serve the country, sustain the
connection with Great Britain and
hand down unimpaired those repre-
sentative institutions of which we
ara justly proud.

Want of space compels us to hoiud
over our detailed report, but the
foregoing will be found to contain
the substance of the Premier’s re-
marks 1 regard to the Reform
policy.
