THE YELLOW RIVER FLOODS.

A special correspondent of the London
Standard gives a ‘graphic picture of the
tremepdous loss of life in China from the
overflow. of the Hoang-Ho and of the aw-
ful famine now threatened. ‘He says that
a sixth of the entire area of the Garden of
China, as Honan is'styled, is now a vast
lake,  with here and there a pagoda or
the parapet of some high wall rising over
the increasing waters. to mark thesites of
what were, ashort time ago, prosperous
cities of many. thousand inhabitants. The
_'rest of the country is overrun with refu-

gees, who escaped with: their lives only.
In hundreds of instances men who three
months ago’ were wealthy to-day sit gaz-
ing on the inland sea, stunned; hungry,
stupid and dejected, without a morsel of
food.. The inundations commended at a
little distance from Kai-Fung-Fu, one of
the largest cities of 'the province, and
in ‘one instance some - four ' miles
of w®solid embankment of  stone,
brick, sand and clay, ‘were swept
away with innumerable moles and
fascines. In the district of Ching Chow
and Chin Chow no less than 3,000 large
villages are stated to have been engulfed
in a very few moments, and scarcely any
of the 1ll-fated people had time to’save
themselves as the break occurred in the
night time. The extent of the disaster
will be better understood when we say that
the extent of country is much larger than
the principality of Wales, and much more
thickly populated than Ireland, is now a
sea, and all the inhabitants are either
drowned or have fled. The people =0
, terribly visited cannot number far short
of the whole population of Ireland, as the
province includes about 25,000,000, with
an area of 65,000 square miles; and the
waters of the river now cover it to an ex-
tent of 8,000 or 10,000 square miles.
Accounts daily published in the native
and foreign papers and in the Peking
gazettes reveal the most horrible sufferings
of the survivors, who are perishing of fan-
ine. In hundreds of instances the people,
when the waters rushed into the cities.
sweeping walls and houses away, refused
to stir, and met death with that wonder-
ful indifference which characterizes the

Chinese fatalist.” According to the most

starving must amount to many millions,
utterly beggared and depending upon the
charity of others.

This will be corrected by the
operation of the Gregorian calendar, when
the 29th day of February shall be dropped
in the year 1900, which otherwise would
be counted a leap year. There'isa fur-
