Theinformation fur-
nished me is to the effect that the fleet
is.preparing as usual, that the prohibi-
tion of pelagic sealing for a year would
practically destroy the business for sev-
eral years, because the masters, the
mates, and the crews, for the larger part
belonging to other parts of Canada,
would leave British Columbia. Thesum
which wonld be demanded as compensa-
tion is far beyond what it would
be possible for us to induce par-
liament to vote, even if we
could recommend» if. Under these
circumstances and in view of the finding
of the experts at the late conference that
“in the great reduction of the pelagic
catch of late years compared with the
gradual decrease of the herd, there is a
tendency toward equilibrium, or a stage
at which the numbers of the breeding
herd would neither increase nor de-
crease’’; and further that *‘the
diminution of the herd is yet far from a
stage which involves or threatens the
actual extermination of the species, go
long a8 it is protected in its haunts on
land,” I am in hopes that you will agree
to the proposition submitted at our ver-
bal conference by Sir Louis Davies and
myself, and not press for the immediate
suspension of pelagic sealing.

The coast catch during the months of
January, February, March and April,
as gauged by the catches of the past few
years, is very small. last year the
catch of the QCanadian gealing fleet
amounted to only 6,100, and in the year
before 8,350.

will be at sea, an expense which for the
past four years has been $150,000 annually.
In view of your statement that parlia-
ment would not convene till February, we
would be quite willing to have the proposed
suspension of sealing take effect at such a
date in February as would enable the
necessary legislation to be passed, provided
a modus vivendi could be signed at once.
Such an arrangement, it is believed, would
obviate' the legal difficulty to which you
refer.

There was
no possible way of reaching the unfortun-
ate two, and though Kas‘ner does not
know their fate, the outlook for their rescue
he considered was very gloomy. This was
on November 14.

Twelve miles below the Big Salmon,
M:ajor Walsh’s party was fallen in with,
and Kastner confirms the report brought
by explorer Saint C{gas to the loss of the
provisions and two boats, also as to the ac-
cidental death of the man Freeman, a
miner, this fatality having occurred be-
tween the Little and Big Balmon rivers.
Major Walsh was awaiting dog trains with
fresh stocks of provisions, but Kastuer feels
quite sure that the administrator will not
advance further than Selkirk this winter.

Kastner had only reached Dawson on the
22nd of December, and he and his partners
had taken a lease on Nos. 20 and 45 below,
on Bonanza creek. They had just time to
sink two holes to see the character of their
ground before they came away, leaving
however two of their partners behind, who
will continue (ﬁxerations throughout the
winter.. While Kastner does not share the
belief of starvation staring the Dawsonians

in the face, still he says the stores are

closed, and selling no more food. At the
same time he feels confident that if the
entire population pool their provisions there
will assuredly be sufficient for all through-
out the winter. The great difficulty ap-
pears to be in finding out the exact stocks
of provisions people have, many men with
large supplies having cached them for
safety’s sake and carefully concealed the
fact. One very serious difficulty that the
miners will have to face this winter is the
want of candles, which will materially re-
tard operations in the mines.

Joe Brant, of Dawson, announced his in-
tention lately of coming out with the first
ice and two dog trains, his purpose being to
convey passengers at $1,000 for the trip to
the coast, he undertaking to look after the
bedding and' provisions. Mr. Kastner is
somewhat doubtful as to the success of the
experiment,

he Corona’s other passengers included
United States Marshal James M. Shoup, of
Alaska, who has in charge seven prisoners
en route for San Quentin—the most notori-
ous of these being William P.,* Kid,”

written that, from "his experience in the
matter he would advise rospective gold
hunters to get their supplies in Victoria.
The cost of transporting freight across the
portage to Teshn lake will, he says, be
about 20c. this season, at least at the com-
mencement when the rush will be at its
height. Many people he thinks will go up
before the river opens.

The Cutter * Woleott” Returns,
‘Having Landed Her Passengers

Bill to Remodel the Procedure at Military
Trials Now Under Discussion,

BerLIN, Dec. 16.—In the reichstag to-day
the debate over the bill for the reform of the
military judicial procedure was commenced.
The imperial chancellor, Prince Hohenlohe,
declared that the measure introduced the
system of oral direct procedure, and while
Separating the duties of the judge, proseeu-~
tor, and defining counsel, it afforded means
of redress by way of complaint, appeal or
revision: he final decision would rest
with tribunals and actual trial would be
public, except when gublic interests or the
military service would suffer thereby. Any
further assimilation to she civil code was
precluded by military considerations.

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SEALING HOLIDAY BILL.

Congress Passes the Measure After
Violent Threats of Retaliation
on Canada.

Argument Thet the Dominion Could
Be Coerced Through the Bond-
ing Privilege.

WasHIN6TON, Dec. 16.—In the house of
representatives. this afternoon, Mr, Hitt,
chairman of the committee on foreign af-
fairs, secured unanimous consent for the
consideration of the bill proposed by the
Senate yesterday to prohibit pelagic seal-
ing by citizens of the United States. He
explained its scope and purpose and the
necessity for its enactment. Mr. Hopkins,
(Ills.) thought that a time limit should be
placed on the operation of the act so that
in case the negotiations shquld collapse
American citizens would not be at a disad-
vanta%;.._ :

Mr. Hitt said the United States govern-
ment did not admit that pelagic sealing
was a right. It was a barbarity. We were
pressing upon Great Britain negotiations
tor protection of the seals that the govern-
ments had y agreed to. If we were
sincere we would this measure.

Mr. Johnson, .D.,) made a vigorous
speech of an hour in opposition to the bill.

e said he had been humiliated and
shamed by the complete surrender of
American rights and honor at the Paris
tribunal. He was particularly sarcastic in
his reference to Hon. John Foster, who he
termed the * great surrenderer,”’ so great
was his reputation in this line that China
had paid him $100,000 for surr¢fidering to
Japan. He created much amusement by
enumerating some of the expemses of the
Paris tribunal, and said he did not marvel
that the experts, who had already made so

much out of the government, should desire | R. B

lic. Mr. Johnson, as another phase of the
question, described the destruction of food
fish by the seals. The recent increase in
the catch at the fisheries on the Pacific
coast and Alaska he attributed to the
diminution of the seal herd. If these
wolves of the sea had been exterminated,
he said, we would not be sending relief to
the miners in Alaska: Each seal requires
ten pounds of fish a day. The coast of
Alaska would become the greatest cod
fishery in the world if these enemies of the
fish were destroyed.

. Mr. Hepburn, Iowa, expressed the opin-
ion that the United States had the power
at any time to compel Canada to.adjust
this whole question astotheseals. Pelagic
sealing was not worth more than $250;
perannum. Thebonding privilege granted
to Canadian roads, over which we had ab-
solute control, is worth twenty times as
much to Canada as the right of pelagic seal-
ing. He advocated retalistion as the
weapon to be used to bring Canada to
terms, and said he could not understand
why it had not already been employed.

Mr. Loud, California,in opposition to the
bill, argued that if American citizens were
to ound, it was advisable that they
should be bound jointly with the subjects
of Great Britain.

Mr. Hitt answered some of the criticisms
which had been advanced. The admitted
evil of the present system, he said, was
Eglqglc sealing, which evil resulted in the

illing of 30,000 seals annually. ‘And yet
the gentleman from N. D. [Johnson], pro-

osed tomeet this evil of a partial slaughter

y an absolute slaughter of the entire neaé
herd.” Was this a humane propositié
from a government which was urging
humanity on other nations? Mr. Hitt re-
ferred to the barbarity of the practice of
killing the defenceless seal pups. After
further debate, the bill was passed; yeas
148, nays 78.

Despite the proceedings at the Noble
Five meeting at Sandon, when the share-
holders decided to borrow another $150,000
and resume work, the property is in the
hands of a liquidator. George McDonald,
the book-keeper, has been appointed to
wind up the concern by sale or otherwise
with dispatch. .

H. L. Simmons has secured twenty acres
near Nakusp for a smelter site, and has
also secured the water rights in that vicin-
ﬁy for the use of the proposed smielter.

r. Simmons says that it is the intention
of himself and assnciates to erect a smelter
on thesite. It will be a plant similar in
some respects to the one at Trail.

Although the decision of the court has
not been announced it is generally con-
ceded that Justice McColl will quash the
Rossland money by-law, which provides
for the sale of $50,000 worth of Rossland
debentures. The court held that the con-
dition making the loan a first mortgage
against the corporation was illegal and
sufficient in itself to quash the by-law,
while the clause naming the loan company
as the depository of the sinking fund and
interest was an attempt at evasion of the
statutes which could-not be tolerated.

DEATH CLOSES HIS CAREER.

Alderman J. B. Harrison Passes from Life
at His Home on Montreal
Street.

Flags at half-mast on all the munici-
pal buildings yesterday told without
words how the fatal termination of his
long illness had been reached, and
Alderman J. B. Harrison had closed his
useful and benevolent career. The death
of this zealous champion of the. South
ward came not altogether unexpectedly,
for during several years past the hand of
sickness had been laid very heavily
upon him, and since Mrs. Harrison’s
demise about one year ago he had never
been even moderately strong.

Ten weeks ago his
activity was ended by a fall at his home
on Montreal street, occasioned by a
piece of tin tripping him as he was re-
turning home one evening, and his hip
being go badly injured that he was un-
able after that time to walk about.

The deceased gentleman leaves no
family—but a host of friends, the un-
ostentatious charity of himself and his
late wife having endeared to them very
many who will this Christmas miss
their kindly and ever-thoughtful gener-

osity.

m=Lhe deceased James Bolton Harrison,
was a native of Yarm, Yorkshire, Eng-
land, and was in his sixty-seventh year.
He had been a resident of this province
since the early sixties, and was promi-
nently identified with the construction
of the C.P.R., having the contract for a
full section of that road, on the com-
pletion of whiech he took up his resi-
dence in this city, and gave up his time
and energies almost exclusively to pro-
moting its interests and advancing ite
prosperity.

In public life he contented himeelf
with the humble office of representative
of the people of his chosen city in the
council, serving as an alderman in 1889,
1890 and the present year. During his
vacation from aldermanic labors he was
identified with one important work in
the interest of the city, being employed
as inspector in the construction of sew-
erage works, a position for which his in-
timate acquaintance with public affairs
a8 well as his ability as a contractor
eminently fitted him.

i HIS THROAT THIfs

Franecis Joneﬁ of Hall’s Crossing
Badly Wounded and Robbed by
Unknown Assailants.

Knocked Down by an Unseen Hand
in His Own Store—Two Sus-

pects Arrested.

The story of a particularly bruta
robbery and attempted murder came to
Victoria yesterday from Hall’s Crossing,
a little settlement and station about
thirty miles up the Esquimalt & Nanai-
mo line. Francis Jones, the storekeeper
at the Croseing, was the victim and lies

now in a precarious condition with his

throat cut as the result of the unpro-
oked onslaught of unknown assailants.
In the dusk of Thursday afternoop
Jones was geated in the back of his store
plucking a grouse for supper, when he
heard a sound and went towards the
front of the building. Then without the
least warning he was strock from be-
hind, and when he recovered conscions-
nees he found that his throat was badly
cat, He managed to crawl to the house
of a neighbor and there fell fainting on
the floor, blood flowing freely from the
terrible wound in his neck. The wounded
man was promptly taken care of and
provincial constable Maitland Dougall of
Duncan informed of the crime. Not a
word could be had from the wounded
man, who was too weak to giveany in-
formation that night, but a search was
made and disclosed the fact that the
place had been robbed. In all $126 in
money and some checksand other papers
had been taken.
It was very apparent that Jones had
first been knocked down with some
blunt inetrument and then his throat
had been cut, though luckily the jugular
vein had not been severed.
At once steps were taken to search the
surrounding country and at 4 o’clock
yesterday morning two tramps were ar-
rested at Oyster Bay, on suspicion of
being the men wanted for the crime.
Their names are Mike Morock and Jim
Thompson,
Yesterday Mr. Jones recovered suffi-
ciently to talk a little but was utterly at
a loss to account for the affair, for he had
seen no one before being struck senselees.
Superintendent Hussey has wired to
all avgilable points and a strict watch is
being kept to see that no suspicious
strangers get off the island without first
giving a satisfactory account of them-
selves.
At latest accounts Mr. Jones was ex-
peeted to recover.

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BOATS STILL HISSING

But Hope that the Winds May Have
Carried Them to Safety in Clay-

oquot Sound.

C'aptain Irving Does Not Apprehend
Difficulty in Saving the Cleve-
land Herself,

Ox Boarp ss. CLEVELAND, LyArL PoINT,
Barclay Sound, Dec. 17.—The unfortunate
Cleveland at this writing is to all appear-

. ances a hopeless and complete wreck, with
the tide playing hide-and-seek through her
parted and crushed bottom plates. No
tidings of the missing boats or their oc-
cupants have been obtained, although
search has been diligently made by the
‘Willapa, the Quadraand Mr, Armstrong’s
launch, for fitteen miles along the coast. It
is practically certain thatall have perished,
although the possibility is made the most
of here that they have been blown towards
Clayoquot, fifty miles farther north, where
the surf is even heavier, owing to the
numerous sapdbars, and a landing under
the wind conditions of last week would have
been suicidal to attempt.

Captain Hall is standing by his vessel
and awaiting instructions from the owner
who is now on his way from San Francisco
to the ship. Four Indians have been ar-
rested and compelled to disgorge portions
of their loot. They were given a prelim-
inary hearing on board the Quadra this
morning, Captain Walbran being the pre-
siding magistrate, and nothing being done
practically save to call and remand the
information, further proceedings being
stayed until other arrests are accomplished.
The charge will be confined to the robber-
jes, it is expected, as it would be difficult
with present information to convict any of
the tribe on the count of arson.

In one of the grandest of nature’s moun-
tain and sea solitudes, high on a rocky pro-
montory, forming the westernmost point of
Barclay Sound, the wrecked Cleveland is

y a dismal object of endless specula-
tion to marine men who look upon her—a
wonder to them in more ways than one—in
the first place because of her remarkable
drift to a spot apparently in the centre of
an archipelago, and ‘again because of the
marked diversity of opinion as to the feas-
ability of again ?utting her afloat. Sheis
to the landsman’s eye a picture of dilapida-
tion, and worst of all everything at present
seems to indicate that the twenty-two
missing members of her company will not
be seen again in this life,

“The dreadful uncertainty, almost as try-
ing to those whose anxiety is most keen as
even the knowledge of the worst, must con-
tinue until the Quadra completes her search
of the shores and islands of the western
<oast, upon which she has now been en-
gaged for forty-eight hours, and which will
-occupy her it is expected for a week or ten
days to come. All hopes centre in the be-
lief of some that the unfortunate ones may
have reached Clayoquot, or landed a little
to the north of that place. It is argued
that the rough weather prevailing at the
time of the Cleveland’s mishap could not
possibly take them to sea, the wind being
from the contrary direction, while a further
-<comfort cherished is that no wreckage has
yet been found along the shore. These ar-
-guments are the strongest that can be ad-
vanced in support of the theory that the
missing ones are all right, but their force is
very much lessened when the finding of the
‘biscuit boxes included in the boats”equip-
ment is taken into account.

When the government steamer started
on her rescue mission she carried as special
passengers Captain John Irving, M.P.P.,
manager of the C.P.N. Company; Captain
R. Collister, government inspector of hulls
-and representative of the Firemen’s Fand
Insurance Association; Officer McKenna,
of the British Columbia police; Purser 1.

+Smith, The Quadra arrived at Barclay
Sound on Thursday forenoon ; the Willapa.
which left Victoria the same night as the
government steamer, arrived at the scene
of the wreck a few hours behind her. Then
came the big tug Lorne, on the first#news
that Captain Langley received of the dis-
aster: and the Wanderer, of Port Town-
send, on similar advice.

Indian Agent Guillod was found already
busy among his charges, getting them to
return some of the many articles that they
had taken possession of on board the
steamer, while Siwash canoes so swarmed
about the hapless vessel that it was not un-
til the Quadra came very close that those on
board accepted as incorrect their first as-
sumption that the missing boats had turn-
ed up. * This was not the case—not even all
who were saved with the captain were visi-
ble, for Chief Engineer Husar and the pas-
senger Lathbury linger at Eucluelet, being
too weak from exposure and exhaustion to
come down to Lyall Point.

Desirous of satisfying themselves at once
as to the exact condition of ‘the distressed
ship, those on the Quadra lost no time in
making a survey of her remains. The
«cabin was found to be stripped of every-
thing that could be removed with an axe or
carried away in a canoe. What had
not been taken had been mischiey-
ousl destroyed.  Carpets show the
marks of knives, having been slit
apparently for no purpose whatever. Boxes
of canned goods had been lugged out of the
holds and broken open, the contents strewn
about and made of no value with no object
to_prompt the destroyers save the very
spirit - of  destructiveness. Even the
captain’slicense and the chief engineer’s
certificate had been taken, the former not
yet having been recovered, although it is
difficult to conceive what value such a
document would appear to possess to any
of the dusky navigators.

At each of the steamer’s batches there
was a deplorable confusion of flour, nuts,
oil, whiskey and canned goods—all cargo
having been either appropriated or ren-
dered valueless down to.the water level,
covering the bulk of the ship’s misgellane-
ous cargo. . Thousands of dollars’ worth of
property has thus been cestroyed. That
nore would not have been sacrificed may
be ascribed to the stormy weather prevent-
ing the long, frail canoes of the Indians
from remaining longer alongside the wreck.

So completely had the marauders accom-
plished their werk that Captain Hall and
bis companions on retarning to the wreck

found themselves compelled for two days
and nights to make the best of it without a
change of clothing or a blanket to wrap
about them, Constable Cox, of the provin-
cial police, on his arrival from Alberni,
came to the assistance of the disiressed
mariners, and Captain Hall asserts that too
much gratitude cannot be expressed for his
manifold acts of thoughtfulness,

For Purser Whitbeck too, the master of
the lost vessel has words of highest com-
mendation only, upon his heroic conduct
and self-denying part all throufh the try-
ing experience, But while all surviving
members of the crew acted , with praise-
worthy courage and loyalty to the ship, it
is only fair to mention also some of the
residents from shore who worked most as-
slduousli during the critical period, Little
Charles Luckey, a lad from Euculet, was
one of these. 'For several days and nights
he labored for the benetit of the Cleveland’s
officers and owners, without sleep practic-

ally, and on more than one occasion being!
gompelled against his will to refrain from |
assisting when utterly exhausted but still

determined to do his share.

Rev. Mr. Swartout was also aman for the

emergency, coming on board Sunday and

exerting all his infiuence to keep the In-

dians trom continuing their work of illage,

unquestionably with good effect, He with

Mr. J. H. Kavaran afterwards made dili-

gent search for fifteen miles up the Coast in

hope of finding some s:gn of the missiog

men.

‘‘ It was only after Cox reached us that I
got my first real sleep in nine days,” said
Captain Hall last evening, *‘and ‘then al-
though I only snatched a half hour from
duty, it seemed that I had been in dream-
land for weaks, so refreshed was I. As to
the vessel, when she first struck I stayed
by her just as long as I could. Only when
Ifelt that she was gone beyond a hope,
and saw nothing else to do,did I give the
order to take to the boats. I did the best I
could, but all the fates were aganst us.
Regarding the failure of Flattery and Cape
Beale lights to answer our signals I've
nothing 1o say at present.

“Do I think there is any hope for our
missing boats and those in'them ? There
is a chance possibly for thosein the wooden.
boats, of which the second and third offi-
cers had charge. They are fine, well put
together boats, and very seaworthy if they
have a fighting chance.  The metallic boat
I have less confidence in, although she has
the advantage of her air-tight compart-
ments. - £ am hoping still that all may turn
up—but the chances Frow less as the days
goby. We havereally had not one reas-
suring report since we parted company
with them.

‘* As for what will now be done with the
Cleveland, I cannot say much as yet. I
have resumed possession, and await further
instructions. Provided with 2,000 empt
barrels and about 10,000 feet of two-inc
glanking, I could, I think, save the veasel,

ut [ am not at this moment in a position
to do anything. The marine experts
say as the result of their “sur-
vey that the vessel will never
float again in her present condition
without extra buoyancy, The indications
are from the way the tide goes in and out
of her that her bottom plates have simply
been crushed in. For this reason she
could not be floated without some such
artificial support as I have suggested. A
good part of the cargo will yet be saved,
and this with what effects we recover will
be sent to Victoria in bond on the WillaEa
when she completes her present trip up the
coast.”

‘When Captain Walbran arrived at Al-
berni he found the weather too hazy to
proceed farther along the Coast with profit,
80 he will set to work to look up the spoils
of the wreck, and also to arrest some of the
leaders of the Barclay Sound tribe. He
notified all that those who had claims for
services should make them in writing to
him, and then he left with the ship for
Toquot village. Toquot, although a place
of less than seventy-tive inhabitants, is not
without historic interest, and is delight-
fully situated. Half a dozen I[n-
dian houses make up the village,
and it was in these- tha#t a
a great part of the loot was located. The
Toquot ?ndians are the survivors of one of
the fiercest tribes Vancouver: Island ever
knew, and their little villageis said to have
been the battle ground of the greatest
tribal conflict ever waged on thisisland.
The Eucluelets, now a much more powerful
tribe, at a time many years ago, endeavored
to take possession of the coveted home of
the Toquots, but were repulsed with terri-
ble slaughter, the Toquots retaining pos-
sessicn of their home to the present a{,
although but few of the hoary-headed old
warriors of the tribe remain to tell the
story of their martial greatness—and the
appearance of these few would indicate
nothing of their qualification as men of
valor.

Captain Walbran was loth to take in
charge several of the younger bucks, whose
depredations appeared 1o have been
prompted more by the spirit of mischief
than a desire to possess what did not be-
long to them—the principle upon which he
and the officers of the law are proceeding is,
however, that the Indians must be taught
to respect property rights in whatever ves-
sels are unfortunate enough to come ashore
within the limits of the coast on which the
Indians are about the only inhabitants.
Numerous and clever were some of the
tricks adopted by the braves to convince
Officer McKenna of their innocence of com-
plicity in the Cleveland loot; he was too
old a hand with them to be deceived, and
thought it best to take in charge all upon
whom reasonable suspicion rests, the sort-
ing out of the sheep from the. goats being a
rocess that can very well be attended to
ater.

The adjournment yesterday was chiefly to
permit of all offenders being rounded
up before any were finally dealt with
and also o enable the Quadra to cantinue
along the Coast in search of the missing
boats, the recovery of which, if they be
still afloat or ashore, is the matter for first
consideration.

The following interesting information in
regard to the wreck and the prospects of
yet saving it, as well as the opinion of a
man well acquainted with the coast
as to the chances of the miss-
ing men, is, by permission, taken from
a private teiegram received last evening
from Captain John Irving. The Com-
modore says in this message, which was
wired from Alberni at 5:40 p.m.:

‘““Notling has yet been heard of the
missing boats, although the shore has been
searched as far as possible. No signs of
wreckage were anywhere encountered. It
is my opinion that the missing crew will,
without doubt, be found at Clayoquot
Sonnd. 5

‘‘ The Cleveland is now lying in an easy
position at Point Lyall. I do not appre-
hend there will be any special difficulty in
getting her off if the weather continues
moderately calnl. She is exposed should
there be apy southeast gales.

‘“ The Indians have destroyed and looted
considerable of the cargo, including a
barrel of whiskey. They could have done
more damage but fortunately they broke a
carboy of muriatic acid which was in
’tween decks, the fumes of which drove
them out.

‘I have sent for the steamer Maude to
salve the cargo, as the Willaga draws too
much water.to get alongside.”

BURFETED BY WAVES,

The Crew of the Wrecked Steamer
Vesta Re ch Port After a
Rough Trip.

They Spend a Night and Day in an
Open Boat During a Gale—
Vessel Doomed.

Mr, Thomas Daykin, jr., son of the
light-keeper at Carmanah, arrived in
the city early yesterday morning, bring-
ing news that he had safely landed the
captain and crew of the wrecked
schooner Vesta at Port Townsend. Mr.
Daykin left Carmanah on Wednesday
morning last in the whaleboat belonging
to the lighthouse and experienced many
hardships and perils before he made
port. Townsend was reached from
Neah Bay on Thursday and the wrecked
mariners proceeded at onee to Seattle to
report to the agents of the Vesta.

An interesting story is told by Mr.
Daykin of the perilous trip from Car-
manah. The lighthouse was left at 8
o’clock on'Wednesday morning, Oaptain
Lumboldt and the seven men comprising
the crew being on board the staunch
whaler.  As soon as San Juan, twenty
miles from Carmanah, was reached the
troubles of the party began. This port
was left about four o’clock in the even-
ing, and shortly after the start a terrific
gale sprang up.: One man was kept con-
stuntly baling and for a time matters
looked desperate indeed. .

When the gale abated, a strong head
wind was encountered and it was found
impossible to make Victoria. It was
then decided to run for Neah Bay.
There wag a heavy sea in the straits and
the disheartened men at times lost hope
of seeing land again. The boat at times
shipped as many as ten buckets of water
and had she not been of the staunchest
kind Mr. Daykin thinks he would not
have had an opportunity of relating the
story of the trip. !

The news of jthe wrecked schooner is
not of a very encouraging kind. Beyond
a doubt she will never ride the seas
again. With terrific force she was driven
over a reef of rocks nine miles
from Carmanah on the morn-
ing of the 9th. Captain Lumboldt
it appears had encountered rough
weather for several days previous to the
disaster, and had indeed lost all reckon-
ing. He says the weather was thick
and the rainfall the heaviest he ever ex-
perienced. He thought they were about
ten miles below Cape Flattery when they
struck.

The rise of the tide and a heavy sea
carried the vessel away up on land, and
at the present time she looks as though
she were about to be launched. The
men labored hard to get the vessel’s
stores ashore, but did not succeed very
well. However, they managed to get
considerable provisions onland, and then
looked around to see where help counld be
obfained. - A post stating that it was
nine miles from Carmanah gave them
their exact bearings.

The crew remained with the wreck for
two days, fearing to make the trip to
Carmanah on -account of the rough
weather. Then the Captain aund four
men started out and reached the light-
house with little difficulty. The wreck
was handed over to Mr. Thomas Daykin,
jr., and after examining her he placed a
man in charge and returned to Carmanah
to bring the crew to Victoria.

Prior to Mr. Daykin’s visit to the
wreck, however, it had been visited by
two white men named McDonald and
Guptill. The former was until recently
a lineman near Carmanah but was dis-
charged a short time ago. Hé claims
salvage on the grounds that he was first
to visit the wreck after she was abandon-
ed, and with Guptill started for Victoria
shortly after the whaleboat left to make
good, if possible, his claim. Oollector of
customs Milne has been written to' by
Mr, Daykin, sr., in regard to the matter,
and the latter states emphatically that
the claim is anabsurd one. McDonald,
it appears, removed soms articles from
the Vesta, and it is stated on good
authority that under the existing cir-
cumstances he can be .severely dealt
with if this chrge is proven. The pen-
alty for such a misdemeanor is very
severe.

McDonald claimed that he was merely
protecting the goods from the Indians,
who were standing ready to loot the ves-
sel when he arrived on the scene, He
has informed Collector Milne that he
will call on him in a few days.

Mr. Daykin does not look much the
worse for his dangerous trip. He brought
the whaleboat Dora with him on the
steamer City of Kingston, and will re-
turn to the lighthouse in a few days.

“Idon’t think the Vesta will ever
leave the reef,’’ says he, ‘‘ as her back is
broken and her hull is pretty badly cut
up by the jagged rocks. She is standing
high and dry, and you could plant pota-
toes ingide of her now. Although there
was 8 heavy sea when I left her the
waves did not reach her and she can lie
undisturbed in her present position
through the winter. I don’t think the
wreck is worth more than $2,000 as it
stands, and it would cost as much to get
it off as to build a new schooner.”’

The Vesta is owned by Mr. H.Madi-
son, of 8an Francisco. She is a three-
masted, wooden schooner of 286 tons,
and was built in S8an Francisco in 1882.
Recently ehe was thoroughly overhauled
and was considered a very seaworthy
vessel. She was consigned to the Blake-
ly mills to load lumber.

An interesting question will, Collector
Milne thinks, be broughtup in regard
to hauling off the Vesta, if this is decided
upon. He claims that as the vessel was
wrecked in waters not contiguous to the
American shore, this can only be effect-
ed by a British tug. It1s reported that
an American tug bas been gent to the
assistance of the Vesta and Mr. Milne
has wired orders that as she  bas been
handed over to him she is not to be
touched.

Produce Exchange Closing.

CrIicAeo, Dec. 15.—After an existence
of nearly a quarter of a century, the pro-
duce exchange of Chicago is on the verge
of dissolution. At the end of a long and
stormy meeting it was decided to dis-
tribute the money in the treasury of the
exchange among the members, which is
taken to mean that the doom of the
organization 18 sealed.

BROKE 706 RECORDS.
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The Lorne Returns to Port from
the Cleveland With Towing
Honors Galore.

The Senator Salvage Suit in a Tair
Way to Settlement—British Sea-
men Drowned.

The tug Lorne arrived in port yester-
day after a fortnight’s absence and she
did not return without honors. Instead
of being laid up as reported, the Lorne
has completed an exceptionally busy
fortnight. The tug returned yesterday
from Barclay sound after having visited
the wreck of the steamer Cleveland.
Her services were found to be
of no avail in getting the vessel
off, at present at least, and so.'she re-
turned to this port. On Sunday last the

Lorne established one of the best tug
boat performances on record by taking
the 1,700 ton ship Sterling, coal laden
for S8an Francisco, to sea from Nanaimo
in exactly thirteen hourg und a
half, The fact that the - Lorne
has bhad a very busy time
is evidence by her recent towe.
Among these were the ship Eclipse, coal
laden from Departure Bay for San Fran-
cisco; the bark Columbia, in ballast
from Honolulu for Port Townsend; the
German bark Magellanes, for Vancou-
ver; the cosrl-laden ship Glory of the
Seas, from Comox for San Fran-
ciscor tha four-masted bark Fort
George, from San  Francisco for
Departure Bay; the coal laden ships
Sterling from Nanaimo for San Fran-
cisco; the lumber laden barkentine
Leslie D. from Columbia River for San
Francigeo; the ship America from San
Francigco for Comox; and the coal laden
bark Rufus E. Wood from Nanaimo for
San Francisco.

DROWNED OFF THE *‘SENATOR.”

The British ship Senator, Captain
Vaughan, owned by Messrs. D. E. de
Wolf & Co., of Liverpool, arrived at
Esquimalt yesterday morning and was
towed into harbor by the tug Tyee. The
Senator left Delagoa Bay on August 27
last and had & most tempestuous voyage
of 107 days. A series of terrific gales
were encountfered until she entered the
Straite, and during the latter part of the
voyage an able seaman, Robert Louis, of
Holyhead, was knocked overboard while
bending a foresail and drowned. - Al-
though a boat was immediately lowered
he sank before it could be manned. The
Senator will require some repairs as a
resuit of her rough voyage. She broach-
ed twice and had her back stays and
lower topsails carried away.. She is
awaiting orders and will either load lura-
ts>er fx(-iom this province or grain from the

‘“ SENATOR’’ BALVAGE SUIT.

The salvage suit brought against the
bark Senator is now in a fair way to
settlement. Yesterday the C. P. N. had
a settlement with the vessel for the
claim of the steamer Maude, and there
now remaing opnly the suit for salvage
brought by the' owners of the Sadie.
Captain J. G. Cox and Mr, D. Cartmel
yesterday furnished their valuation of the
vessel putting it at $10,000. The Senator
waas built at Maitland, Nova Scotia, in
1878, Arrangements are made by which
she will be released on putting up bonds
to the amount of $3,000 pending the trial
of the suit brought by the Sadie.

A BUSY TIME FOR OVERHAULERS,

The owners of the sealing schooner
Doris have decided not to send her on
her coast cruise at present, and she will
go on Turpel’s ways to be overhauled.
The sixteen vessels belonging to Messrs.
Boscowitz & Sons will all be overhauled
before starting out this season, - A large
number of sealing vessels are preparing
for cruising at present, and it is esti-
mated that fifty vessels or more will
hunt on the coast next spring. It is re-
ported that there is as usual some diffi-
culty in getting crews to man the vessels.

STILL HUNTING FOR MILLIONS,

Captain Gissler, the German, who for
a number of years has been digging up
Cocos Tsland for the $30,000,000 in gold,
silver and jewels said to be hidden
there, has written Captain A. B. Whid-
den from San Jose de Guatamala, to the
effect that he will return shortly to the
island. Gissler heard that H. M. S.
Amphion had gone to the island, and
immediately chartered the German
bark Mapia to return to look for the
alleged treasure.

[T IS A GRUESOME TALE

Correspondents of tha *¢ Colonist
Declare that Two Miners liave
Met an Awful Death.

Said to Have Been Killed and De-
voured by Wild Animals Driven
to the Coast by Snowstorms.

Friday evening’s mail by the Charmer
brought the Coronist a letter which
from the post mark on the envelope was
evidently mailed from Thurlow Island
on the 15th instant, and which itgelt
bears date of ‘‘ Knight’s Inlet, Decem-
ber 1.”” The news which it contains is
startling in the extreme, and may or
may not be confirmed by later advices.
Briefly, the writers assert that during
the extremely cold weather and heavy
enow of late November, a band of hun-

gry cougars were forced down to the
coast where two prospectors were en-
gaged on a mining claim, and wild with
hunger, attacked these men—killed and
devoured them. The CozonisT is not in
a position to vouch for the reliability of
the gruesome tale, but gives it herewith
in the language of the letter referred to:
Kniear’s INLET. Dec. 1, 1897.
To the Editor of the Victoria Coronist:

DeAr Sir:—As I am. a stranger here in
British Columbia and your paper is the
only one I have seen as yet, I will tell you
of an awful thing that happened here” on
the 25th November. There were two young
men prospecting up. the Inlet—they were
drilling on a ledge on the shore—and there
came a heavy snow storm and it drove alt
the wild animals down to the beach.

The cougars and the wolves are as plenti-
ful as squirrels, but these two went to work
the morning after the storm, and it seems
that they scarcely landed at their- work
when they were attacked by a band of
cougars and both.devoured and eaten up.
Me and my partner came along about
twelve o’clock and found nothing but a few
bones and six big cougars on the spot. We
picked up all the remains, and that was
not much, for they had eat all of them ex-
cept four pieces of bones.  That is all we
could find there.

Peters. They belong near Toronto. They

ONLY A CHEAP BLUEF.

Since Few United States Citizens Go
Sealing the Prohibition Is
Mainly for Show.

Canadian Sealers Will Go Ahead and
Find Markets Though Prices

May _Suffer,

The Washington dispatch published yes-
terday morning, stating that the further
bringing of seal skins into the United
States would be absolutely prohibited, cre-
ated no little discussion among local seal-
ers and those who are interested in the in-
dustry. The opinion is expressed thatone
of the first effects of the provision will be
todepress the market price of skins, but
that ultimately the industry as regards
Canada will not suffer much.

The present sealing season promised to
open up well, and preiarations have been
guing on for some weeks, indicating an ac-
tive t),)rosecu';ion of the industry. One rea-
son for this is that seal skins are at present
commanding a higher price than last year;
infact at the present prices, there appears
to be once more  money in the business.’’

At the last London sales, on the Yth in-
stant, the price was 20 per cent. higher all
round than last year, and the news acted
as a stimulus here.

Mr. E. B. Marvin, who has been promin-
ent in the industry for mang years, said to
the CorLonisT ¥3tetday speaking of the new
legislation: “The attempt to thus deal a
blow at the Canadian sealing industry may
yet prove futile. I don’t think it will deter
any Victorian sealer who has made prepara-
tions, from going out this season. The
United States, it is true, is a big market for
sealskins, but I think our catch will not be
so great that it cannot be disposed of ad-
vantageously in foreign markets. One
effect the measure would naturally be ex-
pected to have will be to depress the market
in London for sealskins® There has re-
cently been an advance in prices and the
provision is brought forward at a. rather in-
opportune time for us I confess. We have
hardly had time to consider this obnoxious
provision, but it will have no effect in de-
terring us from operating. as hitherto.
Some small sealers may be scared out, but
the majority I think will go ahead as
t.ht%u_gh ’the provision named had never been
put in.’

Mr. R. Seabrook, of R. P. Rithet & Co.,
Ltd., took a different view of the situation.
He said: *‘Thereis a large stock of old
skins on the market at present, and.one of
the effects of this measure will be to. de-
gress the prices. At the last London sales

etter prices were realized than for some
time past, and this led us to believe that
we might look for a prosperous season. If
the measure has the effect I think it may
have, we can look for no improvement in
the industry this year. Ultimately, I be-
lieve the provision will not affect us.

The American sealers will naturally not
do much sealing, and with a restricted
catch. the market supply will seon be ex-
hausted by the’foreign. trade, giving us
again buoyant prices. Some sealers here
may, upon learning of the provision, de-
cide not to go out this season, but I think
the greater portion of the Victoria fleet,
notwithstanding the Amierican bluff, will
soon be proceeding towards the wvarious
sealing grounds along the Coast and in the
Northern Pacific. The object of the pro-
vision is, I think, to discourage us in this
important industry, and this object will
fail as far as most of us are concerned.”
Captain William Grant, whose interests
in sealing matters are very considerable,
states to the CoroxnisT that he did not think
ths provision would ever pass the Presi-
dent. ‘“Inany case,” he said, ‘it will in
no way alter my degision to send my ves-
sels out this season as usual. it is quite
possible that the market may become de-
pressed for a time by this legislation, but I
don’t think it will remain so, as the Eur-
opean demand for skins is very large, and
it will take all the available supply to fill
it. It strikes me that while this provision
is aimed at the Canadian industry, it is
also a big bluff on the part of the States in
view of the fact that the Behring Sea arbi-
tration laws expire next fall. They want
to make it appear that by prohibiting the

CHARGED WITH LIBEL.

Criminal Actions Taken By Provincial Min.
isters Against Publishers of Oppo-
sition Newspapers,

Charges of criminal libel “have been pre-
ferred against Senaton ‘William Temple-
fatie Times newspaper, and Hewitt
Bostock, M.P, lIan Coltart and W. C.
Nichol, of the Province. The information
was laid by Hon. J. H. er, Premier of
British Calumbis, and_Hon, C. E, Pooley,
President of the Executive Council, before
Magistrate Macrae, the ground upon which
the action is taken being an article in the
Province of a week ago criticizing the con-
nection of Messrs. Turner and Pooley with
.re?aect to a Klondyke compaqg. The
information charges that the :libel w
written in the sense of imputing that the
two ministers had betrayed the public
trust reposed in them and have received
bribes, and ¢ that they did put and are
pr?ared to put the plans and purposes
and secret information of the executive
council and government of the said prov-
ince of which they are members at the dis-
posal of a certain commereial company or
companies with which they are connected,
and that they are lending such their
official influence and official knowledge
as such members of the said
executive council to the promotion of com-
panies of a questionable character [mean-
mg in regard to honesty] for a valuable con-
sideration, direct or indirect to a large
amount, paid or given by  such
companies to each of them the said John
Herbert Turner and Charles Edward Pooley
therefor and that such their conduct con-
stituted a corrupt bargain and sale of them-
selyes and .prostitution of such their pub-
lic offices for their own private gain as men
in high places, meaning their said places
as such minister of finance and agriculture
and president of such executive council.”
Senator Templeman and Mr. Coltart were
served yesterday and the preliminary hear-
ing comes up in the police court on Tues-
day morning at 10 o’clock. Mr. Robert
Cassidy is acting for Messrs, Turner and
Pooley.

NO DESIGNS ON HAWAIL

Views of Japan’s Government ‘Stated by the
Minister at Washington,

WasaINGgTON, Dec. 18.—The views at-
tributed to ex-Secretary Foster in a
recent interview in relation to the al-
leged danger of Japan dominating in
Hawaii in the event of the failure of an-
nexation, have occasioned much com-
ment among the Japanese officials in
this city. The Japanese minister said
to-day that in his opinion it was hardly
fair to attempt to draw Japan into the
annexation controversy in this manner.

“ A well-informed person,’” said he,
‘“ knows that Japan is holding directly
aloof from that controversy, and that
her government has given conclusive
proof of the fact that it has no designs,
immediate or remote, upon tne Ha-
waiian islands. The friends of annex-
ation might therefore well afford to al-
low the question to be settled -upon its
merits without constantly endeavoring
to use Japan as a catspaw. The al-
legad danger of Japanese domination has
always been a stock argument with some
of the over-zealous friends of annexa-
tion, but it has been repeatedly refuted
and its repetition can serve no good pur-
pose. Japanese immigration into Ha-
waii depends on no other question than
that of demand and supply. As quickly
ad the demand for Japanese labor in
Hawaii ceases Japanese immigration
will end.”

TO PREACH WITHOUT PAY.

A Pastor Gives Up a Wealthy City Congre-
gation to Labor for Love in
the Country.

New York, Dec. 18.—The Rev. Dr.
James Farrar, pastor of the First Re-
formed church, Brooklyn, has deter-
mined as soon as matters can be adjust-
ed, to give his life to the preaching of
the gospel without pay, and he intends
to remove to his humble country home
at Idlewild, Pennsylvania, and take a
pastorate in a community which does
not believe in a paid ministry. Dr. Far-
rar during the week of prayer will hold
gervice every evening and will explain
the meaning of the Koswick movement,
to which he has given his whole allegi-
ance, He attended the meetings at the
town of Koswick, in England, wm.le
abroad last summer. Dz, Farrar wiil
make a8 great gacIircé in taking this
step. He has ysentlv purchaged a hand-
some home on President street: he has
a lar~e and influential church, with a
number of wealthy men in the congrega-
tion, and is in recipt of a salary of $6,000
a year. Dr. Farrar believes that on an
income of $500 a year he can support
himself and family in the country, and
when he has arranged his private affairs
so that this will be practically assured to
him he will take up his new work.

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AN ENEMY OF THE WERST.

For a time the Toronto Globe seemed
disposed to take a rbasonable and on the
whole favorable view of all matters re-
lating to the development of Pacific
coast interests, but for some undisclosed
reason, it has lately gone off on the other
tack, and may be fairly characterized as
an enemy of the West. Its enmity was
exhibited in its method of ‘treating the
demands of this province for additional
railway facilities, Though it is well
known ' that in all other parts of the
Dominion railway construction has been
liberally aided out of the federal treas-
ury, and although it 'is also well aware
that British Columbia has been an ex-
ceptionally large contributor to the rev-
enue of Canada, paying very far beyond
its due proportion, the Globe has taken
the position that the province must be
content to regard the expenditure on the
Pacific railway as meeting all the just
demands of its people in respect to
railway subsidies. Later it gave as a
reagon for opposing further assistance
to British Columbia railways, that there
was a difference of opinion as regards the
best routes for new roads, and that the
people of Eastern Canada could not be
expected to determine questions of
route through a province about which
they know very little. Its latest exhib-
ition of hostility to the West is con-
tained in an article dealing with the
Klondyke gold fields. If the design of
the Globe is simply to prevent a mad
rush of ill-prepared and totally inexperi-
enced people into the wilds of the
Yukon, it hag been very unhappy in its
language. Speaking of the routes it
classes the Stickeen route with a mis-
cellaneous lot, some of which no one
would ever think of attempting, such for
example as an imaginary route from
Fort Simpson. Then it mentions the
outfitting trade and tells its readers that
the bulk of it is being done at Seattle.
In the whole article there is not a single
line to suggest that there are any advan-
tages in buying goods in Canada, but
the reader is left with the impression
that none really exists.

Wewould havesupposedthat inapaper
like the Globe, which pretends to voice
Canadian sentiment and to be at the
front in everything, Canadian interests
could have found space for at least a
single sentence pointing out that the
‘Klondyke and other Yukon territory
now soughtjby prospectors is in QCanada,
and that in view of the duties to be paid
on supplies coming from the United
States and the prices of goods in this
country it is to the advantage of every
one to buy their goods in Canada: This
is & matter which does  not concern the
British Columbia cities only, for every
wholesale merchant, every manufacturer
and every farmer in the East is inter-
ested in it. The question is whether we
shall retain the great trade to be devel-
oped on the Yukon or allow it to be
enatched from us by ourSonthern rivals.
We have not a word of fault to find with
those rivals for the energy displayed by
them in seeking to eapture this trade.
‘We admire it, €xceptwhen it leade {hem
1o make deceptivestatements to the pub-
lic, but we think we have good cause to
compiain when the efforts of the British
Columbia papers to retain for Canada
the advantages of the ownership
of the Yukon are not only not second-
ed, but are thwarted by a paper of the
circulation and position of the Globe.
Throughout this whole agitation for
Canadian interests the Globe has been
silent until now, and what it has said
would have been better left unsaid.

HOGGISHNESS WILL NOT WIN.

The British Columbia Board of Trade
took action yesterday in regard to the
exactions imposed at Dyea upon Can-
adians entering the Yukon by that
route, The customs officer there re-
quires persons with Canadian goods
either to pay a duty of 30 per cent. or to
tgke an escort, whose charge is $6 per
day, besides his board, and who will be
with him for nine or ten days on an
average. As the duties are less than
this charge, most persons prefer to pay
them, whereupon their goods go forward
in the same manner as United States

.. products, and when they reach the Can-
' ‘adian frontier are subject to the Can-

adian duty of nearly the same amount
as that paid at Dyea. If this sort of
thing is allowed to continue, it is evi-
dent that it will: be hopeless for Can-
adian cities to expect to do any outfit-
ting for miners going by this route.

The course recommended by the Board
of Trade is that the Dominion govern-
ment shall endeavor to come to an
understanding with the United States
government whereby this great hardship
will be removed, and failing this, that
the Canadian custom house at Tagish
shall be closed and preventive officers
be put on, with a strong police force, to
turn back every man and every pound of
g02ds seeking to enter the Yukon by
that route, removing the custom house
to Teslin. Lake or Glenora on the Stick-
een, The action of the Board in this
matter has been communicated to the
British Columbia members of patlia
ment, who will be requested to back up
the Board’s representations and the
other Boards of Trade in the province
will be agked to do the same thing, Sir
Hibbert Tupper, and Ool. Domville,
M.P.’s, have sent forward strong repre-

sentations to Ottawa on the subject and

private citizens. In this way we think
that the government will be pat fully in
possession of the wishes of the people of
this province in the premises. It is
hoped that Sir Charles Tupper, now
on his way from England, will
stop in Ottawa long enough to give
the government his views on the
questioh and assure them of the support
of the Conservative party in any proper
effort to protect the rights of Oanadians,
We think that this action ought to be
followed up by the presentation of strong
memorials to the goverment from the
business men of all the prineipal cities.
We suggest that Winnipeg, Montreal,
Toronto and Quebec should lead off in
the matter, and that the principal news-
papers of those cities should prepare
memorials urging the Dominion govern-
ment to take such action as 18 above out-
lined, if it should be necessary. The
CovonisT has upon its counter such a
memorial and hopes it will be gigned by
every person in Victoria.

We recommend this course simply as
a precaution, for weare satisfied that this
new exhibition of hoggishness upon the
part of the Coast clique in the United
States, which is seeking to drive Cana-
dian trade out' of Canadian territory,
will not win. A despateh from Ottawa
last night said that the United States
government had sent a representative
to Ottawa to see what arrapge-
ments can be made for traffic
and mail accommodation across the
Alaskan strip, which will be mutually
advantageous to'both countries. We
have insisted from the first that a per-
fectly satisfactory arrangement will be
made, for the reason that the United
States has very much more to ask from
Canada than Canada has to ask from
the United States. Nevertheless, it is
well to be prepared against any
contingency, and for that reason we
urge that the people of Canada and the
press shall take the earliest opportunity
of showing the government that they are
in earnest in demanding the protection
of their rights in the premises.

WHAT THE FLAG SECURES.

Speaking of the annexation of Hawalii,
the Hon. John W. Foster, secretary of
state in President Harrison’s cabinet,
said that if the United States did not
take the islands, the people would turn
to OCanada and Great Britain. * They
have learned,’”” he said, *‘ from the colon-
ial history of Great Britain that where-
ever the British flag goes there follows
equal taxation, just and impartial ad-
ministration of the laws and honest gov-
ernment.”’

Mr. Foster is one of the best informed
public men in the republic. Heis of a
very different type to the swash-buckler
politicians of the Morgan and Pettigrew
class. He represents the intelligent body
of the American people, who in the long
run control the foreign relations of the
country, and this hearty expression of
appreciation of British institutions will
evoke & hearty response in every British
land where it is read. It is a splendid
compliment to the Empire. Coming
from a man of international reputation it
is a valued contribution towards the
development of more amicable relations
between the two great English speaking
nations,

The flag seciires equal taxation. No
one knows this better than those citizens
of the United States who have lived
under it. There is no diserimination.
It may be that some of the lawe are not
what they ought to be, but they bear
alike upon all, whether citizens or
merely denizens,

The administration of the laws is just
and impartial. Oanadians can have
very little idea how much thismeans, for
they have mnever experienced opposite
conditions. It is absolutely true that in
British courts all men are equal before
the law. Corporation influence does
not clog the wheels of justice, as in some
countries; there is not one law for the
rich® and another for the poor as in
others; but all men feel that when a
question has reached the courts justice
will be done.

The government is honest. We be-
lieve this claim can be made with com-
plete assurance that it cannot be suc-
cessfully questioned. In spite of
the fierce charges that are hurled
against oppoments in the heat of
political controversy, we feel that it can
be truthfully said of all British coun-
tries that the government is honest.
There is no place in our politics for the
dishonest man. He finds any position
to which he may attain too hot for him.
Our history is full of instances proving
that the people expect more from their
public men than mere brilliancy of con-
ception or execution, and that honesty
is the only sure passport to permanent
popular favor.

The reason why these things can be
truly said of British countries is that
the people are, as a rule, honorable in
their instincts. A native-born British
subject hates anything that savors of
inequality in citizenship. He is willing
to yield cheeiful compliance with the
laws of his country but be expects in
return that those liwe shall be admin-
istered in a manner which will entitle
them and thore who admiunister (hem to
his reepect. Upon this foundation rests
the whole fabric which has called forth
such - warm praise from Hon. Mr,
Foster.

SPAIN’S TROUBLES.

Ii the telegraphic reports are not ex-
aggerations, serious trouble' is brewing
in Spain. They must, however be taken
with many graing of allowance. There
are reasons to expect an overturn in
Spain, where & republican movement
has been in progress for a long time,
although hitherto with only temporary
success. A more formidable source of
danger is the party known as the Carl-
ists, which has been a constant souree of
trouble for upwards of sixty years, It
originated in the fact that in 1829 Ferdi-
nand II abolished the Salic law, under
which females were barred from  the
succession to the crown, except in case
of the total extinction of the male line.
On the death of Ferdinand in 1833, the
crown passed by virtue of this action to
his. minor daughter Isabella. His
nephew, Carlos, disputed her claim, in-
sisting that the Salic law was still in
effect, and that he was, therefore, en-
titled to the crown. The result was a
civil war, in which Carlos got very much
the worst of it, although he prolonged it
for seven years. In 1860 his son renewed
the struggle, but was defeated and taken
prisoner. The son of the latter is the
present claimant, and he has been at
the head of numerous harassing but un-
successful risings. In 1868 Isabella, who
bhad become obnoxious for many good
reasons, abdicated the throne after a re-
volution, which ended in a republic. At
the end of two years the republic was
abandoned, and Amadeus, son of Victor
Emanuel of Italy, was elected to wear
the crown. He reigned for less than
three years, when he abdicated, and
Alfonso, son of Isabella, was called to
the throne. Alfonso had to put down a
Carlist rebellion as soon as he took up
the reins of power; and he gave every
promise of being a successful sovereign,
when his career was cut short by his
death, which occurred in 1885, after he
had reigned eleven years. He left the
crown to his son, born after his death,
that is in May, 1886. The baby was pro-
claimed king on the day of his birth, but
the regency has remained in his mother’s
hands. 8he is Maria Christina, and is
daughter of the Archduke Karl Ferdi-
nand ot Austria,

It will be seen from this brief review
that the conditions existing in Spain are
such that confusion may arise at any
moment.. The connection of General
Weyler with a new movement is not
very obvious. He cannot very well ex-
pect to found a dynasty of his own, and
he hardly seems the type of man to head
a republican movement,

The Spaniards are not-in point of fact
fit for popular government. - Emilio
Castellar, who was at one time the head
and front of the republican movement,
ison record as saying after long ex-
perience of the character of the Spanish
people that they could not be trusted to
carry on a republic, and he therefore
abandoned all hope of leading them to
freedom in that way. Notonly are the
people unable to govern themselves if
permitted to do so; but there is not the
least doubt that the Austrian and Ger-
man emperors would resist with force
any attempt to oust the present reigning
family. A newrepublic, evenifa failure,
is one of those things which the im-
perial rulers of the continent do not de-
sire. France is menace enough to im-
perialism, without a new source of dis-
turbance in the shape of a Spanigh
republic. At the same time the pro-
longed struggle in Cuba, the immense
drain which it is causing, not only upon
the money of the taxpayers, but upon
the best blood of the nation, is creating
profound dissatisfaction, and the people
may take almost any step that promises
a change, for any change will seem a

relief.

THE STICKEEN RIVER.

Word has been received that owing to

the exceptionally favorable character o
the season the Stickeen river has frozen
‘over in such a manner as to make the
maintenance of winter traffic a much
more easy matter than it ordinarily is.
This will mean very much for those
persons who contemplate going into the
Yukon by this route. Every day there
comes evidence that this route is at-
tracting more and more favorable atten-
tion. The fact that the Hootalinqua is
such afine river and that its gravel bars
carry gold, while there is on both sides
of it & wide area of promising ground to
be prospected, will induce thousands of
niners to select this route. We look
forward with confidence to a great in-
flux of people into this section. That a
winter road will be opened and kept
open now seems assured. The local gov-
ernment will do its share, and it is prac-
tically certain that the Dominion gov-
ernment will supplement anything done
by the province with no stingy hand.

It is of prime importance that this
road should be available. We have not
a word to say against other routes.
There is likely to be more business than
can be handled over them all; but, for
several reasons, it is desirable that there
should be a road that can be traversed
with safety at all seasons, and this claim
can be made for the Stickeen-Teslin
route. With a good sleigh road to Tes-
lin Lake, supplies of all kinds can be
forced through on the snow and be ready
to be transported duwn the river as soon
as the ice breaks up. Thousands of peo-
ple will seek the routes from the head of
Lyon Canal, but if these alone were
available, the congestion wculd be some-
thing terribls and the transportation
facilities might break down under the

pressure. When the Stickeen road is
once . opened, thousands of men and
thousands of tons of merchandize will be
‘sent forward that way. Inview of these
facts, the news of the excellent condition
of the Btickeen ice is of great interest
and importance.

Taz death of Hon. James Mitchell,
lately premier of New Brunswick, is an-
nounced. Mr. Mitchell was in point of
years still in the prime of life, but for
some time past he has been almost in-
capacitated from work by reason of
cancer of the tongue. He was
a native of New Brunswick. He
entered the provineial government
in 1883 as surveyor-general under
Mr. Blair, subsequently taking the office
of provincial secretary.. On Mr. Blair’s
retirement to accept the portfolio of rail-
ways under Mr. Laurier, Mr. Mitchell
became premier. A few months ago,
his health grew so precarious that he re-
signed the premiership and became soli-
citor-general, which office he held at the
time of his death. Mr, Mitchell was a
Conservative in politics. He was not a
brilliant man, but had good administra-
tive ability and managed his several de-
partments in a very satisfactory man-
ner. Previous to his entry into politics
he held the office of school inspector for
Charlotte county, N.B. He was once
an unsuccessful candidate for the House
of Commons, He leaves a widow and
one daughter.

Tae Post-Intelligencer urges United
States prospectors to g0 to Alaska in
preference to the Canadian Yukon, be-
cause it says titles in Canada are pre-
carious. It says a man can buy a 20-
acre placer claim in Alaska for $2.50 an
acre. It is necessary, however, though
our contemporary does not say so, to
‘ first catch your hare.” In setting up
Alagka as the land of bargain-counter
placer claims, the Seattle paper is in-
dulging in one of those freaks which
have characterized it recently., Next
week it will probably tell its readers
that what is found in Canada is not
gold but only brass. Has the Post-In-
telligencer ever heard of sour grapes?

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HAVE HAD WAR ENOUGH

Indian Troeps, Black and White,
Are Very Tired of the Cam-
paign.

A Terrible Mareh Through Snow
and Water in Face of Am-
bushed Foes.

Loxpox, Dec. 16.—Later details were
received to-day of the march of General
Westmacott’s brigade down Bara Valley.
A despatch from theé correspondent of
the Reuter Telegram - Company, at
Manni, dated December 14 says:

“The troops had to march in a river
bed, 500 yards wide, the stream being
swollen with snow. On the right were
sheep ranges and bush covered spurs
reaching up to the snow level. On the
left were cliffs, and all the heights were
occupied.  The  motley  baggage
train, gaunt, smoked-begrimmed
stretcher-bearers, and overloaded
ammunition ponies, and the crowds of
camp followers, were all mixed in inex-
tricable confusion, a seething, struggling
mass, wadins knee and waist-deep,
surged onward by the knowledge that a
relentless foe was in the rear.

*“ In the faces of all, black and white,
was seen the look which indicates that
the men have had enough of war and
want the respite.”

AN ACTOR ASSASSINATED.

William Terriss Fatally Stabbed at the
Entrance of the Adelphi Theatre.

Loxpon, Dec. 16,—William Terriss,the
well-known actor, was assassinated, be-
ing stabbed with a knife, as he was
entering the stage door of the Adelphi
theatre to-night, for the performance of
‘‘ Secret Service.,” His assailant is sup-
posed to be a former super. The assas-
sin rushed at the actor as he was step-
ping across the pavement from his cab
and stabbed him just below the heart.

As Terries fell the murderer was seized
by the onlookers. The wounded man
was carried into the theatre,and doctors
were called from the Charing Cross hos-
pital, but the wound, which was very
deep, proved fatal, and the actor expired
in fifteen minutes. The assassin had the
appearance of a foreigner, and wore a
long cloak. Terriss fell shouting * My
God, he’s stabbed - me, don’t let him
escape.”” The aseassin then drew the
dagger and made a second plunge at his
victim, before he was seized by the spec-
tators, of whom there is always a crowd
about the stage entrance to witness the
arrival of the actors,

A BLOODTHIRSTY RUSSIAN.

Arrested in London for Inciting Assassina-
tion of the Czar.

Loxpox, Dec. 16.—A Russian was re-
manded at the Bow street police court
to-day, charged with issning & publica-
tion inciting the assassination of the
Czar, Detectine Melville testified to the
effect that he arrested the man at the

Brtish Museum for endeavoring to per-
suade several persons on various occa-
sions to assassinate the Czar. The name
of the prisoner is Vladimir Bourtezeff,
Copies of the Maro de Voletz (The Will
of the People), in which incriminating
articles were published, were found on
him, as was also aletter in Rusgian from
America, addressed to the prisoner and
the editor of the Maro de Voletz.

DAWSON’S FOOD SUPPLY.

Prediction That March Will See It Exe
hausted, But the Canadian Govern-
ment Not Uneasy.

WasainaroN, Dec. 15.—Senator Mec-
Bride, of Oregon, has received the fol-
lowing from E. P, Ash, who arrived at
Portland on November 30, direct from
Dawson: ‘‘Iknow that the supply of
provisions in Dawson City cannot last
longer than the middle of March. No
supplies can reach the interior by ordin-
ary conveyances until next June, and I
believe it will require the resources of
the United States government to equip
an expedition strong enough to over-
come the obstacles of a midwinter ‘jour-
ney. This expedition should be author-
ized at once, as it will take from forty to
fifty days to reach- Dawson City from
Dyea or Skagway. I am certain that
there will be intense suffering unless re-
lief is at once provided for.”

Orrawa, Dee. 16.—The government
have intimated to Capt. Pratt, who has
been here on behalf of the authorities at
Washington, that, Canada can deal with
the needs of Dawson City so far as the
predicted food supply for the coming
Seagon is concerned. From statements
authoritatively made by Capt. Pratt it
ig learned that the United States gov-
croment is not likely to defer to -the
agitation being worked up from Seattle
and San Francisco for the closing of the
sub-port of Dyes, or to take any other
steps calculated to inconvenience travel-
lers to the Yukon starting from Can-
adian points,

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ONTARIO FINANCES.

The Opposition Organ Says Treasurer
Harcourt’s System of Calculation
Is a Fraud.

Toronto, Dec. 15.—{Special.)—Pro-
vincial Treasurer Harcourt yesterday
presented the annual financial statement
to the hoyse. Owing to the session being
early the statement coyers only ten
months actually. 'He announced a sur-
plus on the year’s operations of half a
million dollars. The Mail eriticises Mr.
Harcourt’s budget speech and declares
that the calculation by which it arrives
at a surplus is a frand, and so is the
entire budget system. If the ‘manager
of any bank, says the Mail, made up
his accounts in the same deceptive man-
ner and the bank failed, the manager
and directors would one and all be liable
to imprisonment. The Mail says Mr.
Harcourt dJeliberately falsified the
figures with reference to the debt be-
cause for years past the province has
borrowed money which it has to pay
back in_anngal instalments which are
not nized as a present liability.
Finally the Mail eays the Hardy govern-
ment has got away with a cash surplus
of $4,394,5634 inherited by the Macdonald
government, and has incurred a debt of
$5,049,911, so that the province is now
$9,444,000 to the bad. The next four
years, apparently, will be no better, as
from Mr. Harcourt’s calculations, he ex-
pects a deficit of $389,5631, which he will
meet by floating a lot of new debts not
to be counted,

THE “ MAIL” WORKED UP.

Financial Methods of the Ontario Govern-
ment Severely Dealt With,

ToronTo, Dec. 16,—(Special) — The
Mail publishes a three-column sensation-
al article under the heading ** Financial
situation of the province.” The point
of the article goes to show that the fig-
ures of the budget just delivered are
fraudulent ; that the assets are padded,
and that debts are concealed in order to
cover the deficiencies; that cash and
bonds to the amount of $1,297,879 have
disappeared under the Liberal regime;
that the debt is increasing annually by
hundreds of thousands, and that a pro-
vincial audit would show a most eerious
condition of affairs.

NEXT PRESIDENTIAL ISSUE.

National Board of Trade Apprehensive of a
Fiat Money Movement,

WasmiNgTON, Dec. 16.—The national
board of trade met here to-day, ex-
Governor Stanard, of St. Louis, presid-
ing in the absence of Mr. Frederick
Fraley, of Philadelphia. The executive
committee made its annual report,
which was adopted without a dissenting
vote. On the subject of the currency,
the-report eays:

‘‘Posgibly there has been no subject

;which is still of much importance as

that of the currency. While the great
uprising in favor of sound money in
1896 was not without its effect, there is
still much to be desired in the way of a
permanent prosperity, which condition
18 mainly due to the fact that the future
of our monetary system is largely in
doubt. Over-confidence as to the con-
tinued influence of the good effect of the
defeat of free silver at the last election
ig a serious mistake. A epirit of unrest,
of dissatisfaction still exists among
workingmen and farmers and there is
no evidence that among such any great
conversion from the free silver doctrine
has taken place anyvwhere in the
country.

‘4Free silver was but a form and
natural sequence of the greenback
heresy, 8o now the tendency is toward a
fiat money, rather than a silver fallacy,
but in whatever form it shows itself it
has become a theory of public policy and
a conspicuous tenet in the decline of a
national political party. Persistent edu-
cation is the only remedy,.for which pub-
lic object sound money organizations
have been continued and a national one
formed, though without very much
popular interest or support. In the ab-
sence of careful attention, unless by
some very unexpected contingency we
shall have an unprecedented degree of
national prosperity at the time of the
nex general and presidential elections,
we may expect to see fiat money the is-
sue of the campaign.”’

[RISHSECTIONS UNITING

They Will Come to an Understanding
Upon Leading Questions Before
Parliament Meets.

The Liberals in Disfayor Because the
National Federation Ignored
Home Rale.

DusriN, Dee. 15.—Mr, John Dillon,
chairman of theIrish Nationalist party,
adpressing the meeting of the National
Federation here to-day, said he agreed
with Mr. John Redmond, the Parnellite
leader, that all sections of the National-
ist party arrive at an understanding
upon the leading Irish questions before
the re-assembling of parliament, and
suggested a conference with the Irish
members on the subject.

Referring to the fact that the platform

adopted on December 7 at the annual
meeting of the National Liberal Federa-
tion at Derby contained no mention of
home rule, Mr. Dillon said: *“If the
programme is anthorized no alliance be-
tween the Irish and the Liberals is
possible, and no Irish votes will hence-
forth be given to Liberal candidates un-
less they are pledged to home rule.”

DOVER CASTLE SMOKED.

Fire Threatened Its Destruction But the
Damage Was Comparatively Small.

Lo~pon,Dec. 15.—Dover Castle yester-
day suffered damage by fire, supposed to
have been due to an overheated chim-
ney. There was some diffculty at first
in getting water and this caused great
excitement, but the entire garrison was
utilized in passing buckets from hand to
hand to fill the tanks and the supply
80 obtained proved sufficient. Owing to
the exertions of the garrison in remov-
ing the valuables the property damaged
was comparatively small and very much
less than was at first expected. The
fire did not reach the interesting histori-
cal portion of the castle.

GENERAL GABDINEB NO MORE.

In His Youth He Served With Imperial
Troops in Canada.

Lonpon, Dec. 15.—General Sir Henry
Lynedoch Gardiner is dead. Since the
early part of last year he has been com-
mander of the Horse Artillery, He
was born in 1820, and was a son of Gen-
eral Sir Robert Gardiner; he was edu-
cated in the Royal Military Academy,
Woolwich, and entered the Royal Artil-
lery in 1837, serving at Prescott, Can-
ada, in that year, and in the Indian re-
bellion in the year following. He was
raised to the rank of major during the
Indian mutiny, and held that of assist-
ant-adjutant-general from 1862 to 1867.
In 1861 he was on the royal commisgion
on the defenee of Canada.

ANACONDA LOOKING WELL

And London Strongly Comments on the
Recent Discouraging Reports.

Lonpon, Dee. 15.—Better naws of the
Anaconda copper mine interests the
stock market here, and the company’s
shares have risen on a cable from the
general manager at the mine stating
that the small shipments were due to
repairs of the furnaces, etc.; that there
was plenty of ore in hand; that develop-
ments show the ore to be of a better
rade, and estimating the December
shipments at sixteen million pounds, and
those of January at twelve million., The
manager also has no reason to doubt
that this year’s results will be as good as
last year’s. Such a telegram toming
close on the recently cabled reports
created a sensation on the stock ex-
change and very strong comments,

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ABOUT MIRACLES.

Readers of the New Testament are in
many cases considerably troubled over
the stories of the miracles, They find it
difficult to accept them as true and they
feel as if to reject them is to destroy the
whole value of the gospel narrative, for
g0 large a part of the record of Christ’s
life deals with miraculous occur-
rences that, if these are to be cast aside,
the credibility of what remains is seri-
nusly impaired, if not altogether de-
stroyed. Clearly there would be no

- longer any use to claim that the New
Testament is an inspired volume, if: the
things relied upon to demonstrate the
divinity of Jesus are to be dismissed
from consideration. Nor are we helped
any by the pious contention that Chris-
tianity is a greater miracle than any re-
corded in the Gospels, for this is simply
a begging of the question, It is degir-
able, therefore, to inquire as to whether
there is anything intrinsically improb-
able in what are ordinarily called mira-
cles, This iz as far as it is necessary to
go; for if they are probable, the
establishment of $he occurvence of any
vne of them as an agtual fact is
simply a matter of evidence. But we
may be asked if it is not a matter of
evidence in any case. We answer that
ig it, but that very much less evidence
is required to prove what we are con-
vinced in advance might happen than
would be needed to establish something
which we are not prepared to admit
might happen,

What then is & miracle? A miracle is
not. something done in deflance of the
laws of nature, although this is the
common understanding of the word. It
is rather something that is done in ac-
cordance with some paramount and un-
familiar law of nature. To illustrate,
and solely to illustrate the idea of a
paramount law and nof to demonstrate
how it may act, let us take the case of
an inferior court. It has certain powers,
but beyond theése it cannot go. The
superior court can, however, take cog-
nizance of the matters in litigation in
the inferior court and deal with them in
a manner materially different to what
the lower court can. Yet we would not
say that the act of the superior court
was contrary to the law of the lower
court, but rather that the inferior juris-
diction exercised its powers subject to
the right of the higher tribunal to take
any case ont of its hands. :

If we concede the existence of a force
n the Uniyverse paramount to the ordin-
ary laws of matter, we will find no diffi-
culty in regarding what are called mira-
cles as within the range of probability.
The next question to be inquired into is
whether there is any evidence of the ex-
istence of such a paramount force. We
shall not attempt any argument on this
point, for into articles of the length ad-
migsable in a newspaper column, no
satisfactory argument on such a subject
could be compressed.. We note, how-
ever, that only’ the very small minoyit~
-of mankind has 8ver qdestioned the ex«
istence of .such a force. Tens of thou-
sands of people order their lives without
regard to its existence; but the actnal
number of those who wholly deny it is
very small, There is no mental diffi-
culty in the way of conceiving its exist-
ence. Indeed a mental effort is required
to thrust the * hypothesis of God’’ out
of the Universe. Of course, when one
speaks in this way of a parmount force
ora deity, he does not mean a mere
theological conception. He does mnot
mean something which the ingenuity
of ecclegiastics has invented and in
aoccordance  with which they have
endeavored to ‘square ‘everything that

| the observance of those doctrines.

has been, is or will be. What is meant
is the conclusion to which profound re-
search into the secrets of nature drives
the investigator. We must dismiss in
an investigation of this kind everything
baged upon mere faith, but it is allow-
able to infer logical deductions from
established spiritual data. We think we
may say with certainty that no true sci-
entific man has ever expreseed his disbe-
lief in the existence of this paramount
force. Herbert Spencer went as far as
any one, and he got no further than to

say ‘‘I think I perceive’’ no necessity

for suppoeing any power to exist exter-
nal to matter. While it is as true now
as it was in the days of Job that man

v | cannot. by searching through the phys-

ical universe find ont God, it is also true
that he cannot reach a point in his re-
searches where he can say there is mno
need for the hypothesis of & paramount
power. This negative evidence, taken
in connection with the common congent
of humanity as to the existence of a
deity, warrants any one in aceepting it as
proved that such a power exists, and if
it exists, then miracles are not improb-
able and their occurrence becomes a mere
matter of evidence. g

It may be added that nothing of im-
portance, go far as religious truth is con-
cerned, turns upon the probability of
miracles. There are gimpler tests than
miracles by which the divinity of Ohrist’s
teachings can be tested, and everyone
can apply these for himself. These tests
are personal, We find in the Gospels,
in the writings of the Apostles, and in
gome of the books of the Old Testament,
certain doctrines laid down, and we are
told that certain results will follow from
We
are also told by a multitude of witnesses
that such results have followed from the
observance of such doctrines. We are
told further that any person can test the
efficacy of these doctrines himself, by a
simple mental act. Until one has at-
tempted this test in a bona fide manner
and failed, he has no right to ask for a
miracle to convince him that the teach-
ing of Christ is divine in its origin.

It would follow what has been said
above that if miracles were probable
they may be performed now. We gee no
difficulty in assenting to thie, nor do we
see any reason for attempting to demon-
strate that the paramount force above
referred to may not be called into opera-
tion at any time by any person. In-
deed, if we admit that it can be, many
things, otherwise inexplicable, become
comparatively clear, and we find an ex-
planation of. the remarkable things ac-
complished apparently by no other
agency, so far as human action is con-
cerned, than faith. If it is true, as one
of the most eminent scientific men of
the day said not long ago, that we are
after thousands of years of . experi-
ment, only on the threshold of knowl-
edge of the properties of metals, it surely
is not unreasonable to suggest that -we
have only come to the threshold of#the
domain of investigation into that which
is puperhuman, and fhere iz mo more
dificalty in believing that some pure
and powerful minds have penetrated
beyond the mist, which envelop most of
us, and canght a glimpse of the ineffable
glory of the higher nature of things,
than there is in believing that a snow-
capped mountain may lift its head so far

night, is there anything between it and
heaven.

A SOLAR SENSATION.

——

If on a clear day you look at the sun
through a piece of smoked glass, you
will see a black point.. This is, in fact,
a collection of gmall spots, using the
word small in a relative sense. The area
is 140,000 by 70,000 miles. Thé earth
might be dropped into the space as
readily as an ordinary marble can be
dropped into the mouth of a six-inch
flower pot. Photography shows the
whole area to be a scene of tremendous
activity. The photographs show huge
waves, fountaine and whirlpools, mov-
ing at terrific velocity. If they are jets
of flame and of sufficient demsity, they
would toes the earth around as a cork is
tossed by a jet of water. Their exact
nature is not known, but they have
some effect upon magnetic conditions on
the earth, There are periods of maxis«
mum and minimom solar  activity,
which oceur in a general way at inter-
vals of eleven years. The present is one
of what are usually reckoned a8 minimum
periods, and the occurrence of such a
great demonstration is a surprise to
astronomers. This is about as far as
anyone can speak with certainty on the
subjeet.

But nowadays sensationalism has
found its way into many observatories,
and the world is being treated to a lot of
speculation which is interesting, in the
same manner as Jules Verne’g and Rider
Dagmard’s romances are. Ii is worth
whils, therefore, to refer to the stories
for this reason, as well as for the addis
tional one that many pe:sons will read
what is being printed in other papers
and be disposed to think that something
very remarkable has been discovered.

One astronomer haw ventured the
opinion that a mew plawet in being born,
and that, in the course of what may not
be & very long timé, it will be sent whirl-
ing off into Epacdeto take its position as
an attendant ‘upon the sun. Another
astronomer is cited a8 guthority for the
statement'tkmt the planet has slready
detached itself, and is revolving on its
axis 'a' comparatively short distanceaway

! from‘the sun’s surface, -gradusally‘taking’

above the clouds, that never, by day or’

the form of a sphere. From this basis
it'is easily to build up 8 very startling
theory, and we are told that the loss by
the sun of so much matter is likely to
have disastrous effects upon the earth,
Again we are told that the new planet
will be discharged at the earth, with
which it is expected to come in contact,
and of course end all mundane things in
very short order. Professor Brooks, of
the Smith Observatory, New York, is
given as authority for the statement that
in a day or two astronomers will have
settled just what direction the new orb
will take, how fast it will travel and
hence just when it will hit us,

In view of the frequency with which
people have been alarmed over cometary
visitations, it is hopeless to suppose that
this new sensation will not evoke fear-
some anticipations. We wish therefore
to add that it is all a matter of guess
work, Itis highly improbable that the
astronomers, whose names have been
used so freely, have expressed the views
attributed fo them, except in the most
general way. Naturally a scientificman,
when he witnesses any phenomenon,
speculates upon its cause and its proba~
ble effect. It hasbeen said thatimagina-
tion playe no part in"science. This is
not true. It may play no part in the
proof of natural laws ; but evenin mathé-
matica imagination has its work to
do. Ordinarily men of science keep
their imaginings to themselves until
they have demonstrated their proba-
bility. Then they publish them as
theories. Nowadays, however, the
ubiquitous newspaper reporter has pen-
etrated into the laboratory of the chem-
ist and the observatory of the astrono-
mer, and has subjected the occupants of

| both of them to crosg-examination. He

gets a name and a suggestion, and upon
that he can construct a sensation of any
size that strikes his fancy. Therefore,
while there are doubtless very interest-
ing things taking place upon the sun,
there is not the slightest ground for sup-
posing it to have been provéd that a
planet is to be launched at us or launch-
ed in any direction, even though in the
interview with Professor Brooks he is
alleged to have said that astronomers
have been looking for such an event for
two thousand years. No one need fear to
go to sleep at night lest before morning a
placet may come smashing through the
roof and catch him asleep.

. A PROPER COURSE.

have been begun, and to express the
hope that hereaiter the opponentsof the
government will be able to conduct their
political campaign in such a manner
that measures of this nature may not be
necessary.

Tae Northern Pacific railway has
issued a Klondyke folder, which is cer-
tainly very well got up and contains a
good deal of useiul matter. Its circu-
lation is confined to the East, so that if
it had not been for the thoughtfulness
of a friend in St, Paul, we would not
have had the opportunity of perusing it.
While most of the information is very
useful, some of it is misleading in the
connection in which it is used. Thue,
the map is entitled ** The Klondyke Gold
Fields Map of Alaska,”” and in the corner
is printed the law of the United States
relating to placer mining. We do not
gay this is intended to create the im-
pression that the Klondyke is in Alaska,
but we note that the map-maker has
carefully omitted to place thé word
Canada anywhere on the sheet. Even
when it came to printing the Canadian
mining regulations, care is faken to avoid
mentioning that they relate to Oanada,
But it is in' dealing with the outfitting
trade, that the writer of the matter on
the folder cuts hjmself loose in great
shape. = The principal statement to which
we take exception is that to the effect
that 70 per cent, of everything used in
outfitting must be purchased by Cana-
dian traders in the United States.
A fair estimate based upon the
outfit -~ liet printed on the folder
might warrant the claim that seven per
cent. of the goods may be purchased in
the United - States. We confess to a
great deal of surprise that a company
like the Northern Pacific would permit
its advertising department to be made
the vehicle for gifgulating #uoh a gross
misstatement regarding the businees of
British Columbia.

Wz are in accord with the idea that
goods from the United States ought to
be allewed to go in bond through the
Csn#dian Yukon when en route to Alas-
kan points, but only under such restric-
¢ions a8 will prevent bulk from being
broken on the way. If this is not dome,
the permission may simply be a cloak
for unlimited smuggling.

Holiday Trade Far Above the Aver-
age—Two Recent Advances
in Sugar.,

ToroxTo, Dec. 16.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly statement of tradejn Canada says:
The wet weather which has prevailed of
late in the Montreal section has had an ad-
verse effect on country business, taking
away all the snow and putting the roads in
very bad shape. Collections, however, are
reported to be very fair, and all things con-
.sidered the city wholesale trade may be re-
ported good for theseason. In heavy goods,
such as metals, cements, oils, paints, glass,
etc., business is naturally dull, but other
lines show some fair movements. Dry
goods men speak of a sprinkling of sorting
orders as still coming in, while travellers
are dojng well with regular spring lines,

Clothing manufacturers say that their
orders for the spring are unusually y
especially from British Columbia and the
Northwest, but business from all sections
is much ahead of last year. Raw furs are
beginning to come in fairly, and with the
general improvement in business many
realize rather better prices than antici-
pated early in the season; for mink es-
pecially there has been an improved de-
mand. = Woollen manufacturers are in
good spirits and are well employed, par-
ticularly the knitting mills. " Blanket
manufacturers are also full of orders and
are asking an advance on repeat orders,

Groceries show a steady  distribution.
Sugars continue to strengthen and refiners
have made two recent advances of a six-
teenth, which now brings granulated up to
414 cents at the factory. The New York
sugar market is reported as strong and
active. Hides are very firm with the de-
mand exceeding the auyiply, and leathers
naturally follow suif. In dongolas and
sheepskins there is quite an active demand
with a fair business doing in sole. The
cheese marketf is dull, but there has been a

ood deal exported via Boston and Port-

The holiday trade among jobbers at To-
ronto has been fairly active. The volume
is away above former years, and merchants
are in good spirits generally. There has
been an unusually good demand for goods
for Manitoba and the Northwest. Prices
are more satisfactory than for some sea-
sons past. There is less cutting, and pro-
fits consequently are better. The demand
for heavy goods is fair. Wool dealers re-
gort large sales of wools to manufacturers.
