Cape Blanco by the S8an
Mateo.

Which Earns Salvage by Towing

the Disabled Steamer to
Esquimalt.

The steam collier Vietoria was towed

into Esquimalt harbor o Sunday night
by the steamer San Mateo, which picked

her up over 300 miles to the south of
Cape Flattery in a disabled condition,
with her tail shaft and propelior gone.
Both vessels were bound from Sau
Francisco to Ladysmith in ballast. The
Victoria left San Francisco on ‘Wednes-
day last, and was steaming about nine
or ten knots in a heavy sea—for a heavy
southwest gale was blowing. She made
good progress until Friday morning,
when off Cape Blanco she lost her tail
shaft, and her wheel dropped into the
sea. The racing of her engines as she
went down by the head when. pitching
in the heavy sea Wwas nothing to the
shaking she got from the racing engines
when the flap of the falling stern broke
off her tail shaft and left her at the
mercy of the winds and waves. The
engines turned over with lightning rapid--
ity, and it seemed as if they must be
lifted from their beds as they raced, and
no man who has not seen the engines of
a big steamer runnidg away when the
resistance of the water or the lesser re-
sistance of the air on the wheel, when,
as is often the case, the pluuge of a
light steamers lifts her wheel out of wat-
er, can imagine the scene in that engine
room. The whole ship vibrates and
throbs and thus it was on the Victoria
on Friday last when Chief Engineer
Terril heard the shock, and the swirl of
the racing eugines. He hurried below
and steam was quickly shut off—a risky
job when the engines are racing—and
the big collier lay as helpless as a drift
log on the ocean,

There is of course a goodly minority
of newspaper readers who know exactly
what is meant by the breaking of the
tail shaft of a steamer, but for the bene-
fit of the majority who do mot, it may
be necessary in order to show how the
accident is brought about, to give a
few words of explanation. Nearly all
steamers have their engines at consid-
erable distance from the propellor, the
four or three-bladed screw, which, ae-
cording as it is turned, thrusts the hull
forward, or draws it backward, . The
connection between the engines and the
propellor is made by means of a solid
cylinder of steel passing through bear-
ings, generally lined with gun metal,
and kept cool by a stream of water flow-
ing over them ant<ide. and a Tiberal sup-
ply of some lubricant Inside. Tt is often
the shaft that breaks leaving the steam-
er helpless, but often too, it is the smal-
ler tail shaft which connects from the
outside of the hull with the shaft in-
side, and with the wheel fitted to the
end of this shaft, swirls around with
every revolution of the ‘engines, The
action of the salt water on the tail shaft
where it joins the shaft inside fittings
of brass by the side of the ship’s hull,
often wears a hole into this tail shaft,
and with the pitching of the steamer
and the flapping of the wheel as it falls
‘back into the water, this shaft is broken
off, and as oceurred in the case of the
Victoria, falls away with the wheel and
the steamer is left helpless, with her
racing eungines loudly telling the engi-
neers what has gone wrong.

Thus 1t was witn the Viectoria. She
was pitching and tossing in the heavy
sea raised by the southwester on Fri-
day and as was inevitable she lifted her
propellor out of water, while the full
drive of the engines was being -exorted
upon it. What that means to every part
of the machinery can only be imagined
by the mnon-engineer. The sudden leap
from the resistanes of th% water to the
non-resistance of the air is a change of
condition so great that not even the
most cunmingly -devised “govermor” can
do more than attempt to modify its
severity. ‘The “governer” automatically
shuts off steam and rurps it -on again
in such instances, but the changes are
so instantaneous, and the pressures. so
enormous that a tiny flaw. a' light weak-
ness, is fatal to the tail shaft, or shaft.

Unlike those men of tha ‘Guernsey,
who shipped a new tail shaft and a new
two-wheeled propellor in mid-Pac_xﬁc by
shifting their ballast so as to lift the
steamer’s stern out of water and worl.tp’d
from platforms strung ‘over the ship’s
side, the erew of the Victoria were un-
able hy stress of weather to ship a new
tail shaft snd wheel although they had
a dnplicate on board; ﬂ)e‘l"!oard of

There was nothing for it but to hoist
what canvas they could and wait until
they were picked up, for they were in
the direet course of steamers. They
got four knots au hour out of some
square sails, distress signals were hoist-
e«{ and the whistle was kept going.

Mateo, of the Pacific. Improvement
company, a fellow ecollier bound’ to the
same port came up astern, and at 11:.80
a. m. on Friday was within hailing dis-
tance. Capt. Casey, #of the Victoria,
asked those on t‘bsg?'an Mateo if they
would take him in tow. They agreed,
and then came ‘the dangerous work ‘of
carrying: a hawser to the San Mateo.
Chief Officer Tsa Hogge and four of his
men who voluntéered for the work had
a2 trying time. The San Mateo lay off
about half ‘a mile, and ‘a heavy sea
was running, making the swork of row-
ing over to her in a_ small boat most
dangerous. Again' and again it seemer}
to those on the steamers as the small
boat rose high up on the crest of the
big waves and a minnte later was lost
in the long hollows, that she must be
lost but no. After many efforts Chief
Officer I.a Ho~ge and his crew managed
to pass their line on the San Mateo at
3:30.p. m.. and then-started back to their
vessel. They reached the Victoria’s side
safely, and the hoat was being hoisted

She had light north winds to the Cape
Verde islands, and sou nds - to
the Brazilian coast, which she made four
times.

These
facilities are on the seashore, 8o that
the charges upon ore from the mines to

‘a smelter on the Island would be lower

than to any other place on the Contin-
ent. ‘The policy which we would like
to see the federal government adopt is
one that 'would bring the ores from the
Pacific Coast, north and south, to this
Island to be treated. The magnitude of
such an undertaking, if it could be
once fully inaugurated, would be very
great indeed, and would lead to the
establishment of an industrial centre
here, second to none in the world.
‘We shall not undertake to go into de-
tails @s to how such a project can be
worked out, although they have been
given considerable consideration, and we
may add have been outlined to  the
federal government, and not unfavor-
ably received. The details of such an
undertaking would necessarily be in-
volved, and would be subject to a great
deal of discussion before any definite
plan of action could be reached. We
mention the matter that we may get it
under public consideration. Readers will
admit that if such a plan ean be carried
into effect, it would be a great thing
not only for Vancouver Island arnd
Biitish Columbia, but for the whole of
Canada. Let us take one aspect of the
case. (Canada desires to build up a com-
merce with Central and South America,
and one obstacle in the way is the mat-
ter of return freighfs for vessels that
may go south with «Canadian products.
Provide ore cargoes for the return jour-
ney and that difficulty will be sur-
mounted. . 1
This subject has received considera-
tion in San Francisco, and an effort is
being made to stir up the capitalists of
that city to establish a smelting plant
there to treat southern ores. We find
the following in a recent issue of the
Chronicle: ;
The suggestion conveyed in a despatch
recounting the shipment of a cargo ot
4,800 tons of silver ore from OChile to
Pueblo, Col., to be smelted, ought not
to_be lost in OCalifornia. This  ship-
ment is high-grade ore, assaying, it is
said, $700 per ton. It had to be high
grade, of course, to pay the expenses of
transportation, the import tax and the
cost of smelting. If it yields the assay
value, $3,360,000 worth of silver will
be extracted from it. The duty amount-
ed to $144,000, and tne freight™bill for
transportation by mail to Pueblo from
‘Galveston, wheére it was landed by the
steamer bringing it from Chile, amount-
ed to $60,000. To this must be added

the steamer freight and other charges;
amounting to at least $6 per ton, or $28, -
8&. and the cost of smelting. The cost
of delivery at Pueblo will thus amount
to at least $232,800. That Pueblo is
nearly 2,000 miles from the seaboard
has, apparently, been no handieap to the
transaction.

The shipment proves that -there is an
opening on tidewater in this bay for a
smelting establishment . Dossessing. the
same tacilities and equipments as the”
Pueblo smelters. "The latier are, of
course, among the best equipped estab-
lishments in the world. el is drawn
from the coal fields in the neighborhood,
aud the requisite fluxes are obtained
from near-by mining districts. Except
in the matter of coal, we are as well
equipped for smelting as Pueblo, and as
‘crudl; oil has been proved to be suit-
able for smelting all kinds of ore except
iron, the deficiency in coal supply here
cuts no figure in the comparison, Crude
0il can be delivered at tidewater here
at as low a price, proportionately con-
sidered, as coal is delivered at the Pue-
blo smelters, We ought, therefore, to
have been in a position to have under-

ment of Chilean ore to the extent, at
least, of the eost of land transportation
from Galveston to Pueblo and possibly
one-half of the steamer freight, or a
total of $74,400, assuming that the
smelting rates in both places ate the
same. 'Our own mines can furnish all
the fluxes needed. If South Ameri-an
ores are seeking smelting facilities
abroad, there seems to be a field lere
to accommodate them. All that 13 an-
parently needed is enterprise and the
proper utilization of our resources.

"This is one of the subjects upon waich
we would like to have the co-operation
of the Times: Our contemporary will
not meed to be told that if means can
be found to build up a great -smelting
industry on Vancouver Island it would
mean much for this city and the Island
generally, to go no further. This being
the oage we ask it if it cannot discover
some way by which it can advance so
excellent a proposal.

Ores of molybdenmv, which is never
found in a native state, but generally in
the form of molybdenite, a sulphate of
‘molybdenum containing, ‘when pure 41
per cent. of sulphur and 59 per cent.
molybdenum, have been discovered in
many places, notably in Sweden where
extensive deposits occur at Veslanfors
and on Ekholm island. These deposits
were worked up to 1897, but the price’
of the metal falling in that year mining
was discontinued.) It has also been re-
ported from the Thames ‘Goldfield, New
Zealand, in Arizona and New Mexico,
and more recently near Lake Chelan in
the Okanagan district of Washington.

It gmay also be pointed out that ore
unless running 42 per cent. molybdenum,
is not purchased, although it may be
concentrated to that desired tenor. .

It will thus be seen that the market as
yet is very limited, and care should be
taken mot to build too much on a pre-
sent sale for a large quautity, although
there are evidences of an increase in
the near future. The projected institu-
tion of iron industries in this province
will if materialzed, offer the most avail-
able market for local molybdenite, and
it is satisfactory to know that we have
at hand a supply for the manufacture of
molybdeénum ' steel. 2
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THE POINT ELLICE BRIDGE.

‘We suppose the action of the City
Council in refusing to open the tenders
for the Point Ellice Bridge, received af-
ter the expiry of the time, settles the
matter so far as that aspect of it is con-
cerued, for the present at least, but it
has only stimulated public interest in
that important work, and increased the
desire of the public to know something
more about’it. There is no very general
understanding of the position in which
it stands.

The City Council, instead of deciding
in advance on the character of bridge
to be erected and 'msking tenders for
such' a structure, which we submit
would have been the reasonable and
business-like way of dealing with the
matter, invited intending econtractors to
furnish their owp plans and specifica-
tions and quote the prices upodl which
they would -complete structures accord-
ing to such plans. It is therefore to be
understood that no two of the tenderers
were bidding upon the same work, but
each was offering to construct such a
bridge as he or they thought necessary
for such a place! Hence without an ex-
pert examination of the tenders, it is im-
possible to say which is the cheapest. It
is easy enough to say which would cost
the least money, but in a work of this
kind, it is possible that to save at the
beginning may be to lose in the end.
Substantialiy the City Council is now
dealing with two concerns only, name-
ly, the Albion Iron Works of this city,
and the Puget Sound Bridge Company
of Seattle, the Montreal ecompany ‘being
out of the competition under the terms
of ‘their- bid.  The two above named
companies have put in their offers with
the necessary plans and specifications..
The offer of the local company inyolves
a larger expenditure than that of the
Seattle company. It is not necessary to
discuss whether the difference between

It is doublful if the bridge proposed
by the Seattle company is equal to the
requirements of the trallic at the present
time. Our own view of the’case is that
it is utterly inadequate, and we have
already so expressed our opinion, We
claim, and we think the proposition can-
not be disputed, that a 24-foot bridge is
not wide enough to be used by a tram-
way and ordinary vehicular traffic in a
locality where there is any considerable
volume of traffic. Such a bridge wonld be
a4 constant menace to persons in using it
with. carriages, for there would be no
telling when a person with a restive
horse might find himself or herself be-
tween a team dnd a moving car, with
perhaps, and very often most likely,
another car coming. We wish to make a
plain and definite protest against the ex-
penditure of public money to erect a
permanent 'bridge of such width on such
an important highway. But the traffic
10 and from Victoria West and Esqui-
malt is nothing now 'to what it will be.
It is growing rapidly, and will continue
to grow. First in regard to the tram
car traffic. This is becoming heavier
year after year. The .construction of
the loop line around by way of the
Gorge may not take place next year, but
it is sure to be realized within a very
few years, when there will be in all
probability a 4-minute service across the
bridge, and at certain hours of the day
and on public occasions a more frequent
service, To think of crowding such
traffic on a 24-foot bridge and expect
the large amount of heavy trucking and
other vehicular traffic to use the same
bridge, is to provide for all time to come,
practically, a source of delay, inconveni-
ence, ,anxiety and danger. 'Can it be

*| possible that the City Couneil will de-

liberately impose such conditions upon
the city? The importance of HEsquimalt
is daily increasing, It is destined to in-
crease still more rapidly.. Only a few
days ago we read in a London paper an
article on the visit of the Duke of Corn-
wall to Canada in which the writer said
that one of the lessons of the visit was
that it was imperative upon the Imperial
government to strengthen its outposts at
Halifax and HEsquimalt. There is plenty
of evidence that this is already appreci-
atcd by the Home authorities, for ex-
tensive plans for the strengthening of
Esquimalt have already been prepared
and will be ¢éarried out. The increasing
importance of the naval and military
station will make the demands upon the
Point Ellice bridge very great, and we
submit that in deeiding upon the struc-
ture to be erected, the City Council must
take the future into consideration. A
steel bridge is not something that is put
up for a temporary purpose. It is in-
tended to be permanent. Therefore in
deciding upon what we shall have, we
must think not alone of the trafic to be
handled now, but of what it is likely to
become. Surely no intelligent man will
say that a 24-foot bridge will accommo-
date the traffic on the Esquimalt road
during the next ten years, not to speak
of the next twenty-five, fifty or one
hundred. It is not unreasonable that the
Seattle firm should have tendered for a
bridge barely equal to existing traffic, and
really insufficient for that. They could
not be expected to take account of what
Victoria and Esquimalt dre destined to
become. But with the local firm it was
different. They know the history of the
last few years. They know what may
be expected in the future and have ten-
dered ‘accordingly.

If it be said that our argument is for
the ‘acceptance of the local offer, practi-
cally without competition, then <we will
add that the City Council should prepare
the plan which, in the opinion of ‘the
Mayor and Aldermen, will meet the needs
of future traffic, and invite tenders for
the construction of a bridge according
thereto. We are not advocating ‘the ac-
ceptance of the loecal offe¥, although we
want to see the work go to a loeal firm.
‘We are protesting against the waste of
borrowed money in putting up a struc-
ture, which every one can see now will
not be equal to the purpose for which
the ratepayers pasted the by-law.

In this respect the Globe is conspicuous
among Eastern papers, for although
most of them deal with their opponents
fairly, they are disposed to be a little
partial in their news reports to their
friends. - The idea that a newspaper
must on all occasions magnify its friends,
and belittle its opponents, is rapidly be=-
ing exploded in most parts of the coun-
try. ‘A prominent Canadian public man
said not long ago that he preferred the
independent criticism of an oppouent to
the unreasoning support of a friend for,
he said, “the former shows up the weak
points in my case, while the latter gives
a false sense of security.” If the inde-
pendent criticism of an opponent is to
be welcomed, much more so should be
the friendly eriticism of a supporter.
We have advanced these general views
with a purpose. The opening of the fed-
eral parliament is not far distant, and
once more there will be a demand from
the people of British Columbia for con-
sideration. ‘'Will the newspapers sup-
porting the government join in this de-
mand? From past experience we are in-
elined to think that they will not. Our
evening paper, which thinks itself as
independent as a newspaper can very
well be, has hitherto failed, since its
friends were in power, to work very
strenuously for provincial interests ex-
cept in omne particular, namely, cabinet
representation, and possibly its advocacy
of this may not be wholly disinterested.
On the questions of policy directly af-
fecting this province our contemporary
has not had much to say, wherein it
is like the other journdls supporting Sir
Wilfrid @aurier in this province.

In making this observation we wish
not to be understood as having in mind
the attitude qf our Liberal contem-
poraries towards any proposals which
may have emanated from the Provincial
government. Our reference is to the
broad question of western development,
in swhich of course the local govern-
ment must necessarily take some part,
but which for its success will depend
chiefly upon the federal adthorities. That
attention is not given to the Pacific
Ooast by which we mean all the portion
of Canada lying west of the Rocky
Mountains, which its present importance
and future possibilities demand. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier has not as yet developed
a Western Policy. And yet the time is
ripe ‘for it. If such a poliey can be
worked out in harmony with the local
government, so much the better, but if
it becomes necessary for the Dominion
authorities to go forward alone, their
duty to do so remains the same. We
should be sorry to insinuate that our
Liberal contemporaries do not appreciate
the importance of western development
as fully as we do; but what we ‘do say,
and we think with justice, is that they
are backward in urging its importance
upon their friends at Ottawa.

To advocate measures which will en-
able British Columbia to assume its
proper place in western progress is quite
consistent with the support of a party
which has not yet seen its way clear
to taking such a course. We can readily
understand that persons who may be
seeking patronage or preferment will
hesitate before they will do anything to
disturb the line of action which their
friends in power may be following. Most
of the papers will support either ¢ne
party or the other but it should not be
left to the opponents of a government to

While
we have party politics, we. will have a
party press, and papers will support their
party in ‘preference to its opponents, even
though their friends may not come. up
to the full measure of what they think
can be reasonably asked of them, but
this ought not to prevent the friends
of an administration from. frankly tell-
ing it what the country requires, and we
hope to see the Liberal papers of Brit-
ish Columbia adopt this attitude towards
the Laurier government.

-So that'it would be an em-
inenty conseryative estimate to say that
the amount expended upon these pros-
pects in the aggregate in any given year
would at least be equivalent to $100 ex-
pended upon each and all of them. Then
at a moderate rate of say 15 per cent.
let us capitalize this investment of $100
each 'in the claims staked yearly during
the period mentioned, and we find as per
appended statement that on the above
low basis, and in the short time men-
tioned, the accumulated value of these
investments at the end of the current
year actually stands at the ehormous to-
tal of very uearly $10,000,000.

How
long are we to continue blind to the
fact that in this age of the survival of
the fittest the creation of wealth depends
primarily on a rigid ecobnomy not of mon-
ey only, but of time and energy? When
are we to learn to apply the ‘most ele-
mentary bus’ness pridciples to this our
most vital industry!" Is there another in-
dustry under the sun ‘that could permit
of  and survive such gross mismanage-
ment? It may be said to be popular
knowledge that time¥ ' without number
the ' prospector faithfully does $200 or
$300 of work upon his’ claim only to
abandon everything ‘in the end, lured
away perhdaps by tales of green fields
far sway, or despairine of the advent of
the long promis-d railway, or despair-
ing of the inauguration of a vigorous
policy to attract eapital to the country,
or perhaps working on a claim that nev.
er coull be made into a mine—all suffi-
cient to build a network. of railways in
th_ls province, squandered in accordance
with the legislative requirements attach-
ed to securine a title. Ts it not all a
cruel waste? Then there is the.case of
the prospector who stands by his claim
to the end, makes good his title and
waits perhaps ten years for the railway
to ‘be built through his district, without
which all expenditure s a Sarren fw.

we may not only claim a share of the
growing trans-Pacific commerce, . but
actually dominate and dictate terms to
our more numerically .powerfully neigh-
bors. And we submit the suggestion
herein not only as the solution but a
simple one withal. It iis equivalent ‘to
moving the territories 500 miles nearer
simple ‘one withal. - It ‘is equivalent to
have not merely a provincial put a na-
tional import. gl‘his lan would do more
to populate Western Canada than all the
treasure spent upon immigration agen-
cies in a adeé. ' The argument is one
of dollars and cents which always ap-
peals most strongly to an intending set-

er. .
Then there is the question of the situ-
tion ‘in  the Canadian Yukon, If the
lesson of the recent unfortunate occur-
rence in those dangerous Alaskan waters
is that we are only holding our own in
the Northern trade at the risk of valu-
able lives and property then it becomes
.a ‘matter of the utmost’ urgency for us
to' find & way out of the difficulty. If
we were to build a road by the .old' meth-
od of bonded indebtedness, capitalization
ete., from some suitable Cauadiqn,port,
say Kitamaat Arm, north to Teslin Lake
being’ wunder the adverse geogra-
phical  conditions imposed by a
parallel competing aterway the
entire . distance, and = while, = per-
haps, able to hold its own, such a road
could mot of ‘course give that decisive
turn to the ‘situation which is demanded.
But if that road was built im the way
indicated, then it would be kmewn not
only as the route of speed and safety,
but also of such extremely cheap rates
that our merchants would -be. given un-
disputed econtrol of the entire Yukon
territory . at ‘one blow. The best ap-
pointed’ fleet of steamers our neighbers
could furnish would be hopelessly out of
the running. Skagway would sgink from
its present importance as the ga_teway
to the Yukon and from threateming to
be the crucial point from which will de-
pend the settlement of the A!as.kan‘
boundary. controversy would, pdss into
utter obscurity.  So that by thus taking
off that keen edge to the boundary dis-
pute we would confer a béon not oul.y
upon the people  and government of this
Dominion; but upon the Imperial author-
ities as well.

And 'so we might go on. But enough
has already been indicated to' give an
insight into the far-reaching significance
of this proposal. It is not the intention
at this time to 'plunge into a maze of
minor working details; To- do so
would  be to ‘but ' obscure the
issue . at stake. The question
the only qnestion. to be decided comes
under two heads,—(1) is the project well
conceived, that is to say, is this great
annual waste actually taking place, anﬁ
(2) if so, would the diversion of this
great annual sum in the direction sug-
gested redound %o the advancement of the
material interest and welfare of the
country?. Then if we are satisfied as to
the truth of these two statements—and
we will here intrmde to submit that if
considered in the light of the official re-
turns and everyday popular knowledge
thev must be answered in the affirmative:
—all other questions become 4 mere mat-
ter of detail and we must not in justice
to ourselves allow them to influence us in
our. decision. The bare outline of the
scheme is as follows: A ‘crown grant
costs the prospector $300 exclusive of
fees.. Let ns at least ent this in half,
making it $250, and require him to do
this amount of work on the provincial
governmert . railways, = Since one man
would be under the disability of having
to travel farther thian another to the
.scene of operations it would be necessary
for the government to remove thig in-
equality by paying his fare. Since only
a portion of the men would travel any
great distance the average would he
much lower and probablv in no single
instance would exceed $25 for return
fare. Then we may allow say $15 for
engineering talent, superintendence, etc.,
or though plainly excessive, say a total
of $50. Then on an investment of $50
the government clears $200 or $400, Put-
ting it in another way on the previously
mentioned annual basis of 12,000 claims
the government would control an equiv-
alent annua! raitway fund of $2,500,000,
now being worse than wasted.  Putting
it in still anoher way our loss is just as
if the government had / borrowed $50,-
000,000 and buried ik in the ground and
compelled ‘us to pay interest upon it at
the rate of & ner cent per annum,  Can
we afford this? g iy

Leaving entirely aside its wider sig-
nifieance this scheme iz purely a matter
of dollars and cents. It is a most ele-
mentary business proposition. It is
therefore impossible to conceive - how
many charges of impracticability can be
laid against it other than these arising
oitt ‘of miseonceptions. But since we
must always ‘be prepared ‘for contingen-
cies: and since the prospector is the cen-
tral figure throughout we may assume

c¢harges will be made touching the part
he will be called upon to play under the
new regime. And although it may ap-
pear unnecessary labor we shall detail a
faw of the advantages that will acerue to
the prospecto=. Bnt first let us deal with
the severely judicial aspect of the case.

But we prefer not to regard the matter
from this coldly intellectual standpoint.
We are not obliged to do so. . This
scheme is devised primarily and essen-
tially as a means of velieving the pros-
pector and, indirectly but none the le»s
effectively, the mining man from many
of their present disabilities. = Recogniz-
ing in the p r .48 we must, the
pioneer of all industrial expansion in
this country anything that'is conducive
to his welfare also conduces to the wel-
fare of all. Tet us consider the nature
of the proposed relief, First, let us re-
duce the cost of the crown grant from
$500 to $250.  Even if we reduce it to
$100 the country would still have the
equivalent. of some $1,250,000 for rail-
way purposes annually, from this source
alone. 'At present the average prospect-
or can only make good his title in five
years. In the other way it would only
require two or three months. At present
one or two claims located not too far
apart are all he .can manage. In the
other way he could, so to speak, control
any number in widely different parts of
the province and his chances of making
a4 snug sum out of some one of his hold-
ings would thus be multiplied. Cheap
rates is the Mecea of 'all mining men.
The present schedule of rates is all that
stands between many investments and
a handsome profit: Thelr realization in
the way mentioned would be equivalent
to calling into existence immense bodies
of ore too low grade to be handled at a
profit under present conditions, It means
a multiplication of ‘the resources of this
provinee. Thus it also means a multipli-
cation of the prospector’s opportunities
for finding payable bodies of ore. At
present his field of usefulness is restrict-
ed larggly to established lines of com-
munication. In the other way he could
penetrate the farthest recesses of the
province, stake anything he chose and
by coming back to eivilization make good
his title by doing a. little work on a rail-
way, in .some instances heading wltim-
ate_ly for the very district in which. his
claims are located. ' Nor would his trav-
ehmz' expenses cost him a cent., ‘At pres-
ent it is a prysical impossibility for a
prospector to “pack’ supplies any great
dxstnn_ce inland in order to hold a claim
by doing the assessment work, no mat-
ter bow rich that elaim may be. In the
other way no matter how inaccessible,
once staked he .need never lose it. In
this way would unknown ‘wealth be
brought within our ken. It would im-
meusely facilitate the mapping of the
resources. of this wide province.. The
ddoption of this scheme would mean a
g'eduction in the costs of prospects to the
investor since as a result of this rigor-
ous railway-building policy, the . pros-
pector's opportunities not only of secur-
ing but also of disposiug of eclaims
would be inereased, whereas under the
¢present condition he has often to wait
10 years or more, and then naturally
acts on the principle of making the most
of a rare opportunity.. Railway-building
activity being as it is the most effective
of all advertisements of a country as a
field for investment, would go far to ac-
complish that great desideratum: of all
prospectors, namely, the influx’ of capi-
il The prospeetor may be trusted to
appreciate the project in _its eollective
sense; that is, he will see past his own
little sum to the millions that will be
spent ‘simultaneously, the grand total of
which will appeal to his mind with tell-
ing force.  As avresult the government
Wwill be enabled to steadily and rapidly
reduce to a mimimum not only his own
remaining burdens, but also those of the
entire mining -industry. His skill with
the axe and the drill class him as the
most. efficient - railway pioneer to ™ be
found anywbere in the world, and certain
undesirable Latin elements would be en-
tirely excluded from the province.

The work
accomplished in Egypt under British aus-
pices is. at once.the admiration and
despair of the 'continental nations of
Europe. The genius- of Lord Cromer
has succeeded . in  bringing order and
prosperity  out of almost anarechy and
utter bankruptey: - Lord Milner tells
us how it was done id his immensely in-
teresting book - entitled
Bgypt.,” Here are his words: ‘‘Two
great factors. have, combined. to bring
about the financial
Egypt. The prevention of waste on the
part of the administration and the de-
velopment of the productive powers of
the country. But the work ‘of financial
reform has not been confined to reducing
the burdens of the people. It has done
more than that. It has increased their
means of bearing the burdens that re-
main.” - ‘What an exact parallel to the
conditions existing with us today! This
vicious waste. This problem of in-
créasing oub means ' of Dbearing  the
burdens' of ' the people.” One would
think  that “Milner wds giving us
an epitome on British Columbia. Liord
Cromer is ‘essentially a hard-headed
business man' as well as diplomat, Al-
most his first and greatest reform rwas
the abolition of 'the Corvee. This was
a relic of the banbarism of the days of
Mehemet Ali. The Corvee was that
system of forced labor on'the irrigation
canals whereby the natives were com-
pelled to remove the deposits of silt but
received no remmneration. - iCromer af
once saw that here was a gross misdir-
ection of euergy. These natives would
be much better employed on their plan-
tations. He replaced the gystem by paid
labor ‘at a cost of $2,000,000 annually.
Yet so immediate was the response in
the increased volumie of production that
the revenue aided by debt conversion
was enabled fn meet the iucreased de-
mand without a ' strain., ‘Now 'then
not only have we got the Corvee in alt
its nakedness here in British Columbia,
but we have actually got it in an aggra-
vated form.: 'The Egyptian was eom-
pefled to work without remuneration on
his eanals—we compel the prospector to
do assessment work on his ¢laim not only
without remuneration but also tax him
for the privilege. The work of the
Bgyptian was absolutely necessary and
had to be replaced by paid labor—the
assessment work of the Fmspector ac
complishes absolutely’ nothing, ‘is a for-
mality, and does not have to be réplaced.
The annual gain to t was iu the in-
creased volume of production less $2,-
000,000 to be met by increased taxation
—the annual gain to British Columbia
wonld be in  the inereased volume of
production plus some ' $2,500,000 of
equivalent taxation now being wasted.
Mortifying is' it not? Depend upon it
if Lord Cromer were here today his clear
head would soon see the m of our
little troubles. He would waste no time
fooking up the practice of other .coun-
tries. He would sgon abolish gur Cor-
vee; in short his redorganization of Brit-
ish Columbia would be largely 'a faithful
repetition of his reorganization of “old

Lot us turn to another rt of the
African continent. While still a young
man digging diamonds on the  dusty
fields of Kimberly, Cecil Rhodes had
gleaned tales from explorers and hunters
such as Selous of the unknown Hinter-
land to the north. They told him of its
smlor climdte; its pastoral :.and agri-
¢ ral resources and its appareént min-
eral wealth. He saw his futnre, His
work ‘was to secure and add tRat coun-
try to the British Emgire.‘ Having
made his future how did he set about it?
Did he invite his prospectors to go into
that far eountry, 1,700 miles from 'the
Cape, to take their chances with the
bloodthirsty natives; to find all the min-
eral ‘they could, gouge holes in it and
generally *fossick”™ around five or ten
years and if they got along pretty well
he would see what could be done to-
wards building-a railway out to them?
‘Such unspeakable methods might be all
very ‘well for enlightened British Colum-
bia, but not for “darkest Aifrica.’”’ More-
over, if he bad done such things we
should. not” have had our South Aifri-
can Empire, becsuse the Boers, the Ger-
mans, and the Portngese were all after
that country, recognizing in its superior
natural ‘advantages the key to the pos-
session of all ‘Sonth. Afriea. ' But the
amazing energy, the brilliant concéeption,
his conrage almost to' audacity dum-
founded them, ont-generalled them, de-
feated them, - Well,. this is how. he did
it: He called as it were, his little band
of prospectors about him and said: We
believe that far northern country to be
rich in mineéral resonrces. We: the Char-
tered  Company, the 'administrators of
that country—ask you to stake as many
claims, for us as for vourselves. In re-
turn we pledge to build a railway to you
at once togetber with all necessary con-
veniences, - Tt was a bargain, ‘Ten
thousand claims were staked in one sea-
son, and the railway was rushed as fast
as ., human energy could build it. 'In
Rhodes’ own words the only objection to
the scheme was that it was new. Bat
he ‘'was not a man to be bound by cast-
iron precedent.. He ‘adapted special
means to special conditions. = That eoun-
try is now fitly named Rhodesia and al-
ready the “dominant north” is a ecatch
phrase in the coming. politics of South
Aifrica. ' Now then we, mildewed mor-
tals will carefully’ obsefve among other
things that this. momentous issue ' was
pivoted solely upon the undeveloped, al-
most unknown mineral rseources of the

ORIENTAL IMMIGRATION.

The expansions and migrations of the
uman race such as those to Atilla and
Tamerlane or the more recent times
were conceived in and called for the ex-
ercise of at least the manly virtues and
‘great force of character. But this
migration of the Mongols is of no such
nature. = These beings, through centur-
jes of drudgery and subserviency have
become the most abject and truckling
automatons. - Dire mnecessity—the most

tent of all impnlses—is driving them to
ggek sggtenancg in  other eclimes. Mo
gain entrance here they must resort to
the, to as, revolting expedient of mort-
igaging their relatives amd to other ex-
tremes. That eloquently advertises
their slavish propeusities. For‘rus to
compete with such seryility is to imperil
the social fabric we have maised out of
the best thought and effort of the great
minds  of ‘the past. = But to note and
seize upon this voluntary subserviency so
as to make it contribute its due propor-
tion to the furthering of the ends of our
civilization and to the solution of the one
great problem in this Provinee is 't?nt the
part of wisdom.  In what way this may
be . done it. is the purpose to  présently,
point out.  Now that we are face to
face with a condition, not a theory. Let
no one therefore say that it should be
our primary’ endeavor to seek to uplift
these fellow creatures to our own plain.
To: try to bring this about by allowing
them #to compete with us on an equal
Afooting is but to hasten the common de-
gradation.  We must make this cheap
1abor contribute to the strengthening
first of our own- position. and. then, but
not before, shall we be able to engage in
the work of -philanthropy.

We'have already crystallized into leg-
islation a recognition of the infériority
of the Asiatic and we but recently failed
in ‘an attempt to make the restrictions
more sweeping.. The $100.00 poll tax
levied on the Chi an can scarcely be
said to be motecgve' in any ' degree.
That tax (goes into the coffers at Ottawa
and hence benefits the workmen in Syd-
ney, Cape Breton equally with the work-
men in Victoria, while this Province
alone is called upon to bear the brunt of
the yellow deluge.  Further in some
pursuits the Chinaman has been sdid to
make and send back to China $100 in
two months or less. ° But the absurdity
of ' the situation ' is made = more
striking * when 'we. place iu juxtapo-
sition our own condition. A Here we are
a little community taxing ourselves in
manifold and burdeusome ways to build
railways to develop the resources of the
country, but mo sooner have we thus
opened new fields of labor than we
have to compete with the cheap labor
of . these . Asiaties, ‘who,: so far ' from
bearing their share of the burden, con-
tribute practically, nothing, and Oj_nfx aip-
pear ou the und after we have paid
the heavy price in ereating the new
avenues of employment. To tax our-
selves in the various ‘ways inseparable
from 'the present system of building
railways and then snggest that wwe en-
gage Asiatics in- constmuction weork and
pay over to them a portion of these tax-
es in wages instead of back into the
pockets of our own citizens from -whom
it is in reality originally taken is a0 mani-
festly unfair as mot to permit of defénce.

Any attempt at exclusive legislation
seems likely to ‘come under the ban of
the Imperial authorities because of the
very fact of its exclusiveness. Doubtless
we may safely assume that the said au-
thorities heartily sympathise with us in
our difficulty, but we may also safelr as-
sume there' is no lack of mild amaze-
ment -that we on the ground should not
'be able to so frame our’ legislation as
to. happily put it in the mouths of the |
Imperial authorities to say to the foreign
power interested ‘hat:'the restrictions
which may be complained of are not ne-
cessarily -exclmsive, To ' exercise "our
ingenuity in this Imperiak direction, in
the iuterests of the pire to which it
is our privilege to belong, ‘would seem
aworthier ambition for our politicians
than to seek ;to invent some way of
dodging certain provisions of the British
North America Act. o 13

The Asiatie has a well known aversion
to paying taxes of any sort, but' he is'a
willing worker. ' “Theh let us enact and
enforce legislation requiring every Asiat-
ic immigrant to perform, say six months’
continuous labor in construction work on
the - Government 'rajlwavs ' absolutely
without ' remuneration, other than per-
haps' a dole-of rice, as the price of ad-
migsion to the labor market and oppor-
‘tunities of this country.

Tenders Received After Day

Settlement of Craigflower Road
Question—Report on Re-
namiog of Streets.

At last night’s meeting of the city
<council the Mayor and all the aldermen
were in attendance. Several important
reports were piesented, notably that
which disclosed a satisfactory settlement
of the Craigfower road difficulty, Ald.

Two representatives of the
Puget Sound Bridge -& Dredging com-
pany were interested spectators of th.e
proceedings. The special committee's
report on the re-naming of streets and
numbering of houses was presented.

Fifty Thousand Came to the
Dominion During the
Year.

Stream of “Settlérs From the
United States Is Growing
Rapidly.

The Dominion government is making
strenuous efforts to attract settlers into
the Canadian North ‘West, says the To-
ronto Star, Judging from the latest re-
turns obtained fromt the Immigration
department, the work in thigs direction
has been highly successful. Some years
ago it was with difficulty that the people
who went into the North West were in-
duced to remain there, and, i v
many of them sought "hmnes in the
Western States of the neighboring Re-
public. Not only have many of those
who left returned, bat others haye ac-
companied them. They coming to
Canada because there i an area of
exeellent farm land available for settle-
ment in districts which are not burdened
with excessive taxation, The arrivals
from the United States during the past
year have exceeded that of any other
year in the history of this country. The
total arrivals also are very lpuch great-
er than has been the case in any pre-
vious year. ‘Altogether there were, for
the year ‘ending June 30 inst.. about 50,-
"000 settlers located in Canada.

The returns from the United King-
dom were not so great as the depart-
ment would like; but a variety of rea-
sons, prinecipally the war in South Af-
rica and the inducements offered by
other colonies of the Empire, contri-
buted to this. A large number con-~

tinue to go to the United States from .

Great Britain. and it is just possihle
that some arrangements may be reach-
od bhetween the governments of the
British colonies. and the Tmperial gov-
ernment to attract immigration from
the Old Land towards British mosses-
sions. Jf this were done, then Canada
is snre to he the prineinal dependency
tn ‘pain from snch action. beecanse of
the laree nnmber wha gtill eontinue to
wo to the TTnited States. Manv of the
latter wonld come to Canada instead,

Mr. Frank Pedley, the superintendent
of the Immigration department of the
Dominion, was seen by your corres-
pondent in his new and commodious
quarters in Queen street. He has just
prepared his .annual report for  the
vear, and forwarded it to the Primting
Burean. Asked as to the flow of im-
migration into the country, he replied
that it was very satisfactory indeed.

“Pake,” said Mr. Pedley. ‘“the fig-
mres for the past year, which closed on
June 30. and we placed about 50.000
settlers in Cannda - during the vear,
prineipally in the Canadian North-
West. . To he exact. the number was
49.162. Of these 31.162 arrived at ocean
morts, and the bolance, 1R.000 came
from the Tnited States..  Those "who
come from the United States are among
the hest settlers for the North Woeat.
OF those who eame bhe ocesn ports 9.-
221  were Fnglish, 2% Trigh. 1476
Reoteh, 520 German. 838 Seandinovion.
492 French and Belgian and 17,572
from ather Turomean eonntries,

“As we changed oug year to: end on
the 30th June this year, iustead of the
31st December, as formerly, it would
be difficult to compare the present year
with any previous one. However, the
returns, as already said, are very much
larger ‘than in any other year, and the
prospects are- that the year which we
have entered upon will be very much
larger than the preceding one. Tn 1896,
for instance, the arrivals in Canada by
ocean ports were 16,835. ‘At that time
no vecord was kept of the arrivals
from the United States. In 1897 there

were 19,304 immigrants who arrived at

ocean ports, and 712 who entered Can-
ada from the United States, The next
vear showed a big incregse, when 22.-
751 reached Canada by ocean ports and
9,119 came from the United States. In
1899 there was a further increase, there

being 32598 who came by ocean ports

PO
and 11,945 from the United States. For
the six months from January, 1900, to
June R0. 15,352 arrived at ocean ports
and-8543 from the United States. It
was then that we changed the depart-
mental year from the calendar to the
fiscal.

{“The English, Irish and Secotch im-
migration remained pretty much about
the same for the past five or six years.
We got abont the same number. each
year. Tor instance. the arrivals from
Emgland in 1897 were 9,393, and for the
vear just closed they were 9,331,
~ *There was an increase in the nmwmber
we received from Treland, but still, at
833. it remains small. Scotland, like
Fneland, sends us ahout the same
number every vear, Phere was a sniall
incresse last vear.””

In most of the Waestern - settlements
large areas have been- cleared and
broken, and good crops of wheat, oats,
and barley have been raised. :In many,
cases the settlers have excellent gar-

. dens, and the crop of potatoes has been

large., 'Their houses show improvement
in structure, and altogether the new-
comers may be described as doing well.”

OSTRICH FARMING.

Latest Reports as to the Industry in
) iCape 'Colony. 5
U. 8. Consul General Stowe writes
from ‘Cape Town that for the past fif-
teen years ostrich farming in Cape Col-
ony has been a highly successful indus-
try. In the past ten years ending in
1899, before the ‘beginning ‘of the war,
the number of the birds increased from
115,000 to 261,000. Twenty-five years
ago the statistics of Cape ‘Colony said
that there were only ten tame ostriches
in the colony.
The birds each yield about a pound
and a half of feathers every year, the
average value being' about $12 a pound.

wing feathers of the male bird, which
are long .and white and bring from $50
to $70 a pound. It tdkes eighty of them
to make a pomnd. . The wing feathers
of the female ostrich are much lower in
value because they ‘are always gray.
The supply was much smaller when it
came wholly from wild birds and the
best quality of feathers frequently
brought as much. ds'§135 a pound. As
each male bird yields only about twelve
or fifteen of these feathers and as there
is' always a steady demand for them
the price is not likely to fall much until
the ostrich farming industry becomes
larger than it is now.

Twenty years ago ..almost all the
feathers that came into the markets
were from the wild birds, most of them
from North Africn. Now, however, a
New York dealer in .feathers says not
more than one per cent. of the feathers
are from wild birds. ‘The business in
South Africa, which is the source of
nearly all the supply, is now centered
in the hands of men of considerable
capital, who raise the birds in the sandy
dry bushland northeast of Cape Town.
In the early days of the industry many
small farmers engaged in the business
but they were largely forced out of it
in the years of experimentation when
the industrv was subject to many vicis-
situdes and they have mot gone into it
since then.

Formerlv wild ostriches were killed to
get their feathers, which were obtained
by plucking them from the dead animals.
Now the crop is gathered about once in
every eight months by cutting the. feath-
ers from the bird.

SMUGGLING BY
SOCIETY WOMEN

Carry Expensive Dress Goods
From Victotia to the
Sound.

-Seveml prominent Seattle women, the
wives and daughters of wealthy busi-
ness and professional men, have, ac-
cording to United States secret service
detectnfes, been conducting systematic
smuggling operations on an extensive
scale, says the Post-Intelligencer. Their
violations of -the law have become so
frequent, and in some instances so open,
that the matter is receiving serious con-
mdex_'atrou from the government officers.
During the past winter it is stated by
a Seattle customs official, hundreds of
dollars’ worth of silks and expensive
dress goods were brought from Victovia
to Seattle without the payment of du-
ties, because of the social prominence of
the fair smugglers on whose persons the
dutiable articles - were more or less
cleverly conceanled. 3

“The smuggling: of opium,” said a
well known customs officer yesterday,
“is really no worse, as extensivély as
it has at times been carried on, than is
this smuggling of dry goods. I doubt
if the different opium rings, 'which - the
vigilance of our customs inspectors has
broken up did more in the way of
crime—so far as the statutes are con-
cerned—than these women have accom-
plished. The eriminals, are, in these
instances, supposedly honest and well-
bred women and would indignantly re-
sent the mere hint that they were guilty
of any wrong doing,

“They are, however, as amenable to
punishment as any of those men whose
exploits in swift smuggling launches and
sailing wvessels kept the customs officers
hard at work for months.

“These women smugglers are always
wealthy. They do their shopping across
the line and bring their purchases home
concealed in their eclothing.

" “I recall $the case of a woman, the
mistress of a beantiful home nnd the
wife of one of Seattle’s most influentinl
men, who was very recently the smne-
gler of a verv expensive piece of «ilk
dress goods. She earried the cloth home
beneath her outer skirt. The name of th's

Engineers Studying Plans Be-
fore Making Final Reports
to Council.

Prominent Citizens Express Their
Views—New Tenders Should
Be Invited.

There -is much speculation as to the
next move of the City couneil with
regard to the Point Ellice bridge ten-
ders, The plans and tenders have been
referred to the (City Engineer for ex-
amination and report and as the Brit-
ish Columbia [Electric railway company
are contributaries of 25 per cent. of the
cost of the'structure, their engineer will
assist Mr. Topp in his study of the
plans and specifications. The engineer’s
report will probably be laid before the
council at the regular meeting’ next
(Monday night, and the acceptance or

rejection of one or other of the tenders
‘will depend ‘entirely on that report.

There is a strong feeling expressed
that the council ma'§ a mistake in cali-
ing for tenders without having decided
the exact character of the structure de-
sired, but that objection has been ex-
plained away from the fact that the
aldermen were guided by the advice of
#r. Horne-Payne and other officials of
the ‘British Columbia Electric railway
company, who urged that gll tenderers
should be allowed to submit their own
designs, subject only to the general
specifications, which called for a bridge
of the following dimensions:

Length, 600 feet; width of roadway,
24 feet; width of sidewalks, O feet on
each side; total clear width, 34 feet; ex-
treme width of the structure, '37 feet.
The City Engineer prepared two sets of
plans, and there were fully 34 pages of
specifications at his office. The difference
between the two sets rested in the style
of the truss. One had a straight top
cord and the other a curved top cord.
Blue prints of the plans prepared were
given to all firms who desired them as
well as full particulars of the specifica-
tions. The dimensions just mentioned
were not conformed to by the '‘Albion
Iron ‘Works, the only local tenderer.

Still the situation to which the bridge
question has beén reduced is regarded
by many leading citizens as unfortunate.
Mr. Thomas Earle, M. P. said yes-
terday that he had not 'followed the
question closely enough to express an
opinion as fo the  rejection of the
Eastern tenders, but he considered, nn-
der all the cirenmstances which: had
been hrought to his knowledge, that the
council would be justified in making new
plans and specifieatien: and colling for
tenders on a basig which afford fair
competit'on tn aH barties. He thoneht
that 'would satiefr the public and reliave
tha eomndil of all hlame in the matter,
The nroper course for the conneil to
have taken in the first mlace. wonld have
heen to eanse plans to he made hy their
engineer ‘and then snhmit those mnlane
to eamn well known anthoritv an hridge
Wnilding for spnroval or madfeation,
Having thue docided nmon exaectlr what
wae required, they should have invited
ternders.

Mr. F. A. Pauline, of Piercy & Co.,
regarded the situation as most unsatis-
factory. ‘The couneil might be quite
correct in the action which they had
taken, but the public at large felt that
the business had been mismanaged. He {
was convinced, personally, that the pro-
posed bridge was too narrow, even al-
lowing the contention, which, he under-
stood was held by some of the alder-
men, that in a few years it would be
necessary to bridge the Arm at a more
convenient point than Point Billice and
that the proposed structure would be
sufficient for present needs there was
no reason why a large expenditure
should be made on what might be re-
garded as a temporary work. The bridge
should be made wide enough to ac-
commodate the trafic of many years—
it would be little short of a waste of
public money to make it otherwise. He
believed the council owed it to them-
selves and to the citizens that they
should ecall for new -tenders based on
such Idefinite specifications mst would
give bidders a clear idea of what was
required. He had hoped at one time that
the council would see their, way to build
a solid stone hridge across Victoria
Arm. '« The first cost might be greater
than that of a steel bridge, he was not
clear on that point, but even if it were
such a structure would be an ornament
to the city, a monument to the good taste
of the citizens and all the material and
labor would be procured at home.

Mr. McQuade, president of the Board
of T!:ad_p, endorsed the  action of the
council in rejecting the belated tenders,
He ‘believed they had acted in strict
accord with the conditions of the adver-
tisement and were perfectly right. At
the same time he would be sorry te see
the' contract awarded to s foreign com-
nany, and if at all mossible he would
like the council to give the local ten-
derers the preference aven if it eact the
city more—homwe indnstry should be en-
couraged ‘under all circumstances.

THE DISTRICT
OF KEEWATIN

Some Interesting Information of
That Litile Known Portion
of Canada.

From Montreal Witness,

The enumeration this summer of the
scattered Indian settlements and Hud-
son’s Bay company posts in the district
of Keewatin was a task that called for
the exercise of much hard work. It
was covered by two parties, the one
traveling through the northern and west-
ern portions up as far as Fort Churchill,
on Hudson’s bay, and the other journey-
ing north as far as James bay and east
to the Albany river, which forms the
beundary between Keewatin and On-
tario.

The first named party was under Mr.
George Vincent, of Wihnipeg, who writes
in part as follows:

“Qur journey, a difficuit one under the
most favorable circumstances, was ren-
dered more so by the scarcity of food.
At not one of. the Hudson's Bay com-
pany’s posts, until God’s lake was reach-
ed, and we obtain an adequate supply
of pork and flour. Norway House,
Cross Lake, Nelson’s House and Split
Lake posts had not yet received their
summer supplies,: while at York and
Churchill the boat from England had
not yet arrived. The dountry through
which  we passed was fairly well sup-
plied with fish and game, but to procure
it required a greater sacrifice of time
than we could give in order to cover the
ground before the close of navigation.

“The. Indians were found to be fairly
prosperous at all the posts except
Churchill, where the Chippewayans ap-
peared ill-dréessed and ignorant. The
other Indians were all of the Cree tribe.
At Norway House nearly all work for
the fishing companies, which are three
in number, in the summer, and hunt fur
in the winter. The presence of the op-
position fur traders at Norway House
has made fur values higher, while the
Hudson’s Bay company has opposition
at all the other posts visited except
‘' Churchill and York, where the old prices
for fur are still paid. This has had the
effect of drawing a large population
away from these posts, and many of the
York and 'Churchill Indians are found at
Norway House, Oxford, (Cross Lake and
Split Lake, but more especially at the
first. and last named places. Mission-
aries are established at all the posts,
and carry on edncational work, so ‘that
nearly all the natives write in the syl-
labic characters devised for their use by
a missionary about a hundred years ago.
There is no conflict among the mission-
aries, and naturally the natives ‘of one
post are practically united so far as re-
ligions denomination is concerned. At
Norway House.
