Delaying the Second Reading of the
Arrears Bill ~1hree Motions to Adjourn
—The House of Lords Hangup the Hoe
Uniil June—American Citizens in Irish
Jails.

As the cable almost daily announces, Mr.
Gladstone will meet with much opposition
in the way of amendments and riders in the
progress of the arrears and repression bills
throagh the houge of commons, Yesterday
the premier made an ineffectual attempt to
pass the second reading of the forrizer bill
in the face of three motions to adjourn.
The house of lords adjourned until June 1.
An unimportant arrest wss made at Phila-
delphia yesterday. Davitt is in Dublin,
and it is said he will immediately start for
America.

LoxpoN, May 22,

M. Gladstone in the house of cammons
this afternoon stated he had seen a resolu-
tion of the Irish judges against the super-
cession of trial by jury, but the govern.
ment had carefully considered the matter
before the resolution was framed, and the
repression bill contains their deliberate con-
clusions, The premier moved the second
reading of the arrears bill.

Mr. Trevelyan said O’Mahoney,a suspect,
is not an American citizen and has not been
prevented writing to Minister Lowell. The
government had not offered O’'Mahony or
any American citizens money to juit the
country.

Mr. Gladstone, speaking on the arrears
bill, said it is impossible to compel the
people to borrow; therefore money supplied
by the government must be a gift. There
are 585,000 tenants in Ireland paying under
£30 rents [Griffith’s valuation. JOf these 200,-
000 are excluded from the benefits of the
land act by being in arrears. This must be
remedied. He admitted the proposal was
extraordinary, but so was the state of Ire-
land.

Sclator Booth [conservative] moved an
amendment, declaring that it is inexpedi-
ent to charge the consolidated fund with any
payment for arrears except in the form of
a loan. He described the government’s
plan as communistic and demoralizing. It
was an evil precedent and most objection-
able. Scotch and English farmers suffered
as much as Irish farmers. :
Mr, Forster testified to the general leni-
ency of the landlords in Ireland, though
there were individual cases of hardships.
It would be of interest to landlords to re-
duce the number of tenants. If poor tenm-
ants got a fair start they would become

would no lenger furnish an excuse for agita-
tion. He believed many Jandlords would
accept small compensation from the tenants
in order to get the government’s grant.
He strongly favored the grant taking the
torm of a gift.
Mr. Mulholland [conservative] strongly
opposed either a loan or a gift.

Frelinghuysen says
that when the last report to the house npon
thissubject had been prepared, a telegram
had just been dispatched to I.ondon, dated
April 3, expressing the gratification of the
president at the release of the American
prisoners who were discharged in conse-
quence of a representation made by his
direction and discharged without question
The secretary of state on April 10 instruct-
ed Minister Lowell to urge upon Earl Gran-
ville to release the remaining prisoners, to
which Lowell answered on the 12th that
he did not think he could possibly obtain
the release of the remaining American priso
ners except upon conditions that they
should leave the country not to retarn as
long as the exceptional legislation remajned
in force. o
The same day the secretary of state in-.
structed Minister Lowell to semd a report
by cable of the names of the remaining
prisoners and all facts and information re.
specting ‘them which had mnot yet been
communicated to the department, and
which in his judgement would be necessary
for a complete understanding of their cases.
On April 13, Minister Lowell answered,
promising the desired information as soon
as it could be obtained. On April 19
Lowell cabled that he had received the
names of four persons still in prison who
were understood to be Americaps. These
were O'Mahoney, McSweeny, McInerny
and Slattery. The minister stated two
others, Brophy and Gannon, ‘of whom he
had not before heard, had asked him to
intervene, Lowell stated he deélayed
answering in order to obtain all desired
additional’ information.

On -April 21 Lowell cabled that the
Irish secretary would release five prisoners,
iucluding ‘Gannon, for the present, about
whose citizenship there was some doubt,
on condition that they would relurn to the
United States. Lowell answered that he
was instructed not to consent to any con-
ditions.

In his prevsous instruction Lowell had
been authorized by the secretary of state if
requisite to draw on the department
of ~state for $200 per man for aH such
American citizens as might be released and
need means of reaching home. In the
telegram of 2lst Lowell said he would
cause the suspects to be informed that each
should receive £40 on release and promise
to return. On April 22 the secretary of
state cabled Lowell that he was right in his
disclaimer of his authority to consent to
the duties imposed upon the released pris-
oners, He was also told the authority to
draw money was given in cesé’of need in
order that persons released ‘might have the
means of reaching home ; that the govern-
ment would properly do this but could not
authorize money to be offered toinduce
persons to leave, but nevertheless any ex-
pense he had already incurred would be
recognized.

On April 28, Lowell reported that the
money offers had been  withdrawn
in all cases; that O’Mabhoney was
other  four

United States. In a letter to Frelinghuy-

O'Mahoney, Gannon-and McSweeney refus-
ed to be liberated on any terms whatever.
¢ Whose advice or orders they were acting
under,” says Lowell, *‘is a matter very prob-
able of conjecture. Meanwhile it is nearly
certain that all suspects except those charg-
ed with the crime of violence will be very
shortly set at liberty, thus rendering
nugatory the most effective arguments in
favor of disorder and resistance to law.”

GUITEAD’S FATE SEALED.

THE COURT EN BANC SUSTAIN THE
JUDGMENT BELOW.

_— .

Full Text of the Opinions of the Judges
James and Hagner—The Assassin will
Hang on June 30.

WAsSHINGTON, May 22.—Jusgtice James
to-day read the decision of the court en
banc upon the exceptions in the Guiteau
case. After reciting the crime for which
the accused was tried, Judge James passéd
to the question.of jurisdiction. The indict-
ment was drawn under section 539 of the
revised statutes of the United States, and
although indictments under this section
have always been . sustained by courts. of
the district, it was deemed best to reyiew
the decision in this connection as this issue
has been raised in this case. . The applica-
tion of this section was sustained after a
fu'l and careful examination of its langnage
and evident intent. Judge James reviewed
authorities pertinent to the exception that
the court of the district could not take the
jurisdiction because the blow was struck in
one county and death ensued. in another.
By carlier aunthorities there was no  con.
fusion, and it was held that an offence conld
be enguired into where the fatal blow was
stiuck ; that murder subsisted in a fatal
blow, aud consequently-was committed
where the fatal blow was: struck. It was
only when new trials were introduced that
juries were no longer allowed to find verdicts
upon their own knowledge, and under George
IV. juries were summoned from courts
where felony was committed. Confasion
which at one time existed on the question
where trial should take place when the
blow was given in one county- and death
occurred in - another arose from the
uncertainty ~whether the . crime could
be considered completed in either county.
Common law seemed to have settled the
principle that the crime was committed
where the fatal blow was struck, How-
ever, no such traditions or anachronisms as
are found in common law were adopted by
the constitution of the United States when’
it adopted trial by jury. The functions uf
our jurits are to hear witnesses and
all the ground covered by the jurisdiction
of the court. In this case the application
of federal law was a much higher consider-
ation, and upder this Jaw the crime -of
murder  is  definitely = defined and,
punishment ~ prescribed, and  where
the terms of our statute laws are
perfectly clear and well defined, there was
no intention on the part of congress that;
the court should go back te common law
for enlightenment. Navy yards, forts, ar-
senals, dock-yards and tge distvict of
(lolumbia were reserved from the jurisdic-
tion of the states and placed under the
jurisdiction of the federallaw. The ordin-
ary reasorable meaning of this federal
statute (5339) meant protection from the
crime of murder. The simple question
here is whether this crime was in this case
was committed within tiie true meaningand
intent of this statute. Upon this point the
court were of opinion that if ‘the fact of
defendant achieved murder then the crime
was clearly cognizable under the federal
statute by the courts of this district,
Summing up upon this question Judge
James said : We hold therefore that the
criminal court had jurisdiction to try, con-
vict and sentence defendant, and we now
come to the inquiry whether error was com-
mitted upou trial. - After briefly discussing
the alleged error in qnestions put toex-“
pert witnesses, Judge James said : We find
no error in the admission of this testimony
or ruling of the court. Upon the admission
of Mrs. Dunmires evidence the existence of
insanity is not a matter of voluntary or
confidental relationship between husband
and wife and witness. Denial that she saw .
any evidence of it can no way be considered
disclosing confidences between them. We
iherefore find no error in the admission of ,
Mrs. Dunmire’s evidence; The remaini
exceptions discussed were those introdml::g
by the prosecution of the evidernce tending
to show acts of immorality “on' the
part of defendant. This he: held was
strictly rebuttal testimony and was clearly
no error. &
Upon the point that the court below
failed to charge the jury the test of inssuity -
was whether the defendant had poweri :to
resist as weil as to discriminate betws
right and wrong. We hold evilence wh?g.
did not call for ruling upon this’ point, cn- '
sequently there could be ne error on' the
part of the court.- The last exception. . was,
the day fixed for execution, which in, the
opinion of the court did not: constitute an
error. Although the court Was unanimous
in the views set forth, there ‘were some
questious which it was desirable. to.discuss
more fully than could well be done in the
opinion just read and Justice Hagner had
consented to discuss these questions ina
seperate opinion.
Judge Hagner said that although of
opinion that nothing is necessary, to be
added to the opinion of Judyge James, still,
as 8o much stress has been placed by the de-
fence upon the law as it existed in Mary-
land when the federzl statute was passed
and upon the claim that under the Taw as
it then existed this crime could not
have been tried and punished here,
I have deemed it of econsequence
to show just what that law was, He then
reviewed the Maryland Jaw and held that
under the Maryland act of 1785 that indict-
ment would have been good in this distriet.
¢ It appears passing strange,” saidWJudge
Hagner, *‘ that the law should appear to
be at variance with common sense.’ Sup-
pose it happened that the boundary line ran
lietween the theatre where Lincoln was shot
and the house where he died, it would
have been most repugnant to common sense
to have raised the issue that his murderer
could not have been tried beeause the crime
was not complete in either jurisdiction:”

THE ENGLISH VIEW OF THE ASSASSINATIONS.
= 1t will probably turn out that the cable
hag dealt more leniently with the murderers
of Lord Cavendish and Mr. Burke than the
facts warranted. After the first shock had
passed, there appeared to be in the cable
despatches a tendency to smooth the matter
over, to make it appear that’' the event
was not so terrible a one after al! hat
soon the excitement would blow ove:, and
Mr. Gladstone’s policy of conciliation would
goonas before. We dissented from this
view, ‘and pointed out that on sécond
thought public feeling against the murder-
ers would gather force instead of weakening,
The fuller accounts now coming by mail
show that the murders are regarded as the
answer of a faction to Gladstone’s message
of peace. His peaceful message is spurned,
and the eountry knows it.

The London correspondent of  the New
York Tribune, writing on the Tuesday after
the murders, says that radical philosophers
in England and the Parncilites in Ireland,
will be held largely responsible for the
crime, Neither of these two had any Lut the
faintest condemnation of former mur-
ders ; natural enongh that there should be
more murders now ; when their poli:y of
doing nothing to prevent or punish mur-
der is tried. Such is the correspo::ent’s
account of the prevailing feeling i. Eng-

land, . And we make no doubt that Le is
telling the truth,on competent observation,
too. “The question now is—ecan Gladstone
govern the ecountry and still miantain his
alliance with Chamberlain and Parnell ?
Candidly speaking, the thing appears utterly
impossible. Even after all that has been
conceded, the latest despatches bring us
news of war to the knife, declared by the
council of the fenian brotherkood in New
York. 1t does not seem possible that Mr.
Gladstone can work through the trouble.
He may any day throw up the sponges and
advise the queen that he feels]it his duty to
resign, and to make way for a tory govern.

A SUBSTITUTE FOR THE ROPE NECESSARY.

Three executions took place in the Uni-
ted States on Friday last, and two of them
were ‘horrible and shameful exhibitions,
Leighton in New York and Rea in Tennes-
see were slowly tortured to death by stran-
gulation, owing to the blundering ignorance
of the hangmen employed by the authorities
to take the forfeited lives of the murderers,
Contrasted with executions in America,
those of Europe are incomparably better
managed. In England recently a murder-
er was hanged, and as all the dispatches
showed, his death occurred instantly. He
was executed by an expert hangman. On
this continent tw~ out of every threee exe-
cutions are characterized by scenes which
make one shiver *» read about.

It is an open q.estion whether any per-
son favors hanging asa means of putting
criminals out of ezistence. It is no more
shameful except by tradition than any

e e ——— -

of the methqds employed in other :ountripi,
and its maintenance must be aseribed ragher
to the conservatism of the public who tol-
erate it because nobody makes a-move in o,
new direction than to any preference for it
as a method of taking life. The guillotine,
which is now freely used in Europe, would
not for obvious reasons, find acceptauce
here. Thereis a natural aversion among us
to shed blood as well as to mutilate the vic.
tim by taking off his head. But the alter-
native isnot between the knife and the
rope. The Spanish government, strange to
say, has the most reasonable instrument
of death, The garotte is an appli-
ance in which the victim is executed in-
stantly in a sitting position. To the back
of the chair is affixed an iron collar which
encircles the neck. Behind it is a sharp
poinard like knife. A twist of a wheel in-
stantly compresses the criminal’s throat
and at the same moment thrusts forward the
knife, which penetrates the cervical column
in a vital place and death is instantaneous.
Even this, with all its advantages, need not
be resorted to since the development. of
electricity. The electric chair in which the
maurderer sits might be employed. A pow-
erful battery is connected with it, and ata
signal the circuit is completed and life is
extinguished painlessly by the shock with-
out mutilation of the body.

THE CHINESE QUESTION.

The turning up of the Chinese question
at this time is not fortuuate for the Globe.

To THE WoRLD : The Montreal Witness
is jealous of those underlying principles
which should guide our statesmen in the
government of our country. At least, in
its article as published in the Friday’s issue
of the World, on the Chinese, one 1s Jed to
believe s0. In it Sir John is taken to task
for, what it looks like to the writer of the

1t is evident from the tone of
the arti:le that it is unwise for any liberal
statesman, on the broad principles of chiris-
tian liberty, to attempt to keep the Chinese
out.

I am no admirer of any political leader
who either panders to one class or trys to
please others to save himself in his position as
leader. At the same time I do not believe
in a leader who is so tenacious for a prin-
ciple, that rather than go one jot from it
would allow his country to’ be injured
thereby. We have had a practical
example of this last in the free
trade rinciple  of the Mackenzie
Cartwright government, who allowed three
deficits, and would, perhaps, have allowed
suzh deficits to continue up to the present
if the people would, so tenacious were they
of a priuciple. 'We were only *“flies on the
wheel.” A political leader I look upon as
one who ghould know the science of gov-
ernment of a country. Let him be the
leader of the government of Canada, it is its
interest, and it alone, that should receive
his wisdom and labor. Kor a leader to
act on the broad principle of liberty and
competition without any due regard for the
interest of his-country in the whole, finan-
cially, as well as morally, and its interest
particularly, abeve the desires of any other
country, is only to court a derangement of
its affairs and a deficit in its exchequer.
The 'Montreal Witness writes very glibly
of those underlying principles which shonli
guide our political leaders in determining
their actions on the Chinese question,
Doubtless the Witness is good in its inten.
tions. But I venture to say ‘that those
principles it advocates and endeavors to im.
press on the minds of those *‘wise, liberal-
minded” political leaders, are only carried
out’ by onme in a score of those who
tale 80 glibly about  them. It
means merely  financial failure to
those who practice them. And surely
those who grow rich whilst talking so glibly
about them are oniy wearing chem as an
outer covering, for there is no alliance be-
tween God and Mammon, I say this ad-
visedly, for the Witness I am fully assured
looks upon those principles in ~ common
with other free trade philanthropists as the
emanations of God.

For these purposes it has disregarded the
county bounds, disturbed the electoral dis-
tricts. and violated long-standing associa-
tions of friendship, business, and con .
venience throughous the greater part of
Ontario,

But even this was not enough !

Repealing the' law which makes sheriffs
and registrars the returning-officers, it has
taken power to appoint where it pleases its
own nominees to do its work, and to re-en-.
aet the scenes of ten years ago, when men
defeated at the polls in Muskoka and
West Peterboro’ were made into members
of parliament by the will of these officials

Such acts are subversive of those princi-
ples of justice, equality, and fair play on
which our constitution rests, and which
give a moral sanction to the laws,

They show that government, notwith-
standing all it boasts, feels itself beaten in
a fair fight ; and so attempts fou! play.

We are appealing to all good men, with-
out distinction of pirty, to rebuke this
gross abuse of power ; and to show its
authors that although they may exchange
townships and cut up counties as they like,
the votes of the electors on whom they
count cannot be transferred to the sup-
porters of iniquities like these, -

We are calling not only for an enthu-
siastic, vigorous, and organized effort on the
part of reformers, but also for the support
of many, heretofore indifferent or hostile,
who will yet decline to become accomplices
in this transaction.

plaud will then condemn these particular
incidents of the tariff,

But I believe that one brief experience
has already convinced many former support-
ers of the need-of amendment; and that a
majority of the intelligent electors are in
favor of such modifications in the direction
I have pointed out as may be made with a
due regard to the legitimate interests of all
concerned.

I challenge the Northwest Jand policy of

the government, which has in various forms
given facilities tor speculition, whereby
great areas of the choicest lands are falling
into the hands of middlemen, who will hold
them till they exact from the immigrant
large profits, thus at once retarding the de-
velopment of the eountry and lessening the
Prosperity of the settler.,

Our motto is, “The land for the settler,
the price for the public!”

The report of the civil service commission
shows that the existing system has result-
ed in bad appointments, extravagant salaries,
the retention of unfit officers, the discour-
agement of many deserving men, and great
injury to the public. It shoWs that the
true remedy is the abolition of political pt-
ronage, the substitution of appointments by
merit, and the reorganizition of the system.

Agreeing in the main with these views, |
believe that the new act, which proceeds
on other lines, will not remedy the admit-
ted evils.

Provision is needed to preveat improper
practices in connection with ttenders and
contracts for public works; but the govern-
ment has thwarted such legislation,

Those who have not forgotten the events
of 1872 will know the reason why.

Our provincial rights are amongst the
chief jewels of our constitution ; and ou
their preservation rest the rosperity and
the permanence of the confederation,

Of these the most valuable—that indeed
on which all else depends—is the right of
effective local legislation on local affairs,

This right has been greviously infringed
by the disallowance of the streams act.
which dealt with a subject purely local,
and in no wise conflicted with Dominion
interests,

Its disallowance on the ground that in
the opinion of the tederal cabinet it was
not a proper act, creates a dangerous pre-
cedent, aud asserts a power destructive of
the autonomy of the province.

The majority of “the iate parliament
sanctioned, whi'e we denounced that dis-
allowance,

It is now for the people to decide whether
they will abandon or regain their threaten-
ed liberties, .

The respective governments 8some years
ago submitted the bounlary question fo the
judgment of a commission of eminent, able
and impartial men. The fact was commu-
nicated to and discussed in parliament, and
although several sessions elapsed, no ad-
verse motion was proposed. On the con-
trary, purliament without dissent voted
the moneys necessary to carry on the re-
ference, and thus adopted the policy.

It was the received opinion that the
natural; . reasonable, and customary mode of
set?ﬁ: an_international question by arbi-
tration would not ve thereafter questioned.
“ The award was made in ’78 ; the present
government in '79 declived to state its
policy on the question ; in ’80 it promoted
the appointment of a partisan committee of
enquiry; in ‘81 it brought Mani-
toba into thie controversy by ‘its mode
of enlarging her eastern limits; then it
announced the opinion that Ontario did not
comprise even her old settlements in the
neighborhood of Fort William ; and ar
length, in 1882, it took courage to declare
to parliament that the award should be
disregarded in order to a struggle tv con-
tract, if possible, within those narrow
bounds the limits of our province,

The majority in the late parliament has
sanctioned, while we have condemned this
action. It is for the pecple to decide
whether the reference and award shall be
repudiated or respected.

The senate is zonstitutel on the prin-
ciple of appointment for life by the ad-
ministration of the day, thus creating a
legislative body responsible to no one,
without provision to secure effective fed.
eral representation, or the necessary degree
of harmony between the two chambers,

1 think this plan defective, and out of
keeping with the true principles of popular
government as at this time developed.

Stme wou'd favor the abolition of the
senate; but we must not forget tkat on
this gubject the other provinces are differ-
ently circumstanced from Ontario; and that
the se1ate was established as a part of the
federal system in the professed interest of
the smaller provinces.

I do not propose that the provinces
shouid be deprived of the right,
which many value, of federal re-
presentation, in the present propor-
tions, in a second chamber; but I
would advosate the reduction of its
numbers and the election by the people
of its members, Qur own experience in
Old Canada gives proof of the wisdom of
this plan,

I am in favor of a true national policy
and of every measure tending to the real
vrogress of our country and the fulfilment
of its great destiny,

The other day I gave my heart and voice
for the assertion of our right, as members
of the empire, to express our views on the
subject of Ireland, a truly Imperial ques-
tion, beyond our legislative competence
indeed, but in which, notwithstanding, we
have from many points of view a most
substantial interest ; and I congratulate
you on the action to which parliament
agreed. {

It is a main ingredient in our national
progress that we should secure a larger
trade and freer acceis to the markets of
the world,

Our efforts in this direction have hither.
to been abortive,

I believe that a full:r freedlom to manage
for ourselves this part of our own affuirs
would give a better mospect of success; and
as advocates of a tiuly national policy, we
have recorded these views in a motion,
which was defeated in parliament, but for
which I ask a verdict at the polls,

Gentlemen, the occasion is a grave one,

To the people is now remitted the oppor-
tunity of judging of the conduct of its
rulers and of settling the lines ou which
public affairs shall be conducted, for five
years at any rate, and mayhap for a much
longer time.

1 hope to be able, before the elose of the
clection, to explain at greater length my
opinion on public affairs; but I have
thought it right, at the earliest moment, to

state frankly my views on some important
uestions as fully as is compatible with the
limits of an addiess,

I cannot expect every one, even of my
own supporters, to concur entirely in every
sentiment I express.

Men’s minds are not so constituted that
one can hope to secure such absolute and
complete assent.

It is on a large, general, and comprehen-
sive view that we must act. If in the main
you differ from me, it is your duty to reject
me as unsuited for your service; and I shal
accept your decision with unfeigned respect
and unabated friendship.

But if in the main'you value the prinei-
ples and approve the policy I have announc-
ed; if you are prepared to condemn the frand
which would cheat our people of -a fair rep-
resentation, the wrong which would deprive
us of our provincial rights, the injustice
which would repudiate an international
award, the crime which has placed
our future in the North-West in the hands
of a great monopoly; the additions, in
breach of solemn pledge, to taxation, ex-
penditure, and public charge ; the schemes
which substitute for the good of the masses
and for fair taxation, the aggrandizemeiit
of the few and the rich_and the oppression
of the many and the poor ; if you are pre-
pared to give your voices for freedom and
Justice, for retrenchment and reform, for
fair play and equal rights, for real progress
and true national development—then I ask
for your support, and will do what in me
lies to justify your decision.

And in the hope and belief that such
will be your verdict,

| its interior space is filled with gas enough

to nearly lift the entire machine anid aeron-
aut. A balloon netting surrounds it, and
its cords support a concentrating ring, ex-
actly as with an ordinary balloon. = In-
stead of Rullison’s customary trapeze bar,
there hangs from the ring a broad veloci-
pede seat. In front of the operator, where
the ‘'steering bar” of a velocipede is, there
are cranks for the hands instead. At the
feet are ordinary velocipede cranks.
All are geared so that moving one
crank moves all, and together
they revolve a screw shaft  which
projects to some distance in front like a
bow-sprit, supported by the netting and
stays. At the outer end of the shaftis a
huge screw of cloth supported by two yards
like a ship’s sail. This lies tlat and motion-
less like the outepread wings of a soaring
bird, until revolved, when it instantly
twists itself into a screw by the air pressure
against the after part, and when under mo-
tion it! hurls a volume of air backward
against the slanting under surface of the
kite, buoying it up and pulling it forward
through theair. The machine then mounts,
carrying as much load of ballast as the
strength of the aeronaut will permit.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 22.—A letter hs
been found in the sleeping room of the
sultan, threatening his life {unless fhis pre-
sent arbitrary plans are changed for liberal
ones and his present personal confidants
dismissed.

These may be very slight and
scarcely worth consideration, bnt unless I
am greatly mistaken the agents of these
men are likely to meet with unexpected re
buffs in very unexpected quarters. 1t will
sarprise me greatly if our citizens do not
resent manfully an uncalled for intrusion
into the sacred groand of individuaal respon-
sibility, snd the right of private judgment
upon religious matters. The whole ten-
dency of ninteenth century thought is in
antagonism to such intrusion.
