A HAPPY OOMMUNITY.

How the People of an Ohlo Village Lead
Lives of Coritentment.
From the Cleveland Herald.
About eighty miles from Cleveland and
six miles south of Mineral Point, the ter-

minus of the valley road at the Wheeling
junction of Wheeling and Lake Erie rail-
road there is a quaint little old village
known as Zoar, inhabited by a strange,
frugal and industrious people, the happiest,
perhaps, in the world. They know no care;
nothing worries or troubles them. A large
number of them never saw the outside of
their beautiful bome, a veritable paradise,
and trouble themselves little, if any,
about the turmoil and strifes of
the wicked world. The colony was first
founded in 1817 by Huber and Aekermann,
two Germans, the former a native of Wur-
temburg and the latter hailing from Ba-
varia, Shortly afterward, in the same
year, they and a few followers from the
same country formed a community and
nafmed it Zoar, because they looked upon
their home as a place of refuge from the
world, which they termed Sodom and Gor-
morrah, The first two houses which Huber
and Ackermann built in 1817—quaint, an-
tique structures—are but inhabited by the
descendants of the two pioneers. They are
built of logs and mortar and contain but one
large room, sparsely furnished. The win-
dows are small, each containing nine panes
of glass about six inches square. The roofs
are covered with tile, as are three of all the
houses erected in 1850, when the art of tile
making died out in Zoar. The inhabitants,
who have no desire to amass wealth, work
for one common end—that is, for the good
of the community, which owns and controls
the village, including thousands of acres of
the richest land in the Buckeye state. The
money goes 1nto one common treasury, and
tt‘m_ necessaries of life, including food, pro-
visions and garments, are furnished by the
village officials, consisting of three trustees
and a committee of five, who are annually
elected by ballot. The village contains
about three hundred inhabitants, which
number has been the same since 1817, and
never increases or decreases to any notable
extent, There are no preachers, but all
the people are devout, worshipping after the
manger of the friende, The marriage vow
is held sacred, and the laws are rarely
broken.

They May Blow Out the Gas.

Mr. W. H.. Peano‘n, jr.5 superintendent
of the gas works, called at The World
office yesterday and showed a new aufo-
matic burner, which may be the means of
saving the lives of a good many country-
men who indulgle in the habit of blowing
out the gas- 1t is so arranged that within
a few seconds after the light is blown out
the gawis shut off, and this is accomplished
by means of a rod attached to the burner
and sustained by two ““‘catches.” Phe heat
firet expands the rod and it drops down
from the first catch, and when the gas is
blown cut the rod cools and contragtg-end
drops down from the ' second catch, com-
pletely shutting off the gas. The invention
is an ingenicus and useful one, and should
be adopted }'y all hotelkeepers and others
who burn gar.

Monday Night’s Gale.

15, 1882, caused to be written and
distributed a letter defaming the plaintiff’s
character, which said that John Canesss,
the plaintiff's husband, got his living by
witchery and ‘“throwing something over
people which ‘they never can get rid of and
they have to dis,” The defendant, who is
‘an Italian 3@t unable to write English, got
a young girl who was living at his house to
write the letters acd they weat together and
pui them under the doors'of nine houses. .
The jury gave a verdict for $50. -

IMPORTANT TO HOP GROWERS.

The brewers of this country have, so they

say, suffered considerable injustice from the

way in which hops are sold, For instance,

when hops were a dollar a poundvtb\ey‘p%:
that rate for the gross weight of a bale, the

sacking of which weighed seven pounds

and which cost“fhe grower about fifty cents,

but for which 2t a dollar a pound he reaped

seven dollars. Following the example of
the brewers of the United States, the
Canada Brewers’ iaticn at a eting
yesterday unanimously resolved that seven
pounds shall be deducted from the weight
of.each bale as tare, and an allowance of
fifty cents per bale be made to sellers to
cover cost of material used in sacking. That

the facts as they appeared from the 1epors,
By mistake the bulletin jtself was not given
out here, while the private note for the
observer, .which did the mischief, was
posted on 'Change. The frost appears to
have come, but a day or two later.

80CIAL ECONOMY.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir: Your correspondent who writes
under the above cognomen svems to think
that while in times of extreme . depression
the government may perhaps taks up the
question of relief tor {the laborer, the thing
really to look to and be ‘depended on, is a
healthy public sentiment that will regulate

supply.

Now I venture to say, in answer to this,

that human se'fishness is so prevaleat and
so powerful, that while there are employers
who recognize their: responsibility to act
justly and kindly towards their work-
people, they are too few to leaven
the mass that act from the pure sel-
fishness of getting all the labor they can for
their money regardless of all elze. Now, if
the government, which in a free country is
supposed to represent the interests of the
entire community, in opposition to that of
the few, were to decrec a minimum wage for
labor, based upon the cost of material exis-
tence—say, for married men $1 per day;
for single men and women 50 cents, and for
juveunile labor of both. sexes, under 18, $2
per week, or board—all mercenary employ-
ers, which the mass of employers are, would
know how to calculate upon those/limits
and what they could. do. Piece” work,
from experiencs cofitd be fairly avetaged so
as to produce these minimum rewards for
labor to an average worker of ten hours.
Of course there would sometimes be diffi-
culty in making this adjugtment to the sat-
isfaction of all parties; but if a disinter-
ested and competent arbitration were con-
stituted by law to settle disputes om the
subject, a result mizht be obtained, with
this standard as an object, that would be
far ahead of the 'present state of things,
where the only object of a competing em-
ployer is to produce, by cheap labor, more
caeaply than his neighbor,so as to undersell
him,
And if, in addition to this, the government
were charged with the responsibility of em-
ploying, at the rates named, all unemployed
l«bor; either in workshops or on tarme,
these depots of labor might become sch-ols
of improyement and eources of supply to
employers who could go at-any time and
cupply. themselves with the labor they re-
(uired by agreement with the laborers,

Politicl economiets would, of c-urse, op-
posé any such course as interfer-
ing ‘with the free  carrent  of
Laiber: But the fact is this
free carrent of labor has brought on a rush
of pauperism in-the old world and is fast
producing it in the new. Many also would
objict to it as involving more taxes and
buréhens upon the taxpsyers. But the
produce of the labor paid for, if judiciously
sold, and the lessening of crime by the
employment of hsnds having no other
means of suppors, would rapidly diminish
the public burthene, and,f the rich were
compelled to give a tenth part of their an
vual ‘gains to the state the poor might be
freed %rom taxes altogether.

Csn christian men and w. men who consti-
tnte ~the church : leava their household
duties and business to get that training, and
svhen trained can they neglect home duties
or will they take their places’ in the
schools ? Anyone who has to do with
Sanday schoolg knows how the best qualified
men and womdn in most cases refuse to
teach in Sunday schools and that many
have to undertake the work who in ther
own eyes are unfit for it but tryto do their
best. It is impossible to have a
system  of  Sabbath schools  the
counterpart of onr public schools in every
respeet, and if we had the money to estab-
lish them we would not find brained men
and women to teach them or the money fo
hire them.

THR CATHOLIC COUNCIL
©pened with Pomp and splendor in New
York. 3
‘Condensed from the New York Sun.
St. Patrick’s cathedral was filled with
worshippers-at 10 o'clock on Saturday morn-

* ing, the hour set for the beginning of the

ceremonies preceding the opening of the
first conncil of the Roman catholic province
of New York held since Cardinal McCloskey
attained the cardinalate. Indeed, the vast

_seatiog and standing space of the cathedral
bad been exhausted for nearly an hout b6
fore. : ;

At last the voices of the boy choristers were
heard outside, chanting antiphonally, and
soon the long train ofacolytes, monks, dea-
cons, priests, bishops and archbishops paced
slowly up and gradually filled the chancel.
Tt was like a pictureof a gathering in the
middle ages—the innocent faces of the sing-
jug boys robed in scarlet, violet and white,
the dvvout expression of the younger priests,
the weary, sad locks of some of the elder
priests—some with intellectual heads, some
looking practical and hard, as if they knew
how to meet and battle with the spirit of to-

. day.” A group of carmelite friars had a far-
away look, as if St. Teresa were whispering
to them. Each bishop was accompanied by
a theologian, whose black and white robes

! threw out tne gorgeous red and gold of his
chief’s vestments. ;

During the mass, which wassaid by
Bishop Laughlin of Brooklyp, the bishops
had been ranged in seats on the epistle side
of the altar, fronting the Cardinal’s throne,
consequently with their backs to the pulpit.
Just before the sermon, after his eminence
with his cross bearer and attending priests
quietly departed, the master of ceremonies
planed seats in an irregular double semi-
circle on the opposite side, and here the
high “dignitaries seated themselves in a most
picturesque group, all glowing with scarlet
and crimson robes and golden mitres, while
officials of lower degrees and more sober
raiment eat on ‘the chancel steps at tbeir
feet.

As Bishop Loughlin seated himself in his
chair of state on the opposite side of the
altar, Cardinal McCloskey came from the
sacristy.  Acolyles, bearing his jeweled
archiepiscopal cross, mitre, barretta, and
missal, on crimson cushions and carrying
flaming tapers, preceded him. bove his
red silk soutane he wore a surplice of lace,
bound with a broad sash of red watered
silk, weighted with gold fringe, A pecs
ioral cross gleamed upon his breast, and
from the hand fhat grasped his golden
crosier flashed his gemmed signet ring.
From his shoulders flowed a mantle of crim-
son velvet, encrusted with religious insignia
in gold, Pages in white soutanes and lace
albs held in their glovel hands the hem of
the mantle, The cardinal’s mitre was of
cloth &f silver, sét” @t tipped with jewels.
