den Probably Fata'ly Wounded—Sev-
eral Prisoners and'Guards Also lojured.
8r. VixcesT DE Pavurn, Que,, April 25—
The convicts ‘in the penitentiary here by
some means obtained possession of some
rifles and revolvers belonging to the guards
and revolted about 4 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, Warden Laviollette' demanded
their surrender, when the prisoners opened
fire on him and the guards and a desperate
fight ensued, which lasted some time. The

warden received a bullet in the jaw, another

pierced his wrist, while a third entered the
abdomen, - His. wounds are very serious,
but hopes are entertained of his recovery.
Chartrand, a guard, was wounded in the
leg, while several others received wounds
more or less “serious, A prisonmer named
Corrivesu was shot dead. Five other pris-
oners were wounded, None of the ocon-
victs escaped.

It appears that the row first broke out in
the stone shed, the guards who had charge
of the gang being seized and bound, The
prisovers, after stripping the guards of
their revolvers and rifles, took seme rafters
to make a ladder to enable them to get over
the walls, Mr, Laviollette putting in an
appearance, was also seized and bound.
Some guards who ought to have been on
£op of the wall had just time enough to get
up to their sentry hoxes when the prisoners
made an advance with Laviollette in
front of them, The sentries fired on
them, some of the - ‘bullets taking
effcot, although pot seriously injur~
ing them, After firing back in return,
the prisoners withdrew to the other side of
the yard. While they were trying o pry
open the wooden fence, they were
fired upon, but seemed to' think they were
safe so long as Mr, Laviollette was in front
of them, Mr. Laviollette, however,jordered
the sentries to fire; whereupon one of them
fired over his head and hit eme Corri-
veau, killing kim almost instantly.
As soon as Corriveau fell, the
prisoners fired on Mr, Laviolleite and
wounded him in three places, oune ball
entering his back, another going through
his wrist, and ‘another entering the back
of his head and coming out through his jaw,
The sentries now poured a heavy volley
upon the prisoners, wounding several,
whereupon they ran to the centre buildin,
and were eventually captured and phoog
in their oells.

Mr. Laviollette is not likely to recover.
Mr. Ouimes, the Deputy Warden, is now
in charge,

Large crowds visited the penitentiary to-
day, when the prisoners from their cells
engaged in singing and sbhouting, Vien,
who shot at A. F. Geult while plundering
that gentleman’s Louse several years ago,

When the Warden was bronght to the
fence %o act as a shield for the comviote in
their efforts to break it down the oconvicts
yelled to the guards on the walls, “‘you
can't shoot or you will kill the Warden,”.
The latter bravely and pluckily oried out
to them, ““Shoot, shoot, never mind me,”
The guards continued doing their duty,

There are eight, guards on relief all the
time, - These fortunately were at hand,
Hearing shots, they ran np with revelvers,
and while the convicts were at the femce
kept up a fusilade through it.:- The con~

NISTER VRRAVELLED.

RLLEN McCLEARY TELLS THE STORY
OF THE WIARTON TRAGEDY,

St Missing—Detective Rogers’ Clever

Work. - :
“Owen Souxp, Aptil 24.— James King,
John Wilson and Charles McCleary have
been arrested in connection with the horri-
ble murder commitied about two miles
from Wiarton abount a month ago, by which
James A, Bailey and his hired man, whose
name is unknown, lost their lives. The res
volting and bloodrcurdling naturé of this
case will still be remembered. The mys-
terious destruction of Bailey’s house by fire,
the discovery of the bodies of twe men in
the still burning debris, and the horrible
disclosures made by the post mertem ex-
amination all tended to make the ocase ene
of the most absorbing interest, especially as
there was no clue to the perpetrators.

The above arrests were made on the
strength of the confession of Ellen Mo~
Cleaty, whose family resided next door to
Bailey, and kept bouse for the murdered
man, The nnraveling of the mystery is
due to splendid work by Deteotive Rogers,
of the Provinclal force, Although there
were no olues to the tugdy. he came to the
conolusion that the MoCleary family knew
more about the matter than they oared to
tell. - He therefore kept close watch upon
their movements, A fow days ago he saw
Ellen McCleary, accompanied by & man,
board a train, They got off at Palmerston
and registered st a hotel as man and wife,
While they were out of their room Rogers
entered and got ander the bed.

Soon after the couple returned and com-
menced talking about the marder, After
listening for a short time Rogers crawled
out from under the bed and arrested both
man and woman, The former gave his
The ' girl was
thunderstruck and admitted to the detec~
tive that whas he had heard was true. She
su uently made a statement to the effact
that on the night of the murder King and
Wilson came to Bailey’s house and asked
her 'if Bailey was at home, King had

iley that night, Bailey hadn’t returned
from Wiarton and the men told her o go
home and then went into the bush to wait
for Bailey. She went home and sent her
brother Charlie over to Bailey’s house to
ges the hired man ont, as she did not want
to see him killed, She saw ‘King and Wil-
son return to the house about an hour afser
she left, and afterwards saw the fire, King
formerly lived with Bailey, but had a row
with him and left, Both were paying ate
tention to Ellen McCleary, and King had
stated to the girl that as long as Bailey
was around he could not get her to
bim, She did not tell anything about the
affair before, as King had threatened to
kill her if she opened her monuth, Miss
M and her companion were brought
here and lodged in jail, and the other ar-

The preliminary examination of King and
Wilson commenced last evening, The girl
again repeated her story, and her brosher
Charles corroborated her statement to the
effect that she sent him to tell the hired
man to come over to their place. The
hired man would not come, This was just
a little while before the fire broke out,
The trial was adjourned for a week.

King bas a bad record. Four years ag
he was arrested on the ohnﬁe of murdering
his sister by poisoning, but acqnitted.
Wilson, on the other hand, bears a good
record, and some believe he had no hand
in the tragedy, and that the girl is asing
him in place of a man named Steinoff, who
was stopping with her at the time of the fire,
and who she is trying to shield. This be-
lief is_strengthened by the gquestion asked
by Charles M when arrested,
whether Steinoff w as arrested yet. Steinoff,
it will be remembered, acted very sirangely
at the fire, and disappeared after the bodies
were discovered. e left the vicinity a
few days later, telling the neighbors he had
seen a ghost. It is thought Wilson will be
able to prove an alibl. It has not yet transe
pired what part, if any, McCarty took in
the affair,

A D‘NGIBOUB’!‘A TE OF THINGS,

Polish Peasanfs in Galicla Secretly Bril-
Mag and Arming,

VieNNA, April 24,—A dangerous state of
excitement exists among the ignorant pease
sntry of Galioia, Austro-Hungary, owing
to a rumor that the Government intends to
restore the forced labor laws, and to a
report that the aristocrats are organizing a
massacre of the Polish peasants in revenge
for the atrocities which the peasants com-
mitted upon the nobles in 1846. Seoret
meetings are being held by the peasants, a
majority of whom are armed, The nobles
are taking refuge in the cities, Forces of
cavalry and infantry have been d
throughout Galicia. Several agitators, who
are supposed to be Russians, have been ar-
rested there, The Government is taking
measures to calm and disabuse the minds of
the peasants,

An Orange Rliot at Glasgow,

Grascow, April 24,—A collision between
Orange and Oatholic roughs occurred after
the holding of a Loyalist meeting here yess
terday. Four arrests were made, At a
later hour an Orange mob attackel a
Catholic chapel, which - was crowded with
worshipers, and smashed all the windows,
The few police who were present were
powerless to prevent the mob’s work of
destruction, The priest conducting the
services in the chapel ordered the doors to
be locked and thus prevented the mob from
doing further misohief.

Te be the Highest iu the World,

Paris, April 24,—An iron tower 984
feet high is to be erected on the grounds of
the coming Paris International Exhibition,
The tower will bejsupported by four pillars,
whioh will be higher than the magnificent
towers of the Cathedral of Notre Dame,
whioh jhave an altitude of 205 feet, The
structure will cost $1,000,000 and will be
surmounted by a powerful electrio light
that will be visible, it ie believed, as far as
Dijon, 197 miles southeast of Paris,

A Ghasity Discovery In a Hogshend,
CLARKSVILLE, Tean., April 24, —Yegters
day afternoon a ghastly discovery was
made about five miles below this city by
two boys, A hogshead, which had been
left in & fizld by the late receding waters of
the Cumberland, was found to contain the
mutilated and much-decomposed bodies of &
man and’a woman supposed to be negroes.
