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A wmethodist Minister's
perience.

Rev. J. M. Pike of this province,
who is in South Carolina, writes to the
Wesleyan :

The first shock was felt by us on Fris
day, August 27th,at 8.30 8. m. Thie
was slight but distinotly perceptible
all through the town. The next shock
—a greater one— came at 4.40 on Satur-
day morning, causing our house to
tremble. ~The third was felt on the
same day at 1.18 p. m. [ was sittingat
the organ, and the instrument seemed
to tip over toward the wall and return
with a thud. There were two or three
slight shocke on Sunday, none on Mon.
day or Tuesday, duriog the day, We
tonoluded that the trouble was over,
and had almost dismissed the earthe
quake from nur thoughts,

On Tuesday vight our children had
petired, and were Baleeping soundly.
Wife and I were silting near the table
in our sitting room, the ‘one engaged
in sewing and the ' other 'in" writing,
Suddenly about. 10:0'clock, without any
premonition, thers ocame @& “terrible
crash, causing the house to tremble, so
that we supposed it was trembling to
pieces. The light on the table was in«
stantly extinguished, and the sensation
that we experienced during the next
thirty or forty seconds no pen can pos-
sibly describe. [ grasped wife in my
arms and we had the utmost difficulty
in keeping our feet. She cried, ' What
shall we do ?' I replied, * Trust in God,
and keep perfectly calm.’ [t was im,
possible to move from where we were
standing. The building seemed as
though it was being crushed to atoms,
and with the falling of bricks from the
ohimneys, the falling of plaster and
pictures, and disbes, and the dashing of
furniture about the rooms, the creak
ing of the house, and the thunderous
poise outside, it seemed as though the
end bad come and we were being en-
gulfed in the earth.  As soon &8 the
shock somewhat subsided we rushed
for the children who were ocoupying
three separate rooms. When I reached
my eldest boy 1 found bim completely
covered with the plaster that bad falls
en from the ceiling ; but fortunately he
was uninjured, We soon succeeded
in getting them all safely from the
building, and in their night élothes and
wrapped in sheets and quilts,” we dew
posited them on the strest in ‘front of
the house. Several of the neighboring
families came into our group, and there
together we waited seven lorg hours
for the dawning of theday. Allthrough
the night shocks of greater or less vio-
lence were experienced, but nove so
great as the one that drove us from the
house. There was no escape from the
town, for the railway was badly damag
ed, so that we could only make our
families as comfortable as possible and
calmly await the future.

To add to the horrors of the might,
the colored people seemed to be per-
fectly frenzied. As we rushed out of
doors that night the sound that greeted
us must be worse ‘thap pandemonium.
Some screaming, others praying; still
others groaning, and all this comming-
led with the barking and howling of
bundreds of d gs, produced a wild wail
of agony, which I pray God I may
pever again. The night was calm, and
the hideous sounds reverberalea
through the tall pives, almost sudibly

prououncizg unutterable woe.

My head is swimming, my nerves are
somewhat shattered, and I fear this is
but a rambling story. But please con«
sider that | bave ‘the responsibility of
a wife and five small children upon my
heart and mind,and that [ have not tak
en off my clothing for six nights. While
writing | bave been interrupted by
several persons applying tor relief. |
am here, and will stay (D.V.) Tbe
other ministers have left—have had to
leave the town.

Tae Cavee aND REMEDY OF STREAKED
Burrer.— What is the cause of streaks
ed butter ? | bave made some very
good butter, but one churning becsme
strenked after it was salted. The work
was all done by the same person.—J.
E. B., Naples, Me. .
Butter 18 made streake by uneven
salting. Salt deepens the color of buts
ter a little, and when it is not evenly
distributed, the part which gets little
or none is paler than that which gets
the most, hence the streaks. It is no
certain evidence that the salting is
evenly done at all times because it is
done by the same hand, for the same
band does not always do its work alike.
If our friend wants to make a good job
of it,’he should not seasen his butter
with salt at all. He should do it with
brine. He should gather bis butter in
the churn oot in a lump, but in
granules, by stopping the churn when
the butter has come enough to rise
reahily to the top of the buttermilk.
I'hen draw off the buttermilk and rinse
the butter in the churn with cold water
till it will run off clear, and then im-
merse the bulter in brine as strong as
it can be made, and let the "butter re-
main in it from one to five hours—
better five than one, and ifit remains in
10, 12 or 24 hours, it will do no harm, and
in fact be all the better for it. By having
the brine at about 60 degrees when the but -
ter is taken out of ic, the butter will be
evenly salted and ready for pressing into
% solid form for packing or for patting in
any desirod shape for use or mar-
ket. He can in this way avoid streaky
butter not only, but avoid working alto-
gether, and thus secure the best poasible
quality to his product, and with the least
possible labor.— Prof. L. B. Arnold.

A Honrse's Hip Lges Anp SnouLpers, —
Did you ever notice the pleasure a horse
seems to get from elevating his forelegs 7
Leave your horse tied in front of your
house five minutes, and he has his fore
feet on the pavoment and his hind ones in
the gutier,

Be~ '¢s this has a
perceptible effect on the bes ty ofa horse,
aud the prettiest shoulde: are always
found on horses whose stall: are construct.

FALL FASHIONS IN HATS, WRAPS, MANTLES

AND JaOKETS.
Sailor, Geinsborough, turbsn and
gypsey hats, formed of the coarsest dark
straw or fancy braided rushes, will be
worn until the cold weather sets in.
Hats are trimmed with velvet faciogs
apri=
cots, plums, tomatoes, or otherwise
with balf wreaths of shaded sutumn
|eaves, in rich ‘vivid colorings, dark
red and yellow velvet wall flowere,
pasturtiums, verbena blooms, dablias
trumpet flowers and foliage and the like.
In felt bate and bonnets are brought
out finesmooth French felts. Fuazzy
telts are to be worn en suite, with shag-
gy tailor-made costumes.

The turban with moderately high
crown and brim, and the English walke
ing oat rolling high upon each side,will
be the favorite shapes for the autumn,
the decorations for these -consisting of
high Joops of pecot velvet rihhon with
satin on the reverse side, into which
ere set beaded aigrettes, pompons of
fancy rolled feathers, or soft twists, of
plaided surab, rolls of canary yellow
velvet or sprays of poppy red flowers,

The dark blue and golden brown felts
will form the leading autumn colors in
felt bats and bonnets.

The most striking jacket noticed for
autumn is the coachman’s coat, made of
smooth livery cloth, with a turned over
collar. This is closely fitted, double
breasted, extended well over the hips.
The colors for these tailor garments are
tan brown navy blue, the gray called
Salambo and heliotrope.

Coats are ined throughout with satin
and may be made heavy enough for
winter weather.

There are also wraps no longer than
a baeque. The back and sleeves are of
colored lace loaded with embroidery of
beads of the same tint as the velvet.
The sleeves are slashed lengthwise, so
that the wrap may be put off and on
without difficulty., Other short wraps
are of wollens—ecru, beige or brown—
with small woollen grelots studding the
edges.

A convenientand economical fashion
which will continue 10 popularity, will
be the wearing of a velvet jacket with
skirts of contrasting material. It is
essential that veivet shall enter into the
construction of the skirt, for this por-
tion of the costume may be one and
often two materials, bearing no relation
whatever to the velvet basque. The
turned down collar is seen on new
mantles, and a soft, gathered plastron
extends from the collar to the waist,
where it is met by a belt ribbon that
begine on the sides and is tied with
flowing ends in front.

Some very rich mantles bave cash~
mere colored beuds in figures all over
them, or in stripes, alternating with
plush or velvet stripes.
