Important to Captains.

Montreal, September 7.—An important 
judgment to mariners and seamen was 
rendered by Justice Mathieu this morning 
in the case of Christlen Hansen, a sailor, 
against the captain of the Llssie C. Troop, 
of New Brunswick. Some time ago Hen- 
sen took action against Capt Brown, al­
leging that be bad signed articles in Phils 
adelpbia to complete the voyage mention­
ed therein as, starting from Dunkirk, 
France, to Philadelphia ; thence to any 
ports or places in the world not north of 
75° north latitude, or south of 60° south 
latitude, to and fro, if required, and back 

final port of discharge in the United 
Kingdom, the voyage not to exceed three 

The prosecution contended this 
description of tbe voyage was by no means 
clear, true, sufficient and definite ; but on 
the contrary vague and ambiguous. More, 
over, the vessel was a Canadian registered 
foreign going craft, and Canadian law gov­
erned the articles, according to which sail- 

The articles referred 
to in this case should therefore, as tbe Can­
adian statute allowed, be annulled as Illegal 
in form and the voyage declared at an end. 
The defence denied that Canadian law gov© 
erned this case, inasmuch as the particu­
lar engagement bad been signed in a 
foreign port, Philadelphia, before the 
British consul. It therefore came under 
tbe Imperial act of 1873. Defence fur­
ther more contended that the articles in 
the present case tallied exactly with the 
wording of the Imperial act. Declared that 
tbe agreement, a mature one,referred to in 
the present case, was to be regulated by 
tbe Imperial act. He therefore dismissed 
Hansen’s action.

The fact of the busineaa Is, that tbe 
Reverend William Spaulding knows 
just as well as every fisherman in tbe 
United Slates knows, that without our 
fisheries, tbe fishing industry of the re­
public will inevitably be ruined, but 
fiopee by brag, blueler, and misrepre­
sentation, to obtain the free use ol our 
fisheries, without giving any equivalent 
whatever.

All that this Dominion need fear, is, 
that tbe Imperial Government may pos­
sibly be induced to place too little value 
upon the importance of our fisheries to 
ns, and a too high value upon the 
threats of irresponsible parlies in the 
United Slates, and thus be induced to 
make concessions, that would do us 
enormous injury.

The sentiitfent of the best papers, 
end most reasonable men in the United 
States, is most favorable to us, and they 
are willing to concede that our claims 
in the main, are just, as they certainly 
are.

Only one or two 
men are really employed, but the re­
port gets about and tbe consequence is, 
good situations are thrown up by others, 
and when they present themselves 
before the business manager of these 
bouses, they find themselves met about 
ss follows; —

“ Well,” lie asks, • • Where are yon from 7 
and bow much wages do you want?” And 
to the answer lie replies invariably : “ Ob,
we want men with Boston experience, but 
are will offer yon $9 a week."

We are inclined to tbe belief that tbe 
above statement of the ease is in no 
way exaggerated.

STORY OP THE SURVIVORS.

St. John, Sept. 22.—The survivois of 
the unfortunate schooner Rostdlla B., 
which was wrecked on the passage from 
Boston to ibis port, reached here this after- 

Their tattered clothing and bruised 
and scratched bodies hear unmistakable 
evidence of the terrible ordeal through 
which they passed in their fight for life. 
The men w^ré ipdeed pitiable looking ob­
jects, their clothes beifeg alpiosf in shred» 
and their feet only partly pQvefpd. 
Their bodies are masses of bruises, and it 
was with intense pain that they moved 
about Captain Phipps, who is little more 
than a boy, told your correspondent that 
it was a mystery to him and the men bow 
they escaped. They had a good run until 
off Point Lepreaux, the wind, which bad 
been blowing quite fresh, died out, leaviug 
a heavy sea running. The schooner was 
carried iu towards ft*e sfcorpand after fruit­
less efforts to stand out. tfoo sails jjerp 
swept away by a squall and the vessel left 
completely at tbe mercy of wind and waves. 
Gales springing up the vessel was swept 
on to the rocks, where she lodged in a 
crevice at the base of a cliff 100 feet high. 
Knowing it would be madness to attempt 
a landing, the men took to the rigging, 
hoping that the vessel would hold together 
until diwn, when they could see what they 
were doing, 
where the vessel was with terrific force, 
it was with the utmost difficulty that they 
could retain their hold. Tl*e after house 
was wHshed a*ay and then the stern grjgi)^. 
Soon after the bottom gave way and the 
masts fettled. Tbe rigging broke slack 
and every sea hurled ihe poor fellows with 
terrible force against the masts. Finally 
the mast* went down with a crash and the 
four men found theiupelyes battling for 
life in the breakers and floating planks, 
spars and other wreckage, 
was a brief but sharp one.
Granville, succumbed before he oould 
reach a place of safety, and was drowned, 
The other three succeeded in grasping the 
rocks, and in order to save themaelves 
from being carried back into the sea began 
the accent of the cliff. After a hard strug­
gle tbe ascent was made, 
became exhausted before reaching the top, 
and would have fallen back among the 
breakers had not hie comrades grasped 
him Hi» legs and arms were bruised and 
cut, and bipod was streaming from half a 
dozen wounds. Hi« clqtbes had been torn 
oft unt'.l only a remnant of the shirt TS* 
mained. Bleeding, exhausted and Almost 
naked as they were, the three mariners 
plunged into the woods in search of a habi­
tation. They wandered about until dawn, 
when they came upon a ft>tyr',mHn’8 dwell­
ing. After being refreshed *nd receiving 
some clothing they returned to the wreck 
to look for thejr comrades, 
left was some broken plunk and spars, 
After some search the body was found amid 
wreckage, removed to the house at which 
they had obtaiued shelter, aud au iuquest 
held.

The turban with moderately high 
orown and brim, and the English walk­
ing hat rolling high upon each side,will 
be the favorite shapes for the autumn, 
the decorations for these consisting of 
high loops of pecot velvet ribbon with 
satin on the reverse side, into which 
are set beaded aigrettes, pompons of 
fancy rolled feathers, or soft twists, of 
plaided sorab, rolls of canary yellow 
velvet or sprays of poppy red Bowers.

The dark blue and golden brown felts 
will form the leading autumn colors in 
felt bats snd bonnets.

The most striking jaoket noticed for 
autumn is the coachman’s coat,made of 
smooth livery olotb, with a turned over 
collar. This is oloaely fitted, double 
breasted, extended well over the hips. 
The colors for these tailor garments are 
tan brown navy blue, the gray called 
Salambo and heliotrope.

Coats are lined throughout with satin 
and may be made heavy enough for 
winter weather.

There are also wraps no longer than 
a barque. The back and sleeves are of 
colored lace loaded with embroidery of 
beads ol the same tint as the velvet. 
The sleeves are slashed lengthwise, so 
that the wrap may be put off and on 
without difficulty. Other short wraps 
are of wollena—ecru, beige or brown— 
with small woollen grelots studding the 
edges.

A convenient and economical fashion 
which will continue in popularity, will 
be the wearing of a velvet jacket with 
skirts of contrasting material. It is 
essential that velvet shall enter into the 
construction of (be skirt, for this por­
tion of the costume may be one and 
often two materials, bearing no relation 
whatever to the velvet basque. The 
turned down collar is seen on new 
mantles, and a soft, gathered plastron 
extends from the collar to the waist, 
where it is met by a belt ribbon that 
begins on tbe sides and is tied with 
flowing ends in front.

Some very rich mantles have cash- 
mere colored beads in figures all over 
them, or in stripes, alternating with 
plush or velvet stripes. There are also 
stylish cloth mantles with frise figures, 
or else with tbe boucle designs of dull 
brown and red together, or brown with 
blue, or blue with ted.

Among the new shapes are the man­
tle-paletots of velvet, made with the 
sleeves anrl back of a jacket, but with 
long loose mantilla fronts.

The fashion of small wraps now worn 
made of two and sometimes three dif­
ferent materials will be general. Many 
of these are formed of dark Lyons vel­
vet, with sleeves that barely reach the 
elbow made of Oriental nets in broche 
designs, the nets woven of tbe richest 
silk flosses.

The Cause and Remedy of Streaked 
Butter.- What ia tbe cause of streak­
ed butter ? 1 bave made some very 
good butter, but one churning became 
streaked after it was salted. Tbe work 
was all done by the same person. —J. 
E. B., Naples, Me.

Butter is made streaks i by 
salting. Salt deepens the color of but­
ter a little, and when it ia not evenly 
distributed, tbe part which gets little 
or none is paler than that which gets 
the most, hence the streaks. It is no 
certain evidence that tbe salting is 
evenly done at all times because it is 
done by the same band, for the same 
band does not always do its work alike. 
If our friend wants to make a good job 
of it, be should not season bia butter 
with salt at all. He should do it with 
brine. He should gather bis butter in 
tbe churn not in a lump, but in 
granules, by stopping tbe churn when 
the butter has come enough to rise 
resitly to tbe top of tbe buttermilk. 
Then draw off the buttermilk and rinse 
tbe butter in tbe churn with cold water 
till it will run off clear, and then im­
merse tbe butter in brine as strong as 
it can be made, and let tbe butter re­
main in it from one to five hours — 
better five than one, and if it remains in 
10, 12 or 24 hours, it will do no harm, and 
in fact be all the better for it. By having 
the brine at about 60 degrees when the but­
ter is taken out of it, the butter will be 
evenly salted and ready for preening into 
a solid form for packing or for patting in 
any desired shape for use 
ket. He can in this way avoid streaky 
butter not only, but avoid working alto­
gether, and thus secure the best possible 
quality to his product, and with the leant 
possible labor.—Prof. L. B. Arnold.
