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LORD COCKBURN'S LIFE OF JEFFREY.

In & late number of the Caledonian Mercuey
we bavea very ably weitien review of Cockburn's
Life of Lotd Jefitey, a wurk which has been
Jonged for-by the literary world, coming as it
does from a talenlcd contemporary, We have
given one letiet from Jeffrey's pen which displays
the depth and purity of feeling, and the undivided
affection of the great critic.  One of the extracts
refers 10 the commencement of the Kdinburgh
Review ja which the critical acamen of Jefirey
was 30 poweifully illustrated. The first is:—

COCRBUAN'S ESTIMATE OF JEFFRKY,

He was not 30 much distingdished by the pre.
domninance of any one great quality, as by the
union of several of the finest.

énce. Pamihg much of his time in litcrary and
political cuntention, he was never.once chilied by
an unkind feeling, evin towards those he way
u,ﬁug tolovercome, An habitaal gaicty never
allowed its thoughtlessness, nor an habituil pru-
deace ith caation, o fnterfere with dny tlaim of
charityor duty. Noe was this merely the ve
smisbiénedd of o gentle: dinposition.” Jt-wad the
gn&n hiimanity of a resclute man, glowing in

cdonfticts'of the world. He pterred himself
for whatt he did by judicious exrly indastry. He
et chioss the most difficult spheres in which ta.
Jout can by exerted, and excelled in them all;
rising from obecurity and dependence to afllnence
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and renown,  His splendour as an advocate was
excooded by his emi: sice asa jodge. e was
the fonnder of a new systiem of ctiticiem, and this
a higher one than had cver csisted.  As an
cditor, and as a writer, he did as much 1 im.
prove his conntry and the world, ax can almost
erct be done, by discussion, hy A single man.
He was the last of four pre-eminent Bcotchmen,
who, living in their own countey, taised fte char.
acter and extended its repntation, during the pe-
rod of his career.  ‘The other three were Dngald
Siewart, Walter Scott, and Thomas Chalmers;
of whim, in literature, phitlosophy, or {nu"cy,
cansed great changes; and each left wpon hisage
the impreseion of the mind that rmduc«l them,
Jeffrey, though surpasscd in genius certainly by
Scott, and perhaps by Chalmers, was inferior 1o
none of them in public ueclulnew, of 1n the
beanty of the means by which he achicved it, or
in its bie duration. The elevativn of the
public mind was his peculiar glory, In one re.
spect alone he was unfortunate. The awaulte
which he Jed ufaicm error, were effurta in which
the value of his personal services cam never be
duly seen. MHis position required him 1o dis.
sipate, injdetailed and namelese excrtions, as much
ilosophy and beautiful composition ar would
ve suslalnd avowed and important original
works, e has raised » great’ momument, but
it-in one ou which his own name is tou faially
spgraved,

10 shell out, I cutit up, and leave it scatered i
rows to dry, and when thoroofhly cured, draw it
into my barn, handing carefuily and piscing on
an airy sca 0 wanted, the seed will
nearly all shell out by throwing dows, and needs
but little pounding.
