BRAZIL.-We ommiittcd thie 700 reis carmine
unpaid letter stamp last muonth and have now
the wvliole set in thie following colors :10,
orang(1e; 20, blue; 50, olive green; 100, car-
mine; 200, dark violet; 300, dark green; 500,
gray; 700, dark blue;- 1,000, blue black. The
new 100 reis stamnp bas appeared. It bas the
Southern cross in the center and is înscribcd

"E. U. do Brazil." Color, mauve.
COLOMBIA.-Dcr Ph. illustrates a new 10e,

stamp. The aris are in an oval towards the
upper part. Below, atthe sides, tho value in
square framnes thxen Il Centavos " and Il Re-
publie de Colomnbia " in two lines. Brown on
yellow. Perf. 13.

0IJBA.-Thcre are also 2 1 -2c. green and
20e. violet, of newv type. The values mentioned
last nionth, in mils, are inscribed, Il Cuba
Imupresos." We also, hear of a post card 2e.
blue ,reen.

DIEGO SUAREZ -This is a bay situated in
the north of Madagascar and beîng, a Freneh
colony nmust have a surcharge. Le T. P. notes
the 20 red on green, with oblique' surcharge inu
blue Il15." Don't encourage these raseals
by buying their stampq.

EGYPT.-The journai of the Austrian
Society mentions an envelope of 3 mils, rcd,
and letter eîîvelupe of' 5 mils are expccted.

FJNLAND. ---The 1lOd. card lias the ncw type
of stamp and there are two varieties of the
arnis at the lef't.

GIBRALTAR.-Tlt 1 1. R. informsr ua that
the second type of' surcharged 20 centimes with
fiattened numerais was applied locafly to the
envelopes, white thc fir8t or ordinary type was
applied in England. Aiong those sureharged
at Gibr'altar were 23 envelopes of 18863 issue
(Barbados) size F1.

GREAT BRITAIN.-Tlîe new 10d. stamp bas
arrived. The Head is in the center with

Postage " above and"I & Revenue " belo-%Y. At
the sides are large figures "l10 " with a very
sinall Il d." The hcad, inscription and portion
of the frame are lilac, and the balance, includ-
ingr the numerals, carmine. Waternmarked
erowu and perforated 13 1-2.

MADAGASCA.-The 25e. blnck on rose bas
been surcharged "OS 0" two thousand of tliem.
We dislike to, chronicle these things, but col-.
lecters oughit to be told what is being donc for
theîin Ly the good islanders.

NEW SOUTE[ WIALES.- Vindin's Ph. 31.
says the 5 sh. and £1 stamp are now printcd
on iuuch better paper than before and tlie
designs appear to better advantage. The
watermnark on the 5slî. stamp is the figure witb
a crescent at side; on the £1 figures in circle.
The Ph. R. mentions this Ssb. stamp, but says
it is watermarked Ssh.-with N. S. W. below,
ait in single line diamond about l7mm. Per-
forated 10.

PARAGUAY.-Mr. Rechert haviug showa us
the qtarmps noted in Feb. we find our descrip-
tion was incorrect. The surcharge is in black
on the 15c. staînp, whieh bas Etar, etc., in center
and figures of value in corners. The stamp is
printed in carmnine for the le. atid 2e, and is
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perforated. For the 3e. it is violet, and the
5e. r0oe, both imperforate.

PERAK.-The '2e. is surchargcd " Perak-
One-Cent " in black in threc lines, ail in
capit:îls.

PHILIPPINE ISLAiND.-Le . de Ti' P.
mnentions the following ivitlî the baby head.
1-Se. brown violet, 2e. carmnine, 2 4-Se. sky
blue, 5e. gray blue, 5e. olive green, 8c. green,
10e. green, 12 4-8e. yellow, 20c. rose, 25e.
brown.

Le Tf. P. gives thc 12 48Se. green, and the
1, 29, 5 mils dark violet.

PORTO RICO.-We l.ave with hecad of Alfonso
X111.

SELÂNGOR.-There is a horizontal surcharge
on the 2e. rose, wvhich measures 1 6ýxl Jmm.

ST. LUIOA.-the lsh. is now printed in
violet and red.

SURINAM.-From the Ph. R. we learua thc
following, new values hiave heen issued. 15e.
gray, '.)O. green, 30e. red, 40e. brown and un-
paid letter starnps, 30e. and 50e. lilac and
blaek.

TOLIMA.-The Cubiertas; 5, 10 and 5Oc.
of the 1886 type now couic printed in black on
paper colored yellow, blue and red, arranged
vervically as in the cubiertas of the first issue.

UNITED STATES. -The 6e. stamp whieh we
ealled vermilion last rnonth is maroon.

VICTORIA.-A new Id. has just been issued.
The hecad is te the left in rectangular frame,
"lVictoria " above and -1Stamp Duty " and

value below. Brick red, watermark V and
Crown, and perforated 12 1-2.

B. .1. snys the staxnp on the Id. en-
velope hans been ehanged in color to agree with
the new adhesive and is now red brown.
White glazed paper 146x89inm.

WURTEMBURG.-The lmi. official is now
violet.

TilE IT)EAL ALBUM QUESTION.
Co,ît laued fram Pcb. XiVnber.

One reiark in the latter's article must be
my excuse for ending this witli a ièw words
upon lîinges. Hie says, Ilnothing sn disfigures
a page as the ' selhing out' 1oe of the remnants
of hinges toit by the displacemeut and re-
arrangement of starups." Now an3m sueh
appearance as, thiat alluded to, can only be
caused by a w'rong apprehension altogethier of
the proper use of hinges. I do net wish to
say anything against gunired hinges, I neyer
upe themin yself for seeuring stamps in iny
collection, but I fully recogn ize thas they are
very convenient (tee convenient in faet), and
that if gumnied with reahly pure and dlean
mucilage they will prevent the damage se
often caused, by the use of bad guin. Il y
objection te theni is that se many celleetors
employ them as a substitute for the guni
bottie altogether, whieh should net be.

The objeet, of using hinges is two-fold. F irst,
te allow of the stamp being turned up te en-
able the paper, watermark, &c., te be examined.
Seeond) and I amn net sure that this iL, net
the most important cf the twe, te enable the
staaîp te be renieved and replaced an indefinite
number ef tinies, without ever being wetted or
detaehed frein its hinge. A pieee of paper
cannot be wetted over and ever again without
suffering deterioration, every turne that an nid
hinge is rerneved froni a stanip some sinal
daniage takes place, and a risk of greater
damage is there; a stamp onee attaehed te a
proper hinge should neyer (and ueed neyer) be
detaehed fremin t, until the hinge aetually wears
eut; hinge and ail should be rernoved frein
the page, when necessary, by carefully wetting
the part of the hinge attaehed te the page;- ne
"remnants o? hinges" or any eth3.r indieation

ef the removal will then be left, and after a
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littie dryirig both page and stamip iil bc ready
to play their j arts again as of ton as rcquired.
Thli l)Ieent hiabit of' pulîing a stamp out of the
book and stickiiîg it on to a fresh hinge cvery
timo it is nioved, saves the trouble of kepring it
guin boule, no doubt, but is vcry bad for the
stamp. For yeurs past I have always miade my
own hinges of' good tissue paper, cuttingr it into
strips of' convenient widtb. I gui the starnps
aide by side along one edge of' eachi strip, thus
keeping thei togethier until 1 amn ready to
mounit thein, whien' I have only to snip thern
apart as I want thein, turn down the upper por-
tion and gain theni into the book; notes as to
paper, waterînark, &o., I frequently write on
the back part of the hlinge, and these notes are
thus 4ermanently attached to the stainp, and
travel about with it.

Guinned hinges I only use for attaehing
duplicates to shoots for exehiange, &c.

NOVA SOOTIA. STAMHPS

The value of Nova Scotia stamps is incrleas1-
ing every day aad it would ho well for collect-
ors to fill up their albums at once.

Only a fcw years ago 1 remoinber that the
pence issues could bo purchased for 10 or 15
cents cach and the cent issues for alinost
nothing. Why is it they are so much dearer
now than thon ? Is it because dealers hiaving
a large quantity have advauocl the pricos and
othe rs have f'ollowed suit? No; the e-xehiange

trade is principally to bMaie flor this, Colleet-
ors ou tbis side of the water roceive a letter
fromi soîne foreign country worded in this stylo:

DEAIL SIR,--"Enclosed ploase find a selection
of starnps for which ploase send me la oxehange
as mnany Nova Scotia stamps as you think
proper. But I only waat Nova Scotia, flot
hiaving use for any othiers."

The collector recceiving this letter ivith a lot
of useless staînps cnclosed hardly knows v.hfat
to do. Hle does not. like to send the stamps
baek, azo by 8o doing lie miay lose the chance of
obtaiaing rarer stamps for his collection, and
the consequonce is that ho inust send Nova
Scotia stamps of the saine catalogue value as
the ones reeeived, and thus *loses on the trans-
action, as the foreign ones will, la ail probabil-
ity, realize oaly 50 per cent. of catalogue pricos.

Again, a collector obtains permission to go
through the papers of some large business house
and ia doing so cornes across some very rare
varieties, including some sixpences and perhaps
a shilling. Now, if ho takes great pride la the
rarity of the stamps in bis collection this, six-
pence and shilling wilI at once be added; but,
as is more firequen tly the case, ho will soîl these
raritios la order to buy cheaper stamps, wbvich
will increase the nuînber of varieties in his col-
lection. What becoines of these ctamps which
are generally sold to a denier; have they
enrichied the collection of' sonie of our Canadian
and United States collectors ? No;- this dealer
lias a f'oreign correspondent who is very anxious
to procure these specimens, and lie at once coin-
inunicates with this party and lu a short tiine
makes a sale and also makes a largo profit
hirnself. N'ow, would it not have been botter
hiad the collector, having the rare chance of
going ttirough those papers, have put sone of
the produets of his search in lis collection and
sold the rernainder to his fricnds who would do
the saine ?

In the above rernarks I have ',ut too poorly
tried to aceount for the seareity of Nova Seotia
stanips and 1 would advise that all colleetors
not having ahl the varieties in their collection
to secure thon at once, as in the hast year the
value lias greatly inereased (compare Scott's
49th and 5Oth catalogues) and is likely to
again do so la the next year.

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TIR IPRESJDENT'S LETTER.

PICTOU, N. S., Marc& 3lst, 1890.
To th&e ifc-rnbers of the C. P. A.:

It is satisfactory to be able to announce to
you that the reviscd constitution is now iii
force. By a resolution at last convention tic
secretary was instructed to have the revi8ion
printed in thc officiai organ and a vote taken
upon it at an early date. Froin a variety of
causes it was found impossible to send out the
blank ballots before February. However, tic
resuits are satisfactory, as not a single negative
vote was rccivcd among the sevcnty votes re-
turned to thc Secretary.

I presume most of the memrbers have famit-
îarizcd theinselves with the most important
features in thc new constitution. A board of
thrce now takes tic place of the Exceutive
Committee, and to this board aIl rnatters of lis-
pute or compiaints arising from any source are
bo bc submitted.

Upon the first of Mlardi the Exchange Super-
intendent sent me a balance sheet showing thc
financial condition of his dcpartment and I arn
sorry to say tiat, owing bo thc slowness or un-
willingness of the memberB to pay thc aniounts
owed by thcm to that department, tic superin-
tendent finds vcry great difficulty in settling, up
bis accounts, and those members or branches
who have xnoney due tiem compiain tiat the
Exchange Superintendent cannot pay thcm.
This is a bad state of affairs, and if it contin-
ues wiIl certainly do muci bo injure the useful-
ncss of th 3 Association and impair its strcngti.
A number of our most advanced coliectors who

av lage quantities of good duplicates say

they wiii flot scnd in any more sheets unies
returns van be had more promptly.

As the prospect of securing a settiement of
W. S. Kinzer's accounit, $17.54; H. 0. Ken-
dall's, $20.04; and F. E. Book's, $6.66;
looked poor, and as the Exchange Supeyintendl-
ent required thesc amonnts in order to settie
claims against bis dcpartnient, the officiai
board decided to pay out of the Association
funds the arnount neccssary to make these losses
good to the Exchange Departinent.

The Exchange Superintendent has received
positive instructions to publish in future the
naines o ail inembers who do not setule tbeir
accounts within thirty days after the statement,
is sent thein, together with the amounts due by
such meinhers; and until these amounts are
paid, those members will flot he permitted to
participate in thc benefits of the Exchange De-
partment. I find that of the $377.49 d ue the
Exehlange Departinent, at Mardi lst twelve
members owe 8260.00, and a portion of this
amount has been overdue severai months. This
is not as it should be, and whiie the Officiai
Board will regret to publish the naines of'
debtors, stili it must be done.

Bef'ore closing this letter I would like to cali
the attention of our members once more to the
fact that we are not increasing our inember-
ship fast enougli. There is not enough inter-
est taken in the advancement of tic Associa-
tion. Thcre are hundreds of colleetors who
eould be secured if cach one did lis part. Every
ncw name added to the exehange circuits is
worth three oid ones in the amount of stamps
boug,,ht. Make a pusi, gentlemen, we want
more members and more mouey.

~IBE STAMP MANIA IN 1863.
1 fately uneartlîcd the flolloiwing article on the

stamp mania of' 1863, not ncntioticd b3 the
bye, in Mr. Tiffany*s iwork on Pluilatelic
bibliography, which appcarcd in Cltanibii's
.Journal for 43th -Junie of that year. (No. 392,
pp. 353-35f) ; and, as it ivili likely interest
the readers of the &tamp Nèews, I scnd it ico
you for publication. Although the writer dis-
plays considerable knowledge of bis subjeet,
1 lhad better point out that in somne matters of
detail thc article is flot absolutely reliable.
The majority of philatelists, however, ivili
agrc with hiin on one p'oint, viz. : TIîat Sir
Rowland Hill did not invent the adbesivc
stamp, and, as Mr. Patrick Chalmers bias cou-
clusively provcd froin the testimony of reliable
witnesses, that his father3 the late 31r. James
Chalmers, invented the zinc quia non~ in
Dundee, in August, 1834, surely the latter has
a righit to be regardcd as the inventor, until
some one stcps forward and proves a similar
invention at a prior date.

T. MA.RTIN WEARS.

"First used, as many of our readters will
remeruber, in 1840, the postage stamp lias only
just past out of its ycars of îninority; and yet

at tii present moment there are no few'er
tItan 1500 different postiiie labels in existence,
and the nunîber is iuicreasiing every month.
Now that the postage stairip lias becoîne an
institution with, us people are beginniug tui in.
(luire who was the author of' so co,îveuient an
airan-enment, and the discussion bias served to
exemplify the truthi of the saying of the wise
mialn ; ' 'e thing thiat liath been, it is that
whicb shall bo, and therc is no new thing un-
der thc sun." T1'le idea of a post-paid en-
'>clopie originated carly in the reign oif Louis
XLv., witlî an M. de Telayor, wbo, in 1653,
establishied, under royal authority, a private
penny post in Paris, placing boxes at the
corners of' the streets for the reception of ]et.
ters, which should be wrapped up in certain
envelopes. Sotue of these envelopes are stili
extant. and one of themn we have ourselves
seen.

(in this idea. later suggestions may or rnay
not have been built. Dr. Gray, of the British
.Nuscuml, dlaims the menrt of liaving, suggest-

cd that let.ters should be prcpaid with. stanips
as early as 1t;34. Before that Lime Mr.
Charles Kuighit proposed a stamped cover for
the circulation of ncwspapers. 0f course no
steps were taken in respect to citlier of these
recommendations tili the period of penny
postage. The credit of sugsigthe postage
stamp lias consequeatiy to a considerable ex-
tent fallen to Sir Rolland Hill, but the best
in(juiry we bave been able to institute, would
scarcely bear ont the usual assumption, and
tndeed this public benefactor, crowned %with so
inany weil %von laurcîs, may casily afford to
dispense with the adoruments of this single one.

11r. HillUs famous pamphlet on Post Rcform
went through three editions rapidly, in the
first edition, which was issued privately, the
author makes no mention of the use of stamps
-hough prepaymnent of letters was always a
principal feature in bis proposals-nouney yay-
mcn s olvèr thc counter of thc rcceiving office

,y hein- suggested. Immediately after-

wards, the members of a royal commission on
the post office, which had beeu szitting since
1833, calcd .Ir. Hill bcfore them, as also the
officers of thc Statnp Office, and Mr. Dicken-
son the paper iuaker, with several others, whcn
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the subject of letter prepaymient ivas discussed.
In the second edition or' Mr. llill's pamphlet,
the prepayment of letters by means of' stanips
or stamp envelopes is detinitely rccomniended.
Whien the Comimittee of the Flouse of Coin-
mous met to investigate the merits; of' Mr.
Hill's penny postage seheme, they were re-
(juired to express an opinion as to the desire-
ability or otherwise of prepayment by menas
of staînps. Again, a favorable opinion was

given of the measure, and -when the govern-
ment hrought in an'd passed the Penny-postagey(
Act, a clause for the use of' stnnips, flornied a
component part of it. Thoughi ail agreed that
stamps of some sort should conte into use,
with the advent of eheap postage it was by no
means easy to bit upon a definite plan, or,
when a number of plans were subînitted, te
decile upon the particular one to be adopted.
Stamped paper representing different charges
was first suý,ný,ested. Folded ini a particular
way, a simple revenue stanîp would thien be
exposed te view, and frank the letter. An-
other suggestion was, that a st.amped -%'afer,
as it ivas called, should be used and placed
on the back of the .letter, would bothi seal
and frank it at the saine timie. The idea of
8tamped envelopes, however, was at first by
far the most popular, and it was decided that
tbey should be tho prepaying medium. Plans
and suggestions for the earrying out of the
arrangement helung required at oncep, the Lords
of the Treasury issued a somewhat pompus
proclamation, dated 23rd of August, 1839,
inviting ' ail artists, men of science and the
public in general,' to othèr proposais ' as to the
manner in which the starnp may best be
brouglit in use.' So important was the sub-
jeet that Lord Palmerston, the then Foreign
Secretary, was directed to apprise ail foreign

goveramients of the inatter, and invite sug-
g-estions from any part of the civilized worid.
Three months were ailowed for plans, and
two prizes of two hundred pounds and one
hundred pounds, were to, be allowed for the
proposais on the subjeet ' whichi my Lords
may think most deserving of attention.' The
pahai was carried off by NIr. iNu1re-ady, R. A.,
who designed the envelopes now known by his
name. These envelopes, which allegorically

celebrated the triuimphi of the post in a host
of' eumblemiaticai figlures, werc. of two colors,
the one f'or a penny being- printed in black,
and the other for the twopenny postage, being
in blue ink. Tley gave, lîowever, so lîttie
satisfaction, and were found te be so incon.
venient, that at the end of six monthis tlîey
were withdrawn fromn use. The Mulready
envelopes are regnrded as great curiosities by
stamp coilectors, and as their value caine to
be about 15 shillings (?) a spurious imitation
lias at length flound its way into the market,
usually te bce had at haif a crowu. Last year
stan]p deaiers were shocked by the vandalisn of
the governnîent, who caused îeany thousands
of these envelopes to be destroyed at Somerset
flouse.

Before the postage envelope was finally with-
drawn from use, the Treasurer issued another
prospectus, offcring a reward of five hundred
pounds for the best design and plan for a simple
postage label. It waq made a condition that
the stamp should he simple, handy, and easily
placed on paper, and of a design which would
make forgery difficuit, if not impossible. About
a thousand desigus were sent in, but not one
was chosen. Eventually the ugly black stamp
said te be the joint production of serte of the
oficers of the Stamp and Post Offices, was
derided upon, and brought into use. Two
years afterwards, this black stamp was changcd
te brown, principally with a view te inakec the
obiiterating process more perfect, and the better
te deteet the dislionesty of using old stamps.
For the saine reasons the color was again
changed, in a short turne to red, and so it bias
remained to tie present time. The two-penny
stamp lias been froin the first bIne. Up te
this date, at differerent intervais, six ether
stamps have been issued, as the necessities cf
the inland or fereigu postagecqrdtem

The ten-penny stamp, of an ectagronai shape
and brewn celer, is now scarcciy ever used, if
it be net even withdrawn from circulation.
The list comprises, besides the stamps we have
mentioned, the six-penny (liiac), the shilling
(green), thc four-penny (vermilien), thc three-
penny (rose), and the nine-penny (yeîlow ).
The last two wcre issueà only twe er tliree
