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EVOLUTION OF A COL-
LICTION.

Many are the articles that have
been written on “The I'voper Way
to Collect,” “Advice to Beginners,’
ete., cee., but nearly all of these have
been advice to the older, and perhaps
wealthier collector, as only a person
with a strong mind and a full pocket
book «ould meet the requirements
sei forth. .

The majority of beginners in the
United States are the **Young Amer-
ica,” many just enterirg their teens
and many others still in their boy-

hood. ‘To tell these collectors that
thay must haxe a standard album,
complete catalogue, color chart, met-
rie-rule, perioration gauge and num-
berless other ‘articles used by the el-
der members ol the Philatelic fami-
ly. is like putting the last straw on
the camel’s back. Magnitude of the
great beyond, the intricacies ol wa-
termarks, perforations, roulettings,
engravings, lithographs and surcha-
rges, still staggers the older lhila.
teiist; but what are they to the be-
ginner, when complicated with
dastardly dealings of the counter-
feiter. flow he longs to have a col-
lection numbering in the thousands;
how happy would he be, if he could
distinguish, the wartermarks, prints,
an¢i the many kinds of paper; but his
hopes and ambitions are all Jdashad
t9 the ground by the kind, but sty
advice of iriends, and the endless var-
ieties ol stamps set forth in his newiy
purchased catalogue. If.it is impos-
sibie for him to have a complete col-
lection, h# will give up all bhope and
ot have any.

Thus the hope of be--

ginner is dashed away in Philatelia’s
flood of discouragements; and many
overburdened by the weight of eata-
togues, metric-rules, watermarks,
eie., sink in the Ocean of Bewilder-
ment to rise no more.

As nature requires the infan® to
pass through boyhood and youth-
hood Dbefore ‘he can beccine a man,
so, also, it is generally necessary for
the collection to first pass through
a scrap-album, and then a stamp al-
bum, before finally it finds its rest-
ing-place in an original self-prepared
album, or on sheets of card-board
made to suit the collector’s taste.

When the collection is transferred
to the publisher’s album, the desire
for metric-rules, chartes, ete., will
come as naturally as did his first-de-
sire to found a collection. There is
ro need to press all these things upon
the youthiul coliector, and foree him
under. TFirst let him try his mettle
on packets and sets, and then if he
is still in the field, he will favor some
dealer with an order for an album,
and after this all the other things
will be added in due time.

THREE POSTAL NEEDS.

Our Canadian postal service is one
of which the country may well be pr-
oud, yet there are some improveme
-nts still to be made before the ser-
vice can be considered wholly satis:
factory. It may as well be admit-
ted that for many years to come th-
ere is little probability that the pos-
ial revenue will equal the postal ex- .
penditures, and a self-supporting
service is not even to be aimed at at
present, It ig, however, possible to
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reduce the annual deficiency, and in
order to achieve this result it may
be necessary that cheaper pOstage
shall prevail. In the United States
the iwocenr letter rate has been fo-
und most sivtis{actory. It is true th-
at the territory of the Dominion is
lavger, and that our population is
smailer and more scattered, and the
postal expenses therefore greater.yet
we are confident that if a cheaper

rate were granted the number of let
-ters sent by mail would be so mater-
ially incrqased that there would be
litile increase in the annual deficit.

Another cause forjust complaint is
the postage rate on drop-letters. A
r.ote which has but a block to travel
cosis as much to deliver as would
one sent from Ilorida to British Col-
umbia. ‘This should not be. The old
rate of one eent for drop ietters was
fully enough, and when that rule was
in force the letter boxes for city no-
res were used to a much greater ex-
tent. The ihird and fast grievance
is with 1that 1llogical department of
the service where letters are regis
tered. A fee of five cents is charg
-ed for regzistering a letter, and in
return for the expenditure the citizen
has only the guarantee that a little
extra care will be taken by the dep-
artment to ensure the safe keeping
of the letter. If the letter is lost or
delayed, the sender, and not the I,

Q.. is held responsible for the inclos-
ure. In other words the lecter is in-
sured for safe delivery, the premium
is paid, but no insurance is guaran
teed. The service would not be wea-
kened, if instead of demanding the
jee for unfulfilled services, an arrang-
ement were made by which postal
orders for small sums might be obta-
ined. In the near future we must
either be supplied with postal cur-
rency or be provided with postal or-
ders for small amounts. —Critic.

SUGGESTIONS ABOUT yYoUn
COLLECTION. :

A collector cannot be too carelnl
in seleccing stamps for his or her col-
lection. DBefore selecting a stamp
note that it is evenly centered, light-
1y cancelled and perfect in every res.
pget.  Sometimes it Is necessary to
put stamps in your album that are
imperiect but as soon as better speei-
mens can be obtained, they should be
subatituted for the poor ones. 1
placing stawps in your album be sure
to puc them in sguare and straight,
as noching offends the eye more than
to sée the stamps put in irregulariy.
Be sure that all pieces of paper, ewe.,
are removed from the backs of the
stamps and hinge them in uneatly and
sguarely with the hinges at the top,
so0 they can be laid back without
trouble. Underneath each stazup
put the date when you received ir,
froisr whom and the cost, also, if (des-
irabie, and in a short time your col-
jection will be one of pleasant mem-
ories.

Should a blank album be preferred
1n a printed one, the stamps may be
arrapged to best suit the owner's
taste.

A very pretiy and attractive man-
ner is to arrange the stamps in the
jorm of'some emblem, or of the flag of
the country which you desire to putg
in. TFor instance the stamps of Cape
Colony might be arranged in the forml
of an anchor, ete. A collection s0 gr-
ranged would be a pleasure o look
upon. Again I wish to say, be carc-
ful wiih your collection, and the re-
sults will more than* pay you. - I «in-
cerely hope this article may prove of
benatit to.some at least.

L, G. Quackenbush writing on Phil-
atelic crooks in the Canadian Pihil-
atelic Weekly says : *“In order to out-
wit the philatelic c¢rooks stamps
dealers should organize and publish
a weekly black list to circulate a-
mong dealers only.”

It seems to me that it would be a,
good thing if there were in America
an organization similar to the Phil-
atelic Protection Association of Eng-
land ; and I should like to see such g
body formed. Money spent on such g,
society would be a profitable invest-
ment. All that is needed to bring a-
bout the much needed change isS to
prosecute a few culprits and make
an example of them, and this could

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be done much better by an associa-
tion than by any private individual
One reason why the philatelic erooks
are so bold is because they believe
themselves to be absolutely sale
Once let them learn that the stealing
of approval sheets, or stamps of any
kind, will be punished to the full ex-
tent of the law, and they will seek
1ields and pasturesnew. I can see no
reason why the leading dealers of the
country could not form such a pro-
tection associaion. The time and
money used on it would be nothing
compared with the large sums which
could be saved anmm{ly through the
society’s eliorts. Why can’t some--
thing of this kind be done ? Awake,
ye dealers, from your lethargy, and
bhestir yourself in this matter. By
organization you can Arive the phil-
atelic erooks from their chosen work-
ing place. Why not do it?”

We agree with brother Quacken--
bush, and think that it is high time
that the dealers of this continent had
a protection association. In England
they have a society for the protection
of dealers against frauds and it is
doing good work. Wont some one
make a move.

MY FAVORITES.

Of course my colleetion is not com-
plete. Tar from it! But who has a
complete one! Or who having one
of that character would - -be satisfied
with it?. That the interest is kept
up by the hope of adding from time
to time, new specimgens to the collec-
tion, is another reason for having
special interest; in the Uni ted States
stamps. ~ i

Then too, we see upon them ihe por
-trates of the most distinguished men
of the country and in studying the
stamps a desire comes to study the
lives of the men whose portrates are
found upon them. And wno could st
udy the lives 0f Washington, Lincoln,
Gariield, Grant, or in fact any of the
others withiout having his own life
broadened and made bhetter by the
study? Incidental to this study oil
the lives of our best men comes the
study of the history of the country,
which has been in a great measurc
influenced, yes made by them.

Then whgn we consider the less im-
portant considerations of coloring
and engraving our own stamps are to
my mind still in the lead, for whet
country has or can produce anything
superior or even equal to our 1369,
1890 or 1893 issues in these respects?
Other countiries have beautiful sta-
mps Of that there Js no doubt.
But they do not surpass our own ei-
ther in beauty of design, harmony of

The ordinary perforation is that we
fare so used 1o in our Inglish stamps
jiween the engraved stamps, but, be-
Bsides this method, there have been
and are several others.
The principal differences are perfor
ted-, rouletted and serpentine. Thig
st method is sometimes designed by
he French l’erce en scie. There is
huerely a succession of small holes be-
Bhesides: species of perforation which
i kin to rouletting, insomuch as the
holes are straight and thin, but be-
ing \placed at angles to one another
the stamps, when separated, shew a
saw-like edge: this method is called
I’erce en arc. Another varlety the pin
Iperiorated shews small ragged holes,
fas if they had been made with a pin.
The roulette is simply a suceession of
minute straight cuts made with g
toothed wheel—hence the name.
When we say that a stamp is per-
forated 14 we mean that there are 14
periorations in the space of two centi-
metires that being the space in which
fperiorations are counted. This is the
g most frequently used gauge, nearly al
Hour British stamps are perforated 14

In some cases what is known as com-
pound perforations exist, that is the
stamps are perforated different gaug-
es lhorizontally and vertically, as in
the 1862 JIssue France perforated
13,1-2 x 14, This issue was also per
Susse with ‘a large gsize gaguge for
their own use. ‘What was thein.pre
cise object in so doing is not known.

Curiosities of perlorations may be
found also curiosities of surch.ﬁ'ge*,
but, t0 my mind they are more
wor}hy of acceptation as they arise
arise invpluntarily, which cannot al-
ways be said of the latter. I hae
a two cent Canada perforated hor-
izontally across the middle as well as
round the égges, and a penny red Eng-
itsk: similarly ireated vertically.
Stamps perforated horizortally and
imperforate vertically, or co converso
may be found, and some such varietjes
are catalogued as in the Trangvol
and British Guiana, and in the Austral
ian colonies, which have tried almosy
every guage, many curiosities in ir-
regular perforations may be found.

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CHANGIES IN STAAMD COL-
LECTING METHODS.
By C. E. Severn.)

Within the confines of philately,
one of the most pleasing subjects to
consider, is the favorable reception
that has been accorded to innova-
tions in collecting "lines, and depart-
ures from the established modes of
stamp collecting.

The fact of this being true, is a trib-
ute to the broadnpess of view and lib-
erality of mind of collectors. Of
course, there are some who are oppos-
ed 10 change of any sort and pegrudge
anything that is new, a change to
demonstrate its merits or, for that
matter. its defects. The world of
philately is not altogether free from
these well intentioned people of eon-
tracted vision.

In the-infaney of stamp eollecting,
collectors gathered the issues of all
the postal issuing countries of the
globe. Water marks were compar-
atively an unknown quantity, mnd
only two or three methods of sever-
ing were recognized; either perforaled
and imperferated or perferated, roui-
etted and imperforate; while the tex-
{ture of the paper of which the stamp
- was manufactured was not .taken in-
+o consideratioon. Later an inno-
;'zxtionl came,, which noted the differ-
ent sizes of perforations ete., and the
quality of the paper, such as wove,
laid, quadrille, ete., on whieh the
stamp was impressed. The sligh:er
varieties were begun to be collecred
and this had the tendency of inspiring
and accelerating research, with the
result that philately was enriched by
the addition of many collectable
stamps.

When specialism first came in vogue
it was welcomed by many collecrors
as a great improvement over genera

collecting., A large number of those
who gave specialism a triul were so
well pleased with it that they contin-
ued to colleet in special fields; but,
too, ‘others who for a-time essayed
specialism, were content to take up
general coliecting azain, Tpe valug
of speciaiism was a. once seen and ap-
preciated by aii coiceours, including
confirmed general collectors.

Now-a-days, even tiie one beginning
to tread philatelic paths is wise en-
ough usually to examine the stamps
of certain countries for water marks,
as the various “Standard” catalogues
list the varieties of water marks.
Distinction is made also, in the case
of the paper of which a stamp is made
s0 that most collectcrs cannot help
tut notice the different varieties of
paper.

1t is not a great while since the gri-
led stamps of the United States had
ne spaces allotted for their reception
in stamp albums, and the Standard
catalogue as a rule, made no mention
of iheir existence. Soon dealers,
here and there, began to catalogue
them and collectors with practical

unanimity decided in favor of their

collectibility.

There is an ever increasing tide.
flowing to the advantage ol the more
general collecting of ihe revenue

stamps of the United States, Canda
and Mexico. Collectors, especially of
the younger class, were wont to re-
gard the revenue stamps of these coun
tries with disfavor, although the Un
ited States revenues always enjoyed
some slight prestage in their eyes.

It is noticeable that the collecting of
the revenues of Canada and Mexico
especially ‘has received a great impet-
us the last few years. The siens of
the times certainly adduce sufficient
evidence t0o convince oue beyond the
postgibility of a doubt that philatelys .
followers are progresxlve, fair-minded
and ever alive to assist the onward
march of improvement and advance.
ment in the domain of philately.

OFFICIALLY SEALIDLD.

A few words regarding the *“Offic-
ially Sealed of 1859 tssue.”  There
arc many dealers still offering these
labels Jor sale to the philatelic pub-
lic. T have gcen o number of artieley,
botic pro-and con, in the philatelic
journals. but have failed to yet find
one giving all the facts and particu-
lars regarding this issue.  These lab
els (they cannot and should not justly
be ealied stamps) are manuiaectured
by Morrill Bros. of Fulton, N. Y., for
