Rapid eating is slow suicide.

The Fruit Diet.—Fruits are geoerally
healthful, they cool the blood, and, by their
aperient qualitles, ald in digesting other
foods, but they do not agree with all
systems ; in that instance they produced a
sour stomach, ferment instead of being
digested, cause Irrltation and often procuce
eruptions on the skin. Unripe and decay-
ed fruits are cot eatable, but good fruits are
generally wholesome. A well person must
know what to eat and what not to eat to re-
maln so.

As the question of praise in our churches
is one of the irrepreesible kind, it may be
well to quote here the testimony of the
late Dr. Arnold, of Rugby, ag given in
the last Belfast Witness, as to the effect
on him of praise in Presbyterian Churches
in Scotland, so far back as 1831, and to
cultivate amongst us in Canada that fea-
ture of it which particularly impressed
and delighted bim. *“I was,” he 3ays,
¢ at church twice on Sunday ; once at the
Presbyterian Church, and once at the
Episcopal chapel. My impressions, re-
coived five years ago, were again renewed
aud strengthened as to the merits of the
Pregbyterian Church and our own. The
singing ia to me delightful. I do not
mean the music, but the heartiness with
which all the congregation join in it."”

The Kree Church Monthly states that
this year’s meeting, under the Moderator-
ship of Principal Miller, of Madras, will
bo mainly a Foreign and Home Mission
one, and it doubts whethor Disestablish-
ment will bo discuesed at all. 1t also
bints at a new scheme. With a view to
therevival throughout the whole Church
of that home missionary enthusiasm which
originated the Wynd movement—and that
the Asgembly may be asked to make
certain somewhat revolutionary changes
for the purpose of more effectively carry-
ing on such operations as may seem to be
required. A special commission appoint-
ed last year has been devoting a great
deal of thought to the subject, and has
prepared o report which is sure to give
rise to dicussion, whichis precisely what
is needed.

The Reform Bureau bas its head-
quarters at Weashington, D. Q., and its
superintendent is the Rev. Wilbur Crafts.
Lately the Endeavorers of Mount Ver-
noa, N. Y., presented through it a poti-
tion which was granted for the closinz on
Sabbath of the local Post Office. The
action is regarded as important as indicat-
ingthatin this matter the principle of
local option under which thirty Post
Offices under Postmaster General Wan-
namaker, were closed, will be followed
up. To improve and watch over the en-
forcement of the Sabbath, the divorce and
suchlawsis the duty of the Burean. It
has now become international because of
some Canadiaus baving joined it, and it is
hoped that Caunada and the United States
may bo united in an effort to elovate the
Spavish Awerican republics by sowing
thom with literature on temperance, Sab-
bath otservance and other reforms.

Referring to the million dollar fand of
the American Presbyterian Church North,
The Church at Home and Abroad makesa
statement which we believe will be found
trus of onr own Church as well: It saya:
“The weaker and smaller churches hsve.
exceeded the stronger churches in coa-
tribations for the Million Dollar Memor-
ial Fand aud have exceeded what was ex-
poected of them. This ought to be con-
vincing evidence that the Home Mission
Churches do give promptly and liberally

according to their means, and do not lie
down on the Board to be carried by the
rich, as some suppose. It is also an addi-
tional ovidence that the rural churches
contain a groat deal of the strength of the
Presbyterianism of our country, Itisa
recognized fact that they are the main de-
pendence for a supply of ministers and
missionary teachers, and that they con-
tribute these out of all proportion to their
numerical strength.”

At the colebration of the jubilee of
Professor Green’s connection as profeesor
with Princeton Theological Seminary, one
of the principal addresses was given by
Professor McCurdy, of Toronto Univer
sity. He took & four year's course in
Princoton Seminary and was tutor in
Hebrew there from 1873 to. 1877. From
1877 to 1882 he was instructor in Ori.
ental Languages, and in 1888 was ap-
pointed professor of the same subject in
Toronto University. The subject of this
recont address was, ‘ Dr. Green's Contri-
bations to Hebrew Learning.” President
Patton, of Princeton, took the place in
the programme of the late lamented Dr.
Chambers. Ths snbject of his address
was, * Dr. Green's Services to the Church
at Large.” Dr. William McPheeters, of
Columbis, S. C., took the place of Dr.
Moore, of Virginia. The celebration
wmarks an important epoch in the history
of Princeton, and of the progress of the
study of Oriental Literature.

“The Clristian Literature Society
for India was founded in 1858 asa
memorial of the Mutiny. The aim of the
Society has bein to spread the knowledge
of Salvation through Christ among the
millions of India, by means of eiementary
Christian Edncation and Christian Litera-
ture. Dauring the thirty-eight years of its
existence it has accomplished a vast
amouet of work with exceedingly small
means. Over 1,100 Christian Teachers
have been trained in its different train-
ing institutions and sent into the miesion
field ; over 8v,000 heathen children have
been educated in Obristian truth ; 1,667
different publications have been printed
in 18 languages ; and the tois! anmber
of copiss issued since the commencement
has now reached the large figure of 21,-
000,000. The number of copies printed
last year was 1,060,9C0; 8,166 children
were under instruction, chiefly in lower
Bengel ; and 70 students were in the
training institution at Ahmednsgar.”

The judgment of the Privy Council on
the Prohibition case submitted to it for
decision may not yet be fully understood
in all its bearings, but as to ita substant-
ial meaning thero appears but little doubt.
Probably no man in the Dominion is more
entitled to be considered an aunthority
upon what the Privy Council judgment
moans than is Mr. J. J. Maclaren, Q.C.,
LL.D., who presented the case before the

"Court for the Government of Ontario.
Speaking of the decision to a representa-
tive of the Mail and Empire, he said that,
“youghly spesking, the Privy Council
had answered the first six questions sub-
mitted to them—which velated to whether
the Province had power to. prohibit-—in
the negative. With regard to question
seven, which referred to tho competency
of the Ontario Government to pass local
option legislation, they had answered it in
the affitrmative. On the whols the tem-
porance peoplehad reason to be satiafied
with the judgment.” )

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4 STARTLING INNOVATION.

BY KNOXONIAN.

There was & startling innovation at the
meating of the Syncd In Colliogwood last
week. What was it?

Let no orthodox man suppose for one
moment that there was anything wrong with
the doctrins of the Synod. The Synod of
Toronto and Kingston is an orthodox body.
Nor was [there anything astray in the
Synod's mode of doing business. No danger
of that so long as Dr. Gray is clerk and Dr.
Torrance convener of the Synod's business
Committee. There esteemed officlals have
attalned unto perfection in the business line.

Some of the discussions In the Synodical
Conference were a trifle one-sided but no-
body could say that there was any actual
heresy in them. The one-sidedness arose
malnly from the fact that the men who open-
ed discussion had made proper preparation
to discuss the que. ‘lon from thelr own point
of view while the n.>n who tried to say some-
thing from other view-points had to extem-
porize. The men who opened fire had
twenty minutes: the other men bad five.
These condlitions are likely to make any dis:
cussion seem a little one-slded.

Did the Synod elect alay Moderator ?
No. The retirlng Modecator’s sermon came
dangerously near being an innovatlon. It
lifted the members right up,made them feel
bright, happy and good matured. Its lo-
flusnce permeated the whole business of the
Synod and was a potent factor in making
the meetiog an exceediogly enjoyable one.
A Moderator's sermon that produces such
results comes very near being aninnovation.

We oftep hear about innovations creep-
ing Into the Church. This Oollingwood in-
povation did oot creep io. It voiled in at
the rate of about fifteen miles an hour, It
came invery much faster thanthe hymns
and the organ came in, Well, what was this
innovation? It was—now prepare for the
worst—Iit was—it was

‘I'HE BICYCLE.

At least two members of Synod brought
their wheels with them aund actually rode up
to the door of the Church in which tbe
Synod held its meeting. One of the inno-
vators is a well known D.D. who preaches
to one of the largest congregations in the
Dominion. The other is pastor of a
jarge Toronto congregation. Both are good
mep, and strange to say both are rather con-
servative in their theology aud in their
modes of thinking and working. How two
such men should have allowed themselves
to ride on a bicycle to thedoor of a Synod
while the Moderator was in the chalr is ope
of those clerical mysteries that baffie the
average intellect,

Somebody may say the innovatlon was
not startling. Well, you just walk slowly
along the street and allow one of those
riders to ran his wheel agalost your person
and see If you are not startled. There
may be no written law in the Pres-
byterlan Church against the use of the
bicycle at meetings of the Synod. We do
not know what the Synod of Dort would
have sald about the bicycle. The West:
minster Assembly, so far as we are aware,
said nothing about the wheel. There is
nothing on the subject In our own Basis of
Unlon. One thing, bowever,is quite clear.
Ridlng & bicycle at Synod is contrary to ““ nse
and wont.” The ionovators might be pro-
ceeded agelost on that head. Or they might
be cited for following dlvisive courses. We
are not quite certain that both could be in-
dicted under the divisive course clause, but
we are reasonably sure the D.D. could for
we saw him ride. His course was very di-
visive at times.

Had these brethren introduced the wheel
in a codstitutional way nothing conld be
sald, They might bave proceeded by over-
ture, or by petitlon, or by reference, or in
any other proper way, but they did not do

. trouble bim {n the least.
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s0. They rode defiantly up to the Church
and leaned their * bike " against the build-
lng In which the Synod was sitting. Indeed
we are uot quite zertain that one of them
did not take his wuieel into the scheol-room
in which the Synod’'s Committees were at
work, If we are not careful wheels wil
soon be ridden Into the Church courts and
leaned against the Moderator's chsir. Some-
thing must be done about this innovation
before it goes too far,

If the bicycle cannot be stopped it might
be regulated. Clargymen who ride might
be enjolned to ride in good style. There
are maoy ways of riding a wheel and some
of them are not elegant., The D.D. who
rode at Colllngwood did not strike us as
belng a high class rider. His style on the
wheel was not to be compared with his style
as a speaker. The Toronto man rode well
and ig full clerlcal costume. Neither his
silk hat nor his long-tailed coat seemed to
The D.D, waob-
bled 2 little, though not as badly as some
members of Parllament wobble on the Re-
medial Bill. The ‘Torontc man rode as
steadily as any wheelsman that ever faced
the starter, He made good time, too. Per-
haps the D,D. was not doiog his hest work
when we saw him. Judging from the effi-
ciency with which he can do other things we
may fairly conclude that ke can do high
class work on the wheel too If he tries.

But, serjously, the bicycle may become an
important factor in the church work, One
pastor told us at the Synod that he can visit
ten families a day in the country, on his
wheel. Ten familles a day Is a good work.
Most ministers are well satisfied if they can
visit five. Much time Is savcd by the
bicycle in dolng town work. Walking is
tiresome and tylng up & horse half a dozen
times when there 1s nothing to tle him tois
troublesome. Were the roads in our home
mission fields good, students might save
themselves an immense amount of time and
severe labour by baviag a wheel. We hate
a bicycle but we can easlly see that a wheel|
may be very useful to one who can use it.

THE BISHOPS MANDEMENT.

BY REV. JOHN BURTON, B.D,

2Reading over the mandement of the
Roman Catholic Bishops of Qasbec just
issued led me to take down from my shelves
the three tracts of Right Hon. W, E. Glad-
stone on * Rome and the Vatican Decrees.”
The first sentence of his Preface to the
tracts as collected by himself in 1875, may
be quoted as emphatically true now, though
the score of eventful years which have passed
have brought in many momentous changes :
“ If there has ever been, and if there still.be,
a question reaching far iato the future, it is
the question ‘of church power, and of its
monstrous exaggeration into Papal power,
such as it has now for the first time been
sccepted by the Latin Church in its
corporate capacity.” We have entered npon
a phase of our soclal life in its relation to
that most potent element in our nature—the
religicus—which may well make us pause,
reflect, and baviog reflected most firmly re-
solve ; and that phase emphasizes the words
just quoted that this monstrous exaggera.
tion of church power is a far reaching ques-
tion. For if we adopt Mr, Gladstone's
words as our own do we assume any more
than a defessive attitude as we say, ¢ Rome
is herein refurbishing and parading anew
every rusty tool she was fondly thought to
have disused when no one can become her
convert without renouncing his moral and
mental freedom, and placlog bis civil
loyalty and duty at the mercy of another.”
For let us understand what it is that this
mandement claims; and though comparl-
sons may be invidious, brevity with clearness
may best be attained by drawing some in
this connection.

Itis no new thing for the clergy to take
an active part in politics, Even corporate

church action is sometimes taken in the form
L ]

of resolutlons, patitions, recommendations:
Such actions ara undoubtedly intended to
influence the electorate; and may be fur-
thered by caucus meetings which are in great
measure private, But the resolutions are
made and discussed under the public eye,
and for the most part pretty widely made
known through an active press. In our
Church Courts these things are oot doue in
a corner, Morcover, no splritual thunder-
bolts are launched against those who may
be In the minority, nor esplonage exercised
over supposed transgressors.

The Bishop's Mandement was drawn up
in secret conclave, has.behind it the spiritual
thusders of the Church, and the remorseless
searchings of the confessional. It claims to
be not the advice of men whose wisdom
and character ensure respect, but the ex-
ercise of an ** authority which springs from
God himself.” In other words, in tuls Do-
minion where we fondly dreamed we had
secured representative goverament, there
are eleven eccleslastics, Irresponsible to any
British law, who meet in secret coaclave,
and in a matter clearly within legislative
powers Issue a mandement to at leastone
third of the electorate sic wolo, sic juboe.
Aud we have politicians who for the sake of
securlng votes are ready to enter lnto & com-
pact that thus virtually would bind Canada
hand and foot to an hierarchical conclave.
To the Roman Catholic as a Christian
brother I freely exténd my band ; I bave no
desire to coerce his faith ; but I must pro-
test against our legislation as that of a free
people, being at the mercy of eleven clerlcs
who claim authority to command without
even condescending to a reason. My last
thought would be to ralse the standard of
the bigot, or even of the denominationalist,
bat the heretors of Covenanting and Puaritan
traditlons cannot afford to let slip the liber-
ties and rights handed down to them from
their fathers.

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AMERICAN NOTES.

RY OLRIG HARLAND.
PROFESSOR GREEN'S SEMI-CENTENNIAL

A wonderful gathering of the Presbyter-
lan clans has jus® been held at Princeton.
They met to do speclal honour to the life and
work of one man--the Rev, Willlam Heary
Green, D.D., LL.D.—who has been con-
vected with Princeton Seminary for the loag
perlod of half a century, and who had done
noble work, not only in the Professor's chair,
but also by means of the press in many
articles and reviews, and by his published
works in defence of the truth.

Large numbers of visitors wers present
from Philadelphia and New York, Newark
and New Brunswick, and many other places
of more or less note. It is safe to say that
such a gathering of notable people has been
seldom brought together to do honour to one
man. Afterthe procession had been formed
at the Seminary grounds it marched to
Alexander Hall, which was completely filled
—the body of the Hall with ministers and
students ; thespacious platform with Presi-
dents and professors of many colleges as well
as those of Princeton College and Semin-
ary, together with a delegation from the Al-
llance of the Reformed churches. The
speaking was of a high order of excellence,
but if we might be permitted to single out
any of these distinguished men for special
mention they would be President Francls
L. Patton, D.D., LL.D., who spoke on
Dr. Green'’s *‘ Services to the Church at
large,” and Professor McCurdy, of Unlvers-
ity College, Toronto, whose theme was Dr.
Green's “ Contribution to Shemitic Scholar-
ship,” and among the after-dinner speakers,
Dr. Cattell, whose subject was the ** Father
of the Man ; * this he treated in an exceed-
ly felicitous manmer. Dr. Cuyler spoke
with great energy on Dr, Green as “ Our
Fellow Student.”

The Alumnl Dinaer, to which all the
guests were invited, was held at University
Hall. After dinner the company re-as-
sembled at Alexander Hall, where several
speeches of a reminiscent nature were de-
livered by some notable men.

GEORCGE MUNRO.

A few days ago we were startled by the
sudden death of George Munro the New
York publisher. He had gone up to his
Catskill summer home to look after some
necessary repairs and ses about getting the
place in order for the summer season. After
glving some directions to his workmen he
took a short walk, and without any waraing.
fell to the ground, and when found, was
quite dead. .

Mr. Munro was a native of Pictoun
County, N.S,, and was along with Professor
Fowler of Queen’s University, Kingston,
one of the teachers in the Free Church
Academy, Halifax, That position he gave
up, and coming to New York he began,
after a short interval, the publishing busi-
ness. He issued the Fireside Companion,
angd chesp editions of standard works which
expanded into the Seaside Lsbrary, He be-
came the pioneer publisher otcheapliterature
of & high class. His business increasing
and prospering, he became a wealthy man,
and used his wealth in a right noble fashion.
Dalkousie University, Hallfax, owes no less
than the endowment of five ot its chalrs to
his liberality. Other institutions benefited
through his gonerosity. For some years he
resided in Brooklyn, and was an elder inthe
Reformed Church on the Helghts, unders the
pastorate ofthelate. Dr. Inglls. Shortly after
Dr. Inglls’ death, he removed to.New
York and became a member of the Rev.
Dr. John Hall's Church on Fifth Avenue,

Mr. Muaro was & consistent, humble-
minded, kind-hearted ‘Ohristian man; a
man who was greatly esteemed by those who
were brought Into close personal relations
witk him. He leaves a widow and two sons,
who.are carrying on the pablishing business;
and two daughters, one of -whom is married
te'Dr, Schurman, the President of Cornel)

Unlversity. tie {s one of thase men of
whom Canada has no reason to feel asham.
ed. One who has done honour to the land
both of his birth and adoption.

PRESBYTERIAN ALLIANCE.

The Executive Commission of the Western
Section of the Alliance of the Reformed
Churches holding the Presbyterlan System
throughout the world, held its semi-annual
meeting at Philadelphia, lately, There was
a large attendance of members, the Cana-
dian delegation belng represented by
Principals Caven and MacVicar and Dr.
Cochrane. Much business of an interesting
nature was transacted, of which the follow-
ing are some of the principal items: Tpe
Rev. Wm. H. Roberts, D.D., LL.D., was
appointed to fill the office of chairman of
the Western Sectlon of the Commission.
This appointment carries with it the presi-
dency of the Alllance until Dr. Chambers'
successor shall be appoionted. A feeling and
appreciative minute in reference to the late
Dr. Chambers, the President of the Alliance,
was cordially adopted. Reports from the
various standing committees were received,
aud Drs, Ellinwood, Cattell, Cochrane, and
Baird were instructed to prepare reports of
the committees of which they are Conven.
ers, and forward the same to the Alliance.

THE VENEZUELA BOUNDARY

Pending the report of the Commission
appointed by the President on the Vene-
zuela boundary dispute, the feeling is grow-
ing that tbe trae ideal for Britlan and
America Is a closely knit alliance. I re.
member that a distinguished man, who held
high office {n the national administration,
said to the writer when such a suggestion was
made, “Then if that were to happen they
would rule the world." Isit pride of race
to say, as was said then. * they are the only
people fit to rule it.”

THE SALVATION ARMY.

We have had not a little controversy re-
garding the trouble in the Salvatlon Army.
After many statements gro and con, it turns
out that Ballington Booth and his wife had
come to the conclusion, some time ago, that
they could not carry on their work under
the old rules, and the somewhat despotic
administration of the General at the head of
the organization, It must have beea rather
trying for them to feel that they were com-
peiled to give up their work in counection
witn the Avmy In this country. They have
unguestionably been instrumental in bring.
ing the Army to its present condition of
prosperous efficiency. Before Balliogton
Booth and his wife took charge of the work,
the Army was not looked upon with much
favor. It did not seem to accomplish
very much, save beating a big drum,
and singlog some jangling hymns. Under
their wise management the Army prospered,
much really geod work was done, and some
of the more extravagant features softened,
or eliminated, and the approval of the
Church-going community was galoed.
Auxiliary socleties were formed, and not a
little financial support was obtained through
their instrumentality. The Booths them-
selves made their home at Mootclair, one of
the most charming of New York's New
Jersey suburbs. Here they became general
favorites ; especially Mrs. Booth, who, {
believe, 1s a very accomplished and delight-
ful woman., They became American citizens
and were rapidly Americanizing the Army,
This the old General did aot like, nor did
thelr methods of work meet with his cordial
approbation. So far as the Army is con-
cerned heis Imperator and his methods are
as despotic as that of any Roman Emperor,
Wheén he was in the United States he plain-
1y enobghb let his dissatisfaction be seen.
The result we now see in the withdrawal of
the Booths and the foundation of & new
organization under the name of the
“ Volunteers.” Time wiil tell whether there
is room for both the Army and the
Volunteers.

Qur lesson for this week covers all the
events o} the most eventful day in the earthly
life of our Lord, The record of the sayings and
doings of this one day makes up about one ninth
of each of the first three gospels, and one-fourth
of the Gospel according to John. It was in con*
nection with the last passover feast, and when
Jesus saw the spirit of self-seeking manifested by
His disciples, that e uttered thess warniogs,
which f&ll vatucally under the heads—iwarning:
against self and warning against others.

I Warnings Against Self --Two
forms on which selt is apt to assert i's influence
are teuched upon, and warned agaiost : self-seek
ing and self-confidence. It was painfully appar-
ent to our Lotd from the moment He entered the
upper room that night that the disciples were
actuated by the self-seeking spirit. In that hot
Eastern land travellers wote' sandals on their
journcyings, so that the feet became dusty and
hot. Io most houses a2 servant was kept <o
*“loose the latchet’ of a visitors sandals, and
pour cool water over the hot dusty feet, both for
their cleansing, aod for the refreshing of the
traveller. Of course this office was most menial
and was performed by the meanest slaves. Hence
the force of Joho the Baptist's compatison of him-
self with the ‘¢ One greater than he.” Now in
the upper room there was no servant to do this
vrork, and each disciple was so inteat on being
counted greatest, that be would oot condescend
to wash the others feet. Jesus Himself, when
they were seated, performed this service, and so
both by example and precept v:arned them against
this spirit of self-seeking. He pointed out to
them that they must oot be worldly, but **other-
worldly " in their attitude one towards another ;
and that the way to honor and preferment in
God's kingdom isthe way of bhumility and ser.
vice. Thus He warns them that it they would
not be rejected, they must seek preferment by
loviog service one of another. Then for Peter's
sake, as well s for ours He warned that apostle
that Satan had desired to put bim to the test as
hedid Job of old. He warned Peter that his
only hope lay in the intercession and support of
his Master. Had Peter only beeded the warmn-
ing, instead of boasting of his strength ot purpose,
«nd ability to stand firm even if by so doing he
should incur imprisonment or death, he could
not have denied his Master, and caused his heart
such bitterness. We may test assuted that Satan
is always desirous of having every Chnstian who
1s worth aoything iz Christ’s service, just as he
desired to “ have ' Peter. We should therefore
be always on our guard, and always looking for
grace for belp ia time of need.

II. Warning Against Others.—
While undoubtedly the most subile aod danges
ous foes to the Christian welfare aze those which
reside within his own heart, yet there are circum-
stances whose tendency is to dishearten the child
of God, and lead to abandoning the fight. Such
circumstances were about to overtake the disciples
of our Lord. While Jesus was with them in the
world, He ** kept them in God’s name."” There-
fore they had lacked nothing, but had been ze-
ceived everywhere for their Master’s sake; and
besides they always had the Master to fall back
upon for comfort and for cheer. Now however
they were to be left alone~—literaily alone for 2
little time until the'** other comforter ” should
come, henceforth without the objecuve presence
of their Master., Hence the conditioas unde .
which they must work were to be wholly difterent
from anything they had been accusiomed to.
They must therefore exercise every legitimate pre-
caution, {ake every lawful means fur their own pro-
tection and support. There is no warrant for
foo! harlliness in Christ’s service, It is notfaith,

‘bat presumption, to expect Christ todo for us
what He bas given us the judgment and ability to
do for ourselves. Jesus resisted the tempter when
urged to leap from the temple pinnacte and ex-
pect the Lord to take care of Him ; so ought we
to tesist the same tempter when he would persu-
ade us that there is no need to exercise -‘common
sense. Jesus would have His workers carefully
estimate the dangers and difficulties with which
they must cope—and mske every preparation
against them, at the same time resting upon Him
10 make these prepartions effective,

THE LORD'S DAY.

[Tbe following pen .and ink sketch of
one so well known and loved in Canada as
1s the Rev. Dr. Gibson, and of his teaching
oo a subject at the present time claiming sov
much atiention amoogst us, will be welcome
to all our readers. It appears in the Pres-
byterian of London, England, and is one of
a series of “DPulpit Sketches,” by ‘A
Wandering Worshipper,”—EDITOR ]

Shower znd sunshinez, sunshine and
shower, alternately prevailed as I made my
way to the Presbyterian Church, St. John's
Wood, Loudon, on Sunday morning last.
But inside this large and somewkat old-
fashioned edifice all was sunshine without a
clound. Ifound a big congregation, bright
slnging, a sunay service, and a particularly
bright and stirring sermon. Dr. Monro
Gibson is koown to most Presbyterians as
minister of probably the greatest, wealthiest,
and most attached congregation in the Eog-
lish Presbyterian Church. His genial but
somewhat portly presence is also pretty
familiar on public platforms and in pulpits
throughoat the length and breadth of the
land. But, on the whole, Ithink he is seen
at his best when speaking in his own ckurch
face to face with his own devoted flock
‘There he is thoroughly at home, and all the
vivacity, latent drollery, lambent humour,
incisive rhetoric, and flashes of genuine

-poetic fire which so characterise hiz, come
freely and most naturaily into play. Light,
life, love are words which I found myself
almost uoconsciously assoclating with Dr.,
Gibsop, as I listened so appreciatively on
Sunday morning to his voice, both in read-
ing the Scriptures, in offerlog prayer, and
in the delivery of bis sermon. Dr. Gibsoa
has full share of that “touch of nature”
which ‘‘makes the whole world kin,” and
there isa warmth, a tenderness, a loving
kindness, lit by the love of God about the
man which irresistibly stir and stimulate the
hearts oi the congregation, and effectually
prepare the soil. for the reception of many a
thought that breathes and many a word that
burns when bhe launches into his sermon.
Now and again, too, he strikes a note of
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truest pathos, and in a tone of voice which
has a singular knack of thrilllng the mind
and taking its root in the inner soul. There
Is the spirit of an old Covenanter in the elo-
quent mioister of St. John’s Wood, but this
does not mean that Dr. Glbson is it any
way mentally cornered {p the past. Oa the
contrary, in his own pulpit, as well as on
outslde platforms, he is noted for the broad
and liberal outlook which he malatans on
all the problems of the day,and his pre.
eminent position has recently been acknow-
ledged by his election to the presidency of
the council of the Free Churches.

What 1 am here concerned with, how-
ever, Is the impression his preaching made
or the mind of “A Wandering Wor-
shipper” on Sunday last. 1 was fortunate
in this, that I heard the doctor deliver what
may be called a ‘*speclal” sermon on
Lord's Day observance, It was a subject
which called forth the preacher’s best and
tubtlest qualities. 1 had occasion to note
that the Doctor is 2a man who loves theology
much but the simple Gospel of Christ more,
who lives and moves and has his being in
that brighter Puritanism which neither
seeks nor finds gloom in religion, but rest
rather, with refreshment, inspiration, hope,
and a joyous outlook on *f the wide horizon,
the glorlous scenery, the living waters, and
the green pastures of the great Kingdom of
God.” I found also a man who had a wise
andstatesman-hike grip of thisquestionof the
Lord’s Dgy; one who saw its primary mean.
ing and sigaificance as a God-given day of
rest, and in that respect the natural. birth-
right and inheritance of every son of man.
Dr. Gibson does not forget that the first ser-
mon of our Lord in the little Synagogue at
Nazareth contained “ the Gospel of Gospels
for the poor,” and hisown sermon was an
eloquent and luminous defence of the sacred
principle of Lord’s Day rest (in its broader
light, of one day's rest in seven for every
wotker), delivered most of all, as it appear-
ed to me, in the Interests of the many toilers
of our day from whom this birthright bhas
been unrighteously filchad.

Dr. Gibsun’s text was Luke iv. 16:
¢ Aod He came to Nazareth, where He had
been brought up : sad as His custom was,
He went into the synagogue on the Sabbath
day, and stood up for to read.” ‘As His
custom was "'—that was the motto of the
sermon, and Dr. Gibson began by remarking
that be had been specially requested to
speak on the observance of the Lord’s Day.
On a previous occaslon he had attempted to
set forth onr Lord's teaching on that sub.
ject ; that morning he would give special
prominence to His example. Jesus main.
talned the habit of observing the Sabbath
and attending the synagogue. The latter
must needs bave been a great trlal. His
whole gature must have revolted against the
silly, orthodox observances of His day.
There were thirty-uine articles defining these
observances, and the articles, frivolous
enough in themselves, and dealing with such
petty matters as .whether it w < lawful or
a0t to tie or untie koots on the Savvath day,
were repdered still more ridiculous by the
current Rabbinical teachings and explana.-
tions given in connection with them., Vet
Jesus, recognizing the Eternal law which
prescribed one day's rest in seven, observed
with all His heart the Sabbath day as God'’s
gift to man for the refreshment of his body
and his cpirit, He attended the synagogue,
and He did his duties in it, even though
the *“reading” He neard was probably ¢ as
poor amongst them as amongst us,” andthe
Rabblnical explanations were well nigh in.
tclevable, What a rebuke to maany fastidi-
ous people in this day of ours! The ex-
ample of Jesus teaches the high value we
shonld set on thé day ofrest and the oppor-
tunities it gives of Divine worship.

Some say that Jesus was always on the
fiberal side regarding Sabbath questions.
That was quite true. But what was the
broad and liberal side? Was it to tara the
Sabbath into a day of amusemen:?
Not one whit. Was it only for the
Jews? No; for He taught *the Sabbath

was made for man,” The trouble Hetook
to reform it proves that He regarded it as a
permanent institution.

Oae had very little patience with the
view that the Sabbath is abolished because
it Is not kept on the seventh day. That was
the true Rabbinical spirit. The gift of God
was one day's rest in seven, and it matter-
¢d not which day it was. But it seemed
peculiar, and was a subject for regret that
ihe beautlful name * Sabbath" had been
discarded in England for the heathen name
“Sunday.” On the other hand, it seemed a
natural development of the spirlt that the
seventh day should give place to the first
day of the week, and that this should be
kept In memury of the Lord's Resurrection.
The Sabbath should not be regarded asa
day of vexatious restrictions. It wasrcota
case of giving up one day to God ; it was the
loving gift from God to man of one day's
rest in seven. ** Six-days shalt thou labor *
was the order in the Fourth Commandment.
“If you are not bound to do it for daily
bread, then you must do it for something
else.” Six days shalt thou labor., But,
blessed be God, on the seventh day man
was set free! This.was speclally intended
as a boon to the toiler. Oa the seventh day
an opportunity was given of weaving into
the dull web of his earthly life the glowing
colors of heaven. The sacredness of the
day was distinctly safe-guarded. In large
cities thers could not be an absoclute cessa-
tion of ail kinds of work on the Lord's Day,
but these should be so carried out as to de-
prive no man of one day’s rest in seven.
The work also shounld be minimised,

both in our households and in the
demands which were made on public
servants, It London could do withouta

postal service on Sunday could not the
.country do so also? Then as to travelling
facilities. Was it necessary to compass
London at all parts and at all times on the
Sabbath day? Were these facilities mini-
-mised as they ought to be? Was not the
tendency always to the breaking down of
limitations? At any rate, the work involved
should be so restricted as to be a burden to
none, even ifit meant lower dividendsor a
higker passenger fare. But rest was not all,

Our Lord taught that the Sabbath was

** made for man" as a day for refreshmeat—
a day that would open up to us a new world,
the wide realm of the unseen and the eternal.
Not that the gate of heaven was ever shut,
but in days of toil it was only brict glimpses
we got of it. On the seventh day we put
aside cur worldy work to lle down in the
green pastures and beside the still waters
to which the Good Shepherd was always
willing to lead. One touch of faith, and the
palace of the King with all its treasures was
‘disclosed. Alas! that so many should miss
it, that so many ears should be totally deaf
to the music of heaven, See how eager our
Lord was. It would probably have been
much more genial te His buman spirit to
haveleftthe quibblings of the synagogue, and
<climbed the quiet hill, there to hold com-
munion with God ; but instead of that He
oined the little band of worshippers. He
read the texts, He preached His Gospels
of Gospels for the poor, a Gospel that had
to do with the life that now is and the life
that is to come., Daily bread, decent
houses wholesome recreations, opportunities
for culiure were all parts of the Gospel for
the poor ; butl in addition to these let no
one keep from them the Gospe!l of the Eter-
val. Do not give them on Sunday a stale
repetition of all the doings snd thoughts of
the week. Let their eyes be opened to see
the light'ot the Lord—the light that never
was on sea or shore; let thelr ears be open-
ed to the music of the glory of God !

In a closing passage of singular beauty
and eloquence Dr. Gibson drew a picture of
a Parisian Sonday in contrast with one pre-
sented by a group of Sabbath worshippers
on & Scottish hillside, and asked his hearers
to *look on this picture, and on that.”
Altogether a great sermon, finely conceived,
beautifally expressed, and delivered with
rare force and pathos.

DR. CUYLEN'S TESTIMOXY.

The following testimony of the Rev, D,

«PHE NEW DAYSPRING."

Mr, Lawrie writes after a brief account
of the early history of the mission: “Jn
the providence of God, with the advent of
the Rev. John G. Patton, D.D., a new era
in the histoty of the misslon began. Dr.
Paton’s early repulses on Tanna were his
best stepping stones to ultimate success.
He bas lived, and in great measure helped
10 folfil the fervent desire of Drs. Geddie
sod Inglis, that twenty missionaries be ac-
uvely cogaged in the group, where each
man has to labor {n a language quite unlike
that spoken by his nearest missionary neigh-

. Paton has all along been chief
sponsor for the three /Dlaysfrimgs; his
wondrous eloquence and organiz.og power
have aften brought help from the most un-
expected quarters, and in this way a bridge
has been provided whereby the missicnarles
are enagbled: to go from Aanstralia to the
Islands."

Dr. Paton writes late in December re-
garding her arrival at Melbourne, M.
Gibson ~1d he went dowa to meet her, and at
the eatronce to the river, boarded her, and
with the good captain joined in praisiog and
thaoking God. * Outslde she was washed
and seabeaten, showing what a long voyage
she came through, and below she was grzen
with sea grass.and barnacles. . . . In
her saloon and inside, the ship s as clean
and beautiful as when she came out of the
bollders hands. Evidently great care has
been taken of everything, and the captain

"and officers are loud in her praises as an

excellent sea boat.”

Under date, February 1oth, he writes:

«“The Dayspring has left for the Islands
with provisions for the missionaries, mails,
ete. ; and Dr. and Mrs. Macdonald, of
Efate—with their children—are on board,
returoing to their wotk,

“ By the addition of rolliog chocks our
little vessel Is now one ot the most pleasant
and steady boats afloat for her size. Fler
machinery works so nicely that its motion is
scarcely felt, and she-has not since, even in
rodgh weather, taken one wave on board.
Nearly all who have seen her think her in-
tetnal arrangements admirably adapted for
the work of the missidon.

“ The Dayspring not only comes up to,
but exceeds our expectations; and we
praise the Lord fot our ship, and hope the
Masier’s servants will help us to keep her
in the blessed work till all our Islanders are
tavght to fear and serve Jesus Christ and
ttjoice in His salvation.”

The captain writes, “1 am quite proud
of my little ship and the way she behaves in

.abeavy sea.”” She is now probably on her

second voyage to the Islands carrying
back five of the missionaries and their
wives to their work, besides four new mis-
slonaries, the wives of two of themanda
lay helper, and three depaties to the mis-
sion Synod—Dr. Gibson, Dr. Paton and
Mr. Copeland,

As some very misleading statements re-
garding her capacity, etc., have been given
to the public by those opposed to getting
ker, the followlng facts will be of interests :
Her tonage is thres bundred and forty gross;
ber speed seven and a half to eight knots

. an hour on three tons ot coal when not us-

ing ber sails, She has accommodation for
thirty persons at her saloon table, brrths for
thisty-two cabin passengers and four native,
teachers, and that without distarbing the
captaio, officers or crew. She has been

-pronounced a model of beanty and -comfort.

Dr. Paton writes: * We never had such
excellent accommaodation in any -ship doing
the work of our mission. The trading
company's vessel dolog our wission work
could only glve fourteen or sixteeu berths
and not so roomy and alry by a long way as
those of the Dayspring, giving thirty-two
tooms besides all the other rooms named.”
The service required of her will be:final-
ly determined at the meeting of the mission
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Synod In May, THe opposition that has
centred in Sydney mag result in two or three
of the eight churches (employlng five ot six
misslonaries) working in the New IHabrides
making their own arrangements with the
Syduey company, while the remaning
churches, employlog seventeen or eighteen
missionarles and duing the aggressive wark,
will be served by the Dapspring. 1a that
case she will piy from Melbourae.

The cost of the service given by the
Commercial Company last year is stated at
$11,500, and will fucrease with the number
of misslonaries. That service has beso
satlsfactory to some of them, not 30 {0
others. They called just once at Anewa dur.
ing the five morths Dr. Paton was there
last summer, and then for copra that a
trader had to ship. His maill was left on
Tanna. In conference at last Synod it was
agreed that six or eight additional misslon-
arles were needed to overtake present work
on the Islands.

DISURIMINATING USE OF MIS.
SION FUNDS.

—————

Dr. S. H. Chester, Secretary of the
Southern Presbyterian Board, tead a paper
on the * Discriminating Use of Misslon
Funds” at the Fourth Conference .of Mls-
slonary Societles, recently held in New
York City The doctor considered discrim-
ination as to fields, schools, native agents,
and misslonaries, and pointed ont the neces:
sity for closer study of these depariments
of effort, and a wise proportion of the work.
ing force of men ana women, and of & com:
parative expenditure upon the varlous
branches of work.

Mr. Robert Speer brought on in his dis-
cussion of the paper & phase of church be-
nevolence which, if permitted to rup lts {ull
course, will sap the very foundation of our
great enterprises. It has lts root in a
species of sclfishness which demands
results—sight drafts on iavestments—in-
stead of leaving time and faith to yleld their
legitimate fruit. * There is a tendency,"
Mr. Speer says, ‘‘to desire special objects
oo the mission fields. People must have
scholars, they must have native preachers
picked out specially that they want 0 sup:
port ; and the offer of that money leads
often to the support of helpers who never
ought to have been supported, and who
never would have been If the money had not
been urged and pressed by the churches
and socleties at home. The Baptist Union
says that the practice of some churchss and
misslonary bands in this country, of cou-
tributing money designated for the suppornt
of native pastors on the Foreign field should
be discouraged.”

The question wiil immediately be ralsed,
¢ Will those who give in this wa': give at
all if cut off from specials?” We reply by
another question : “If there is a priuciple
sacrificed in giving from a low motive, s It
not right and wlse to cultivate the ‘higher
and discourage the lower, though there be &
temporary loss?”  While special donations
may in some measure.buttress the general
wotk, in the mala they are turrets and
towers which, springing from the wall, add
to its wait, and but little to its strength,
With regular collections coatinuatly declin-
ing, we do well to look to our foundations lest
the whole structure topple and fall,

The following resolutlon, in regard to
specials outside the regularly approved estl:
mates or authorized appropriations, was
adopted by the Conference :

Recommended—** That it is the judgment
of the Conference that gifts for special ob-
jects outside the. regularly apf»rovsd esti
mates or authorized. appropriations. for the
mission work, are to be strengly discourag-
ed. Such gifts involve uojust discrimina-
tlons in favor of some missionaries ; subord-
inate the judgment of the misslons to prlv.
ate judgment, interfere .with *ha regular in.
come of the Board ; if rigu. or-ons, ara
right for all ; and so militatc agaiost the
purpose of the establishment of the Boards ;
are demoralizing to the wotk, and obstyuct:
in many cases -the attalumant of self sup-

port.”

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THE GRACE OF HUMILITY.

—

June 7.—Mark ix. 33-37 ; John xiil. 117,

Ltissomewhat remarkablietbat when Christ
desired to Imaress upon the minds of the
disciples the necessity of being humble, he
should have made use of an object lessson,
This He did on two occaslons, Once He
placed a little chitd down among the dis-
ciples so that they might see him, and tbus
learn to be humble and trustful as that chiid
was. At avother time, He washed His dis-
ciples feet, to teach them that they were not
to lord it over one aoother, but rather, that
they were to serve one another in all lowli
ness of mind. Why did Christ make use of
object lessons to teach this subject?
Doubtless to make His instruction more im-
pressive—to enable his hearers to take In
the truth, not only by the ear but by the
eye.
Did His disciples not require instruction
upon the subject of humility? How often
they disputed among themselves which of
them should be the greatest? Even when
almost under the shadow of the cross, they
revived their jealous bickering. When the
other disciples once learned that James and
Jolin, through their mother, bad asked for
the two chief places in Christ's Kingdom,
they were displeased—tbey could not bear
the thought of these two securing special
favors from the Master.

And yet did not the disciples know that
humility is acceptable to Ged, while pride is
most abhorrent to Him? They must have
kaown. They must have been acquainted ~
with what Solomon tanght upon this subject
(Prov. il. 23 xv. 33; xvill. 12). Wezethey
pot familiar with the story of Nebuchaduaz-
zar, who was driven from the abodes of men
because his heart was lifted up with pride
as he viewed the great Babylon he had
boilt? Did they not kaow what happened
to Hezekiah because of the pride he display-
ed in showing his treasures to the ambas-
sadorsoftheking of Babylon (11. Chron.xxxli.

"2¢.) They must have read the advice given

to Baruch, the amanuensis of the prophet
Jexemiab : ‘¢ Seekest thou great things tor
thyselt? Seek them not.” Yet, in spite of
all this, they often dispu.ed as to which of
them should bave the place of honor in
in Christ's Klogdom.

But let us not condemn the disciples too
severely lest, in so doing, we write & word
of condemnation against ourselves. Have
our awn hearts never been lified up with
pride? Do we, with good grace, take a
second place, when we f{eel we are entitled
to the first? Dec we not sometimes cherdsh
a teeling of resentment when we find that
another has outdistanced us in the race for
a certaln position?

Thers are somethings about the grace of

hamility which make it a very excellent one
to caltivate. It is tbe gateway into the
Kingdom!of neaven. This gate is so lowthat
no one can gothrough except on his knees.
It is only when a man is humbled by a sease
of sin and helplessness that he will seek the
blessed Saviour. The spirit of humility en-
ables us to dethrone self and seek the Christ
in Whom all {nlness dwells.

This grace is beauntiful in itself. 1t is a
grace which teaches us to be thaokfal. A
proud man canrot be thankfal, because he

. imagines that he deserves.all he possesses—

it, indeed, he does not deserve more than he
possesses. Such a spirit can never be
either grateful or trustful. It is a grace,
which, when cultivated, lead to grander and
higher attainments. The Christian is never
so exalted as when he is brooght low 5 never
so epriched as when he is poor in spirit.
Paul was never 5o strong as when he was
weak, and pever =0 great as when he was
buffeted lest he shonld be exalted above
measure. It isa grace which, when culti.
vated, l:iceps the Christlan in a safe place.
Dr.-Cuyior 3ays: * At the sea-side certain
molluscs sck tightly to the rocks. Each
mollusc clings so tenaciously that the con-
cussion of the waves caanot smite it off.
The sacret of its hold is that the mollusc is
empty. Xf it were to be filled either with alr
or with fesh, it would drop off immediately.
This illastrates literally the condition of

every humble, honest, healthy believer who

has been emptied of self, and so clings by a
diviae law, closely to.the Rock of Ages.”
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E have more than enough of ministers to

supply our vacancies. Why should the

General Assembly take. in ministers from other

churches to ‘‘ jostie " our own men, more especial-

ly when some of those seeking -admission have had

little or no training and have no sympathy with our
Church life and modes of work.

W E cordially second the proposal’to publish

. the addresses given at the Synod of Moni-
treal and Ottawa by Mr. Morrison and Principal
MacVicar. The Principal’s address on “The
Revival of Religion Needed in our Times” was an
admirable effort, and should be in the hands of
every member of the Church. A revival such as
Principal MacVicar described is what the Church
needs, but it is just what a good many people who
clamour for special services do not want.

OW that the nomination of Mr. Hogg

fallen through, might it not be as well for
the Board of Knox College to delay further action

in regard to the chairs of Church History and Apo-.

logetics, for a year. The finances of the College
are oot in the best possible condition, and there isa
little feeling in regard to the nomination of two
* foreigners.” How would it do to wait until the
funds go up and the feeling goes down. The
election of one professor each year is going ata
fairly good pace.

THE work of the Church will go on all right,
but a General Assembly without Dr. Reid,
Mr. Macdonnell, Principal MacVicar, Principal
Grant, Dr. Cochrane and a good many others who
used to be rarely if ever absent will seém strange
until one gets accustomed toit. As matters now
stand it looks as though the time of the Supreme
Court would be largely taken up with *‘ deficits.”
Deficits often mean growling and unfair, snarling
criticism. They should mean penitence and self-
examination. Notwithstanding the deficits and
the absence of some prominent men this may be

- the best Assembly the Church ever saw:

' HURCH statistics are often a puzzle. Metho-

. dism grew faster in Edinburgh and Aberdeen
last year than in those parts of England in which
the church is strong. “Scotland,” says the Britisk
Weekly, “ has had an unbroken series of increases
since 1887, while York has declined from that time.
Halifax, and Bradford, Macclesfield and' Lincoln
have reported decreases year by year since 1891.”
Some districts of London in which the population
is increasing reported decreases last year. The
British Weekly is of the opinion that the last gen-
eral election was highly Injurious to the Noncon-
formist churches of England. The members divid-
ed and there was much bitterness in many places.
Methodists suffered along with all the others. - We
-have a good deal of politics to the acre in Canada,
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but we do not believe that a general election ever
brought down the statistics of any church. Last
year in the Methodist Church in England there was
a decrease of 2,275 full and 774 junior members.

THOUGH we have no sympathy with what is

called progressive theology on the other side
of the line, we think it cannot be deénied that the
conservative party in the American Presbyterian
Church have ot late years shown a tendency to-
wards the exercise of arbitrary power in the Gen-
eral Assembly. A large majority in the Supreme
Court and the concentration of business in the mis-
sion and other Boards, seem to lead the best of men
to forget that the Presbytery is the fundamental
court in Presbyterianism. A Presbyterian Church
can exist and prosper without a General Assemb-
ly ; it can exist and grow without some of the
“Boards ” that wield so much influence in the
American Church, but no Presbyterian body can
exist without 1 Presbytery. Some of our contem-
poraries are publishing extracts from an article by
Dr. Hodge, written thirty years ago, in which that
Master in Israel lays down doctrines on the limita-
tions of a General Assembly’s power that must
make some modern General Assembly leaders
wonder.

*ANADIANS are loyal almost to a proverb,
and all of them from one end of the Do-
minion to the other welcomed right heartily
another anniversary of the birth of our most
Gracious Sovereign. If it were reasonable to ex-
pect that she could, in the course of nature, see
many more years, all would say : ‘ Long may she
reign!” If we cannot expect this, all will join in
the wish that what must be the closing years of
her reign, may be the most peaceful, the best and
happiest ot her long, useful and honoured life.
Among all the changes she has lived to see, none
are greater than that wrought by the continued
prosperity of the people under her sway, especially

.in Great Britain, in Ireland, and the colonies, and

the steady extension and consolidation of her
vast empire. Such has been. her personal char-
acter, and influence, and the wisdom which has
marked her conduct as the sovereign of a free and
enlightened people, that we can scarcely wish any-
thing better for ourselves and the whole empire,
than that she may have a long line of successors
on the throne, marked by those public and private

" virtues by which she has herself been marked.

Happy are the people that have such a sovereign,
and happy is the sovereign that has such a loyal
and attached people. On the tweaty-fourth “ God
save the Queen” was said and sung in many a
strange tongue, all round her empire on which the
sun never sets, and on the lips of millions it was no
empty form of words, but a sincere and heartfelt
prayer, and it is with ourselves as we now say, and
what better thing could we wish for our aged Queen
than just this, taken in its best and highest sense,
“ God save our Queen.”

- S everything said by representative men about
schools is of interest at the present time we
ask our readers to give their careful attention to
the following remarks made by Mr. Justice Street
the other day to a grand jury in Hamilton. The
jury had referred to the number of youthful crimi-
nals brought betore them and had made the usual
recommendation about stopping the importation
of children’ from the slums of Europe. His Lord-
ship said : '

“1 am glad you have called attention to the preval-
ence of crime among the youths in Hamilton, and that you
have taken so much interest in suggesting something you
think may be a remedy for it. I have been looking into
the history of the young men convicted of some of these
serious crimes at the present Assizes, and I find that they are
not imported criminals at all, as a rule; that in fact, with
one exception, they were all young fellows who had been
brought up in the city. of - Hamilton, and who have been
educated at the Public Schools. So that f these are a fair
specimen of the criminals who are causing the crime in
Hamilton, the remedy you suggest of prohibiting the impor-
tation of people from other countries is not going to help it.
It is necessary to look nearer home, and consider whether
the system under which these children are brought up is the
system that is most likely to make good citizens of them.
I am very much afraid, and have a strong conviction myself,
that it is not. These young fellows wete sent to the Pablic
Schools, where they are never tanght, as far as [ under-
stand, any principles of morality at all. They were simply
taught reading, writing, arithmetic, and & smattering of
other things, but they are not tanght the difference between
right and wrong. My Impression of the way in which a

Now is the time to put an effectual and final check
upon the audacity of the hierarchy and of any who
may in future attempt to follow their example,
They are making a desperate fight, and if victorious
on this occasion, we may prepare for further new
demands in the future. And why do these men—by
the aid of their mysterious spiritual powers and
claims applied to this people—seek to coerce
Manitoba ? It is to re-impose upon it a system of
schools which swallowed up the people's money and
left their children in dease ignorance; it is to fasten
upon Manitoba a state of things which has left the
.great mass of the people of the province of
Quebec half a century behind the younger pro-
vince of Ontario, in all materiai and intellectual
wesources.  This is the sinister) vialign object for
which these eleven Romish dignitaries have issued
their mandement. Itought to be met with such
universal condemnation from the votes of'a free
and self-respecting people, that the attempt
will never again be made by them or any other
body of men whatever.

There is much in the document that is most
excellent, but mixed up with it, and very confi-
dently . and boldly, are the most extravagant
claims, and authoritative injunctions to their peo-
ple, who, if they are not, ought to be able, in the
end of the pineteenth century, if the Roman
Catholic Church had done its duty in the way of
instructing them, to judge for themselves in a mat.
ter of this kind. They are the “successors in the
Apostolate,” their ‘‘authority springs from God
Himself, they are the recognized chiefs of a society
perfect, sovereign, superior by its nature and by
its end to civil society.” It rests with them solely
to say what questions are religious, and then “ to
point out to the faithful, or to approve, the proper
meags to arrive at the spiritual end they propose
to reach.” Here in Canada, just now, it is by tell-
ing their people for what candidates and for what
particular government to vote. In Spain, formerly,
it was by means of the Inquisition, and in France it
was by the massacre of St. Bartholomew, They
are the lords of the counsciences of their people, and
they “are bound to direct the only line of conduct
they are to follow in the present election.,” What
this direction means to the ordinary Roman
Catholic we all know, “Ifyou dare to disobey
your bishop or your priest you do it at your peril.”
That is the spirit of their directing. The Mandement
reads very smoothly, it contains many fine senti-
ments, but beneath all is the mailed hand. In
1872, under circumstances similar to the present,
every Roman Catholic was left free in his consci-
ence to choose and vote for the means which, in
his judgment, were the best to secure a given public
end, with the least possible danger to the
religious peace of the country. Siace
then the Romish clergy have grown more bold, or
desperate, more arrogant, more domineering.  Al-
though a. Roman Catholic may now think coercion
and the Remedial Bill, most dangerous to the
religious peace of the country, still this mande-
ment says: “ This grave duty imposes itself upon
all good Catholics, and you would not be justifi-
able, neither before your spiritual guides, nor be-
fore God Himself, to set aside this obligation ;”
~—that is, to vote for coercing Manitoba and for
coercion as a mode of government. That is to say,
these eleven men, ecclesiastics, skut ‘up, isolated
and cut off in a large measure from {hose political
and public interests which concern their fellow
citizens, no more competent, nor half so competent
asare intelligent Roman Catholics to judge cor-
rectly as to what is best for the state, certainly not
soable to judge for the people of Manitoba as
they are to judge for themselves, armed with
the dangerous spiritual powers which they claim to
have the right and the might to use, have the pre-
sumption to direct the Roman Catholics, virtually
of the whole Dominion, to vote as'we tell you, and
as subject: to us in-your-ceasciences, Such are the
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dungerous powers and prerogatives. they claim.
They are subversive of true manhood, f a proper
sense of individual responsibility and accountabil-
ity not to priests but to God and to our fellow-
men, they are subversive of freedom in the state
and of civil and religious liberty, and therefore
most dangerous. It isthe duty of every free man
to resent interference based upon such claims. It
is the duty of Protestauts, especially, i teach and
practice a very different doctrinc to protest
against it and do their utmost by pen, and voice,
and ballot to counteract, oppose and defeat it.
Rome never really learns—it never truly gets
away from its arrogant claims, although they may
be veiled, or for a time allowed from policy to lie
dormant, it never really trusts the people, and itis
well that by such a document as this Mandement,
by Father Lacombe’s letter, and many a similar
false step which she every now and then takes, she
keeps the people of this Dominion awake to her
true character as aggressive, ambitious, grasping
only for the Church, and willing for what she be-
lieves to be its interest to adopt any course, sacri-
. fice everything, if only the Church and its schemes
may prosper and be supreme. We trust that the
country will show in the most decisive manner, by
the result of the coming election and of every
future election, without distinction of party, race
or religion, that it will never submit to adopt a
course at the bidding of any set of men, eccles-
iastics or whatever they may be, whick must al-
ways be fatal to government of the people, by the
people and for the pecpie.

MISSION WORK IN CITIES.
OW to meet effectively the religious wants of
great cities, or even of small ones, is one of
the most perplexing problems which the Church
has to grapple with. Among other agencies ofa
more denominational character, undenominational
organizations of various kinds exist for this pur-
pose. In thiscity, the Toronto City Mission is one
of these. It has now existed for sixteen years,
and all evangelical bodies are rcpresented on its
Board of Dircctors. Its objectis most simple and
raost beneficent—** to reach as many poor people as
possible who have either drifted entirely away from
the influence of the gospel, or who have never come
within it.”

The means taken to effect this object are in sub-
stance everywhere the same with an infinite variety
in detail aud application. House to house visitation,
carrying sympathy and he'p, and seeking out the
destitute, neglected or degraded arc among the most
effectual. Under the direction of the Toronto City
Mission, during last year its excellent and indefatig-
able missionary, Mr.'Hall, and those associated with
him, made fourteen hundred such visits. Closely
allied with these visits may be mentioned, cottage
prayer meetings. But noclass of ‘he needy is neg-
lected. The inmates of the Jail, the Central Prison,
the Convalescent Home, the Asylum for the Insane,
the General Hospital, and like institutions, are
visited, so that no class of the needy appears to be
overlooked, A novel method of carrying the gospel
to many whe would never come within its reach is
the Gospel Carriage. “ Every summer it enables
our missionary,” saysa circular before us, “to
preach the gospel to hundreds of people who at-
tend no place of worship, two hundred and fifty-
four earpnest gospel addresses being given from it
last summer.”

An organization such as this, intended for, and
really reaching all the most needy classes with the
gospel, and rclieving also cases of pecuniary want
and destitution, deserves the support of all denomi-
nations. Its work is carried on economically
under the direction of a Board, and with only a
little more assistance from the general public than
it gets, it could greatly add to its usefulness. To
secure this it secks to obtain one thousand Chris-
tian people ia all the churches, who would each bz
responsible for one dollar annually. Many enter-
prises abroad receive liberal assistance from the
churches of this city. This claim for ‘the needy
and deserving at our doors, should appeal strongly
to all in the city in sympathy with Christian and
philanthropic work, and in hardly asy way could
the same amount of money be employed, a1d so
much good accomplished by it. We heartily com-
mend the appeal of the Board and its work, and its
excellent city missionary, Mr. Hall, to the support
and assistance.of the Christian public. Dr. Geikie,

The secretions added by the bees change
this to grape sugar, and so prepare it
that it is almost rendy for assimilation
withont any effort on the part of the
stomach ; in faot, Professor A. J. Cook
once styled honey * digested nectar.” It
will be readily seen that honey is a very
desirable fcod for those with weakened
digestive powers. If & person is very
tired, ** too exhausied to eat,” it is aston-
ishing bow a few tastes of honey will act
almost like magio. Almost no effori is
required to make it ready for asemila-
tion. Persons suffering from soema forms
of kidney trouble will find that honey is
s mach more benefizial food.for them
than is cane sugar.

In eating comb honey wany strive to
eject every particle of wax, fearing that,
a8 wax is indigestible, nightmare and
other tronblesome consequences will fol-
low an indulgence in warm -biscuit and
honey. It is true that bread is more eas-
ily digested than warm biscuit, as the

“latter is inclingd to “ pack " in chewing;

but it may surprise some to kuow that
comb honey is really an aid to the diges-
tion of hot bresd or bisouit. The philo-
sopby of tho matter is that the flakes of
wax prevent the ¢ paoking,” while the
honey readily dissolves out, leaving pas-
sages for the gastrio juice to enter the
mass of food. The flakes of wax are in-
digestible, that is txne, but when warmed
aro-perfeotly smooth and soft, and will not
njuro the most delicale membrane; in
fact, they aot a8 & genile stimulant, and
are beneficial in some forms of alimen-
tary diffioulties. The unpleasant symp-
toms {rom which some snffer after ealing

A LESSON NEVER TO BE FOR-
GOTTEN.

When I wasa small boy, my father
wasg stationed on a large mission in the
backwoods of Canada, The hardy emi-
grants from the Old World werna crowd-
ing into that new country, and every year
additional thousands of acres of grain
were growing where shortly before the
dark primeval forests, which bad stood for
centuries, held possession.

The native Indian tribes were drifting
backwards beforo this irresistible march of
the white mau, or wers settling on reser-

vations selected for them by the govern-
ment. For years they retained their
rights to roam about and kill'the game,
which still abounded but was rapidly be-
coming less a8 the white settlements in-
creased. In addition to their hunting and
fishing, the indastrious Indians added to
their comfort by manufacturing native
baskets, brooms, handles for axes and
hoes, and similar articles, which they sold
to the friendly seitlers for food and cloth-
ing. Those that left the fire-water alone,
and wero industricus, were thus able to
live comfertably.

To these Indians on their reservations
tho gospel was proclaimed by the self-sac-
rificing missionaries as they travelled their
toilsome rounds. These visits to the In-
dians were not made in vain. Many of
these children of the forest, sick and dis-

satisfied with their old pagsnism, which
gave no peace to their troubled: spirits,
gladly received the trath and became
earnest, consistent Christiang: Their
godly lives in many places were a constant
reproof to the inconsistencies and sins of
their whito neighbors. At rare intervals
it wag my great privilege in my boyhood
days to be permitted to accompany my
father to some of the Indian encampments
that were .not very far from-our home.
Well doI remember the sweat, plaintive
voices of the Indians as they sung some
of our hymns, which had been translated
into their language. Their devout and
attentive demeanor during the religious
services deoply impresssd me. It was
ever a great pleasure to visit them in their
wigwams and to see the young people at
their sports and the older ones at their
work, which wouid generally be building
canoes or making basketa.

I did ot confine my ramblings solely
to the Christian {ndians; but as all were
friendly, I wandered about the cocamp-
ments to the different wigwamsin my
boyish curiosity to see what I could that
was novel and interesting.

In ono wigwam the following charsc-
teristic incident occurred, which wado a
deop impreesion upon my wind. Being
known ss the son of the Blackcoat,—for in
this way was the missionary designated by
thig tribe,~1 wag always welcomed in

‘their wigwaws, and was given s seat in

the circle aronud the fire,

" ‘Seated on the ground were representa-
tives of thres generations busily engaged
in work, principally basket-making, all ox-
cept the ‘aged grandfather. He was a
patriarchal-looking old man, and sat thers
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on hin blanket smoking his long pipe, and
to my youthful ayes he seemed to bo ob-
sorved in thought, as heappoared to notice
neithor me nor any ono elso.

The youngest of the company, and the
one that naturally attracted my attention,
noxt to the old man, was a young Indian
Iad, who seojned to be about my own age.
He was busily engaged with an Iudian
crooked kaife, endeavoring to make au
arrow. In his eagerness to succeed in his
work he let hie knife slip, and unfortunate-
ly cut bimself very badly. At the sight
of the blood—which tlowed freely, for the
wound was an ugly one—tholad set op a
howl of pain and alarm, which greatly
startled the stoical Indians. Relief was
quickly afforded, and the cut was coverod
with balsam and tied up in a pieco of deer
skin.

Not one word of sympathy did the
boy receive for the accident, but from
the mouths of nearly all in the wigwam
there arose a chorus of indignation and
disgust at the fact of his having cried out
when injured. To them it was a great
disgrace that one of their family, andhe a
boy of so many winters, shonld howl] and
cry like that for such a trifle.

How the other fomilies would langh
at them, when they heard of it! It look-
ed fora time as if they wounld severely
ponish him, not for his.awkwardness in
bandling his knife, and thus catting him-
solf, but because he did not show himself
able to control bis feelings, and treat the
wound acd the pain with utter indiffer-
ence.

Especially was the old grandfather
deaply stirred and indignant because of
conduct 80 unworthy on the part of his
grandson, to whom he was evidently deep-
ly attached.

fndians very seldom punish their
children. On the boys especially the rod
is seldom used. Thoe girls in the atill
heathen families often have a bhard time
of it, being often Knocked about and
beaten ; ‘but the boys generally escape,
even if they richly deserve the panish-
ment. Here, however, wasa vory seri-
ous case. This boy had committed the
serions crime of crying out at an ordinary
cat on his hand, inflicted by himself. It
would never do to let it pass.

The lad must be tanght a lesson that
would never be forgotten, and thisis the
way in which it was dono, much to my
boyish awarement and surprise, by his
cld grandfather.

Placing” near bim tho lad, who was
ovidently now fesling that he had been
verily guilty, he gave him a talk upon the
duty of bearing pain without uttering a
cry, or even a groan. Then the old man,
who bhad been a great warrior in his
yonnger days, told him that, if ho were
not more courageous than that, he would
never become abrave warrior or a good
hunter, and thst, unless hs was able to
control his feclings, and never cry out, no
watter what was the cause, they could
nover respect him any more than they
would an old grandmother,

Thus the old man excitedly talked to
him, now thoroughly rounsed out of his
usial calm demeanor. While ho talked
ho rencwed tho fire, which had partly
burned down, on the ground in the middle
of the wigwam. When by the addition
of soms very dry wood this was burning
very vigorously, the old man quickly
turned to his grandson again ; and, speak-
ing out sharply and excitedly, he said:
“Seo here; look at me. This 18 tho way
a brave should stand pain.” Then, to my
horror, he-suddenly resched out his hand,
and held ono finger in the flame, aund kept
it there until it was fearfully burnt.

Daring this sickening ordesl not a
muscle of thoold man's face quivered;
not & groan cscaped from his -firmly set
lips. To judge from his appearance, it
might havo been a stick that he was barn-
jng. When at length Ko drew. back the
crisp, burnt finger, on the .now blistered
hand, he held them toward his grandson,
and .gave him another lectaure, telling
him, smong other things, that if ho ever
expected to bo great, or honored among
his people, ho must’ boar pain withont
flinching or utlering a cry.—Xcv. Lgerton
Young, sn the Qolden Rule.

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SYNOD OF TORONTO AND KINGS-’
TON CONFERENCE.

Before convening for business this Synod, as
roost athers now do, meets the day belore to hold
a conference on such sutjects as from year to year
are decmed timely and important. This Con.
fercace opened on the evening of the rithinst.,
at Collingwood, where also the Synod met on the
following cvoning for the transaction of business.

t the finst session of the Confercace Dr. Beaton,
of Orillis, presided, and. after devotional exer-
cises, the Rew, D.  D. McLeod, of Barrie, read s
piper oo *Tke Present Demand and  Alfeged
Peefesence ‘or the Services of Young Men inthe
Migisterial Office.” As this subject, if nnta
booming one, is at least & very living one, and
alling fonth much public and stilt more of private
snimadversion and discussion, we hope shortly to
present it to our readers in full. The subject of
the next paper was cognate to the first. It was,
#Isthis Demanl an Eacouraging Feature of
our Church Life ?" It was presented by the Rev.
ohn Burton, B.D. He took the pground that
be labars of young and older men, where this is
practicable, should be combined, instancing the
case in the Church of England, of rector and
curate, as also that of the Rev. J. Anpgell James
and the late Dr. Dale, of Birmingham. The
reading of these papers, with the discussion which
followed, occupied the frst session.

Qo the following moming the Rev. Dr.
Robertson. Moderator of the General Assembly,
ptesided, aod after some time Spent in devotional
exercises, au  address was given by the Rev.
Principal Caven, D.D. His subject was, * Are
the Present Methods of Training “in our Theolo-
gical Halls, Preaching by Stuients during Ses-
sion and the Summer Months Included. the best
Obtainable for Developing the Natural Qualifich-
tioos of Candida'es for the Gospel Ministry 2"
‘This subject could not have fallen into belter
haods, and Dr. Caven discussed it at lepgth and
with great completeness. With regard to stud.
ent's pteachiog be held that their scrvices were
useful, but that they should be allowed to preach
ouly upon certain conditions that no man without
special learning, either in aris or theology, should
be sent out to the mission field ; that fields should
not be extensive aad sermons so numerocus as to
prevent atudents from discharging their first duty,
that of studying, and that there should be proper
supervision over them. Principal Cavea's ad-
dress was followed by discussion, in which Rev,
Mr. Rawsay. of Mount Forest; Revw. Dr. Graat,
of Orilliz ; Rev. Mr, Mullan, of Fergus, Moder-
ator of the Synod ; Rev. Dr. Parsons of Toroato,
and others took part ; & general feeling in favor
of closer supervision beiog shown.

Rev. Dr. Dixoo, of Galt, spoke next on
“The Reciprocal Influence of Pulpit aed Peain
Promoting and Sustainiog Spiritaal Life in oor
Congregatious.” taking strong ground upon the
oeed for spirituality. He spoke in sharp terms
of the tendency to preach on sociological and
similar subjects. The idea that the tkiags of the
present life are  of more importance than the
fature life he characterized as an i version of the
trath. Rev. J. A. Turaball, of Totonto; Rev.
Dr. Clarke, of Bracebridge, Rev. Mr. Mullan
and others discussed the subject, several of them
remarking on the effect that a  congregation can
beve upon its pastor.

The first subject taken up after devotioas in
the 2fternoon session, at which the Rev. D. D.
MacLeod, of Batrie, presided, was introduced by
the Rev. Dr.. Somerville, of Owen Sound. It
dexlt with the place and the question of the utility
of evanpelistic services, and was expressed as
follows: “ Is it mecsssary to combine what are
asually called special or evangelistic services with
the work of the pastorate in order to ptomote the
spititual Jife of the Cburch?" This is a most
delicate snbject to deal with, and Dr. Somerville
treated it in 2 carehully prepared address. His
stand was that on the whole such services are not
of efpecial benefit to a church, aod each part of
his address was carefully backed vp by instances
lrom bis personsl experience. Dr. Somerville
12n over numerous instances bearing on the poiat,
ad summed up his experiesce by saying that
xhen they come to gather up the resalls these
proved disappoiating, and, he added. he had al-
ways astisted in the meetings. Agaio,is generzl,
he had not fouud the presching of these men
teally evangelistic; preaching to bz that shoald
take up the subject of sim, 20d go to the 100t of
it, aud as & rule the great sias inveighed agaiast
were dancing, card playiog and theatre-goiog.
Funker, he thought these was 2 lack of simple
praachiog of the way of life. Ia reply toa ques.
tion asked by Dr. Torrance, of Peterbotough, Dr.
Somerviile s2id that on the wholé he badaot
fotnd hezeceived very many sxccessions to the
charch membership, and frequently he had fouad
thet he did oot bave as good tesults from converts
%0 brooght in as from thas brought in daring the
tegular course of pastoral work. Rev. Dr. Par-
scas apreed with Dr.  Somerville, thiskingita

etly fzir statement of the average experience.

ev. Mr. McKellar took the other side, saying
that such services often reach people inaccessible
tothe ordioary methods followed. Rev. My,
Mallan, spesking in defence of the evangelists,
Rid that his experience bad heea the reverse of
Dz, Sommerville's. Rev. Dr. Robertson said
that he found that much depended oo the ‘men
who-coaducted the revirals, Sometimes he had
foznd the resslts salisfaciory; somelimes the ze-
Tee. His experience was that takiog a period-
of five years, 1n one of which there was 2 reeival,
aod in the other four none, and* another period.
offive years, inwhich there were no such services
aall there was'little or -no. differcoce in the
tamber of converis made in the two periods. As-
a7ale the converts made in ordinary work were
more satisfaciory than those made in revivals.

‘The next and last subject taken upin the Con-
ference was, *The Effect of Young People's
Societies upon the Spiritual Life of the Church.”
Tt was introduced by Rev. Rev. Dr. McTavish of
Toronto, His paper was a strong  defence of
those sacieties, one of the benefits resulting from
which he defined as being that the youog people
ate by them trained to take patt in public wor-
ship—a pointin which Presbyterinnism has been
werk, he said, It was agood thing, he said, to
get people to express themselves on the subject
of their religion, as -there could betoo much
reticence.

This closed the Conference which throughout
was interesting and profitable, and in the eveving
the Synod began its procecdings, the retiring
Moderator, the Rev, J. B. Mullan of Fergus, pre-
siding and preachiog the usual opening sermor
from Ps. iv. 7. The theme of the discourse was
¢ Christian Gladness.” In addition to all earth-
ly and temporal reasons for gladaess there was
the inward, heavenly, spiritual, gladoess, which
is as far above the other asthe heaveas are above
the earth. Attention was called to some of the
causes of «his blessed cflect, ¢’ Christian Glad-
ness.” Those svecified and dwelt upon wete ; 1.
Forgiveness ; [I. Holiness ; 1II, Fellowship ,
IV. Service ; V. Anticipation. The preacher
concluded: ** It is well with usnow, but it will be
better with us when we shall see Christas He is,
and be satisfied when we wake in His likeness.
Oh the anticipstios of heaven! of seeing not
only Christ, but of meeting the grand men and
women who have goue from us, some of whom
have left us so recently that we can herdly realize
that they have gone withia the veil. Ia coaclusion
—1, Let us get more of thisjoy and gladness
into our hearts by greater neamessto Christ,
2. Lst us give oul more of it by our lips and
lives, and thus recommend the religion of Christ
as 2 joyous happy thing."

When the Synod was coostituted the Rev. F.
McLaten was appointed Moderator and returned
thanks bricfly for the honor thus conferred upon
him. After the transaction of some routine busi-
ness the Synod adjoutned.

Oathe re-assembliog of the Syaod on Wed-
nesdty morning, after devotional exercises, the
report of the Young Radies’ College, Brantford,
was preseated by the Rev. Mr. Gilray, ol Toronto;
2ad, upon motion, the Synod expressed its ap-
proval of the work done at the college and com-
meaded it to the sunpart of the Church.

YOUNG PEOPLES’ SUCIETIRS.

The report upon Young Peoples' Societies
was presented by the Rev. Douglas Fraser, of
Bowmanville, in & carefully prepared statement
giving information in detail. Reports had been
received from 197 socictics jo 115 coogregations.
Of the societice 174 bad been Christian Eadeavar
Socielies, 167 Young People’'s and 7 Tuator. It
was estimated that there are about 270 of these
societies in all. The total membership was
8,799, an average of about 45 per society, Ol
the members 2,679 wete young men, 4,745 young
women, 333 boys, and 350 gitls, while 664 were
not classified. The total receipts were $6,543,
of which $1,287 weat to defray running expenses,
$1.684 went to congregational objects, and $1,-
046 went to schemes of the charch, $879 for
Foreign Mission, $608 for Home Missions, and
the remainder for other objects. Of the member-
ship 4,650 were in full communication. Mr.
Feaser spoke in high terms of the movement,
characterizing it 2s earoest, busy, thoughtful and
loyal, and agrand training school. The Syood
heard the report with satisfaction, and on motion
of Priacipal Caven Mr. Fraser was thanked for
the wark h= had dne.

RULING ELDZRS AS MODERATORS,

The case of Whitby Peesbytery, which had ap-
pointed as its Moderator & ruling elder, was taken
up, 20d after considerable discussion, and sub-
mitting two or three motions, the following, pro-
f)ostd by Principal Caven, was passed utanimous-
y, the others being withdrawa :—*¢ In view of
the fxct that certzin constitutional questions ssem
to be involved inthe determication of the matter
of a ruling clder presiding in a Presbylery or
other court of the Church, it is desirable that the
General Assembly, as representing the whole
Chutch, shoald itself take action ; ia view also of
the fact that another Synod of the Church bas
agreed to subait the samecase to the General
Assembly, this.Synod prefers not to pronouace
on the merits of the question xs to the presidency
of elders, bat to refer it to the General Assembly
to meet in Toronto next month, in order thata
decision wav be brought in  the proper coastitu-
tional way."”

There was little discussion upon this. Rev.
D. D. McLeod spoke against the innovation, and
Principal Caven reviewed the case briefly, sayiog
that he was in favor of the matter being settled in a
coustilutional manner without innovations on the
part of individual ministers and Presbyteries, Dr.
Gregg said a few words in favor of the chaoge,
and Rev, R. D Fraser spoke on the same line,
The motion was then pased, and the Synod ad-
journed.

CORRCION CONDEMNED.

At the opening of the aiternoon sederunt Rev.
Dr. Robertson, the Moderator of the General As-
sembly aund the Buperintendent of Missions in the
West, spoke oo the work there. The last time he
had addressed the Synod, he said, in beginning,
the Remedial ordes zu beeo under consideration.
1t had been {ollowed by the Remedial bill, which
he was glad to say was dead. In that case he
thought that killiog was no murder, and he hoped
that the bill would stay dead and never be resur-
sected. e felt like thacking the members for
Oatario for the gallant fight they had made
agaiast coercion, and he felt ashamed of the mem-
bers for the West for theic stand on the question,
He would say that to their face, and said it there,
He was more than surprised at the members from
his cwn couatry, the Maritime Provinces, who
bad fought like uigers ot the same nghts which
they in the west were asking for, but which they
wis{cd to deny to them. Dr. Robertson then
turned to the discussion of the work in the West,
The past year oo the whole had been a good one,
he said, and the outlook was cheerful. e es.
pecially spoke of the needsof Manitoba College,
where the sum of $1,500 is needed for the summer
session of that college, which it very important
work there. The sem pf five cents per member
would secure that. He then spoke at length on
the West, giviog a glowing account of the possibi.
lities of that region and urginz that special efforts
be made to cap'ure it fir Chastianity i its in.
fancy.

Rev. J. B. Mullan, of Fergus, scconded by
Rev. J. L. Simpson, of Thornbury, moved a reso-
lution thaaking Dr. Rabertson for his address and
expressing special sympathy with the summer ses-
sion. o speakiog to this Mr. Mullan referzed 10
the strongest terms to the needs of the West and
utged the delegates tothe General Assembly to
oppose the doing away with the summer session,
If they could not raise the sum needed he would
start out himself to belp raiseit. The motion was
passed after a short discussion.

SABBATH SLHOOL REUORT.

Rev. W. Farquhatson, of Claude, whose intet-
est in and services to the cause of Sabbath schools
iswell koown, read the rzport of the Committee
on Sabbath Schools, stating that there weie in the
459 schools which were reported 41,495 students
enrolled, with 4.746 officers and teschers, Of
the attendaoce 23,299 are in their places cvery
Sabbatb. The total contributions were $22,445
as against $25,866 last year. Three recommen-
dations, advising the use of the Home Study
Leaflets of the Assembly's Committee, that steps
be taken to secure more efficient instruction and
training of teachers, and enjoining more regular
atteodance of the young on the several diets of
public worship, were carried bythe Synod, the
subject beiog discussed at some length,

St. Andrew's Church, Lindsay, was chosen as
the next place of meeling, on iavitation of Rev.
J. W. McMillan. The time will be the second
Tuuda{ in May.

In the afternoon the Synod epjoyed a most de-
lightful excursion on the Georgian Bay in the
splendid steamer Cily of Midland placed at the
Synod’s disposal by the kindness ofthe No:th
Shore Navigation Company. On the return an
impromptu meeticg was held and after congratu-
Istory speeches made by a number of ministers, a
hearty vole of thanks to the company was upani.
mously passed, and Mz, M. Burton, the Manager
of the Comnany, «prke briefly in reply.

CHURCH LIFE AND WORK.

Ia the evening the important report oo Church
Lile and Work was 1ead by Rev. D. Tames, of
Midland, in place of the coavener, Rew. . F.
McLaren The report was a careful summary of
the exteosive field afforded by the subject, and
gave an cxcelleat sketch of the condition of Pres-
byleriznism at present in the Syood. It concluded
with seven recommendations, the chief of which
wese the following: That duc prominence be given
in preachiop to Sabbath Observance; that Presby-
teries in whose bounds are harbors be requested
to use every legitimate meaans in their power to
suppress Sunday steamer excursions ; that cffosts
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be made to encourage the intzoduction of temper-
ance text-books in schools ; and that as their 1s
great need of & text-book of Scripture history for
use is out public schools, the Synod take such
sleps at it may deem necessarp to secure the
authorization and adoption of oae in the schools
of this Province. The recommendations were
adopted, after speeches had been made supporting
the report by Rev. R. D. Fraser, Rev. Dr.
McTavish, Rev. Dr. Jackson and Rev. Dr.
Somerville, and others.

SYNOD OF MONTREAL AND
OTTAWA.—~Concluded.

MARRIAGE LICENSR FEES.

This subject was brought up by the Rev. Mz,
Tait. Bath the excessive cost of msrriage license
fees ($8.) and the disposal of the amount realized
from them, namely, for the support of higher
education, were complained.  Representations
had been made to the governmeat in vain with re-
gard to this frievance, and also that of registration.
The Rev. K. MacLennan said:  “ The Catholic
Church was practically 2 State chutch, and re-
ccived corresponding benchits.  The Protestant
ministers objected to the law under such condi-
tions. In all these matters of administration
there should be equalright. But 1o this Prov-
incs, ac saw the priest not inferior, or even equal
to bi'eself, but superior.

Tac Rev. Dr. Campbell, Montreal, pointed
out that the collegce representatives opposeda
change because $6 out of the $8 went tothe
colleges and on motion made aud carried 2 com-
mittee was appointed to confer with committees
that might be appoin ¢l by other denominations
oa this matter.

OTHER REPORTS.

Rev. Dr  MacVicar, io presenting the report
of Coligay College, said that it had had = success-
ful year. The same was the case with the
Montreal Presbyterian  College, which bhada
balance on the right sidc of every accouat.

Prof. Scrimper announced that Dr. MacVicar,
who had worked for 28 years without a holiday,
had beenpersuzded to take onethis sammer. He
wonld attend the Pan Presbylerian Council in
Szotland, and spead the winter on the continent.
In his abseace his classes woald be taken by Rer.
Dr. Barclay, for the whole sessinn if necessary.

The teport of the Committee oa Ssabbath
Observance, with the following resolutions, was
adopted ¢ ** That previous daliverances reparding
the importance of preserving  the sanctity of the
Sabbath bereaffirmed ; that the Syaod ixgratefal
to learn that the Quebec W. C. T. U. makes
Sabbath observancez xpeeially ; that the Synod
sympathizes with the Quebee W C, T. U.in its
desire to establisha Lord’s Day Allisnce similar
to that in Ontario; that 2 committee be appoint.

cnforced labor upoa the Lnrd's Day, asintie
malter of street  mailway traffic, loading and wa-
loading vessels, ete

OBITUARY.

FRINCIPAL MACINTYRE, M.A. LL.D.

It is with regret that we have to arnounce the
death on Friday, of Dr. Macintyre, Principal of
the Piesbyterian Ladies' College in this city
He was seized about six weeks ago with nervous
prostration, superinduced by overwotk. He was
boro at Dewart, Kent, in 1841, and was educated
for the teaching profession, being for a timea -
pupil under the late Rev, D. J. Macdonaell, then
2 grammar school teacher at Wardsville. He be-
gan his naivenity course in 1863 and in 1866
accepted the pnsition of adjunct professor of
mathematics  He was successively heed master
of the High Schools of Bowmsnrille and:
Iopersoll, when be was called to fill the
position of Principal of Brantford Presbyterian
College, which he conducted successfully for- -
eleven years. In 1889 he removed to Toronto,
where heinstituted the Presvyterian Ladies' Col-
lege, of which be was Priacipal up to the time of- "
hisdexth.
