For a chavge T shall leavo the Art
Palagn for tho time, and give acoount
of a day spont in the Irish Village,
boginning with Lady Aberdeen's.

Tn tho distanoe tho green flag of
Erin, with its golden bar;{l angel-
fronted—by all comparison tho most
beautiful flag in the world—waved a
welcomo from the tower of Blarnoy
Castlo. The Irish piper at tho gates
served a8 a persuagive invitation.

Onge in the Irish Village, and Lav-
ing turncd into the replica oloisters of
Muoross Abbay, Killarney, I broke
down ; Icould not and would not have
had it otherwise. Thoso tears were
willing tribite to en Irish mother,
who first saw tho light at Killarney—
¢ gvor fair Killarnoy.” It is good to
bo there; and even the song enjoins
¢ Btill at Blucross you must pray;
though the monks are now at rest."
But ag in everything Irish, smiles and
tears, tears and smiles, follow rapidly.
I noxt ascendod the gpiral staircase in
the tower of Blarney Oastle to see the
Blarney Stono and the map of Ireland,
the latter in a horizontal and reason-
able position. On it are indicated
movntains, Iakes and rivers, and also
location of cities,

But to return to the Blarney Stone,
or tather the fragment of it which was
detachod from the famous original,
bronght to Chicago and cemented into
tho tower wall. The cuatodian un-
oossingly informs visitora that ¢ now

. is the tima {0 save a trip over the gea ;
bedides, kissing the main body of the
Blarney Stone is very izconvenient,
especially for ladies.” Approaching
to exsmine the gtone, 1 read beneath
it the following lines :

Africs i a
constant battle-ground for the blacks,
and Southern Asia and Southern
Europe have ever boon the scone of
intornecine confiicts, On tho othor
band, Russis has remained undisturbed
for conturies, the peopie being ap-
parently calmed by tho cool olimatic
conditions. 8o, too, with Sweden and
Norway, Denmark and the North Ger-
man provinces, These are not easily
moved to resontment, oxcept whero the
burdens imposed aro of tho moat tyran.
pical nature. Bo it happeos that the
governmenta have lived onfor centuries,
their kings tracing their ancestry back
through the ages, until they loso their
record in the barbaric period of the
Roman domioation. The Scandina-
vians (which term comprises as a typo-
namo most of the inhabitants of North.

Thoe A, P, Aclists to be Arralgned.

We loara Iram the public prezs and
from privats correspondeace that sev-
eral prominent and active members of
the A. P, A, in Baffalo, . V., will be
brought before the grand jury of Erio

county st ite next sssaion, Thechar
to bo preferred sgalnst them s conspir-
soy. No doubt the grand jury is paci.
ed, just as the jary lists of Newport,
R 1., were packed, Ly members of the
order, But {t is worth whilo to try
tho exporiment of obtaining a judiclal
roviow of the purpotes and operations
of this dark-lantern organization.

Tho laws of Now York arc very
sovero and strict in the matter of oon-
spirroy, Herofs » statutory provision
which the mombors of tho A. P, A.
violate:

It two or moro pirsonas vonspire io
;mvont avothor from oxercisiog a law-
ul trado or calling, or doing any other
lawful act, by threats, Intimidation, or
by intorforing or threatoning to inter-
fore with tools, implomentsor property,
or anything whatever belonging to or
azed by another, such person {s guilty
ot o rlsdorecanor.”

The mec:bera of the assoviation bind
themselves by sulomn oatha to preveat,
a3 far as thuy aro ablo, all Oatholics
from obteining employmoent. Thoy
swear that thoy will not omploy Cath.
olics, and that thoy will not permit
them to bo nominated to offico nos to
hold office under the national, state or
municipal governmont. As tho right
of all citizons to work for their livell-
hood and to bold oflico is o legal right,
sny combination of men to dcprivo
thom of this or to abridge it must be
an unlawful conypiracy.

It may be that a chargs of troason
to tho state will bo preforred also, The
iaw officers of the county have been
studying tho literature of tho associa-
tion very carefally, They find that it
tendw to incite to social disturbances
and riot in violation of tholaw, Trea-
son to the atate is a folony, and is pun.
ishablo by ten yoars' imprisonment.

But it is not punishment for the
doluded and brutalized members of the
society that issought so much as a
judiciallascertainmontoftho illegality of
its mothods and objects. Lvery honest
lawyer knows that tho purposes of the
A. P. A, are in direct conflict with the
spirit and letter of tho constitution,
which absolutoly prohibits the setting
up of any religions test for holding
office. The men who lead in the mova.
ment have no respact for the American
constitution. They are usually natives
of Oanads, Eungland, Sootland or the
province of Ulster. The man for in-
stance, who crganized the A. P. A. in
Buffalo came to that city a short time
since from Toronto, Ont. He was an
Orangeman there, What does ho care
about the integrity of the American
republic or the eanctity of its constitu-
tion ? By this oath as an Orangeman
ho swore allegiance to Queen Victoria
23 the head of the Protestant church.
That oath is as bindiog upon bim a3
is bis oath as & member of the Baffalo
A. P A,

We sincerely believe that if the
question ever reaches tbe United States
courts on its merits & decision will be
rendered proclaiming the new Kuow-
nothing society az sn unlawiul body,
and its aims and purposos a3 hoatile to

.the genius of the oation. For that

reazoni wo hail with joy the proposed
teat of-the qnestion in the local courts
of Buffalo. Let us have a judicial de-
cition upon it, and let the honest,
earnest and liberty-loving Americans
know just whet manner of men tke
members of the A, P. A are. TFleo
list of names to be brought before the
grand jury includes ono newspaper
publigher, several attorneys, merchants
and public officers and one clergyman.

Well is
it, therefore, to enter into the spirit of
the Church, who, as early aa the fourth
century, bade her children, by prayer
and penance, make ready for the due
celebration of Christmas, This was
our Lord's first Advent when, in ihe
depth of winter, in the middle of the
night, a ory was heard: Lo, tue
Bpouse. He came in infirmity and
suffering unto His own, who received
Him not; like unto us in all things,
save sin, Wearing the livery of
poverty, humble of heart and obedient
unto death, He Lnew nc sgelf-com-
placency, and found His food and
strength to be the fulfilling of His
Father's blesged will. Lamb of God,
Whore Blood was to take away the
sins of the world, only Worshipper in
gpirit and in truth, Whose ery wou'd
b¢ heard for His reverence, He would
sacrifico Himself and would forever
and forever lead that chorr which, by
Him and with Him and in Him,
renderspraise, adovation, glory, thanks.
giving to Him who sitteth on the
throne and to the Lamb. Vvisdor of
the Father he came to teach us the
way of prudence ; Orient springing
from on high, Splendor of eternal
light, He came to illomine those that
sate in darkness and the shadow of
death ; Emmanuel, the Expected of
the nations, their Saviour, He came to
abide with ug forever.

What preparation is sufficient to
properly celebrate the anniversary of
our Lord’s birth into the wo.ld?
Every year, during Advent,the Churck
repoata those plaintive cries and
yearnings of the prophets, who longed
to see this day and saw it not ; and
calls upon the clouds of heaven to rain
down that dew whose refreshing waters
would make the wilderness blossom
liko the rose. Every year is a new
birta of Christ; for He world have
come in vain if He did not retura for
each of us, and at overy moment of
our existence, in order to briug to us
that L.z and light of gunce of which

Ho is the unfailing scurco. Mo
comoth, therefore, to us in apirit and
virtuo—and this is Iie second coming.
Gentlo Lamb in His first coming, He
is tendor Friond in His second. How
carcfully, therefore, should we propare
for Him and mako ready tho upper
room of our poor heart, where Ho may
abide with us. With what hopo and
confidence, with what lovo and geno-
rosity should we enter into the senti-
ment of the Church. All through
tho season of Advent the Saviour
stunds kaocking at the door, and ask-
ing if we have o place where He
mey be born in us. Shall wo oloso
tho door to Him ? Let us fear; for if
wo receive Him not at His second
mystical coming, dreadful will His
third Advent bo when He comoth in
power and majesty as judge of the
living and tho dead.

«* Exoite, wo beseech Thee, O Lord,
Thy power, and come, in order that,
under Thy protection, we may be
delivored from tho dangers of our sins,
and through Thy liberation be saved.”
Thus the Church prays duriog the
first week. In thesecond she beseeches
Almighty God . ** Excite, O Lord, our
hearts to prepare tho ways of Thy
only begotten Son, in order that by
His coming woe may deserve to serve
Thee with puro souls, Who liveth and
roigneth with Thee forover more.,” Be
these our prayers, good reader, during
the holy time of Advent, that we may
receive Bim to whom if wo open, He
will enter and sup with us.

The P. P. A.

The Mail of Fridsy last devotes a
column and a half te the history, prin-
ciples und demands of the Canadian
P, P.A. It is, we are told, the out-
come of the Equal Rights Association,
and * has received its greatest support
from the members of the Orange order,
who, rightly or wrongly, believed that
the Orangemen were being dragged
at the heels of a party for the purpose
of <ecuring comfortable berths for the
most successful wire-pullers.”

Its principles, taken from an official
document, are remarkable only for
impudent insinuation and sinister
design, as aggressive as they are foul,

Concerning the voting sirength of
tho organization the Mail gves no
exact figures, 1t bemng difficult to
sscortain them. In Toronto there
are twenty-five lodges, with an average
of one bundred and twenty in each,
making & total-of nearly throe thou-
sond. * The totsl number of lodges
in Ontario a fow weeks ago exceeded
three hundred and thirty, but no idea
of the membership could be obtained.”
Qutside of Toronto, Hamilton, Lon-

'don and a few other pities the mem-

bership is small, and, according to the
Maul, the total number does not axcesd
forty-fiveor fifty thousand. Comment
i8 unnccessary. Organizations based
upon such principles and governed by
secvet methods defeat their own ends.

Rev. Father Ryan of St. Michael's,
Toronto, delivered a most eloquent
and intellectual lecture last Thursday
avening in St. Peter's Cathedral, Lon-
don, Ont. Thosubject of his discourre
was ** Catholip Eduacation.” At this
timo when the Church is assailed on
all sides by thone who know very little
concerming 1ta teaching and practices,
the lecture was of great valus,

My, Walier Besant.

In tho Cosnopolitan of this month
wo aro {roated to a literary dash from
tho penof the versatila Walter Bosant.
* American Notes" wero evidonliy
writton for the purpose of acoumulat-
ing facls and incidents in proof of the
brotherly feclings that ought to oxist
bosween tho English-apeaking popula
ticns of both continonts, but moro
especially and imperatively batween
Lingland propor and tho United Btates.
We have no objections — wo could
havo none—to any steps or procead-
inge, literary or otherwiso, that bad
for its object tho fratoenising of nation.
alitics, ospocially of thosc that comn
from tho samo original stock and use
tho samo language. \We do not, Liow-
ovor, think it right or fair on tho part
of Mr. Besant to oxclude all others
from any olaim on American sym-
pathy, not to spoak of woll-earned
national gratitude.

I quote Mr., Besant: “It was tho
Englishman, not tho Bcot or the
Irishman, who discovered Amorica by
moans of John Cabot and bis British
merchants, not to speak of Eric or of
Madoc the Wolshman. It was an
Eunglishman, not the Scot or tho Irish-
man, who fought the Spaniards—who
gent planters to Barbadces — who
gatt"ed colonists and conviots in Vir-
ginia : from England, not from Ire-
land or Scotland, went forth pilgrims
and Puritans.” Mr, Bosant stylesthe
vast continent of Amorica the ¢ Land
of Romance.” His pootic fancies,
however romantic, do not lead him
astray from the main objoot of his
arlicles in the Cosmopolitan, viz.: to
fostor and strengthen the union that
should exist botween Eungland and
Ameriga,

John Cabot discovered Labrador
and the icy regions along the ccasts of
Lapland. Americans have no reason
to be grateful to his memory more
than to hundreds of other adventurers
of the same period, wko wore ali land.
ing on some unknown island or pro-
montory of the continent, already dis-
covered and partially mapped out for
them. Besides, John Cabot was not
an Englishman, or a Scot, or an Irish-
man. His true namo was Johanne
Caboto—an Italian by birth—who,
with bis son Bebastian, discovered the
North American Continent on the 24th
June, 1498.

If the pilgrims and Puritana da not
gail from Ireland or Scotland, soverel
good and true Irishmen acoompanied
Lord Baltimore in the drk and the
Dove, and establishod Christianity in
its genuine simplicity and solidisy on
the banks of the Chesapeake and
Potomae. Landing on the Island of
8t. Clement’s in the latter river * on
the 25th March, the day of Annunoia-
tion of the Blesged Virgin Mary, they
offered for the fivst time on this Island
in this region of the world the boly
aacrifico of tho Mass.” Here indeed
is material in abundance for romance
and pootic effusions, which Mr. Besant
overlooked. A large Cross hown from
a tres was then set up and the chron-
ioler zays: * They raised a trophy to
Christ the Saviour, humbly chanting
on bended knees and witk doop emo-
tion ¢he Litany of ths Cross.”

The whole Romancs of this intor-

esting episode of American history is
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dismizsed by M., Besant in the follow-
Ing sentenco- ** 1 supposo alsn all
Amcricans know of tho .4rk and the
I'ove, and of Lord Baltimora's Cathio.
lic, but tolerant, colony of Marylund."
It is very clear that Mr. Besant, whilo
acknowladging Catliolis tolevation, has
littlo aympathy with Catholics. They
r cm to bo of noaccount in Lis csti-
mation. It was mere ¢ child's play ™
to persecuto Catholies; but he is not
ashamed to waintain that: * In tho
wholo history of frish misgovernment
thero is nothing nore stupid than the
persecution of Irish Presbyterians.'”
A fecling of astonishment, if not
horror, must naturally scize on the
reader whon discovering unconcealed
bigotry, in tho wrilings of a mmost
polished and Lrlliant wntor at tho
closo of this nincteonth contury.

Mr, Walter Besant, with all his
dash of liboral ideas and contempt for
tho atupidity of Elizabothan and Crom.
wellian forocity, scarcoly shows him.
eolf one whit better, whon condemn.
ing tho policy which drove out Pres-
byterians, and rotained ** the Roman
Catholics, hiereditary robels, who woro
numerically too stroug to be turned
out.”

Numerous are the other instances
of neglect on tho part of tho brilliant
essayist. He might have devoted
whole pages to the romance of finding,
by means of its roar and its mists, tho
Falls of Niagara by Jesuit Fathers,
who first navigated in frail canoes the
gulfs and inlets of our great inland
lakes. Pero Marquette’s discovery of
the Mississippi, and his romantic so-
journ and journeyings with tho un.
couth Aborigines whilo mapping out
for civilization new provinces and
vast regions teoming with undiscov-
ered wealth, were surely worthy of

passing mention. The Corrolls, the
Montgomerys, tho Barrys and Patrick
Honrys are names dear to every
" American, that Mr. Walter Besant
complotely ignores. It may bo sufoly
predioted then that ns dream can
nevar come true nor his cherished
hopo that the United States and Great
Britain msy b over allied in amity,
to the exclusion or forgetfulness of
other nationalitics quite as deserving
of remembrance, and far more of na-
tional exultation and gratitude.

The Christian Saorifice.

In taking up the question of Chris-
tian Sacrifico, we ask: How are such
argamonts as appeared in our last
issue mot by the cxpcunders of our
« hModern Principles ?” They say with
Yooker : **No such word as saorifice is
ever mentioned by any ono of the
Apostolic Fathers”—and all that in
face of such testimony, In the namo
of the most elomentary common sense
with what other signification ig the
word sacrifico used ! Surely, Justin
says so plainly enough; as Hooker
and Lightfoot, does he nof find it
distinetly :  * Sacrificium de  poculo
Eucharistiae et pane simikiter FEtcha-
ristiae”—a sacrifice of the bread and
chalice of ths Eucharist. Does not
Cyprian repeat the self-same words in
the same sacrificial sense, adding new
and increased force to the argnment
of showing its prototype in the eacri.
fco.of Melchesedech ?

“The lteral senso Is havd to flesh and blood ;
DBut pon-seate never will ke understood.”

Such a statement as that coming
from the pen of the Proteatant Theo-

logian, in tho faco of facts patent and
clear to all, must, to spuak charitably,
bo only ascribed to his dnrincible
ignoranco of Patristical Theology.
Dishop Lightfoot and the Arch.
doacon aro much too prudent to dony
texts whicli are only too clear. Thoy
erplain them,  * Oyprian indoed doos
mention an Bucharistio sacrifice and »
Cliristian priesthood, but it is well
known that ho borrowod such notions
from Gentile feeling.” That is the
answer, and would bo found worthy of
Bliylock himself . ** 8o can I give no
reason, nor I will not moro than a

lodged bate and cortain loathing I

bear tho seeritice that I follow thusa
losiug suit agamnst it.” Cyprian must
perforce talk * Pagan,” bocauso theso
gentlemen cannot tolorate tho sacri
firal olaims of Christianity.

That the martyred Bishop of Carth
ago, the right arm of tho Apostolio
Boo and the spiritual guide of hundreds
of Christian DBishops in Northern
Africa, could wittingly introduce the
leavenof idol-worship into bis teaching
is, 0 speak modeatly, something moro
thanabnormal; and that he could with
impunity give uttcrance tosuch* pagan
feolings,” oven when writing to Pope
Cornolius (himself tho Supremo Pastor
of Orthodoxy) surpasses all bslief. Or
shall wo say that Cornelius was, liko
his brother of Carthage, dans le meme
sac—anothor borrower of ** Gontile
notions.” If so, whero then shall we
look for true Christiamty in the early
ages? \What could ‘avo rise to such
o preposterous interprotation wo know
not, unless that Cyprian had been in
his early manhood a pagan rhetorician,
and so, even after his conversion, re-
tained some of the old pagan leaven.
Why, if that argument be pushed a
little further, wo are none of us to be-
liove a whit in the doctrines of Christ
und the Apostles. “hey were once
strict followers of she Jewish Syna-
gogue, and observars of tho Law, and
therefore their Christianity must be
rojected because it partakes of the
Tabornacle. Or yet was it because,
the Tomple having been destroyed
and the Jews dispersed, nous but
pagans sacrificed in Cyprian's timo ?
That is, we surmise, the real force of

his Lordship’s explanation, and here is -

the argument, stripped of its plumaga.
The Pagans thon had sacrifices,
Cyprian ta ks of sacrifices, thereforo
he is a pr gun in his sacrificial notions.
Becausr the pagan world had sacrifices
and piests and ceremonies, is the
Christiwn Church pagan because she
also must have Ler priests und core-
monies and sacrifices? J[.od must
the charge of * Gentile feeling” be
applied to Cyprian because he appro-
priates for his church encrificial wor-
ship? As well might you say that,
becauso the ancient Greeks talked and
ate and laughed, and because we also
eat and laugh and talk, we are all of
ug prastically, and to sll ** intents and
purposes,” ancient Grecks. The
sncient Greeks did not laugh, neither
did the pagan Romans sacrifice, be-
cauge they were. Greoks or Pagen
Romans, but because they were inen,
with the nature of man in them. Nor
did the carly Obristians revindicate o
sacrifice as we their children do to-
day, beocauso we arve Christians, but
becauso we ars men, having all the
exigencies and longings of man's heart

which goor out to tho Creator tn th .
patuea) chiannels of sacrifices, ritea and
ceromonies,

Snerifico, than of itsell is not pagan,
any more than it is Olristian or
Jowish. It is firet of ull wnatura,
flowing from man's nature; and then,
poat hoe, it will bo Ohristirn or Jowish
or Pagan nccording to the determina.
tion of the laws, whether human or
divine, which established tho religion
in which it is found, * Tho offerinp
of 8acrifice," says the Angelic Doctor,
jg from tho natural law, but its
drtermination appertaing to human or
divino institution.” Saorifico, then,
is not Pagan; and when Cyprian
appropriates sacrificinl notions, he
proves himsolf & man, not a Geutilo.
And when, farthor, ho oxpresaly holds
and cherislies tho doctrine of a
Eucharistio oblotion, he appears in
tho most parfoct form of manhood—a
truo Christian.

It is usoless to resist the ecarly
Christian teaching as expounded by
the Fathers of tho Chureh. The
principles of tho reformation are no
principles at all as regards sacrificinl
worsbip, and at most are but illogical
and childish conclusions from falre
interpretations. Buoch as thoy are,
they dry up the fountains of man's
religious nature—thoy take from us
our altars, our sacrifices and our cere-
monies, and leave us nought but a
tomple without its God, a priest with-
out his victim. But the Catholio
Chureh, the roligion of Humanity.
olaims her Sacrifico—the Sacrifico of
a God—and it is by forgetting that
we aro men, with the naturo of
homanity in us, that wo cannot

acknowledge her sacrificial clnims.

realm. And yet a writer in one of
our leading American magazines de-
clares that porfect religious freedom
and tolerance provail in Russia to-
day !

Father
Drammond, 8.J., of St. Bonifaze
College, gave an interesting lecture
ono evening, on ** Someo Thoughts on
Edueation.”  Another evening the
Catholic Order of Foresters dined
soventy-five of their members and
frionds , and the closing night a farce
was proasented, entitled * Ici on Parle
Francais,” which was received with
great ). »sbtes. The Catholic ladies
of Wiau.psz uesgive great credit for
their energy in realizing such a large
amount of money.

Among recent conversions i Lon-
don to the Catholic Chureh is that of
Mr. Scott Allen, & gentleman well-
known in Irish circles in the metro-
polis, and a valued worker in the
Liborai organiza*‘on as seeretary for
Marylebone. Hia conversica is all
the more noteworthy, says the Liver-
pool Catholic Times, tecausc he once
filled the post of deputy grand master
of an Orange lodge in Belfast, An-
other recont conversion is that of a
Russian lugy engaged in journalistic
work in Lnadon.  She owes her con-
version to the lectures to non-Catholics
organized in the motropolis last year
by the Cardinal-Archbishop.

Archbighop Corrigan, when ques-
tioned as to the truth of tho report
that at a co..frence of prieats held at
Hartford, Goun., the ban on secret
societies of the country was removed
with the exsoption of that on Free-
masons, referred to Father Lavolle, of
St. Patrick’s Cathedral, New York.
Father Lavelle asserted positively that
no ocircular removing the ban from any
secrot order bad been reccived or sent
out to tho clergy. Father Lavelle
added : * Tho Oatholic Church has
disapproved of secret orders, because
the mombers bind themselves by oath
to do whatover is commanded and de-
oline to divulge the purposes of their
soatety to the proper veclesiastics.”
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How ofton some little thing touches
» wollapring in the memory, and
thoughts gush forth as if by tha magic
of Asaron's rod. It may be only tho
sound of a chord of music heard years
before, but it brings back the bappy
time, which is lived over again. The
dim light of a Sanctuary lamp and the
chanting of tho Bisters at their offico
brought me back to an evening a few
years ago when staying in London. A
friend proposed our going to seo St.
Etheldreda’s, the besutiful old church
in Ely Place, which tho English
Catholics have beon so fortunato as
to get back into their hands, and the
holy Sacrifice of tho Mass is offered
here again, after a sileaco of two hun-
dred years.

Father Lockhart, in his description
of tais beautiful little church, says:
#8t. Etheldreda’s was built at the ond
of the thirteenth and beginning of the
fourteenth Century. It is said to have
been founded about 1290, though not
finished till a good wany years later,
when the best style of the eariy de-
corated period of Gothic had well ad-
vanced. William de Luda Bishop of
Ely, built it as the domestic Chapel of
his splendid palece, and it remained up
to the reign of Queen Elizabeth in all
its grandour. The Qucen required
Bishop Cox (whose namesake bas becn
distinguishing himself in Buffalo re-
cently), one of the first Protestant
Bishops of the See, to alienate the
greater part of the property to her
favorite, the Lord Chancellor, Sir
Christopher Hatton. It was on this
occagion that, in altercation with the
Bishop, who pleaded his conscientious
duty to preserve the rights of his Ses,
the Queen exclaimed : *Know, proud
prelate, that J made you, and by God
1 will unmake you, if you do not obey
my orders’—a hint that was not lost
on the Bishop, who no longur pleaded
his non possumus.”

Ely Place became no longer the
residence of bishope, but for some time
it was let to the Spanish Ambassador
and of course tho Chapel was then used
for Oatholic worship. Itis a beautifal
little church, and well preserved ; the
czypt is fitted up as a chapel, in which
the first Mass, afterits restoration, was
said by Cardinal Manning before the
uppez Caurch was ready for use. The
eastern window is said to be one of the
most beautiful in England, and larger
than any in London. It wasput in by
the Dake of Norfolk in memory of hia
sixter, the Lady Etheldreds Howard,
who was & Sister of Charity. The
principal figure in the centre of this
window i8 Our Lord, crowned and
robed a3 ourhigh Priest and King, His
right haad raised in the act of blessing,
Hic left pointing to His opened sideand
the wound of His Sacred Heart.
Underneath are the words : Deus Homo
Christus Jesus. To the right hand of
Our Lord stands the Blessed Virgin—
her eyes fixed on her Divine Son, her
hands extended in speschless interces-
sion for souls on and in Pargatory.
Oa the left standa St. Joseph, foster-
father of Jesus, gaardian and protector
of the Holy Family and of the Uni-
versal Church, which is the Family of
Jeaus and Mary.

In our own St. Michasl’'s Cathedral
thers aro two vary beautifal momorial
Windows, which wera put in quite
recontly,  Tho first, in memory of the
late Archbishop Lynch, was manu-
factured at Innsbruck in the Tyrol, and
8 a beautifal representation of the
* Last Supper.” The centre figuro in
the lower portion of the window is the
Archbishop in full Oanonicals, kneeling
in the act of prayoer, which will by
familiar and still fresh in the memories
of the Congregation. The figure %o
his right is St. John, and to tho left is
St. Joseph, whoso names he bore.

Tho other Momorial Window has
only boen in a few weeks, and isa fitting
tributo of wortby sons to paconts whoze
acts of chiarity will novor bo forgotten

by the poor, not only of St Michae!'s
parish, but of all Toronto. Wo speak
of tho beautiful window put in by tho
sous of the late Mr. and Mra, \V. A,
Murray. The subjoct i the Asconsion,
and is a beautiful work of art. It was
Mavufactured at Munich and is one of
the finest in Toronto. Tho beautiful
eastern window over tho altar was by
a colobrated French artist, Thovenot
all aro so familiar with this beautifol
background to the main altar that we
will not dwell on it.

The vagarivs of fashion are really
wonderful. Sloeves and skirts seem to
rival euch othor in tho smount of
material used. A waist of velvet with
a skirt of cloth of another color is in
great favor this season. One of theso
combinations was o full gathered
corsage and basque of green velvet,
worn with a skirt and overskirt of tan
colored wool.

A gown
of black wool with a round waiet
striped lengthwise with opened pat-
terned braid, lined with a color and
falling in four tabs in front, is 8o much
liked that it is copied in black peaw e
soie, with silk braid or jot galloon over
cerige or turquoise ribbons.

Selected Recelpts.

Pickrep Oxtons.—Pour boiling brine
over the small button onions; let them
stand twenty-four hours, then drain
and cover with hot vinegar spiced to
taste.

Murrox axp Rice.—Boil till tend~r
one-fourth cupiul of rice in hot lique
with pepper and salt, Out boiled mut-
ton in iguares, add to rice, with one
tableapoonful of braided flour and one
cupful of cream or rich milk.

OurraxtQaxes.—One quartof flour,
ono pint sugar, one-half pint currants,
pisce of butter the size of an egg, two
teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Mix
with milk to make soft dough, roll one
helf inch thick, cat in cakes, bake in a
quick oven.

the egg into @ saccer, remove the pan
from the fire and gently slip the egg
into it. Now break another, and so
on until the boitom of the psa is
covered. Now put.it over a moderste
fire ard as zoon &3 the water boils the

Quow Onow.—Onc-haif pound of
English mustard, one-half ounce of
turmeric, two tablespoonfuls of mustard
soed, one quart of string beans, ono
quart of button onious, onc-half gallon
of vinegar, on3 cup of sugar, ons gill
of salad oil, one head of caulifiower,
ono quart-of tiny cucumbars. Boil the
caulifiower, beans and onions separato-
ly-until tendsr.

Pat
the vinegar in a porcelain-lined kettle,

Mix tho mustard and turmerio togathor
and moiston ¢hem with a little cold
vinogar then stir them into the hot
vinegar and atir coatinually until it
begins to thicken, then add the sugar,
musatard seed and oil, stir again and
pour this whilo hot over tho vegotablea,
Put uway in glase or stone jars,

Taking In Hounse Plauts.

Whenever it is possible it is a good
plan to leave potted plonts in some
sunny and exposed situation, free from
frost, until it is neceasary for theie safe-
ty to take them indoors. During the
Indian summer days they get a strong
growth of hardy stock and foliage.
They should not under avy circum-
stances be permitted to bloom, but
should be continually cut in it buds ap-

ar,

Thoy may be kept reasonably dry,
as this with many plants favors root
grotwth, which is the important itom
ot this time of year. Whon first taken
it is well to put them into an entirely
cold room and have the windows open
at night. Exception i, of course, to
be made in the cass of very tender
plants und these with tropical habita.

There are few more satisfactory
house plants than Li8 ordinary horse-
shoe geranium, and tho new varieties
are excredingly free bloomers nod beau-
tifel far beyond the old-time red wxd
pink ones. The marbled and blotched
doublo blooms ars some of them almosat
ag beantiful as ticy roses. They are
very easy to keep, requiring only
moderate warmth, sunlight and just
enough water to keep them growing
well. It is quite worth while for every
one who has a window to spare to
kesp a few house plants, but it is not
a good plan to shut out one’s view of
the street and cumber tk house with
an enormous number of tuem, There
aro differences of opinion about the
propriety of keeping plants in sleeping
rooms or whero taere are invalids ; but
ths consensus of opinion ssems to be
that in modeat quantity they are not
st all objectionable. Of course, thete
way be idiosyncracies thet must bs
obsarved, but it is thonght that two or
three handesomo plants would give
more pleasure to an invalid than their
presence could give harm. Nothing is
more consoling or entertsining, es-
pecially to a convalescent, than to
watch the growth of some beautiful
plant, or to look for the budding and
and blooming and to study its many
and interesting characteristics,

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SUMMARY OF IRISH NEWS.

Antrim,

The death is announced of Dr. John 8.
Dreunan, of Belfast, son of the famous Dr.
Drensan, the gifted t of the *‘ Ualted
Irfshmen.” Tho demise took place at his
rosldence, Prospect Terrace, Universityroad.
The deoeased tas clghty-threa yecars of age,
and had written poems of somo literary
merit. He was what {s called a ** Liberal

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A Lake With a Roof of Salt.

A correspondent of the Geographical
Aagazine thus describos a visit to the
great salt lako at Obdorsk, Siboris,
Coming through a vast plain, yollow-
now as far as the eye could reach with
the ripening wheat, the Iake burata on
our viow. It is nine miles wido and
17 miles long, yot oxcept in o fow
places it is solidly roofed over with a
deposit of salt, which ia getting thicker
and thicker every yoar. Our guide,
who is an old man, said that he could
remomber whon the salt crystals first
began to gather upon the surface of
tho wator. Yoar by year, owing to the
ovaporation of tho water, the cryatala
becamo more numerous, and then caked
togother till this great roof formed. In
1878 the wator boneath this salt
cryatal rcof found an underground out-
let into tho river Obi. This lowared
the lake's surface about three feet,
leaving that distance betwoen the water
aud the roof. Looking dowan through
one of tho openings made for the pur-
poae in the roof, we saw a lowsided
small boat. Our guide put us one at
a time into the boat. \Velay flat on
our backs, and looked up at the beauti-
ful salt ceiling overhead. We pro-
pelled the boat by bushing with our
hands against the irregularities of the
roof. The guide held a long rupe at.
tached to the boat to prevent our go
ing too far and getting lost—a thing,
be said, it was essy to do. It was like
a palace of enchantment, with the sun
shining down through the salt crystals,
the colours were so rich and wonderful.
Many springs surround this lake.
Their waters How over the roof aud
evaporate there, and thus continually
add to itsthickness. After many years
thesprings will probably become choked
with their own deposits, aud then the
whole will gradually become covered
with earth and s0 a great salt mine will
be formed—a treasnre for the Siberians
hondreds of years to come.

Exit La Petite Eglise.

What was known in France as the
Little Church has happily come to an
end. When Pope Pius VII and Na-
poleon, then first consul, entered into
tho settlement known as the Con-
cordat to authorize the legal exer-
cisn of the Oatholic religion in
France ths Pope was obliged for
the general good toask the bishops
who had survived the Reign of
Torror to resign their sees. Thess
brave defenders of tho faith with a
few exceptions did not hesitate to make
the generous sacrifice which the com-
mon father of the faithful asked of them.
A small numbsr of Catholics refased to
recognizo the right of the Pope tofill the
sces of bishops still Jiving, and held the
Concordat as null and void. Such was
the origin of the scbism which became
known a5 the Little Church. Soen
deprived of pastors, the Litde Church
becamo reduced in Dpumbers, but
remained deaf to tho paternal ex-
bortations of Leo XIIL and Pius IX.
At lagt, a fow months ago, the last
survivors, who belonged to the Dio-
ceses of Lyons and Poitiers, signified
their intention to renounce the schism
and submit to the Holy See. The
present Pope has just written a letter
to the Bishop of Poitiers giviog in-
structions for tho final zettlement.
