Montlis ago Crespo cou:d
bave quelled the revolution, but, Jike a born dipiomat, he preferred to wait
until the Palacio party should bo so torn by dissensions that victory should
be assured. This strange civil war being over, the Vonezuolans are hoping
for a more peacoful condition of public affairs,

Our Montreal friends, who have been so delighted at securing an electrio
street car servico, aro finding that their troubles are not over. Sevoral tole-
phono subscribers have made complaint to the effect *hat owing tothe noiso
of the etreot service thoy are unable to hear through their telephones. As
the streots of Montresl are too narrcw to admit of double tracking there
scems at present to bo no means of remedying the trouble.

Sir Chas. Tupper is still combatting that firmly rooted belief that it is
necessary for young would-bs sottlors to pay feos to some person or agency
before making their homes in Canada. In every country therois a class of
people who uso their wits for dishonest pasrposes, and Canida alas is nob
without her share of theso sharpers, who oxtort fees for corespondence and
informativs which may readily be had for nothing. Numbers of young
men come out ostensibly to “learn farming.’ for which' purpose they pay
lazge fees t) woll-to-do farmera. The lessons are seldom given, though in
{his caso the farmer is no! always at fault, as the young men are too fre-
quentiy from the * ne'er-do-wells *’ at home, and are more desirous of have
ing a good time than of taking part in any serious occupation.

Among the breach of promise suits which now and then cause a ripple
of amusement in our Canadian courts, an interesting case has baen rettled,
in which the gentlemanly victim claimod to have been badly used. Not-
withstanding the promise which his fickle Jady-love had given him, and the
flowers, grapes and original pocetry which he lavished upon her, she decided
abruptly that sing'e blessedness was preferable to marriage with a man who
at any momont might break into verse. The plaintiff estimated his feelings
to be damaged to the extent of $150.00 by the transaction, but the jury,
who seem throughout tho trial to have been most hilarious, decided in
favor of the changeable maiden. Can it be that masculine affection is
updervalued in vur courts, or did the charms of the defendant entirely
caplivato the jury ?

Vo havo all at times, no doubt, been surprised at the easo with which
people will givo opinions on matters with which they are thoroughly unfam-
iliar. Travellers, especially, are guilty of this habit, greatly to the annoy-
ance of more woll-infermed persons, Just now a New Yorkerand his wife
are emulating Columbus. They seem to have left Gotham with the distinct
idea of discovering somothing, and they have been 8o far successful that
they are now publishing a sories of articles dealing with the northern
shuro of Lake Superior, cntitled, * Darkest America.” The natives of this
fubulous district seem to Lo a curious uncivilized people, and blood-curdling
adventures are met with each day. The lady claims thai she is “ the first
white woman to set foot in these wild regions,” and is sezmingly ignorant of
the fact that there are thousands upon thousands of seitlors’ wives and
daughters not far removed from her summer resort. This sort of talk is
ridiculous and hartful to the extreme, atd such arrant falsifying should be
giscoumged by all sensible people who have the welfare of their country at

cait.

Since Henry Labouchore has been thoroughly convinced that his talents
were not considered necessary in thy cabinet of his country, he has begua
to initiate the people of the United States into the poitical life of Great
Britaio. There is of course great ignorance of old world politics and of
British politics in particular among the American people, and they sreonly
too apt to acceptas truth the statements which Labouchere is now making
in tho North American Review. They: are for the most part cleverly incor-
rect, having just that dangerous admixture of truth which makes it so difficult
to decal with. The facile writer finds fault with the past policy of his
goveroment. He attacks Lord Salisbury's policy ia E3ypt in the utterly
untrue statement : ** That the eotire futurs of Egypt is subordinated to
paying interest on a debt.” He upholds the action of Russia when in
1878 the Caar's forces were sent to subjugate Ba'garia on the ground that
Russia ¢ wished to free the people from the intolerable oppression of the
Turks "—which is cortainly a now phase of Russian policy. But perhaps
his crowning achievement is the effort to convinea bis readers that England.
wantonly destroyed the peace of Europe * by refusing to recognize Napoleon
as Emperor of the French,” when it isknown to every reader of history that
it was tho refusal of England to recognize Napoleon as* Dictator of Europe "
which led to the faraous struggle. Labouchers compliments the Govermont
of the United States in somo rather uncalled for ways. The people for
whom he i3 writing are by no means devoid of humor, and wholesale com-
plimentiog of two opposing political parties is not calculated to be widely
boneficial.  YWeo cannot close this sbort criticism more impressively than by
quoting a novel doctriue which the disappointed aspirant to political hoaors
is promulgating : * Happy the nation that has no foreign policy,” or when
a foreign policy is an abaolute necessity, * let the example of the United
States be followed.*
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Mr., Gladstone has beyond question pledged himself to secure the dis-
establishment of the Epglish Church jun Wales. He has even promised to
desl with the metter during the coming session of Parliament, greatly to
the delight of his Welsh constituents, 'While no doubt the cry for dig-es-
tabllshment is in part called up by the hope of diverting the revenues of
the Church to public -purposes, yet in the main, considering that more than
half of the population belong to diseenting churches, the plea is eminently
a just one. .

We are delighted to note the return of Mr. George R. Parkio to our
Canadisn shores. Mr, Parkin has been sbroad for some years travelling
In the interests of *Imperisl Federation,” on which he has lectured
throughoat Great Britain aud Australfa. Mr. Parkin is Canadian boin and
bred—a great enthusiast for the fulure of bis country—and a most forcible
speaker. The addresses wkich he is to give throughout the Dominion on
his favorite toplc—the advantsgé of Imperial Confederation to Canada—
will doubtless arouse much interest in the subject.

A camnlverous plant has been recently discovered in Central America
which 1s said to be unlike any known vegetable creature, and very similar
to that very powerfal fish, the octopus. The Nicaraguan natives have well-
named this plant, so unfamiliar to European eyes, the Devil’s Snare. The
body of the plant is amsll and ball-shsped. Great fleshy, yet flexible, arma
Jpread out from it in every direction. A dog recently trod on one of the
arms which was trailing on the ground. Io a trice the musculsr vines arose
and envelaped the dog so completely and tightly that his breath was nearly
crushed out of him before bis master could free him from his perilous situa-
tion by means of an axe. The nstives state that many wild animals are
trapped and the blood sucked entirely out of them by these ferocious

lants.
’ The safety of the Jews during cholera panics has directed much atten-
to their mode of life, and it has been found that they are singularly free
from many diseases which their Christian bretbren endure. Consumption,
for instance, it quite rare amongst the race, and many physicians are agreed
that this immunity arises from the extreme care which the Jews exercise in
selacting their meat supplies, no diseased or tainted meat ever being used
by them. Scrupulous care is given to the preparation of food—in most
famllies two sets of cooking vessels are kept quite distioct, the vessels in
which meat is cooked never being used for the cooking of any foods in
which butter or milk are used. This custom is of long standing and is
based on the commandment in Exodus XXIII, 19—* Thou shalt not seethe
a kid in its mother's milk.”

Some interesting facts regarding the Forelgn Colonies in our North-
‘West have recently been published. There are seversl new and thriviog
settiements of Danes, Poles, Icelanders, Hungarians, Bohemians, Slavon-
fans, Japs and Scandavians, in Dakots. As the msjority of these immigrants
ate from cold regions, their physical coastitutions are adapted to the
scverity of our Northern climate, and with the exception perhaps of some
Bohemians and Hungarians, they are a healthy body of settlers.  Wherever
the Danes have struck root they have made a speciaity of dairy farming,
while the Swedish people have at once devoted themselves to grain-raising.
The Icelander colony has suffered from the lack of & proper water supply,
but the Territorial Government is making cvery effort to irrigate the arid
land. On the whole, the future of our adopted brothers tooks to be most
prosperous,

Apropos of the latest idea of the Emperor William of Germaony, our
contemporary, the Week, very aptly quotes the Latin adage—* Whom the
gods wish to destroy they first make mad.” KEis Majesty, it seems, is fear-
ful of the present freedom of the suffrage, and is desirous of restricting it,
The oppoeition which bis sweeping propasitions have frequently aroused in
the Reichstag and his general impatience of constitutional control bave
convinced him that it will be better for the nation to give him a more direct
influence in preventing the elections and appointments of those who will
pot sympathise with his reformatory plans, The mere suggestion of the
proposed change has fired the liberty-loving press of the fatkerland. The
Volks Zeitung declares that it will *“ mean revolution—real, living revolu-
tion.” The blows which the Emperor has aimed at the socizl and even the
religious life of his subjects have not cut so deeply as this inclpient attack
on the hereditary freedom of the people.

The reported mobblog of American Consul Swith at Three Rivers,
Quebec, for his interference in civic affairs, has roused much public feeling.
The statements of the Ccnsul regardiog the bad sewage and the unclean
babits of the French Canadians of the district are perhaps trae, but these
are matters which do not come under his jurisdiction, and we take decided
exception to his remark, that * cholera hss been riding at anchor upon the

ian sea-board.” In truth there has not been s single case of cholera
in Canadian waters, while there has been a great amount of it on the sea-
board of the United States, As for the alleged mob, it seems to have been
s pitiable imitation of the still more pitiable mob of Fire Island, and its
action is much to be regretted. Aund by-the-bye, has it occurred to any of
our citizens that within two years the same selfish spirit which has provoked
the distarbances ra cholera during the past summer was abroad in Halifax.
It 1s passing strange to hear men who took an active part in the praise-
worthy (save the mark) business of wrecking s diphtheria hospital, denounc-
ing the action of both the American and Canadian mobs.

A factory at Lynn has asked for space at the World’s Fair to show poeu.
matic dynamite guns and projectiles; one dynamite field gun to be shown
on s wheeled carrisge 15 by 6 feet over all; one cosst defense pncuwmatic
dynamite gun, stationary, mounted on carriage with turntable track, tube
8 inch bore, three feet loog.

The troublesome copyright question is again to the fore. Of late many
public nien, both in Europe and Americs, have been writing political arti-
cles for the Upited States Press, The North American Review has been
especially fortunate in securing papers from Gladstone and other public
men, for whose productions large prices have been paid. A late acticle on
* Home Rule,” from the pen of the Grand Old Man, was looked at wih
envious eyes by the London Times, but ax the Review would not consent to
its republication no copy was printed. A New York daily paper hae, how-
ever, openly pirated the paper, and an enormous number of copies of this
cheaper paper bave now been sold in consequence of the theft. The law-
suit on which the Review has entered for recovery for damages is extremely
interesting to all proprietors of magazines vs. newspapers ; 2.d if the Review
is upheld a thorough reform will have to be effected in the business man.
agement of many papers of the American Press.

The increasing uss of initial leiters or initial and final letiers 2s abbre-
viations for proper names is becoming a decided nuisance. There is not a
State in the neighbouring Republic that does not boast of soms almost
unintelligible abbreviation. Ga., for instance, does not at once suggest
Georgis, nor does the enormity of Ks. call to mind the famous Western
State. Mass. and Col. are fairly well in thelr way, but to a foreigaer they
must be as suggestive as Choctaw. Qa our own side of the border we are
becoming careless of these abbreviations, and too often we address letters
to D. C., torgetting that those hieroglyphics represent District of Columbia
as well as Dominion of Canada, whilo those of us who go a step further and
indite Dom. of Can. have a furlive feeling that we have bzen guilty of some
disrespect to our noble couatry. N, B, and N. 8. are doing constant work,
and for Provinclal lettersthes2 abbreviations anawer well, but itis extremely
doubtful if they are appreciated in the foreign offices through which they
often travel. P. E, 1. bas a tlightly humorous tinge, bat the P, Q. of the
glorious Province of Quebec is an insult which should not be permitted.
Ae Camadians, we should bs too proud of our Proviuces and Towas to use
any such ridiculoas or doubtfal shortenings of their proper names.

A very sad case has recently bzen settled in our Cauadiin courts, the
particulars of which csnnot fail to arouse much thoughtful comment, Frank
Wilson, of Toronto, was accused of the murder of his wife and child, and
although be is now formally declared to b2 innocent of that tenible crime,
yet his character, and that of a youog womin who has for some time bzen
corresponding with him, is utterly destroyed. The youog woman seems to
have been guiltless of any actual Intimacy with the prisoner—in fact she
characterised the whole affair to the jury as a2 mere school-gitl flutation, yet
she has been manifestly imprudeot in her actions. Half crazed by novel-
reading, this girl of seventeen years persuaded herself that she was possessed
of a most lasting passion for a married man. She received from him
many attentions, smsll presents, and finally engsged in the correspondence
which at first seemed to implicate both in the crime of murder. A weak
man and s silly girl—neither of them ill-meaning—yet they have succeedsd
in wrecking their foture lives, and in causing about them a horntible story
and memory which will pursue them to their lives end. We trust thet the
awful example which they have brought before the public may be the means
of breaking oft at least a few of those undesirable intimacies which are of
no benefitto any of the parties concerned.

It is comforting to the needy author to note that Mr. Besant, the novelist,
is shortly to publish a list of publishers, editors, etc, from whom the literary
aspirant will be awasded a fair trealment. The magazines and weekly
papers that are continually “ mislaying MSS.,” or deciding that paymeots
had best be made by mailing a few copies of theissue in which the author’s
work appears, or by promisiog and omitting to pay for the ariicle in ques-
tlon—all such papers will be black-balled from the best of reputable firms.
Special attention has been drawn of lste to the ill-treatment which is so
often awarded authors by the breakiog up of a bogus *Internationsl
Society of Literature, Science and Art,” the main office of which was in
London, G. B. A half-dozen of rascals, one of them an English Baronet,
combined their forces to’form first an author’s alliance, where MSS. w re to
be received, edited, and sent to msgszines or papers where they would be
acceptable. A *Painters’ Alliance ” was then formed, and a more impos-
ing title was selected. Skelches, studies in oil and water-colors were sent
in as readily by the devotees of the brush as storles, novels, and serious
articles had been sent by the knights of the quill. A fee was charged for
admission into the Society, and a small sum was paid for the examination of
each MSS. or paioting, snd in the case of MSY, a promise was often given
to print a smsll edition at a nominal charge of from £10 to £50. Not only
were ncedy writers and srtists csught by the tricky Alliance, who neither
read, examined, or published any MSS. during its life-time of five years,
but numberless illiterate people were among the dupes—laundresses and
restaurant walters being especially noted among the plaiatifis of the law
suit recently brought against the Alliance. It {8 pleasing to hear that sub-
stantial punishments of imprisonment and hard labor have been awarded
the perpetrators of the fraud.

The
third, fourth and fifth floozs are fully equipped for the manufacturo of all
kind. of confectionery, which is now boing made thero in great variety, A

specialty will Lo made of superior brands of chocolate oreams, nnd in high
claea confections tho firm inlend to surpass previous productlons. The
excollenco of Moir's candy is well known. The papor box departmont is on
tho fourth floor facing on Argylo St. To the sonth of the main bullding on
Grafton St. a threo-story building is under construction, to be used ag a
boiler rcom and ongine house.

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COMMERCIAL,

Tho continued fino fall westber is baving an excellent effect upon bue-
iness in all lines. Tho fact that furmors aro able to anticipato their spriog
work by getting weli forward their ploughing makes tho prospocts for the
futuro very sat:vfactory. Oun tho wholo the trado situation is very toassuring.
‘Tho past two years have boen years of plenty on the farm, enabliog many
farmoss to lift a considorablo portion of the financial burdens with which prov-
ious yoars of ecant harvests had laden them. Of course nothing liko the full
bonefit of tho crops of 1892 has as yot becn realised, but tho prospectivo
relurns are 50 assured in their amplitude thata very strongly coufident and
secure feoling is the agroeablo result, To summariso matters—farmers have
done well this yoar, especially in butter and cheese, whatover tho middle-
mon may havo done. They have also bad very successful results from their
apples, as thoy have been able to contract the fruit at 60c. to 75¢. moro per
barrel than they obtsined last yoar. Good, remuncrative prices aro obtain-
ing for votatoes, hay, oggs, etc. Altogother the farmer's position is far
from being an undesirable ono. Romittancos in sll lines are showing great
improvement and are, at prosent, very eatisfactory, and reports from almost
all sections of the country are good. Wholesale merchants say that pay-
ments due on notes and accounts maturing during the fall wers nevor mot
with wore promptnees ; in fact in some branches of trada—particulsrly in
dry goods and in bootsand shoes—the percentago is higher. A closer scrat-
iny of esccounts has probably bad much to do in effecting this ; but whatever
infinonce this may have had in the premises it is undeniablo that the pulse-
beat o{ genoral trade i3 mach more steady and healthy than it has teen for
sevesal voare,

A marked feature of the situation, howsver, i3 tho steadily upward
tendency in the prices of staple goods—with the single exception poerhaps
of iron. Even manufactured cotton goods hold—sppasrently at least—a
strong position in the face of large stocks of the raw material. Sugars eeem
to be particularly well fortified. That the rigid qusrantine regulatisns of
Philadelphis and New York have materially supported the market for raws
is indisputable. 'What tbe result may be when this support is withdrawn
xemains to be soen, for then values will be left snore to the statisticsl position
of the market. This is a point that the mansgers of sugar refivories and
those inclined to speculsto in sugars should consider before ¢ pluoging in.”

The Montresl Trade Bulletin offers the following excellently sound
advice under the caption ** Holding for & Rise : "—** The annual templation
of holding Sor higher prices is agein attacking the farmers, and withvat any
doubt alarge number sro sure to submit. And with equal certainty those
who sell oul as they have the goods, will be suro to cume out best, Just at
this period of the year, when prices of almost evory line of goods are incroas-
ing, it ie a great temptation to keep back until an extra price can be obtain-
ed. But although prices are sure to go higher, yet goods may be held too
long, and holders may really lose money on their plan of business. Only o
fow days ago a produce dealer was spesking of a creamery that last fall held
bsck for higher prices; he offered 24c. for their butter in October, but this
was refused ; and in the epring they gladly sold him the butterat22:, This
meant a loss of two cents a pounnd besides interest and storags. And yot
it is not urfiikely that the same creamery msy be tempted 2gain this year to
try the same game, Of course thore are occasions when a holdirg policy
does really pay, but thoy are very rare. Bssides a farmeor is not a merchant
and should not take such risks, Ho is a prodacer and should get rid of bis
production and get paid for it as quickly as possible. Sach a coursa wiil be
sure to pay better in tho long run than an occasional extra profit and numer-
ous extra losses by the policy of holding for a rise. Let tho farmers and the
factory men put their goods on the market in as fresh a condition as possi-
ble, and they will find a buyer. Then leavo him to tako bis own courso as
to holding on, or solling out,—tbat is his busicess. If our farmers would
only take this to hoart and act on it, they would find it greatly to the advan-
tago of their pockets.”

WeEegLY FiNancr'r Review oF Henay Crews & Co, New Yonk,
Oct. 15.—** Businees on the stock exchange was of course much interrupted by
the Columbus celebration. Hence there was little opportunity for any real
display of tendenciss. The prevailing tone of the market was vteadiness ; and
if thoro was no general movement for arise, there was certainly no loss of con-
fidorce, The only feature of the weok was the sharp advances in the Indos-
triale, circumstances favoring maaipulation in this quarter. Tho amount
of securtles of these concerns is rolatively small; consequently they are
casily controlled and worked up or down. Many of them, too, are practically
monopolies, or so nearly o as to enable them to inake large profits, Big
dividends and comparative low prices are supposed to bo an irresistible
attraction to the averaga speculstor and investor, and not a fow of the origi-
nal holders of industrisls heving stock for sale, appear to be taking sdvantage
of such conditions to market surplus stock. Time, however, has yet to prove
the stability of investments which are carrying such a copious amount of
water, often earning profits so unusual that they may not be maintained, and
mapy of them managed under such secrotive mothods as to impair instead of
inviting confidence. The outlook is for considerable speculative activity,
however, in this dopartment of tho exchange ; and if such proves to bo the
case, quick, sbrowad operators are likely to make profitable tarns. As per-
manent investments, howover, they are not quite yol entitled to tho credit
which they may deserve when manage.s take the public into closer confidence
and adopt stricter financial methode,

As a clags, no investments are now more worthy of attention than railroad
stocks and bonds. In many important respects the railrosd interests of the
country ere in sounder condition than ever boforo. While transportation
ond ftravel is unusually heavy, cxceeding last year's extraordinary resuls,
aud likoly to continue with the stimulus of the Chicsgo exposition i pros-

pest, rates aro woll maintained, and hostility betwoen tho great systoms has
beon reduced to a minimum. Tho result is heavy gross earnings, ensbling
liboral expendftures fur improvements, which ought soon to permit of greas
economy in oporaling oxpenses, and coneequently botter net results than
herotofore,

Avother important factor, from tho purely railrozd point of view, is the
wholesome restraint of competition and the restricted buildiog of now lines.
‘Tho bost anthoritios estimate thst not more than 4,000 miles of now road
will be constructed in 1892, which will bo tho smallest totsl of npy year
sinco 1885. Considering the rapid incresso of populstion and treflic, 1t
certainly looks as if railrosd developmont was nos kevpiog paco with ibo
pntural growth of the country.

Another important factor favoriog the stock market is the sound cond:-
tior of business, The volumo of trade is large ; failures are fow ; collections
good ; prices low ; labor well employed ; wages bigh; in short tho masses
aro prosperous. In all the toxtile industries, for instance, trade bas been
particularly good, and many cutton, wool and sk mills have a larger num-
ber of advanco ordors on hand then ever before. A faitber illusiration of
octivity in consumptive channels is the continued heavy imports; nat only
of dry goods, but of necossities and luxuries of all sorts; the incroased
rovonue from which has proved a boon t9 our nearly dopleted treasury,”

Day Goops.—Tho bright, seasonable westher and the increasing frosti-
ness of the aiz continue to keep business brisk, Relailors, both ia the city
and the country, are busily at work in reducing their stocks and in sending
in thair orders to wholesalers for more. Repor!s from the country ara very
estisfactory and remittances are coming in well. Cabie advices from Farope
stato that zaw silk has advanced from 15 10 20 per cent. Of courss a cor-
responding increase will follow in manufactured goods. Cotton goods are
very firm at tho advanced rates. Commercisl travellers now out are sending
in orders—mostly of a sorting up nature—quite freely.

Breavsturrs.—Flour, locally, is fiitly activo but chiefly in a small
way. Ouatmesis dull, but feed is firm. Osts aro fairly activo and steady.
In Chicago the market has raled rather duil and no material altoration in
figures hae occurred. H, Kains Jackson, reviewod tho wheat question from
an Eoglish farmer’s standpoict, says:—* From tho present outlosk there is
a very foeble chance of prices improving in the immediate future, Nover-
theless, snllers at presont rates sro vory ciutious, and demard and valae may
easily revive moderately, should the advance of the season towards winter
justify any such movement. Higher freights, higher insurance rates than
at present accepted msy favor at any time the genoral positica.” Since this
was writtop, prices on the othor side have moved up 6d. to 1s. per quartor;
but shippers inform us that the advauce in prices on the othur side hss not
so far brought on tho demand hero. It would seem by this that British
importers have decided to reduce their holdiogs before making farther pur-
chases, which is a wiso move, for had they gone on ipfliting spot supplies
there would bave been po end to the down trend of values. As it is, the
downward inclination of values in England has been checked snd a move in
the oppcsite direction initiated, Prices bave been thrust down to suchan
unusual depth that a very material advance can be made before they sttain
the average of the last fow years. The sequel of the wheat market during
the coming season will be an interesting study.

Provisioxs A good steady jobbing movement is reported in provisions
at unchenged prices. Local packers aro begioning to receive their raw
stocks more frecly, and aro now actively engaged in work preparatory to
meoting the wintor demands of their castomers. In the American, Cana-
dian and English markets, provisions have been steady but quiet, and prices
are unchanged.

Burrer.—Higher values prevailing have somewhbat choecked tho local
movement in butter. The consumptive demsand is unquestionsbly improv-
ing, but holdors' ideas are at present apart from thos~ of users. Medinmand
lower grades aro in larger rocoipt, especially store packed from Cspe Breton,
Antigonish, Pictou, Cumberlsnd, ete., and a fair business is doivg, though
dealers claim that tho demsnd is less rolatively than in formoer seasone. A
London, G. B., letter says :—* Boyers in the butter market ars sick of pay-
log tho prices demanded of them lately, and are holding off, merely keeping
their most pressing wants supplicd. But supplies continuo to como in di-
minished quantity, the much-loved Dinish being in very poor show, 8o that
stocks must soon be exhausted, when buyers will have to duck to the exi-
gencies of the hour snd pay still higher rates.  This altitudinizing of prices
bas, undoubtedly, tho eff-ct of checkiog consumption, but it cananot kil i,
so that unless wo are flooded with parcels from tho cantinent all of a sudden
high quotations would seem to b inevitablo until the advant of Antipadean
prodece in a little whilo yet.”

Caeese —Tho local checso market shows a somowhat improved tane, but
the general tenor of cable advices do not encourage the expectations of any
marked advance in fiures. Ths maks contisues t» bo beavy, and most
factorios are anticipating an output till woll on towards the end of the yesr.
Prosent indications point to tho probability of a large product at fizarcs that
will give a fair margin of profit, The United States produclion is cerlain to
be a large one, and as it seaks a market at the same tims that oura does, thers
seems littlo prospect of an upward movement, at lesst in the immadite
future. A correspondent writing from Londoa, G. B., says:—* Cheeso is a
satiafsctory market. There is no undue haste, and yet no halling. Con-
sumption goes on steadily, the small make of Eoglish is being graduslly
swallowed up al advancing prices, stocks of foroign nre being slowly but
surely drawa upou, and the inevitable uplifting of valuos is only a matter of
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time. Agents here aro well eatisfied, and shippers should bo 8o likewise.
They aro likoly to havo a better finish oven thsn that lest season, which is
saying somotbing, o8 the boxes of steck were picked before Canadian steam-
c1n Janded tho first foddere.”

Feos.—Tte local demsnd for epgs continurs quite good and appesrs to
to incressing, but the supply is quite as large as the needs of the pudlic, and
prices remain vocbarged. A 1epost frem Londen, G. B, is-—* All through
the country eggs are doer this week, owing to lessened supply. Prices have
sdvanced to 93, 6d. fcr best French, top price bere, and corresponding
enhancements at Liverpcol and Glasgow. Cunadians are selling well at the
former port, though no great abakes as to prices; but, at the latter, oxcollent
results ere being attained, a clesrance being effected at top rstes passing 7e.
per long bundred. Tboe seaeon is gaining its zenith for Dominion ovoids,
and shipments should henceforth be heavy."

Arrpes.—Owing o the very unsatisfactory retarns so far received from
apples shipped this ycar to Great Britain, large quantities are being forced
on this market and bave been solling at very low rates. Carefully selocted
and packed apples are now worth only $1.25 to §1 75 per barrel, and tbese
figures are likely to be further reduced befoio long. Tha Aontreal Trade
Bulletin reports as follows :—** Considerablo excitement was manifested in
the apple trado in this city on TuesZay last on roceipt of advices regarding
Mondsy’s spplo sales in Liverpool, when shippers realizad that heavy losses
had been sustained through tho severe break in prices, good sound {fall fruit
selliog down ae low as 8s. per bbl., while inferior qualities did not realize
freight and charges. A cablo mes:age was received from Liverpcol wbich
yead a8 follows:—‘Stop shippivg fall apples, as they won't cover freight.’
These cablegrsms following Monday’s demoralizzd business created the
greatest distrust as to the results of Wednesdsy's sales; to the surprise of
the trade however they wero not worse, but if anythiog a littlo better, cul-
verts selling at 6a. to 10a.; colored stcck 1ls. to 15s. and fancy kiogs 2ls.
This is & better showing on gocd atock ; but what our shippers fear is the
percentage of poor fruit which wiil fetch very low figures. There are large
quintities of wintozr apples cffericg hers, one firm having 69,000 barrels
offored from the West tbis week. It is thought that after tho fall stock have
boen worked off on the other side, 2 much better market will follow for the
winter fruit, which sre now goiog forwara in large quoantities. It iato bs
hoped that the heavy losses sustained on fall stock will be mado up by the
better results of winter varieties. Itis now pretty carlain that the crop of
apples in Canads this year is larger than tnat of 1891 ; but the guality is

poorer, and herein lica the danger on tho other side, for althoagh Eagland | ¢

will take any amount of fine goods at reasonable prices, she may give the
cold shoulder to indifi=rent qualities. Tho shipmeonts last wosk wero 54,469
bbls. from Montreal and from all Atlantic ports 86,521 bbls., makiog the
total shipments from Montreal for the season 106,251 bbls, and from sl
Atlantic ports 273,684 bble. against 185,105 bbls. for the carresponding
period last year, showing the larze increase of 88 579 bbls. The shipmsnts
this week will bo again heavy on®a good portion of them will be winter
stock. Sales in car lots have boen made in this market at 81 25, $1.50,
$1.70 and $1.75 for fall fruit ss to quality, and car lots of winter varieties at
$2 25, a fancy car or two at $2.50 with a weak feoling.”

Drizp Froir.—The locsl market for dried fruit romains unsetiled, and
will continve 80 in all probability till the arrival of the direct stoamer
Escalona, which is bringing aboat 20,000 boxes of raisins for this market
aod an equal quantity for Montresl. Tho present tendency is uoquestion-
ably in favor of higher figures, and.wo oxpoct that the looked for goods
will bring very stff prices. Tho yield at prodncing centres is smaller than
nsual whilo the United States demand is very activo.

Staar —Competition among the saveral Canadian refiaeries has caused a
drop amounting to about }:. in granulated acd 3. in yollow sugars. Oar
local refioeries havo made a heavy cut in pricea in order to securo tho wast-
ern trado and this has forced those in the upper provioces to reduco their
figures in tho hope of boldiog that business. Of course tho consumer or the
miidlemsn bonefits by this little wrangle, but shazeholders will be justifiad
in wagging their koada and leoking gravo when thoy como to peruse the

annual statements. The Trust in tho States haa dropped the price of gragu-|

lated 3-16¢., not only in Chicsgo batin New York, in order to keep ount
Cezpadian sugar, the price in New York being now 4 13-16c. Tho London
market for raw remains quiet but steady, with beat firats quoted at 13s, 3d.
for spot and this montb and 133, 43d. for November, Java being 15s. 93,
and fair refiniog 132, 6d.

Tea axp Corree.—Tho lu2al tea market has doveloped considerablo
business, but in a vory quiet way. Buyers hold aloof from paying the high
figures that now rule, thoogh thoy ought to bo by this time conviaced that
zo lower prices can reazonably bo looked for this season, owing to tho great
etrength of morkets abroad. Cable advices from Sbhangha: atato that pea
leafs havo acvanced about 2¢. per 1b. and this is alroady reflected in tho
Loodon and New York markets. Mail advices from London more tban
confirm tho advance noted a couplo of wooks ago in Ceylons, ss these tols
have jamped ap 133. for low grades and 2d. fine. Coffeo 1s firm and in
light eupply, whils prices bave an upward tendoncy.

Frsn.—Tho merket boro remains very quiet and duil. Recoipts and
stocks on hand sro small, but both aro amplo for all visiblo demands. The
Wezt Indian markets continuo to be fully supplicd by small lots constantly
erriviog at their various ports, so that thoy aro indifferent, and only give
prices 8o low as 10 leave no sppreciable margin for profit and risk of haud-
ling. Tho geasaro now too rough to allow a vigorous prosecution of the

fishing trade, and the bold fisherman cin only ply bis vocation occasionally | B

At the present moment I am cncamped in a spot where, in all proba-
bility, I shall remain for days.

Orric1aL RePORT oF THE Nova Scotia Gorp Mings, L'p.—The first bar
of smolted gold for October, i. a., produced since the monthly clean up on
tho 8th inst., amounts to 270 ounces, the yield of some 40 tons.

From all parts of the Provinco comes checring news of the mining
industry, which scoms to be steadily advanciog ia all branches oxcept coal,
whoro there seoms to bo a falling off from the output of last year. 1In gold,
iron and manganeso thers is increased business,and although the yiold of
gold is somewhat less than last year, the prospects exre botter,as a number of
mines bave changed hands, and will b2 extensively worked in tho future.

Mr. John Suteliffe, consulting engineer and contractor of Poughkeepsio,
Now York, so well known in this Provinco by his energotic and successful
management of tho Londonderry Iron Works whon in his charge a few
yoars ago, was in tho city on Saturday on his way to the new iron works at
Forrona, where his skilled advice is required. Men of his ability and push
arc needed in Nova Scotia, and wo should like to seo him here in chargo of
largo mining and smelting works.

Caripou.—The Dixon mino keeps up its regular yield, and the rich
striko on tho Truro Ca.'s property continues to open up well,

At Moose River the Touquoy mine is worked as steadily as of yoro, and
tho monthly crop of gold babies is produced with unfailing regularity.

Mr. Andrew McGregor continues prospecting on tho Montreal Co.'s
property, of which he has charge.

Ths Mooselsnds Gold Mining Co., Lid., are thriving, and have some
fine specimens of quartz on exhibition in the window of M. S. Brown
& Co.'s jewellery establishment on Granville streot.

SaerBRooKE.—The work of fully developing the Aloxaudra proporly is
nl?w being pushed, and rosults are quite satisfactory to the purchasers of
the areas,

. gnow's Nzest.—It now seems probable that this mine will scon change
ands.

SouvrH Ux1acke.—The Withrow mine bas been closed for the present
to s]t:lttlo somo partnership matters. The Eastville mine continues its large
yield.

. Laxe Catcua.—The Oxford mine is showing well and yielding regular
roturns.

At the head of Chezzetcook tho prospecting done by W, B. Roynolds
has resultod in the discovery of valuable gold-bearing leads.

KirLae. —This mine has now boen finely eqaipped with new machinery
and stamp mwill under the able supervision of Mr, Dean S. Turnbuil, and
we hopo to seo it again in the producing column.

LawnrexcerowN.—DMIr. J. Austin continues his work in this district, and
has proved that tho leads are gold-bearing, and of undoubted great value.

Preasasr River Yteus.—Wo havo it from good authority that the
crushing mitl on the Pleasant River gold mine will soon be in operation
again. An Americsn company of means has it in hand,and intend to push
matters in that locality.

On Thursday of last week Mr. F. K. Ballou, of the Boston Gold Mining
Co., Malags, brought {o town and deposited in the Halifax Banking Co's
Agoncy horo, a brick of go!d weighing 103 ozs., the result of last month's
crashing.—DBridgewater Enterprise.

E Churchill & Sons bave been at work mining manganeso at Walton,
on the bank just opposito the village, for several years, and have takon out
o considorablo quanrity. Last fall out of a 10 ft. shaft thoy took out 10
tons, valued at about §1,000. They have now about 20 tons of ore in the
mill to be cleaned up, the work b:ing dune by hand with bammers. Man-
ganeso is used for many purposes. but has not always heen as valuablo as at
now is. Somo 30 or 60 years agv, sune of the then residents of Walton
occasionally dug up manganese while sapading in their gardoms mnesr tho
river, ard about that poriod a couple of barrelsof the dark looking stuft
was sent to Boston in caro of the captain of one of the schooners visiting
the port, but no one in the *“ Hub * could tell anything about it, and tho
manganese was dumped into Boston harbor, How difforont the csso now,
when Walton and Tonnycapo manganeso is being sought after 1n preference
to that minoed in any other country.— Hants Journal,

Ax TtecTRI0 AMsLGAMATOR.—Mr. C. M. Ouo, of the Royal Mint, Mol-
bourne, has recently patented, ofter six yoars of oxperimental work, an
amalginiating machine for saviog fine gold, tho groat point in it bemng the
pract'cal app ication of au electric curront to the 1norcury to keop it cloan.
Thoilea is not pow, and wocould namo more than one engineer in Australia

who hasbeen working in tho same direction, but, eqfar 83 woare aware,this is
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the first machino submitted to public notice. It is to bo seon at work at the
Victorian Smolting Works, Footecray, Victoria, where stufl from the old
dumps thore is being reground in Chilian mills and put through. The
apparatus consists of & round iron dish, from tho contro of which a cone
rises covered by twosilvered copper plates.  From their apex a funnel rises,
its mouth fitted with a wiro siovo, through whicl. tailings are sluiced with
wator. Hung from the funnoel framework are two concentric brass rings, in
which cazbon ia fixed, the lsttor substanco reaching within 1-16th of an
inch the surxface of abath of mercury lheld by the iron dish first montioned.

Elcetric wires are connected with the supports of tho carbon rings, and
with threo platina points, which pass through the boltom of tho dish, and
touch the mercury. The ciic'e is completed when the sluice water reaches
the dish, aud tho mercury is go kept in a highly “live condition,” its clear
bright surfaco readily assimilatingz sny partic es of goid in the tailings which
have not beon taken up by the cono plates.

After pessing through tho funuel, over thecone plates and under tho
carbon rings, the tailings run readily away over the hip of the dish. Tha

results, so far, are: GOLD.

One ton of rofuse from rossted pyrites gave...... . veerrieee 0o cor— 15gr.

On tho basis of thego figures the machine should certain’y be a valuable
addition to the ordinary mining plant, whoro its place wou!d be at the end
of the tables or boxes, and its working automatic.

W. Canning & Co., Birmingham, whose Australian agent, Mr. W. Spencer
Canning, is personally suporintending the woik at Yootsciay,— Australiun

AvsTraLtay Dissoxp Mixiye.—The district of Bingara, in New South
Wales, promises to be as rich a field for diamond mining as Cape Co'ony,
snd it is only wailing for capital to build a railway and bring a supply of
water to the scone. For a cousiderable period prospecting work has been
carried on systematically by men familiar with the industry, and a phe-
pomenal wash-up, averaging 300 carats to the load, was one of the results.
The various prospectors bavo proved beyond a doubt that they are in
posession of an unlimited supply of diamondiferous wash, averaging one
carat to tho load upward, with sufficient gold to pay all working expenses.
In many instances rich patches of ground are met with, similar to the
recont discovery. Tho diamonds are small and hard, but of fair market
valuo, and the original difficulty in the cutting has becn surmounted. The
water difficulty once overcome, employment could be found for thousands.
The Bingara formation cousists of a conglomerate wash, bound together
with a discolored clay, containing rolled pobbles of jasper, sandstoze, slato,
tourmaline, shale and other rocks, carrying with them gold and diamonds ;
aod tho sapphire, topaz, garnet, otc., of no particular value. While on the
subject of Bingara mining, it may not bo out of place to refer to the cinna-
bar mine, recent'y oponed up in the neighborhood of the town. Tho field
ig at present neglected, waiting working capital to develop what may be
honestly termed a most promising venturo—the rich wash cinusbar from
the adjoining alluvial hill giving throughout 75 to 80 per ceat. of pure
morcury. At the timo of stoppage of work cinnabar-bearing ground had
been traced for six miles along tho range north and south.

An electric locomotive has made its appearanco in England for mining
work under ground. This motor is p.aced so as to be parallel to the rails,
as the placo was too small to placo it across the frame with its shaft paralle]
to tho axtes. Threo reductions of gearing are employed, one necessarily
baing through beval gearing. Tho whole framework of tho machine is
hinged from the driving axle, which is made exceptionslly strong for tho
purposs, the woeight on tho other wheols being taken through strong spiral
springs on tho top of gun metal axle brasses. Tho motor 1s serics wound
for a differonco of potential of 200 volts, and dovelops 15 brake horse
power at 1,000 rovo'utions per minute. The length of the road 1t 1s being
tested on ig 1,200 yards, and the curront is boing coilected from two bare
copper wires carzied on insulaturs uverhead. Tho oleciromotive forcoe is ro-
duced from 500 volts to 200 volts by means of a motor transformer placed
at ono end of tho lino. The installation is specially interesting from the
fact that a copious nsatural supply of water on the aido of 2 bilt 18 utihized
s 8 prime source of power to drive a large vortex turbine, the water being
convoyed down the hill through 15 inch pipes. A building has been
erected on the hillside of this wild looking country, in which the turbine
drives an ¢ Immisch” four-pole dynamo which dovelops 100 electric horso
power ot about 600 revolutions por minute. The dynamo is compound
wound, with a woiking differcnco of potential of 600 volts, and supplics
curront also for motors driving pumping and winding plants, besides
lighting the colliory, both above and bolow ground.—Z%s F. § 3, Record,

AN ANCIENT PLANCHA DE LA PLATA,

A proepector lately brought into Eureka Landing a * Plancha de la
Plat,” which he fuund in the hills northoast of LEhronburg. It is oval in
shape, about a foot wido and eightoen inches long and two inches thick
in the thickest place.

It is undoubledly many csnturies old, as
the Awmericans never had avy smolting works in that country. The Azteo
understood the nxt of smelting and also of separating silver and lead, such
as this plencta is composed of. It was purchsged by the Hodges Bros ,
who will probably sell it along with.their orcs. It is a pity tho relio could
pot bo sived, ss it would be of gr-at value to a hiztarical collection.— Yuma
[4rizona| Times.

The investigations formerly cirried on by chemists with a view to
extracting the precious motsls from sea water havo lately been rovived by
Herr Munster, a Scandinavian. In this pursuit, eey water wis taken by
bim from Kristisnia Fjord, 100 litres being ovaporated to dryness, giving
1,830 grams of residuo. This wss ground and divided into portions of 300
grams, esch of whioh was mixed with 100 grams of litharge, 100 of pure
potassium-sodium carbonate, and four of carbon frcm etarch, and the silver
and gold delermined ; the result being pineteen milligramws of silver and
six of gold per ton of aversge sea water. Cousideringthese extremely
small amounts of the precious metals, err Muuster is of the opinion that
no method of precipitation in tanks can possibly be sucoessfu!, believiog,
rather, that tte precipitaticn must be effected by the sea itself,
where the wate. is continuously remewed by a natural current, and
ho poinis out that the copper sheating of vessels bas long been knowan
1o precipitate silvor under theso cirgumstances.

METALLURGICAL SOLVENT PROCESSES.

Solvent processes for working gold ores, such as those of Piattner,
Mears, Nowberry & Vautin, Pollok, Rothwell, Thisss, MicArthur Forrest
snd others, depend for their succass on ceitsin methods of dissolving and
obiaining the gold in aslution ard precipititing it from the solutioa. There
sro a pumber of chemical substances which dissolve gold, and there are
others which convert it into a soluble salt.

The ordinary mechanical methods of collecting gold from sands, gravel
or rock have been carried on for ages, changing sligh:ly as to applisocee,
but all based on the same general principle. Eirly in this cantary the
metallurgis's begsn to search for other methods of treiting complex gold
ores, though with but little success. But about forly years ago, for tho
first time, it was propozed to treat these ores in a way similar to that
carried on by nataral forces, in dissolving and then depasiting the gold.

There are many patents covering these solvent processes. A complets
list of theeo is given in O'Driscoll's work on * Treatmsnt of Gold Qzes ;"
and in thet be ssys: ¢ Very little of the researches of the past generation
are generally known by the presont ; in fact, even thoeo who are supposed
to have this knowledge possess little information on the sebjact ; this is the
only inference which ¢in be drawn from the records of the solvent processes
patented during the past forly years.”

The first one in this list compiled by O'Driscoll, is tha patent of Princa
Piorre Bagintion, in 1848, who appears to have been tho firat to have used
cyanide of potassium as a process for dissoleing gold. He refers to tae
older methods of Elkinton (Isndon), who used s doubie cyanile of patas-
sium and iron as a dissolving medinm, and J cobi, who used ferrous
cyanide for tho same purpose. Amoong the lest paten's mentioned is that
of MacArthar-Forrest, 1887. After looking over this long list of solvent
processes, with their complicated patent clrims, etc., the question is, how
havo they progressed, and where ate they practicilly applied ? Mr. O'Dris-
coll answers this by saying that out of the long list, only two methods ars
in use to-day. Ono of these is the Plattner chlorinalion prce:ss so fully
described by Kustsl, and the other the Newberry-Vautin, To this may bo
added tho MacArthur-Forrest,

1t secms strange, however, that if these cyanide and other solvent pro-
cesses were 50 well-known for so Jong, that they were not in use. Fow aro
mentioned in the standard works on metallurgy in any detail. Either mo.t
of them must havo been failures or mere laboratory experiments.

In fact, very few, even of tho accomplished metallurgists, knew much
about the ueo of cyanide for treatiog gold ores in a prccess, They kanew of
it as 8 solvent for gold, end knew of zinc fur use by photographers in
throwing gold down. But as to usiog thess things on a large sczle for
working ores, no one secms to have done it uati! wizhin the past few years.
Either the methods edopted failed, or the matter was aeglected. At all
ovents, it has remained for the MecArtbur-Forrest poople to bring the system
to the front in a practical way.—AMining and Scientific Press, July 2.

To say that everyhody turned out to eeo the football match on Saturday
afternoon would probably be considered an bypotbole, but it was just the
exprossion that ono psturally ueed in speaking of tho crowd that assombled
around the ropes. Paronts and children, pastors and people, grownups and
youngsters gathered together to witness this firat gsme of the trophy series.
Unfortunately there eevms to exist still an ungleasant feeling of antsgonism
between the coliegiates and the city boys, and as thoy met on tho field on
Satarday for tho firs time since the Thanksgiving Day game of last yosr,
which is not likely to be soon forgotten, there was plainly expressed in the
bearing of each toaw a firm resolve to win at all hazirds, and right bravely
esch man worked 1o obtein victory.

It is ploasing to note that the teichers of the public schools are aniting
in an effort to effect a reform in the pupils’ writing.

Boys and girls who have been attendiag the public schools for six
or geven yesrs should bo good writers, a credit to themselves and their
teachers, and T foel suro that parents will gladly welcome the mavement thst
is pow being made to secure this desirable state of affsirs, Sirange to siy
some of the best aducated men write an almost wholly illegible haad, and
the old ssying that a Philadelphia lawyer would be puzzled to decipher
some writing may apply to the hieroglyphios of several learned professional
men of Haslifax, Let the boys and girls unito with their taachera in a reso-
lution that the writing of the coming men and wowon of our city will be
characteristic of the cultured minds and wisely trained characters that we
expect as direct results of the school system upon which Halifsxians prido
themselves, and of the instruction which our teachers sra conscientiously
imparling day by dsy. Unless the pupils themselves are anxious to
improve it will be up hill work for tho teachors to carry out their psrt of
the work, but as any boy or girl who thinks of the matter at all cannot
fail to eeo the advantago of making the most of the present opportaaity, thers
will surely be satisfastory co-operation.
