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A NEW WORK ON POLITICAL
ECONOMY.

In the early stages of national existence
the struggle for conquest over material
things, the effort to bring into use the
hitherto unused gifts of nature, and gen-
erally the intense practical needs of the
time, leave little leisure or inclination
for the study of the laws which govern
the production and distribution of wealth.
People sre content with results and
take little heed of the phenomena,
which -to the student are indices of
underlying law and order, governing re-
sults apparently arbitrary.

But when this, which is ab firsb almost
a struggle for existence, and afterwards
for ense and material comfort, has to some
extont accomplished its end, there comes
a time when men should seek something
beyond the needof the moment, and per-
haps first of the sciences which should
claim their attention is that which, on its
practical side, embraces the material in-
terests of every class.

In Canada we have examples of all
stages of national existence, but even in

the older parts of the country it is doubt-

ful if the science of Political Economy has
received or is receiving that attention
which its importance deserves, It has
not, so far as we know, been given any
prominence in the lists of subjects for
study at any Canadian University, and
although there may be many seeking to
acquire a knowledge of it in after life,
they are generally isolated, find their
progress slow, and miss the help which
comes of companionship in intellectual
pursuits,

We may at some future time discuss
the possibility of associating those inter-
ested in such pursuits, but our present
object is to introdice to our readers a
new volume by s well-known writer.

In “The Principles of Political Eco-
nomy,"® an author who has done good
work in other fields has given us a useful
text-book, covering chiefly the theoretic
side of the science, although he gives

. some space to the .consideration of

practical questions. The relation be-
tween these two phases he very aptly

compares to that between ‘ pure?” and }

"applied” mathemalics.

Prol. Newcomb, as a mathematician of
high order, brings to this work a, thor-
oughly logical mind, and although writing
chiefly for students in colleges, perhaps
we might say because of this, he has pro-
duced a book which we think will be
thoroughly useful to those isolated atu-
dents of whom we have been speaking.
The clear and concise arrangement of the
various sections, the logical development
of the leading principles on which he in-
sists, and the questions for self examina-

tion at the close of each chapter, which .

make ib easy to test the thoroughness with
which the contents have been mastered,
all combine to make it specially suitable.
The book is by no means light reading,
but to those who find difficulty in bring-
ing sound principles to bear on the com-
plex and involved questions of the day,or
to whom the contradictions and disagree-
ments of practical political economists are
confounding and dishearténing, we should
think that a study of the scientific
method, which it is Prof, Newcomb’s main
object to teach,would be of infiniteservice.
It is, we believe, chiefly from the lack
of this preliminary training in thescience;
from grappling with practical questions
before the underlying laws are under-
stood, that so many give up the study,
and come to regard it as & collection of
empiric opinions, without coherency, and
bound by no law,

@ text.book. Four of the'five books are
devoted to the *seientific method in eco-
nomics,”  the social organism,” ¢ supply
and demand,” and “the societary circu-
lation,” under which last heading the laws
governing the exchange of commodities,
the relations between capital and labor
and similar questions -are discussed.
The fifth book consists of ‘¢ Appli-
cations of Economic Science,” which are
added to serve as exercises by which the
principles set forth in the first four bools
may be tried.

Any discussion of the author's views
would (ake more space than we can
sparesand indeed, except in the last book,
thereis little in the way of “views ” to
discuss. There, as he has refrained from
entering on subjects possessing a party
character, there was left him little room
for the expression of opinion. His state-

ments of the arguments for and against”

Protection and Free-trade will interest
Canadians, notwithstanding that his own
bias iz evidently towards Free-trade, and
that he has stated the arguments on that
side more fully than the other.

United States, and when people talk of
uniform depression of prices all over the
world they use an incorrect mode of ex-
pression, for the industries of all coun-
‘tries are not affected alike. In Canada,
for instance, the price level has actually
risen, the fluctuations since 1854 having
Leen as follows,” taking 100 to represent
tho level in that year:

Taking the world over, he finds that
prices roge in 1861-65 to a level 30 per
cent over that of 1841.50, and that the

RELATION OF GOLD SUPPLY AND PRICES.

According to the essayist Lhe assertion
of M. Chevalier, some thirty years ago,
that the influx of gold from Australin and
Culifornia would bring ruin to Europe,
was more reasonable than the present
clamor about & gold famine. Ileshows
that the world's slock of gold, coined and
uncoined, in 1850 was valued between
620 and 650 millions sterling; the pro.
duction in the following ten years was 281
millions, an increase of 44 per cent; and
in the next decnde 264 millions, making
the stock nearly double what it was in
1850. Had M. Chevalier's apprehensions
been well founded, the prices of commo-
dities alse would have doubled; on the
contrary, Mr. Mullall finds that * the
level of prices began to fall steadily from
1864, when the mines were most produe-
tive.” In 1884 the world had 2! times
the stock of gold that it had in 1850, and
prices are 13 per cent lower, * Itis al-
most a wonder,” says Mr, Mulhall, ¢ that
nobody has yet started a theory that the
multiplication of gold causes prices to
fall.” In 1884 the world’s supply of gold
money was six times what it was 100
years ago, and the total stock of gold
about three times as much, yet if 2 com-
parison of prices in Great Britain be made,
there is found an extrems diverity, as
shown by the following table, 100 Leing
given in the first columns to show the
increase or decrease per cent i—

As the
annual coinage from 1870 to 1884 aver-
aged 14 millions sterling, of which it is
inferred that one-half came from old
coins, “the utmost drain on the mines
for this purpose could not have exceeded
7 millions, or a litile more than one-third
of their yield,"” the lowest estimated yield
being about 17 millions per annum, The
tatal product of the mines since 1850 is

THE ACCIDENT INSURANCE COM.
PANY VS, MOSHER.

The manager of the Accident In-
surance Co, of North America conde-
scended a few weeks ag) to turn aside for
amoment from business eugagements to
notice an attack made upon the company
by a Mr. Mosher of _St. Louis, agent of a
rival company, much older in years, but
recently out-distanced by its younger
competitor. Mr. Rawlings would doubt-
less have treated the matter with the
indifference which it deserved had le not
received some inquiries on the subject.
It can scarcely be an accidental coin-
cidence that the attacks upon the Acei-

dent Insurance .Co. of North America
should have begun immediately after the

usual aniual returns of all the insurance
companies had been made to'the several
State departments—after the fact be-
came known that };he company had made
a considerable advance over its principal
competitor in the business of 1884, 1Its

present premium income is announced to.

be at the rate of $1,000 a dny. The in-
ferential attack made upon the Company
was in the shape of aletter from Mosher

. to.gne of its agenty who enclosed it to fhe

managing-director. Receiving an evasive
answer from Mosher’s employers in

-reply to a friendly remonstrance, the

letier was sent to the legal adviser of the
company ab St. Louis, with instructions to
bring action against the offender in case
he deemed the contenls gave sufficient
ground under the State laws. Action was
accordingly issued against Moasher, asses-
sing nominal damages at $10,000. Mosher
in reply pleaded denial of writing the
letter and of all the charges in the wrib.
Six months later, he appenrs to have
changed his mind; he amended his plea,
admitted writing the letter, and obtained
an order of the i3t. Louis court to take
depgsitions in Montreal, at a very con-
venient time for the agent’s attorney
who was about to take & trip enst, Mr.
Rawlings, who was absentin Boston when
the subpmna mrived, postponed some
business engagemenis in Philadelphia
and immedintely relurned to Moutreal.
The Assistant-Secretary of the Company,
who was about Lo visit some southern
branches, was-relained in town in order
that no obstacle should be thrown in the -
way of the worthy attorney. As might
have been expecled, the examination of
the mansging-director was on the most
trifling and irrelevant points. After sub-
mitting to a long series of questions of
this charncter, it was apparent that
time was * no ohject ” to the gentieman
from St. Louis, and as Mr. Rawlings, who -
had no time for vacation, had postponed
pressing engagements to wait upon his
holiday visitor, he deemed these of more
importance and bade him good.day. He -
signed the deposition ns soon s he re-
turned to Montirenl, the short-hand notes
having been transeribed in the meantime,
thus practically contradicting the interim
hasty circular siatement of Mr, Mosher
that he had refused to do so.

The cireular, while showing every inten-
tion to injure the company, ¥ contains
little or nothing clse than surmise and in-
ferential conclusions, if we leave oul per-_
sonal reflection, ® that last resource of &
weak antagonist, and this personal feeling
is more apparent in Mosher’s flings at the
Guarantee Company of North America, of
which Mr. Rawlings is also general mana-
ger,” bub which company has nothing
whatever to do with the matter.

A correct capy of the deposition hagbeen
prepared and issued to agents of the Com-
pany, accompanied by the following brief
commentary, signed by the managing.
director :

jouirney to fish tor mwore genial matter in the
Atlantie Qceean.

1t is scarcely necessary to remark that
the Travellers’ of liurtford is not likely
to benelit by sucli conduct us that implied
in the atiemptied stur upon its competi-
tor, especially in Canada where the Hart-
ford Company has hitherto met with
courtesy at least, and where the Accident
Ins, Company of North America is too
well known by its invariably useful and
lionorable record to be allecled by such
malicious altacks, from whalever quarier
they proceed. "The compuny has never
fuiled in its conlraets, it has puid
over §500,000 in losses without a contest
at law ; and its aflairs have been subjected
annunlly to personal examination by the

Canadian Superintendent of lusurance.

THE AMERICAN BANKERS' CON-
VENTION.

We hope at an early date to lay before
our readers those portions of the ad-
dresses at the meeling just closed in
Chicago which will be of interest to them,
The meeting passed oft' with rather more
then tho usual success. b was fairly re-

presentalive of the various parts of the
Union, but, owing to its being held in
Chicago, rather more than the usual pro-
portion of Southern and Western men
were present. It is all the more gratify-
ing, therefore, to record the all but unani-
mous stand taken by the Convention
with respect to silver. No class of men
are better able to judge of the disastrous
effects on business of a disturbed currency,
and it may besaid that none are so direct-
ly interested in the revival of active busi-
ness, Nor need we rezard their judg-
ment as biased by the fact that, as capi-
talists,—owners of money so to speak,—
they ave divectly affected by the depre.
ciation of the coinage; for their liabili-
lies and assets ave payable in the same
currency, and, if there were any risk,
they, of all men, know how to guard
against it,

But this unanimous expression, even
from so thoroughly representative a body
of men will, we fear, have little weight,
either in Washington or on public opinion
at large, Itis very easy to say that they are
capitalists, seeking to benefit themselves
and oppress the poor man, and many
people are ready lo re.echo the cry. A
similar expression of opinion from bank-
ers in Canada would, we belisve, have
great and deserved weight, but the Amer-

! ican cilizen is itnpatient of authority, and

especially of any assumption of authority
in finaneidl science.

Mr, Hague read a characteristic paper
on the ruling subject, especially directed
to the bearing of the question on Cana-
dian and foreign trade, which was listened
to with interest; and Prof. Bolles, of
Philadelphiz, read an essay on a subject
indirectly of interest here, the prevention
of defalcations. If he helps to keep
cashiers {rom bacoming dishonest, or
keeps them abt home when they become
&0, wo ehall not begrudge the loss of this
source of immigration.

Tar Iatest reports from the cotton districts
indicate that there will be a large crop of
inferior grade cotton in the United States this
yenr. This is specinlly unfortunate for the
South, since the fall in silver enables the cotton
producers of Indin to place their product in
England at & lower rate. The American cotton
can only compele against the Indian onac-
count of its superior quality, so that any de-
ficiency in that respect gives the Indian pro-
ducers an advantage. The effect of the fall
in silver iz to give them an addilional advan-
tage, as will be understood when it is remem-
bered that the cotton is paid for by England in
gold but necounted for to the producers in
silver, and they now gel more rupecs for o
given nmount in sterling than formerly. From
the same cauge {he Indian wheat-growers are
in a better position to compete with American
wheat fielda.

The Evening Post gives the following as the
position of aflairs in the Pennsylvania iron and
conl districts :—A general improvement in iron
and steel is reported from Eastern and Western
markets.

Wire erders
are crowding in, and the advance will be casily
held. Slate iron hag advanced one-tenth of a
cent. - Merchant bar js stronger, and several
mills throughout the country have increased
their output. . Pig iron’is bavely steady, becanse
of the announced purpose of blowing in cight
or ten furnaces, Old rails ere scarce and 50
cents higher. Foreign material has advanced,
but no sales of note have béen aunounced
Western iron markets are firm. Builders’ havd -
ware is in active demand, Lumber is weak, but
the fonndation is being laid for better prices in
the spring. Anthracite conl is in much more
active demand, and an advance, nominally at
least, is assured. Bituminous is weak.

The finaneial situntion in New York is un-
chnnged, save that the bank reserve has sullered
another slight reduction; It is now $45,000,000
above the legal limit, against $47,000,000 Inst
,week, The totnl decline since 1st August is
$17,000,000. The associated banks still hold
$109,000,000 in gold, as agninst $73,000,000 at
the corresponding date Inst year. The progress
made in reducing the surplus in the market
has, however, had no effect yet on rates, which
continue absolutely without change.

The feeling in the grain trade has been de_
cidedly stronger, owing to the improved posi-
tion of the foreign warkets. It i3 generally
believed that exporls must increase, judging
from the position of the English supplies,

Tine C. P. R Exeminentan Farus.—The
Superintendent of the C. P. R. experimental
furms while recently in  Calgary stated that
the suceess of the farms this year has been
quite ng pronounced ns last year, thus placing
beyond doubt the thorough adaptability of‘
the Innd and climate for agricultural purposes.
Experiments were moade this year at nine points
on the line of railway west of Moosejar,
viz, Rush Lake, Swift Current, Maple Creck,
Forres, Dunmore, Stair, Tilley and Gleichen,
All these farms were rented except that at
Rush Lake. Wheat, onts, bariey and pens wers
grown on all of them. Seeding began on the .
26th of March, about a week earlier than lnst

year, and conscquently the grain vipened about
that much earlier, all of it being harvested
before the end of August, The season gener
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ally has been rather dryer than usual, and
where they have been favored with most rain
the greatest yield hus heen secured. The gen-
eral erop was best at Gleichen, At this puint
a very fine sample of Bed ile, No. 1 hard was
threshed ont with o showing of 30 to 35
bushels Lo the nere,  Bast of Urowfood the dry
weather enused o shortness in the straw, but
the yield would casily go from 20 to 36 bushels
over all the furms, the genin beng ull of good
quality.  Burley wil) yickd 20 10 30 bushels wnd
onlg 25 Lo 50 bushels to the acre overall the
furms, with even o higher average nt Gleichen.
The crop wus poorest wt Tilley, where the
gomewhut  henvier  soil required more rain
thu elsewhere.  Peas did-nol turn ont as well
as they should, the reason ‘Mr. Ducker gives
heing that the seed was not very well covered
and sown rather thinly, The luxuriance of the
vines und pods, however, showed that pens
could casily be wmde a wnost prolilic  crop.
‘There was no loss from frost exeept to some of
the 1ender vegeinbles, such as citrong, melons,
cugumbers, ele. Potatoes are w splendid  crop,
and should avernge 200 bushels w the aere of
unilurmly  fawrge and  well shuped  tubers,
New potntoes were dug in the early part of
July. The dry weather has retarded  the
growth ol cabbages und enliflowers in some
places. The C. 1. 1t exhibition car, it is
Cxpected, will start enst about the 10th.

FIRE INSURANCE 'LARIFF,
To the Kditor of the JounNAL oF UOMMERCH.

Dear Sin,~I expected you would express
your views on my writing which you were
good enough to insert in f'om' issue of tho 11th,
and I hoped they would differ from mine,
because, until all has been said on a problema-
tical subjeet on both sides that can be said, and
duly weighed, it cannot be dismissed from
attention.  Qur subjects should, huwever, be
defined more clenrly, for we appear to be deal-
ing with two. First, that which I would put
thus :—The necessity of so gruding insurance
rales as thal risks shall be charged for on their
merits und inducements offered to partiex fo im
prove them.  Second—suggested by some inci-
dental remarks in your valued article published
on the 4th inst., namely = Z'hal there was no in-
crease in the volume of Fire Insurance business
in the year 1884 over 1883, notwithstanding cer-
tain figures in the Insurance Blue Book for 1884,
and that the said Blue Book contradicts i-

self. .

These onght to receive separnte attention,
and L will agk to-day for space for a few re-
marks‘on the first only. .

Tt will be well to find out how far we agree
and where we disagree.  You probubly concur
with me thet it is the companies and not the
ingured that have the right to fix the rales at
which they will take risks, and that we are not
considering the pretensions of some men who
agsert, contrary to the knowledge of insurance
agents, that their risks are the best specimens of
their classes, that it is impossible for them to
burn, and thut they insurz only because obliged
to do so. But we differ where you imply
that it is the fault of insurance managers timt
proper building laws are not enforced—that
reople are not fed to See the fact of hnzards

eing cumulative and the danger of couflagra-
tion—nnd that arson and fraud are generally
the fault of the insurance agent. [ eannot agree
with you in these statements, lusurance enp-
ital i8 not an investment in an educationnl
establishment. Insurance mnnagers have not
to charge themselves with the morlity of any
section of the public or with the enlightenment
of lepialators or with the guidance of architects
and builders; nor is it their province to war
with the legitimate sclfishness aud enterprises
of mag, which will continue, ns they alwnys
have done, to plan and to act; 1o build and to
rent as interest diclates, irrespective of any
diflerence between sysiems of insuranee rating,
so that we must agree or disngree, a3 the ense
mny be, on adjunets and detaila, But the prin-
cipies upon which fire insurance is constructed
and upon the preservition of which it depends
may be discussed on my part cheerfully, and 1
am sure it will be on your's with equily and
apprecintive ability.

There nre two: Insurance to be a benefit to the
community must be sfforded at o cost which
the communily can pay for; the other is that
jnsurance, fo exisl, must be gencral,.

All law authorities, since the first days of
fire insurance have recognized the first, nnd all
judges and jurics actunted by eqnity bave
recognizad its necessary consequences. That,
in view of the largeness of the risks under-
taken and the proportionnte smailness of the
consideration, the applicant for insurance must
truly describe bjg risks, and suller for misre-

resenintion, vmissions, imzn.rdous; changes dur-
ing the onrrency of .the poliey without congent
of the compung, cmmil_ml carelessnessg in .Lhe
oversight of the premises, fraudulent clajing
and arson. '

As to the second, the ablest and most experi-
eaced men who have made the business a pro-
fession, the results of geueral experience,
and the cinims of the public, alike tell us that
insurance cannot be limited to classes; it is
‘peither for the rich nor the poor, the wise nor the
uninstructed, the good nor the bad—for the
good often become bid and the bad good—but
for nll; and that, in it, a8 inall other comner-

cial interests, and as in the construclion of
society and exccution of society’s Inws, the good
must pay for the bad, and that the aim must
be not 1o excinde ench and every objectionable
case, in itself an impossibility, but to reach the
highest nverage of the unobjectionable obtain-
able; and rates and work must be so directed.
* As to the first principle, the ‘courze of modern
thought in Canade aud in the United States—
more here than there—is to shift all burden and
rcs(l)onsibiliiy from the insured to the insurer;
and it is the advoeacy of this shift againsu the
possibilities of the business which lends often,
msensibly it i3 hoped, to the immense amount
of wrath which is poured upvn insurance
manngers for carclessness, incompetency and
unfairness by irresponsible writers, who don't
know what they are writing about; up to intel-
ligent and able conduciors of commercinl news-
papers, and down again to the idiotic legis-
‘ators of the Stite of New Humpshire, whose
acts have vecently driven cvery respectable
company out of that State.

Managers are told not to over-insure~do they
do so knowingly ¢  They are told to secure
well filled up upplications and correct dingrams
—do thoy not do so ! They are told to use mer-
cantile agencies and ail nids—do they notdo
80? ‘I'hey aro told to please the owners of
property ag to rates—is it possible to do so, and
would their tenchers succeed better than they
do? They ure told to employ cnreful and expe-
rienced clerks—do they notdo so? They are told
to place less confidence in maps—nare nut maps
merely iin aecessory, and so on.  Then come the
impogsibilities ¢ they are told to do that which,
if attempted, would muke the business so costly
a3 to deatroy it, and which, if done, would
secure no practical result and would have to be
dono under circumstunces which I will illustrate
by examples. :

A, B. & Co, wholesale merchants, have 400
open accounts in their books ; they avail them-
selves of all mercantile aids, as do the agents,
every thing in fact that self-intercst suggests is

per cent of their customers will annually expose
them to losses. The ingurance manager has
from 20 to 40,000 names on his books, and by
his careful management calculntes that oniy
one per cent of his customers will impose losses
upon him.  Again,

0. D. & Co., merchants, apply for an insur-
ance. They state their stock to be worth 50,
000. The managersays : 1 willsend an inspec-
tor to verify your word, and isat once told:
# O, if you are so particulur, nnd as 1 cannot
control or foretell fluctuntions, 1 guess [ will
tnke your company of-my list;” orif the insur-
ance is effected and the agent hag reason to
suppose that stock has become reduced, and
sends. down an juspeclor to enquive, he is
told to go to Sheol. Again, takiug three recent
Montreal cases, a much-inspected tannery, fav-
ored as to rates, every care by insuranee mana-
ger taken, but in an hour, and without notice
the nature ot the risk is completely clmngud
and the whole is totally burned. A harness
maker ingures hig stock as such.  Risk ingpect-
ed il right, failed to sny sometimes mad-
blacking ont of hazardous materinl.  Blucke
ing-mnaking burns the place. . A bisenit fuc-
tory, also much inspected, rato favorable, is in-
sured, manager depends upon municipnl lnws ;
laws ~ broken, rockets set off within the
city in honor of volunteers, biseuit fuctory
and thirty thousand dollars burned, An insur-
ance adjuster adjusting a second logs for a pro-
minent and ivfluential purty looks back info
his books, finds that the year of his firsi fire, em-
bracing settlement obtained at the edge of Jaw
showed enormous nbnormal profits over any yeny
before orafter, Inspection canneither reach the
heart nor the books of such men. A distin.
guished judge said if insurance companies
insure for more than the property’ is worth
they should pay (New Hampshire doetrine), In
that ease the insurance wag given fur $1 pre-
mium for three years, An inspection of the
visk would have cost $18. Another distin-
gnished COnnadian judge said he did not sce
what difference a change of oceupation made.

As these clusters grow in
gize the under oysters are prevented from open-
ing their shells nnd thereforé smother. Year
by year the older oysters are smotliered out and
the bed gradually rises upwards to the surface
with only a thin covering of oysters on top.
When the ice lineis reached these, too, are
killed, and all that isleft is a heap of dead
shells and the refuse matter which has been ne-
cumulating over the beds. He says:— The
time seems to have come to open the oyster
grounds—or ‘a part of them—to lease, under
due regulation. As matters stand at present

no one will venture the risk of artificial culti- *

vation. The present state of the law and cus-
tom of the country are exceeding definite and
unsatisfactory. It is doubtful if the law would
protect private oyster beds from being robbed,
under the guise. of shell digging. Hence the
necessity for the area of artificial culture being
secured by lease or prant or by heing set aside
for the public interest.” The St. John Telegraph
claims that the oyster beds of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, as at present worked, do not yield
enough bivalves to supply the Canadian mar-
ket. "Notonly isthe waste from natural causes
great, but there is much losa for want of protec-
tion from indiscriminate fisherics. ANl who
will are at liberty to go out on the beds and
rake as many oysterg as they choose. The re-
sult of this is that during the first fow weeks
after the opening of the season hundreds of
Fersons are engaged dredging for oyaters.

fore are taken out of the water than can be
gsold, and they gpoil, Last year hundreds of
barrels were wasted in this way. The total
value of the yield of this important fishery in
1883 was $151,620, while in 1884 it had shrunk to
$126,458. Prince Rdward Island is the largest
producer and New Brunswick next, but there
are several good oyster beds in Nova Scotia by
which, with ordinary care, this yield might
easily be doubled. ’
