THE RIGHT USE OF SUNDAY,

———

When a good thing is given to us by Gad, it
is our wisdom to puf it to all the uses Ho in.
tends. If we only hulf use it, we not only loge
good, but we also fail in duty to Him. Now
the good gift of ono day ont of seven, 10 be a
day of regular rest and refreshment, for our
whole nature, has three difforent uses, for which
@od intonded it.

1. To bo & day of rest to the body from com-
mon toil.

2. To be an opporttuity for spiritual im.
D To bo s e for honoring:
thronghout the world. cring God publicly
. Bach of theeo is & distinot object, complete
in iteolf, and each requires a portion of the -
Sunday given to it,

If we saitend to only ove of theso purpos_":ag,

we are failing in our duty and losing good,
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Tt is to press.this threefold use of the Sunday,

‘a8 urgently needed, that this. fract is sent

ebroad, with a devout prayer for ita uscfulness,

Many, we believe, from merely forgetting
that there are three uses of Sunday, are only
giving themrelves, perbaps, ome or two of
these mses, withont completing it with the
third.

If & Isborer duly gives up common work that
day, and lounges about idle, with nothing to do,
or liee in bed, or sits over & newspaper, or
takos any passing amusement -he can find, or
goes off oo a trip or excursicn, he has, no
doubt had rest for his body, and found the

- berefit of the firsf use of the Sunday. But

what has become of the second and third uses?
Heo hss perhaps forgotten them altogether,

They are, however, as necessary for his real
good, and ere as binding in duty as the first
uge.

For God, who said for the first use,; “Bix
days shalt thou labor and do all that thon hast
to do; but the seventh is the Sabbath of the
Lord thy God, in it thou shalt do no mavner of
work" ;—said also of the second use: * Serk yeo
the Lord while He may be found, call upon
Him while He ia near.” *Now is the accepted
time, now is the day of Salvation”; * Come
unto me ali ye that labor and are heavy laden,
and I will give you rest,” While also of the
third use, God bas further erjoined, “ Thia i
the day the Lord bath made, let us rejoice and
be glud in it”; * Ob, enter thon His gutes with
thanksgiving,” and * Come, let us worship and
kneel down before Him"; *“ I was glad when
they raid unto me, let us go into the House of
the Lord”; * Give unto the Lord the Glory
due unto His name.”

Apgain, if a person takes & rest to his body,
and then siays in his own room for private
dovotion and reading, he has taken tho first and
second uses of the Sundsy ; but if he is able to
join in the public honoring of God at Church,
and doos not do eo, he has failed in the third
use and duty.

If & pereon givea rost to tho body ; and alro
goos to chureh, joining in the public worship of
@od ; but still takes no {ime for priyate read-
ing, devotion, or spiritusl improvement 1o his
own soul peronslly ; then he may have taken
the first and third uses; but has failed in the
second use.

Each then of those three great purpuses for
Sonday must bo carefully and separately pro-
vided for, if the full benefit of it isto be resped.
A failing in any of them implies & negleot of
duty towards the Good God, who has given usa
day of rest. :

If this consideration were more generally al-
{ended to, what happy results wouid follow.
It wounld at once set at rest many a debated
point.

For instance ; some may say, can it be wrong
to go for a walk or excursion on Sunday ¢ The
answor is ;—that dopenda on whether it in-
terfores with the seccond and third uses of Sun-
day, Ifthe excursion is o lergthened, that it
prevents attendance st the public hororing of
God in Church; or if the company isirreverent,
ibe amusoments frivolous or sensual ; prevent-
ing spiritual though!s, and checking all wish
for Christian improvement ; then the excursion
in interferirg with the second and third uses of
the Sunday, even if it has been & rest to the
body. :

Can it be wrong, eome may ask, o visit onec's
friends on Sunday ? This agsir, simply depends
on how much it can coxsist with fulfilling the
three purposes of the day of rest,

1f the Iriendly visit is quiot ; helping, rot pre-
venling, epiritus] improvement; and arranged
£0 &8 not io intorfere with the hours of public
worship ; it may bo eafely done. Bat not, if it
leads 1o mnegleot or disinclination for private
devotions, or abeence from God's Houro,

Can it be wrorg, some may ask, for a publ o
man to do publio business on Sunday ? This
must be dcoided by the question, is it neces-

sary abeolutely; -80-that it ‘eould not’ with
publio safety be put off to another day-?- . Very
freqnently it could. But alas | how often have
state officors eacrificed Sanday systematically,
for mere. convenience, or wish to crowd sas
much into a week as poasible.

Can it be wrong, some may ask, to réad let-
tors, look at accounts, or sach matters on Sun
day ? The answer is, how does it affeot your
mind towards the tAres uses for Sanday, already
required by God. ' If the mind is distracted or
wandering to ordinary news, taken up with
monetary cares, or eager in ordinary politiocal
or social subjects, very difficnit it will be to
keep a devout attention to personal improve.
ment in holy things, or heartily to join in pub-
lio ordinances of religion,

Can it be wrong, some may ask, to join in
games, go to public smusements, places of
exhibition, &0, on Sunday? Here we must
spply again the rules. Wil this interfere with
roal rest to mind and body ; help on, or stop
private attention to the soul's highest interests;
or take the place of humbly presenting our.
selves at God's footstool in the assombly of the
Chureh ?

Such are some of the app ications that may
be made of the three great inten.ions of God for
our day of rest,

How often an undecided course would be set-
tled by honest applioation of these tests, Many
things may be quite harmless in themselves, in
deed commendable on other days; yet may
tend to rub off the bloom from the spiritusl at-
tractiveness of holy duties, on the day set
spart for them, There should be s very nice dis
or'mination in the conscience of what is help
fol in spiritual intorests, Far better to keep on
the sufe side if there is a doubt; and give up
any pursuit or ocoupation that clouds the soul,
or hides Heaven from our thoughts,

The effect of our conduct on others ia & point
that must also be carefully considered. Do
any of our ways of employing our time on Sun-
day prevent others from gotting the good of it,
in any one of these three great uses ?

Here come in & number of delicate cor-—
gider: tions, which require decided prinoiples to
settle them,

Can it be right to have our ordinary Jetters
sent by post, if we kiow ihst thereby many
post office servants must be deprived of their
Suuday's use in one way or another ? Better
far to have a little inconvenience, (real incon.
vonience seldom occurs) tham, in order to ac-
comodate ourselver, bring loss upon others in
most important interests for sll eternity.

Can it ke right to go by an excursion train
on Surday for mere pleasure, when we know
that this involves railway officials being kept
from tho proper employment, of the only day
they have a chance of being able to use, for
¢piritual occupations ? Whether they would
employ it rightly or not, is no guestion for us lo
decide ; they ought to have the opportunity as
well as othors,

Can it bo right to open places of public
exhibition on Sunday, + ben this wenld keep
those in charge from being able {0 attend to
the three great uses of Sunday ? Fur better to
do without, than bo the cause of a grievance 10
others in matters all important. But enough
har beon faid to show the practical application
of the printiples here nrged,

Each person may easily test other points as
they arise, by tho clear light of these trutha.
We must have rest for the body ; spiritual im
provement for the soul ; and open giving of honor
to Qod; cr else the porpose of the Sunday is
defented ; ard duty remains unfulfilled.

Weo mnst arrange everything for those de
pendent on ug, 50 ag to gccare them time for
thoir own Sunday duties,

We should not require, except for works of
real necessify or mercy, that any one elss should
be prevented er joying the opportunity of using
their Sunday time aright,

Were all those uses of Sunday rightly ob-

served- throughont the world;: what a heaven
upop earth it wonld become, compared with
what it is now ? - o

How few. really get ita fall benefit, or profit
by it &8 {hey might ; compared with the mul.
titudes even in most Christian lands, who spend
it in ways that can leave no blessing bshind.

For the poor, especially, without S8nnday,
there is no ’cbance of getting proper time for
their soul's welfare. ‘

Hence, it is their interest most partioularly
to preserve clearly each one of fhese uses, and
by “a threefold cord, which is not quickly
broken,” let Sunday bind them to God, and
prepare them for that better ‘‘Rest which
remaineth for the people of God” in Heaven,

SCHISM IN THE NINETEENTH
CENTURY.

Probably no word in the English langunage is
used as little by Protestants as the word schism,
Tt is & word that they well might avoid, for
they are greatly to blame for a divided Chris-
tendom, that is a shame and disgrace to

"Christians aud a cause for unjust oriticiam at

the hands of unbelievers, Now, Protestants
generally profess great reverence for the Bible,
We wonder if many of them know what that
Book says about schism ?

* That they all may bo cne, a8 Thou Father
art in Me and Iin Thee' (8t. John 17, 21),

‘Now, I beseech you, brethren, by the name
of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye sll speak the
same thing, and that there be no d.virionas
among you, but that ye be perfeoctly joined to-
gether in the same mind, and ia the same judg.
ment’ (Cor. 1. 10).

‘I beseech you, brethren, mark them which
cause divigions and offonces * * % and
avoid them’ (Rom. 18, 17).

¢ Endeavaring to keep the unity of the Spirit
in the bond of peace. There is one Body and
one Spirit, even 88 yo are called in one hope
of your oalling’ (Eph. 4: 3, 4).

*Behold hov good and pleasant it is for
brethren to dwell t-gether in nnity’ (Psalm
133: 1).

* Every house divided against itself shall not
stand’ (Matt, 12 : 25).

‘BEvery kingdom divided against itgelf is
brooght to desolation’ (Matt, 12+ 25).

! There sbould be no schism in the body’
(1 Cor. 12: 2b). :

‘ Brethren, stand fast, and hold the tradit-
ions whioh ye have been taught' (2 Thess. 2:
15). '

‘We command you, brathren, in the name of
our Liord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw your-
selves from every brother thet walketh * *

* not after the tradition which he received
of ug’ (2 Thess, 3: 6).

We have no hesitation in saying that the
divisions of Christians are the weakness of the
Gospel, and that they canse Christianity to be
attacked on sll sides by the skeptic and infidel.
A bundle of sticks can easily be broken one by
one, but not if tied together, An old adage
rane: ‘In union, there is stremgih.’ This union
was meant to be by our Liord when He estab-
lished His Church. But how do Christians of
the nineteonth century follow and obey His
commsands? By refusing to join His Chureh,
protesting sgaiust it, and oalling ita members
all sorts of names, and dividing and splitting
up among themselves into as many seots as the
brain of man can imagine. We hear of the
Wesleyans, the Calvinist, the Lutherans, the
Cumminsites, the Glassites, the Swedenborgians,
the monnous, Seven-day Baptists, Sandemaniana
Socond Adventists, Irvingites, Presbyterians,
Mothodists, Baptists, Cambellites, and a hund-
red more, Istihis right? Is it according to
the teaching of the Bible? Is Christ divided ?
Manry ressons are given for these divisions, but
these excuses do not alter the-fact that Holy
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Scriptuf-e oalls sohism & 8in and -denounces. it,

The lamentablé divisions smong Christians are
stumbling blocks and hindrances to the more
rapid spread of the Gospel, and the more effect-
wal work of Christ's Holy Church.— The Ohurch

ALBIoN Mings.—The Bishop arrived at the
Reotory from New Glasgow, escorted by the
Reotor and churchwardens who went to New
Glasgow to attend him on Saturday afternoon,
Muy 15th, In the evening he went to West-
ville to confirm in St. Bees' Chapel, and roturn-
ed to the Rectory at night.

On Sunday, May 18ib, the Bichop attended
Morning Prayer and Litany at 8:30, said by
Rev, D. 0. Moore. At 11 am., the Bishop
confirmed in Christ Church four persons pre-
sented by the Rector, who bore the Pastoral
Staff and read the Preface to the Confirmation
office. The Bishop’s address on ‘habits ’ was
‘il va sans dire’ most impressive, solemn and
instructive. He spoke ‘inter alia’ of the re:
newed state of the interior of the church, and
of the devotion of the men of the mines, who
after their hard day’s work had put up the neat
and strong fence round ‘Ged's acre ' working
by lamp light, night after night. Each of these
matters was woven into the fabric of the Bish-
op's address with great definess ard mado to
serve its place in adorning the treatment of the
main rubjects: good habits, bad habits, ha})lts
of thought, babits of spoech, habits of action,
habits of prayer, habit of communicating at the
altar,

The celebration followed the Confirmation

why it was that the Methodist body was so
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gore -upon. the. subjeot of orders ;. they ‘going.
back for their authority fo three laymen so late
68 18386,

Mr. Axford claimed that perfeot union could
take place only at the point of fracture, that is,
in the regularly ordained ministry. Dr. May-
pard made the point that, since we believe that
it is throvgh the Historical Church that we get

" the grace of the Holy Bpirit we cannot give up

=

t{hat which conneots us of the Churoh of Eng:
lard in Canads to that Historical Church, viz:
the dootrine of A postolic succession, Mr. Hind
brought forward the thought that we of the
Church aro responsible for the return of those
who are at present in the sin of schism to the
Body of Christ, thus closing what every meraber
claimed had been the mostinteresting discussion
of the Chapter,

It was then decided that the subjest for dis-
cossion 8t the next meoting of the Chapter
shouid be, * Having in view the advancement
of the caueo of Christian Unity, whatshould be
our }Jeuring towsrds the eeots and their minis
ters.

A very successfol missionary meeting was
beld at the church in the evening &t 7:30 p.m.,
there being & large and ropresemtative congre
gation present.

cessory prayer, In ome church at least there
were more moist eyes than dry omes af this
point. After additionsl prayers the congrega-
tion is dismissed with tho blessing.

This service wae introduced into the Deancry
by Rural Dean Eilis, is very popular in tho
parish, and is always well attended.

‘Wilson, Payne, Yarrow and Armeshard met
his Lordship at the station and two double
teams conveyed the party to the Rectory, where
a five o'clock tea was served. At T:.30, an ad-
dress of welcome and congratulation was read
to the Bishop, and a orowded reception took
place, to which the bro.d elementas of the Bish-
op's character shewed themselves by the charm-
ing way to which he made each and every
miner fee! at home with him, The same after-
toon the Bishop confirmed, at her own home,
an old lady 88 yeara of age. On Sunday a busy
dsy had been mapped out for the diocesan. At
8 o'clock the service of adult baptism was used
snd four males were baptized. At 8:30 the
Bishop administered Holy Communion to about
80 communicanis. At 11 o'clock Matins was
sung, and then followed Confirmation service,
at which 61 candidates were presented, about
one-balf the number being males.

The gervice
began by the entering of a procession, consist-
ing of his Lordship the Bishop of Ontario,
Rev, Messrs. Spencer and Daykin, and the sur-
pliced ohoir. When the preliminary service
was finished the Bishop addressed the candi-
dates for Confirmation, twelve in number, seven
femalez and five males, He warned them
against growing up inignorance of the dootrines
and diseipline of The Church. In the present
day it was very neceseary that those concerned
should be warned against ignorance of the his—
tory of The Chureh, her faith and discipline,
and he exhorted them to understand their own
reoligion. Young -men and young women, as
they go ont into the world, ard into such a
world sag i8 in Canada, cannot fail to hear hard
tbings said of the Church of England, They
will hear her dootrines misinterpreted, often
times oarioatured, Sometimes people wiil eay
her dootrines are not seriptural, but super
stitious; sometimes they will be called popish,
and young men and women, brought up into
the Church, could not answer the objections,
they have fallen away, become viclims and
proselytes to some miserable seot of a few
years existence. He wigshed them to under-
stand The Church was not a seot. A seoct is
something cut off or lopped off from something.
The Church was never cut off or lopped off, It
is the Catholic Church of England, and has the
same incorporate existence she kad 1,800 years
820, varying with oivilization and with changes
and chances of the world. If they study her
history they would bécome firm churchmen,
and wonld be benefitted educationally, Ino
doing this they would be studying the history
of ihe British empire, and would be fired with
zgal on lesrning of the martyrs and heroes of
the Church, They would not then become
¢ viotims of some wretched mushroom sect of
last yoar's growth,” He referred to the Rituai
of All Saints’ Church, intimating that it was
different from the ritual used in other churches
In the ¢ity, It is in accordance with the wide
comprehension of the Church of England,

TRilual ‘by itself is useless, " They must have &'

ritual because they cannot do without it. They
could ro more escape forms than they could
esoape from their shadows when the sun is
shining, He was sure the ritual satisfied them,
and he wanted them to prove to the world by
living godly lives, that the ritual did satisfy
them. He spoke of religious excitement. and
eaid they all knew the results of revivals. Often
physical exhaustion was taken for religions im.
preesions, He warned them to beware of im-
pressions got in this way. Depend upon

| impressions, secured not by excitemont, but by

prayer, #nd by the instraments which God gave
to the Church.

His Lordship deprecated the comparatively
new idea of holding evening celebrations of the

| Holy Eucharist as entirely oontrary to the

mind of the Church of England, and added that
Corfirmation was generally administered by
him in the morning, so that the first Com-
munion would at ance follow. This Confirma

tion, however, being in the evening, they could
not communicate immediately, but he admon.
ished the oandidates to receive their first com-
munion without delay.

Tho Bishop asked the congregation to main.
tain silence for a space on their knees in seoret
prayor for the candidates, After s short pause
the *“Voni Creator” was impressively sung.
Tho Apostolic rite followed, his Lardship seated
in his chair at the chanoel step, the candidates
kvelt bef.re him one by one, the males first,
the females aftor,

It was & grand and impressive sight at the
operirg of the ceremony when the large sur
pliced choir composed of be'ween twenty and
thirty men snd boys singing ‘‘Salve Festa
Dies” entered the church preceded by a cruci
fer bearing a bandsome processional aross and
followed by Archdescon Daykin, restor of the
parish, ard the Lord Bishop attended by
acolytes and his chaplain, holding aloft the
Crezior, symbolical of the Bishop's office as
chiof shepherd of the Diocese of Oatario. The
words of the hymn were in honor of the Ascen-
gion the day being within the ootave of the
Ascersion, Kvencong was then sung by the
Reotor the music being, as usual, Gregorian
tones. The * Magnificat” and **Nunc Dimittis"”
were especially weil rendered by the choir,
Before the collection of the offerings the Rector
gave notice that tho candidates must present
themselves to him on Tuesday for preparation
betore making their first Communion, He also
announced that on Wednesday cvening Kyen-
song would be sung at which the Rev. J. W,
Burke, rector of Bolloville, wonld be the
preacher. The Lord Bishop, st the close of the
servico taking the Crozier in his hand, gave the
committal and Blessing from the altar step.

Sunday school purposes, meetings, and probably
the holding of the annusl S8ynod. The estimated
cost of thege varions improvements range from
$30,000 to 855,000, according to the style of
buildings, &0, A vory bandsome design with
.stone fucing oan be built for tho last named
sum. An influentisl commitiee will be ap-
pointed to canvass without delay, and on the
result of their efforts will depeud the size and
ambition of the plans adopted. If the hall is
made of snfficiont size for tho use of the Synod,
the Diocess will donbtless contribute towards
tho carrying outof the plan. The old Chapter
House proporty aud the Cronyn Hall will be
abandoned if the new plans are ¢srried out. It
is nnderstood that $12 000 to $14 000 bas already
boen subsoribed towards these improvements.

Nor can any fear be entertained of a dimin-
jshed interest in Missionary work either at
home or sbroad by the iniroduction of a new
object, Our faith in God'é promises forbids our
indulging such & fesr even for & moment.
Surely, if He says ‘open thy mouth wide and I
will fill it! We need not be afraid that if we
gtretch out our hands to their furthest reach,
and take up as much of Christian work as may
be within compass, He will withdraw His
blessing. The history of missionary enterprise
during the last half century has been simply
that of a multiplication of machineries for doing
Christ's work in the world, but there has been
oom for them all, nor has one clasbed With
another in any way, and yet others, are destined
to follow. No, no, sway wilh all such narrow
constructed ways of regarding this or any other
movement that has for its object the elevation
of the bodily, mental or epiritual well being of
those around us. Be it what it may, let us take
“ it up ip faith, as* unto Him ' and according to
our faith * g0 shall it be unto us.’

DIOCESE OF BEI_T_ISH HONDURAS.

Brrizx,—Continued,

The Bishop's Visit,—The Assistant Bishop of
Jamaioa has at 1ast come and also gone again.
Oh! too speedily, However wo are thankfu)
indeed for this visit.

Early in the morning of Monday, March the
10th, the ‘ Hondo,’ from Jamaica, was gignalled.
She had been expected sinco Saturday. Soon
the Rev. K. R. Murray, Bishop's Commissary
was aboard on the Governor’s barge, which had

_bée‘nf through hi&ﬁxcél lenc‘y’s kindness, placed

st the disposal ‘of the Bishop, The Bishop.
looking the picture of health and endowed with
the powers of endurance, was quickly oonveyed
to Government House, where his Lordship was
to be the guest of the Governor. There wae
not, however, to be much rest to-day, for in
two hours, at 9 o'clock, the Bishop was to leave
in the ¢ Freddie M.’ with the Commissary for
the vigitation of the N, District. With & degree
of punotuslity unusual to 'the inhabitants of
Belize, the Bishop aund party, including the
Misses Daisy and Minnie Murray, the Commis-
rary’s daughters, were on board shortly after
9 o'clock ready for the start. Of we went,
leaving Bolize, like a beantifal toy city behind
us, for there is no doubt that the best view of
the city is that which i to be hal on going
out of or entenjpg the harbor. On past the
Brighton of these parts, St. George's Cay, we
steamed, threading our quiet way along the
channel—shallow indeed—mapped out by &
stick here and there, to prevent the passengers
being wesaried by stioking in the mud, which
algo is sometimes the case, At last, abont 8
p.m., we came to our anchorage for the night,
sod had a very good night's rest; so that on
Tuesday we were all quite fresh, ready for a
start and for our breakfast. Shortly after nine
we arrived at the clean and pioturesque town
of Corozal, where we remained for a couple of
hours, Daring this time the Bishop and party
were met by the Reater, churchwardens and
leading churchmen of Corozsl, and with them
visited the Rectory and Church. Having made
arrangements for the holding of a Confirmation
on Wednesday night, we were soon on our way
to Orange Walks, Having orossed the Bay we
entered the river, which is 8o narrow ab limes
that the boughs of the trees on both banks of
the river aweep the deck of the steamer, There
is bardly & etraight run of half & mile for the
whole course of thirty miles, and certainly its
devious and tortnous course required the skill
and manipulation of our worthy kind ocaptain
to prevent the journey being longthened out
for days. Well was the wheel manned, and
most dexterously were the angles and corners
avoided, reminding one, except for the pace, of
tho charioteors guiding their steeds in the
Olympian games, so aptly pourtrayed by Hor-
ace metague fervidis evitata rotis,

Passing Caledonia and other small places on
our way, we found ourselves at dusk hauled in
on the bank at Orange Walk. Soon the bright
cheery faces of Captain Bailey and his able
staff of officors bolonging to the B. H. Constab-
ulary were on board giving the Biehop their
right hearty good welcome, which was speedily
followed by that of the good Schoolmaster and
Lay-reader, Mr. Codd, As the Bishop had to
leave again early on the morrow his Lordship
proceeded with Mr, Codd to the parsonage; the
rest of the party being entertained at the Bar-
racks, whither the Bishop shortly wended his
way. Captain Bailey very kindly put his men
through & portion of their drill for us and una-
wares sounded the alarm that the fort was being
attacked by the Indians, Speedily everybody,
exoept ourselves, sesmod to be everywhore and
all over tha place. Men seemed to tumble into
the fort from all parts of the town, and right
glad were we that no necks were broken as
they bolted along the plank by the side of the
draw bridge, In a quick space of time every
man was &t his post, every gun manned and all
direocted to the place indicated for the attack.
At the conclusion of the display, the men being
drawn up in line, the Bichop very cheerily
expressed our approbation at the alertness
which they had displayed in answering the
signal of attack, and thanked both officers and
men for his kind reception.

On the morrow, Wedresday, 8 larze number
of these’ men wevs found in their wsusl places
in the choir, a8 ready to carry out the worship
of God as they had been to obey her Majesty's
call to do their duty in defending her subjeots
and property, '

At 7 a.m,, the Rev. P. R. Murray, soting as
Bishop's Chaplain, after the Processiona} hymn
was finished, ssid the L'tany. . The Bishop fol-
lowed with 8 good’ prictical . address on. the
duties and privileges of Confirmation. The
Holy rite of Confirmation was then administer-
od to 26 candidates: 10 men and 16 -women,
After which the Chaplain addressed the candi.
dates first and congregation afterward om the
reality of the religious life, and the necessity
of trying to do just what God commands. We
all then paid a visit to Mr. Codd and mot the
church officers, when- & consnltation was held
relative to the repairs of the church bnildings
and the purchase of & piece of land adjoining
the church ground. " We sll adjourned fo hava
breakfast with Capt. Bailey and offisers at the
Barracks, but had hardly sat down to enjoy the
good things provided, when the whistle sonnded
forth, not onos, but several times. Holter
skelter we had to run, and as Mra, Parkington
would say ‘ domestioate ' our food at leisure on
board. On our arrival in the Bay off Corazal
wo had a protty ¢ood tossing, as a stiff gale was
blowing. The Bishop was thrown down the
hold, but fortunately canght hold of the deck
before he was precipitated to the bottom, so
that the acoident only resulted in a shosk. Our
landing too was very rough, and as= it was dark
very diffionlt; however, with a slight daeking,
wo all mausaged to land quite safely, and imme.
diately proceeded to the church for Evensong
ard Confirmation, As we were an hour late
the congregation was assembled and the church
packed, The Rector, the Rev. H. D. Tinlinz,
gaid prayera; the Bishop's Chaplain read the
leason, for we had shortened Evensong, after
which the Bishop gave his.address on the
‘Means of Grace,’ dwelling chiefly on Confirm-
ation and Holy Communion. The Rector then
presented 29 oandidates to receive the Holy
Spirit by the Laying on of Hands, after the
manner of the Apoatles—12 men and 17 women,
Afterwards, the Rov. ¥. R, Marray addressed
the candidates on the Spiritual. Life, its incep-
tion, strengthening and novrishment in Holy
Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Communion,
After the Episoopal Benediction had been pro-
nounced, the Bishop met the wardens and
ohurch committee to take into consideration the
state of the parish; the finances and well-being
of the Church; the position of the Rector, and
the need for unity and progress. His Honor
the District Magistrate, Mr, Liay reader Pick-
wood, afterwards entertsined the Bishop and
party at sapper. '

On Tharsday, prior to leaving Belize, the
Bishop visited the moat interesting and pros-
perous sugsr estate at Santa Kita, so ably con-
duoted by Mr, Shanding. Great regret was felt
by the Bishop and all of us that time would not
permit of our paying a visit to the hospitable
roof of our good and taithful warden, Mr, Young,
at Jonesville—sa treat in store for the good
Bishop when he comes again. .

Accompanied by the clergy and delegates for
the Synod we left this delightfal little town
about 8 a.m. Oar homeward journey was very
pleasant, porfectly smooth. At 8 p.m. we cast
anchor and had & most delightfal night as a
cool wind was blowing from the sea, and on
Friday morning at ten o'clock, we were on
terra firma again,

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Church Year wel.l:ays 1—

When auy one, layman or clergyman, &c-
copts offioial posiiion in the Church, he does it
subject to raubrioal direstion and oanon law.
So, indeed, does every one admitted into its
fold, The discharge of obligations so assumed
becomes a religious duty—they are of the very
essence of the religious life, ~Selfishness and
individualities, and congregationalism, must
recognize, and give place to loyal and filial

obedienoce to the voice of the Church, as ex-
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pressed in her Prayer Book, and her canon law:;
If these ara t0o strigent, or too lax, there is a
lawfal method  open to adjustment; but while
they stand unohanged, they are to bs obeyed,
both in letter and spirit. Individualism, which,
in the olergy takes from the people what the
Church provides for them as & right, or imposes
tipon them what the Charoh prohibits or does
not authorige, is 8 wrong, and unfaithfulness to
their sacred vows; and equally so is that in-
dividualism, or ooungregalionalism, which
attempts to force the clergy into the degraded
position of being simply their agent and mouth-
piece, to execute their expressed will, indepen-
dent of the higher duty of God’s smbassador to
them, and the Churoh’s representative, to teach
the Gospel of Christ az ‘ this Church hath re
geived the same,” and enforae its laws for their
government. The olérgy who dafifully and
faithfally fulfill their duty in these respsots,
will, of course, fisd many difionlties in their
wey, aod not always be ‘ popular’ in the com.
mon aoceptance of the pharae, but deserve all
honor and commendation for self-sacrificing
loyalty to sworn obligations; and in any event,
a true heart and & clear conssienoce bring their
own reward in the Master's acoeptance of their
fidelity:

Ma. Epriogr,—With your kind permission 1
shonld like to answer a few objections made by
Mrs, Chance, of Tyrconnel, on the subject of
the “Education of Missionaries’ children,” I

am not striotly speaking a Missionary's wife,
though laboring for many years with my hus.
band in & country parish I too might speak
feelingly on the subjeot. Mrs. Chance proposes
sending * duly qualified lady Missionaries,” to
aagist in the education of the Missionary's
children a8 well as ibe Indians; this would
bardly anewer, a8 one capable of training the
clergyman's family would require & very much
bigher salary and in most cases, would be yery
much in the way in a small house where there
is perhaps hardly room enough for the family ;
and in my cxperience, Governesses do notin
every oase add to the comfort of & household.
1t is evidently aot the intention to train the
children for Missionaries: we hope in some
cases, perhaps in many, they will take up the
woikr, There are dcubtless *scores of clergy—
men” whose means are as narrow as those of
our Missionaries, but they live within the
range of good schools, combined with other ad-
vantages of civilized life. I fail to see where,
or in what way, the “course intended to be
adopted” falls short of the ¢‘ true ideal”” or runs
not on the lines of # God’s appointment.” We
do not propose to edmoate these ohildren in
order that they may * lay up for their parents,”
but that they may be better able to support
themselves, and so lighten the home burden. I
quite agree with Mrs. Chance on one point, we
should pay our Missionaries better, but until
that is accomplished, let us do what we can to
help them in their noble self denying lives.
* Doctors, Lawyers, and others” if not snccessfal
in one place can move to another, & clergyman
could not do so ‘without deserting his post.

Do our Miesionaries object to become * Ob:
jects of Charity?"” If Mrs, Chance mesns in
ihe higher sense of the terms * Objeots of
Love,” I feel sure they could not, ‘*Second-
rand clothing” or in other words olothes
that have been worp, &re sent in our
boxes to the North We t, but in good repair,
sod not expressly for the Misssionary or his
lumily,

I confess to feeling warmly interested

in this educational movement, and having:

watched ils progress from the first throngh the
‘Church papers, I oannot understand why Mra,
Chanoe opposes as Btrongly as she does, what
geems t me g0 excellent & work in connection
with oar Auxiliary; one -with which every other
Diocese is warmly in accord and to which
(although I have Mrs. Chance's paper before
me) there appears to be but little real op-
position iz the Diocese of Huron. 8o that
until we oan “ deal with the Ministors of Christ’’
ag ‘ He appointed” and give them their ¢ full
hire” let us do all in our power, to relieve their
minds of one anxisty that must ever press heav-
ily on them ; only lot us not through want of
unity of action. delay that which might be done
“while it is day, for the night cometh when no
man oan work,” )

The
official priests kill pigeons and turtle doves but
never thoeacrifices from the herd or the flook.
The 3rd chapter spoaks of the peace offerings
in & similar manner. The priests would have
dirty and bloody work to have ta kill all the
sacrifices for the whole nation, How could the
priests, the sons of Aaron, slay 22,000 oxen arnd
12,000 sheep, that Sclomon offered st the dedica
tion of the temple at Jerusarem? No the lay
priésts kad more to do in all the burnt offerings
than ordained priests, What a pity that people
will not read the authorities on suoh subjeois
and not trust to memory or preconcerned
opinions, Amerioan writers are I find generally
very unreliable on matters of history ooclesias
tioal or profane. ’

party will sometimes, all unexpootodly, bocome
a substitute for =eal for the kingdom of God.
But here, too, it is time that the lettor killsth :
if wo sufier any ontward thing, any organiza—
tion or form of aystem, to command our alle- -
givnoe and absorb our imterest, if we forget
that sll these things are but means to an end,
and that apart from that end, they are in them-
solves valuvless, We are in the position which
St. Paul describes as having bogun in tho spirit
and being perfeoted in tho flash, The kingdom
of God does not consist in anything ontward,
not in Church government, not in Apostolical
succession, mot in QCatholis ritusl, but in
righteonsness and peace and joy in the Holy
Ghost,

Do not begin with ontward things, with
Churchmanship, or with party organization,
or with rules of copdret.  Bagin with the first
and grout commandment, the love of God, and
the second which is like unto it, the love of
your meighbor; let these bo tho supremo
motives, the governing force of your lile. Do
not sot before you #s your first object the pro-
motion of Church principles or Hvangelical
principles, bat simply the service of Guod, and
of your fellow men, aud all the rest will fall
into its propor place,”

Now, I think, Mr. Editor, that there is mach
in the above oxiract we might all do woll to
Iay to heart, more especially those amongst us
who seem to make almost & religion of
“party,” regarding suspiciously others who do
1.0t ochoso to pronounce their favorite Shib-
boloth,

Lot me say, in conclasion, that I do not write
in sy spirit of controveray, for which I have
no love, and cannot onter bat simply becanse in
common with many others of both schools of
thought in our Charch with whom I havo con-
versed on this subject, I foel most deeply that
these wretched secrot gatherings in connection
with our Synods are not for the glory of God,
and the weifare of His Churoh, bat rather to
serve parly interest; and it is to be feared in
gome instances, to promote self-assertion, self-
will snd seli-advancomont. Let us not forget
our Lord’s answer to the question, * Who is
the greatest in tho kingdom of Hoeaven 7"

May woe henceforth strive honesily to be
mmore “of one heart and of one sonl, united in
one holy bond of truth and peace, and faith, and

THE MISSION OF THE EPISCOPATE

oconsion, and shows full appreciation of the
organio nature of the Church, and the Divine
Mission of its Apostolate. The Bishop, as &
man of wido view, in perfect touch with the
thought and spirit of his age, knows well how
to bring forth out of the Church's treasure
things old and new, and especially how to re.
commend Catholic truths, to the reason and
temper of these days. It is & great gift. While

alive to and sympathising with the life and.

progress of the present, the true Bishop, in
fidelity to the Revealed Salvation, seeks only to
apply the remedies onoe for all delivered for
the healing of the nations, There is such a

thing a8 statesmanlike sagacity with perfeot
fidelity to the faith and the organic unity of
the Kingdom.

We make a few extraots :

Most surely you will agree with me that we

have come here this ‘'morning" beosuse'we are

persusded that ‘no man‘may take this -horor'

upon himgelf but only as he is called of God as
was Aaron,’ and that that Divine call is to find
its evidenae not only in the eleotion of a con-
vention, or in any inward oconviotion, but
equally and always by the ¢ransmission of an
authority, having ‘Soriptural and Apostolio
warrant, and conferred hy apostolis commis.
gion, Amid systems a8 varions and, alas, as
mutually contradietory as the dissensions from
whioh - they have risen, we who are here are
constrainéd to see in the story of the infant life
of the Church of God the nnmistakable evidence
that authority to exercise the ministry, of
whatever rank or degree, comes not from be-
low’ but from above, and that, as from the first,
it was handed down from Christ and then from
His Apostles, and not up from the people, or
aoross from equals, so it has been, or ought to
bave been, ever since.

In one word, men and brethren, we are here
because we believe in the Historio Episcopate,
not merely as an historie fact but as an

the historio sequence of a Divine purpose and
plan, various in its transient and temporary
acoidents, if yon choose, but moving steadily,
and that not by the shaping of oircnmstanaoes,
but by the guiding of the Holy Ghost, toward
that form and oharaoter which, having once
taken on, it has now retained, whatever tem-
porary obscuration of its primitive character
or degration of its high purpose may have be-
fallen. it, for well nigh twenty centuries.

And therefore we are here to disown the
theory that the organic form of Christianity, as
the Catholic Church holds it and has perpetua-
ted it, is merely the development and ontcome
of oivil and secular institations, amid which it

originally found iteelf, any more than the;

Atonement on Calvary was the outcome of the
Platonic or Aristotelian philosophers. Points
of resemblance, points of contraot, points of
identity, even, we may own, here and there, it
may be, in the one as in the others, but we are
bere {0-day, if I at all understand the pmrpose
of our coming, to affirm that yonder volume
does not more truly declare to us the means of
our galvation than it declares and defines thav
one precminent agenoy, the

CHURCH OF THE LIVING GoD,

with its inspired messsge: and its divinely
instituted eacraments, and divinely appointed
threefold ministry, as the visible agency and
the instrument by whioh that salvation is to
be made knowntomen, . . .

In an age which, with its smart sciolism,
considers iteelf competont to invent & method
for every emergency, it is enough for us that
wo are here engaged in doing what ‘our
fatbers did aforetime,” That law of historio
continuity which Christ in His earlier minis.
try so consistently and invariably emphasized,
from the day when at His home in Nazareth
He went into the Synagogue on the Sabbath
Day to thoso closing hours when, on the eve of
His crucifixion He made ready to keep the
Passover with His disciples, is still the Churoh's
truest wisdom, a8 it is daily coming to be
more and more plainly to be seen to he an
essential element of her inmost strength, The
evolution of the Church, like the evola-
tion of the highest forms of physioal and in-
telleotual life, must forever be along those lines
whioh keep her present in close and vasonlar
conneetion with her past, No more tragio les.
sons has been taught to Christendom than that
which salutes us, in this land and sge in the
manifold and mutually destructive divisions of
that Christendom, a8 to the folly and madness
of the defiance of thatlaw, Wae areset, in a
generation of ignorant and audacious depart-
ures from primiiive faith and practice, to say,
and to say it over and over again,

“THR OLD I8 BRITER.”
Wo aro set to affirm that, howsover it may

‘have been oaricatured, overatated, of misundor-
stood, there is'a dootrine of -Apostolio ‘sucoes-
sion'in teaching, in‘Ministry, in fellowship, and
'that we are to guard it and ‘perpetuate it,
‘Preeminent as are the truths. of Christ's -
‘personal - relation to the personal soul, we may
not forget that He has chosen to reveal and
proolaim them through an agenocy which binds
‘those souls to one another and to Him in the
great as well as *good estate of the Catholio
Churoh,’ And this it is our bounden duty to
remember and to affirm, not less bui more,
becanse it is-to many dn unwelcome and un-
necessary affirmation, and one that, only late
and slowly, men are coming to own and
acoept. . .

It 1s & conspicuous infirmity of the religious
aotivities of onr.time, that in their dasire to
commend themselves to those whom they seck
to inflaence, they have not always remembered
that the last method of effsstively doing so is
one of excessive complaisance and weak and
worldly conoession. The architecture of scole-
siastioal bunildings and places of religious
worship in our da , the tone, not unfrequeatly,
of our pulpits, the characteristios of worship,
the speech and manners of the clergy, have all
revealed a danger lest in the aim to be human
and fraternal, the Church and religion may
very easily become seonlar and careless and
worldly, In the statement of dootrine it is
well, undoubtedly, that the parish priest should
aim to translate the speech and the idioms of
other days into our own; but there is some.
times heard in the pulpit a timid concession to
popular clamor, or popular fanoy, which, in
this spirit, is of the very essence of instability and
incertitude, and in its inflaence at onoe deterio.
1a'ing and debilitating. *Stand fast, says the
Apostle, ¢ in the liberty wherewith Christ hath
made you free,’ and it is worth while to con-
sider whether the liberty with "which a
Christian minister is endowed is not the liberty
of constanoy, rather than, in faith and ritnal
and manners, the liberty of mere vagrancy.—
Church Eclectic.

THE CONSECRATION OF SKILL

Some time ago & band of fifty-one working-
men in an English parish devoted their sum-
mer evenings and Saterday afternoons to the
work of erecting a mission school by their own
free labor. Similar devotion was shown by
those laymen in & Newark parish who made
various necessary repairs upon the charch
property for the cost of the materials and asked
no pay for their work,

These men reslized,—and other similar in-
stances are not wanting,—that consecration to
God and the Church means consecration of the

whole man. No psrt of soul or body can be
honestly withheld from His service. That upon
which we depend for our daily dread and
by reason of which we are of value to society
at large,—the skill which we have acquired in
our particular employment,—that, too, perfeot
as we can make it, is to be offered in the Church
for service to God and man. No part of our
lives, nor any portion of our time, is exempt
from this duty.

A man’s whole life may thus be so infused
with the dootrine of Sacrifice, so laden with &
senge of God’s presence and man’s wants, that
the selfish element in his work is subordinated.
Speoial evidence of ‘this may be afforded by
consecration of the fruits of skill, by generosity
and liberality in the use of one’s earnings.
8till better and more valuable is the consecra-
tion of that skill itself, the bringing to the
work of the Church of those same qalities and
acquirements which are treined and used in
every-day life, .SBo did those workmen mention-
ed above, and 8o may every one do who will.

In its vesiries and in charge of its financial

interests, the Church needs men in the ways of

business and ‘in'the" working of ‘corporations,
In the executive management and business de—
tails of parish guilds, the accuracy, promptness,
honesty, ‘and' method, learned at the clerk’s
desk, come actively into play. A volunteer
choir may take the place of & paid one, and the
_ money thus saved may be sent to the mission

field. Parishes poor in money but rich in men
that oan use their hands with skill, need not
go without repairs nor suffer from Jaock of ac
commodations.

Every rootor knows instances of men who
have died forlaok of medical care and w o have
been swindled for lack of money to pay a law-
yer. With all our hospitals and dispensaries,
there are still vast regions of human suffering to
be surveyed and conquered. Let th® medical men
of the Church offer themselves to tho cleray for
free lectures on the laws of health and for in-
dividual aitention fo oases of disease among
the poor. And if indeed, in thie land a man is
deprived of full justice by his poverty, let the
lawyers of the parish give their professional
skill without charge to those who honestly
deserve it.

The work, beyond all else, that is now con.
fronting the Church is the work of Christian
oducation, Next to trained olergy, the Church
gtands in greateat need to-day of teachors, not
amateurs who dabble in Sunday schools and
Bible olasses but, traincd teachers. The’ teach-
ing men and women in the Church, who drop
their profession and all thought of it when they
near the church bnilding, have & great and ne-
glected duty to fulfil. The educational efforts
of the Church should be manned by them. It
is possible for them to follow up the prayer
that laborers may go forth into the harvest, by
personal, selfdenying work, Many s hoy ie
shut out from all hop» of the ministry by in-
ability to secure the necessary schooling,
Some little attention and direotion and an
evening's tutoring each week, would be well
spent in eqnipping for college the boys needed
for the educated ministry of the Church, Let
the teachers come fcrward,

Closer analysis would but confirm the posi-
tion that the Churoh has a place for every kind
of conseorated skill. As did the monks of the
West, so let us ‘ know and teach that temporal
work may also be a spiritual exercise.’

The labor by which we earn our living and
the employment in which we are busied, will
gain added beauty avnd nobility if we are con-
scious that we have offered of the skill thereby
acquired to the glory of God and the farther
ance of His Kingdom. In the words of John
Ruskin, ¢ Humanity and immortslity consist
peither in reason, nor in.love ; not in the body,
nor in the animation of the heart of it, nor in the
thougbts and stirrings of the brain of it,—but
in the dedication of them all to Him who will
raise them up at the last day.’—St. Andrew's
Cross.

THE APOSTOLIC SUCCESSION.

An Anecdote, showing that All Persons actually
Do Hold the Pundamental Principles of the
Apostolic Succession, even although they
say that they Do Not.

Some few years ago my engagements as a
merchant oblized me to live for & time in
Liverpool, There I became acquainted with a
young man of the name of Edward Collins. He
was of a serious disposition, and seemed sin-
cerely desirous to serve God in his generation.
His friends were chiefly Dissentera; and soou
after I knew him he became an assistant to Mr.
Robins, the Independent preacher. There he
was allowed, I believe, to preach and to pray,
but neither to baptize nmor to administer the
other sacrament,

~ His ordination was often {alked about, and
he spoke of it on several occasions to mo. I
oconfess that I had nevar seriously reflacted on

the subject, and was therefore at first gnite at a
loss to know what to say to him, Having,
however, some little time to spare for reading,
and feoling sincere interest for my young
friend, I determined to give some attention to
the matter.

At first wo seemed to agree very well, but
after some future reading and consideration we
oame to one point on whioch we began to differ
very materially,. We were both guite con-
vinced that in order to make a true and lawfal
minister of the Church of Christ, 8 man onght
to have not only an inward preparation of
beart and mind, but as well a lawful outward
osll to the office, just as Aaron bad, who was
oalled of God, but publicly received the Divine
commission at the hand of Moses. For, indeed,
what person would venture to take upon him-
self tho cffice of an ambassador, or of & magis
trate, or even of a constable (however well
quslified for it he might be), unless he had a
lawful outward oall to the office and receive o
commission from the head of the State ?

In like manner, we argued by common gense,
who can properly obtain snd exacute the sacred
offiee of & minister in the Church of Christ
unless ho receive a commission, in some way
or other, from the Divine Head of the Church ?
And thon to go beyond common sense, which
in such & case might not perhaps be a sufficient
guide, we were quite convinced from the Now
Testament that members of the Church never
took upon themselves the office of tho ministry,
but received it from those who had power to
giveit.

Hero, therofore, was our dificulty.

Our Lord Himself, as the Head of the Church,
gave a Divine commission at first to the eleven,
a8 we read in St. Matt, xxviii, 18-20. And
from the twentieth verse it is plain that that
commissiun was intended to be continumed in
lorco even unto the end of the world,

The question then at jssue was this: * How
was that commission to be applied to individ
usls in the successive generations of the
Church ? What was the right manner of re
oceiving office in virtue of that Divine commis-
sion? How was it to be handed on evon to
the end of the world ?

The true answer to this, I conceive, should
be sought for in the answer of another question,
namely, ‘ What method was established and
practiced bp the 4postles in this matter ?'

Here I found myself arriving at a different
conolusion to that at which Edward Collins did
Here was & fundsmental and wide difference
batween Churchmen and Dissentors, And here
I really could not obtain from my friend & fair
hearing. He ulways seomed hurt and surprised
at what I eaid. His usual candor failed, and
he made use of such words as bigotry and un-
charitableness.

I was convinced, however, that it was only
needful for him to exercise a little common
sense on the point in question. I felt suro that
the right principle wus actually, although se
oretly, routed in his mind, and that he only
wanted a fair opportunity to break through the
prejudices of his sectarian education. And so,
one day when we were alone, I proposed the
subject to him in tue following manner:

*Your ordination,’ I ssid, * has been put off
for a long time, How inconvenient it must be
for you.’

‘Whky, yos,’ he replied, ‘it is; I wish it
could be done soon, 1 have often spoken to
Mr, Robins about it, bat he says he is unable
at present to obtain the assistance of some other
ministers who have promised to attend the
ordination.’

‘Well,’ said I, ‘I wish you would let me do
it at once for you.’ .

He looked at me with surprise, and exolaim-

ed:
‘Youdoit!'

*Yes, I answered; ‘unless you have :4ome.
objection to me. If you have I will say no
more.'

¢ Well, but how oonld you do it?' R

‘Bat why should I not? Or, if you have.
gome objection to me, there is Mr. Oroft, the
saddler; or Mr. Smith, the miller. Parhapa.
you would like them better than wmyself; they.
are both oldeg men than I am, and I koow they
are men in whose piety you have full con-.
fidence. Why not ask them to do it? They
are members of your congregation.’

¢ Well, but how could they do it.?’

‘Why could they not #' ‘

‘Why not! Because they are like yourself;
they are not, you know, ministers; they are.
not, I mean, ordained.’

*Indeed! Theu you think that it is neoes-
sary that they should be ordained themselves -
before they counld ordain you?’

* Why, yes, to bo sure I do; dossnot every-
brdy think so ?'

*Then you hold the dootrine of the Apostolic
Sucoession.’

¢ That I certainly do not’

¢ Pardon me, but you have just doolared it.'

‘ How do you make that out ?'

¢ You said that Mr, Oroft, the saddler, could
not ordain you to the office of a minister be-
osuse he was not ordained himself, did you
not?

¢ Well, T believe that; but what then ?'

¢ Why, you believe that & man cannot be or-
dained to the sacred offiice except by one who
is already ordained to that office’

* Yos; that is the same as yon said before.’

‘Then, at least, you believo in the dootrine of
a succession. That is, people, you believe, can-
not ordain one another; there muat be a gucees-
sion of some sort; the sacred cfil o must be de-
rived from one who holds it himself; a saddler
and a miller cannot meet togethor and make
any man thoy pleaso & minister of the Charch
of Christ. You cannot ordain me, nor oan I
ordsin you.

¢ Woll, I don't see anything wrong in what
you say. Surely & man oannot give a gpiritual
office to another unless ho himself has recoived
proper power and authority to do so.’

“ Well, but sappose Mr, Croft, Mr. Smith and
myself were novortheless t» proceed to ordain
a4 man; would he be really ordained, do you
think, according to the will of God ?'

* Why, no; I can't say that he vould.’

‘Sappose, howavar, that we were to ordain
twenty men, and then that they ufterward wore
to ordain otbers; wounld these last persons be
roslly and truly ordained according to the
will of God ?'

‘1 can't say that they woald,'

¢ Bat. however, suppose this wara to go on
for u hundred years; wonld the length of time
or the continued sacecssion of the protended
ordination make any diffurence ?'

*No. Idon't see that the more length of
time adda any strength or validity to the pre-
tended ordination.’

* Do you think that tho last man in the series
ordained in this manner would bo any more
rightly or truly ordained than the first?

* No, 1 don't see that he would. The whole
geries has nothing to hang upon ; it ia all with-
out any authority.

‘Well, then, whereshould tho chain hang ?’

¢ Where should the chain hung? Let me
gee.’

*Yes; on whom should it hang in order that
all these porsons, whom we have been suppos-
ing, should be reslly and truly ordained ?’

¢ Well, 1 suppose, if we 1ollow that reasoning,
the chain ought to hang upon the Apostles, and
then the firat link of the series would be our
Lord Jusus Christ Himself.’

To be sure. From Him alone, the Divine
head of the Church, must be derived all
gpiritual office and authority to minister in
paored things; from Him it must come, by
continusl succession, through the Apostles.’

¢ I never saw the thing in that light before.'
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"¢Then, now, you must say that:I am right!

you hold the fandamentsl- doctrine of the Apoa-| -
toli¢ Sucoession, You believe that there must

be an orderly and regalar succession, and you
_ believe that that succession must begin with

the Apostles. And if you search the New|.

Testament, you will find sufficient proof_ that
$his method of handing on the original Divine
oommission was the one established and prac.
ticed by the Apostles; and, youd oannot find
“the slightest trace of any other.’

¢ Btay, stay, you must give me time to think.
I am frightened, for if what you say is true,
we Digsentors are in the wropg. We have no
truly ordained ministry; wo have no {rue Sac-
raments; our ohain has nothing to hang
upon.’

* Well, don't be afraid of the truth ; follow it
whorever it Jeads you. Never allow yourself
to argue from oonsequences; take more time
to think mpon it.  But of this I am fully per-
suaded, that you must either bhelieve that all
people may ordain one another just as they
please—the miller the saddler, or the saddler
the miller—or else you must believe in the
fundamental dootrine of the Apostolic Suoces-
sion. There is nothing hetween the {wo,'—

Rose; ‘but here is an interesting bit: ¢ We
have two Indisn girls whom we are very anx-
ious to send to St. Mary’s school, that they
may be trained for work among their own
people. ~ They are bright and faithfal—
thorough Christian girls. Sixty dollars a year,
with & simple ontfit of clothing, would cover
the whole expense, and the money thus laid
out would be & paying investment; baus, alas!

SUPPORT OF THE 8.P.@&, SO-
" CIETY AT HOME.

[ From the Mission Field Jor May.]

[ooxmiNUED.]
Seven years ago there wore neither

Church services nor schools within
its area, and it is less than three
years since the consecration of the
.church, The district is absolutcly
poor. Bearcely any domestic ser-
vants are employed within its bor-
ders. And yet. with no annual
subscriptions except his own guinea,
the Vicar remitted last year from
.the contents of 30. hozes exceeding
48 each, and 79 contribations of less
than 4s., no less than £21 13s 6d.

This is done in the belief that,
while the needs of the parish itself
are so pressing, it is of the highest
importance for the flock which is
being gathored together that thers
ghould be a realisation of the world
wide funotions of the Church, and
of the share which all her members
ghould have in her Missionary ener-
gy- Can anyone really suppose
for ono moment that the growth of
the Church in that porish will be
hindered rather than nccelerated by
its acting upon such a noble concep
tion of Churchmanghip and Christian
‘duty ? Who can doubt that God
will bless such a parish ?

Let us now compare this £21 13s
€d., not with the remitianoes from
other parishes, for that would be
jnvidious, but with the £336 remit-
ted from a rural deanery in the same
diocess which contains (with other
places) Wimbledon; or with £617
from 13 of the 26 churches of the
deanery of St. George's Hanoyer
Squsre; or with £1,078 contributed
by 24 of the 33 parishes of Kensing.
ton; or the £383 from 25 parishes
of the 37 in the deanery which con
tains Brighton.

If the district purish, of which we
have spoken, contributed after th:s
fashion, it may bo enquired, What
small coin of tho realm would repre.
sent the amount?

Lot us now tuke a higher money
level, In these sevend:oceses only
81 parishes contributed over £30 in
the year 1839, Some may be dis-
posed to think that this is Dot sg
very discouraging, that £50 is a very
fuir sum, and that it is a good thing
that 80 many parishes can send so
much. Tosuch a viow we can by
no mesus yield our assent. It hag
5o much the nppearance of reasoua-
bieness Lhat we are the more anxious
to show why it should mot be ac~
cepted.

1n tho fixst place, 81 parishes are
only about one parish in 60 of the
total, and it is noterious that in five
iimes ns wmany parishes there is
money, from whi-h & litile zeal and
euthusiasm could make up & sub.
geription list of £0U, In support
of this we could point {o several of
these very 81 parishes, which are by
no meaus oxcaplionally wealthy.

But the real point is that in our
Eoglish parishes there are necessar-
ily many good objects for the peo~
ple's alws: cotuge hospitals and
choir Lieats, schools and a.ck clubs,
orgous and orphanages, and many
others, Now it the 8 P.G, comes in

|simply as one of thess, the wondé; g
may be, not that it gets so little, but

that it gets anything, when appear-
ing a8 un outside rival to strong
local claims,

Uznless there is the Missionary
spirit, and unless it is felt that the
sharing in the Missionary work of
tho Church is an essential and vital
element in real Christian life, the
case is almost hopeless, and the
worst part of the m schief will not
be in the poverty of the Church
abroad.

If, however, the relation of the
individual to the life of the Church
as 2 whole is in some degree grasped,
if the growth towards universal
dominion is seen o be the cbject of
the Church's being, if the baptismal
enrolment of soldiers and servants
of Christ is recognized as making
the pause of Christ to be the cause
to which each ome on whom the
Cioss is signed should be devoted,
then, we venture to say that in many
more than 81 parishes in the eeven
dioceses will £50 appenr to be but a
small offering,

The whole matter can he put
briefly. We may organize meetings,
send preachers, and issue publica
tions; but no increase at all pro-
por.onate to the effoxt will bhe
produced unless its true place in
Church Jife isaccorded to Missionary
work,

Reference has been made in these
columns to the Licensing bill intro-
duced in the British Parliament by

Lord - Randolph Churohill snd
endorsed by members of the gov-
ernment and somo of the leading
men in opposition. Public opinion
in the old country has always been
conservative in dcsling with the
liquor question, bat irom the views
"expressed by men of sll parties it
feems oertain that temperance re~
form is advancing. The New York
Sun, in a careful snalysis of the
measnre, 58Y5; —

The plsn of desling with the
liguor question which i8 now sug-
gested for England and Wales, is
evidently modelled in part upon
the Gothenburg system. which has
keen tuccersfully carried out in
Sweden. The jundsmental prin-
ciples of this system sare a great
reduction in the number of liguor
shopsa and & corresponding improve
ment in the character of those
liceneed, & provision that the sale
of food eball be an iuseparable
adjunct of the sale of liguor, and
tho delegation of exclusive anthor-
ity over licensing to local aunthori-
ties, Lord Randolph proposes that
every county in Kngland shall be
divided into licensing divisions, icr
erch of which a committee of the
County Council will be appointed
annually 1o act a8 & licensing com-
miesion. Their power as to the
suppression of licenses and the selec-
tion of licenses will be absolute und
final. The bill itself, however,
suppreeses the most numerous olass
of licenred houses. We should point
out that thero are st present three
imporisns olasses of licenses for the
gale of hquor to be drunk on the
premises. These are the publican's
or spirit retusiler’s liconse, which
suthorizes the sale of ail liquors,
whether distilled or fermentea ; the

beor houre license; snd the wine fi3 B

lioonse, 1aken out by the keeper of
a hotel or euting house, It1s ihe
innurkerable beer houses which
Lord Randulph would destroy at a8
blow. Iu 18 true thut any person
now hoviding @ beer house liceuse
may apply tor u publicun's licouse,
but as this wowd impty the pos-
session of & larger cupiial, an 1m-
pruvement in the chaincier of the
houre snd qualily 01 tho beversyos
sold ovuld pv relisd upon. Tue
licensing commission will be au-
thurizoed not ouly w dolermino how
mapy licenses shall be 1ssued in a8
given divisiun, but to regulate the
hours of opening and olosing sua
ibe siruotuie ot licensed houses,

The question of componssting
publicans who are compuiled 10 re-
ure hiom busipess 18 su jmportant
element in the mader. Tne bill
provides for compensation. The
Sun suys :

This provision will be vehement-
ly oppoced by the Huglish Pro-
hibitionists, but it s certuiu, on the
other bsnd, to be suppoited by a
msjority of both polilical parties,
thuugh taere will, 10 aoubt, be a
difference ot opinion regarding the
prinoipie on which the smount of

holders, having been enagaged in
an inquitous and unwholesome.call-
ing, have no olaim to be indemni.
fied for the loss of their-business,
The prevsiling view in England,
however, is that their busineer,
having been authorized by law,
satisfies the definition of legitimaoy;
and that every lawfnl trader sup-
pressed not as & criminal, bat for
the general advantage, is entitled
to compensation, The conviotions
of the majority of Englishmen are
expressed by the Spectator, which
says that to continue a right of
pelling drink in the oas® of one
man, and then to shut up his rival
withopt indemnification, would be
sheer robbery.

Nothing more olearly shows the
difference of opinion between Eng
land and America on the liquor
question than the view enunciated
by the Spectator. Nowhere,
certainly not in Canada,, is thore
provision for compensating a liquor
desler who is put out of business.
The local option featare is also in-
wroduced in Churchill's bill, It
provides that the power of the
licensing commission to grant
licenses may be suspended in any
parish, if two-thirds of the rate-
payers shall vote to that effeot,
The resolution may be réscinded
after the expiration of a year, if
two-thirds voto for such rescinding ;
otherwise the suspension remains
in force for three years, This is a
Scott Aot feature in miniature.—
St. John Globe.
