It will be soje_

tbing, however, for tiiose interested in

cricket amiongst us to have bad the eppor-

tunity of witnessing a match in wbicbi
play< rs of the very higliest skill arîd science

yet developcd in cosînection with it took

part. An attempc has been made te crown

lacrosse as the Canadian national gamle, but

no one wbo contrasts the rough-and-tumble

methods of the one with the self-possession,
nerve, activity, and science developed in the

other, can fail to recognize the decided

There is something almost childislî ini

the exuberance of the deliglit of the lFrenchi

at the visit of the Russian lieed. Such a

denionstration is possible only arnoungst iln

impulsive and inercurial people. Allow-

ance must be made for the peculiar tenu-

perarnent of the race. Even the specirsl

pains taken by the Czar ta have itliînder-
stood. that the visit was a mere malter of

courtesy, ntterly destitute of political sig-

nificance, which would have proved an

effectuai damper ta the enthusiasun of

almoat any other nation, had litle or no

effect upon the multitudes who vied with

each other in showering shout8 and gif ts

and honours upen their visitors. One can-

not but wonder what effect aIl this had

upon the minds of tho more phieg-

madec Russians theiemel ves. Politicians

who are accutitomned to maintain a

strict reserve wbile year after ycar

steadily, nnfalteringly, relentlessly p ur-

suing some policy that bas been marked

ont for theni, or sorne future aggrandise-

nment which is set before Iheni as an aim,

will find il hard to understand those 'who

delight in the atmosphere of excitement

and who manifest ta the whole world their
delight at receiving a net very extraordin-

ary mark of attention. fI is doubtful
whether sncb an exhibition of excitabiiity
us calculated ta promote the alliance which

the French se much desire. Lndeed, it is

not bard ta give sorte credence te, the

rumeur wbich says that the Russians are

more likely, after aIl, te court the friend-

silip of G-ermany than that of France. On

the French side there is soniething, alnîost

pathetic in this unconcealed eagerness te

secure the friendsbip and alliance o! the

great Nortbiern nation. It iR suggestive of

national isolation. Wby sbould Fratnce bc

se nearly friendless ameng the stirrounding

nations that ne one o! theru is disposed te

seek bier alliance or faveur ? Can it 1),
wbolly due te a prudent dread of file power

o! Gcrmany and the Triple Alliance, or bas

the course o! the French themuselves, their
tendency te bysterics on the one hand, and
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the tow moral tone indicated by sucli revela-
tions as those of the Panama scandai, on the
other, teuided to croate dis trust of the integ-
rity and stabiiity of tlie Repubic ?

The action of the New Brunswick
judges in sentencing Mr. J. V. Ellis, a, for-
mer member of the Dominion PariamE nt,
to a fine of $200 and a menth's imprison-
ment, for an alleged contempt of court,
committed six ycars ago, is one of s0 rare
and peculiar a kind that it cannot fait te
ox".ite a good deal of comment. The events
wbich led te the commission of the offence
which is being thus tardiiy but severcly
punisbed, ettracted muelb attenl at the
time, but wili prohably have faded into

*in(listinctnoess in mest minds after se many
years. T[le offence of Mr. Ellis, wbo wes
and is tme editor and proprietor of the St.
John Globe, consisted of seme criticismns
which hoe made in the columns cf that peper
upon the action of Judge Tuck, of the
iSuperior Court of New Brunswick, in issu-
ing an injurnction probîbiting the Queen's
County judge frein recountiing the ballots
in the case of a (lisputed ellection. The feots
connected with tbat election and the pro.
posed receunt were s0 peculiax that they
constitute an important part of the whole
case. The difficuity aroseoeut of the action
of the returning officor in deciaring elected
the candidate who had received the mineir-
ity cf vctes, on the teclinicai ground thet
the candidate wbo badl the majority lied
made bis eciectien deposit persenaiiy, instead
of through his agent. XVe conumot at the
moment rccali the words in wbich Mr.
Ellis criticised the action of Judge Tuck
They were ne doubit severe, We do net,
suppose that; the fact, whicb is now we
think admitted, that the Judge's prohibition
Il te a manifest failure of justice, would be
accepted as a plea of justificotion. An
action for contempt of ceuit was soon aftr
commencod against Mr. Ellis, and bas been
continued lever since, witb the resuit above
steted. In ilie face of a prosecution se
persistent and rolentlesit, it beheeves ,jour-
ralists te ho careful liow they comment
upen (,he case. But probably we shaîl be
safe in expressing the opinion, in which we
feel sure tbat most of or roaders wiil con-
cor, that the court which finds it necessary
te rely upen the rigid enfrrcemtnt of a
special law, of doubtfal wis.lim, instea cf
upon the si renigth of its own reasenings and
the judiciel dignity aimd impartiaiity of its
own procedure, for the respect duo te its
autbority, is îýrobably Iaking the wrerug
way te attain its <nd, Mr. Ellis' courisel
lias given notice of uppi ai te the Privy
Council.

How often a good cause is weakened
by the use of a bad argument. Even the
meat eloquent advccate is in danger of
making the mistake of attempting te

î prove too mudli and se sbaking the faith
of bis hearers in regard te that wbich

lie does actually prove. We have aiready
pointed eut that Mr. Laurier and otbor ad-
vocates of tariff reformi have made this
amistake in attrihutiuig the decline in farm
values te the protective tariff. This tariff
may, ne deubt, be a centributery cause. It
is protty dlean, for instance, thet if our far-
mers, especially those near the border, ceuid,
by means of a reciprocity or mutuel lew
tari fi arranglrment with their neiglhbors, get
higber prices fer their herses and cattie,

lgg and poultry, etc., andi at the same time
procure, with a p)art of LIe money tbus
gael, impiements for tilting their farms
and cern for feeding their pige, at lower
rates than those et which they can now pur-
dbase the one or reise the other, thoy
would reap a double blnft and, as a con-
sequer ce. the value of their foiais weuld ho
increased. Yet it must ho cleer te every
candid enquiner that the chief cause of the
fatling ùff in land values i the oening up
of the fertile and alnîost illimitablo prairie
and other tends in ttîc great W est and
INorth-West. By persistèntty, pointing te
the decline in the value of Ontarie farms as
one of the nesuits ef the National Poiicy,
Mr. Laurier laid himself open t"' tlue btarp
bomc-thruists whicb Mr. Fosti r se i3kilfutiy
and forcibly delivered in bis speech at El-
mira the other day.

Yet Mr. Fostcr's logic, great as was his
advantage at tbis peint, is scarccl less vul-
nerable than that cf Mr. Laurier.

grand spectacle te, the world, and save the
nation a vast amount of Lard feeling and
bitternesa, could the Church but acquiesce

in the wiil of the rcajority, and voiuntariiy
resign tbe invidious advantages it now
hoids. Such a step in the interest of re-
ligious equality, freedoni and brothe-rlinesH,

would be a spectacle for the nations.

THE FUTURE 0F DEMOCRACY.

For weai or for woe, both the spirit and

the method-i of democracy are yaining
ground rapidly tbrougbout a large part of
the civiliz-ýd world. Every new extension

of the suffrage in constitutionaliy governed
counitries is, of course, a step in tLat direc-
tion, and every such step is practicaliy irre-
traceable, for whetiîer tiie resuit; prove

beneficial or tbe opposite, it is useless to ex-
pect that any considerabieclass of the people,
Lavîng once obtained a share in their own
goveruiment, will ever voluntarily relinqui8h
it to return to its former state of political

impotency, whiie any attempt on tbe part
of those previously accustomed to rule to
restore the old order of things would, almost
surely, be the signal for a struggie in whicli
the rnany would be pitted againat the few,
the masses againat the ins~~,s unequal

contest.

Whetber universai. suff'rage wouid be a
boon or a bane to those 'vho ar-e dtmanding
it in various countries is isot just, now the
question. That would no doust, depend
uipon eý1rcuwstances. But that the current
la setting strongly in that direction in vani-
ous European countries is tooe clear to ad-

mit of doubt. To 8ay nothing of the radi-

cal measures now on the Liberal programme
in Ersgland, or the progrea8s of sociaiism in

its various phases in Germany and Oise-
where, it is but a short time since Belgium,
ln the adoption of its new constitution,
made a great stnide towards democracy.

Just no~v tLe Liberal Cabinet of llolland
Las a reforni bill on it,. programme and ac-

tively promoted by its Prime Minister,
whiclh wiil increase the votes froin three

hundred thousand t) neaniy a million,
which means practically universai suifrage,

As the movement in Belgiumn no doubt

stimulated that, ln Hollande so the exien-

pie of Hollande in its turne wiil flot fail
to Lave its eifect upon other countries.
Other influences, such Mi international

trade-unionisme, will tend powerfully in the
same direction. Thusî the movement goca
forward, gainin., momentuni as it goca.
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What wiil be thq effect of ai[ this upon
the legisiation of the future ? It is already
sufficiently clear that the ideas of the coin-
ing ruiers are widely, radically different

froni those of the oid, in respect to almost

every imporLant function of legisiative
bodies. Slowly, in the nature of things,

bu.' no leas surely, these new ideas mus
make theniselves feir. la the past, when

parliaments and legisiatures were composeci
almost cxclusively of the land-owning, pro-

fessional, and titled classes, it was but a
naturai consequence that the spirit and aim

of law-making should tend to the conserva-
tion of property and privilege. This means
simply that the iaw-makers looked upon
questions which came before thcm froni
their own standpoint. The trend.of legisla-
tion in ail progressive counetries bas been
for many years steadily in the direction of

larger regard for the rights and the general
wel hbeing of tise iaboring masses. Nowhere

bas this tendency been more marked than
in Great Britain and ber colonies. But as

in mnost countries the balance of governing
powur lias stili been in the banda of tbe

4classes," the reformas introduced and car-
ried out frtom time to timnw have been rather

in the nature of concessions to popular de-

mand than the outcorne of the adoption of

new theories of government. But the in-

dications are clear that, when the reprý,,sen-
tatives of the workingmen shail Lave attain.

cd the ascendency whicb their numbers will
give tbem under universal. suiff age on the
"one inan, one-vote" principle, tbey wili no
longer be cont 'nt witli this kirnd or rate of
progress.

In a recent article, the London Specta-
tor commenta within uch severity on what

it calis tbe Illevity " of the Trados-Union
Congress at its late meeting. I t ia disap-
pointed to find working men aasong the
nunîber of those who are ready to try the
most momentous experiments in govern -

ment, without the Lardeat thinkiîîg and tho
greatest clearness of view with regard to
what the end will be. Yet it finda in the
Belfast Trades- Union Congress more than
three hundred deiegates-rpresentitig, tbey

say, more thain nine hundred thousand
workmen--accepting principles whiclî, if
carried out, woiolil ;tt once revolutionizé thr

conditions under wbicb labor is carried on
throughout the entire kingdom. One reso-

lution, for instance, was carried by 137
votes4 against 99, aflirming that ail labor
candidates, if assisted by the party, Il muet

pledge theruselves to support the principie

of collective ownership and control of ail the
means of production and distribution "e--

The idea of the State owner-
ship of att naturat sources of wealth, such
as tlîe land, mines, foreats, etc., hasu
unquestionab]y taken a very deep hotd
upon rnany of the most intelligent and
thoughtful of the repres&ntafives of
tabor, Pnd bas received and ia reeeiving
an arnount of discussion, both in private
conversation and in the meetings of their
organizations, which wouid perhaps be a
surprise to thte Spectator, were it made a
miatter of observation for a titre. In the
second place, the labor represuiîtafive would
probably mainfain thaf the Spectator has
forgotten the fact that, under the new order
of things proposed, the State, the universal

employer that is to be, is but another naine
for the people themselve-that, in other
words, the people woutd becomut their own

o employeri3 as wetl as their own capitaIiýts.

don. They know well fluat, liko aIl other

*i great changes, these sc called radical re-
forma, if wreught at al], can ho wrought enly

b ly slow and graduaI processea, and after
p1rouirscted and exhaustive agitation. But,

iîey would jîrobabiy say, and net without
,reat force, that the only way in which greut

rfrahave ever been or ever cati ho wrought
iîthout violent revolution, ils by the hold

and decided advocacy of those who have
fai;l in them. Tlhe man who feara te comn-
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mit himself une qUivocally and erithusiastic-
ally to any grfat radical, social, or politicuil
chanîge will nover accomplish anytbing of
importance in the direction of that chanige.

MODERN IîHILOSOPHY.r

Mr. Burt is alreaciy favourabiy known
to students of plîilosoohY by l'IN excel-
lent volume on the history ut Greek
I'hilosuplîy, and w-e give a hearty wel-
corne tu lus present volumes, xvhlcl forrn
a contribution uf real value, and uf
lunchi practical utility to the stady uf
a very important brauich. uf learnîag.
The grounti, is, of course, nuL unoccupieti,
We hiave the admirable condeased sketch
of SchwegiCr, the careful compilation
ouf UýeberNweg, andi the mnasterly xvork of
Erdimanu. Yet there wvas a place left
for Mr. Blirt's wvork, andi lie lias fillMl
that pince very w-ell.

In the first place, Scliwnegler stop-
ped at Hegel ani Ueberweg did not corne
inucli further down. More than hait of
Mr. Burt's second volume is devoted to
writers subsequent to Hegel. We ]lave
a tolerably leagthy account, for examn-
pIe, of Lotze, another of Rosmini, not to
mention w-iters of less importance. Ia
the second place, Mr. Burt supplies no-
tices of' Eaglisli phîllosophers, who are
sometimes barely mentionemi by the (Ter-
man istorians, andi tev indeeti Ot w11h11n
obtain any adequate treatment. Thus,
besicles Locke, w-ho has about as much
space ia Seliwegier as lie could pro-
perly ciaini, and Berkeley, who lias a
mare scmap, we have, ln Mr. Burt's book,
sorne account of Bacon, Hobbes, the Cain-
bridge 1'latonists (an important schoolD,
Shaftesbury, Hutcheson (tounders of the
geottielh school), Butler. Clarke, Price,
Adam Smith, Reidi, Stewart ; nd< amoag
later thinkers, James andl J. S. Mili, Spen-
cer, Lenes, andi T. H. Green.

From these menianks it wvill be seen
that Mr. Burt's book lias another ex-
cellence of its owvn la its numerous no-
tices ot lesa note, which are often omit-
ted altogethen fromt the other histories.
Some of thiese are obviouly of smali
moment, but they cannt pnoperly be
ignometi by those wh'O studY the tievel-
opinent of phuilosophie thouglit. Il %vill be
apparent that much ot the information
supplied inl thiese volumes will be founti
to be somewhlat scanty, but this la in-
evitable if w-e coasider the scope andi
hulk of the work. For those who studY
special svstems of philosophy, It wlll be
necerssary to reter to works giving fuI-
ter treatment. bat this may be sald of
alimuet any general luistumy oif PhlloROP11Y,
anti the present w'ork will be founti most
servieeahie ton purpuses ot retenenc'e, fom
gaiaing a genemal andi coampreheuisive
notice ut the h's;tory of ph!losopbic
tliought, anti for revlviiig the know-
letige w-hich May have been gaineti by
previolis %vider striffies.

I t la very cuufo tiumg to sunie ot us who
have ,,tten fîmileti in appreciating many ut the
wurks of the old mnasters, to read n article by
Mr. IKenYui C(Rx in the N(lOtion It is tnt in
religion uuly that there is eant : tliene is quite
as much lin opinions exjmessed on music anti
painting. Mr. Cox giveq most space tu Titian,
Tintoretto, anti Pau1 '4er<)nese. It is ut
V~enetian pictures ha writes, and althuugh it
is nut easy to select, wlîere everything th-at is
saiti is .9( mlleh to the point, we will guve some
idea uft the whle: 'Antifow we cubie tuthe
greatest naine iui Venetian art. aund tu the

greateat disappointmont in Venice. lu Venice
one has to hold with both hands to the memory
of the splendid portraits-the wondenf ni small
canvases with single nude figures-that one
has seen elsewhere, to retalu one'a respect and
veneration for the namne of Titian...The
tounist looka and wonders, and tries to admire
and doesn't, aud imagines that art is a strange
and sealed book ........ The Pesaro Madonna
is a fine pîctune, and when one's eye lights on
the littie head in the corner-us it a boy's or a
young woman's, that fain head with its mild,
steady glance and the white sîlk sleeve and
Shoulden telling so tinely against the flesh ?-
one bas surprised Titian's secret. He ivas
purely a painten, and above ail a portraitist,
and his heant was not in these big canvasles,
painted because altan pieces wene in demand

.B .... e was the greatest of portraitpintrs
asnd ol the painters of the nude. Give him a
limited space and a model, and hie is utî-urpass-
able. But his grand ' Machines,' bis tableaux
d'apparat, are mostly failunes. In the Scuola
di San Rocco, on the staincase, high oven a
door and nearly invisible, is a littie picture ot
two figures not oven hait life size, an 'Annuncia-
tion,'' which is the one Titian in Venice to
which the mucb-abuaed word 'masterpiece'1
mielit be fairly applied. This is Titian, Titiar.
at his beat, the absolute painten-as charming ini
sentiment as it is consummate in quet masteny
ot execution, and nothing else in-Venice seems
quite as perfect as this. But if Titian is often
mediocre, Tintoretto is often, penhaps most
often, bati-bati with a thorough, uncom-
pnomising badnesthat is sunprising. And the
very wonst of bis pictunes are gathened together
in that rnuseum of vast daubs where the faith-
f ul Block Of Mn. Ruskin goes to worship, the
Scuola di San Rocco ........ But how shall
one descnibe the 'Pallas and Mars'?h Titian
plus Ooreggio is as nean the formula as one can
corne, but there is much in it that is neither
Ooreggio nor Titian, and wbich no one but
Tintoretto couiti have done ... Finally, thene
is the 'Miracle of St. Mark' at the Academy,
wbich i. quite unlike any crthen Tintoretto or
otiien Italian pictune that I know of. It is not
witbout its faulta occasionaiiy the drawing is
careless and more otten turgid ; and, whiie the
colon is brilliant and gorgeons in the highest
degree, the tone is not as perfect, the uuity not
quite as thorougb, as in sorne of bis quieter
canvasles. What distinguishes it particularly
and places it arnong the world's great maister-
pieces is its amazing virtuosity. It seenîs to
bave been painted thnoughout alla prima -at

one jet- witb no unden-painting and very little
glazing, in a method more suggestive of
Rubens or Hais than of any Italian work.
The handling is less flowing and slippery than
rvitb Rubens, less abrupt and cbippy thali with
Hais, the tone more full and transparent than
with Velasquez ; but the instantaneous touch,
the economy of means, the marvellous precision,
place hlm with these three as one of the unap-
proachable technicians-one of the few who
have made the mere material endlessly delight-
fui to the lover of painting." Finally, of
Paul Veronese, Mr. Cox says : " Wben will
the cnitics learn, what the painters have always
known, that Paul Veronese was one of the
Most astonishing geniuses for painting-one is
almost inciined to, say the mont astonisbing
genius-tbat; ever lived ? It la true hie is not
a good subject for writing about. The most
ingenious inventor of meaninga would have
difficulty in finding any meaning in his splen-
did wonks. The -subject' is nothingto hlm,
and i has no discoverable 'thoughts' and no
' sentiment' other than the sentiment of
beauty. He la contented with painting, andi
hae expresses only the glorY of lita and the
beauty of the world, the pornp ot color and the
joy of light and air. Even bis technicai menits
are difficuit to write of, for bis manner is so
natural and simple that be seems to hiave nione,
bis handling si) quietiy iasterful as to lie
unnoticeable, bis light anti shiade su perfect as
to escape comment. He s0eins to me the rnost
Greek of modern art;sts, withuut shade ot mur-
bidity, joyously serene, content as the Greeks
were with the perfection of craftsaasip and
the perfection of art. Considering the amount
ot his production, it 15 wondertully even in
quality. HIe is iiever coîiimonplace-still less
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is lie ever bad ; he is only flot quite at his beat
sometimes. Somnetimes his opulence ap-
proaches confusion, sometimes his coter is les
ringingly true than at others ........ He is
magnificent in the Louvre, superb ini San
Sebastiano, triumphant in the Ducal Palace,
but, te my persenal feeling, nowhere se
glorious as in lis 'Martyrdom. cf St. George'
in the Churcli of San Giorgie in Braida at
Verona. It was a sensation te remember fer
a lifetime when the sacristan drew the curtains
and the picture buret upon ene. It was like a
splendid hymnocf victory-ene wanted te
,%hout loud and sing. If paiuting can produce
such an effect as this, it dees inideed deserve
its place among the fereinost cf the arts.
There are a blue and red in the picture almost
pure from the tube, apparently, yet se exqui-
sitely just in tlieir relation te eacli other and
te ait the colers about them as te be wortli a
kingdom

Ovide Musin, the Belgian violiniste, and
his company cf excellent artists, censisting cf
his wif e, Annie Louise Tamer-Musin, soprano;

Elliott, tenon; and Edward Scliarf, pianist,
gave a most varied aîîd deliglitfut concert in
the Pavilien on Thursday evening, the l2tli
mast., te a well filled lieuse. The engagement
was made by Mr. Grenville P. Kleiser, cf
" Star Course'" faine, te open bis second
series of winter entertaiuments. Musin is a
great player. Net enly dees lie possess a
stupendous facile teclnic, and a sensuous,
warn toue, but hoe has wbat every censum-
mate artiat must have, a refliied taste and a
grand style. He played witli great brilliancy
lis own fantasie on well-known Sctch airs,
two movements cf Meudelssolin's Violin
Concerto, and a Paganini number, filled with
difficulties the rnost complex, but whicli wbee
overcome with the great est ease. The concerto
was performed with impassiened elequence,
the slow movernent neceiviug the most loving
treatrnent. Mrs. Musin sang %vith splendid
finish, a " Serenade by Gounod," and an Aria
fromn "La Traviata. " Her veice is semewhat
thin in quality, but is cutiivated te a biigli
degree, and bas a phenomenal range. Miss
hiessie Bonsall wvas received iu a mariner
wbici mnuet have been gratifyiug te bier ;aIe
was applauded and given tlewers, for hier sing-
ing cf the Meyerbeer Aria frein "Les Hugue-
nets," and the dharming Cradie song-whicb
slie sang as an encore uumber-was real]y wel
done and wss meat alluring. Mr. Eltiott gave
abundant pleasure in bis selectieus, which
were Cisy's " l'Il Sing Tîce Sengs cf Araby,"
arid an Aria from Gounodas Faust. His veice
i8s9weet, îîot particuiary strong, but cf carry-
ing q1uality. has higli notes, liowever, are
objectionable. Mr. Scharf is an excellent ac-
compauist, and a meat brilliant player. Bis
soles were, au " Etude " by Saint Saeus, sud
a charuîing " Minuet " by the clever pianist
and composer, Sgambati, and tliey were per-
forrned in a style which exbibited i n ne un-
certain manner the skill cf the artist. Eu-
ceres were numerous, so mudli se, tbat twe
concerts were welded into eue, for an extra
numben had te lie given aften ecd artist's
appearauce. It is riglit aud proper fer an
audience te show artista appreciation cf their
performanc3s, but te insist on continuai rope-
tiens is su injustice, snd la certainly irot lu
goed taste, besides being excessively wearying
te the perfermers and te many cf the listenens
as well.
