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The whole of this extent of country, as tar as it
was then explored, was, from 1774 to 1791, undei
tlie Government of the Province of Quebec. In
1791 it was divided into Upper and Lower-Canada,
by a boundary commencing at Pointe au nodet, on
Lake saint Francis, about 55 miles above Montreal,
and running northerly to the Ottawa River, and up
that River to its fource in Lake Tomiscaming, and
thence due north to the Hudfon's Bay boundary.
Lower-Canada lies between the 45th and 50th de-

grees of north latitude, and rhe 62d and Szd dcgiees
of weft longitude, from Greenwich.

the fame thing is obfervable of the faint Lawrence.—

The waters of none of thefe rivers are clear, excepting

the saint Lawrence itfelf, which, before its junction

with the Ottawa, confifts of the moft tranfparent wa-
ter in the world.

The Soil on both fides of the faint Lawrence, in the

weftern portion of the traft of country above defcribed,

is, for the moft part, clayey, without ftoncs, excepting

here and there globular mailes of granite, lying on the

furface. Newly cleared land is, invariably, covered with
t dark mould, formed bydecompofed vegct?ble fubftan-

ccs. As you approach the mountains, the foil is more
light and loamy ; thefe lands are the cafieft to be clear-

ed, and are at firft very produftive 5 towards Quebec
the foil is poorer, frequently ftony or fhingly, and there

are large tradts of fandy foil, covered with only a very

flight coating of the vegetable mould. The moun-
tains, generally, confift of granite j though there are,

throughout the country, extenfive ftrata of limeftonc,

and not unfrequently ftones having the appearance of

volcanic produftion. The part of the country in culti-

vation, confifts of from one to five leagues back, on
both banks of the St. Lawrence, and of the rivers which
empty into it j there arealfo fettlements along the boun-
dary of the United States from the Connecticut River to

the faint Lawrence, at St. Regis. The reft of the coun-
try, to the very tops of the mountains, is covered with

timber of \ fpecics and growth congenial to the foil.

The Climate of Canada, refembles that of the coun-
tries on the continent of F.urope fituated from 10 to 15
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dfgrees tarthcr north. The temperature upon Fah-
renheit's fcalc, varies at prcfcnt from about 30 below
xero, to between 90 and 100 above it. In common
years the cold does not exceed 20 below zcr^ - -^d the
heat from 80 to 90. About 60 or 70 yejrs d*^ , the
extreme of cold ufed to be dated at 30 degrees below
freezing, of Reamur, or 36 below o of Fahrenheit—
The variation, in a few minutes, in the winter feafon,

has been known to be upwards of fifty degrees. It is

frequently, in a few hours, 30 degrees* A remarkable
indance of variation happened on the i8th Jan. 1810,
when the thermometer ftood a few degrees below tem-
perate, and was almofl inibntaneouHy down to below
zero. The change of temperature in the fummer fea-

fon, is alfo frequently very abrupt. Thefe changes are

generally accompanied with a change of wind ; only

two of which can be faid to prevail along the river, the

eafterly and wefterly. In all ftorms of eafterly wind,

and almoil at every other time, the upper itrata of

clouds, when vifible, is moved by a wedcrly wind. In

winter, the eafterly wind inclines more to the north*

eaft, and the wefterly to the north-weft. Throughout
the whole extent of Lower-Canada, a llight degree of

froft fometimes happens in the fnmmer months.—
There is a material dif)^erence of temperature between

the eaftern and weftern divifions of the country. This
difference is difcernible at between 20 to 30 leagues

(60 to 90 miles) above Quebec ; beyond that, to the

weftward, agricultural labour may be profecuted, and

vegetation is adlive, during nearly feven months in the

year; round Quebec, it is rarely practicable for more

than fix months, at the expiration of which, the foil

is frozen, or covered with fnow, and vegetation dor-

mant. This period, for the weftern divifion, is from

the 15th November to the 15th April ; for the eaftern,

from the ift Nov. to the ift May. About a month
from the renewal of vegetation, the apple trees arc in

full bloftbm, and the grass of the wheat fields and

meadows waves in the wind. All forts of grain are
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fown in the fprinp, the wheat rtrft, and then peas and

oats. Tht* fori or wheat moft generally fown, is ripe

in four months from the t'me of fowing j there is,

however, another fpccirs, a bearded wheal, which li-

pcns in three months, the time oats require. Fair and

foul weather were formeily more diftindt than they are

at prefcnt \ cold and warm weather were lefs intermixed,

and tlie winds lefs variable. This alteration is not con.

fidered, in Canada, as an improvement of the climate.

All the vegetable Produfltons which thrive in the

same latitudes in Europe, profperin Canada, whenever

they have been introduced, and cultivated with judg-

ment and care. The excefsof heatin fummer, m^l-^s

up for the deficiency of time. Melons are brought to

maturity in the open air, without the aid of artificial

heat* Wheat is the chief agricultural production of

Lower-Canada. It affords the principal vegetable food

of the inhabitants. Hitherto, it has been cultivated

more in that view, than as an article of foreign trade.

The many accidents to which this grain is liable, re-

quire that a quantity fuihcient to atford a fupply in

the event of a bad year, be fown every year. When a

good year happens, there is then a great furplus ; and

it is of the produce of (uch years, that the moft exten •

five exportations have been made. There is befides no

certainty of an extenfive foreign demand. Spain and

Portugal and the Weft Indies, were the moft fteady mar-
kets j but the natural difadvantages which Canada la-

hours under, prevent her from (landing a competition

in thofe markets with the United States. It muft be

obferved, however, that the quantity of wheat fown

by each farmer, is, generally, to the extent of his pre-

fent means. Thefe can only be increafed by more en-

larged views, which would lead to greater efforts, and

judicious improvements in his fyitem, or rather rou-

tine, of cultivation. The greateft quantity of wheat

ever exported from Canada, was in 1S02. It amount-

ed to 1,010,033 buihels. There were befides exported
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that year, 28,301 barrels of flour, anri 21,051 cwt.
of bifcuit. Animal food has generally been furniflied

in abundance in Lower-Canada ; the price having
generally been nnuch lower here than in any other

part of North America. But, for four or five years

back, the demand for lumber from Canada, the confe-

quent high price of labour, the increafc of confumers,
and the (lagnation of the American trade, has effe^ed

a great rife in th? price of this article, as well as of

vegetable food, and enabled foreigners to enter into

competition with the inhabitants of Canada, even in

their own miirkets. The value of the exportations

from the St. Lawrence in 1810, has been eftimated by

mercantile men, at 1,200,000 pounds fterling, includ-

ing difburfements of (hips employed in the trade, the

number of which was 661, men 6578, tonnage 143893,
and alfo the value of 5896 tons of new (hips built in

the Province. A confiderablf' proportion of the pro-

duce of the United States, and all the Furs obtained in

the Indian Countries, are included in the general a-

mount. The price of labour^ in the towns, for four

years paft, may be eftimated at 4/. (four-fifths of a

dollar) per day, throughout the year ; one half of which

fum has been paid for board and lodging. Bread has

been at about 2jd. per lb. and beef 5d.

Canada was Discovered in the year 1535, by Jacques

Cartier, a native of St. Malo, in France. He had ex-

plored the Gulph of St. Lawrence the preceding year,

and carried off from Gafpe (Gachepe) two of the na-

tives of the country round Quebec. The next year

they ferved him as interpreters. On the 8th Septem-

ber, 1 535, he arrived in his boats at Quebec, in fearch

of a place to lay up his vefl'els for the winter, and he

fixed upon the River St Charles. On the 14th, his

veHels the Grande Ilermine^ of 120 tons, the Pttit

lierm'we, of 60, and the Emetillon^ of 40 tons, arrived

from the lower end of the Ifland of Orl«'ans, where he

bad left them. On the loth he laid up the twoUrjieft

to winter, and on the 19th proceeded in the Emcrillon

towards Montreal i
but left her at the upper end of

Lake St. Peter, and arrived at Hocbelaga^ the name of

the Indian town then at Montreal, on the 2d October,

On Tuefday the 5th he left it, and arrived on Monday
the I ith at the Harbour of Gt, CroiXf the name he had

given to the mouth of the River St. Charles, in honour

of the Holy Crcfs the anniversary ofwhich is celebrated

on the day his veflels hrft arrived there. On the 15th

Nov. his ftiips were frozen in, and the whole river, foon

after was frozen over to above Montreal. About the 22d

Feb* 1536, it was again navigable for canoes. On the

i5th April his velTels were difengaged from the ice*

On the 3d May, he feized on the two natives whom he

had taken with him the former year, and alfo the Chief

of the Indian Village at Quebec, which was then called

Stadacone y and on the 6th May he failed for France,

leaving one of his vefTels difmantled in the Little River,

for want of hanas, twenty-five of them having periHi-

cd during the winter, by an unknown malady. He
failed from Cape Raze, in Newfoundland, on the 19th

June, and on the 16th July he arrived at St. Malo.

All the foregoing dates, it fhould be obfervcd, are Old
Stile, and require ten days to be added to c:-vh, to cor-

refpond with the fame dates at prefent. \n 1540 a

Governor (Roberval) was appointed for Canada, and

fettlers fent out. Cartier was made Cuptain-General

and Pilot of the vefTels employed on the occafio.i 5 but

Roberval fixed upon Cape Breton for a fettlemcnt.—

There Cartier remained feventeen months, ana then re-

turned to France with a ruined fortune, and died foon

afterwards. In 1588, his nephews, Delalaunaye Cha-
con, and Jacques Noel, obtained an exclufive privilege

to trade to Canada for iz years, as an indemnification

for the lofles their uncle had fuftained 5 but this pri-

vilege was revoked four months after it was granted.

In 1598 a Sieur de la Roche, Marquis de Cottenmeal,

obtained a coaimiHion to conquer and fettle the coun
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try : he landed fixty fettlers at the Ifle aux Sables, and
foon got back to France, where he was thrown into pru
(on at a private fu»t. At the end of five years, twelve

oi them, all that Turvived, were taken off the ifland.

In 1603, Pierre Dugua, Sieur De Monts, obtained, for

himfelf and aiTociates, an excluhve privilege to trade

from Cape Raze to lat, 40. He made a fettlement at

Port Royal, (Annapolis) in the Bay of Fondy ; but in

1607 his privilege was revoked, and his fettlers re-

turned to France. De Monts, however, obtained a con-
tinuation of his privilege for another year, on condition

of fettling up the Saint Lawrence i and on the 3d July,

l6o8, Samuel de Champlain, a Geogra/jJbe du Ro'ty and
commiflioned by De Monts, founded Quebec. Cham-
plain's fettlement foon after obtained powerful protec-

tors in the French Court, and he was continued at the

head of it till his death in 1635- The country, however,

continued under the government of exclufive companies

till 1663, when it fell under the Royal Government.
In 1667 free trade was allowed, excepting in the expoi-

tation of Beaver Skins. From thofe periods the colony

began to profper. In 1679 the population was 8500
fouls y but it foon afterwards came to the brink

of deftrudlion : Champlain had early engaged in war,

in favor of the St. Lawrence Indians, againll thofe in-

habiting the countries to the fou.th-weft, with whom
the former had been at war even before Cart'er's arri-

val in I5^')*« His objedl was to ingratiate himfelf

with the Indians anc' obtain a knowledge of the coun-

try. After the Dutch and Englifti had fettled at New-
York and in New-England, the fouth-vveftern Tndians,

or Iroquois, got arms from them, and foon proved

an overmatch for the French and their allies j many of

the latter they almo(l totally extirp-'.tcd. In 1689 they

exterminated nearly all the inhabitants on the libnd

of Montreal. Throughout the country, the Frnuh

wenr only f.ivcd by their f.^rtificaiion^. The irruptions

i 1
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of the Iroquois often extended even below Quebec.-*
Succours, however, arrived from France} the Jefuits,

who had be^n introduced into the country as early as

1625, availed themfelvcs of every interval of hoftiii-

lies, to ftrengthen the influence of France with the

friendly Indians, and bring over, or neutralize*, the

hodile. In 17141 the population of Canada did not

much exceed 20,000 fouls. The Colony had, howe-
ver, then become, and long continued, a terrible fcourge

to the Englifh fectlements. In 1629 it was in the pos.

session of the Englifh, but was reftored by treaty, in

1632, neither party then fetting any value on it. In

1690 a formidable Engliih expedition made an attempt

upon Quebec, but it failed, after landing the troops at

the Canardiere, near the city. Another was fruftrated

by (hipwreck, at the Seven lllands, near the mouth of

the River, in 171 1, Nova Scotia was, however, wre(U
ed from the French, and ceded by the Treaty of Utrecht,

in 17
1
3. All the wars in Europe, between England

and France, were carried on with great rancojr in the

Colonies. The war of 1756, had its origin in difputes

about the limits of Canada. The French, by their

connexions with the Indians, had overrun, at an eaiiy

period, the whole of the country lying between the Al-

legany Mountains, the Great Lakes and the Misbissippi.

They claimed the whole by right ofdifcovery and ce -

sion by the Indians ; thus confining the Engliih Colo-

nies to a ftrip of land on the Sea Coalh The animo-
sities had come to fuch a head, that hoftilities were

commenced, in thofe parts, about a year before war

was declared in Europe. The efforts of Great Britain

and her Colonies, in this war, were proportionate ro the

dangers with which the latter were threatened. The
outfet was unfavourable. An Engliih army perilled

with Braddock, in 1756. Another was defeated at

Ticonderoga, (Carillon) in 1758. The Britifti Navy,

however, acquired an acfcendancy, and a great; States-

man took the helm of affairs in En^jlti d. A com-
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bincd attack frrm the Sea, by LakcCliamplain, and
irom Lake Onvario, was planned for 1759, which was
ultimately crowned with fucccfs. The glory of the
achievement was acquired by Gen. Wolfe, who com-
manded the expedition from the fea. When ail feemed
to be lofV, by one of thofe apparently hazardous at<

tempts, through which men of fuperior mind, alone,

can difcern fuccefs, he brought the principal French
army in the country to a battle on the Plains of Abram*
There he died like a true foldier j anu his victory de-
cided the fate of Canada,
No event ever excited greater joy in England,

than the vidlory of Quebec, and the final redudion
of Canada. The former was, indeed, an event glo-
rious to the national character ; but the latter was
joon followed by greater evils than ihofe it had re-

moved. The war of 1756, had been undertaken
tor the benefit of the Colonies. It was thought
that they ought to contribute to alleviate the bur-
thens which it occaiioned. An attempt to this ef-

fe<ft, was followed by a general reliftance on the part

ot tl Coloiiilts, to which they were, no doubt, 'en-

couraged by :he profpedt of being no longer in want
of Britifh aliiilance. About the clofe of the Jumrnerof
1775, they invaded Canada by Lake Champlain, &
from the I'ources of the Kennebec River. Before
thol'e employed on the latter e:tpedition, could reach

Quebec, through the cxtenfive forells which then

leparated New-England and Canada, thole from
Lake Champlain had nearly fucceeded in capturing

Chambly, St. John and Montreal, The few regu-

lar troops in the Province were loll in thofs places,

and on board the river craft which furrendered be-

tween Sorel and Montreal. On the 3d Nov. after

being 32 days in the woods, Arnold's party came
out at the lelllenients on the Cliaudiere River,

without artillery, half naked, halt armed, perifliing

with hunger, and more l"ke beggars than invaders.
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On th« 9lh he reached Point i.cvi. On the I2lh

Col. M'Lean, who had retired trom SoicJ on heat-

ing of Arnold's approach, readied <^ijebec with
about 150 recruits. On the I4th, Arnold, who had
palTed the River in the night, appeared on the

plains, wher^ he paraded tor a few days, in the

hope that his friends in the town might procure the

I'urrender of the City; but M'Lean threatening to

attack him, he thought it advifeable to retire to Pointe

aux Trembles, and wait for Montgomery, the com-
inander in chief, who was to come from Montreal,
(^n the I9th, General Carleton, who had elcaped

from onboard the craft below Montreal, before their

furrender, arrived. On the 5th Dec. Montgomery
and Arnold made their appearance at Sainte Foy.

Gen. Carleton had fuffered every body to leave tlie

town that was fo difpofed. He, nor thofe that remain-
ed, would hold communication with rebels.

—

Montgomery was therefore reduced to open his fix

gun battery on the town; but the weather loon for-

ced him to dcfift. On the 3111 Dec. before dny

light in the morning, he attempted an affault, by

Pres de Ville and the Sault au Mateloty the loutheru

and northern extremities of tl^e Lower-Town He
and two of his officers were killed by the hril can-

non difcharged at the former place ; the reft retir-

ed.

Almolt
the whole of thele i'urrendered in Fort Chambly
and Saint John, and in the Craft reHring from
Montreal, There was no militia in exiftence. It

was only on the 10th Sept. that the Canadian mili -

tia officers of Quebec received commiffions. I'he

Americans, including Arnold's force, did not exceed

4000 men. They had calculated on adlive aifirtance

from the people of the Province, amonglt whom
their partilans and emilTaries had long been circu-

lating faliehoods intended to operate on their pre^

judices, and lying circulars from the C.-ngrefs.—

111 ot* March, they did not exceed 700 etiedive men.
In March they had about 1800, in April 2000. At
the time of the evacuation of the Province, they

had about 8000 men ; but the Britiih army then
amounted to 13,000. Since that time, to the prc-

lent, Canada has not witneffed the prel'ence of an

enemy.

On the i8th June, 1812, the United Stales of Ame-
rica, after feveral years of complaints and negociations,

declared war againft Great Britain. The moment ft em-
cd to be favorable 5 the gveat and then deemed invin.

cible enemy of England, vias preparing to Itrike the

blow which was to lay the continent of Europe at his

fea, or render it entirely fubfervient to his views againfl

the only power which had always refifted him. The
Britiih armies were occupied in a war for the indepen-

dence of Spain ; the treafures of Britain were lavifhed in

fupport of her allies. Upper-Canada was partly peopled

by emigrants from the United States, who might be fup-

pofed unwilling to ihed the blood of their kindred ; the

people of Lower-Canada had but recently been repre-

sented by authority as feditious, or fo eafily turned

away from their allffgiance as to endanger the Covern-
menr. There were but about 4000 Biitifli troops in

both Provinces, fcattered along a frontier of i 300 miles
j

the St. Lawrence, an immenfe military highway, open

to the United Statee., and leading into the heart of Ca-
jiada, undefended, and thus endangering the cxiflenc:

of the Britiih forces llationed on itb bordcri. Jn the

view of kcepi.'^ up the pi ice of Bilh of Lxchangc, ;(

whith the military .government wab the chief vtudcf;
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the Tpecie of the country had been failereci to be carricvi

into the United States. Since the war of 1775, i\\\irc

had exifted in the Canadas a militia merely in name,
ferving chiefly to drain, annually, a few thoufanl dol,

lars from the public corfers. Accordingly, on the ar-

rival of the news of the declaration of war, at Montreal
and Quebec, the firft thought of many individuals in

thofe Cities, was that of packing up. The Governor,
Sir George pREVo ST, and the people sit large, thought
differently. It was determined to defend both Provin-
cci. 5 the Legifldture was affembled 5 Government l*a-

per^ bearing intereft, and payable in Bills of Exchange
on England, was fubffituced for fpecie. Two Batta-

lions arriving in the country to relieve two uthers under

orders for th^^ir departure, added to the regular force.

At the inftance of the Government, a law had palled

during the preceding winter, for drafting the militia

for adlive fervice, and four weak Battalions had been

alfeitbled before the war. Every defcription of force

was now put into adfivity ; the Citadel of Quebec was

guarded by the inhabitants of the Town, proud rr the

duty, and of the confidence of the Government, and

extending the fame feelings throughout the country,

Jn a month after the declaration of war, the Lower
Province fcemed to be prepared to become the aflailant.

The Americans had collected, in the fuminer of

181 1, their principal regular force on their north-wes-

tern frontier, againftthe Indians, whom they attacked.

This force, joined by militia and volunteers, had fet

out on its march for Upper-Canada, long before the

declaration of war. It made roads through immenfe

foreft?, depending on thefe roads for its communica-

tions and fupplies, and arrived at Detroit, on the 51I1

Men who never had

heard the whiftiing of a muHcft bal', or h;id a bayonet

pointed at their breafts, dared to fpeak of the Ameri-
cans as cowards, their army contemptible. Thofe who
are exceffively brave at the corners oi the ftieets, and

over their wine^ now contemplated and publicly announ-
ced projects and opinions, as ill digefted and ill founded,

as thofe which fo recently had led to the furrender of

projects and opinions which, however, proi-uced

many of our future difafters.

Within lefs than two months after the furrender of

Hull, the enemy had co'ledtcd a large force on the Nia
gara frontier.

potent attempt at invafion, on the 20th and 28th Nov«
near Fort Erie, by the American Gen. Smyih. Ano-
ther nearly parallel attempt was made about the fame
time by the Britifli naval force on Lake Ontario, againll

Sacket's Harbour. The reft of the winter palled away
without any military event, excepting on the 22d Jan.
General Pro6lor, after a fmart adtion, captured 49^;

prifoners, with the American General Winchefler, on

thw Detroit frontier, and an attack on Ogdenlburg,

which in reality meant nothing, unlets it had been a

prelude to an attack on Sacket's Harbour.

From the time of the furrendcTof Hull, the Ame-
ricans, however much they chjfed to blame that offi-

cer, feem to have been fully aware of the true caufe of

his difafter 5 they ftrained every nerve to obtain the

maftery of the l-,akes. The ice no fooner difappeared

on Lake Ontario, than they were out with a fuperior

naval force from Sacket^s Haibcur. On the 27th

April, they landed and took poflelfion of York, the

capital of Upper-Canada, deftroyed the public building',

wreaked their vengeance on a printing prefs, and de-

flroyed the frame of a (hip building for the BiitiiTi fer-

vice on the Lake, General Sheaffe retiring, after fome

refiRance, towards Kingfton. The enemy's fl~ t pro-

ceeded to Niagara, where it landed troops, and then re-

turned to Sacket's Harbour, from whence it conveyed

additional forces to the fame quarter. On the iSth

May, General Vincent was driven from the pohtion ot

Fo»-t George, and the place captured ; the Britiili re-

liritig along the Lake towards Burlington Bay, leaving

the whole Niagara frontier, containing a very large

pioporlion of the whole population of Upper-Ccttiaci.i,

in the power of the cntmy« General Prodor had at

^;, *i i\
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The cimpaign cr»ntinued forfomc time without any
fvent of much moment. On the 3ii June, two Ame-
rican armed vei'trls cairying 22 guns w«tc gallantly

captured by the Britifli troops at Kle aux Noix, under
the command of Lt. Col, George Taylor, Major 100th
Regt, after a well oniefted action of three hour^,
which almoft annihiiated the Enemy's Naval Power on
Lake Champlain. On the nth July, there was an attack
on Blacic Rock, and o<) the 30th of that month, Col.
Murray deftroyed the American Barracksat Plattsburg.

On the loth Sept. Commodore Perry, with a naval

force long blockaded at Erie, captured the whole of the

Britifh force on Lake Erie, General Prodlor could no
longer be fupplied on the Detroit frontier} his only
remainini communication was by land feveral hundred
miles through forefts. His fituation was now become
that of Hull at Detroit : he had one advantage, howe-
ver, which Hull had not 5 the friendfhip of the In-

dians, He unaccountably delayed his retreat f « r a
^

fortnight after the lofs rf the fleet, and till the near

approach of a fuperior force of the enemy. On the

5th Oftober, he was only three days march (56 miles)

from Dei'cit, purfuing his retreat along the Trtnche,

His force canfiiled of lefs than a thoufand Briti/h and

militia, and about 12OO Indians ; the Americans were

upwards of 3000. A fudden charge of mounted rifle-

men, broke the Britifli line j the whole was thrown

into confufion, and the greater part of the Britifli be»

came prifoners. The Indians in another part of the

field, fought bravely, but the Americans finally prevail-

ed. They returned immediately after the adtion to

Detroit, with their prifoners, and Prodlor, with a few

flraglers and a number of Indians, aflembied at Ancas-

ter, on the 17th Oct.

A large proportion of the American forces on the

Niagara frontier, prt)ceeded down the Lake early in

0<5tober, and were followed by land by part of the Bri*

tirti forces. The diminiflied numbers of the remaining

part of the Britifli army, tne difafleron Lake Erie, and

led its commnnder to fall back on Hurlington lif ights.

The Amcriran forces were ^radtially colU <Jh'il at tl

of nnaUing a combined attack on Montreal, while the

chief part of the Brilifh regular force was in Upper-
Canada. It was evident that if this attack ftiould have
lucceeded, and the comma. d of tiut City and the fur.

rounding country been retained by the Americans, Up-
per-Canada was conquered, and every Btitifh foldier in it

a prisoner, or forced t > flight his way to Quebec. There
was nothing to prevent Wilkinfon, with fuit.ibie boats,

and able pilots for the rapids, to land on the iflaiui of
Montreal, with an army completely equipped, in thicni

or four days after his leaving Lake Ontario, flampton
was only a couple of days' march from the St. Law-
rence, Sir George Prcvoli:, who had returtied to tli-:

Lower Province, called upon the people of l>ower-Ca.
nada to defend their country, and never was the call of

a commander, under fxmilar circumftances, m(^rc cheer-

fully obeyed. The fighting, however, fell to the lot of

the embodied militia and regular forces. There ff^em-

ed to have been fome mifunderftanding or misinformi-
tion with refpedl to time, between the enemy's com-
manders. Hampton (eems to have employed himfeit

from the 20th of Sept. to the 2Gth Oct, in calling out

and colledVmg the forces of Lower- Canada, by the tiir.p

of General Wilkinfon's arrival. On the z\i\ of Oct.

I he former entered the Province, v/ith a force vailoully

ftated at from 3000 to 7000 men,* apparently with

the intention of penetrating to the St. Lawrence by the

River Chatcaugu.iy. On the 26th, he came upon Col.

De Salabcrry's pofition on that river, about 30 miles

from the frontier. This officer, a native of Canada,

belonging to ooc of its old and n\i){{ dirtinguifhed fami-

lies], liad ferved with the Briri/h army in various parts

of the world. To gre.it activity and pp»A)nal intre-

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pidity, hf un'ittd military fciencc and expfrience, and
pofTrirc^ ihe entire confidence of his little force, t'^c

advance of the arnr^y, confuting of about 300 nr»en, aU
moi\ entirely natives of Lower Canada, and compofed
of Fencibles, Voltigeurs, Militia and Indians. The
enemy, consisting chiefly of new levies, seemed to think

that the battle was to be won by field manoeuvres and

platoon firing. Col. De Salaberry took advantage of

ail the protection for his men, that time, and the facili-

ties afforded by a woody country, permit ; and poured

in a deadly fire, every man making sure of his object

;

the Colonel setting the example. The enemy's loss

was considerable, but has never been correctly ascertain-

ed ; that of Col. De Salaberry*s force, was 2 killed, and

16 wounded. Hampton retired to the frontier, and

thence to Plattsburg, where he remained in a state of

inactivity, his army dwindling away by sickness and

desertion.

General Wilkinson, with his army ; left Grenadier

Island on the 5th Nov. in boats and other craft. It

consisted of between eight and nine thousand men,

completely equipped and provided. He passed the Bri-

tish Fort at Prescott on the night of the 6th. It was

a beautiful moon-light : he might have been the next

evening at the island of Montreal, as soon as General

Prevost could receive the account of his approach. The
militia called to oppose Hampton, had just been sent to

their homes. Wilkinson, however, landed part of his

troops to pass Prescott ; he again landed the greatest

part of them on the British side, above the Long Sault,

in quest of obstacles which did not exist. These delays

gave time to detachments from the garrisons of King-

ston and Prescott, to overtake him, and to Sir George

Prevost agaia to call out the militia, about twcnt}'^ thou-

sand of whom were assembling from various parts of

the country. On the II th Nov. the American General

Bovd, with about 2000 men, of the elite of the Ame-
P
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rican army, marched against Col. Morrison, who com-
manded tlie forces from Kingston and Prescott which
hung on their rear, amounting to 800 men. The Ame-
ricans were beaten, retired to their boats, and alter em-
barking a force of 2500 rnen, under General Brown,
which had proceeded to Cornwall, opposed only by the

inhabitants of the country, the whole army cossed to

Salmon River took up a position at the I^'rencli Mills,

from which, after destroying their boats, they ultimately

proceeded to Plattsburg, on Lake Champlain, sending

2000 men to Sacket's Harbour.

Tlie American forces having been chiefly withdrawn

from the Niagara frontier, the British in that quarter

prepared to act on the offensive. On the 12th Deer,

the enemy evacuated Fort George, and burnt the town

of Newark, leaving the inhabitants, to all of whom th(y

had promised protection, and many of them friendly to

the Americans, ruined and houseless, in the midst of

winter. On the 19th, Colonel Murray took Fort Nia*

gara by surprise. On the 50th, Gen. Riall yetaliated

on the enemy, by destro ing Bkick Rock and Buffalo.

Although many projeuis of hostilities were entertain-

ed on both sides, during the remainder of the winter,

nothing was done, of any importance, till the 50tii

March, when Wilkinson, at the head of upwards of

3000 i.ien, entered Lower-Canada on the western shore

©f Lake Chamjilain, and attacked, unsuccessfully, La
CoUe Mill, defended by Mnjor Handcock, of the 15th

Reg. and about 180 men. The Gen. then retired unmo-

lested to the United States, and closed his military career.

The failure of the enemy's attempts against Lower-

Canada, and the course of events in Europe, began to

give a new character to the war. Instead of having for

its object the wresting of Canada from Great Britain,

it became, on the part of the United States, a war more

of a defensive nature, or, at least, their offensive mra-

lures were confined to a part of the Upper Province.
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Although the British naval force on Lake Ontario

had ventured out of port during th^ preceding campaign,
all the advantages of naval superiority were on the side

of the Americans. Early in the season of 1814, Sir

James L. Yeo, who, with naval officers, seamen and
sliipwrights, had arrived from England early in 1813,
laid claim to the command of the Lake. Sir Gordon
Drummond, with troops from Kingston, accordingly

embarked in tlie fleet, and captured Oswego on tl>e 6th

May. The American fleet, however, soon seemed to

have regained its former superiority.

The American army, now commanded by General

Brown, well knovvu in Lower-Canada before the war,

as a plain farmer, and dealer in lumber and potash, the

same who commanded at Sacket's Harbour when attack-

ed by Sir George Prevost, assembled on the Niagara

frontier. On the 3d July, this officer, at the head of

between three and four thousand men, crossed over into

Upper-Canada, at Black Rock, and obtained possession

of Fort Erie, by capitulation. On the 5th, he was met

by Gen. Riall, with about 2000 regulars, militia and

Indians, at Chippawa. The British loss, in killed,

wounded and missing, was 51,5, that of the Americans,

322. On the 8th, Gen. Riall fell back on Fort George,

and on the 9th, to the twenty mile creek, where he re-

ceived reinforcements. The enemy proceeded to invest

Fort George, and committed indiscriminate plunder on

the inhabitants of the frontier. The thriving village of

St. David was entirely destroyed. On the 23d, Gen.

Brown fell back to Queenston, and Gen. Riall advan-

ced. On the 25th, in the afternoon, the two armies

airain met, near the falls. General Riall, after sus-

taining a severe loss, ordered a retreat. Gen. Drum-

mond, who arrived at Fort George that morning, from

York, with reinforcements, ordered an advance. The

Held was gallintly contested till midnight, when the

enemy retired lo his camp, and thence towards Furl
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the 1 1 th, battering cannon were bro*t up from the rear,

and batteries erected by the British. On the 1 1 th, the
British flotilla from Isle aux Noix, came up and attack-

ed the American naval force in the Bay ; the land bat-

teries opened at the same time, and the troops moved to

the assault. When they had reached the heights on
which the American works were situated, victory de-

clared itself in favor of the American naval force. Sir

George Prevost countermanded the order?: for the at-

tack ; the next morning the whole army retreated, and
on the 13th re-entered the Provmce, with a total loss of

235 men, exclusive of deserters, which on this, as on
every other occasion when the British sold? ^rs entered

the enemy's country, was considerable.

On the 17 th Sept. the American forces made a sortie

from Fort Erie, which was repulsed, but with severe loss.

On the 21 st, the British broke up, and retired upon Chip-

pawa, Fort George, and Burlington Heights. On the

17th Oct, Sir James Yeo appeared on the Lake, and

brought reinforcements and supplies to General Drum-
mond, the American squadron, under Chauncey, remain-

ing in Sacket's Harbour. On the 5th Nov. the Ame-
ricans evacuated Fort Erie, the only military post which

they held in the Canadas ; a predatory party which pro-

ceeded from Detroit, and penetrated more than a hun-

dred miles into Upper- Canada, plundering the property,

and destroying the dwellings of the loyal inhabitants,

having also retired on the approach of a British detach-

ment from Burlington Heights.

Michilimacinack, which the American superiority on

Lake Erie and l>ake Huron, enabled them to attack, had

been gallantly defended by Col. M*Doual]. The enemy

burnt the establishment of the North West Company at

Sault St. Marie. The Col. had, however, managed to

send parties of Voyageurs and Indians to the head of the

Missisippi, and captured the post of Prairie du Chien.
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British naval ofTiccrs aud seamen, sent overland from

York, had also captured, in open boats, two Americau

armed schooners on Lake Huron, and preparations wcru

making to secure tlie command of that Lake, and even

recover that of Lake P2rie, with which the former com-

municates by Detroit*

On the 24th December, 1814, a Treaty of Peace be-

tween the United States and Great Britain, was sig^ned

at Ghent ; on the 18th February, 1815, it was rat:r.v:d

and proclaimed at Washington, and on the 9th Marcli

made known at Quebec, by Sir George Prevost.

Neither the close of the war, nor the Treaty, was

considered in Canada as befitting the character of Great

Britain, a nation who had so recently acted the principal

part in reducing the most formidable power that had been

known in modern Europe. Men who had beaten the

most celebrated troops ni the world, io a series of bat-

tles from Gibraltar to Bordeaux, were restrained from

acting against an inferior force at Plattsburg, and de-

feated and destroyed in an attack on mud breast works

at New-Orleans, defended by peasantry and raw levies.

The whole conduct of the war, on the part of Great

Britain, was considered as extraordinary. When Ca-
nada was to be defended, tliere was a deficiency of the

force in whicij England abounded, ships and "eamen,

jeo])ardizing ';he whole country, notwitiistanding the

zeal and loyalty of the people, the many instances

of distinguis^led militarj, ^kiii, and the general gallantry

and persevering end ; ranee of the army. Wlien Britain

could dispose of a force to act offt.'nsively against tlie

United States, a few thousand soldiers were sent to an

open and populous country, where an European army
could operate to advantage, and a large force was sent

against distant frontiers, where a regular force could

neither act nor subsist itself, where, in fact, it was infe-

rior to an equal number ul niiutiamen and sharj)"sho()t-

ers, oi' which duscription all the inhabitants of these

'il#
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frontiers consisted. On the Ocean, Gre\t Biitain ex-

posed the bravest of her sons to be butcliered, or appa-

rently disgra<.'ed, from ati unpardonable ignorance of the

superiority of the enemy's ships over those which were

sent to contend a<rainst them j and to complete the

whole, the officer who had been chiefl} instrumental in

preserving two of lier finest Provinces, was disgraced,

and only a scanty reparation offered to his memory, after

lie had died broken hearted.

The impartial and enlightened historian, is, however,

alone competent to pronounce on these topics. It is

from liis judgment that there is no appeal. Its validity

has no limit but that of the duration of civ'lized society.

The Population of Canada, at the time of the con-
queit, was about 60,000 fouls, including the whole
of the fcttlements to Detroit. At prefent, the po-
pulation of Lowiir-Canada is eftimated at 400,000,
'aoout feven- eighths of which are of French delceni,

and profefs tiie Roman Catholic Religion ; the otlicr

C'^hth is compofeJ of Kngliih, liilb, Scotch, Ger-
nans, Americans, and their defcendawts. Of thele,

iiie Americans are now the moil numerous ; the

next the Scotch. Till recently, the latter have car-

ried on nearly all the exterior trade of Canada, Tliey

now divide it with the Englilh, Irilh &: Americans,

There is hardly an ijillance of the French delcen-

dants, who are, almolt exclufivcly, called Canadians

in the country, being engaged in the external trade
;

they, however, ihare largely in the retail and in-

ternal trade. There are, as yet, no manufadones
of note in Canada ; thofe of leather, hats and papT,

are, however, introduced, and the cloathing ot the

farmers is generally made in their families. There

are two Iron Works in the vicinity of Three Rivers,

l^he landholders are moltly Canadians, or ot Cana-

dian connexions. The lands gtanted b) llie Crown
fiace 1796, arc chiefly held by Britilh ajid Am^ri-
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cans, and fetJled by the latter.* Though thele lands
are very extenfive, they are. not, as yet, of great
value. Almolt the whole of the farmers are Canadi-
ans. Very few of them hold upon leafe. They are

the owners of the foil ; fubjeift only to a very incon-
iiderable annual rent to the Seigneur, or perfon hold-
ing immediately from the Crown, and a fine of a

twelfth upon a change of proprietor by fale, or
a(^ equivalent to a fale ; one-fourth of which
twelfth L ufually dedudled upon fpeedy payment.
The other conditions attached to the ten; re, are

in no wife burthenfomc, according to the cxifting

practice. They chiefly coniiil in havingtheir grain

ground at the feigneurial mill, paying one-fourteeuth
for grinding, and in making and repairing the high-
ways paiTing through their land, and aflilling in the

bye-roads necelTary for the ufe thereof. Lands held

by Roman Catholics, are alfo fubject to the payment
of a Tythe of a twenty^lixth part of all grain, for

the ufe of the Curate, and to affcflTments for the

building and repair of Churches 8c Parfonage Hou-
fes. The trades people, principally, confift of Ca-
nadians and Britifh fettlers (ince the Conqued, and

their defcendants. Labourers are almoft exclutively

Canadians. The mafs of the Canadian population

may, however, be faid to be agriculturalifts. There
is no happier people in the world. Their labour af-

fords them the necefTaries of life t no part of it is tak-

en from themy but what they confider as being for their

own ufe. Amongd them, ambition and vanity rarely

In the ordinary (late of human happinefs, they arc

They are ftrongly at-

tached to their religion, their country, laws, curtoms
and manners 5 and utterly averfe to all innovation.

They partake of the French chara6ler, fomething in

the fame way as the New-Englanders partake of that

of Englifhmen. Both have been modified by circum-
Oances, and now differ from their origin. Where there

is plenty of land to cultivate, the man who lives by la-

bour, depends only on the Almighty and himfelf. In

America, the independent fpirit of EnglilTimcn fome-
times degenerates into licentious coarfenefs j tije fer-

viiity of Frenchmen difappe^rs. The Canadian peafant

acknowledges fuperiors j to them he is refpe(llful, but

he experts a correfponding attention j an omiiiion in

this refpeft, is not ealily forgiven. To hia equaU he
is polite and obliging ; inferiors he kno'./s of none :

what he poirelVes, he owes to his labour, and every well-

behaved perfon enjoys the fame m* ans. If one of them
ferves the other, he is as one of the family. The Ca-
nadian farmer is focial, to a vice; much of his time

is facrificed to this quality. It is this which prevents

the young people from lemoving to a dillance to occupy

new lands ; it is this, alfo, which is the fource of th^t

vilue fet upon the opinion of others, which frequently

degenerates into vanity. In his perfon, he is of the

middle (ize, firmly made, and adVive. There is no peo-

ple capable of greatrr fatigue and privation. In thefe,

the Canadian is fingularly fupported by the gaiety of

his di(pofition. His mind is unimproved ; his ideas

x:on fined j his capacity excellent. In worldly concerns,

he reafons and ads only from his own experience, his

feelings, or fome long rtceiveK maxima. P^e is ex-

tremely miibuHful of what he reads or hearsj. parucu-

larly when it does not come from thofe of hii own tlaii.

6rhC20. IV. cap. 73 and r;th Geo. IV. cap. 114,

both as to the amount of duties and the kind if ar-

ticles permitted to be imported hito the British

North American Colonies from Great Britain and

from Foreign Countries.
