Tho site for tlio cxperiinontal farm for Uritisli Ci)luiiil)ifi was chosen at Agassi?,

in 18S>< and possession was had on September I'.l, 18S9. Agassi/ is located al)OUt

70 miles east (jf Vancouver and in a very central position in the valley of the Eraser in

tlie oast climate. The land consists of about :52r> acres of valley land fronting on the

main line of the Canadian Pacific Uailway and adjoining the station at Agassiz, with

about 8IJ0 acrts of broken mountain land in the rear. Prior to purchase about ."{o acres

of the vallty land had been partly cleared and was more or less under cultivation,

including 3 acres of young orchard.

About 30 acres of the land which had been partly under cultivation was thoroughly

worked up in the autumn of 18811 and prepared for plantitig in the spring of lUOO.

Additional land has been cleared from yeir to year and through the enei'getic action of

the superintendent the clearing has been made to keep pace ni)t otily with the necessities

for orchard planting, but also with the reiiuirenients for experimental work with farm

crojis and tiie raising of supplies for farm animals. The cleared land in the valley at

the present time is about IGO acres of which from GO to 65 acres are occupied by fruit

trees. There are also over 1,000 friiit trees planted in clearings up the sides of the

mountain at (-levations ranging from 150 to 1,100 feet in height.

The work of selecting the" varieties and securing the trees has devolved mainly on

the l>irector, while the planting and care, and the notes on their growth and productive-

ness, with tlic descriptions of the fruits, are entirely the work of the Superintendent.

A In-ight future lies before British Columbia as a fruit growing province, and the

lai'ge collection of varieties now growing at the experimental farm, will provide the

means for securing an amount of accurate information as to the relative (piality and

pi'oductiveness of varieties which will he of untold value to the future fruit growers of

this province. Ah'eady among the new sorts of foreign introduction which have fruited

several have been found of superior character with good shipping qualities and highly

productive. These promise to be of great value to the country.
