Stooking Grain and Tying Knots
Without Fingers.

This is the great week for the reapers
and binders in Ontario; every machine
ought to be going. Fields of cut barley,
oats, wheat, can now be seen from al
the roads of the province, The indica-
tions are of abundant yield in all these
grains, and all of them will carry big
prices.

It is one of the so-called easy jobs to
drive the machine; the harder work falls
to the men who stook or stand the
sheaves into shucks,

‘Three horses abreast make the best
team for the big bindegs generally used
in Ontario, and three fairly light horses
can knock down more grain than the
slower and heavier ones that do most of
the heavy plowing. With two “teams,
one starting in the morning, the other in
the afternoon, and with a change in
drivers, if possible, and the binder tuned
up at all points, two days’ ordinary cut-
ting may be done in one, But the ma-
chine must not stop, even for meals and
feeding—only to change men and horses,

The binder twine must be good, and
the extra balls in casy reach. The great
inventor about the binder was the man

who found out how to tie a knot in the

binder twine without human fingers, The
wiseacres said it could never be done;
but an ingenious Yankee, after watching
his hands doing the thing, found a me-
chanical “contraption” to do it in a little

London, Aug. 4. — On the British
front the Germans have withdrawn
between Montdidier and Moreuil, a
distance o’ ten miles, The French
hold the slopes down to the western
side of the Avre, River.

The situation around Albert is
somewhat obscure, bu: the British
have been closely following the ene-
my, and it is probable that the Ger-
mans have by now evacuated the
ecastern bank of the Avre.: The vil-
lages of amHel and Dornancourt are
in the possession of the allies.

“On the left bank of ¢he Avre, be-
tween Castel and Mesnil-St. Georges,
the Germans were forced to abandon
a part of their positions, We have
occupied Braches and penetrated in‘o
Hargicourt~ We have also advanced
our line tg 4he outskirts of Courte-
manche, We took prisoners.”

BRITISH SHOOT DOWN
SEVEN GERMAN PLANES

London, Aug. 4—~The official state-
ment on aerial operations issued to-
night says:

“Rain and Jow clouds during the
grea‘er part of the day interfered
with work in the air. Five tons o
bombs were dropped by our airmef,
and seven hostile machines and dne
balloon were shot down.

“In spite of a very dark night, five
tons of bombs were dropped by us on
vhe stations at Fives, southeast of
Lille, and Steenwerck. Two day-
flying airplanes and one of our nigh’

bombing machines are missing.”

Apparently the sifuation now has re-
solved itself into a.race for the north-
ern bank of the Aisne River by the
Germans; who hav§ been evicted from
strategic positions along the Vesle
River, in the centre of the line and
directly east of Rheims, which seem-
ingly renders necessary that théy put
the Aisne bétween themselves and
their pursters as gquickly as possible
in order to escape further large losses
of men made prisoner.

Just how large this bag of captives
is at present cannot be reckoned, but
unofficial advices from Paris assert
that when the figures are made pub-
lic they will, thrill the allied world.
General Pershing, in his communica-
tion, says the Americans alone have
taken 8,400 prisoners, and in addition

Captured Fismes.

After hard fighting, the Americans
and French have sifpceeded in taking
from the Germans the Iimportant
Town of| Fismes, once Germany’'s
great ammunition and supply depot,
midway on the railway between Sois-
sons and Rheims, while to the east
at a number of places along the
Vesle River, the French have crossed
the wtream, driving the enemy mnorth-
eastward.

BANED BY U400

Crew Reaches Canadian Port and
Tells the Story of Their
Capture.

A Canadian Port, Aug.
four-masted schooner Dornfontieine,
launched at the Straight Shore, St.
John, a few weeks ago, was cap-
tured and burned to the water's edge
on Friday afternoon by a German
U-boat off the Atlantic coast. The
ship encountered the enemy craft at
noon, and after holding her crew on
board for five hours, the Germans

told them to take to their life-boats
and row for the) nearest shore.
The captain of the Dornfonteine and
his crew arrived in this city about
10 o'clock Saturday evening. They
were none the worse for their ecx-
perience, and went immediately be-
fore the naval authorities to give a
full account of what had happened.
~ It is believed that the unders2a
boat which destroyed the Dornfon-
teine was the U5S6, one of the latest
type of the submarine., After taking
from the ship all her valuables and
foodstuffs, as well as a large quantity
of gasoline, which was stored on
board to be used for motive power
for the hoisting apparatus, the Ger-
mans started a fire in her forecastle,
and another in the after-cabin, and
the schooner burned to the water's
edge.

A member of the crew of the U-
boat stated that there were only four
submarines operating in these wate”s,
but more were expected later, and
other statements easily recognizable
as (erman propaganda,

All but the captain were taken
below in. the hold of the submarine,
while the caplaird remained above.
Altogether they spent five houis in
the bowels of the submarine, and
during this period the crew were
served with . dinner, consisting of
bully beef and rice.

A member of the crew of the
U-boat claimed that it was this very
same boat that laid the mines that
destroyed the United States steamer
San Diego, off the Atlantic coast some
time ago.

British Admiralty Makes Public
Some Facts and Figures
Regarding Navy.

London, Aug. 4—Upon the [fourth
anniversary of Gre Britain’s entry

The British navy, apart from the
American forces which form an in-
tegral part of its fightin strength,
consists at the present ti of war-
ships and auxiliary craft w tal
displacement reaches 6,500,000 tons,
against 2,500,000 in August, 1914, Dur-
ing that perfod about three quarters of
a million tons have been lost, but at
the present day the growth of the fleet
shows an increase of 160 per cent.

Similarly with the personnel. The
original 146,000 officers and men have
grown to 394,000,

As to the means of defence against
submarines, figures are now avalil-
able which show that the convoy sys-
tem has played 4 large part in over-
coming the submarine menace to the
ocean communication of the allies,
Whereas in the period from April to
Junme of last year, before the convoy
system was established, British
steamers sailing to and from (he
United Kingdom in the main ovessea
trades suffered losses thru enemy ac-

Mayor On Job.

Mayor Church was conspicuous in
helping the- police to quell the dis-
turbance. From one crowd to an-
other the mayor passed, urging on
the citizens to disperse in the best
interests of law and order. He gave
instructions to the police to close
Yonge wsireet to pedestrians and
motor cars, from Queen to College
street. At nearly all the places appealed
to by the mayor the crowds moved off,
in a very orderly manner, with oné
exception. At the corner of Albert
and Yonge streets a large crowd had
collected and when the mayor tried
to reason with them groans and cheers
and noises of all description drowned
his voice. It was demanded that the
returned soldiers who had been ar-
rested should be liberated. The mayor
temporized with them, but his efforts
proved of no avail.

The crowd closed in around him, and
as he had been separated from the po-
lice matters locked serious for a few
winutes, However, the police soon
had the crowd under control, and the
mayor again addressed them from the
steps of his motor car. He said that
if the people would disperse he would
attend to the releasing of the men in
custody. After many hoots and jeers,
pringcipally from the many small boys
who comprised in many cases the
iargest part of the crowds, the mayor
went to police station No. 2, where the
soldiers were being held, but after
conferring with the officers in charge
ne decided that the charges were too
serious to allow the men out on bail

Mayor Church Regrets.

Mayor Church regrets that there were
g0 many civilian onlookers injured by
the police in the riots of Saturday
night. He states that this is attributed
to the young men on the force who
have had no experience in work of
this kind: but when he heard that the
civil population not connected with the
rioting was being injured he gave
orders that batons were not to be used
except in emergencies, According to
his statement, 95 per cent. of those
taking part in .the disturbance, were
young men of the rougher element,
many of whom armed themselves with
stoncs. :

It is now said at Paris that the

allies have succeeded in turning the
line of the Ajisne and that, conse-
uently, the Germans will have to fall
ack to their starting points in the
Chemin des Dames. The rapid with-
drawal forced on the Germans in the
past three days has worked tremen-
dous havoc with their war material.
They have by this time lost virtually
al] of the supplies and munitions col-
lected for their intended advance on
Paris, so it is improbable, even if let
alone by Foch, that they will be able
again this yéar to attempt a resump-
tion of the campaign. Abandoned
guns and vast stacks of shells strew
the ground of the allied advance. Thus
Foch has inflicted on them a disaster
analogous to the disaster inflicted on
the Turks northwest of Bagdad by
the late General ude.

Slovaks.

AMERICANS TO HELP,

Allics' Aishat Re-establiching
Country—Will Oust
Germans. '

London, Aug, 4~—The official Gazette
at Tokio last evening published a declar-
ation announcing the impending despatch
of troops to Vladivostok, according to a
cablegram received here today, The
declaration follows @

‘“The Japanese Government, actuited
by sentiments of sincere friendship to-
wards the Russian people, have always
entertained most sanguine of the
speedy re-establishment of order in Rus-
sia, and of the healthy, untrammeled
development of her national life,

“Abundant proof, however, is now af-
forded ‘that the central European em-
pires, taking advantage of the defence-
less and chaotic condition in which Rus-
sia has momentarily> been placed, are
consolidating their hold on that country,
and are steadily extending their activi-
ties to Russia’s eastern possessions. They
kave persistently interfered with the
passage of Czecho-Slovak troops thru
Siberia, In the forces now opposing
these valiant troops, German and Aus-
tro-Hungarian prisohers are freely en-
listed, and they gractically assume a po-
sition of command,

‘“The Czecho-Slovak troops, aspiring
to secure a free and independent exist-
enct for their race, and loyally elpouslag
ustly
command: every sympathy and considera-
tion from the co-belligerents, to whom
their destiny is a matter of deep and
abiding concern.

“In the presence of the danger _to

which the Czecho-Slovak troops actually
are exposed in Siberia at the hands of

the Germans and Austro-Hungarians, the
allies have naturally felt themselves un-
able to view with indifference the unto-
ward course of sevents, and a certain
number of their troops already have been

ordered to proceed to Viadivostok.

“The Government of the United States,
equally sensible of the gravity of the sit-
uation, recently approached the Japanese
Government with proposals for the early
despatch of troops to relieve the preSsure
weighing upon the Czecho-Slovak forces,
The Japanese Government, being anxious
to fall in with the desire of, the American
Government, hAVj decided to proceed at
once to make dispodition .of = suitable
forces for the proposed mission, and a
certain number of these troops will be
sent forthwith’to Viadivostok,

“In adopting this course the Japanese
Government remain constant in their de-
sire to promote relations of enduring
friendship, and they reaffirm thelr
avowed policy of respecting the terri-
torial integrity of Russia and of abgtain-
ing from all interference in her internal
politics, They further declare that upon
the realization of the objects above indi-
catedl they will immediately withdraw

all Japanese troops from Russian terri-

tory, and will Jeave wholly unimpaired

of Russia in all

by members of the association.
Very few claims have do far en
received by the large plate glass in-
surance companies, as few of the men
affected by last night’s raid had any
insurance upon them. The insurance
companies would not be legally re-
sponsible for any damages as their
policies contain a clause which states
they are not to be held liable for
damages caused to pldte glass win-
dows broken in the course of a raid
or riot.

session, dealing with every question

This Moming’s Song Festival

At eleven o'clock this morning m'
Queen’s Park the first attempt will be
made to hold a public song service
such as have been gathering huge
crowds in the large cities of the United
States, for two or three years past.
Some time ago Mr. Claude Bragdon,
the eminent architect of Rochester, N.
Y., gave an address at the Arts and
Letters Club about the wonderful
song festivals that had been held in
Rochester, in Central Park, New York,.
and elsewhere., These were usually
held in the evening and, with remark-
able adjuncts of lighting, formed most
impressive spectacles.

The United States Government
found these festivals so valuable as
a unifying agency that faecilities have
been afforded for adopting the idea
in connection with the army and the
navy. In Philadelphia the organiza-
tion of the “Liberty Sing” Commission
is regarded as a possible first step to
direct government recognition. This
commission is part of the “War Camp
Community Service,” and Mr. Court-
enay Baylor, agent of the Fosdick
Commission, is the head of it.

Mr, Albert N. Haxie has been con~
ducting a community chorus in Phila~
delphia on the lines jaid down by Mr,
Bragdon, and he has been successful
as a leader of the song movement in
the Philadelphia Navy Yard. Small
local groups of singers have gradually
been combined and the Community
Singing Association had already been
organized. “Sings” are being held in
the picture houses and the churches
have also pken up the Iidea. The
main idea is to get the people, wher-
ever gathered together and for what-
ever purpose, to sing.

No one who has not heard ome of
these community choruses has any
right to make any ecriticism orpass
any opinion upon it. There are many
who may jump to conclusions and
condemn it as a fad, but unless the
people of Canada are vastly different
from their neighbors they will be no
less benefited by the movement. Offi-
cials at- Washington are said by Mr.
Baylor to regard the idea as being
likely to become one of the main
factors of war gervice at home.

The idea is for everybody 4o sing,
and whether there be 3000 or 80,000
it is an inspiring result that is in-

The Riots.

A first impulse with many who
read about the deplorable riots of last
week in Toronto will te to condemn
any and every person who had any-
thing to do wi‘h the destructive pro-
ceedings. Nor do we wish in any
degree to condone such a violation of
the standards of decent citizenship.
But there is much more £0 be con-
sidered than the unruly perpetrators
of “he series of outrages, They were
not undertaken without some cause
which appeared more or less reason-
able ,to them; they were not con-
trolled by the authorities’ who are
understood to have them in charge
and conirol; and they have been
making their plaint on the main
question underlying the situation 7Zor
a long time past without receiving
any attention.

Such socfal ebullitions are never
wi‘hout cause, and it is in no spirit
of condonation of the things that
have been done that the necessity of
dealing with “he causes behind must
be recognized. Remedial measures
are a thousand times more effectual
than repressive measures, and as far
as we can judge it is repressive mea-
sures alone that have beem resorted
to, It is right and necessary that
i%.cw should be used, tho not in such
4 spirit of brutality as there has been
evidence of; but unless the cause can
pe reached and treated, repressive
measures will not eradicate the dan-
ger.

It is a danger. When such a mob
spirit goes uncontrolled almost any-
thing is possible, and even this know-~
ledge may make the authorities re-
luctant to grapple with the situation.
There must be no hesitation in deal-
ing with' the lawlessness, but there
should be no more hesitation in going
%0 the root of the trouble. The dis-
erimination exercised by the rioters
was very marked, and the reason for
that is not undiscoverable, nor, in-
deed, unknown.

Large Proportion of Honors
Gazetted Falls to Cana-
dians.

Canadian Assoclated Press Cable,
London, Aug. 4~—The prominent part
taken by the Canadian air service is
strikingly fllustrated in the London
Gazette today, a large proportion of
the honors therein confer alling to
Canadians. The following ards are

given:

Distinguished Service Order—Lieut,
Fred McCall formerly of Alberta, who
accounted for 14 of the enmemy ma-
chines, destroying four during a morn-
ing patrol and another in the even-
ing, in each case at point blank range.

Distinguished Flying Cross—Major
Willlam Bishop, who destroyed 25
German machines in 12 days. “His
value as a moral factor in the air
force cannot be overestimated.” Ideut.
Lowerison Brown, formerly of the
Canadian supply column, who was at-
tacked by two triplanes and four bi-
planes. His tank caught fire, also 50
holes were made in his machine, He
reached our lines after a quarter of an
hour of fighting, then returned, and
reached 19,000 feet to complete his
photography. Capt. William Fulton
Cleghorn of Dovercourt road, Toronto,
who participated in 59 bhombing raids,
dropping 68 bombs in his last engage-
ment, altho attacked by a large num-
ber of enemy aircraft, three of whom
he destroyed and downed filve more.

LIMITED INTERVENTION
IN SIBERIA DECIDED

Washington, Aug. 4.—DOfficial state-
ments by the Amerlc&ﬁ*nd Japanese
governments, made here“today, an-
nounce that the plans “or ex'ending
military aid to Russia in Siberia will
be undertaken by the United States
and Japan alone, with the other al-
llﬂ co-belligerents assenting in prin-
ciple.

The Uni‘ed States and Japan will
each send “a few thousand men” to
Viadivostok to act as a common force
in occupying and safeguarding the
city and protecting the rear of the
westward-moving Czecho - Slovak
army.

While the United Sta‘es and Japan
are extending ald to the Czecho-Slo-
vak army in Siteria, the TUnited
States will continue to co-operate
with the allies operaling from Mur-
mansk and Archangel. The only pres-
ent objects of the Japanese-Ameri-
can forces will be to give such. aid
and protection as is possible to the
Czecho-Slovak forces. against the
armed body of German and Austrian
prisoners of war.
