All the mills along the Hurom shore
are d upon Canada for lugs.
If the United es attemp:s to pre-
tect American lumber by imposing a
tax upon Canadfan lumber, which Is
now shipped into this State in such
large quantities, the Canadians will
put an expost +tax upon Canadian
logs. This will compel Michigua mills
to remove to Canada. This is the ar-
gument Mr. Hopkins will employ. On
the other hand, the oppopents of the
present free lumber say that the Mi-
chigan mills are going there as it is,
that it is impossible for them to coin-
pete with Canmadian lumber. It is in-
timated that the only purpase of the
lumbermen im retaining the present
Wilson bill schedule, which admits
lumber free, is in order thatthe Michi-
gan lumbermen may remove their
mills to Canada and still have a free
market in this country.

ALGER AND WHITNEY.

Two so prominent men as Gen. Al-
ger and David Whitney take directly
opposite views of this important ques-
tion, two men whose interests in lum-
ber and vision 'as to the final effect of
legislation upon these interests are as
wide as those of any two men in the
United States. Gen. Alger disclaims
any direct interest in the present or
proposed legislation. He has no mills
in Michigan. - He owns pine lands in
Canada, it .is known, but he declares
it makes no difference whether that
pine is manufactured in Canada or
this country. ‘““There are two sidés to
this question,”” said Gen. ‘Alger -this
morning. “It is a question that re-
qQuires careful consideration and dis-
cussion. I am a protectionist, you un-
derstand, so that it seems rather in-
consistent in me to favor now free
trade in lumber, but swhat shall and-
what shall not be taxed upon the prin-
ciple of a protective tariff is a prac-
tical ‘not a

difficulty. I should eay a protective
tariff is all right. I don’t say it is
not all right now, but we are largely
dependent on Canada for our logs.
More than half of the lJumber that is
manufacturéd in the eastern half of
the State comes from Canada in the
form of logs. The Cheboygan mills
have not a foot of pine that does not
comre from Canada. It is very largely
80 at Alpena and Tawas and Saginaw.
If we should put a duty on Canadian
lumber I have no doubt that Can-
ada would retaliate by putting an ex-
port duty upon logs. It's the law of
self-protection. The result would be
that the Michigan Ilumber industry
would be tyansferred to Canada.”
Gen. Alger, who has been widely
mentioned as a probable member of
President-elest McKinley’s Cabinet,
says, considering the relations of the
United States with Cuba, he ‘would
not favor a recognition of’ the inde-
pendence of Cuba until the Cubans
had at least established a seat of gov-
ernment. He would not favor pur-
chasing Cuba, as he believes she would
be a great burden to the United States,

failures that ever occurred in this
country took place in the village of
Formosa during the past week. For
over thirty-five years Mr. Franci
Xavier Messnen has been king of the
village. Rich, pious, benevolent, kind-
hearted, clever and industrious, Mr.
Messner was held in universal esteem |
and trusted with unbounded confidence. |
His house was never without -one or |

more orphan children, 'whom he reared |
and startéd comfortably in life. 'H‘isf
’hﬁﬁ‘ was always open to the calls of
chayity. He contributed generously to |
the church and gave lavishly to char-
itable institutions all over Canada.
THE COMMUNITY STUNNED.

The announcement, therefore, that
he had been compelled to assign fdirly
stunned the community. And well it
might, for hé was the trusted custo-
dian of everybody’'s money. Formosa
is a German village, situated in/the
midst of a rich and prosperous fairm-
ing community. It possesses one of the
finest Roman Catholic churches in Can-
ada, and all the people in the village
and country sground are of the same
faith.  For t h\o:t part they are
German Alsatians by birth or parent-
age.  They are models of industry,
sobriety and piety. Every m g of
their lives the whole village d coun-
try around before beginning the labors
of the day attend religious service in
the church, The place is in fact like a
slice of mediaeval Europe transplanted
to Canada, and looking strangely out
of harmony with the modern surround-
ings of the nineteenth century.

La Patric's Editor Complains of A Want of
Pairiotic Teaching in the Schools
of the Country.

Montreal, Dec. 27.—(Special.)—Mr. G.
Langlois, editor-in-chief of La Patrie,
has an article in his paper on national
education, _¢omplaining that  the
schools of this country do mnot form
people to be Canadians before every-
thingeelse. He says: “The: schools in

Frenchmen, and those of England to
be’ Englishmen,” and he asks can the
same be said of schools in Canada.
He proceeds to deplore the fact that
the schools do not inspire young hearts
with patriotism, and adds that these
young hearts-do not beat the same in
Montreal, Toronto, Quebec, Halifax
and Vancouver. In the English pro-
vinces, the writer ‘goes on to say, it
is the British feeling that predomi-
nates rather than the Canadian, while
here in Quebec the pedble have been
taught to look upon the English with
suspicion, rather than to realize the
fact that destiny has united us under
one flag and to live like brothers, He
bames a good deal those people who
‘have been attacking the French race
@nd the Frencn tongue, just as if it
made any difference regarding loyalty
10 one’s country which language is
spoken and to which race one belongs.
*“We are French,” adds Patrie, ‘“be-
fore being Canadians, d .they are
English before. being Canadians. On-
tario is not our common country and
Quebec is not theirs. This is not our
fault, neither is it theirs; it is ome re-
sult of 'a harrow and bigoted system
created in our country by marrow and
bigoted minds. Let our English friends
in the other provinces,” he says, ‘“‘be-
gin to be Canadigns and realize once
and for all that Quebec will remain
French in language and blood without
preventing us from assuming our part
in the development of this country.”

THE OLD PED'S LONG WALK.

New York, Dec. 27.—Edward Peyson Wes-
ton, the famous old-time pedestrian, who
started on Friday night In the Ice Palace
to show to the athletic world that he
could walk 112 miles, or very near it, with-
in 24 hours, despite his 58 years, failed to
reach the standard. e stopped at 9.56.30
o'clock last evening, with 103 miles and
2 laps to his credit—a performance that is
really ren*rk‘ble when his age is con-
sidered. he "veteran was going like a
well-regulated machine at 5 p.m., being
four miles ahead of his schedule,with every
prospect of covering a greater distance
by several miles than he had set out to
tramp. Within 15 minutes, however, his
wonderful strength faltered, a .dizziness
overpowered him and he was assisted from
the track as weak as a baby. Ready hands
worked over him under Dr. Taylor's direc-
tion, and soon the wonderfulyold man was
up again and asking what it was all about.
Within half an hour he was eager to start
again, but Dr. Taylor restrained him, and
it was not until after 50 minutes had pass-
ed that he was allowed to, continue his
journey. He then appeared somewhat dis-
couraged, but, cheered on by numerous
friends, he soon struck his old-time gait,and
save for another stop of 25 minutes kept
bravely up to the end. In the closing min-
utes of his self-imposed task, he walked
with surprising strength, making his one
hundredth mile, for instance, in 11 minutes
and 22 seconds. During the 23 hours 56%
minutes that the contest lasted, Weston
was off the track but 1 hour and 45 min-
utes.

Twenty-six years ago last May ‘he walk-
ed 100 miles in this city in 21 hours and
38 minutes. When Weston stopped last
night he was apparently all right physical-
ly, but very tired.

Our friends the lawyers are mot
backward in looking after their own
jterests. The profession of law is pro-
¢ by one of the most arbitrary
trades unions that have ever existed.
This trades’ union is backed up by
Acts of Parliament, Federal and Pro-
vincial, It is entrenched, behind a
veritable Chinese Lwyers them-
selves possess the keys of the gates
that give access to the fortress. The

quently in the hands of & powerful
monopoly. This monopoly regulates its
c¢harges according to an arbitrary
standard, not according to the well-
recognized law of supply end demand.
It is as jealous of #ts privileges as it
is aggressive. In the court.room the
profession has usurped ' everything in
sight. The lawyer forgets that he ob-
tains a locus standi in the court room
merely because he represents one of
the parties to a suit. He is there by
courtesy, more than by right.’ The
profession, however, has arrogated to
itself an authority that makes it al-
most absolute, in the court room. The
lawyer in the court room assumes the
role of the old-time dominie with fire
in his eye and stick in hand. Jurors,
witnesses, plaintiffs, defendants, every-
one, must keep still as mice while
the man in the gown blows off steam.
If a witness attempts to, make a joke
the dominie reminds him that he is on
his oath, that ‘the court room Is no
place for pleasantry—tells him, in fact,
to shut up.” If such a warning does
not produce the desired effect the do-
minie appeals to the court and asks to
mave the witness committed for con-
tempt. The dominie has usurped all
the buffoonery, all the ridicule, all the
sarcasm of the court room to himself.
He can joke with the witnesses ad lib.
He can ridicule everyone except the
Judge (Who himself is a member of the
trades union). In fact the lawyer
values his services according to his
proficiency in ridicule -and his aptitude
for cracking jokes. An incident ac-
curred in the London election trial the
other day that exemplifies the point
we desire to make. Mr. B. B. Osler
was having some fun with, a witness,
and it is said to have been very fine
sport. The questioning led to the
statement that there were mattresses
in the Conseryative hall thé night be-
fore the election, and the eminent Q.
C. sald, “ Were the mattresses in the
room filled with men?’ to which wit-
ness replied, “ No, they were filled with
straw or hay; I don’'t know which.”
This elicited the respomse from the
Queen’s counsel, “You're very clever,
aren’t you?"’ ¢

On behalf of a long-suffering public
The World protests against the arro-
gant assumption of the lawyer in t.h’
court room. The lawyer has no more
right to insult a witness than a wit-
ness hgs to insult a lawyer. The law-

a witness than is the witness to joke
with a lawyer. The witness has a
perfect right to pay back the foremsic
bully in his own  coin, whether that
coin be in the shape of ridicule, wit or
sarcasm. It is well for the lawyer to
remember that he comies neither legal-
ly nor meorally by his dictatorial airs.
He has usurped them. The judge nat-
urally sympathizes with a trades’ union
of which he once was a member.
rarely inteiferes to protect a witness
or client. He allows them to be kicked
and cuffed like criminals. It is high
time the forensic bully were repressed.
If he wants to turn the court room
into a prize-ring why doesn't ‘he take
his punishment like a man, instead of
hiding behind his gown when he gets
an unexpected blow between the eyes?

TRAE BISHHOPS SHOULD BE DISCIPLINED.

The priest in politics is responsible
for the biggest part of the Manitoba
school nuisance, If it had mot been
for the hierarchy of Quebec and Mani-+
toba the country would have been
saved five years of strife and bitter-
ness. The priest has the same right
as any other citizen to vote and to
discuss political questions on their
| merits. But the law declares that he
has mo right to use his authority as
a priest or bishop to influence voters
by spiritual threats and intimidation.

Worse Than a Fever.

Great Scott! Does he not know that
even under ordinary -circumstances,
and without any crgge as there
is now for investing in gold mines and
stocks, no power on earth, or mining
dlaw, or anything else can keep men
from searching for gold wherever they
can find it In the Transvaal the in-
Justice and extortions of the Boers are
hard to bear, but gold mining goes on
there all the same and on a great
scale. In Western Australia the burn-
ing heat of the desert and other hard-
ships do not deter men from working
its good reefs. In Madagascar, South
America and other barbarous countries
the deadly fevers, wild beasts and sav-
age natives are encountered for the
sake of gold. And in Alaska and other
northern regions the gold-seekers climb
over glaciers and almost impassable
mountain ranges in order to get to the
placer grounds. But what all such
difficulties, obstacles and dangers can-
not do in other parts of the world the
Ontario Government has done in this
district by simply péssing an .Order-
in-Council withdrawing mineral lands
from sale.

The P 's False Clal

Then the Premier in the course of his
speech enlarged upon the many steps
the Government had taken to ‘aid the
mining industry in the past few years.
They had bulit roads, he said, and
subsidized rallways to mining districts.
We do not know what the Government
may have done in this way in other
sections of the Province, but in this
district we have no mining roads wor-
thy of the name. The diamond dril
was next mentioned, and he seemed to
be rather surprised that “it stands idle
most of the time.” ' But mining men
here say that the Government condi-
tions for using it are entangled with
too much red tape. He also said ‘that
“Crown Lands agencies in all mining
districts bave been made mining agen-
cies”” What he mcant by * mining
agencles” we do not know, but the
Crown Lands agent in this district has
never been authorized to do anything
with mineral lande, All information
about mining claims must be obtained
from the Bureau of Mines in Toronto,
and all-sales are made from there.

Why Mining Mecn Swear,

In speaking ‘of the royalty, Mr.
Hardy said that some Americans who
came to Ontario as explorers had made
the air almost blue with their impreca-
tions against it. He ought to know
that a good many Canadian prospectors
are doing the very same thing. And
no wonder. The folly and injustice of
puiting a special tax on the newest
and most hazardou# industry in the
country need not be pointed out. The
Government should foster our poor
mining industry at the stant instead
of hampering it with restrictions of all,|
kinds. In commenting on the Pre-
mier’s speech The  Globe estimated
that the royalties on our gold mines
alone would amount to $150,000 a year
in a very short time, -but this sum is

The Mate of the Herbert Fuller Could Not

Boston, Dec. 26.—Mate Thomas Bram of
the barquentine Herbert Fuller, when he

Court room this morning, found his way
obstructed by the largest crowd.that has
yet been in attendance on this remarkable
trial, and many were excluded from the.
court room for lack of room. On resum-
ing. the witness stand, defendant denied
that any angry words had between
bim and the second mate, as has been al-
leged by the witness for the Government.
The manner in which the tumber was stor-
ed on the deck and its relation to the win-
dows of the cabin and its rooms were des-
cribed by the witness substantially as on

. his direct examination. He repeated, by
direction of the District Attorney, what he
had told on Thursday regarding the events
of the night of the murder, but though
the cross-examination was. searching and
direct he did not vary In the slightest
from his previous testimony. fther was
anything new developed. Du i
amination the defendant maintained
confident and self-contained attitude that
has characterized his appearance since he
took the witness stan on - Wednesday
morning.

Mr. Hoare resumed the examination of
Bram this afternoon by putting a series

- of quesflons in regard to the log-book and
the loose leaves” In the book. Bram re-
lated the positions of the bodies and the
marks and scratches in the rooms. He al-
so described where the blood was found,
and he sald he looked the place over to
learn all he could. He,was In the cabin
when the bodies were brought up, and he
followed up each . He mever asked
Monks  to tear up the statement first
drawn, which contained the theory of the
triple. murder.— Witness said he thought
the statement. correct at the time, but
Iater in the afternoon began to think dif-
ferently. He sald he did not suggest to
Monks to write that he was sick, and he
sighed on general principles.

Bram was asked what course he was on
on the day after the tragedy. He asked
for the log-book, and here both sides got
into a discussion over the right to refer to
it. PFinally he was allowed to tell the
course, which was about southeast. The
matter of lashing the wheel was again
reverted to. but Bram only repeated his
former testimonv. The withess was again
asked if he told Lohae, ‘“If we don’t get
Brown gullty we will all get two years
each.” Rram emphatically said “No.”

. Thus the accused went through another
day’s trying ordeal without flinching in
his testimonv. The court adjourned until
10 o'clock Monday.

A rescuing party re-
ported that they could hear men groaning,
and it is believed that Mr. Maule may be
rescued alive. The work 18 being pushed
to the utmost, and they hope to bring oth-
ers to the top before to-morrow.

LEFT§23 DEAD.

More Skirmishing im Cuba—Spanish Claim
Victory and Cabans Say it
Was a Massacre.

Havana, Dec. 26.—News from Mantua, in
the_l’rovince of Pinar del Rio, gives the
details of an encounter on Dec. 20 between
Lieut. JLlamio, commanding a body of local
guerillas and volunteers. The Spanish
force, arriving at a place called Dancho,
found an insurgent camp, from which they
were fired upon.” The soldiers returned the
fire, whereupon the rebels fled in disorder,
leaving 23 dead on the field, The arms and
effects of the insurgents were captured and
thelr camp destroyed. Eight of the dead
rebels were Identified, but who the others
killed were is unknown to the people resid-
ing in the locality. The Government forces
sustained no loss. .

This information comes from a Spanish
source, and it is added that by the defeat of

were found is entirely clear of insurgents.
It i8 learned from other sources that the
affair was similar to others, and that the
dead rebels were simply paciﬂcol, who had
no means of defending themselves against
the Government troops.

Last night bands of rebels fired on the
towns of Santiago de Los Vegas, Rancho
Boyerer and Calabasar, all in the Province
of Havana. The attacks caused great ex-
citement among the inhabitants, whe feared
that the insurgents were aple to raid the
towns and give them to the flames. After
firihg a few shots, which were productive
of no results beyond scaring the people,
the rebels withdrew.

The latest report concerning the move-
ments of General Weyler, wno was en-
camped near San  Cristobal,  is that he
marched to-day. - No information is given
regarding his objective point. He has had
ho encounter with the enemy since his re-
turn to the Province of Pinar del Rio from
Havana, notwithstanding his elaborate plan
of campaign, which necessitates the use of
30,000 troops.
