A prominent Spanish General says that before Don Carlos could 
cut any ligure in Spanish polities, the present Government and the 
Monarchy would have to be swept away, and that there would be a 
Provisional and probably a Republican form of Government, headed by 
Castelar.

The Ithacans finished In excellent shape, 
not only rowing their traditional twelve 
strokes after crossing the finish line, but 
also pulling their boa* back to quarters, 
two miles up the river. Yale was pretty 
well tired out by numerous spurts, and 
Capt. Whitney especially showed the ef­
fects of his hard work, while Harvard 
showed surprising physical strength at the 
finish. The race, a half a mile from the 
atari, was practically a procession, Cornell 
holding Yale well and both Increasing their 
lead over Harvard.

A spurt by Yale at the 114 and another 
at the 3)4 cut down the lead of Cornell to 
some extent, but the last one was a fear­
ful strain on the New Haven men, and 
Cornell made up the lost ground, dashing 
over the line at a rattling gait. If the 
weather conditions had been slightly bet­
ter there would have been nothing to ask 
for, but the wind, which all the morning 
had been light from the north, suddenly 
changed an hour before the start, and 
came up fresh from the southwest, cut­
ting up the lower part of the river, and 
making the Cornell coarse very lumpy. 
Fortunately, the wind did not reach the 
upper part of the river until after the 
crews started, so that the first mile and a 
half was rowed In comparatively smooth 
water. It was off the Navy Yard that the 
course was the worst, and, although great­
ly to the disadvantage of Cornell, that crew 
did not seem to mind It In the last, and, In 
fact, Increased their lead by over four 
seconds at this point.

THE DEMAND FOR ELECTRICITY.
Mr. James Milne; the electrical expert, 

who has just made a report to Mayor 
Shaw, says that the demand for electric 
power above that already supplied by 
the electric companies would not exceed 
a daily average of 1200 horse power. 
The limit of the encroachment of elec­
tricity into steam has been reached, 
he says, and any further use of electric 
power for 
would have to come from other indus: ries 
than those at present located here, and 
even then it would only come from 
small users of power. This may be an 
expert opinion, but it is not a sensible 
one. Mr. Milne seems .to think Toronto 
should stand still and do nothing, while 
other places act and go ahead. There 
was no demand for electricity at 
Niagara Falls; N.Y., but when cheap 
power could be had manufacturers went 
there to get it. The Lachine Hydraulic 
and Power Company, about seven miles 
from Montreal, has a capacity of 25,000 
horse power and it does not complain 
that any of Its electricity is goin#f to 
waste; the Royal Electric Co. of Mont­
real, which already supplies many 
thousands of horse power to Montreal 
manufacturers, is constructing, works at 
Chambly Falls,about twenty miles away, 
which will give it an extra capacity of 
25,000 horse power for delivery in Mont­
real and the stock of the company is

)One result of the struggle for supremacy 
between City Treasurer Ooady and Tax Col­
lector Patterson has been the unearthing 

. of various lrregul 
the collection of
1896, when Mr. Patterson took office as 
City Tax Collector, and began the system 
of consolidating the bookkeeping connect­
ed therewith. Before that time It had been 
the practice for each collector to keep his 

books. Strangely coincident with the 
present civic row, the City Auditors have, 
after a lapse of two years, now discovered 
defalcations amounting to something over 
$3000 in the books of three collectors. Of 
this amount ex-Collector Matson or his 
sureties are responsible fèr $2686.68; ex- 
Collector Woods or his sureties $349.60, and 
ex-Collector Vance or his sureties for 
$364.03. The matter became public pro­
perty when it leaked out that the Mayor 
had received yesterday morning a report 
from the auditors, accompanied by the fol­
lowing letter from 
which will explain the situation:

Explanatory Letter.
City Treasurer’s Office, Toronto, June 22, 

1808. „ a 
John Shaw, Esq., Mayor, Chairman Board 

of Control, Toronto;
Dear Sir,—Referring to the matter of 

balances due the corporation by certain 
froliectors of taxes, on which I had taken 
action some time ago, I this day ad 
dressed a letter on the subject to the 
City Auditors, of which the following is 
a copy: f
“City Treasurer’s Office, Toronto, Jane 

22, 1808.
“Messrs. William Anderson and W. W. 

Joues, City Auditors:
“Gentlemen,—Replying to your letter 

in relation to. tax collectors' returns for 
the year 189-5 and other matters, in re­
spect of which we had several confer­
ences lately, I beg to say that .every 
collector’s return for 1895 was deposit- 
ed in this office on or before April 30, 
1896, and, as you are aware, nearly 
three-fourthc of the rolls and final re­
turns were formally closed, and sworn 
to in the year 1896. and two werë final­
ly closed In January, 1897,""and 
avoidably delayed ‘until October, 
•remaining rolf, that of Ward 5, is not 
yet -sworn ta There is still a balance 
due by the collector (J. B. Matson),

. which, after taking into account cer­
tain moneys coming to him from the 
corporation, leaves the net amount still 
due (ns nearly as can be ascertained) 
$2686.68. The collector claims, that some 
mistake has occurred, and that he has 
every hope that the matter will be satis­
factorily straightened out. He is just 
>n the point of closing up some corpor- 

contracts, and will appoint a 
petent person «‘n conjunction with one 
>f my clerks, to make a thorough ex­
amination of his rolls. I may say that 
he has been a collector for nine years, 
during which time he has been entrust­
ed with the collection of over two mil­
lions of dollars, and has always given 
entire satisfaction. Upon discovering 
the shortage,. I notified the City Solici­
tor, and the sureties were notified, and 
consented to allow him what time he 
required to satisfy them that a mistake 
bad been made or otherwise. They 
state to me that they are satisfied that 
some error has occurred, as they believe 
the collector to be a man of the highest 
Integrity. In the Interest of the c.tÿ it 
was not deemed advisable to make any 
public reference to the matter up to the 
present time.

“In regard to Items said to be owing 
by collectors, not returned to the dtty. 
my arrears tax clerk has looked into 
the matter,- and informs me that the 
collector for the two northerly divisions 
of Ward 5 (J. G. Woods), Is oWlng thç 
sum of $349.66 (not Including Interest), 
which the collector disputes owing to 

u alleged errors In tax bills, etc.,
holds contra accounts for more 'than 
double the rftiiount, for refunds and oth­
er disbursements made at various times 
on behalf of the corporation a consid­
erable proportion of which I am and al­
ways have been prepared to allow. The 
collector has been employed fourteen 
years, and has been entrusted with the 
collection of over $1,500,000, and gives 
security.

“The collector for the southerly divi­
sion of Ward 1 (Vance), I am also In­
formed, is still owing the trifling sum 
of $264.03 (with interest), which lie dis­
putes, and wants time to adjust, claim­
ing that errors have occurred. He has 

yfÿeen employed for nine years, and has 
\ been entrusted with the collection of 

about $750,000, and furnishes security.*

I have no suspicion that these errdfct 

are the result of dishonesty, on the part 
of the collectors, but rather errors caus­
ed by Inefficient bookkeeping, as many 
men who are Indifferent bookkeepers 
are well qualified for the duty of col­
lector when separated from the work of 
bookkeeping.
