The Government deeply regrets the
withdrawal, as the Government under-
stands it, of the invitation contained in
the British despatch of Aug. 23, and the
substitution in place thereof of an en-
tirely new proposal.

The proposals, now fallen through, con-
tained in the Transvaal despatches of
Aug. 19 and Aug. 21 were elicited from
this Government by suggestions made by
the British diplomatic agent at Pretoria,
Mr. Conyngham Greene, to the Transyaal
State Secretary, Mr. F. W. Reitz, sug-
gestions’ which this Govcmmont acted
upon in good faitk-and .after sffecialty
ascertaining whether they would be like-
ly to- prove acceptable to the British
Government. -This Government had by
no means an intention to raise again
needlessly the qumestion of its political
status, but acted with the sole object of
endeavoring, by the aid of the local
British agent, to put an end to the
strained condition of affairs,

Made Proposal at a Risk,

This was done in the shape of a pro-
posal which to this Government secms,
both as regards its spirit and form, to

" be so worded as, relying upon intima-
tions to this Government, would satisfy

Her Majesty's Government. This Gov-

ernment saw a difficulty as to the ae-

ceptance of these proposals by the people
and Legislature of the Transvaal, and
also contemplated possible dangers con-
nected therewith but risked making them
on account of a sincere desire to secure

Peace, and because assured by Mr. Cham-

berlain that such proposals would not

be deemed a refusal of his proposals,

but would be settled on their merits.
Sticks to the Joint Commission.

As regards the joint commission, the
Transvaal adheres to the acceptance of
the invitation thereunto given by Her
Majesty's Government, and cannot un-
derstand why such commission, which
before was deemed necessary to explain
the complicated details of the seven
years' law, should now be deemed un-
mecessary, and why it should now, with-
out such enquiry, be thought possible
to declare it inadequate.

A Misapprehension !

Further, there must be a misapprehen-
slon, if it be assumed that this Govern-
ment was prepared to lay proposals for
a five years' franchise, and a quarter
representation of the new population
before the Volksraad for unconditional
acceptance. As to the language, this
Government never made any offer such
as Is referred to, considering, as it did,
such a measure both unnecessary and
undesirable. =
Won't Accept Other Conditions.

The proposed conference, as distinct
from the joint commission of enquiry,
this Government is likewise not unwiil-
Ing to enter upon; but the difficulty is
that an acceptance thereof is made de-
pendent upon the acceptance on the side
of the Transvaal of precedent conditions,
Which this Government does not teel at
Hberty to submit to the Volksraad, and,
Woreover, the subjects to be discussed
8t the conference remain undefined.

This Government ardently desires, and
gladly accepts, arbitration, as its tirm
utention is to adhere to the terms of
the London Convention of 1884,

Thirteen of Them, However, Went
Into Town Yesterday Fully Armed
and There Was a Row.

RUNNING FIGHT IN THE STREETS

In the Chase Down the Railroad
Track the Execution Was Done
—Soldiers Again Called Out,

Carterville, Ill., Sept. 17.—Carterville was
te scene of a bloody riot about noon to-
day,” In which six negroes were Instantly
killed and one fatally wounded, while two
others recelved slight wounds. Trouble has
been brewing since the militia was recalled
by Governor Tanner last Monday. The
white miners of tlus place have refused to
allow the negro miners to come into town,
always meeting them and ordering them
back. To-day, however, 13 negroes, all arm-
ed, marched into town, going to the Illi-
nois Central depot, where they exchanged
a few words wicth the white miners. Then
the negroes pulled their revolvers and open-
ed fire on the whites, who returned the fire,
A running fight was kept up. The negroes
scuttered, some beilng closely followed by
the whites up the main street, while the
remainder fled down the raflroad track.
Here the execution was dome, All who
went through town escaped.

Dead Bodies Picked Up.

After the fight was over four dead bodies
were picked up and another mortally
They were taken to the (it
Hall, where the wounded man was attend-
ed to, and an Inquest was held over the
dead ones. Two more dead negroes were
found late to-night rear the Brush mines,
swelling the total killed to six.

Superintendent Donnely of the Brush
mines, where the negroes reside, reports
that the negroes are worked into a frenxy
and that, walle he is doing all in his power
to hold them in check, he is afraid he can-
not do so much longer. ;

O, A. PILLSBURY 1S DEAD.
The Great Miller of Minneapolis
Taken Off by Heart Disease,

Minneapolis, Minn., Sept. 17.—C. A. Pills-
bury of this city, the well-known miller,
died about 6.30 this evening of heart dis-
ease,

Charles Alfred Pillsbury was born at
Warner, Merrimac County, N. H.,, Oct.v 3,
1642, He graduated from Dartmouth Col-
iege at the age of 21. 8ix years later he en-
guged in mercantile pursuits in Montreal
and Sept. 22, 1866, he married Miss Mary
A. Stinson of Goffstown, N.H. After com-
ing to Minneapolis in 1869 Mr. Pillsbury
borght an interest in a small flour mill at
St. Anthony Falls, and within the next few

years made great improvements in milling.

By 1890, when purchased by an English
syndicate, the Piilsbury interests had grown
to enormous proportions. A system of ele-
vators was purchased In connection witn
the mills. His Pillsbury “A" mill, capa-
city 7000 barrels per day, is said to be the
largest mill in the world, In 1890 Mr. Pills-
bury retired from the conduct of his milling
interests, but remained as the manager of
the property for some time, but his heaith
failed and he retired from active business
about 18 months ago. Last spring he re
tvrned from an extended Buropean trip.
Mr. Pillshrry held public office but once,
that of Slate Senator for ten years. He

Explorations Made in the Nor-
thern Waters During a

Fifteen Months’ Trip.
TRIP UP HUDSON'S STRAITS

-

Several New Rivers Were Discovered
on the Easte_rn Coast of
the Bay.

ALL SORTS OF FISH WERE FOUND

Spent Last Winter in Snow Houses
on the Great Whale River—
Six Hours of Daylight,

Ottawa, "Hept. 17.—Mr.A. P, Low of the
Gevlogical Survey has returned to-the city
from Hudson Bay, where he has been on
an exploring trip for the past 15 months.
Mr. Low left Ottawa in the spring of 1808,
and traveled to the Aflantic coast, where
he took the Hudson Bay steamer. He went
up the Hudson Straits to the eastern

mouth, where the party ‘took a yacht and
started to explore. e

On the way up the straits Mr. Low says
that very little Ice was encountered, apd
that there is nothing to hiader any vessel
from navigating the straits at that season
of the year.

Down to Great Whale River,
When they left the steamer, Mr. Low's
party started down the east coast of the

Hudson Bay, and explored down to Great
Whale River. This portion had never been
explored before, and several large rivers
were discovered. In the bay all sorts of
fish were to be found, especially at the
mouths of the rivers. The fish discovered
were Arctic salmon, whitefish and trout. In
the bay a quantity of cod svere found. My,
Low thinks that these fisheries are worthy
of further Investigation, An inland fishery
in this part, Mr. Low says, would undount.
edly pay well.
Only Six Hours of Daylight.

The winter of 1808 was spent on Great
Whale River, where the arty were quar-
tered In snow ‘houses. There are only six
hours of daylight during the winter days
in this region, so that the party was pre-
vented from dolng mmeh wor! This sum-
mer Mr. Low and his party did considerable
Anlond exploriug, and found a quantity of
valuable minerals, which he will give full
detalls of in his report. :

RODE ON A C.P. R. TIMBER CAR.

A Beef Train Ran Into It and Dis-
placed the Heavy Load—
Chatham His Home,

Toronto Junction, Sept. 17.—(Special.)—
Albert B. Nash, a resident of Winot, Neb.,
who of late has been living with his family
and parents at Chatham, Ont., met with
Instant death about 1.30 this morning whilst
stealing a ride on the C. P. R. near Galt.
Nash erept into the vacant space in an N.
O & N. W. car attached to Allan’s special,
which was loaded with squared timber for

the American market. The train was com-
ing east on Galt bridge, when it was over-
tiken by a beef train and a rear-end col-
lislon occurred, in which the engine of the
beet train was somewhat damaged, and
the cars on Allan’s speclal very much
shaken,
The accident was not further thought of
until car examiner Jolly, in examining the
cars, saw blood trickling from the timber
car, and on further examination saw the
arm of a man. Dr. G. W. Clendenan, cor-
oner for the county, and Police Constaple
Hurper were at once notified, and on going
over to the station gave ordes to have the
lumber removed. The body was soon extri-
cated and placed in the baggage room,
where it was found that the injuries had
been most serious.

In the ccllision the heavy timbers had all
slid his way. One heavy plece, broken off
In a pointed manner at the end instead of
being squared, ran right into his back. An-
other crushed his head and -others had
broken his leg and arm. On his person was
found $4 and a letter ready for posting,
addressed to his brother in Chatham. Sta-
tion Agent White telegraphed to this ad-
dress and thus his wife and parents were
notified. From the contents of the letter, it
would appear that deceased was a farm
laborer and that his last occupation had
been husking corn.

Dr. Clendenan handed over the remains
to Cummings’ undertaking establishment,
pending enquiries, and issued a warrant
for an inquest. On learning the facts and
finding his relatives the warrant was with-
drawn. The remains will be taken to Chat-
ham en the 7.48 train in the morning.

New York, Sept, 17.—The London corres-
pondents of the leading New York dallies
comment at length in their cabled letters to-
day on the situation, The opinions express-

ed are generally to the effect that hostlil-
ties are imminent,

Mr. Ford, cabling to The Tribune, says :
Pessimists are generally declaring that war
Is Imminent, but their "fears are based on
idle speculation respecting President Kra-
ger's reply., A downright refusal on his
part to accept the British proposals will

lead to hostilities, but it is most improbable
that he will adopt a course whlcgmwoum
aullenate his natural allies, the Orange Kree
State and the Dutch sympathizers in Cape
Colony.

Mrs. John Armstrong and Her Sister=
in-Law Slept While Death
Crept In,

SAD ENDING OF A SUMMER'S OUTING

Had Just Returned From the Soo
on Their Way to Lindsay—Hus-
band Prostrated,

When John Armstrong went to awaken hig
wife yesterday morning he rapped on the
bedroom door, but there Was no response.
Thinking she was tired after her long jour-
ney of the day before, he was about to go
away, and npot disturb her. On second
thoughts he opened the door, and was al-
most overcome by the gis whica filled the

room. He rushed in, and threw o

window. Going over to the bed wg’:rt ::;
his wife and sister, he was horrified to find
them lying cold in death. The sight un-
nerved Mr. Armstrong, but he gave zn
alarm, and the family with whom he was
staying rushed to the room, but their efforts
:?l revive the unfortunate women were fu-

d.

Dr. J. B. Fraser of East Queen-street was
called, and also Drs. Rowan and Macdonald.
The three physiclans arrived on the scene
about the same time, but their assistance
was not required. An examination was
made, and the doctors came to the conciu-
sion that the women had been dead for four
bours. The bodies of the victims were of
a dark color, and from the surroundings it
was apparent that there had been a slight
struggle. There were evidences of vomit-
ing, and the mouths of the two women were
covered with froth.

In the meantime the members of the
household found the gas to be only three-
fourths turned off, and the fluid was still
escaping.

Dr. Fraser notified Coroner W. H. B.
Alkens, and after that physician had made
a thorough éxamination, he deemed an en-
quiry unnecessary. The bodies were then
removed to an undertaking establishment.

Mr. Armstrong, accompanied by his wife
and sister, arrived in the city en Friday
night from the Soo, where they had spent
the greater part of the summer. They
Wwere en route to their home in Lindsay,
and it was thelr Intention to continue their
journey on Saturday morning. Arriving in
Toronto, they went to the residence of Mr.
Henry J. FKidler, 175 Logan-avenue. who
is a brother of Mrs. Armstrong. The wo-
men were tired out, and Miss Armstrong
complained of being unwell. It was de-
cided that the two women should oceupy
the back bedroom for the night, while Mr.
Armstrong would sleep in the middle room
on the same floor. In order to make the
necessary room for the visitors, Mr. and

4 Mrs. Fidler slept i a parior on shake-

down.

About 10 v’clock the two women retired.
They were asked If they understood light-
ing and thé putting out of gas. They said
they were used to gaslight, and would not
even consent to have a window left open,
which Mr. Armstrong suggested.

When Mr. Fidler returned about 11
o'clock, the light in Mrs. Armstrong’s room
was still burning. Nothing more was seen
or heard of the two women until their
dead bodies were found. It s thought that
they did not turn the tap all the way, and
the gas escaped until the room was filled.
Mr. Armstrong is prostrated with grief
over the sad affalr. His wife was 40 years
of age, while his sister was 21 years old.
The family have lived in Lindsay for many
years, and are well known. Mr. Armstrong
is a builder and carpenter.

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THE N. P, CELEBRATION.

The National Policy celebrates Its twenty-
first anniversary to-day. The two events
in Canadian history since Confederation are
the application of protection to native In-
dustries and the building of the Canadian
Pacific Railway.

It is already apparent
that the country traversed by the C. P. R.
is destined to contain, and that at no very
distant date, the bigger half of Canada s
population. While the C. P. R. opened up a
new empire, the N, P. has had the effect of
nationalizing the provinces by bullding up
an Interprovincial trade. What would Can-
ada be to-day without the C. P. R. and
without a proteéctive tariff? These have
made the country what it 1s. They are
the causes of the inspiration that animates
the breast of all loyal Canadians In regard
to the future, It is fitting, therefore, that
the coming of age of the Nation# Polizy
should be duly celebrated as one of the
greatest events in Canadian history. The
only drawback to the N. P. is the fact that
we have had too little of It. Even the
Ccnservative party has been too timorous
in its application of protection to Canadlan
industries. One of the greatest blunders
committed by the party was its lopping off
of the so-called moldering branches_. It is
to be hoped that Hon. Mr. Foster will make
it clear to-right that the N. P. has by no
means exhausted its possibilities. The mild
instalments of protection that we have al-
ready had give us an earnest of what might
be accomplished under a more vlgoroqs
and scientific application of the principle.
The Liberals are pledged to leave the tariff
as it is. They caunot consistently or de-
cently extend a principle which they have
opposed so continuously and so forcibly.
An aggressive protective policy would
svieep the country like wild-fire, and the
Conservative party is the only one that
can introduce it. It is through protection
alone that we can adjust the equilijrium
of trade between this country and the
United States. It is protection alome that
wil! deprive the Americans of our markets
and give them to Canadians, The former
sell to us $90,000,000 worth of products an-
nually, while we sell to them only one-third
this amount. Protection of the Dingley or-
der would soon equalize this great dis-
parity. Any reciprocity treaty we might
make with the United States would only
make the disparity more pronmounced. It
was a fortunate day for Canada when the
Joint High Commission separated without
having arrived at any reciprocal arrange-
ment between the two countries. Canalia’s
trade policy is as clear as noonday. We
must look to Great Britain for the ex-
tension of our export trade. We must close
our markets’to th& United States to dimin-
ish our enormous imports from that coun-
try. Protection will not handlcap us in the
development of our export trade with Great
Britain, while it might easily be made to
reduce tl;e United States’ exports to this
country by one-half, The protective prin-
ciple is not limited in its operation to the
imposition of import duties. In some cases
expert duties are demanded and in others
bounties. The Liberal party has failed to
develop our nickel, copper, lead, pulp-wood
and other industries. In addition 'to com-
ing out strongly in favor of an increased
tariff, the Conservative party should declare
itself In favor of a policy looking to the
development of Canadian nickel, copper,
lead and spruce. As protection to home In-
dustries was the policy that started the
Conservative party on .its long career of
office in 1878, 80 a re-assertlon of the same
policy, intensified and extended, wil] give
them the victory at the next election,
whether that be in 1899 or 1900,

A PAIR OF POOR PATRIOTS

The people of Canada put 4 huu'drcd
méllions of dollars and A8 many acres of
land into the Canadian Pacific Railway, not
to mention concessions In a hundreq other
ways. We also put millions into the Grand
Trunk. We gave these milllons to these
corporations without taking any mortgage,
and without any pledges as to the policy
these roads should pursue,

The fixed policy of the Grand Trunk is to
bulld up Portland, in the United States, 5
a winter port, as against Canadian ports;
and the other day, when the C.P.R. eouldn’t
get all it wanted in the way of controlling
the Intercolonial Rallway, the national
railway of the people of Canada, it threat-
ened to abandon St. John, N.B., ang to
take its trade to Boston.

This is a nice state of affalrs, and proves
how much gratitude, not to speak of pat-
riotlsm, there s in these two great corpo- |
ratlons. The time has come to take them |
In hand. The people and Parliament are!
still supreme. These corporations are doing |
a large business with the country In the |
way of transportation of malils, in the mnt-';
ter of legislation annually applied for, and |
In other directions. Moreover, these road’
have never passed out of public control ang
publie regulation, and a way must be found
to compel them to carry their freights to |
and from Canadian ocean ports. We will |
be told the freight will seek the cheapest |
road and the easiest ports. That iIs all
moonshine. Trade can be diverted and built |
up as the people desire it to be. AJ] thati
Is necessary is to frame a policy on the |
right lines. It is high time these twyo grent{
corporations, that were almost built with |
the people’s money, were brought to their |
senses and limited to Canadian ports for’
Canadian freights. {
The Canadian Pacific or the Grand Trunk |
and, we are sorry to write it, mighty. poor |
patriots. A way must be found to make
them sing the tune of ‘“‘Canada First.”

THE METRIC SYSTEM,
The adoption of the metric system by
Great Britain cannot be much longer de-
layed. Means have been taken in the
United Kingdom to accustom the people to
the system, and we are glad to see that the
Minister of Inland Revenue has made a
start In introducing it into Canada. Neither
the United States nor Canada will be likely
to adopt the metric system until Great
Britain makes the change. When that oe-

curs, Canada and the United States will

be universal throughout the civilized world,
The new notation ig being forced upon us.
To-day’s despatches tel] us that France Is
short In her wheat crop so mady milllon
hectolitres. The Continental sprinter and
‘eyclist makes his record in kilométres. Our
thermometers are graded by millimetres.
The business man {s compelled- t&) convert
hectolitres Into bushels before he under
stands the significance of the shortage In
the French crop. The g rting msn must
know the relation between a kilometre and
& mile before he can compare the pecords
of American and European athletps. {Bven
If the metric system is not to bel officially
adopted for some time, It should bestaught
In the schools and popularized amdng: busi-
ness men. The fact that the system Is used
by all civilized nations except Great Britain,
the United States and Canada makes it neo-
essary that we should acquire a practical
knowledge of It. But perhaps its chief vir
tue will be in ridding us of the cumbersome
and confusing notations that exist in Great
Britain and North America. The adoption
of the metric system:would securé a much-
peeded uniformity of weights and measures
among English-speaking peoples. We have
“hundredweights,” that may mean either
112 or 100 pounds, We have long tons and
short tons. The Canadian gallon is larger
than the American’ gallon. The British
reckon wheat by quarters, and we on this
continent by bushels. It wonld be hard to
devise. & more cumbersome system of
welghts and measures than those In use by
English-speaking countries, All this lack
of uniformity among ourseives and foreign
countries would disappear at once by our
adopting the simple and unambiguous gys-
tem that prevails in Continental Europe.
The Minister of Inland Revenue has dls-
tributed a number of cases containing com-
Dlete sets of metric weights and measures
to different commercial and educational cen-
tres In Canada. Since doing so he has haia
80 many enquiries from Boards of Trade
and business men concerning the system
that he has decided to distributé 50 addi-
tional cases among Boards of Trade, univer-
sities and other institutions.

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A. D. Stewart of Hamilton Died on
the Peel River from *‘ Blackleg ”
on March I3 Last,

HOW HIS GRAVE HAS BEEN MARKED.

Mr. E, Harris is on His Way Home
With All the Dead Man’s
Effects.

Edmonton Post, Sept. 13: There arrived
oh Monday from the Mackenzie region Mr.
E. Harris of Hamilton, Ont., who started
with a party of Hamiltonlans for the Klon-
dyke last year, leaving Athabasca Landing

on May 10, 1898. They went by way of the
Mackenzie and Peel to the Stewart. The
rest of the party got over, but Mr. Harris,
while driving logs on the Upper Peel, had
the misfortune to have his feet frozen,
which rendered necessary . the ampuation
of a portion of one of his feet;  He was not
able to go on and wintered at Wind City.
When coming down the Peel on his way cut
he met Skinner, Cresswell, Tolman and
T. Leo on their way up. It was with these
men that Mr, A. D. gtewut, ex-Mayor of
Hamilton, set out for the Yukon and they
réported his death to Mr. Harris. It rp-
pears that the Stewart party wintered c¢n
an island at the mouth of Beaver River, a
confluent of the Peace, about 100 miles vp
the Peel from Fort Macpherson. During
the winter Mr. Stewart took sick with what
is called securvy, but which Mr. Harris
thinks is blackleg, and from this he died on
March 13, 1899, His companions buried kim
far up the bank of Beaver River and the
grave, which Mr. Harris visited, is marged
by a wooden headboard on which is carved

Died
March 13th, 1899.

Mr. Barris brought out the dead man’'s
effects and will hand them over to .fr.
Stewart’s family when he reaches Hamil-
ton. Mr. Harris has not recovered from
the effects of injury he sustained snd is
compelled to use crutches in getting about,
He will leave for Hamilton this week.

After That Day Dreyfus Will Be at
Liberty to Pursue the Vindication
of His Honor,

GREAT REVULSION OF FEELING.

French People Accept This Sequel
to the Rennes Trial With
Positive Approval,

New York, Sept. 17.—A Paris despatch
to The Sun says: Captain Alfred Dreyfus
will be released next Tuesday, and there-
after will be at liberty to pursue, as a free
man, the vindication of his honor, which
uo pardon can give. The Court of Cessation
will then be open to him for quashing the
Rennes verdict, as soon as the necessary
facts for demonstrating his innocence have
been_ collected. The prisoner himself Is
unable as yet to declare his intentions in
this respect, but his family and friends, in
announcing the withdrawal of the appeal
to the military court of revision, at the re-
quest of the Government, affirm their pur-
DOSe never to rest until the rehab!litation of
the injured man is complete.

The Prisoner in Poor Health,

The present solution of the problem Iis,
on the whole, the best possible. It is neces-
sitated by the deplorable state of the
prisoner’s” health, which renders his survi-
val of a long term of imprisonment during
the legal })roceedlngs impossible, There-
fore, Dreyfus will accept as clemency what
really belongs to him as a right.

A Revulsion-of Feeling.

The French publie,by one of those strange
revulsions of feeling common in this coun-
try, accepts this sequel to the Rennes trial,
not only without protest, but with posi-
tive approval. The anti-Dreyfusards fondly
imagine that it ends the whole affair, that
it stops torelgn criticism and ensures a
g;egsoand glorius success for the exhibition
o 3

The Royalist Trial, -

The general public is already turning its
back on the Dreyfus affair and giving its
exclusive attention to the trial of the Roy-
alist conspirators which opens in the High
Court next Monday. This is going to prove
to be a very serious matter, and it lg im-
possible to say whet it may lead to, There
are already about 60 prispners charged with
conspiracy against the republic,and although
t i1s generally believed that the number
finally arraigned will be reduced to 25, the
trial cannot fail to be a serious factor in
already precarious political situation.

Still Advocating Boycott.

London, Sept. —The Daily Mail, which
is still working for boycott of the Paris
Exhibition, publishes espatches from Paris
and Nice that descfibed “Insults in the
Streets” to Americang and Britons. Its
correspondents refer to these incideats as
indications that the People of both nations
should avold going to France, especially to
the Riviera region, and declare that the
house agents there are In despair at the
prospect of a bad season.

After lingering in dreadful agony since
Weduesaay evening, John McGuire died on
Saturday afternoon at 4 o’clock. He was
conscicus up till a short time before his

death, sng recognized his wife and chil-

Mr. McGuire met with the accident which
termicated in his death on Wednesday,
shortly after 6 o’clock. He was returning
home from work, and was walking west on
Caritcn-street. ‘At the corner of Mutuaal-
street he started to cross from the south to
the rcrth side of the street. Inm doing so
h2 halted to allow an eastbound Car'ton
and College car pass. A westbound Win-
chester car Stopped at Mutual-street in the
meantime, When the Carlton car had pass-
ed, Mr. McGuire continued to walk across.
Just as he reached the northern car tracks
the Winchester trolley started, and he was
knocked down by the fender. He was roll-
ed underneath the car, and when the trol-
ley was stopped was as far as the ‘ront
wheels,

He was carried into Dr. Norman Allen's
surgery on Carlton-street, and afterwards
removed to his late home at 99 Wood-street.
His scalp was fractured, and all the ribs
on his right side were crushed. His right
lung was plerced, and his kidneys ruptured.
The bones in his left ankle were also frac-
tured,

Mr. McGuire was 62 years of age, and
was born in Wexford, Ireland. He came to
Canada 48 years ago, and settled in Pick-
ering, Ont, Coming to Toronto, he was for
25 years head maltster at the O'Keefe
brewery. Kor the past eight years he had
Wworked for the Davies Brewery Company.

REGARDING THE INTERCOLONIAL.

Freight and Passenger Arrluo:
ments Not to be Disturbed During
Next, Winter.

Montreal, Sept. 16.—(Speclal.)—~The Minis-
ter of Railways, and the president of the
C.P.R. gave out to the press to-day the
following statement with reference to the
situation between the Intercolonial and
the Canadian Pacific. .

“Mr. Shaughnessy met Mr. Blair Thurs-

day evening at the Windsor Hotel,
and again Friday morning, when a very
full aiscussion took place respecting the
questions in difference between the two
roads. As a result, during the coming sea-
son, the winter business at the port of St.
John will be econtinued by the C.P.R., as
heretofore.. The settlement practically cov-
ers all matters in dispute between the
pédrties, and has been arrived at without
the abandonment of any ground taken
a::rongly by either party during the nego-ia-
tions. f

“*Mutual concessions have been made,each
being desirous of arriving at an entente, if
possible. The public will mt be concerned
as to the precise nature of the settlem.nt,
although many' important matters in dis-
pite were disposed of, except in so far as
may’ relate to the principal grounds . of
agreement. These are as follows: :

“Freight and passenger arrangements ex-
isting at the date are not to be disturbed
during the next winter.”

“The Canadian Pacific is to be permitted
to solicit traffic in Intercolonial territory,
to be routed for delivery at points of con-
‘ection with the C.P.R., these points, with
reference to certain traffic being limited to
St. Rosalle or Jacques Cartier Junection.

““The whole subjeet is to be further dis-
cussed by the parties with a view to some
permanent arrangement before next sea-
son.”

Destroyed.

As the returns showed a redue-
tion of only $7,854,400 in loans, the net re-
sult brought the surpius reserves down to
about a quarter of a million dollars of the
legal requirement. The system of aver-
dges may have something to do with the
smallness of the decrease, both in cash and
loans. It seems more probable that the
bankers have reloaned a good proportion
of the money called in and are satisfied to
remain barely within the legal limit of re-
serve while profitable rates for money
can be had.

In face of these two statements, both
sworn to, Chief Hughes lodged a charge f
criminal perjury against Tremblay.

What Tremblay Says, :

Tremblay denied that he swore at the
time of his appointment, that he had not
paid money to be enlisted as a constable,
His application to Constable Richer or bis
relations with that gentleman were for
the appointment of veterinary surgeon in
the Police Department, and  the
which he had agreed to pay, and which,
eventually, he did pay, was for his appo.nt-
ment to that position. Previous to taking
the oath of admission to a constableship,
Tremblay explained his position to a priest,
and he says be was told he would not per-
i:re himself by taking the oath; that he

d not pald money to be named constanle.

The order to arrest Tremblay was given
by Mayor Prefontaine, who has thrown him-
self into the breach which has beea made
in the defence of the bribe-takers.

If a curse,
What remedy can be| applied to the curse?
Monopoly in private hands is indefensible
from any standpoint, and intolerable,

not divide monopolies, There can be no
good monopoely in private bhands until the

No Good Despotism,

There may be a despot who is better than
| Auother despot, but there is no good despot-
ism. Defense of monopoly is always on the
ground that if you wili allow people to con-
| trol the market and fix the prices they w.ll
| be good to the people who purchase of
| them. The entire defense of trusts rests
| upon a money argument. If the trust will
| sell an article for a dollar less than the
| article will cost under other conditions,
| then, in the opinion of some. people, that
| Proves a trust to be a good thing.

{ Prices Won't He Reduced.

In the first place, 1 deny that under a
{ monopoiy the price will be reduced. In the

BEYAN UP AGAIN.

Mr. Foulke of Indiana Said Some
Things Which Called Forth
a Reply.

Col. Bryan, who was sitting in the back
eart of the hall, arose and amid cheering
started to reply.

Bryan's Explanation,

Mr. Bryan said in part: *I would rot
occupy the time again but for the tm-‘[
that the gentleman from Indiana, Mr.

Secoad, that
the Statd, has or should have the right to
impose such limitations upon an 0\‘1tslde cor-
poration a¥ the people of the State may
think necesdary for their own protection.
That protects the rights of the people of
the State to say first what they shall organ.
ize in their Sfate as a corporation, and sece-
ond what they shall permit as a corporation
to come fromi other States who do business
in their Stal!}.

R;g“ht of Restriction.
“Third, that the Federal Government has

or should have the right to impose such re- |

strictions as Congress may think necessavy
upon any corporation which dees business
outside of the State in which it is organ-
ized. In other words, I would preserve 10
the pecple of the State all the rights hey
now have, and at the same time have Con-
Zress exercise a concurrent remedy to sup-
plement the State remedy. When the Ied-
eral Government licenses a corporation to
do business outside of the State in which it
was organized, it merely permits it to co
business in any State under the (-uuditlnps
imposed by that State, in addition to the
conditions imposed by the Federal Govern-
ment, I would not take away from the
people of the State any right now existing,
but I would have the Federal Government
and the State Government exercise, the
powers that may be necessary to annihilate
the monopoly. I do not agree with the
gentlemen that you cannot annihilate a
monopoly. I believe it is possible to do so.

Only a Suggestion,
“I have only suggested a plan.
aot be the best plan,
thing better, propose it. I am .anxious to
accept anything. Let me suggest one other
thing that I believe will be a step in the
right direction. The great trouble has l-een
that while our-platforms denounce corpora-
ticns, corporations control the elections
and place under obligation to them the men
who were elected to enforce the law. (Ap-
plause). Let me propose a remedy—not a
remedy, but a step, I think, in the right
direction. Let the laws, State and National,
make It a penal offence for any corpora-
tion to contribute to the campaign fund of
any political party. (Continued cheers and
applause).
Corporations Are Blackmailed.
“I do not mean to say that that remedy
will be a complete one, but T believe that
when you prevent a corporation from con-
tributing to campalgn funds you take a
step in the right direction toward hHetter
legislation, because sonje corporations are
compelled to contribute; they are black-
mailed into contributions, aud such a law
