The 
pany managed to get in some 20 men 
Into the West Toronto shops from an 

i employment agency in the city, but 
the strikers maintain that these were 
principally Italians and not mechanics 
at all: An official report from the 
general ccmmlttee in Montreal plaças 
the number of men on strike now at 
10,000, stating that fully 3600 are out 
In Montreal alone.

The company, reads the report, Is 
making overtures to the men. Fore­
men are given passes Into the shops 
“just to have a talk you know" ; ap­
prentices are offered journeymen's 
wages, and the lathers of the appren­
tices are rectlvlrg letters from the 
company officials pointing out the way 
the boys are endangering their careers 
by keeping otit on strike.

Reports from Winnipeg state that 
trains are running late all over the 
west, an-d a part of the report reads, 
“The company state that this Is due 
to unfortunate wrecks and not to the 
(act that 8000 or more men are out on 
strike.”

In Owen Sound a woman Is being 
employed to sweep out cars. She ls 
the wife of a pensioner, now deceased, 
and draws his pension. She had been 
employed In sweeping and cleaning up 
around the station.

A C.P.R. train of six coaches left 
the Union Station at 4.45 yesterday 
with two engines in front.

The strfkers say they have «received 
information that the passenger traffic 
of the C.P.R. has fallen off one-third 
numerically since the strike began. 
They maintain also that the company 
ls using Its supply of freight engines 
to keep the passenger trains on time.

Along With many other instances in 
which engineers have refused to take 
cut engines sent in for repairs to West 
Toronta shops was one In which an 
engineer last Saturday refused to take 
out a freight engine. He said It was 
defective and waited for nine hours 
until it had been repaired to pass 
muster with him.

Auxiliary Foreman Waldron was 
asked to go over to the shops yester­
day to see the officials, but he refused 
to do so.

AUCKLAND, Aug. 10.—Cloudy wea­
ther greeted the landing of Admiral 
Sperry, commander-ln-chlef of the 
United Statps fleet, and his officers to 
receive official welcome to Australian 
waters at the hands of Prime Min­
ister Sir George Ward, for the govern­
ment. Grouped about the prime min­
ister were the members of the cabinet 
and various towns, boros and district 
representatives of the Dominion.

In his address Sir George eulogized 
President Roosevelt as represetlng the 
best traditions of the common blood

of clliUzatlon. He then presented to 
Admiral Sperry for President Roose­
velt a decorated gold and silver album, 
suitably inscribed, commemorating the 
visit of the fleet to New Zealand. Ad­
miral Sperry was given à beautifully 
Illuminated address of welcome, and 
with an inlaid cover, having designs 
emblematic of New Zealand.

The American commanderi-in-chief 
In replying to the prime minister said 
that no greeting would appeal more 
strdngly to President Roosevelt than 
that coming from 6 people small In 
number but great In achievements. 
The reception of the United States 
fleet, the admiral continued, showed 
the ties of blood and friendship.

The government gave a banquet to 
Rear Admiral Sperry and the officers 
of the fleet to-night. There were 750 
persons in attendance. and the affair 
was carried out on a magnificent scale. 
The prime minister proposed a toast 
to King Edward and President Roose­
velt, during the course of which .he 
said: "Each is a bom ruler, richly en­
dowed with common sense and a great 
ardent lover of his country and peo­
ple.

When Rear Admiral Sperry rose to 
reply to the prime minister’s toast he 
received a tremendous ovation. He 
said he coiild safely say there was 
nothing nearer to the heart of Presi­
dent i Roosevelt than the cordial wel­
come extended by New Zealanders to 
the fleet and he was confident that It 
was also agreeable to the King.
The Christchurch Press, in an article 

on the subject of the vteiit of the fleet, 
declares that the conclusion of the 
Anglo-Japanese alliance was only "A 
temporary expedient to eeoure peace 
and professes to see to the future a 
struggle for mastery in the Pacific in 
which the United States and Great Bri­
tain will be natural allies against the 
far eastern forces.

INSPECTOR BLAMFS ENGINEER
Says That He Protested In Vain 

Against Poor Pavement.

The board of control will Investigate 
the statements made by William Mll- 
llchamp, who lately resigned his po­
sition as civic paving inspector, after 
nine years’ service, because of the out­
cry against the manner ln which the 
paving of Castle Frank-avenue with 
bituMthic had been carried out.

In an open letter to the city engineer 
Mr. Milllchamp asks an Investigation 
by the county Judge and asserts that 
to allowing defective paving to be lai# 
he merely bowed to the orders of G. 
G. Powell, civic roadways engineer.

Mr. Powell said last night that he 
expected to make a written report to 
the controllers, ln which he would ex­
plain his own position satisfactorily.

"I am not at all alarmed about it,”- 
he added. "The statements in the 
letter show- who Is responsible for the 
mistake, and the fact that he allowed 
the work to gp on dhows that he was 
a little lax.”

Mr. Mllllchamp’s letter concludes: 
"It Is all very well for Mr. Rust to 
make me the scapegoat. In the name 
of common eense, does anyone believe 
I could override the roadway engineer's 
latest order, no matter what orders I 
had previously received? In spite of 
my letters of July 14 and Aug. 1, the 
engineers allowed the contractors to 
cover about 280 yards of the condemn­
ed concrete with the bttulithic top 
coat, having been fully awaire of all 
the facts.”

SUICIDES IN JAIL

Suspected Firebug Takes Strychnine 
With Fatal Results.

KILLARNEY, Man., Aug. 10.—(Spe­
cial.)—Edward Scanlan, aged 36, on 
trial here for breaking windows, and 
suspected of more serious offences, 
suicided this morning to Jail by strych­
nine.

works system at a cost of 850,000. Wal­
ter will be procured from Sasaganaga 
iAfce, one-half mile to the west of the 
town. The water will be as *f)upe as ■ 
any in the country and will also 
as a fire protection.

The uneven surface where the town 
Is built is naturally, drained by ra­
vines running to the north, and a 12- 
inch tile drain that has been put in 
by the town removes any stagnant 
surface water that would otherwise 
lodge In low places. This empties in 
.^?aeanaga Creek and from there into 
Mill Creek and out into Lake Temts- 
kamlng.

The Globe’s suggestion that the town 
should be situated on the shore of 
Lake Tem Iskamlng is ridiculous. En­
gaged in the mines are 3000 men \ÿho 
make their headquarters or homes at 
the point nearest to their work, »nd 
It is at this point that they purchase 
the necessaries of life. A statement 
also appears In the article about the 
lack of foresight and courage of the. 
present government, and that they 
laid out a townslte and sold the lots 
for high prices to the public.

At this particular sale lots 66 x 
132 feet were sold at an average of 
8400 each. Since that time the pur­
chasers formed a mining company 
and realized 1200 shares of City of Co­
balt mining stock for each lot, that 
has since sold from 84.10 to 80 cents 
per share. At present this stock: is 
worth 81.25 per share, thereby making 
the stock for each lot worth 81600, or 
netting the owners out of the mining 
rights alone 81100 profit on an Invest­
ment of 8400. Together witt). this they 
still own the surface rights,'which are 
worth from 8600 to 85000 per lot.

These profits were distributed be­
tween the numerous lot owners, and 
have made many homes happy.

The Globe’s statement that the mu­
nicipal corporation Is loaded down 
with burdens heavier than It can bear 
In an absolute falsehood. No town 
In Canada Is In a better financial con­
dition to-day than the Town of Co­
balt. This year It had- 813,000 to ex­
pend on its Improvements, and the 
advancement made in the street Im­
provements under the supervision of 
Aid. Andrew Glendinnlng to a show­
ing to be proud of. Already he has 
had over 8000 feet of sidewalk laid to 
all parts of the town, and 4000 feet 
of the road has been drained and 
tumpiked, with a covering of dump 
rock- spread on the surface over a foot 
thick. At present these roads are al­
most as good as a pavement, and the 
muddy streets of Cobalt are a thing 
of the past. An all-night electric 
tight and telephone system to also In 
use.

With its 5200 of a population Cobalt’s 
assessed valuation Is 81,500,000 and the 
rate of taxation is 23 1-2 mills, whlc(i 
Includes the school rate. The taxes 
derived from the Conlagas, Buffalo, 
and the T. & N. O. Railway commis­
sion alone amounts to 88600 for last 
year, and this year It will amount to 
considerably more. A

This money alone placed In a sinking 
fund at 4 per cent would more than 
redeem waterworks debentures for 
860,000 in ten years, thus leaving all 
the other tax money for Improvements, 
etc. '

A volunteer fire brigade composed of 
23 members have done good work In 
the past, and up-to-date Cobalt has 
not had a serious fire. Twozflre en­
gines are always In readiness—one at 
the north and one at the south and 
of Cobalt Lake, which affords „an 
unlimited supply of water for fire pro­
tection, and with the waterworks in­
stalled the town will be protected from 
both Sides, the lake on the east 
the stand-pipe on the west.

The town council have Just taken 
out Insurance policies for each fire­
man belonging to the brigade for $1000 
in case of death and in case of any 
member being injured he receives $10 
per week.

Up to date this year the town coun­
cil have held 42 meetings, and the 
board of health have held 18. This 
demonstrated the interest taken in the 
town’s affairs by its aldermen.

In 1906 Cobalt built a public school 
that cost 8800. In 1907 this school was 
replaced by one costing 88000, which 
was paid for in that year, tond at the 
present time an addition Is being 
>uilt to It that Is costing $12,000, mak­
ing a $20,000 school. Neatly 300 pupils 
attend this school and the number Is 
rapidly Increasing. The separate 
school accommodates 200 pupils and 
an extension Is being talked of to this 
also.

The freight and passenger traffic on 
the T. & N. Railway is largely derived 
from Cobalt. Over 30 cars of freight 
come to Cobalt dally, 
country.

They represented the ownership of a few railroads and industries 

which really belonged to the people. * ,
The annual earnings of these railroads and Industries, over and 

above the legitimate expenses ot conducting them, went to the people.
At that time there were no 100 and 500 time millionaires—no few 

men who ran the whole country, no trusts, no System.
The prices of necessities and luxuries were made and controlled by 

the legitimate demand and supply.
There were but few banks and trust companies, and those institu­

tions loaned the people's deposited savings to the people at rates ot In­
terest which were regulated to earn only the expenses of legitimately 
conducting said banks and trust companies, plus a fair dividend- on the 
capital actually employed In their banking business.

2nd—They bought privately conducted enterprises, institutions and 
industries from their owners, the people, at one price, consolidated them 
Into the trusts, and Issued to themselves In stocks and bonds of the new 
trusts new stocks and bonds representing 1,000 times the purchase price.

3rd—This they did to such an extent that to-day there are 70,000,-

4th—Then they established all over the country thousands of banks 
and trust companies, Into which the people (because they had no other 
facilities for doing business) were compelled to deposit their savings, 
for the use of which they have been paid annually 3 to 6 pet cent, interest.

5th—The Government was tricked into depositing the Government’s 
money in their banks and trust companies at a nominal rate of interest 
often without interest return at all.

6th—With these vast amounts of money—all the money of the
