The liquor’ traffic is & paft of the body
politic which must be séparated from ity
and if ‘this cannot be done by milder
means it will be done in the end by force
of -arms;. for the traffic must be destroyed,
that men may have the fullest liberty to
live the higher: life of sober and useful
manhood. .

‘This view was expressed by Rev. J.
Harry King at the Every Day Club last
