An interesting discussion gn the lubﬁot‘
of temperance legislation was begun in |
the genate at Ottawa on Thureday laat, |
and will be resumed on Wednesday of
| this week. It was introduced by Senator
Beique, of Montreal, who offiered the fol-
lowing reselution:—

“That in the «pinion of the senate the |
| British Gothenburg experiments and the
establishment .of public house trusts in
England have materially advanced the wo-
lgtion of the temperance question and of
the eccial reform problem, and that the
time has arrived when like experiments
should be mage and like public house
trusts should be established in Canada.”

The Montreal Witness thus reports the
speech of Senator Beique:—

Speaking to his aflmpm the senpator
said he desired to cal attention to a so-
nial digease which attecked the comfort of
many families—intemperance. He had
recently seen an article by 8 French gentle-
man which had given the best yiew of al-
echolism, and from which ‘he would guote.
The writer drew a picture of the ravages
of the disease, lgaving the victina open Yo
disease, especially 'to tuberculesis, destroy-
ing the mind and memory, destroying the
will power, takingaway domestic affection,
| promoting dissemsion and strife, and oft-
| en revenge; destroying the children’s love
| of home, often leading to erime. The
| writer next viewed the effect on the child-
| ren, engendering heveditary degeneration,
and inclining to epilepsy and crime. The
quotation closed with a quotation from Dr.
Legrand that - the nation which ' abused
alcoholiem, ended in slechiokism. Various
views were held of the guestion but al-
most everyone believed that some pro-
ceas to restrain aleeholism should be tek-
en.

Gothenburg System

Turning to the Gothenburg system, Mr.
Beique alluded to the address delivered
in November last by 8ir Charles Bruce,
once Governor of Mamritius, on the
‘Public-house trust” &ir. Oharles re
viewed Maine and other prohibitory
states. At present prohibition existed
only im five; in aothers, local option had
been adopted. Prdhibition, he quoted,
had only been sucoessful in sparsely popu-
leted districts. ®ir. Chavles praceeded
to deal with the control of the Jiquor ttrafiic
in Norway and Sweden. The mos} exten-
sive oontrol existed in Russia, where the
government controlled the production of
vodka east of the Urals, and allowed .opl,y
to be eold in sealed packages, providing
alao dninking rooms for the peasamts. Lhis

GOTHENBURG SYSTEM

Canadian Senate Discussing lts latroduction in
Canada as a Solution ef the Problem of intem-
perance---Twe Addresses in its Favor.

burg system had been in vogue for 40
years; and more receptly in Great Britain.
‘[his prineiple is to entrust the sale %o
companies, which ere allowed » profit of
ive per cent on capital invested ead the
yemaingder geing to reduce taxation. This
system was first applied in Sweden, where
about ope-third of the municipal faxation
was derived from dhe traffic. This gave
the municipality en interest in the sale.
Aoccordingly, in Norwey it had been epact-
ed that the profits should be deveted to
public interests.

The consequence of this hes been 4o
change those countries from mmost drunk-
en to most temperaie nations. The pme-
sent consemption per capita was: 208 gal-
lons in ithe United Kingdom; 1 gallon in
the United States; .61 gallons in Russia;
52 gallons in Nerwey and Sweden. In
Norway and Sweden the consumption had
been reduced from 24 litres per head in
1875; to 189 Jitwes per head in 1879, and
18:6 litres per head im 1897.

England’s Experience

The firet ficense in Englapd taken un-|

der this system was that of the Rev. Mr.
‘Mordsunt, in 1877, ‘which, hewever, did
not include the sale of spirits. Then came
the attempt of Bishop James, of Chester,
and Major Crawford, in 1896, and finally
the Public House Trust of 1901. Of this
His Excellency Ear] Grey is the moving
apirit.

In a letter published in 1903, Barl Grey
ghowed the very rapid- growth of the
Trust, which, in @ few yeass, had almost
contnolled the busidtess in England and
Wales, only four counties being outside
its operations. In this letter His Exeel-
lency showed how the Frust had changed
the publie house from a drinking place fo
a well eondueted elub, improved the cher-
acter of the liquor supplied, and encourag-
ed the use of monaleoholic drinks. In
November last year theve weve 145 licenses
held by the Trust. Looking at the names
of those who supported the Trust, it was
no wonder that they had succeeded in ob-
taining such a mumber of Ticenses in a
short time.

Quoting from & pamphiet issued by the
Trust, Mr. Beique showed that its objects
were, first, to promote temperance, and,
second, to prevent new licenses going into
private hands. The dividend is limited o
5 per cent., all surplus profits being hand-
ed to a council for ebjects of public bene-
fit, other than these maintained by rates.
Under the Trust public houses became re-
freshment places rather thap bars. The
sale of food and mon<ntoxicants being en-

‘An article in the ‘Witness’ recently
showed the decpease in the consumption
of intoxicants in Great Britain since 1800,
and this was, mo doubt, largely due to
the existence of these companies, These
Public House Trust companies apply their
profits to objects of public utility.

Mzr. Mcleod was a convincing and force-
ful epeaker, an excellent campaigner and
a great worker in an election campaign.

In 1850 he marnied Sarah, daughter of
the late Hon, Geo. Kerr of Chatham (N.
B.) ©er death ocurred in 1866, and Mr.
McLeod, four years later, married Sarah,
daughter of the late 'William Gordon of
Picton (N. 8.) The children by the first
wife ave William H, McLeod of Richibuc-
b0, and George K., of New York. Two
other children died in infancy in 1866, and
twenty years later another died, and the
year before Jast Gordon passed away. The

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SUNDAY BLAZE
‘Building at the Corner of City
_ Road and Gilbert’'s Lane
Gutted Yesterday Morning,

Fire broke out in the meat store kept
by Leonard C. Peters at the corner of City
road and Gilbert’s lane ebout 2 a’clack
Sunday morning and practically gutted the
shop and the upper floors occupied by
Robert Thompson, fireman in the eleetric
light works., The alarm was sent in by &
reporter from box 412.

The plate glass front had
collapsed and the flames were fast catch-
ing the woodwork of the floor above. No.
4 hose cart was soon on the scene and
with the assistance of several 1. C. R. em-
ployes attracted by the glare a plentiful
stream of water was quickly directed
against the flames. No. 3 hose and engine,
No. 4 engine, No. 1 salvage corps and the
North End chemical also responded. The
chemical’'s hose was taken into the next
house, which is occupied by the owner of
the two, Mrs. William H. Hall, her daugh-
ter, Mms. Frager, her son, Renforth W.
Smith and his wife and family. Another
hpse was also run to prevent epread to the
second building. .

The burst of flame in the shop was quick.
ly subdued but the fire had a good hold
in the upper story and attics and under
the shingles on the poof and it became neces-
sary to use the axe freely. The siream
from the chemical was also brought into
play here and proved very effective. Not-
withstanding the hour a large crowd ae-
eembled. e all-out was sounded at 3.4§
o’clock. : -

Mrs, Thompson,and her five children
were removed ‘to a mneighbor's house. Her
rooms and their contents were practically
ruined. Mne. Hall's part of the building
was greatly damaged by waber and smoke,
The shop and the kitchen in the rear were
gutted.

While attempting to cut a way through
a ceiling George Barker, of the hook and
ladder depariment, had a narrow escape,
the cefling collapsing on him but his hel-
met kept him from serious injury.

It is understood that Mrs. Hall had
$1,300 insurance on the building and Mr.
Peters had $200 on his stock, both in the
EBaquity Fire Ipsurance Company, and in
both cases the loss is only partly covered.
Mr, Thompson, who had just moved im,
was not insured. ~

Mrs. Hall said she had owned the build-
ing for about eight years. She intends
wiring to her husband, who is engaged
in a mill at Fall River (Mass.), to come
home and talke up the matter of repaire.
$he said a emall fire had occurred on the
game premises about a year ago but that
no great damage was dome. It was be-
lieved that the outbreak was then due to
a rat knawing a box of matches. The
cause of the fire Sunday morning is un-
known.

RAILROADS
ARE HARD HIT

Advance in Steel Cars Will
Cost Them Millions of Del-

lars.

PITTSBURGH, May 6.—Railroads have
been handicapped by the advance in the
price of steel, Almost every road in the
country stands to lose heavily, espeeially
in the steel car construction item. Last
November, when the present boom began,
ordinary - steel freight cars were being
made for $1,100 and $1,200 each. The
three large steel ear. companies’ plants
took many contracts at this price for the
sake of keeping their plants going. Rail-
road managens underestimated the situa-
tion and failed to place orders for their
full requirements of steel cars. Today
the same cars are being sold for $1,400
and $1,600 each,

Last fall the Baltimore & Ohio placed
an order for 1,000 steel cars with the
Standard Steel Car Co. at a low price. An
order for 10,000 more cars was held in
reserve. It *is said the railroads are
willing to place orders for at least 23,000
gteel cars immediately, if the ear manu:
facturers will make the price to conform
%o the advance in gteel and labor. Tt is
estimated that it will cost the Baltimore
& Ohio about $3,000,000 more tfo secure
its 10,000 cars now than if the order had
been placed six months ago. Many of the
"western railrcads are also said to have
been squeézed in spite of the orders
placed for thousands of care, the Wabash
being especially hard hit. The Pressed
Steel Car, Co. and the Cambria Stee] Car
plant are the competitors for the trade at
present. At leagt two more steel car
plants are being promoted in Pittsburgh.
1t is alleged that one is backed by Jones
& Laughlin.

Workmen employed at ithe steel car
plants are forming a union, and it is said
most of the workems have joined. De-
mands will he made for higher wages and
better working conditions. This will ma-
terially increase the cost of produetion.
A manufacturer of steel cars eaid that
eventually the price will be raised another
$100, as the companies will be compelled
to increase wages during the sumer.

Origin of the Thoroughbred

The eminent naturalist, Mr. Richard
Lydekker, reports an interesting discovery
in connection with the origin of the
thereughbred horse. <

Recently he wrote to the Liondon Times

|asking for the skulls of pedigree horses

for the British Museum. In explanation
of that request he explaing that it was
;ecgntly noticed that a horse skull from
In.dla to the British Museum showed a
alight depression in front of ¢he eye, évid-
ently representing the pit for the face
gla.nd (like that of a deer,) which existed
in extingt three toed hipparions, or prim-
itive horses.

A similer depression was detected in the
skulls of the macers Stockwell and Bend
Or and of an Argh horse. Subsequently,
Professor Lankester and Mr. Lydekker
ascertained that it exigts also in the
skulls of the famous pacers Eclipse, Or-
lando and Hermit. Thus far they have
failed to debect it in any of the ordimary
English and continental horses. On the
other hand it exists, ip u less rudimentary
condition, in the fossil true horses of In-
dia. Apperently, this face gland rudiment
exists in the skulls of all' thoroughbred
