This was the largest ship ever
launched from the banks of the Clyde, her length
being 274 feet, breadth of beam 374 feet, length
from jib-boom to spanker-boom 339 feet, bur-
den 2,125 tons, engines 400 horse power.
The City of Manchester has four masts and
accommodations for 160 first and second class
passengers. - She is to run between Liverpool
and Philadelphia, and will be ready to start on
her first trip on the 25th July, under the com-
mand of Captain Campbell.

The Count and Countess of Bocarme have recent-
ly been tried at Mons, Belgium, on a charge of
poisoning a brother of the Countess Gustave Fon-
guies, who was a cripple, for the purpose of ab-
taining posseseion of his property.

DisasTrous AccipenT 10 A Barroos.— Thril-
ling Scene at the Crystal Palace—A Panic there.—
On the evening of the 19th, Mr. Graham, the cele-
brated Eronaut, with his lady, mnade a balloon as-
cent on the Kensington Koad, a short distance from
the principal entrance to the Crystal Palace. The
signal was given for starting, at about 6 v’clock.

The balloon rose gently and ascended about 20
feet above the top of a pole which surmounts the
building, but suddenly descended ropidly on the
top of the pole alluded to, and a large aperture was
made in the balloon. The grappling irons were
thrown out, but there was nothing to hold by, and
the balloon again ascended and descended alter-
nately, until at length it drifted away ina northerly
directic n towards the Crystal Paluce.

As the balloon approuched the Crystal Palce
great fears were entertained for the safety of a
portion of that building and of those who were 1n-

A gust of wind arose, and the balloon
again slightly ascended, bearing away, by means
of the renewed force imparted to it, the heavy
coping stones and a large portion of the parapet,
hurling them on the roof, through which they de-
scended, carrying away in their downward course
the rafters over the staircase, which they precipita-
ted into the ha!l below. By this time the escape
of gos from the bulloon was #o great that no altitude
could be obtaingd. It drifted between the huge
stacks of chimneys which surmount the houses in
Arlington street aud Park place, tearing down all
with which it came 1n contact—breaking in roofs
wherever they fell,

At length the balleon became embedded between
two huge blocks, the chimneys from which had been
torn away, and this arrested 118 progress and pre-
vented any further damage. A vody of police
immediately provided the means of arriving at the
top of the house, where a frightful spectacle pre-
sented itself.

Sir,—I have to acknowledge the receipt of your
Despatch No. 16, of the 7th April, transmitting
certified copies of Acts passed by the Legmlature
of New-Brunswick in its last Session, entitled re-
spectively “An Act to incorporate the European
*and North American Railway Company !- (2061 ;)
“an Act to facilitate the construction ot a Railway
“ from St. Andrews to Quebee.”—(2063.)

Having referred these Acts for the consideration
of the Commissioners of Railways, I have received
from these officers a Report of which [ now trans-
mit a copy for your informution.

Although it would appear that the most impor-
tant of the Acts (that numbered 2061) is in some
respects defective, I do not consider it necessary
to recommend its dizallowance on account of the
imperfections pointed out by the Commissioners.
I trust without doing so, and thus delaying the
commencement of the work, a suflicinnt opportuni-
ty for reconsidering the subject will be sicured to
the Legisiatare of New-Brunswick, by my deferring
to submit the Act numbered 2061 for Her Majesty’s

Benares, the Holy City of the Hindoos.

T'he scene of my labours for cleven years
was Benares; an ancient, populous, and high-
ly revered city on the banks of the Ganges,
in Northern India. It isone of the most idol-
atrous cities on the face of the earth, You
‘have all heard of the Hindoos as a supersti-
tious and idolatrous people, and as Benares is
their most sacred city—as it is to them what
Jerusalem is to the Jews, what Mecca is to
the Mohammedans, and what Rome is to the
Roman Catholics,—you can easily suppose
how rampant and bold idolatry is there. It
1s a very ancient city, as appears from the re-
fetence 101t in the sacred books of the people,
which are attested by remains in the neigh-
borhood of its present site. It is a large city,
containing probably a population of 300,000
residents, while the district contains 500,000
more. Itis a highly revered city, as it is built
for security and honor; not on this world of
ours, but, the people say, oi the point of Sin’s
trident, So sacred is it in their estimation,
that all dying there go to heaven, irrespective
of the nation to whom they belong, of the cha-
racter they possess, or the course they have
pursued. This opinion was spread from Cape
Comorin in the South to the limaylayat
Mountains in the North. I can from personal
observation attest the fact, so far as the inha-
bitauts of the mountains are concerned. Rites
performed in the Sacred City have a hundred
fold merit attached to them, ‘and hence every
part of India sends its pilgrims in numbers to
itsshrines. The temples are numerous. We
are told by a competent witness, who had made
particular inquiry, that there are ninety pub-
lic temples ot great resort ; while the number
of shrines, great and small, public and private,
amounts to nearly 5,000. Where so rich a
harvest is to be reaped from the devotion of
the people, which never fails to tuke the
course of liberality to the sacred cluss, the
Brahmins are found in abundance, and their
influence is very great. It is reckoned that
‘the tribe numbers 80,000 individuals. Many

of these are directly dependent for support on
the offerings of the people, and all derive ho-
nour from the attachment shown to the reli-
gion in which their order occupies so promi-

in a letter addressed to Dr. Steane, from one
of the Malagasy Refugees, now rcsillin;_v} at
Mauilla, one of the islands of Johanna, which
not only confirms what has gone before, but
even presents additional facts of the most aw-
ful character. Four of the nobles, who were
Christians, have been burned to death, ‘nml
fourteen killed, by being thrown down a fear-
ful precipice! Some in the army have been
degraded : others have been imprisoned for
life ; others have been fined sums of money.
It would appear that the numbers increase as
the persecution waxes more furious. Ina sin-
gle locality an assemblage of two thousand
Christians was discovered by a chief constable,
who, with his attendants, seemed filled with
amazement at the spectacle of such numbers,
They were assembled in a remote place, where
they had erected a house of prayer. 'I'hus it
seems certain that, as usual, the more they are
persecuted the more they grow, and that ulti-
mately all the oppression,. cruelty, and blood-
shed, will only redound to the furtherance of’
the Gospel.

How ro Cook Poraroes,—A correspon-
dent of a London paper writes as follows : “ 1
shall feel most grateful for the insertion of a
new mode ‘of cooking old potatoes. After the
Ist of April potatoes ought to be peeled a
night for the 1 or 2 o’clock dinner, and for
late dinners any time before 9 o’clock the
same day. I have repeated this experiment
many times, and the improvement in the quali-
ty of the potato is very great. It is well known
that, owing to the inherent nature of the po-
tato, it will grow in the tuber very spongy and
with much of the water extracted out of it.
By peeling and steeping them in cold spring
water for 10 or 12 hours, the pores and cclls
become filled, however limp the tuber may be,
and in the process of boiling this fresh water
is again discharged, taking with it all bad fla-
vor as well as partly removing the dark spots
which all potatoes at thistime of the year have.
I'tried them steeped in salt and water, but the
salt turned them dark. I have also steeped
cut sets, which in 12 hours became firm, and
like steeping seeds, they would vegetate direct-
ly. Water will, however, not penetrate through
the tough skin of a whole potato so easily.”

In many parts of the world, and in some
where water is very scarce near the surfuce,
if a hole is bored very deep into the earth,
water is found, which is acted upon by apow-
erful pressure (rom beneath, and forced all
the way up to the surface, through a pipe
which is placed in the hole. Sometimnes in-
deed, this force throws the water from thirty
to fifty feet into ‘the air.

T'hese wells derive their name from the dis-
trict of Artois, or'the ancient Artesium, where
they are abundant. The quantity of water
obtained in this way in Artois, is often stffi-
cient to turn the wheels of the mills, *

At Tours, in Europe, the water fgom-one
fo these wells rushes up with so much force,
that a cannon-ball, placed in the pipe, is vio-
lently thrown up into the air. The water,
coming from a great depth, as it does, is al-
ways warmer than that obtained from common
wells ; so that, in some places, it has been
used to warm buildings. It is behieved by
scientific men, that water may be made to
flow in the deserts of Africa, by means of tlie
Artesian well.  What an illustration of the
goodness of God there is in this thing. Some

philosophers would tell us that this manner of

obtaining water is accounted for by a natural
laww—the law of hydrostatic pressure. Very
well.  But who made that law? Who con-
trols the opcrations of nature in such a way
that even the barren wilderness may yield

the thirsty traveller refreshing springs of

water !
