IN HYDRO STORES
UP THE HEAT

Chatham, Ont., Oct. 28—A new sys-
tem of electrical heating, known as the
“heat storage system,” will soon be put
on the market by the local Hydro Com-
mission. For some months experiments
have been conducted with a view to
utilizing the “off-peak” power and at
the same time relieve the gas and coal
shortage. According to statements of
local officials a heating plant has been
devised which i a test radiated heat
from the apparatus twelve hours after
the current had been turned, sending
a thermometer placed alongside up to
212 degrees Fahrenheit.

FIRST WHITE MAN
‘THEY HAD SEEN

Rasmussen Reports on Five
Eskimo Tribes Never Be-
fore Encountered.

Copenhagen, Oct. 28 — Five Eskimo
tribes who had never seen a white man

were encountered by Knud Rasmussen,
a Danish explorer, in a trip of 8,000
kilometeres from Admiralty Inlet at the
northern part of Baffin Island to Yath-
Yyed Lake, Keewatin. Extremely
primitive, and unable to obtain blub-
ber, these new found Eskimos dwell in
snow huts without heat.

There was every indication that they
were inland tribes, which led Rasmus-
sen, in a report made public today by
the committee of the Fifth Thule ex-
pedition to Arctic North America, to
endorse the theory of the Danish pro-
fessor Stenby that the Eskimos were
originally Indian tribes who became
lost in the northern wildernesses.

When Rasmussen came upon the
Eskimos in his recent journey they hid
their women folk and ‘- children and
made ready to defend themselves until
he saluted them in the Eskimo tongue.
Immediately their attitude changed.
The women and children tumbled out
of their hiding places and the men em-
braced the explorer, showering their
simple hospitality upon him.

DEAD AT 117

Austrian in Saskatchewan
Born the Year After Tra-
falgar.

Saskatoon, Sask., Oct. 28—The death
of Henry Lorengz, aged 117, at Pleasant
Dale, northern Saskatchewan, was re-
ported here today. According to fam-
ily records he was born in Austria on

ay 9, 1805, the year of the Battle of
Trafalgar.

Up to a year ago Lorenz was a heavy
smoker, but the increased price of the
weed caused him to stop. He lid the
chores on his farm until a few days be-
fore his death.

RAILWAY FIRE

Nashville, Tenn,, Oct. 28 — Fire
sweeping through the main shop of the
Tennessee Central Railway here last
night, destroyed three adjoining build-
ings covering an acre of ground, five
locomotives and more than thirty box
cars, together with machine valuables.

London, Oct. 28—A full list of can-
didates for the London constituencies
was published today by the Times.
John Burhs, famous Labor leader, who
resigned from the Asquith cabinet as
a protest against the war, will run as
an independent in his old constituency
of Battersea. Bertrand Russell, phil-
osopher and writer on political science
who was refused a British passport to
go to the U. S. during the war, is a
Labor candidate for Chelsea. .

Colonel Arthur Lynch, who fought
with the Boers in the South African
War, is a labor candidate for Hack-
ney. Four women, none of whom are
Known nationally, will run for the
London borough.

Lord Fermoy is the Unionist candi-
date for Lindsey. Major John Jacob
Astor, brother of Lord Astor, and the
new proprietor of the Times, will run
as the Unionist candidate for Dover.

Gwillyum Lloyd George, son of the
former premier, will be a Liberal can-
didate from the district of Pembroke,
Wales.

H. G. Wells, author, will run on the
ﬁ.abor ticket for the University of Lon-

on.

London, Oct. 28—Arrangements be-
tw_reen Conservatives and Coalition-
Liberals not to oppose one another’s
candidates in certain constituencies is
given a big play in today’s anti-coali-
tion newspapers. As they have it, the
agreements for co-operation or mutual
non-opposition are spreading with an
obvious drift toward reinstating coali-
tion in the government,

It is the contention of the Free Lib-
erals that this situation reveals that
the country is being shephered back to
its old policy, the only difference being
it is in new hands. On the Tory side
the extreme die hards are clearly restive
over this supposed tendency. Their at-
titude was summed up yesterday by a
die hard candidate addressing the voters
of his district in one of the Yorkshire
divisions. He told them he “would
rather vote for the devil than. for any
coalition.”

. The central Conservative exccutive,
hoping to stem the growing dissatis-
faction among the extreme elements of
the party, issued a statement denying
that any pact existed between their
organization and the coalition Liberals.

The statement sald that entire free-
dom in the matter was left to the local
Conservative associations.

As explained in previous despatches,
many local arrangements for co-oper-
ation or non-interference have already
been made by groups of coalition Lib-
erals and Conservatives. In many in-
stances this action was taken with a
desire to prevent a division of votes
which might allow the Laborite candi-
dates to achieve victory.

Glasgow, Oct. 28 — Former Premier
Lloyd George this afternoon address-
ing an audience of 5,000 people, who
received him enthusiastically, -declared
in referring to the breaking up of the
coalition that “the world is in such
trouble, it is in such a condition, that
you cannot afford to indulge in party
bickerings and quarrels until the nation
is on firm rock again.”

He said the Conservatives wanted a
premier with less vitality and go. To
use a golfing phrase, as he put it, they
said he (I.loyd George) was very good
with the niblick, excellent for getting
the ball out of the rough, but that on
the green he was too energetic and they
wanted somebody with a feebler stroke.

Constantinople, *Oct. 28—The invi-
tation to the Near East peace con-
fgrence to be held at Luasanne, begin-
ning on Nov, 18, was handed to Hamid
Bey,_ Angora representative here, last
evening. He expressed regret that the
conference is not to be held ina Turkish
town, but said the Turks will go to
Lausanne, although it will be difficult
to maintain contact with the National
Assembly at Angora, as the Turks pos-
sess neither moredn wireless apparatus
not fast torpedo boats,

Athens, Oct. 28—Greece will be revre-
sented at- the Lausanne conference on
Near Eastern affairs by Venizelos, and
the Greek ministers to London and
Paris. General Mazanakis will attend
as the Grecian military expert.

Andrew Under Arrest.

Athens, Oct. 28—Prince Andrey of-
Greece, brother of former King Con-
stantine, arrived here yesterday on the
destroyer Asphis and was placed in
solitary confinement.

The prince was a commander of a
portion of the forces in the campaign
in Asia Minor against the Turks, and
is charged with having disobeyed orders
of the general staff and with being re-
sponsible for the disaster to the Greek
trops before Sangarius.

Among other persons who have been
arrested is former Premier Kalogero-
poulos. The active preparations which
are being made to expedite the trials
by special court martial indicate the
determination of the revolutionary
leaders.

Angora, Oct. 28—The Nationalist
Assembly here has elected General Is-
met Pasha foreign minister in place: of
Yussuf Kemal Bey, whose resignation
was announced yesterday.

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SLEEP-WALK
PLUNGE KILLS
LLOYD WARREN

famous Architect Falls from
His Apartment in Early
Morning — Suicide The-
ory Discarded.

New York, Oct. 28—Lloyd Warren,
architect, was found dead Wednesday
morning in an areaway below his bed-
room at 1 West Sixty-fourth street. It
it believed that he fell accidently while
opening the window of his apartment,
which is on the eighth floor, Mr.
Warren who was founder of the Beaux-
Arts Institute of Design, and a brother
of Whitney Warren, the architect, was
said by fellow artists yesterday to have
done more than any other man to raise
the standard of architectual education
in this country.

Mr. Warren, who was 52 years old
and unmarried, had worked in the
School of Design until 8 o’clock on
Tuesday night, and before he left gave
instructions for the work to be done
so that he might examine it next day.
He went home, dismissed his Japanese
builer, who dees not remain in the
apartment at night, and then went out.
He apparently returned some time later
and prepared for bed, as his body was
found in pajamas. No one heard him
fall, and his death was not discovered
until a milkman went into the areaway
at 8 o'clock in the morning.

The police were inclined to thing that
Mr. Warren had committed suicide, and
it was entered on the blotter that he
had jumped from the window. But his
brother and friends scouted this sug-
gestion, saying that he had made plans
to entertain friends at dinner last night
and for a meeting later in the office of
Thomas Hastings, the architect.

Subject to Sleep-Walking.

What his friends believed to be the
more creditable explanation of his death
was that in one of the spells of som-
nambulism to which he was subject he
walked to the window, the sill of which
was only eighteen inches above the floor,
and toppled over it. He just missed
being impaled on the spikes of a fence
between the -apartment house in which
he lived and the, one next door.

‘New York, Oct. 28—Plans for making
possible the fullest utilization of the
power of the streams of Northern New
York State were made known in the
announcement of . the organization of
the Power Corporation of New York,
backed by interests affiliated with the
Northern Nesv York Utilities, Inc., and
the Northern New York Trust Co.

The new corporation, which has a
capitalization of $1,000,000 preferred and
300,000 shares of no par value common
stock and an authdrization to issue $5,~
000,000 in bonds, has acquired by pur-
chase from St. Regis Paper Company
and the Hanna Paper Corporation the
water powers at the six mills of these
ccmpanies, ~developing some 38,000
horsepower, In addition, the new cor-
poration has acquired water powers on
the Raquette River, near the power
properties: of the Aluminum Company
of Ameriea; capable of developing an
additional, 60,000 horsepower. This is
said to be the largest aggregate of
hydraulic power in New York State
and the east, with the exception of the
Niagara Falls development.

The president of the new power cor-
poration” is John N. Carlisle, President
of the Northern New York Utilities,
Inc., and formerly State Highway Com-
missioner. The Board of Directors is
composed of Floyd L. Carlisle, Frank
A. Empsall, John J. Warren, R. M.
Maltby, William K. Dick, J. Adolph
Mollenhauer, Jonathan Buckley, Alvah

P. Creager. Most of the directors are

\placed today for $7,000,000. It has be-
come desperate and reckless. ' Its whole
gttitude, from the beginning, has been
such as to reveal its true character to
the people. It sought to get control of
Musquash power to serve its own pur-
poses, and what those purposes are the
people have long since learned, There
can be no power at cost for tne con-
sumer if the company has its way, nor
any escape from monopoly. The choice
the people have to make is whether
they will get the full benefit of the
Musquash development or hand it over
to the power company. Surely there
can be no doubt or hesitation as to the
wiser course. A safe rule in view of
past experience is to learn what the
power company wants and then oppose
it to the bitter end.

No citizens are more deeply concern-
ed in the matter of cheap lignt and
power than are the women, Cheap
electricity means more and better light,
and it brings within reach a number
of labor savers which lighten the tasks
of the housekeeper. Cheap electricity
is of great use for heating as well as
lighting purposes. Homes are made
bgigater and far more comfortable
when the electric current can be got
cheaply, and the work of the women in
the house is lessened. For these rea-

ASQUITH AND
CHURCHILL HEARD

Former Criticizes Coalition
and New Ministry

His Own Party Small, But

Churchill Makes Declara-
tion—Talk of New Coali-
tion With Conservative
Premier,

London, Oct. 27—The election cam-
paign has now reached a stage where
there is such a mnumber of political
speeches and pronouncéments that it
is becoming almost a physical impossi-
bility for the newspapers either to re-
port or follow them. Herbert H. As-
quith, former premier, and Winston
Spencer Churchill, €olonial secretary in
the Lloyd George cabinet, were the two
principal figures engaging attention to-
day. Mr. Asquith’s address was de-
voted chiefly to criticizing the coalition
government’s short-comings and the
new Bonar Law ministry.

“We have today the unusual spectacle
of two authors of coalition, Lloyd

epitaphs to carve upon its tomb,” de-
clared Mr. Asquith.

Mr. Asquith said that Labor en many
qliestions spoke almost with the same
voice as the Liberals, but their ultimate
purpose was gradual accomplishment of

whole of the industrial field.

His own party, Mr. Asquith de-
scribed as “few in number—voices cry-
ing in the wilderness—derided in debate
and overwhelmed in the division lob-
bies.” But, he added, “they fought on
and challenged any other party with
their record.”

Kansas City, Kan,, Oct. 28—The
body of Frank Espy, a white man, was
buried this week in Huron Cemetery, in|
the heart of the business district here,
while Helena Conley, a descendant of
Wyandotte Indians, stood at the head
of the grave and delivered the Wyan-

dotte Indian curse on the dead man’s|.

soul and on those responssible for the
burial in the old Indian cemetery. The
curse was dclivered in a low tone, most
of it in the Indian language..

The grave was dug under police
rotection after the burial had been de-
ayed twenty-four hours by the Conley
sisters, Helena, Lydia and Ida. Police-
men stood by the Indian woman during

the burial and several times took hold
of her when she waved her arms wildly
while delivering the curse. :

As the pallbearers neared the open
grave with the body Helena stepped
forward and raised her arm.

“I forbid this burial,” she commanded
in a stern voice. “Take the body
away.”

The pallbearers did not heed her com-
mand and the burial proceeded.

The Indian sisters had spent a night-
long vigil standing off burial parties,
but finally parked their rifles while
policemen protected gravediggers, pall-
bearers and mourners,

The Conley sisters took their rifles and
blankets to the Huron Cemetery and
said they would keep out the whites
forever to protect the dust of thier
Wyandotte ancestors. Telegraphic per-
mission to the white people from the
Hakell Indian Institute to conduct the
burial causer them to end their oppo-
sition,

Toronto, Winnipeg and

iMoncton—General Head-
quarters Possibly in Mon-
treal — Not Definite Till
New Chief Comes Back.

Ottawa, Oct. 28—(Canadian Press.)
—“The question of headquarters for
the Canadian National Railways, or di-
vision into territories has not even been
discussed, nor will it be discussed till
after the return of Sir Henry Thorn-
ton.” said Hon, G. P, Graham; minister
of railways and canals today.

Toronto, Oct. 28—In a despatch from
Ottawa the Globe says that the C. N.
R. board has returned with a large
amount of information regarding traf-
fic operation problems and equipment
difficulties which will enable it upon the
return of the nmew president, prompt-
ly to decide the much mooted matter
of location and division of headquar-
ters.  Although nothing has yet been
determined, it is learned oh good au-
thority that the plan that has the best
chance of final adoption contemplates
the establishment of three centres of
operation.

Toronto, according to this plan,
which cannot be approved until Sir
Henry Thornton arrives, would be head
of Q&}e central division; Winnipeg of
the Jines west of the Great Lakes,
Moncton of the road formerly known as
the 1. C. R., with Montreal as general
headquarters.,

The central division, of which To-
ronto is proposed to be the centre,
would comprise all the Ontario lines of
\;‘i‘e Grand Trunk and Canadian Na-
tional, all the Grand Trunk lines out-
side of Canada, including the Grand
Trunk between Detroit and Chicago and
the Grand Trunk from Montreal to
Portland, also the C. N. R. lines in
Quebec.

In Montreal would be located some
of the general offices for operating,
equipping and accounting purposes.

It is also considered almost certain
that Sir Henry Thornton’s offices will
be in Ottawa, although he will have
final say on this question. If this plan

. adopted Toronto, after all would hold
what, is really the key position, with
command ‘of ‘all the roads in the two
most populous provinces.

MARTIAL LAW
PROCLAIMED

Then Rescinded in Italy as
Conditions Improved— A
Government Proclamation

(Canadiag Press Cable)
London, Oct. 28—Marital law h
been proclaimed in Italy, to take effect

throughout the entire country from
noon today, says a despatch from the
Stefani Agency, sémi-official Italian
newspaper organization.

Special despatches early today told
of the beginning of a concerted move-
ment by the Fascisti against several
towns, - Florence, Pisa, Cremona and
other chief centres were declared to
have been taken over by the Fascisti
forces, who deposed the state author-
ities and assumed command. Appar-
ently, according to these advices, there
was on resistance. ;

Communications in all parts of the
country are badly disorganized and the
news of the declaration of martial law
is the first to reach here since the move-
ment started,

King Victor Emmanuel is known to
have returned to Rome last night with
the intention of conferring with various
political leaders in an endeavor to form
a new cabinet to succeed the Facta
ministry, which was forced out by the
threats of the Fascisti.

Later messages say martial law was
proclaimed in Italy to take effect at
noon. today but the proclamation was
rescinded as result of an improvement
in the situation.

Proclamation by Government.

Rome, Oct. 28.—The Italian cabinet
in a proclamation to the people says:—

“Seditious movements having mani-
fested themselves in certain provinces
of Italy, having as their object the in-
terruption of the moral functions of the
state’s powers and calculated to plunge
the country into grave trouble, the gov-
ernment has as far as possible tried
every means of conciliation in the hope
of re-establishing peace and reaching a
peacéful solution of the crisis.

“In the face of such insurrectionary
attempts it is the duty of the retiring
government by all means, at whatever
cost, to maintain law and order, and
this duty it will carry out to the full in
order to safegnard the citizens and free
constitutional institutions.

“It is the government’s expectation
that the citizens will remain calm and
have confidence in the measures taken
for their safety.

“Long live Italy. Long live the king.”

Fredericton, N. B,, Oct. 28—Three
prospecting licenses covering 147 min-
ing areas on ground about two miles
northeast of Centreville, Carleton coun-
ty, were taken out this morning at the
department of lands and mines by
Charles Smith of Florenceville, giving
his tion as minor; Dr. C. A.
Kirkpatrick of Grand Falls, physician;
and George H. Weeler of Florenceville,
contrastor.

Mr. Smith said that he had found
good samples of gold. The department
officials were also shown a certificate
from the office of Milton Hersey, Mont-
real, an assay office, which was to the
effect that samples forwarded to the
office were gold-bearing and that one
of the samples was quite rich.

Surveys by geologists and minerol-
ogists have covered New Brunswick
completely. All that they have stated
in their numerous reports is that traces
of gold have been found in Carleton
and Victoria counties, but that precious
mineral never has appeared in quanti-
ties.

Friends Ask Inquiry Into
Death of Charles S. Calli-
gan, Former Aid to Whit-
man—He Had Told of At-|
tack.

HOW T0 SAVE COAL

(Credit Men’s Journal.)

It is worthy of especal note that the
Anthracite Bureau of Information,
which is maintained by the so-called
“coal barons,” is advising users of an-
thracite as to how to save on their fuel |
bills for hard coal. For exampiue, it is
stggested that in the first place the
householder should ascertain what size
of coal is best adapted to his heating
devices, and whether the draught of his
chimney requires a free-burning or one;
of the harder varietiés of nnthfaclte.l
The consumer should  ask himself
whether he is getting a dollar’s ‘worth !
of heat for every dollar’s worth of fuel
consumed. Probably he is not! The
fault may be with the stove or furnace,
or with the kind of fuel he is using,
or with his method of regulating the
stove or furnace. i

Sometimes the combustion chamber is
not sufficiently filled, or it may be too
full. The top of the fire-brick lining
in the range, cylinder stove or hot-air
furnace and the bottom of the feed door
opening into the steam or hot water
boiler are the definite gatiges by which
the height of the fuel bed should be
judged. Fill the fuel space of the furn-
ace, stove or boiler according to these

| suggestions, heaping the coal slightly Lo 4per conditions.

in the centre. The fuel space should!
be filled twice a day in winter weather.!'

The last time should be as late at night |

as is convenient. There is loss in both
economy and comfort if smaller quanti-
ties of anthracite are added to the fire
several times a day with attendant
shakings. The grate should be shaken

The St. John Council of Women met
yesterday afternoon in the Board of
Trade rooms with Mrs. R. J. Hooper
presiding. The resignation of Mrs. G.
C. Poole, as recording secretary, was re-
gretfully accepted and Mrs. G. Wilford
Campbeil was appointed to act in her
place. Mrs. H. B. Peck read part of
the minutes of the annual meeting of
the National Council in West Algoma
as sent by the secretary, Mrs. Harry
Carpenter.

only until a bright light shows under-
neath, and this showd be done onty
twice a day. Additional shakingt
permit unconsumed coal to pass
through the grate bars. When the
furnace is filled at night the fire should
be checked or damped down and be
ready to give a quick heat in the morn-
ing. Steam or hot water boilers should
have the fire space filled with coal at
least to a point level with the bottom
of the feed door opening, and one feed-
ing should be sufficient for twelve
hours if the draughts are properly ad-
justed. Once in the morning and once
in the evening are the only times when
attention is necessary under normal
Ashes should be
shaken down before the furnace or
stove is refilled with fresh coal.

The common error of leaving open
the feed door and admitting cold air
over the hot fuel bed and at the same
time cooling the heating surfaces should
be avoided. All air necessary to com-
bustion should be drawn through the
bed of coal and fire and all checking of
draught should be accomplished by
shutting the ash-pit door and opening
the check damper in the stove pipe.
Thus all the heat possible is held in
contact with heating sirfaces.

In the case of hard coal base burners,

|

Nova Scotia Production to Supplant
United States Aathracite—Anticipat-
ing Fuel Problem.

Ottawa, Oct. 26—With the view of
helping to ensure the fuel independence
of Canada, the government it consid-
ering the establishment of a huge plant
at Sydney, N. S, for the treatment of
bituminous coal and its reduction into
coke as a substitute for anthracite. Ex-
perts of the Mines Department have
been asked to report on the project.

The recurrent coal strikes in the
United States and the advice that, ten
years hence, -American anthracite for
export may not be available in any
large quantities, suggest measures for
the development of domestic sources of
supply. .

Coke was urged as a substitute for
anthracite by.experts before a fuel com-
mittee of the Commons two years ago.
One argument in its favor is that it
can be transported much more econ-
omically than coal.

The supply from the proposed Syd-
ney station would be designed especial-
ly for central Canada. A similar sta-
tion may be established in the west if
necessary, but it is calculated that

Britisn Columbia or Alberta coal either’

in its natural form or as briquettes,
will not come east of Winnipeg.

The department is having an inves-
tigation of the lignite briquetteing
progress at Bienfait, Sask., to deter-
mine its practibility.

SUGGESTIONS FOR USING

SUBSTITUTES FOR AMERICAN ANTHRACITE

IN ORDINARY HOUSE FURNACES

1. No change is necessary in furnace. Build the fire in the usual way.

2. Open all the drafts and leave them open for about ten minutes. This
is to allow the smoke and gases to pass out of the chimney.

4. After the coal has been burning for about ten minutes or long enough
for the smoke and gases to have been expelled, close up all the drafts except
the chimney draft, which should be left partially open.

5. When refiring, first take a bar or poker and break up the crust of coal
that forms on the top of a Bituminous coal fire, then apply fresh coal, follow-
ing the rule already given for leaving drafts open. A handful or two of coarse
salt scattered evenly over top of Bituminous coal freshly applied to fire will
prevent formation of tar and other substances adhering to sides of furnace,
it will form a gas thereby intensifying the heat and eliminating smoke,

6. Bituminous coal will probably be in varying sizes and contaln some
slack. The lumps should be burned in the day time and the fire banked with
smaller coal and slack at night, leaving a small opening at the top to let the
air through.

When making the last fire at night shake out the. fine ash that will be
clogging the openings in the grate, Your grates will last far longer if kept
clean.

7. By throwing a moderate amount of water upon the Bituminous pile at
the point from which the coal is taken out the dust and dirt objection is
largely overcome, as well as reducing the amount of smoke when the coal is
first thrown on the fire.

8. In the morning, before opénlng the furnace door, the chimney and bot-

9. With Bituminous Coal more soot is formed in stovepipes, flues and
case of Anthracite; and furnaces, furnace pipes and chim-
neys should be cleaned frequently.

. 11. Welsh Anthracite and Welsh Dry Coal and “Briquettes” should be fired
in practically the same manner as Pennsylvania Anthracite. The small screen-
ings should be fired on top of the larger coal when the fire is well kindled.

12. If Coke is used care must be taken to keep the ash pan free of ashes.
If allowed to accumulate the grates may be burnt out. It is also good to keep
a little water in the ash pan if tight enough to hold it.

RELIGIOUS SINGER
GETS BIG SALARY

Cantor in Jewish Synagogue
to Receive $15,000 Year

New York, Oct. 28—One of the

largest salaries ever paid to any singer
—if not to any church singer—will be
