THE OTHER SIDE.

What
is the explanation? It can be given in
one word—prohibition. This is the only
logical explanation. Millions of dollars

is hook, line, bait, patience and stick-at-
it-iveness by some idle men. Fish can
be caught off Millidgeville, Sandy Point,
Drury’s . Cove, Renforth.,, etc. ~Unem-
ployed men could take the street cars
to the Manor House, and from there
to the fishing grounds at Drury’s Cove
is but one mile, or they could go by
train to Renforth Station. |

Certain times- of the tide are better!
than others, but as there are many men
who fish regularly each winter throughl
the ice, those inexperienced could easily |
obtain necessary information.

It would be unwise to go on a day'
when the wind was strong from the
north or northwest, as it would be too
cold on the ice, unless shelter were pro-
vided. Two shacks provided by the
Union ’Bus Co. for waiting passengers
at the Manor House and Ford factory
would. make fine shelters if they would
be donated by the 'Bus Co., and the city
let one of their teams move them on to
the ice. Heavy, warm clothes and mitts
would be necessary, and an old bag for
the fish. With ordinary luck a man
would catch enough fish in a day or two
to do a family for a month, as there is
no trouble to keep fish frozen at this
time of the year. Could not some of the
unemployed be got together and sent
out for a day or two to give it a fair
trial, and possibly some organization
would furnish lunches for them,

I think it well worth trying.

( Peérmanent Fire Force.

Commissioner Thornton brought wup
the matter of a permanent fire depart-

ment. He said that the underwriters
had been urging adoption of this plan
for several years. The force was doing
fine work, said Commissioner Thornton.
In 1920, he said, the fire loss was $80,000
and during the year just closed it was
$110,000. These figures showed tre-
mendous improvement over earlier years
when the loss amounted to three-quar-
ters of a million dollars. As this was a
matter to be argued when estimates were
considered, he said he would not go into
very much detail. He proposed, how-
ever, to create a permanent force in the
heart of the city by doing away with
about forty call men and appointing six-
teen permanent men, at a salary of $l,-
200 per annum, at least.
. The public safety commissioner out-
lined several changes he contemplated
in regard to theplacing of the apparatus.
He intended to shift the No. 1 engine
from No. 8 station, Union street, to No.
1.hook and ladder, King street east, and
remove the horse-drawn hose-wagon,
now in No. 1'to No. 3. He submitted
a motion authorizing him to call for com-
petitive bids to instal a heating appar-
atus in JNo- 1 hook and ladder station,
the cost to be met by bond issue. This
was carried. - :
Commissioner Jones read a letter from
the Canada Lockjoint Pipe Company,
asking for a release of one-half of their
contract deposit.

RETURNS $200 10
BOARDOF HEALH

School Health Inspector For
Parish of Simonds Says
He Did Not Earn It
S el

The outstanding feature of the routine
meeting of the board of health yesterday

afternoon was the return of a check for
$200 by Dr. J. R. Nigent tendered him
as the health inspector of schools for the
parish of Simonds. The young physician
said he could not conscientiously accept
the stipend as he felt he had not rightly
earned it. Fortunately this parish has
had a pretty clean bill of health during
the late term and the doctor’s services
were not in demand. This commendable
action establishes somewhat of a pre-
cedent in health official circles and it
was with a special kind of. thrill the
meeting was advised of the inspector’s
decision. In other parishes, however,
physicians have put in considerable time
most effectively in checking up the kid-
. dies and their bodily well-being and are
therefore justly entitled to their allow-
ance. :

It was disclosed by the report of Dr.
Mabel Hanington, medical inspector of
schools for the city, that barring a scat-
tered few cases of chickenpox the health
situation among the eight thousand
scholars is quite clear and satisfactory.
The average number of disbarrments
from school and re-admissions were
noted.

Mrs. Edmund Flewwelling, whose
duties take her among the shops and
other food centres, hotels and restau-
rants, reported a tendency on the part
of some bakers to disregard the bread-
wrapping regulation in the retail store
stocks. This is as contrary to the law
as if the bread were being delivered
about the town and is sometimes just
as dangerous to public health. There
are no half measures in the regulation
and it was intimated that persistent vio-
lators may some day receive an un-
pleasant surprise. Several notably flag-
rant cases of badly-kept stores and un-
protected perishables inv food have been
cleaned up to the satisfaction of the in-
spector and the public. The educational
campaign along these lines is bearing
much fruit after,a year of rotating visits,

it was reported.

Miss S. E. Brophy, nurse for the St.
John Society for the
Tuberculosis, made her usual monthly
statement which showed that there are
208 regular patients enrolled, 103 under
observation and that 207 visits have been
made. Two patients were sent to the
County Hospital and two to the River
Glade Sanitorium. In accepting this re-
port, the members of the board discussed

the possibility of overlapping in some

of these visits.

Dr. T. Fred Johnston, dairy, food and
slaughter house inspector, gave figures
relative to visits to milk producing farms
in the country and of the drastic mea-
sures now in process of enforcement,
relative to manure heaps and other un-
sanitary farm drawbacks adjacent to

“cattle barns. Dr. Warwick, sub-district

health  officer, observed that offending
milkmen had been warned that; after
subsequent inspections, these bad prac-
tices of long standing must cease or
licenses would be revoked.

During the month of December thcrcf

were sixty deaths in the city of St. John,
sixteen of diphtheria, fourteen of scarlet
fever, one of typhoid, eight of chicken-
pox and ten of tuberculosis.

In the child welfare department of
activity, as carried on by the Victori-n
Order of Nurses, there were a total of
813 visits in December, classiiied u»
among breast-fed and bottle-fed babies,
kindergarten children and expectant
mothers. There were eighty-seven clinics
and forty milk tickets were given out.

Dr. H. L. Abramson, provincial bac-
teriologist, gave the monthly drinking
water tests as satisfactory.

The St. John Association for the Pre-
vention of Tuberculosis sent a copy of
its estimates for the year and appended
a request that the board of health set
aside $1,200 for two nurses, or a contri-
bution towards the maintenance of such.
No action taken.

The Royal Sanitary Institute of Great
Britgin, through the mayor and civic
coundll, sent an invitation for health
beard officials to attend their great con-
gress next summer, It is to be held in
Bournemouth, England.

Two wells in a residential location,

63 LYNCHINGS IN 1921,
Tuskegee Institute Gives 4,096 as Total
of Mob Victims Since 3885,

(New York Times.)
The number of lynchings in the United
States during the year, 1921, according to
statistics compiled and made public yes-

terday by the National Association for |

the Advancement of Colored People, 70
Fifth Avenue, totaled sixty-four, or one
less than the number shown by records
kept and made public simultaneonsly
by Tuskegee Institute. Of the victims
accounted for by the National Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Colored
People four were publicly burned to
death, and five were birned after death.
The total shows a decrease of two from
the preceding year.

The total number of mob victims in
the thirty-six years since 1885, accord-
ing to Tuskegee figures, has been 4,096.
Fifty-nine of the 1921 victims were
negroes and the others whites. In sev-
enty-two instances the officers of the
law prevented lynchings, eight such res-
cues having been made in Northern
States and sixty-four in Southern States.
Armed forces were used to repel lynch-
ing expeditions. There were twenty in-
stances of assault or attempted assault
and of the accused who paid mob pen-
alties one was a white man, the other
four white victims having been lynched
for alleged murder.

DOMESTIC BUREAU
WORK INCREASING

Provincial Employment Or-
ganizztion Opened Office
for Domestic Servants.

(Montreal Gazette.)
“There has been a steadily. increasing

! interest in the activities of the women’s

section of the provincial empioyment
bureau, particularly in connection with
the finding of situations for domestic
servants. Conditions have, generally
speaking, proven most satisfactory.” |
Joseph Alney, general.superintendent
of the bureau, made the statement quot-
ed in the foregoing when questioned yes-
terday as to the experience of the bure

' many abuses the provincial legislature

approved of legislation to abofish re-
gistry offices conducted as private enter-
prises. This does not interfere with
various philanthropic and church organ-
izations which endeavor to find situa-
tions for those who desire to enter do-
mestic service, but since October last
such establishments as exacted a fee for
placing names on their lists, and another
fee for obtaining servants, are contrary
to law. They have been obliged to re-
move their signs and to cease advertis-
ing. To replace these private agencies
the provincial government immediately
enlarged the scope of their local employ-
ment offices so that householders requir-
ing servants, and servants seeking posi-
tions, might be placed in touch with
each other.

A new office has been recently opened
for this special purpose in the govern-
ment building. There is a force of
women clerks to deal with this special
form of employment, and suitable pro-
vision has been made for the necéssary
registration of inquiries and applicants.
Careful inquiry is made under the direc-
tion of Miss Frappier, and Mr. Aihey
commented upon the lack of complaints
from either source since the inception
of this especial service.

A 'Busy Office.

At present the bureau Is placing

women in domestic service on an average
of forty each week. The service is
growing, and it is anticipated that the
office in Notre Dame street will be a
busy one when the completed plan is in
full operation. It has been arranged to
establish communication between the
office and the rural districts so that girls
desiring to seek positions in Montreal
may be placed in touch with the
bureau and thus obtain employment in
the most expeditious manner. In this

D. B. Doig Named After the

Author’s Father — Remin-
iscences of “Thrums.”

To one. family in St. John the news
that Sir James M. Barrie had been
awarded the Order of Merit for services
to literature was of .more than ordinary
interest. David B. Doig was named
after Sir James Barrie’s father, and is
the author’s cousin. He was born in
Kerriemuir, better known now . as
“Thrums,” and came from there about
1878, when Sir James was yet a boy,
sharing with his mother, Margaret Ogil-
vy Barrie, the dreams of literary success
later to be achieved by him. Mr. Doig
was himself a great favorite with Mar-
garet Ogilvy, whom her son has immor-
talized in one of his books and who ap-
pears in some sense in all of them. Mr.
Doig has a portrait of her, and pictures
of the Barrie home, the Auld Licht Kirk
and “a window in Thrums.”

He revisited his native place in 1899
and was asked to call upon his cousin,
the author, who plied him with ques-
tions during a short interview. Mr.
Doig describes Sir James as a most re-
served man, immersed in his work, never
caring to speak in public, and refusing
resolutely to visit a photographer. A
request once from Mr. Doig for a photo-
graph brought only a letter, which was
not at all easy to decipher.

Sir James is now about sixty-four
years of age. He has a brother, Alex-
ander, who is an inspector of schools
in Scotland. One reads with rare de-
light Sir James’ story of Margaret Ogil-
vy and their life in the little town, his
own literary ambitions, his break into
newspaper work, and his discovery that
the material for stories of universal in-
terest were found in the quaint Scottish
town of his birth. He tells us that his
mother used to hide the first newspapers
containing his “Thrums” delineations,
lest the neighbors read them and be hor-
rified thereat. Mr. Doig was well ac-
quainted with some of the local charac-
ters described, and can tell rare anec-
dotes regarding them.
