Additional Funds For
School Board

- DISCUSSION THIS MORNING

Delegation Heard ‘at City Hall—
Means ; $65,000 More Than
Amnount at Disgosal of the Board
of Trustees Last Year

T3¥f the premier will agree to the neces-
sary legislation, the city will consent to
an increase of $65,000 in the assessment
for schogl purposes for the current year.
Authority was given at the last session
of the legislature for an increase of $25,-
000, but an additional $40,000 is required
to provide for salary increases and allow
something towards the reduction of the
overdraft of $84,000 which the school
board owes the banks.

A delegation representing the board of :

school trustees waited on the common
council in committee this merning and
laid before them .a statement of their
. financial position, with the result that
the council agreed, provisionally, to their
proposals,
The delegation consisted of R. B.
Emerson, chairman, A. G. Leavitt, secre-
tary, Thomas Nagle, Coll, H. G,
Smith, members of the board, and Dr.
H. S. Bridges, superintendent of educa-
tion.

Mr. Emerson briefly introduced the
subject, referring to the large overdraft
of the board and the need for additional
funds to provide for increases in salaries.

Mr Teavitt said that during his nine
years experience at the school board it
always had been found that the esti-
mates, on the most economical scale,
exceeded the amount for which they
were permitted to assess. The esti-
mates had to be reduced to a point with-
in the law, regardless of ‘the fact that
the board knew that the expenditures
would be largee. This year the esti-
mates ran to 000, while the agsess-
mient Was $225,000. On top of this was
the increase in teachers’ salaries, which
added another $25,000. He also told of
¢ expenses due to the higher cost
of fuel, repairs, ete. The board has a
bonded indebtedness of $694,000, of,
which $283,000 was secured with a sink-
ing fund, now amounting to £51,506.
They asked for approval for an increase
of $40,000 in the amount for which they
might assess.

The mayor remarkéd that, with the

$25,000 additional authorized last year,
this would provide $65,000 more than
the board had last year. ;
‘ Mr. Emerson said he understood that
the council had promised the teachers
to provide funuds for the -desired in-
creases.

The mayor replied that they had said
they would not oppose any action the
board might take.

Mr. Bullock said he strongly believed
that the school board, like any other
civic department, should assess for the
full amount required and then live with-
in dts income. He also thought that
their fiscal year should be changed to
correspond with that of the city.

In reply to a question, Mr. Leavitt
said that the proposed increases amount-
ed to $20,200 for the lady teachers and
$5,675 for the male teachers.

The mayor asked, if the council agreed
to raise the additional amount by assess-
ment, would the board agree to secure

letter from the premier promising
”egislaﬂon to authorize their action. This
was agreed to.

Dr. Bridges pointed out that the num-
ber of pupils had increased from 6,500
in 1907 to 8,000 this year. This, with
higher costs of operation, helped to ac-
count for the increased assessment re-
quired.

The delegation promised to see the pre-
mier before the time for the council
meeting on Tuesday afternoon and then
withdrew.

DELEGATICN HEARD

Matter Goes Over Until Tomorrow
W hen City Solicitor and County
Secretary Will be Asked to
Attend —The Case as Presented

A request for the establishment of a
juvenile court in this' city was presented
to the common council, meeting in com-
mittee this morning, by a representative
delegation. .After the hearing of the
delegation, the commissioners discussed
the proposal briefly, but decided to de-
fer action uptil tomorrow mog'ning when
the city soficitor and the county escre-
tary will be asked to be present, owing
to the fact that the court, if established,
probably =~ would have jurisdiction
ihroughout the county.

When the meeting was called to or-
der, A. R. Cruikshank, on behalf of the
delegation, read the following petition:

St. John, Jan. 27, 1919.
The Mayor and Commissioners of the
City of St. John, St. John, N. B.:

Dear Sirs,—The increase in juvenile
crime in the city of St. John has been
very marked during the last few years.
The number of arrests in 1915 was
eighty-five; in 1916, 105; in 1917, 225.
This increase we feel is directly due to
the failure to administer existing laws.
There are two laws on the statyte books
which ‘deal with juvenile delinguency,
one a dominion statute and one a pro-
vincial statute.

The dominion law, ghapter 40_Acts. of
1908, provides for the establishment of
juvenile courts and the trial in them of
all children apparently or actually under
the age of sixteen years. The preamble
to this act reads:

“Whereas, it i; inexpedient that youth-
ful offenders should be classed or dealt
with as ordinary criminals, the welfare
of the community demanding that they
should on the _contrary be gunarded
against association with crime and crim-
inals, and should he subjected to such
wise care, treatment and control as will
tend to check their evil tendencies and
to strengthen their better instincts.
Therefore his majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the senate and
house of commons of Canada, enacts,”
ete.

Similar legislation was enacted by the
province in 1916, chapter 39.

At the present moment the authority
contemplated by these acts is apparent-
ly divided between the commissioners
under the latter act (Canon Armstrong
and Father Duke), and the police mag-
istrate, all applications to commit chil-
dren to the children’s home apparently
going before the former gentlemen,while
ordinary crimes committed by children
are taken up by the police magistrite,
who, however, has at his control none
of the machinery contemplated by the
above acts for superv”ig those out en
parole. There are also two other fac-
tors working against the proper admin-
istration of justice in this regard.

(1) The police magistrate has appar-
ently a decided disinclination to commit
to the Industrial Home and under pres-
ent conditions his reluctance may be jus-

cently fifth offence. He generally gives
! those boys arrested for minor offences
(a lecture, and then allows them their
| freedom under parole, but as this is not
enforced, the boy usually comes back
| under arrest. ‘This has occurred in one
) case at least fifteen times.
i (2) As a natural consequence of the
{ above, boys are exhibiting a contempt
| for the police and the latter are prac-
tically refusing or at least omitting to
arrest juvenile criminals, as they feel
that it is impossible to obtain satisfac-
itory results under the existing systewmn.
Thus the increasing number of youth-
ful delinquents, who are rapidly devel-
| oping into criminals with a contempt
for law and order, will, unless speedily

corrected, in a few years’ time result in

| most undesirable conditions and impose
a large expense upon the community for
protection, and for the arrest, trial and
punishment of offenders.

The moral tone of the youth of our
city is being rapidly lowered by contact
with unrestrained and unguided delin-
quents who, through their escapades, be-

come the heroes of their immediate com- |

panions.

It has been repeatedly stated by vis-
itors to this city that there is more open
smoking and profanity by young boys
on our streets than in any other place
they have been in in Canada. Also it
is well known that the number of young
girls frequenting our streets at night for
questionable and immoral purposes is
most deplorable.

Under the system authorized by the
above acts the child is treated from the
parental and not altogether from the
legal standpoint. After judgment, if the

delinquent is released on parole, his con-|'

duct and the conditions of his home are
kept continually under the eye of the
probation officer, who becomes his “big
brother.”

MEETING I PREVENTED

Planned te Honor Memory, of Li-
ebknecht and Protest Against
Limitation of Free Speech—
Austro-Hungarian Club Wreck-
ed

Winnipeg, Jan. 27—Karl Liebknecht,
the red flag, the Bolsheviki and the So-
cialists are not popular among the re-
turned soldiers of Winnipeg. Ample
proof of this was given yesterday when
riots occurred all over the city. A’ So-
cialist meeting called to honor the me-
mory of Karl Liebknechit and to protest
against the limitation of free speech was
not held as planned, for returned soldiers
turned it into a man chase. When the
Socialists came to the Majestic Theatre
for their meeting they found that the|
management had closed the doors against |
them and they were obliged to resort to
the market square. Hundreds of return- |
ed soldiers, incensed at the idea of a
meeting held in honor of a man of the
race they had fought in France, gather—
ed in. force and requested that the meet-
ing should never be held, “Fritzies arg
all the same to us,” they shouted when
the Socialists tried to. tell them that
Liebknecht had always been against the
war.. They cleared the market square,
and many prominent members of the
Socialists were obliged to take to their
heels. ‘- i

The Austro-Hungarian Club in the
north end of the city was wrecked by an
angry mob, which seemed determined
on destroying everything Austrian end
German, and “beat up” all the cliens and
Bolshevikis they could lay hands on. Al
the windows in the club ‘were smashed,
while the furniture was sent flying out
of the windows.

The crowd then went to Elmwood, a
suburb, and great excitement was caused
in the streets as the Bolsheviki hunters,
as they called themselves, searched for a
German clyb.. They did not locate the
place they were after, however, and fin-
ally returned to the city.

The annual report of the fire *depart-
men for the year en@:ﬁx‘qﬁ Pecember 81,
1918, pregented to: iheiedmmissioner by
is as Yollows::

During this year the department re-
sponded\ to 158 bell alarms; 188 were
from the east side and twenty from the
west side, also to eighty-three still
alarms, seventy-four which were from
the east side. In addition the depart-
ment was called in response to hine false

alarms. \

The total amount of insurance\psid by
the companies in which the properties
were insured, amounted to approximately
$200,000, and to handle the many fires
during the year 60,000 feet of two-and-a-
half-inch hose, 2,500 feet of chemical
hose, 8,000 feet of ladders and 2,000 gal-
lons of chemical were used.

The department had a fairly busy
year, and was called upon to battle with
some very seriou$ looking fires, among
which the hardwaré store of T. McAvity
& Sons, W. H. Thorne & Co’s hardware
store, the building of F. E. Willizms in
Germain street, C. H. Peter’s warehouse,
Masonic Hall, Dufferin Hotel and Vas-
sie & Co’s dry goods warehouse. In each
of these fires, which occurred in ex-
pensive districts, a large amount of prop~
erty was at stake.

The time for horse-drawn apparatus
has, in my opinion, gone by, and owing
to the increased facilities for handling

| the business of the winter port on the!
‘ west side, 1 would recommend that bet-

ter protection be given that section of the
city. In order to accomplish this, I
would suggest that the old engines No. 6
and 7 on the west side be replaced by
Nos. 1 and 4, now on the east side, and
that an automobile pumping engine be
purchased to take the place of Nos. 1
and 4, in the city proper. 1 would also
recommend that a seventy-five foot mo-
tor ladder truck be purchased.

The department will need at once a
pair of horses to replace others now un-
fit for the work; also about 2,000 feet of
two-and-a-half-inch hose to keep the
supply up to requirements. With these
additions I feel that the department will
be able to cope with any difficulties
which may be expected. i

The different houses are all in need of
slight repairs; No. 4 house will require
considerable.

During the year just passed the de-
partment had two calls for assistance
from outside the city limits, namely, the
Clairmont House at Torryburn, and the
Tisdale House at East St. John, and I
regret to have to report that during the
year one life was lost by fire.

I have also to report that the electrical
inspector has been a valuable addition to
the department, as his inspections have
certainly prevented a number of fires.

1 also report that, owing to the police-
men being relieved of their duties on
September 12, I had to call upon the
men of the department to patrol the city

|in case of fire breaking out.

In conclusion, I wish to tender my
sincere thanks to the police force, to the
captains and members of Nos, 1 and 2
salvage corps and to the officers and
members of the fire department for their
valuable assistance throughout the year.

Britain ‘and France
Agree on This

THE, PEACE CONFERENGE

American Attitude on Matter of
Colonies as Yet Unrevealed—
They're Speeding Business in
Paris—May be Preliminaries for
Peace Ready Next Menth

-\

Paris, Jan. 27—The council of ten, as
the French now call the ministers of
the five great powers, has before it for
consideration today, among other things,
the questions of territorial ‘adjustments,
the abolition of conscription and the
economic reconstruction of Germany.
These will be referred by the council to
suitably picked commissions.

There appears every prospect that the
peace conference will make rapid pro-
gress from now on with the work of
fixing the peace terms for Germany, as
the conference appears to have gotten
into its stride. _

German Colonies

. One of the questions which it was ex-
:pected the supreme council would take
'up today was the ultimate fate of the
| German colonies.  Great Britain and
! France, it is declared, are agreed upon
i'at least ome feature of the solution of
| the problem, which is that under no con-
sideration shall the colonies revert tor
Germany. The reasons advanced for
such a decsion are various, but prominent
among them is that it would render it
impossible for Germany to establish sub-
marnie bases in her colonial possessions.
The American attitude is as yet unre-
vealed.

A promnient official declared to the
Associated Press today that should the
Franco-British viewpoint prevail the
, German Kamerun would be taken over
by the French, in accordance with an
' agreement reached by Great Britain and

32 Seconds; Soen Coming Here

Before the camera Houdini, the Hand-
cuff King, broke his own record in a

When
found it was still securely bound.

The problem as to whether the main-
tenance of sewers and fire hydrants
thould be charged to the water depart-
ment or to the general assessment is
before the common council in very
definite form this year. The $40,000 ex-

gerald renewal work, which will be
charged to water revenue this year, will
absorb what otherwise would have been
a surplus over the cost of water main-
tenance and leave nothing, om the present
basis, for sewers and hydrants. Com-
missioner Jones, at the committee meet-
ing this morning, moved that the sewer
and hydrant maintenance be provided
for by general assessment. This brought
a suggestion from the mayor that the

money be provided by raising the water |.

rates, and the solution of the difficulty
was left to a special meeting this after-
noon. !

When the committee turned to general
business, Mr. Fisher said that he in-

tended to enter a plea, before the esti- |:

mates are disposed of, for the restora-
tion of certain items struck from the
public works figures.

Mr. Jones reported that the cost of
the East St. John water extension had

far exceeded the estimates, owing to.

circumstances beyond control, and his
motion that the increase in the bond
issue from $65,000 to $80,000 be ap-
proved, was adopted,

Mr, Joneq also rgported that he esti-|:

mated that 384,712 would be required
for the water department this year, and
that the revenue would be $225918.
The overdraft last year, $25,712, in-
curred in connection with the Lake Fitz-
gerald job, and the $15,000 additional
necessary to complete this work, to-
gether with the sum of $1,600 called for
under the Workmen’s Compensation Act
—a new item which will have to be
provided for yearly hereafter—ahsorbs
$§42,812. This leaves a balance of esti-
mated revenue of $182,400, but out of
this sum about $106,000 would be ex-
pended for interest and sinking fund,
leaving available $76,000 for the other
expenditures of the water department

‘which in 1918 were $80,074.04.

Mr. Jones moved that, for the current

‘year, $22,000 be added to the 'general’

assessment for - sewerage maintenance
and $8,000 for fire hydrant maintenance.
He said that in future years it was pos-
sible that .the water department would
be able to look after these items, but
this year it was impossible.

In seconding the motion, Mr. Fisher
saig that he believed it always should
be charged to general assessment.

The mayor felt that the people who
got the service should pay for it. He
regarded the sewerage system as an in-
tegral part of the water system. If
more money was needed, the water rates;
which were reduced several years -ago,
should be increased. ;

Mr. Jones submitted a summary of
the history of the department and:legis-
lation in connection\ with it, which, he
said, indicated that the original inten-
tion was that sewerage and hydrants
should be charged to general assessment.

FCUND THREE SWALLPCX CASES

Dr. J. W. Brown, district officer of
the local board of health, whose duties
extend throughout St. John and Albert
counties as well, has returned from Al-
bert county, where he was investigating
the smallpox situation. He found three
cases among men working on railway
construction, all of which cases wérs,
traced to the Halifax prevalency. T¥-,
of the men it was discovered were di
rectly infected in Halifax and the third
patient contracted the disease from his
companions.

Dr. Brown says that, because of the
number of smallpox cases brought into
New Brunswick from the sister prov-
ince,  particularly Halifax where much
laboring . work is, going on, steps were
some time ago taken to quarantine this
province against Nova Scotia suspects
or “contacts.” Before a laborer or other

rone seeking transportation to this prov-

ince is sold a ticket he or she must give
rroof of successful vaccination.

This interprovincial quarantine is a
step that was regarded as most neces-
sary, the distriect officer asserts, al-
though the Nova Scotia press seem to
think it a reflection upon their health
methods over there. The fact remains
that nearly all of the smallpox existing
in various parts of New Brunswick at
the present time—as few as they may be
—are declared directly traceable to Nova
Scotian sources.

BEFORE ARMISTICE?

READJUSTMENT.

We may expect more or less unrest and
agitation in the larger cities of Canada
between now and spring, as a result of
the lack of employment for a large num-
ber of people: It must be said, how-
ever, that Canada is adjusting herself
to after-war conditions in a very credit-
able way. In St. John, for e{;ample,
there is no serious condition of unem-
# ployment and people go about their ac-
customed tasks and pleasures as they
did before. Because of thé mildness of
the season the poorer people are perhaps
faring as #ell as o year ago, although
the inflienza epidemic has brought
bardships and additional expense to
many families: In cities like Montreal
and Toronto, where there are more idle
men and women, and & considerable
elementgof restless foreign population,
there is a different condition of affairs,
but it is not new. They have it to some
extent every winter. That the public
mind should be to some extent unsettled
after the terrible strain of four years of
war is not a cause for surprise, but rath-
er it is surprising there is so little un-
rest. It is a tribute to the intelligence
of the people and the soundness of our
institutions. Changes are needed and
there are wrongs to be righted, but our
people have an abiding faith in the Brit-
ish system of government, which brings
reform without revolution. ‘Grave tasks
confront those in authority, but they are
not indifferent to the voice of pubﬁg
feeling, which in the end gets what it
wants.

STREET PAVING.

What policy is St. Jobn to adopt in
relation to the system adopted by so
many cities under which a portion of
the cost of paving most of the streets
is paid by the owners of abutting prop-
erty?

St. John really adopted this plan ane
was getting along fairly well with it for
a time. but protests were made and pre-
vailed in the council, and the plan was
dropped. Is it to be taken up again, or
definitely abandoned? Several years ago
it was discussed by the board of trade,
which endorsed it; but there has mot
been as thorough a discussion as is de-
sirable. There are arguments both for
and against the system; but, as already
stated, those in its favor have prevailed
in many cities. Why not have it thor-
oughly examined ‘hgre before ‘we enter
upon any extended” work of ‘street-pav-
ing? If it is the sioptsSiuifble and de-
sirable system, that fact should be cap-
able of demonstration. Indifference is
inexcusable. The city 'should adopt a
definite plan after full discussion and
the enlightenment of the people on the
whole subject. Mere selfish interests
should not stand in the way of change
if the change would be in the public 'n-
terest. The city council and board'of
trade might get together at a series of
public meetings for a general discussion
of the whole question, with information
gathered from other cities as part of the

‘educative campaign. There is entirely
too little public interest in civic ques-

tions in St. John. Why not make &
change this year, and get the people
talking about their comtnon affairs?

MAKE IT $25,000,

It will not be a bad advertisement for
St. John to have the country as well as
the soldiers know that after the war hac.
ended the people did not lose interest in
the men overseas, and their dependents,
but handsomely subscribed the quota of
$25,000 to the Salvation Army soldiers
fuhd. The Army deserves this national
recognition. The best judges are the
soldiers themselves, and it is a fact that
whatever else they may criticise not one
of them has a word of censure for the
Salvation Army. St. John has not yet
produced the whole $25,000, but is so
close to the mark that nothing short of
complete success should be considered
for' a moment. It is but fitting to pay
a tribute to Rev. Mr. Loose, whose or-
ganizing ability contributed- so much to
the success of the campaign in this ter-
ritory. The Rotary Club has demon-
strated its ability to handle large’ pro-
positions and has added another to a
notable list of good works of a patri-
otic nature during the war period. The
women also, who gave such generous
and practical support, have added an-
other to the laurels well won in these
strenuous years. To spezk again of the
Salvation Army, the war has brought it
into a new and happy relationship with
all classes of the people, who recognize
in it a great and growing force for good.
Indeed the war has broken down many
walls of prejudice, and the world will
be the better for it.

A younger man with more
vigor and knowledge of the, subject is
needed for such a position. Of course

The local Society for the Preven-
tion of Tuberculosis has sought for sev-
eral years to have a Tuberculosis Sun-
day recognized and the response of thelI
churches yesterday was most gratify- |
ing. We may build sanatoria, but it is
really in the homes the preventive meas-
ures should be tgken; and the people
must be educated not only to know that
the disease is curable but_that the means
are simple and within the reach of all,
Two great essentials, fresh air and
cleanliness, would be within easier reach
of many people if we had a better hous-
ing code. This whole subject is worthy
of the most serious consideration. The
hospital at East St. John is always filled
with patients and has a waiting list.
To change this condition we must take
better care of the health of the chil-
dren. With such care, including medi-
cal inspection and pursing service, a
great change can -be brought about in
a few yearss Yesterday’s discourses in
the churches will serve to set the peo-
ple thinking more  setiously upon the
subject, and if a larger use is made of
the local free dispensary the result will
be highly beneficial.

Always, when we have had great rac-
ing on the St. Stephen track, like that of
last fall, and a lot of people are declar-
ing that it as the best racing they ever |
saw, some old fellow in the grandfather
class will attempt to take the joy out of
life for the youngsters by remarking:
“Yes, it was -almost as good as the Ed-
gardo-Speculation-Eddie Wilkes race,”
and the “mere youngster,” who thinks
that he has seen the best ever, goes away
wondering what sort of a blooming race
that was, anyway.
 That race was on the second day of
a meeting held Monday and Tuesday,
September 7 and 8, 1892, and the follow-
ing account of the events of the second
day is from the columns of the Courier
of that week.

The late “Major” Hugh McAdam, of
Milltown, was at that time supplying
horse notes to ‘the Courier and we be-
lieve, was the author of the report of
the racing.

“Tomah,’=that won the colt race on
St. Stephen track that afternoon, had af-
terwards a distinguished turf career.
Soon after the race, he was purchased by
Geo. W. Leavitt of Boston, and while
owned, or managed, by him, won a race
record of 2.10, fast for his day and gen-
eration.

After his “great days” were over, his

last days. Perhaps the same cannot be
written of his great sire, Edgardo, for
the last that the horsemen of the St.

IN ST, JOHN

Mr. Cruikshank said that this did not
take care of the boys between times of
reports and the magistrate had no time
for the work which should be done. Of-
ficials of a juvenile court would keep in
constant touch with those who came be-
fore them and would work not omly
through: the court, but through the
homes,

Mr. Belding said that this was not an
experiment; ti was in force in Halifax
and other cities. Neither were they at-
tacking the magistrate; they were ask-
ing for a change in the system which
would enable the city to deal properly
with delinquents. A policeman had ni-
formed him that he could fill a whole
house with delinquent girls if facilities
were afforded. The policemen would
not arrest young girls and take them to
the police station, nor would they arrest
boys because they did not think they re-
ceived adequate attention when they did
take action.

Mr. Bullock urged the
woman probation officer.

In reply to a question, Mr. Cruikshank
said that it should not cost more than
$3,000 a year, at least for the beginning.
A juvenile judge wauld be required, at
sbout $1,800 a year. For this office a
lawyer was not necessary, but experience
in other places indicated that a lawyer
or a clergyvman. had proved most suc-
cessful. The chief qualifications were
common sense, upright character and
love for children. A probation officer
could be secured for about $1,000 a year.

Mr. Belding explanied that rent would
be elimnated by the use of rooms in the
children’s home for the purpose.

Mr. Gregg told of a boy aged twelve
years of age, who is reporting regularly
once a week to the magistrate, but who
at the same time has been committing
a most amazing list of crimes;

The mayor promised consideration
and the delegates withdrew.

Dealing wlth the matter in committee,
the mayor refmarked that he had under-
stood that the county secretary had
maintained that this was a matter for the
county. It was suggested that if the city
secured authority, it probably would
cover the county also.

Air Forces, was Lieut. G. T, Bysshe of
Ottawa, who was a prisoner of war in

Turkey for two years. He trained in
Texas and crossed overseas where he
served for a time at a Zepplin staffing
station. He was then' sent east and
operated for a time at the Dardanelles.
While engaged with enemy plames on
February 17, 1917, the gas tank of his
plane was punctured by a bullet and he
was  forced ta descend, linding within
the Turkish lines. He was taken prison-
er and put. in:jail in Constantinople
where . he was kept for three menths.
He was then sent to a prison camp in
Asia Minor where he remained until
repatriated about five weeks ago. While
there he: was kept in close confinement
because he refused to promise not to
break his paroles He attempted to es-
cape with three English cers, but
failed and one.of his companions was
shot and killeds,. For the first eighteen
months he was:treated badly, having no
furniture inshis cell and getting hardly
any food. Six months prior to the sign-
ing of the;armistice with Turkey he was
treated better as the result of g visit
from a commisgion.

Captain G. W, Devitt of Toronto, who
was attached to the Royal Field Artil-
lery, came home. He was a forward
observing officer and was decorated with
a military cross for valuable services
rendered in June, 1917. He was twice
wounded, first at the Somme ‘in 1916,
and then at Messines in 1917. He was
with the. artillery until a few days be-
fore. the armistice was signed. At that
time his unit was near Arras,

Another officer was Lieut. L. W. Sel-
lar of Huntington, Quebec. He was at-
tached to the Royal Flying Corps.

He is wearing a ribbon designat-
ing a silver service medal, which was
awarded to him by the Italian govern-
ment for valuable service rendered.

Lieut. W. L. Mills, of Hamilton, Ont.,
who was with the first Imperial unit,
which also saw service in Itcly, is the
bearer of an Italian military cross and
an Italian silver service for bravery in
action and for valuable services rendered.

Lieut. S. N. Connolly of Hamilton, an-
other young Canadian who was a’ pris-
oner of war in Germany, was glso on the
steamer. He crossed overseas in Febru-
ary, 1918, and had been in France only
one month when he was shot down in
an aerial combat and taken prisoner.
