Vancouver, B. C., Nov. 22—A distinct 
earthquake shock was felt here on Thurs­
day evening over a district of several miles 
just before five o’clock. The shock was 
also felt in North Vancouver and in ad 
joining municipalities. Its duration was six 
seconds and it appeared to he traveling 
north and south. Two houses at Lynn 
Valley on the north'shore of Burrard In­
let almost collapsed and a child wag 
thrown out of a chair. The motion wals 
most severely felt by a man at the top of 
the eighteen story Vancouver block. He 
narrowly escaped beirfg precipitated into 
the street.

CASE ÛF THE BENGORE HEAfConstantinople/ Nov. 22—Turkey has re­
jected the conditions offered for an armi­
stice between the opposing armies. This 
decision has been communicated to the 
Bulgarian government. One of the causes 
for tiie rejection, was the opinion held in 
official circles in Constantinople that the 
conditions proposed by the allies depriv­
ed the Turks of the possibility of 
ing hostilities in the event of the Pleni­
potentiaries failing to settle, terms. This, 
from the Turkish point of view, meant no 
armistice at all.

Such conditions, it is held here, are 
made only when it is a question of pre­
liminaries of peace and by accepting such 
terms as those presented by the allies,

con- Tnrkey would be binding herself hand and 
foot. It is further insisted that Turkey 
has not sunk to that degree of impoteney 
which would compel her to accept such 
conditions.

The terms stipulated by the allied Bal­
kan nations provided for the surrender 
of Adrianople with its -garrison, for the 
evacuation of the Tchatalja lines ,in front 
of Constantinople and for the surrender of 
Scutari, Durazzo and Dibra.

ONTARIO AND LOCAL OPTION
Nearly 80 municipalities in Ontario will 

vote on local option in January. More 
than 260 licenses are involved in the pon- 
teet. One city, 20 towns, 23 villages and 
33 townships a$e included in the list. In 
only two cases fa an attempt being made 
to repeal the act. The city in which there 
wtil be a contest is Peterboro. Three years 
ago its people declared in favor of local 
option tjy a majority of 510, but this was 
200 votes short of the three-fifths requir­
ed. This year the fight is being renew­
ed. The story of attempts made to re­
peal the law during the last four years is 
interesting. In 1909 there were 67 muni­
cipalities in which repeal contests were 
possible. Repeal was sought in 29 of 
them, but 27 remained in the local option 
column. In 1610 there were 111 places 
where repeal contesta could have been 
held, but in only 12 was repeal sought 
and in only two of these was it gained. 
Last year there might have been 134 con­
tests for repeal but there were only three 
and in each case the advocates‘of the bar 

defeated. This year there were 178 
opportunities for repeal. It was tried in 
15 of these and defeated in every one. Re­
garding the growth of temperance senti­
ment in Ontario during the last year the 
Montreal Witness says:—

■“Upon the one hand we have the anti­
treating propositions of the government, 
and Sir James Whitney’s statement to 
the recent temperance convention. He said:
“ T will be glad on any other occasion 
to help along even a little the cause you 
have at heart. The public man who is un­
willing to do all in his power to suppress 
the eviis of the liquor traffic is unworthy 
of any British community.’ Upon the 
other we have Mr. Rowell, his “Banish 
the Bar’ policy and his declaration of war: 
The rising tide of public sentiment has 
reached the conclusion that the open bar 
in this province is a public nuisance, a 
social menace, prejudicial alike to the 
home, to the church and to the state, and 
that this being so the time has come when 
the bar should be abolished.’ ”

Waterbury & Rising, Limited. iBoston, Nov. 22—A gift of his residuary 
estate, said to be valued at approximately 
$600,000, to the Boston Lying-in-Hospital 
for the care of women without any dietinc- 
for the cate of women, without and distinc- 
made by Francis Amory in hie will, just 
filed in the Probâte office. He lived at 
the St. James Hotel, Bowdoin square. It 
formerly was the Coolidge House, where 
his father lived for years.

He makes numerous legacies to relatives 
and friends, and gives $3,000 to the Home 
for Little Wanderers in memory of his 
mother, Mary Ray Amory.

He leaves $50,000 to the president; and 
fellows of Harvard College in memory of 
his father, George William Amory; of 
Boston, the fund to accumulate for twenty 
one years after thig death, when it Shall 
constitute a permanent fund to be called 
the “Amory Astronomical Fund."

He gives $25,000 to the Américan Acad­
emy of Arts for twenty-one years, when 
the income shall be used to award a sep­
tennial prize and gold medal or other tok­
en of honor and merit by the president and 
fellows of the academy to any individual 
or individuals who shall, in their judgment 
during the said septennial period next pre­
ceding any award thereof, through experi­
ment, student or otherwise, discover any 
notably useful remedy or invetit 
ning device or instrument for the treat­
ment and care of certain diseases, or in 
the absence of discovery of such remedies 
or inventions, the award may be made 
for written treatises upon said diseases.

The residuary estate is given to the Bos­
ton Lying-in-Hoepital in memory of his 
grandfather, and is to accumulate twenty- 
one years, when it shall constitute the 
“Francis Amory of Milton Maternity 
Fund,” vthe income to be appropriated 
solely for the care of women in the hos­
pital without any distinction of sect, creed 
or social status. No person is to be den­
ied treatment because of inability to pay 
for it.

The testator says in hie will:
“It is my sincere and earnest hope that 

any and all persons having this trust in 
ebarge-or in any manner or capacity con­
nected with the drove hospital, win exer­
cise The utmost (»re to’ treat all patients 
who may come under their care, or be com­
mitted to their charge, with that consider­
ation, kindness and attention which is 
due to the helpless, sick, weak, weary and 
exhausted, ever keeping in mind sweet and 
effectionate remembrance the memories of 
their own homee and that sweetest and 
most saqred of all memories, a mother’s 
fostering care and love.”

The will was executed on August 13, 
1812, and George A. Goddard of Boston, 
apd George B. Knapp, of Newton, are 
named as executors..

Francis Amory, aged 70, the last repre­
sentative of one brandi of an old Boston 
family, died suddenly of heart trouble in 
New York, on Sunday, Nov. 10. Two 
days previously he had gone to New York 
to visit a relative, Miss Maud M- Elbright, 
who had come on from Ohio and whom 
he wished to see comfortably settled- 

A bachelor, Mr. Amory continued to live 
in the West End after the fashionable dis­
trict .bad moved to the Back Bay. For 
fifty years he had an apartment at the 
St. James Hotel, Bowdoin Square, once 
the most fashionable section of Boston. 
He spent much time in foreign travel.

With his death one branch of an old 
Boston family became extinguished; The 
other branch, descended from a brother 
of Mr. Amory’s great-grandfather of the 
same name, is represented by such prom­
inent falnilies as Francis I. AmAsy, Wil­
liam Amory, Harcourt Amory and Robert 
Amory.

Francis Amory was bom in Evanston, 
Ind., in 1342, but came to Boston when 
twenty years old. He entered several busi­
ness ventures, among them the Willard 
E. Winner, bridge building enterprise in 
Kansas City. He was for a half century 
a familiar figure in the West End.

An Australian view point on Imperial 
matters was told to a Herald representat­
ive at the Windsor last night in a most 

•Striking manner. Hon. Robert Cave- 
Brown, a Melbourne representative in the 
parliament of the Commonwealth, is in 
Montreal en route home from a consul­
tation with the Imperial authorities on 
Imperial trade matters affecting Austra- 
lia.

“Australia recently has witnessed a de­
cided revulsion of feeling against what 
we term "platitudinous Imperialisms,” 
said Mr. Cave-Brown “You know the 
amount of glory and ‘flag’ talk which has 
been going on during the past decade 
throughout the Empire is the laughing 
stock of the civilized world. I am a plain- 
spoken man and may be guilty of putting 
matters baldly but I must say that it is 
about time the jingoists and so-called na­
tionalists of both Canada and* Australia 
ceased their tommy-rot.” •

“On the one hand you have the jingo- 
ist clamoring for what he knows not of, 
in the name of king and country—on -the 
other hand you have the Nationalist, a 
strange inconsistent sort of person who 
fears he may not still have his pottage 
if he eats it.

“And mid-way between these extremes 
is the common-sense patriot who, all the 
while, stands pat, taking in what passes 
and preparing to act. Today in Australia 
it is this middle clement that has come 
to the front and as a result we are carry­
ing out what we undertook at the Im­
perial Conference of 1907—the guarding 
and patrolling the Soutk-E«st Pacific.”
K—Little Canada Talk f.

Mr. Cave-Brown went on to describe hie 
impressions of the political situation in 
Canada, speaking with refreshing frank-

ness. “I have heard considerable crticism 
levelled at British publicists for their so- 
called "Little-Englander ’ attitude. How­
ever well-desèrved this criticism may be 
in certain quarters, T think, nevertheless, 
that people who live in glass houses 
shouldn’t throw bricks. There is far more 
little Canada talk than little-England talk. 
What is all this ranting against participa­
tion in any of the affairs of the Empire 
but little Canada talk?

"Canadians need to. put their house in 
order just as Australians are doing. Lend 
no ear to the Natibnalisf'and the jingo- 
ist. Eiclude both from your councils and 
place at the head of your public adminis­
tration men of eminent business ability 
and sound common sense. The age of the 
professional politician is past. What we 
need now is good solid business men at 
the head of our affairs,” continued Mr. 
Cave-Brown.

A Bu iness Proposition
The Australian member said he had no 

apology to offer in advancing his opinions. 
He was convinced that any thorough-go­
ing business man who had a degree of gen­
uine patriotism would not need document­
ary proof of the Empire’s need but would 
come forward with a straight proposition 
—“give us representation and we shall co­
operate with you in defense.” He believed 
that the British authorities were educated 
up to the point of doing their share if 
only they were given an opportunity. "It 
is the Dominions that are at fault. Why 
all this trafficing in petty political sec­
tionalism and jealousy when the welfare 
of the whole and of every part requires 
immediate bolstering.”
