WIDOW DIES ON

Chicago, Feb. 23.—While authorities 
in various parta of the U. S. today con­
tinued checking up the operations of 
Joseph M. Marcino in tift Warren bank 
and other cases, reports here indicated 
that he might have committed suicide.

Calcutta, Feb. 23.—A case of sati or 
suttee, reported from a village called 
Italy, in Etawah district, indicates that 
the ancient Hindu custom of wiijow 
suicide has not yet entirely disappear­
ed. Sati is the name given to a Hindu 
widow who, to avoid the social stigma 
of widowhood, throws herself upon the 
funeral pyre of her husband and dies 
by the fire which consumes his re­
mains.

In the case reported from Etawah, 
Gaqga Din Ahir, aged 38, died after a 
brief illttess. His wife, Musammat 
Rukka, three years younger, announced 
her intention to, become a sati. Mem­
bers of the family attempted to dis­
suade her blit she aid not yield. When 
the body of Gangs Din was taken for 
cremation, the widow dressed as a 
bride, followed, carrying several light­
ed candles. When the body was arrang­
ed for burning, she walked around the 
pyre as a token of respect, then mount­
ed it and sat with her husband’s head 
in her lap while fire was applied to 
the wood.

As a result of the woman’s death, a 
criminal case was started against six 
men of the village. Three Were acquit­
ted and the other three sentenced to 
four years imprisonment.

Suspicion That New York 
tenement Blazes Were 
Incendiary — Scores of 
Lives Endangered.

(By Canadian Press)
New York, Feb. 23—Three persons, 

one of them a woman of 80, jumped 
early today from windows and fire 
escapes in an east side tenement house 
fire believed by the police to have 
been of incendiary origin. A score of 
others were rescued from fire escapes 
rapidly becoming red hot.

Other inmates of the crowded tene­
ment fled aver the roofs of adjoining 
houses. So rapidly did the flames flash 
their way through the building that 
many of the panic-stricken inmates 
were cut off from the stairways before 
they could leave their beds.

The fire was the fifth that occurred 
within a radius of three blocks in an 
hour. The four others were quickly 
discovered and put out with small 
jdamage. All were believed to have 
been of incendiary origin, the police de­
claring that they were similar in many 
respects to the Harlem tenement fire 
set by a pyromaniac some months ago, 
with a cost of nine lives.

The report of the St. John County 
Hospital for the year ended Novem­
ber, 1922, contains much Information 
of interest to the people of St. John 
and New Brunswick. Under the ef­
ficient supervision of Dr. H. A. Farris 
the hospital is being operated m an 
economical yet thoroughly up-to-date 
manner and is an institution of which 
the city and province may well be 
proud. The daily cost a patient de­
creased fifty cents over the cost for 
the previous year the cost of food was 
only 49% cents a patient a day as 
against sixty-two cents /tar the yehi
before. .

During the year 181 patients were 
discharged, thirty-one of them, or 
seventeen per cent, bring declared non- 
tubercuhir after observation. Sixty- 
seven cases were far advanced and 
considered hopeless; twelve probably 
tubercular; thirty-seven without ba­
cilli in sputum, of which seven were 
far advanced and twenty-five moder­
ately advanced ; ninety with bacilli to 
sputum. Of the far advanced cases 
fifteen had died within a month and 

‘ twenty-two later on; one moderately 
I advanced case had died; three far ad­

vanced cases had been reported quies­
cent and seven improved-

Of the 181 cases discharged four 
were apparently arrested; twenty-six 
were quiescent; forty-two were im­
proved ; .twenty-eight were unim­
proved; thirty-eight died; and forty- 
three had been taken in for observa­
tion in less than otie. month.

In November, 1921, ninety-seven pa­
tients were in the hospital, and dur­
ing the year eighty-five had been ad­
mitted and 181 discharged. ,In No­
vember, 1932, there were 101 patients. 
A total of 35310 hospital days had 
been put in which was an average of 
96.9 per day. The average time spent 
by the patients in hospital was 148 
days each. The cost per patient was 
$2.80 per day, a decrease of fifty cents 
over the cost for last year. The cost 
of food was "49% cents per patient 
per day as against sixty-two cents for 
last year*

It is believed that the St. John Coun­
ty Hospital is one of the most eco­
nomically operated hospitals in Can­
ada- if not the most. There arc not 
more than one or two sanatoria in the 
Dominion operated more cheaply.

ment in England is reflected in an in­
flux of skilled mechanics into the U. S. 
and Canada, the State Department o£

laborers of this class are arriving at the 
rate of 2,000 a month.

Let no one believe that Mr. Bonar 
! Law’s languid attitude, half way be­
tween tolerance and depredation of 
France’s action in the Ruhr, reflects 
the universal opinion of Great Britain.

The regenerative receiver employing two variometers .is one of the most 
popular forms of amateur receiving sets and its construction as well as Ufa 
operation is fairly well understood. Regenerative receivers where regenera­
tion is obtained through the medium of a tickler coil are less common but 
are capable of rendering very satisfactory service if properly constructed and 
operated. The type of receiver here described Is known as the “two coupler” 
regenerative receiver for the reason that there are no variometers used in the 
construction, the colls of the various circuits being incorporated in two vario- 
couplers.

«ecoqti vario-coupler. Coil “L3” is the tickler coil by means of which a por­
tion of the energy of the plate circuit is fed back to the grid circuit and 
may be the rotor winding of the second vario-coupler. By means of the vario- 
coupler constituting the. tickler and secondary load coils, the amount of re­
generation and the wave length o* the secondary circuit may hr varied at 
will without affecting the coupling between the ahtenna circuit and the sec­
ondary circuit. This is a very desirable feature and is of primary Import­
ance in selective tuning.

If vario-couplers of the 180 degree type are employed in this circuit 
very close adjustments are possible, a feature which is highly 
distinguishing between 360 and 400 meter broadcasting stations.

_ “Christ laid down no specific injunc­
tions about fasting, and his critics 
called him a glutton and a wine-bibber 
because of his own lax observance of 
the formalities of His day. The mod­
ern Christian no longer believes it to 
be a sin to eat meat in Lent, but be 
does know that gluttony and drunk­
enness are sins at any time.

“A self-denial which weakens the 
bodily frame, of the moral fibre, is 
worse than useless at any time; but 
men should strive every day in the 
year to practice moderation and eelf- 
control. The squandering of money In 
wasteful luxuries ought to be replaced 
by a more wise and generous giving to 
individuals who need our help, or to 
causes which will up-build the king­
dom of God. Such growth in self-con­
trol and in generosity is the true fast.”

London, Jan. 22—(By mail.)—Re­
sponsibility for the execution of Edith 
Cavell, the British nurse shot during 
the war in Brussels, has now definitely 
been placed at the door of General von 
Sauberzweig, according to the Brus­
sel’s correspondent of The Daily Tele­
graph. The death of Miss Cavell gen­
erally has been attributed to General 
von Bissing, at that time Governor of 
Brussels, but a letter from Baron von 
Der Lancken to the German Foreign 
Secretary, which has but recently been 
made public, relieves that official of 
this slur on his name, the correspond­
ent writes.

It is also established that General 
von Sauberzweig had the power to 
stay the execution in order to give time 
for an appeal to the Emperor for 
mercy. To accomplish this General 
von Sauberzweig would have had only 
to withhold his confirmation of the 
sentence of the court-martial.

Baron von Der Lancken was in 
Brussels at the time as an observer for 
the German Imperial Chancellory. He 
wrote the following

“The Cavell affaii 
excellency in all its details. The effect 
of it has been what I predicted to von 
Sauberzweig in an interview I had 
with him, without, however, being able 
to shake him from his point of view 
regarding the opportuneness of the 
execution.”

General von Sauberzweig, as succes­
sor to General von Kraewei, was or­
dered to institute a reign of terror in 
Brussels, the correspondent declares, 
and throughout his administration ar­
rests and condemnation followed ont 
another without cessation.

Only scattering scraps of thp life 

history of Taylor and Marcino were 
available here. Marcino was said to 
have come from Milan, Italy, and to 
have been a barber at one time in a 
South Halsted street shop in Chicago.

The immigrant barber is said to have 
soon blossomed into a tonsorlal genius 
who indulged in verbal financial flights 
as he honed and stropped and shaved. 
So convincing were his stories, It is said, 
that he soon attracted the interest of 
wealthy Italian customers of the shop. 
Some of these undertook to back him 
financially. Through these friends he 
was said to have been elected .a direc­
tor of the old Atlas Bank on the West 
Side. Through his new connection 
Marcino met a daughter of Goldman 
and became a caller at the Goldman 
home and later married another daught­
er of Goldman who then was said to 
have supplied Marcino With-money for 
some of his later and more ambitious 
ventures.

Taylor said that he met Marcino after 
bankruptcy proceedings had been start­
ed against the Rochdale Stores, owned 
by the Co-operative Society of America. 
Taylor was manager of the stores, he 
said, but lost his position with the 
bankruptcy proceedings.

Taylor said that Marclno’s polished 
manner and promises to make him 
wealthy brought him under the Italian’s 
influence. In a few months, Taylor 
said, Marcino had bought a controlling 
interest in the Bison Company, an in­
surance holding company at Buffalo. 
He said Marcino made him general 
manager of the bedding company and 
later president of the bank at Warren 
which Taylor said was taken over un­
der Martino's direction by Edward 
Goldman, son of Abraham Goldman, 
who bought 300 shares in the bank. 
Marcifio obtained control of several 
other companies.

When the bank was closed, Taylor 
then told of Martino's disappearance 
after visiting the Warren bank and of 
his own discovery that the bank’s se­
curities had been removed, of his own 
terror and flight to Chicago.

The missing barber-banker is also 
known as Joseph B. Biatia. He is a 
dapper man, 27 years old, just a little 
over five feet tall and remarkably 
broad. J
Taylor Was a Fireman. .

While detectives are searching for 
Marcino, who disappeared in Buffalo, 
N. Y., last Friday after he is alleged 
to have peddled nearly $200,000 worth 
of stolen securities, Frank L. Taylor, 
ex-railroad fireman, 'who rose to the 
position of $50 a week president of the 
First National Bank of Warren, Mass., 
when Marcino obtained control of the

institution, is awaiting arraignment to­
morrow on a .charge of embezzling Na­
tional Bank funds.

Burns agents here figure the known 
losses from Martino’s operations at 
$591,000, and say they expect much 
more to appear.

Through manipulation of the funds 
of Niagara Life Insurance Company 
of Buffalo, N. Y., they say, investors 
have lost $248,000. The closing of the 
Warren, Mas*, bank last week revealed 
a shortage of $218,000. Taylor claims 
Marcino cleaned out the bank’s vault 
and later peddled the securities in and 
around Buffalo. •

A New York Congressman it is said 
by the detectives, is alleged to have 
lost from $150,000 to $200,000 through 
his faith in Martino’s schemes, 
failure of the Mechanics and Merchants 
Bank in Philadelphia on February 19, 
added another $130,000 to the total.
Some of His Operations.

Martino’s career as a financier ac­
cording to Burns men who have been 
following him' for several years, start­
ed about 1917 or 1918, when he father­
ed a scheme for starting,a new bank 
at Ottawa, Illinois, and buying out the 
existing bank. As a result of that 
scheme, he was indicted by the grand 
jury there, on charge of operating a 
confidence game, but disappeared be­
fore he could be brought to trial.

He was next heard from in Califor­
nia,; where the Bank of Perris failed 
for a large sum after he had become 
connected with it. Losses of approxi­
mately $130/100 to depositors there 
were repaid about July of last- year, 
Bums men declared, when a well- 
known Chicago attorney made a trip 
tq the coast to square Martino's ac­
counts and save him from prosecution.

His after-the-war rise was meteoric. 
At various times he attempted to ob­
tain control of two Chicago banks and 
similar institutions in other cities, and 
did eventually buy up. the Bison Hold­
ing Company, of Buffalo and through 
that concern obtained control or the 
Niagara Insurance Company. Next he 
bought control of the Philadelphia 
bank by depositing funds of the insur­
ance company. Following up this step 
borrowing $125,000 from a New York 
bank on the strength of his Philadel­
phia deposit which is said to have been 
withdrawn and used elsewhere.

The Warren, Mass., bank was pur­
chased next and Taylor installed as 
president. That Marcino was an econo­
mical bank owner was indicated when 
detectives questioned Taylor about the 
intimate details qf the bank’s operation. 
Marcino he said, could not afford to 
hire a president and cashier, both at 
salaries of $40 a week, so dispensed 
the .cashier and made Taylor president 
at $50 a week? He was assisted by an 
assistant cashier.

to

IN EL STREETNew' York, Feb. 23.—“It is our for­
eign trade,” the chairman’s annual re­
port to the National Provincial and'
Union Bank of London stated, “that 
causes the most concern, and until 
some settlement has been effected in 
the distressed countries of Europe I 
fear that we cannot hope for material 
improvement. Many of these coun­
tries were accustomed in pre-war 
periods to take large quantities of 
goods from us, and their absence from 
our market accounts to a large extent 
for the lack of buyers for our produc­
tions.

“The economic condition of Germany 
has seriously interfered with her capac­
ity to purchase fully manufactured 
goods. Austria is in a much worse 
position, and Russia, as a potential 
buyer, is practically non-existent.
Furthermore, owing to the disturbed Cqn 
conditions in the Near East, very little 
trade is possible with that part of 
Europe.

“Another feature that appears to me 
to be somewhat disturbing is that, as 
any of these countries make some 
progress toward settled conditions, the 
whole of their energies and any re­

tirât may be at their disposal 
are d/voted rather to the rc-establish- 
ment of their own industries than to 
"the purchase of finished goods from this Dupont 
country. It is true that in the cstab- Erie Com 
lishment of these industries machinery 
and other equipment are required 
which may afford occupation for cer- Gen Motors 
tain sections of our manufacturers, but 
the very fact that they arc re-equip­
ping their factories with the newest 
and latest machinery introduces a fresh 
clement of competition to our trade.

“The unfortunate condition in which 
the countries I have referred to find 
themselves has not only a direct, but 
also an indirect influence on the de­
mand for our goods. Many European 
States were large buyers of 
material, food and other commodities 
which China, Japan, South America 
and other countries were, prior to the 
war, accustomed to export to the Con- 

*- tinent, and, in view of the fact that 
. these countries can no longer coiint to 

the same extent on the usual markets 
In Central Europe, their ^purchasing 

) power has also diminished.”

nearly all the territorial possessions 
and forty-one foreign countries are rep­
resented among the 6,357 students en­
rolled for study this year in the vari­
ous departments of Harvard Univer­
sity, according to figures officially com­
piled at the university and made pub­
lic on Monday.

A cosmopolitan aspect is given to 
the Harvard community by the pres­
ence of 291 students from foreign coun­
tries. Of these, the largest group 
comes from Canada, Which is repre­
sented by 73 students. There are 57 
men from China, 18 from Japan, 14 
from South Africa, 13 from India, 12 
each from Africa and Great Britain, 
11 from Belgium, and smaller num­
bers from each of the other 88 foreign 
countries, ranging all the waÿ from 
Australia and Siam to Brazil and Peru.
Courses of Study.

The courses of study chosen by 
these foreign students make an inter­
esting study. Nearly half the Cana­
dians, for instance, are registered in 
the graduate school of arts and sciences. 
All but one of those from South Af­
rica, on the other hand, are working 
at the dental school. The students who 
come halfway round the world from 
China do so mostly for graduate'study 
in arts and sciences or for business 
training; there are 25 Chinese in the 
graduate school, and 11 in the business 
school. The six men from Czecho­
slovakia at Harvard are all enrolled in 
the school of public health.

Massachusetts has naturally the larg­
est-state delegation at Harvard. There 
are 2,464 students from Massachusetts 
homes; a, little less than 89 per cent 
of the whole student body of the uni­
versity.

New York stands second among the 
states, with 794 students; Pennsyl­
vania is third, with 285 ; Ohio is fourth, 
with 252; and Illinois, New Jersey, 
California, Maine and Connecticut fol­
low in that order. The smallest state 
groups are those from Nevada and New 
Mexico; each of these states has but 
five men enrolled at Harvard.

She said 
these prisoners receive the slow reduc­
tion treatment, so that the drug is en­
tirely removed from them in sixteen 
days, but that a large number of them 
go back to addiction shortly after they 
are released.

Representative Sabath here suggested 
that it would be well for the Federal 
and State governments to erect hospi­
tals for the more effective treatment of 
these sufferers.

The conditions in China were de­
scribed by M. E. C. Lobenstine, of the 
National Christian Council of China, 
the central missionary body of the 
various Protestant denominations in 
China, with headquarters at Shanghai.

(Moncton Times.)
A well-informed reader of The 

Times, noting a news item in this 
paper to the effect that the lumber cut 
in New Brunswick this year will be 
double that of last year, writes : — 

While it is quite correct that there 
will be twice as much lumber cut on 

, crown lands in New Brunswick, this 
/ year as last year, the cut of lumber 

in New Brunswick will not be half 
of that of 1921-22. The average nor­
mal cut for the province is 700 mil­
lions. Practically all the lumbering, 
this year, was done to the northern 
counties of Northumberland, Glouces­
ter and Restigouche, and along the St. 
John river, where also are situated 
practically all the crown lands in the 
province. From Northumberland 
County south, there was practically pio 
cut at all, owtog to the tremendous 
amount of snow which We have had, so 
that instead of the lumber cut of the 
province being double what it was last 
year, it will scarcely exceed 300 mil­
itons all told, namely, 210 millions on 
crown lands, and possibly 100 millions 
on private lands, or, in other words, 
forty to forty-five per cent, of normal 
instead of double.

London, Feb. 13—At last London is 
to have women constables who are to 
have the same statiis and powers as 
the ordinary policeman.

Hitherto the London police organisa­
tion has employed a number of women 
in uniform, but has always refused to 
look on them as police-women. They 
were known as women patrols, and 
they had no power of arrest.

The official statement issued from 
the Home Office says that “the women 
patrols are being sworn in as 
stables. They will thus have exactly 
the same standing as male members of 
the force. It will be understood, how­
ever, that they are not expected to un­
dertake any duty which they may be 
physically unfitted to carry out.

Before the government began to eco­
nomise Scotland Yard employed a 
hundred uniformed women, but. the 
Geddes axe lopped off eighty of these, 
so that the number of women police 
at present is only twetaty for the whole 
of London.

TONIGHT 
AMATEUR NIGHT
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Mt. Popocatepetl will Have 
Greatest Outburst in His­
tory Within a Year, is the 
Prediction of Professor.

Mexico City, Feb. 28.—“My studies 
have given me abundant reason to be­
lieve that within the oourse of a year 
there will be the greatest eruption of 
Mount Popocatepetl that ever has been 
recorded in the history of the volcano.” 
says Professor Atl, the celebrated Mex­
ican geolegist, * J |

Professor Atl, or to call him by his 
real name, Gerardo Murillo, lias won 
world-wide fame as a geologist and Is 
recognized as an authority on the vol­
canoes and mountains of Mexico. Hi! 
name was brought prominently to the 
fore during the time of the* eruptions 
in 1920, which he had predicted when 
all others had united in pronouncing 
the volcano extinct.

Professor Atl, who is forty-six years 
old, has established his home on the 
roof of the old Convento de la Merced 
In Mexico City, which was built some 
three or four hundred years ago, and 
is now deserted and crumbling into 
ruins.

“Popocatepetl is due for another 
eruption in a year’s time, greater than 
any which have yet taken place," he 
said a few days ago. "Contrary to the 
general- belief, however, Mexico City 
will never be destroyed by Popocate­
petl; In fact, even the neighboring 
towns and villages will be undamaged. 
The real danger to the city of Mexico 
lies In the opposite direction, from the 
ancient volcano of Ajusco, which, al­
though Inactive for the last four h 
dred years, will some day spring Into 
Hew life.*’

Popocatepetl, the largest mountain in- 
Mexlco, is about fifty miles from the 
city of Mexico and has a height esti­
mated at between 8,200 and 5,560 me­
ters, The diameter of the c/ater of 
the volcano is 620 meters' and the depth 
is 4Q0 meters.

Professor Atl has made several com­
plete studies of the crater of the vol­
cano, living there weeks during his 
first trip in 1009, On his second ex­
ploration he was able to make some 
interesting comparisons on the changes 
effected during that time by means of 
a series Of drawings.

In 1909 the crater presented the as­
pect of a disordered mass of reddish 
rock. There were a great many steam 
jets, having a temperature of 108 de­
grees Centigrade, while the deposits of 
snow some times formed small lakes 
which disappeared in the course of a 
few weeks.

On Professor A.ti's second journey in 
November, 1920, lie found the entire 
aspect of the crater had changed, the 
red roicks being coated with a layer of 
burnt carbon. Flames shot from many 
of the crevices, large columns of smoke 
enveloped all, while the air was reeked 
with the strong sulphurous fumes.

In March, 1921, Professor Atl organ­
ized another expedition of thirty per­
sons to visit tlie crater. An eruption 
began on the arrival of the party, dur­
ing which one of the number was kill­
ed by the showers of rocks.

J. Howard Crocker Tells 
Why Maritime Provinces 
and Ontario Have No 
Members on the Olympic 
Committee.

The matter of appointment of repres­
entatives from each provincial branch 
of the Amateur Athletic tjnlon of.Can­
ada to the Canadian Olympic Commit­
tee lq addition to those members al­
ready appointed, will be recommended 
to the exeéütlve committee at its Merck 
meeting, according to J. Howard Crock­
er, national director of physical educa­
tion for the/Y. M. C. A., who is here 
in his official capacity. He said pro­
tests' had been registered against the 
size of the delegation and that Ontario 
had asked for representation and he 
thought New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia shoûld be represented. -

Mr. Crocker’s explanation of the 
smallness of the committee should go 
a long way toward settling the con­
troversy in the matter. He explained 
that the number on the committee was 
limited by the action of the annual 
meeting of the A. A. U. of Canada In 
Montréal last December. Patrick J- 
Muiqueen, of Toronto, was appointed 
chairman and he, realizing that a com­
mittee with

useless, had picked men representing 
the various national sports living in 
the central part of Canada said Mr.

Ottawa, Feb. 23—In the House og 

Commons yesterday the debate was re­
sumed on the resolution olC. G. Pow­
er, Liberal member for Quebec South 
that the civil service act of 1918 be 
•repealed. The resolution was opposed 
by J. T. Shaw, Independent member 
for Calgary west. Mr. Shaw said that 
the act of 1912 had been passed fol­
lowing a definite mandate from the 
people, whereas the ^people had given 
no mandate for a return to the old 
system of patronage appointment to 
the civil service.
