Kaiser William’s Declaration Abont 
the Awful Responsibility of Precip­
itating a Conflict—The Military Ad­
vantage of Beginning the Straggle 
Cannot Compensate for It.

London, Sept 26.—The Standard’s 

Vienna correspondent records a discus­
sion which was carried on at the table of 
the Archduke Albrecht during the Aus­
trian military maneuvers as to whether 
it would be wise to allow a known enemy 
to complete preparations for war or 
whether it was not preferable to force a 
conflict “No names were mentioned,” 
says the correspondent, “but all under­
stood that Russia was meant”

Emperor William said emphatically : 
“I strongly believe that the enormous 
responsibility which modern warfare 
imposes must override all military theo­
ries. I would not begin war if conscious 
that by delaying it I could secure a sin­
gle year, nay, a single month, of peace 
by trusting in the success of my good 
cause. Even if the chances are equal 
on both sides, there is much to be gained 
by having several months of peace.” 
The king of Saxony expressed himself to 
the same effect, pointing out instances 
where diplomacy had averted an appar­
ently inevitable conflict.

Archduke Albrecht also dilated upon 
the enormous responsibility of forcing a 
war, in view of the murderous perfection 
of modem weapons.

accomplished by a European, had been 
forbidden by the Russian authorities to 
enter Little Pamir, on the border of the 
Chinese possession of East Turkestan. 
Russia has taken this step.on the ground 
that she claims supremacy over the 
Pamir (“roof of the world”) territory.

In this connection Prof. Vambery says 
that since the Russo-Afghan treaty was 
concluded the Russians have continued 
to encroach upon the frontier line, and 
that they now hold Allighur and Pamir, 
230 miles beyond the frontier defined by 
the Rosso Afghan treaty.

As a strange coincidence, almost at the 
same moment that Prof. Vamery’s warn­
ing letter appears, advices have been 
received from CapL Younghusband, 
dated from Kashgar, stating that, learn­
ing that the Russians have crossed the 
Afghan frontier in spite of the protests 
of the Afghan authorities, and being in­
formed that the Russians were forcing 
their way toward the Pamirs, he started 
out to verify these reports.

The captain says he found that on 
Aug. 10 the rear guard of the Russians, 
100 strong, was at BozaGumbax, near 
Chilrall, or Little Kashgar, on the south 
slop of Hindoo-Koosh. He, therefore, 
placed himself in commueication with 
the British army post at Gilghit.

The British officials in command there 
promptly sent a force of 200 Ghoorkas to 
the scene of the Russian operations. 
The Russians, who had crossed the 
table lands,on hearing of the approach of 
the Ghoorkas retraced their steps and, 
joining the rear guard, the whole force 
retired across the frontier.

Bab Harbor, Sept22.—The well known 
case of Mrs. Maybrick, which attracted so 
much attention in England and America, 
was some time since brought to the no­
tice of Mrs. Blaine, who, together with 
Secretary Blaine, has become deeply in­
terested in it, and is a firm believer in 
Mrs. Maybrick’s innocence.

Mrs. Blaine has been for many months 
constantly in receipt of letters urging her 
to use her influence with the secretary 
of state, and induce him to communicate 
with Lord Salisbury in regard to the 
matter.

It is impossible for Mrs. Blaine to an­
swer all these letters, but she is deeply 
interested in Mrs. Maybrick, and has 
done and id doing all in her power to do 
while secretary Blaine has given much 
time and thought to the case.

Mrs. Maybrick, was accused of poison­
ing her husband, found guilty and sen­
tenced to be hanged. Petitions from 
every where brought about a commuta­
tion of the sentence to penal servitude 
tor life. By the English law the case 
cannot be reopened, and, therefore, Mrs. 
Maybrick’s pardon has been asked for 
by hundreds of women in England and 
America, who believe her innocent.

About .two weeks ago a petition for 
Mrs. Maybrick’s pardon, signed by Mrs. 
Harrison and the wives of the members 
of the cabinet, was sent to minister Lin­
coln for presentation to the Queen.

The longest telegraph line in the world 
extends frotn No. 18 Old Broad street, 
London, to No. 29 Cable street, Calcutta, 
a distance of over seven thousand miles. 
A gentleman went into the London of­
fice a short time ago and was shown the 
Morse printer in connection with the 
main line from London to Teheran. 
While he was there the instrument was 
switched onto Calcutta without a break.

The signals were excellent and the 
speed not less than four words per min­
ute. The wire runs through Emden, 
Warsaw, Odessa, Kerch, Tiflis, Teheran, 
Bushire, Jack and Kurrachee to Calcut­
ta. Another long line of telegraph is 
that over which a cablegram can be 
sent between British Columbia and New 
Zealand. The wire crosses North Am­
erica, Newfoundland, the Atlantic, Eng­
land, Germany, both the Russias, in 
Europe and Asia, China,Japan, Java and 
Australia, making nearly a circuit of the
