St. John's Fish Business With the West.

For a long time our fish merchants
have been looking forward to the open-
ing of the C. P. R. Short Line to Montreal
as a very important feature in the
development of St. John’s fish business
with the west, as the quick transporta-
tion and the lower rates which the new
line can give place St. John is in suech a
position that we can compete with Port-
land, Gloucester and Boston, for the
western fresh fish business while St.
John’s facilities for doing business in
dried and boneless codfish and in haddies
now are far ahead or either of those
America ports.

When we cousider the fact that with
the disadvantage of having tosend their
fish by the long Intercolonial route or
else by the New Brunswick railway via
Portland and Boston, our fish merchants
have already built up a large and grow-
ing trade with the Upper Prouinces and
Western States, it is at once apparent
that a great impetus must be given the
trade by the change brought abdut by the
opening of the Short Line.’

The business as done for the past few
years has been steadily growing. . When
the weather begins to get a little cool
about the first of Sepiember, the ship-
ments of haddies in large quanities be-
gin, Messrs E. M. Robértson & Co last
fall averaging almost a car a day. But
owing to the time required to traverse
the long distance by the old routes our
dealers were much handicapped in doing
business with places further westthan
Montreal. The quick transit afforded
by the Short Line removes this difficulty
entirely.

All winter and until late in the spring
car load after car load of fresh fish
mostly herring and cod, are
shipped west from here. All the spring
through, having a special rate on the
. C. R., Messrs. Leonard Bros. and
Messrs. E. M. Robertson & Co have been
eauabled to ship a car of fresh fish to
Montreal every Monday. The special
rate by the I. C. R., is $1.35 a hundred,
and the car in which the fish are ship-
ped is hurried through.

The fish shipped in this way, are
fresh shad, halibnt, cod-fish, and had-
dock. They are packed in ice in large
oXes.

THE GREAT FLOOD.

HOPE HAS ARISEN AT JOHNSTOWN.

Nespair Yields to Activity and the peo
ple nre Awaking to New Life.
Boston Herald.

Jonxsrowy, Pa., June 5, 1889. A rain-
bow spanned the mountains above Johns-
town this afternoon. It belonged there.
Hope for the first time since last Friday
has a dwelling place here. The people
are awakening from the heavy stupor of
despair into which they have been plung-
ed ever since the gigantic millstone of
the whirlpool rolled over the city and

|

are yet about gather in little gronps and
talk in low tones as they look over the
dark watch-fire beaconed gulf. Every-
body in Johnstown looks over that gulf
in every spare moment, day or night.
Movement about is almost impossible,
for the ways are only footpaths about
the blufls, irregular and slippery. Every
night people are badly hurt by falls over
blufis, through the bridge or "down the’
banks. Lying about under sheds, in
ruined bnildings, and even in the open
air, wherever one goes are the forms
wrapped in blankets of men who have
no better place to sleep, resembling
nothing so much as the corpses that men

are seen always to be carrying about

the streets in the daytime.  Night, it

might be imagined, had compelled them

to lay down their bnrdens wherever they

ground it to pieces.
The first effect of the money which the
country has poured so nnstintedly into
the lap of the suffering communities has
been to filll the dead town with an ap-
pearance of life and bustle. All the men
of the city who can work have been
taken from their listless wandering about
the muddy plain, where the flood did its
worst, and among the wrecks of houses
heaped one against the other, where its
violence was less severe, and have been
set to pulling down shattered buildings,
clearing up debris and digging out streets
where any still exist. Two thousand
laborers from Pittsburg work with them.
All are under the direction of ex-
perienced men, are working systemati-
cally. An acre of bonfires blazing in
different parts of the town show the ex-
tentoftheir work. Besides whatis burn-
ed, a great dealds being carried away on
the railroads and dumped outside the
city. Tl_le town itselfis already begin-
ning to iose something of the awful feat-
ures of its looks, and the appearance of
the people, with work-occupied minds
preyenting them from dwellinz upon the
harrors through which they have passed,
is improved a thousandfold. One can
walk among them now without being
tempted to suicide by the hopeless
despair of every face; they even smile
occasionally.

Into that awful area of charred and
crushed wood, iron and human beings,
backed up against the bridge, dynamite
and all the most powerful mechanical
appliances that can be set to work have
made scarcely a perceptible breach. It
has to be pulled apart piece by piece. It
must be weeks, and may be a month,
before it isall torn to pieces and removed.

THE FORCE OF THE TORRENT.

From Johnstown up the valley easy
communication has been opened "as far
as Conemaugh, two miles, and it is
possible for any one here to readily see a
sight never before seen in this world,
and which no one who does not see it
himself will ever - believe did really
exist. Itis described here as well as
words can describe it, but merelyas a
duty to history and not with the idea
that any one who cannot look at it will
ever think it troe.

Every one has seen the light iron
beams, shafts and rods in*a factory lying
in twisted,” broken and criss-cross shape
after a fire has destroycd the building.
In the gap above Johnstown water has
picked up a four-track railroad covered
with trains, freight and passengers, and
with machine shops, a round house and
other heavy buildings with heavy con-
tents, and it has torn the track to pieces,
twisted turned and tossed it as fire nev-
er could.

Cars Lighted by Electrieity.

The night passenger trains on the
Northern division of the I. C. R. have
for some time been lighted by the incan-
descent electric light. There are battery
houses at Moncton and Point Levi, where
the electricity is generated and from
which the storage batteries attached to
the cars are supplied with power.

the disaster. Candles are used in those
places where people think it worth while
tostay up after dark. Upon the hill around
the town bright sparks  gleam
out like lovely stars from
the few homes built so nigh.

Down in the valley the gloom settles
over everything making it look from the
bluffs around like some vast death pit,
the idea of entering which brings a shud-
der. The gloomy effectis not relieved,
but rather deepened by the broad beams
of ghastly pale light thrown across the
gulf by two or three electric lights erec-
ted around the Pennsylvania railroad
station. They dazzle the eye, and make
gloom still deeper. Time does notaccus-
tom the eyes to this ghastly scene. The
flames rising and falliug over the ruins
look more like witches’ balefires the
longer they are looked at. The smoke
burned depths in the valley seem de-
serted by every living thing except that,
occasionally, prowling ghoul like about
the edges of the mass of debris, may be
seen as they cross the beams of electric
light, dark figures of men who are drawn
to the spot day and night, hovering over
the place where some chance movement
may disclose the body of aiwife, mother
or daughter gone down in the wreck.
They pick listlessly away atthe heaps
in one spot for awhile and then wander
aimlessly off, only toreappear at another
spot, pulling feverishly at some rag that
looked like a dress, or poking a stick in-
to some hole, to feel if there is anything
soft at the bottom. At one or two places
the electric lights show, with exaggerat-
ed and distorted shadows, firemen, in
big hats and long rubber coats, standing
upon the edge of the bridge steadily hold-
ing the hose from which two streams of
water shoot far out over the mass,
sparkle for a moment like silver in a pale
light, and then drop downward into the
blackness. For noise there is heavy
splashing of the Conemaugh over the
rapids below the bridge, the petulant
gasping of an unseen fire engine pump-
ing water through the hose, and the
even more papid, but greater, puffing of
the dynamo engine that mounted upon i

light, and is packed in so tightly that 20
men with ropes and axes worked all day
without clearing all away. The track
is absolutely gone from the front of the
engine clear up to beyond Conemaugh.
Parts of it lie about everywhere, twisted
into odd shapes, turned upside down,
stacked crosswise one above the other,
and in one place a section of west track
nas been lifted clear over the right track,
runs along there for a way, and then
twists back into its proper place.

Even stranger are the tricks the water
has played with the rails, where
they have been torn loose from the ties.
The rails are steel, and of the heayiest
weight used. They were twisted as easily
as willow branches in a spring freshet
in a country brook. One rail liesin the
sand in the shape of a letter 8. More
are broken squarely in-two. Many times
rails have been broken within a few feet
of a fish plate, coupling them to the next
rail, and the fragments are still united
by the comparatively weak plate. Every
natural law would seem to show thuat the
first place where they should have
broken  was at the  joints,
There is little to indicate the recent
presence of a railroad in the stretch
from thisspot up to the upper
part of the Conemaugh. The little plain
into which the gap widened here, and in
which stood the bulk of the town,is
wiped out. The river has changed its
course from one side of the valley to the
other. There is not the slightest indica-
tion that the central part of the plain was
ever anything but a flood-washed gulch
in some mouantain region. At the upper
end of the plain, surrounded by a desert
of mud and rock, stands a fantastic collec-
tion of ruined  railroad equipments.
Three ‘trains stood there when the
flood swept down the valley. On the out-
side was the local passenger train with
three cars and a locomotive. It stands
there yet, the cars tilted by the washing
of the tracks but comparatively uninjured.
Somehow a° couple more locomotives
have been run into the sandbank. In
the centre a freight train stood on the
track, and a large collection of smashed
cars lias its place new.
