Halifax, N. S., ’July 8.—A special 

train carrying over 500 soldiers left 
this city at four this morning for 
Glace Bay, the scene of yesterday's 
riots, started by American members of 
the United Mine Workers, employed In 
the mines of the Dominion Coal Com­
pany. Ttie force, which is under the 
command of Colonel Wadmore, is made 
up of the following: 280 Royal Can­
adian Regiment, 208 artillery, 50 Royal 
Engineers, eight men of army service 
corps and five of army medical corps. 
Ottawa orders are responsible for this 
move which follows Judge Flnlayson’s 
request.

The strikers have made no disturb­
ances to-day, and It is thought there 
is little danger of further trouble.

The troops will remain on the scene 
until the differences between the coal 
company and the striking miners are 
settled.

(From Thursday’s Daily.) -
Every effort is being made by Mayor 

Hall and City Solicitor Mann to 
tain what understanding existed be­
tween the city and the late Robert 
Dunsmuir, who was president of the 
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com- 
pany, as to the use of the bridge by 
foot passengers and vehicles. To this 
end they are going into the newspaper 
filés of 1887 and 1888.

One statement made by Mr. Duns­
muir to the council has been found, 
when, in reply to a question b> D. W. 
Higgins, then a member of the council, 
he said that the bridge would be a free 
traffic bridge. The opinion of the city 
barrister will be obtained as to whe­
ther or not this public declaration by 
the president of the road constitutes a 
dedication of the bridge to that pur­
pose. There was no written agreement * 
drawn up, and there is some question 
whether in the absence of this his 
verbal statement would be binding on 
the company.

Apart from all this the mayor Is 
hopeful that a satisfactory 
ment can be made with the company 
for the use of the bridge by the public. 
Superintendent Beasley's letter in re­
ply to his worship’s communication 
gives expression to the company's 
readiness to co-operate with the city 
to the end that some method may be 
found, temporarily at least, to over­
come the difficulty.

The first train crossed the bridge on 
the afternoon of Thursday. March 29th,
1888, and the occasion was naturally 
one of great civic rejoicing. Mayor 
Grant read an address of congratula­
tion to Hon: Robert: Dunsmuir,' presi­
dent of the company, and Mr. Duns­
muir replied.

Four cars are lying in the rushing wa­
ters of the river, while a great gap in 
the track marks the place from which 
they plunged.

The flood situation throughout Kan­
sas is serious.

Mr. Sutton will this summer make in­
vestigations on the eastern side of 
Vancouver Island. His surveys will be 
confined to the middle part- of the isl­
and, while Mr. Clappp, also of the 
geological survey, will continue his 
work in the more soüthern portion of 
the Island.

Mr./Sutton Is about to commence on 
his field work for the year, and will 
supplement his present exact informa­
tion in different parts by coupling up 
the portions not yet covered.

With the topographical survey which 
is being carried out under Messrs. 
Chapman and Chipman on the island, 
the geological survey of the Dominion 
is giving a great deal of attention to 
this island which should result in a 
decided advantage to those concerned 
In the mineral development of this part 
of the province.

Samuel de Champlain, Hè summarized 
the causes operating tdr the final tri­
umph of the English, laying particular 
stress upon the part in the long cam­
paign played by the Indian allies of 
either side.

Root paid glowing tribute to the pio­
neers, both English and French, that 
battled to win the new country for 
their sovereigns. He attributed the

No 
accurate estimate of the dead and in­
jured can be made at this time.

The relief parties were halted tour 
miles from the town and are now 
trying to make headway against the 
mighty sheet of watér Which has inun­
dated the country in that vicinity.

Farmers escaping from the flooded 
district, made their way to ChillicOthe, 
Mo. Many of the refugees were com­
pelled to wade through water which 
reached to their" necks and it is feared 
that a number Of fleeing residents were 
drowned while attempting to escape.

“On every sidé of me were men and 
women wading through water which 
reached to their néeks,” said one re­
fugee. “Some were so unfortunate as 
to get in over their heads and were 
clinging to planks which they strug­
gled to reach. It is likely that a num­
ber of poor fellows were drowned."

The water was so furious that there 
was little" c$j8|lce for children to 
câpe, anparents could only seek 
safety in the Jhigh branches and pray 
that they would be found by rescuers 
to boats before the water , rose too 
high, dr became of sufficient strength 
to uproot their somewhat unstable 
refuge.

Trenton, a town of 600 inhabitants, 
has been made an island by the over­
flow of the east fork of the Grand 
river. A large area of Grundy county 
is under water this afternoon and the 
property damage is undoubtedly very 
heavy.

The flood at Pattonsburg has stopped 
ail business and the people are begin­
ning to suffer from hunger. Stocks bf 
provisions have been destroyed by the 
water and the small amount saved Is 
only accessible by boats.

Six Men Missing.
Gallaty, Mo., July 7.—Six workmen 

are missing and It is feared that they 
were swept away by the flood Of Grand 
river last night.

The men were sent to keep driftwood 
away from the Grand River bridge last 
night to prevent it from being swept 
away by back-up waters. This morning 
no trace of them could be found and 
it is thought that «they were carried 
away and drowned by the tremendous 
rush of waters.

The workmen were employees of the 
Wabash railroad.

Bluff Point, N. T., July 7.—With the 
arrival of President Taft, Ambassador 
Jusserand, ot France, Ambassador 
Bryce, ot Great Britain, Secretary ot 
War Dickinson, and Vice-Admiral 
Uriu, of Japan, the celebration of the 
300th anniversary of the discovery of 
Lake Champlain, which had been con­
fined during the past J’çtk day» to 
States of New York "and Vermont, yes­
terday took on an international scope 
and a world-wide interest.

Ambassadors Jusserand and Bryce 
and President Taft all committed their 
respective countries to policies of 
peace, and in the shadow of an old 
fortress that had witnessed scenes of 
blood, they expressed the hope that 
never again would peace among the 
great nations of the world be inter­
rupted by war.
. The president and ambassadors were 
shown through the historic ruins of 
"Old Times," as the natives call Fort 
Tiebnderoga, which is now in course of 
restoration.

Ambassador Jtisserand, in his speech, 
was felicitous in his expressions of 
peace towards America, toward Great 
Britain, and towards all the world.

Ambassador Bryce said: “Not until I 
visited the old fort yonder did I realize 
how many memories cluster about its 
ruins. But I cannot but believe that 
the Creator lent the beautiful spot for 
something else than fighting, and I 
trust it will never see fighting again.”

President Taft, speaking next, also 
took up the theme of peace. Me said, 
in part:

"As I sat here listening to the inter­
esting remarks 61 the ambassador from 
France and the ambassador from Eng­
land, I could not but congratulate the 
United States on the important compli­
ment that thesa^two countries had 
paid hereby sendfrt* their personal re­
presentatives of tbmr respective chief 
executives, men so distinguished in 
literature, in history, In statesmanship 
and in diplomacy.

"Chatoplain is a man Whom all na­
tions honor, and his character brings 
out in the strongest way those wonder­
ful qualities shown in the 16th, 16th 
and 17th centuries by Spaftiards, Eng­
lishmen, Frenchmen and Portuguese, 
all who braved the terrors of the sea, 
and carried the standard of civilization 
to furthermost countries and Into the 
dangers of the most distant tropics.

“I think it is well for us to go back 
through the history of all nations in 
order that our heads, a little swelled 
With modern progress, may be dimin­
ished by the proper -wpijugiatitin of 
what was done by nations before us, 
Under conditions that Seemed to limit 
the possibility of so many achieve­
ments.

“There were Montcalm and Wolfe, 
two great Christians, back to whom 
you trace the whole history of Lower 
Canada. It is true that Wolfe 
quered Montcalm on the plains of 
raham, but there is still In all the re­
gion of Lower Canada a population 
purely French, a population industri­
ous, God-fèartng and loyal to the flag 
under which they live. That fact is a 
compliment flot only to the far-seeing 
statemânship of the English colonial 
governors, but it Is a compliment to 
the present industrial and domestic life 
of each nation.

“This valley in the 306 years since it 
was discovered by Champlain has fur­
nished almost as much of a battle­
ground for the three nations and the 
Indians, who were dn all sides, as Bel­
gium, in Europe, and one does 
have to look far for the reason, 
truth is that it was the only passage 
way, and here fought the- battles for 
200 years which we now say are never 
to recur again. I echo and emphasize 
the statements of the ambassadors, and 
repeat their fcrayer that never again 
may this great valley be given a name 
in history by reason of its being the 
seat of a bloody war.”

Residents Forced to Take Re­
fuge on Roofs of 

Houses.

Accused -of Having Falsely 
Sworn Against Editor 

Hardin.

Berlin, July 7.—Collapsing under the 
ordeal of listening te witnesses testify 
against him in his trial for perjury, 
which began to-day. Prince Zu Von 
Eulenberg was taken to his castle at 
Liênberg in a critical condition at noon 
to-day. The trial was adjourned and 
it is doubted whether, there is a .possi­
bility of its being completed because 
of the condition of the defendant.

The prince is under indictments oh 
two charges: perjury and inciting per­
jury. The charges grew out of the libel 
suit against Editor Hardin, who made 
an exposure of the alleged orgies of the 
“Knights of the German Round Table.” 
Eulenberg is accused of having sworn 
falsely against Hardin and of inducing 
other witnesses to perjure themselves 
in court.

Eulenberg is 88 years old and very 
feeble. He was taken to court this 
morning in an automobile and carried 
front the machine to the court room in 
an invalid's chair. He writhed while 
witness after witness testified against 
him and a few minutes before the noon 
recess yas declared, fell out of his 
chair in a faint. An ambulance was 
called and he was hurriedly taken to 
His castle.

No other punishment than penal ser­
vitude is possible in the event of a con­
viction on the charges made against 
the prince. The maximum penalty is 

. ten years.
Large crowds gathered about the 

. court room to-day when the prince en­
tered. The public was not admitted to 
the trial because of the nature of the 
evidence, but despite the fact that lit­
tle regarding the proceedings could be 
learned on the outside the throng re­
mained in the streets and there was 
great excitement when the prlhce was 
taken away in an ambulance.

On 
May 13th the minister wrote a letter 
which the council of the board decided 
to withhold from publication until 
there was an opportunity of seeing 
him. He later expressed a desire to 
have this letter published, following 
the rule established in regard to form­
er correspondence on the same subject. 
At a meeting of the council Tuesday 
morning it was resolved to hand the 
whole correspondence to the press.

/ Under date or May 13th the minister 
wrote to Simon Lelser, president of the 
board, as follows:

I wired that I was writing you in 
reply to your several telegrams' re­
specting the Songhees Indian Reserve.

I decided to write rather than wire, 
because it would be impossible in a 
brief telegram to say what I wished to 
say.

I have inferred from your telegrams 
that there is a disposition to misrepre­
sent me, and you will, I am sure, par­
don me if I try to guard against efforts 
of that kind.

Your telegrams were signed as presi­
dent of the board of trade, which ac­
counts to me for their tenor.

The statement, for instance, that I 
promised legislation this session is not 
accurate. I advocated legislation at 
the Victoria West meeting, at a meet­
ing with the Indians, and at the board 
of trade. I do so still.

The question has not been over­
looked; it has been considered and the 
matter of the best way to deal with it 
has been before the government on 
several occasions. No satisfactory so­
lution of the difficulty has yet been 
found. The need for legislation is ad­
mitted; the only difficulty is how to 
accomplish the object desired.

While I am afraid at this Writing 
that a bill cannot be prepared for this 
session I have not given up hope for 
an early decision; and if the removal 
of the Songhees is not brought about 
during the recess I feel fairly confi­
dent that legislation will be agreed to 
in the very near future. L ^

It crashed through the 
window of the coach next to the one 
occupied by the presidential party and 
was thrown with sufficient force to 
have killed any one It happened to 
strike. Glass was scattered through the 
car, but fortunately the coach was un­
occupied at the time.

All of the windows In Taft’s coach, 
the Mayflower, were closed at the time 
of the Incident, and it is thought that 
the perpetrator of the outrage either 
did not know which car the president 
was riding in or misjudged its position 
in the train.

Detectives in the president’s body 
guard made a prompt investigation, 
but as far as has been learned did not 
discover any clue to t,he identity of the 
person who hurled the coal.

ADVICE OF BARRISTER
IS TAKEli BY COUNCIL

By-Law to Expropriate Esqui­
mau Works Goes to People ; 

First. *** \

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Before any step is taken by the city 

to expropriate the works of the Esqui­
mau Waterworks Company the rate­
payers will have to vote on the ques­
tion in order to avoid any danger 
which might’ arise from the city "be­
coming committed to the company 
for a large sum in payment for their 
property and have the ratepayers re­
fuse to vote the money.

This action will be taken in deference 
tç the advice of the city’s counsel, W. 
J. Taylor, K. C., contained in a letter 
read to the city fathers last night. It 
is likely that while A. L. Adams, the 
expert waterworks engineer, Is here 
a public meeting will be held to dis­
cuss the matter and inform the public.

The city council adjourned its regu­
lar weekly meeting after a short sif­
ting last night over till to-night, when 
the whole water problem will be again 
taken up and discussed.

Mr. Taylor’s opinion was as follows:
“Referring to the questions submitted 

to me at the last meeting bf the 
council with reference to .the right of 
the city corporation to expropriate 
the works of the Esquimau Company 
and the method to be adopted by the 
city with reference thereto, I beg to 
say that the powers of expropriation 
conferred upon the city by the Victoria 
Water Works Act 1873 and the amend­
ment ^ct 1892 as ratified and confirmed . 
in 1909. remove doubts with reference 
to the first question and confer a right 
of expropriation of the Esquimau Com­
pany’s works upon the city corpora­
tion, *.

“With reference to the method of ex­
propriation a serious question arises 
by virtue of the amendment of 1909. 
The previous acts empowered the coun­
cil through its commissioner, without 
reference to the electors, to inaugurate 
a system of water works with powers 
of borrowing for the purposes, limited 
as to amount. The act of 1909 extends 
the borrowing and financing powers of 
the corporation practically without 
limit but imposes a qualification re­
quiring the approval of the electors 
qualified to vote on money by-laws. The 
act of 1909 further requires the city 
in the event of expropriation proceed­
ings of the Esquimau Company's 
works to make a minimum offer of 
$700,000, to be deemed a tender; and 
that the-, company shall have twô 
months to accept such offer.

"In view of the necessity for the ap­
proval of the electors to any sys­
tem of finance for the acquisition of 
such works, introduced into the act for 
the first time in 1909, it seems to m'e 
that it would not be safe for the coun­
cil to make an offer until after such 
approval. Suppose such an offer made 
by the council without the approval of 
the electors and accepted by the com­
pany and the electors refused to ratify 
the offer thereafter, the offer being 
deemed a tender acceptance , by the 
company would amount to a contract 
the city would be liable for the 
amount and without means of dis­
charging such liability. Should thé Es­
quimau Company adopt its other alter­
native and refuse to accept the offér 
and arbitration ensued, the award of 
the arbitrators would be binding upon 
all parties under the te^ggs of the act 
of 1892 and the sum so awarded pay­
able within six months from the date 
of the award, etc. If the award was in 
excess of an amount the electors ap­
proved a like difficulty would be creat­
ed. In view of the amendments of 1909 
practically two options have been 
given to the Esquimau Company, the 
first with reference to the offer which 
they may either accept or reject, but 
acceptance by the company Implies 
payment by the city, and payment by 
the city cannot be made until the rate­

payers have approved of financial ar­
rangements therefor.

“In the second event of arbitration 
and award the. company (the city con­
senting) again may exercise an option 
of not insisting upon payment of the 
amount of the award and may elect 
to keep its works. But suppose the 
company to be satisfied with the award 
and to insist upon payment of the 
amount thereof and the ratepayers to 
refuse approval, again a large liabil­
ity would be imposed upon the city 
without the means for the discharge 
thereof.

“The whole plan of the act as amend­
ed in 1909 contemplates that the rate­
payers should first be consulted and 
the moneys estimated to he required 
for any particular scheme authorized 
to be raised for the purpose. It can­
not be assumed without express words 
to have been the intention of the legis­
lature to have enabled the city at 
pleasure to harass private property 
owners and compel disclosure of their 
private business affairs and property 
values in compulsory proceedings 
merely for the purpose of inspection 
and after determination by the city as 
to the advisability of the taking there­
of, and the act does not, it seems to 
me, in express words authorize such a 
proceeding. It should be a ground for 
an Injunction in favor of the Esqui­
mau Company against the city’s pro­
ceeding, that any offer made was an 
Illusory offer made without consent or 
approval of the only authority capable 
of sanctioning and carrying out same, 
namely, the persons entitled to vote on 
money by-laws.

“Uhder the circumstances I have not 
revised the terms of proposed offer to 
the Esquimau Company.”

TARIFF BILL IS
REPORTED TO SENATE

Washington, D. C.. July 6.—The sen­

ate to-day adopted an amendment to 
the corporation tax amendment pro­
viding the exemption from taxation of 
fraternal organizations and loan as­
sociations, operated exclusively for the 
mutual benefit of their members, and 
of labor organizations or any corpora­
tion operated exclusively for religious 
or educationed purposes.

At 1.30 o’clock this afternoon the 
tariff bill was reported to the senate as 
it has been completed by the commit­
tee of the whole.

None 
of them is disposed to sit complacently 
by and watch the Ingenious, resource­
ful American frame and p«ut in force 
rules which will have the effect of 
beating them—of conferring upon, them 
the^dlstinguished honor qf being tribu­
tary in trade to the great United 
States of America.

Authorities upon the laws of trade 
and commerce tell us that no nation 
can completely “beat the wiles," that 
there are immutable laws governing 
the relations between buyer and seller 
which, finally determine these things, 
that all trade is reciprocal, that if it 
be not profit Ale between the parties 
tb it there can be no trade. However 
that may be, it does not comport with 
the ideas of the American people as 
expressed through their Congressmen. 
They think they can compel the sun 
of trade to stand still and shine ex­
clusively upon their own particular 
part of the world. They are going to 
pass rules and regulations which will, 
as they believe, compel every nation 
upon the face of the earth to do busi­
ness with them upon artificial condi­
tions created by the legislature. If for­
eigners do not like the conditions, they 
cannot do business.

The gentlemen who have made 
economics a special study-contend, as 
we have said, that the Americans will 
find out that they are making a mis­
take. We know that in the hase of 
Canada, as far as the application of 
the club is concerned, it will not have 
the intended effect. We intend to re­
main in the game and to play it under 
rules in the making of which we shall 
have sdfnething to say.

They then 
become to alt Intents and purposes 
white men; they pay taxes and can 
sell their land. Or instead of that 
it might be possible to place them on 
part of the land and enfranchise them 
or keep them as a tribe on part, they 
surrender the remainder. * * * * There 
is only one other alternative, and we 
may as well face it now as later; that 
is, amend he Indian Act.”

"No Indian has ever been forced off 
his reserve in Canada or compelled to 
leave it. So you see that to amend the 
Indian Act with a view to using force, 
shall I say, will create a pretty difficult 
position. There is no other reserve that 
is situated within a city as this is, al­
though Vancouver has a case just out­
side its limits which is pretty bad. A 
reserve in the centre of a city is a nui­
sance and a menace—a menace to 
white people, a menace to the pros­
perity of Victoria, a menace to the In­
dians themselves.

“I believe power should be taken by 
the government; power given to it, un­
der the Indian Act, Jo deal with this 
or any other special case that may 
arise in Canada.

"I say here and now—and I want to 
speak guardedly and without suspicion 
of a threat, that if a reasonable offer 
of fifty per cent, of whatever the re­
serve may bring, paid to the Indians, 
will not induce them to surrender the 
reserve then the Indian Act must be 
amended. and the Songhees compelled, 
in the interests of themselves and of 
the city of Victoria, to occupy another 
reserve.”

At Institute hall Mr. Templeman 
sqid, as reported in the Times:

■ PA reasonable offer has been put be­
fore the Songhees which they have 
neither accepted nor rejected. If they 
accept, that is the end; if they do not 
then my view is that nothing in the 
world can move them except special 
legislation to cover this case. This is 
the ‘first time in Canada such a dras­
tic course lias been proposed to settle 
an Indian reserve question. But I do 
not think any sensible man thinks I 
am responsible for the fact that the 
Indians have been there for fifty years 
and that I Jiave not got them out in 
one year."

References to the question 
made at other meetings of (he cam­
paign and at a council meeting of the 
Board of Trade, but all were to the 
same effect. The difficulties that would 
be encountered In dealing with the 
question were always pointed out, and 
these difficulties Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
has since emphasized in his letter to 
Mr. Leiser. But Mr. Templeman real­
ized then, as he realizes now, that be­
cause great difficulties existed, that 
was not sufficient reason for. saying 
that an intolerable-evil must continue 
to exist for ever. There are many ways 
of amending the law and compelling a 
surrender of reserves of the class in 
question without doing the slightest 
wrong to the Indians. It should be 
possible to legislate "the Songhees to a 
new reserve on such terms and condi­
tions a8 would benefit them 
ly, both socially, morally and finan­
cially. and we believe a way will yet 
be found to abolish the public nuis­
ance at present existing almost in the 
centre of the city of Victoria. But 
that way will no be found any quicker 
by the Board of Trade or the Colo­
nist misrepresenting the stand taken 
by Mr. Templeman, who, after all, is 
the only mantwko has thus far made 
a serious effort to settle the question.

A motion that the rule providing ar­
bitrary adjournment of the senate at 
7 o’clock be revoked was parsed to­
day. This-clears the ways for unlimited 
sessions to be terminated either by the 
passage of the tariff hill or a special 
vote to adjourn.

Section seven of the tariff bill was 
adopted. This section provides that 
When any country imposes a duty on 
goods shipped to the United States the 
amount of the export duty shall be 
addwi to the tariff rate when the im­
portations reach this country.

The complete tobacco schedule was 
adopted in the form originally proposed 
by the finance committee. An. amend­
ment authorizing the selling of leaf to­
bacco to manufactures by farmers 
without payment of a tax was adopt­
ed. This amendment was the so-called 
“night rider” provision.

An amendment by Curtis, of/Kansas, 
which provides that when a foreign 
country placed a duty pn American oil, 
half the amount of that duty shall be 
paid on crude oil coming from that 
country to the United States, was de­
feated by a vote of 44 to 31. The amend­

Experience has shown that in the 
erection of public buildings in the 
United States and in Canada, local in­
terests, those of municipalities and real 
estate agents, sometimes have had an 
undue share in the determination of the 
site upon which they have been placed.

In the old country many things are 
so old and so well established that peo­
ple have to make the best they can 
of them, and subordinate the ideal to 
the practicable. In Canada, and es­
pecially in the West, you have the op­
portunity of framing your ideals from 
the "outset, and of adopting the best 
means for giving them free scope to 
fulfil themselves. In the particular in­
stance of founding a new university, 
to serve a great and expanding national 
purpose, it would be mere prudence to 
take account of the experience of others, 
and at all costs to avoid at the begin­
ning the imposition of limitations and 
conditions which in a generation or 
less will prove mere hindrances to the 
full realization of that purpose.

"On the night of January 4th, Ella 
returned to my house in a hysterical 
condition. Her hair was wet and 
matted and she looked terrible,” testi­
fied Mrs. Linderman.

“I told her they must have done 
something awful to her. She certain­
ly looked like it.”

January 4th was the date the lace 
maker alleges Miss Barrette and her 
friend, Miss Kenyon, tried to induce 
her to become a "white slave,” and 
abused her frightfully when she re­
fused.

Mrs. Linderman then testified to her 
going to the Wellington hotel where 
the Gingles girl was found bound and 
gagged in a bath room, and she said 
that when she found the girl she was 
but partially clothed and was appar­
ently delirious. She said Ella was wav­
ing her hpnds and crying : “Oh, Miss 
Barrett, please don’t kill me. Don’t 
give me any more of that stuff to drink. 
I’ll do what you want but don't make 
me drink any more of that.”

The witness testified that the girl 
was bleeding from many cuts on her 
arms, wrists and legs and that there 
were pieces of rope in the room.

Seattle, Wash., July 8.—Capt. Jimmie 
Deane and Commodore C. B. MacNeill, 
of the Royal Vancouver Yacht Club, 
yesterday refused to allow the Alex­
andra in the third race of the series 
for the international cup, basing their 
refusal on a protest of the Spirit II.'s 
measurements. The Seattle yachtsmen 
say that they had understood that the 
matter of the protest had been Settled 
before the second race. The action of 
the Vancouver skipper and commodore, 
their rejection of the statement that 
the protest had been declared ineffec­
tive. resulted in an open break between 
the Seattle and Vancouver clubs.

More serious than this is the flat de- 
fclaration of Ted Geary, designer and 
'skipper of the Spirit II.. that he will 
never again sail for the Alexandra 
trophy, and in this he is backed up by 
Scott Calhoun, who has headed 
work of financing the construction of 
the two twenty-nine footers that re­
presented Seattle in the international 
contests.

Larger game is in sight for the Se­
attle yachtsmen. It was apparent that 
the defection of the Vancouver boat 
meant open rupture between the two 
clubs, and the Seattle men immediate­
ly got busy with plans for a new series 
of international contests on a scale 
that will make the Alexandra series 
look very small.

The new plan Is for the formation of 
a Pacific International Racing Asso­
ciation, and an 
clubs in Japan and Australia to build 
twenty-nine raters for annual compe­
tition. Seattle is’ in a position now to 
head a movement that has inevitably 
been coming, and little doubt of its 
success is felt by the initiators.

Coincident with the broaching of this 
plan came the announcement yesterday 
by M. Robert Guggenheim that he 
would offer a splendid trophy cup 
valued at *5,000 for the winner of the 
new international series. It will be one 
of the richest prizes in yacht racing 
the world over, and will attract to the 
annual regatta not only international 
attention, but designers and builders 
of international reputation.

With the failure of the Alexandra to 
sail the third race and the accusations 
of jobbery made by Deane and Mac- 
Neill, the annual regatta of the North­
western -International Yacht Racing 
Association yesterday broke up. m a 
heated controversy. While thousands 
çf people afloat and on shore watched 
for the'struggle between the swift sail­
ing vessels, Capt. Deane held the Alex­
andra at her moorings in the West 
Seattle anchorage.

After waiting vainly for Deane and 
MacNeill to think better of their de­
termination, Ted Geary got out his 
crew and sent the Spirit II. over the 
international course. Every rule of 
actual racing was complied with, and 
as the matter now stands, the Spirit 
II. won yesterday’s race.

There was no meeting held last night 
as it was proposed.

The' accident to Fay Muir, favorite 
in the five furlong event, upset the cal­
culations in the first race and left the

The accident occurred through a col- WILL PnUbcCUTL 
lision between Orsidora, ridden by 
Archibald, and Fay Muir, ridden by 
Selden. The age of the boy is sixteen 
years and he hasn’t the strength -to 
hold a racing thoroughbred. His mount 
had the inside at the turn and ran 
wide, striking Orsidora across the mid­
dle with its chest as that horse was 
making the turn nicely. Selden felt 
the horse falling and jumped from the 
saddle and made a clutch at Archibald, 
trying to save himself from going be­
neath the horse's feet by getting on 
Orsidora. He missed and fell beneath 
his mount. The horse rolled on her 
back, and then staggered to her feet, 
limping. The jockey lay uneonSfcious 
and was hurried to the emergency hos­
pital. which heretofore has been a mat­
ter of form only on the ground. There 
he was attended by Dr. McMicking, 
who ordered his removal to the Jubilee 
hospital, and after staying with him 
all the afternoon advised that his peo­
ple be sent for last night as he con­
sidered the case serious.

The medical examination showed 
there were no bones broken, and as far 
as could be gathered no internal in­
juries. The boy suffered from shock 
and remained unconscious, except for a 
few seconds, when he became partly 
conscious and recognized Mrs. Clifford 
for an instant.

Owing to numerous complaints hav­

ing been made of the excessive speed 
of motor boats in Victoria harbor, and 
regarding the absence of lights by row 
boats and launches, the Department of 
Marine and Fisheries has determined 
to prosecute all persons violating the 
regulations governing the carrying of 
lights according to the international 
rules of the road. These rules are as 
follows :

1. Steam vessels of less than 40 tons 
shall carry:

(a) In the forepart of the vessel, on 
or in front of the funnel, where it can 
best be seen, and at a height above 
the gunwale of not less than 9 feet, a 
bright white light constructed and 
fixed as prescribed in article 2 (a), and 
of such a character as to be visible at 
a distance of at least two miles.

(b) Green and red side-lights con­
structed and fixed as prescribed in 
article 2 (b) and (c), and of such a 
character as to be visible at a dis­
tance of at least one mile, or a com­
bined lantern showing a green light 
and a red light from right ahead to 
two points abaft the beam on their 
respective sides. Such lantern shall 
be carried not less than three feet be­
low the White light.

2. Small steamboats, such as are car­
ried by sea-going vessels, may carry 
the white light at a less height than 
nine feet above the gunwale, but it 
shall be carried above the combined 
lantern, mentioned in subdivision in 1 
(to.

3. Vessels under oars or sails, of not 
less than 20 tons, shall have ready at 
hand a lantern with a green glass on 
one side and red glass on the other, 
which, on the approach of or to the 
other vessels, 
sufficient time to prevent collision, so 
that the green light shall not be seen 
on the port side nor the red light on 
the starboard side.

4. Rowing boats, whether under oars 
or sails shall have ready at hand a 
lantern showing a white light which 
shall be temporarily exhibited in suf­
ficient time to prevent collision.

Steamship or steamboat includes 
every vessel propelled wholly or in part 
by steam or by any machinery or 
power other than sails or oars.

“Ordinary practice of seamen,” as 
applied to any case, means and in­
cludes the ordinary practice of skilful 
and careful persons engaged in navi­
gating the waters of Canada in like 
cases.

Every owner, master, or person in 
charge of any ship, vessel, or raft, 
who wilfully omits to obey the regula­
tions in force for the time being under 
this part, or to carry, exhibit or use 
any of the lights or fog signals as are 
required by the said regulations, and 
every owner of any such ship, vessel 
or raft, if it appears that he was in 
fault, in respect of any such omission, 
shall, for each occasion on ^whlch any 
of said regulations are violated, incur 
a penalty not exceeding two hundred 
dollars and not less than twenty dol­
lars.

This morning's session of the Baptist 
convention was opened with devotional 
services, led by Rev. B. West.

Rev. L W. Williamson, of Fernie. 
followed with an address on young 
people’s work, in which he set forth at 
length the necessity for the B. Y. U. in 
connection with the various branches 
of chuith work.

Last year this society had 14 branches 
in ‘British Columbia, with a member­
ship of 562, and raised $251.45 for for­
eign missions. This year there were 15 
branches with 710 members, but only 
*227.70 had been collected. Mr. William­
son reported a flourishing society in his 
own town of Fernie, where religious 
feeling has greatly deepened' since the 
fire last year. Young people were too 
apt to think that their local societies 
were not of much account. That was a 
mistake, the aggregate whole was the 
biggest thing in connection with the 
life, of tl\e church.

Rev. B. G. Stewart, of Chilliwack, 
led the interesting discussion wliich 
followed, emphazing the need of young 
people’s societies to train the younger 
members for taking part In the regu­
lar work of the church as they grew 
older.

A report from a B. Y. P. U. at Na­
naimo, read by Mr. Williamson, was 
rather unique. The young men there 
had held à wood cutting bee, which 
provided them with fuel for two years. 
They also had a recreation club, and 
the convention was very much in favor 
of that idea being adopted in all B. Y. 
P. U. societies as a means of holding 
the young people together.

R. W. Coleman presented a petition 
from the B. Y. P. U. of First Baptist 
church, Victoria, asking that at sub­
sequent conventions more time might 
be given to work connected with the 
B. Y. P. U., and after a great deal of 
discussion the question was laid aside 
for further consideration.

A. Huggett’s address on “The Triple 
Alliance” was listened to with much 
interest. The speaker designated the 
parent, the teacher and the church as 
the triple alliance, formed for the 
per training and upbuilding of the 
child, mentally, morally, physically 
and religiously. Parents as a rule did 
not even begin to realize their re­
sponsibility. Children were not brought 
up in the spiritual atmosphere most 
conducive to their highest welfare. 
Parents were too busy piling up wealth 
for their children to look after their 
religious training. They shirked this, 
and handed it over to the Sunday 
school teacher. Parents were not suf­
ficiently careful of the example they 
set their children. A teacher's duty was 
primarily to Impart knowledge, but 
that was not enough. He must under­
stand the child from an ethical and 
physicologieal standpoint. He must be 
consistent in his life. He must identify 
himself with the child's every day in­
terests, and must always know the 
child on the street. Children of the 
present day have keen reasoning facul­
ties, and the Sunday school lesson 
must be convincing as well as interest­
ing. The teacher must néver forget for 
a moment the value of a human soul. 
The child must be taught to see God 
in every good» thing.

The chunch must make each and 
every child feel that it was individual­
ly necessary—clubs should be formed 
and more interest showh by older peo­
ple in the vital, everyday interests of 
the young people.

A short discussion followed this very 
able paper, which was led by Rev. C. 
Burnett, of First Baptist church.

Mr. Meade, of Elgin. Illinois, who 
was present, spoke briefly but most 
forcefully on the subject of adult work. 
The reaching of the children through 
their parent. “Once,” said the speaker, 
“get the father interested in the Bible, 
and he will interest the child.” Men 
must be reached through their own 
particular way of living. To the .sailor, 
one must talk a language he could un­
derstand, not over his head. Christ’s 
work was largely individual. He never 
sought to work among multitudes, al­
though when they followed Him, He 
preached to them. We must imitate 
Him in that respect as well as in 
others. Mr. Meade closed with a very 
brief summary of the work he has ac­
complished In his own church at Elgin.

8 One result of building Dreadnoughts 
is that the docking difficulty has be­
come acute, Devonport and Portsmouth 
are the only naval ports that can dock 
the huge warships we are now building, 
and even these places have only a lim­
ited accommodation, says the Pall Mall 
Gazette. However, docks are as neces­
sary as ships, though they cannot be 
so cheaply or expeditiously built For 
some time past this matter has had the 
serious attention of the admiralty, who 
seem inclined to regard floating docks 
as the best solution of the difficulty. 
At any rate, their lordships purpose 
having built a floating dock big enough 
to take any Dreadnought, existing or 
projected, and stationing this at one 
of the chief naval ports. A committee 
composed of Rear-Admiral Ommaney, 
Colonel Rohan, directors of works, and 
others, have made inquiries into the 
subject, and as the admiralty have got 
as far as to select a site for the float­
ing dock, one may fairly assume that 
they intend to build it. The British 
navy already owns two of these useful 
structures, one at Bermuda and one 
used for submarines. Floating docks 
are cheaper than the ordinary dry dock 
to build, and, further, they can be 
moved from one place to another, and 
a land dock cannot. In constructing 
floating docks for Dreadnoughts the 
admiralty would be making a departure 
equally as important as was that of 
constructing the Dreadnoughts them­
selves, and this is evidently what their 
lordships contemplate doing.

San Francisco, CaL, July 6.—Stanley 
Ketchel, of Michigan, is still the world’s 
middleweight champion. In a desperate 
gruelling battle yesterday afternoon, 
during which the champion was con­
stantly on the aggressive, he was 
awarded the decision over Billy Papke, 
of Illinois, at the end of the twentieth 
round, the scheduled limit. Ketchel 
claimed to have broken his right hand 
in the sixth round- and the assertion 
subsequently was vertifled. The decis­
ion of the referee was greeted with a 
mixture of cheers.

Referee Roche, after the contest, 
made the following statement: “Ket­
chel was the aggressor at all times. 
Furthermore he landed the cleaner and 
harder blows and scored the only 
knockdown in the tenth round, al­
though nearly everyobdy seems to 
think Papke slipped to the floor. 
There is absolutely no question but 
Ketchel earned a clean cut decision."

Ketchel forced the fighting from the 
tap of the initial gong and, with the 
exception of the third, enjoyed a clear 
lead in the first half of the battle. In 
the eleventh Ketchel landed time and 
again with ponderous lefts, but try as 
he would, he could not find a vital 
place. Both men were bleeding freely 
at this stage of the battle, Papke In 
particular, spitting blood from his 
mouth and nose, until the centre of the 
ring assembled a shambles.

The feature of the fight was the ex­
treme viciousness with which both 
men fought and the apparent hatred 
that lurked behind every punch.

When seen in his dressing room, Ket­
chel gave out this statement: “I broke 
my wrist in the sixth round and later 
on in the eighth round, I 'believe, I dis­
located my left thumb, but for these 
mishaps, I would have made short 
work of Papke. I will be only too 
glad to give him another chance.”

The defeated pugilist said he would 
fight Ketchel at any time. Willus 
Britt said that unless Ketchel’s hand 
improved, the champion would not be 
able to fight Jim Flynn in Los Angeles 
July 14th.

A hint was given the local immigra­
tion officials that all was not in order, 
and they detained the man pending 
further investigation. The consul at 
Vancouver was sent for, but as he was 
away his secretary, the Japanese 
chancellor, came in his place. The man 
was questioned and cross-questioned, 
and then he confessed that the papers 
were not his and that he was travel­
ling under an assumed name.

The papers had been granted three or 
four years ago to another man, and 
Hara had taken his name. Finding that 
he had perjpred himself and that he 
was now liable to prosecution and a 
term In the penitentiary with trans­
portation at the end of that term, the 
man consented to pay his own way and 
that of his wife back to Japan on the 
Kaga Maru, and the Japanese officials 
here have promised to have him prose­
cuted in his own country.

THREE REASONS FOR
GOING TO COLDSTREAMMORE IMPROVEMENTS

AT OUTER DOCK
Mayor Hall Explains Why Rate­

payers Should Support 
the Scheme.

R, P. Rithet & Co. Making Pre­
parations for Ex­

tensions.
“There are three good reasons why the 

ratepayers should vote tor the by-law 
Which we are going to place before them 
In regard to the expropriation of the Es­
quimau Company’s works,” said Mayor 
Hgll, in talking to a Times representative 
on Wednesday morning.

“In the first place, as a firm believer In 
municipal ownership of all public utili­
ties, I consider that the city should ac­
quire these works. We cannot purchase 
them; we have to expropriate them, and 
the sooner that is done the better. The 
city ought to take steps to acquire all 
the public utilities in its midst, and here 
is the first one they should get.

“The securing of tile Esquimalt system 
will put an end to the Victoria West pro­
blem, and place a portion of the city now 
served with water by a private corpora­
tion in the same position as the rest of 
the community. It will, teo, add to the 
revenue of the city from the water ser­
vice. It must also be remembered that 
we have to pay $48 for fire hydrants In 
that part of the city at present, $4 a month 
for each of the twelve hydrants we have. 
We should have several more for the 
proper protection of the district, and as it 
grows there will be an Increasing charge 
on the city for this purpose. We are 
paying this amount for the privilege of 
having our hydrants connected with the 
mains Of a private company. The annual 
sum would pay the Interest charges on 
$15,000, and for that expenditure we get no 
return. Judging from the present posi­
tion that important portion of the city 
will net have the same degree of protec­
tion from fire as the balance of the com­
munity. It is -of great importance, from 
every point of view, that we should con­
trol the supply of water in Victoria Wefct 
the same as In the rest of the city.

“Another and a very strong argument 
Ip favor of the acquisition of Goldstream 
is that the city would acquire the only 
water power within reach of the city 
which will develop electricity. While this 
may be controlled by the agreement with 
the Tramway Company, and the city have 
to live up to that, still when the agree­
ment is concluded in twenty-nine years 
from this the city would have < it to de­
velop power from for the purpose of light­
ing its streets and of disposing of electric 
ppwer. There |s no other place available 
where we can develop power and at the 
same time use the water for domestic 
purposes.”

A new wall is just being commenced 
by the R. P. Rithet Co. at the head of 
the basin between the two wharves at 
the outer dock. The wall, which will 
be of cement, will be nearly three 
hundred feet long, and will connect the 
point near the gate to the new wharf 
with the middle of the retaining wall 
at present there. Inquiry Into the 
reason tor the building of the wall 
elicited the Information that it was In 
order to be ready for further exten­
sions. Should the condition of trade 
demand an extension next winter It 
would be impossible to put in the wall 
at that time pf year, and the work 
would be considerably delayed. The 
wall will cost a good deal, but this is 
not deterring the company from going 
ahead with it.

This is not the only improvement at 
the outer doeb. The levelling process 
between the old breakwater and the 
dock has been going on steadily, and 
a fine cement retaining wall is Just 
about completed which has already 
cost several thousand dollars. As soon 
as the conditions of trade warrant It, 
warehouses will be1 erected at this 
point and a new dock built out par­
allel with the others and forming a 
new basin.

That R. F. Rithet & Co. have faith 
in the future of the port is clearly In­
dicated by the amount of money al­
ready spent Had they been at all 
doubtful of the future need of the 
dock they would net have gens to the 
expense of building the walls and fill­
ing in the space inside the breakwater. 
No business man spends ten thousand 
dollars unless he expects to make some 
use of the Improvements.

It Is understood that Mr. Rithet still 
has an Idea of extending the break­
water In order to make It a protection 
to the basins where the ships tie up. 
There is not much need of the break­
water except on a very windy day, 
and then It is not by any mearjr a ne­
cessity. When a strong southeaster is 
blowing it would be a little easier to 
tie up than it is at present.

Another ruling as to costs was banded 
down by Mr. Justice Martin on Tues­
day. This was in the case of Baker vs. 
Atkins and Martin (third party), heard 
some time ago. The plaintiffs bakery on 
Ladysmith street was Injured by fire last 
winter and he sued the contractor who 
built it, alleging a defect In the oven. 
The contractor brought lq the builder of 
the oven as a co-defendant, The plain­
tiff lost and the third party is looking f«r 
his costs, but fails in his effort to get 
them. In deciding on the point HI* Lord- 
ship says:

“This is an application by a third part* 
for an order that his costs should be paid 
either by the plaintiff, who was unsuc­
cessful, or by the defendant. It is con­
ceded that the question is wholly within 
the discretion of thte court. The case of 
Hanbury vs. The Upper Inny Drainage 
Board (1883), 12 L,. R. Irish, 217, is one 
wherein the wide extent of discretion Is 
exemplified, because there the plaintiff 
was ordered, to pay the third party's costs, 
though the application as jgsmehed was 
to make the defenflSnts pay them.

“On the other hand, the plaintiff's coun­
sel herein cites the case of Williams v. 
Buchanan 0891), 7 Times L. R., 226,
wherein the court of appeal decided, un­
der circumstances which In several ma­
terial respects resemble the case at bar, 
that the third party was not entitled to 
his costs from either of the original liti­
gants. It was therein said by the Master 
of the Rqlis that the question depends on 
tje circumstances of each particular ease, 
and that the third party had chosen to 
appear separately and by different coun­
sel, though 'no one had a right unduly to 
increase the costs of litigation except at 
his own expense.'

“The present question I have found far 
from easy to decide, but after a careful 
consideration of the authorities cited, and 
the written request for the third party's 
guarantee and the evidence relating there­
to, I can only reach the conclusion that 
I am unable to say the ease at bar is 
stronger in the third party’s favor than 
was Willlapis v. Buchanan, and it Is quite 
different In principle from Hanbury v. 
Upper Drainage Board ; therefore I shall 
make no order for his costs."

Mayor Hall has received a letter from 

H. E. Beasley, superintendent of the 
E. & N., in which the hope is held out 
that some arrangement may be reached 
by which the railway bridge may be 
used for foot passengers.

Mayor Hall wrote to Superintendent 
Beasley in regard to the closing of the 
bridge. His worship pointed out the 
Inconvenience and hardship this would 
cause to foot passengers between the 
eastern and western sections of the 
city, who have exercised the privilege 
of using the bridge and right-of-way 
without interference for so many years. 
Not only does the prohibition entail 
very much hardship but it has a ten­
dency to depreciate property in Victoria 
Wiyt, his worship said. He further 
points out that whatever the company’s 
rights to exclude people from the right- 
of-way between Russell station and the 
harbor, it may seriously be questioned 
whether this should extend to the 
bridge. The assurance that the bridge 
could be used for foot and even ve­
hicular traffic was given to the late 
James Fell, then mayor, by the late 
Robert Dunsmuir, and a vote of thanks 
was passed ^o him on June 9, 1887. The 
letter concludes by asking Superintend­
ent Beasley, pending investigations as 
to what rights, if any, the public had 
to the use of the bridge, to indicate 
upon what terms the company will per­
mit of the use of the bridge for foot 
passengers and at what times.

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FRENCH TARIFF REVISION.

Minister of Commerce Says Govern­
ment Favors Policy of Com­

mercial Agreements.

Paris, July 6.—M. Cruppi, minister of 
commerce, as the government’s spokes­
man, defined the government’s position 
towards the proposed tariff revision in 
an important speech in the Chamber of 
Deputies yesterday. He Insisted pri­
marily upon close union in the eco­
nomic and political relations of France 
with foreign countries. The French 
government favored a policy of com­
mercial agreements, which pure pro­
tectionists as well as free traders re­
jected, and constantly opposed any ex­
cept a moderate and prudent revision 
which would not compromise economic 
relations abroad.

The minister contended that a cus­
toms policy was not a necessary factor 
in the economic development of na­
tions, but in the midst of present com­
mercial strife, France, he declared, 
must be in a position to defend herself. 
This could be achieved by a policy of 
energetic commercial expansion, under 
a system of reasonable protection, 
which would permit of contractual 
elasticity. Above all, talk of reprisals 
should be avoided, as they often re­
acted. France could not afford to 
jeopardize her export trade of $1,000,- 
000,000.

For the purpose of negotiation the 
government needed a wider divergence 
between the maximum and minimum 
rates than the present tariff afforded, 
but he thought that the proposed fifty 
per cent, in many cases was too high.

GOVERNOR FOR PARDON

Says He is Innocent of Crime 
for Which He Was Sen­

tenced to Death.

Atlanta, Ga„ July 6. — Governor 
Brown is pondering over the request 
for a pardon he has received from a fu­
gitive who has written to him, saying 
that he escaped hanging at Atlanta in 
1894.

The man says he was a member of 
the convention which nominated Brown 
for his present office. He says he has 
changed his name and can continue 
living as a respected citizen as long as 
he likes, but he prefers to have his 
conscience clear. He declares that he 
Is innocent, and if pardoned he can 
prove that he had nothing to do with 
the crime for which he was sentenced 
to death.

He said that he esecaped from Jail at 
Atlanta a short time before the date 
set for his execution.

Scores of Pupils Compelled to 
Leave the Spokane High

of injury to the heart, caused by ex­
cessive stair climbing in the Central 
High school of Spokane, scores of pu­
pils have been compelled to leave school 
according to physicians of this city.

“I think it a mistake to use a build­
ing as a high school more than two 
stories tp height. I take this view tfl 
regard to the new North Central High 
school. In the High echdoj the pupils 
are required to changé rooms at the 
close of each fifty-minute period, often 
being required to go from the basement 
to the top story several times a day.”

DISPUTE ARISES
OVER GIVING ORDERS

Reeve and Some of the Coun­
cillors Drag in on 

Action.

The fight for the trees in the Oak Bay 
municipality is still going on. A slight 
disagreement over the right of the Reeve 
to order the cutting down of trees after 
the council had ordered otherwise caused 

'an interesting diversion at Monday's 
meeting of the municipal council. At the 
previous meeting of the council, a fort­
night before, a resolution was passed, on 
the suggestion of Reeve Henderson, for­
bidding the cutting down of any trees in 
the municipality without the permission 
of the council, 
have been cut down on the road near Mr. 
Rattenbury’s house without that permis­
sion.

Everything had been very hum-drum at 
the council meeting until that stage of 
the proceedings arrived when inquiries 
were asked for. Then Councillor Pember­
ton rose and asked by whose authority 
the trees had been cut down, referring to 
the fact that the council had otherwise 
ordered at the last meeting. The Reeve 
acknowledged that it was he who ordered 
the trees cut because they were in the 
way of making the road.

Mr. Pemberton took exception to hie 
action, and a lively tilt took place ip 
which it
council strongly disapproved the action of 
the Reeve. Councillor Noble defended the 
action of the Reeve, but Councillor Oliver 
intimated that all they wanted was an 
understanding that In future there would 
be no recurrence of the action.

Then as there seemed to be a deadlock 
and no 6ne knew what to do next, Coun­
cillor McGregor moved a resolution ap­
proving the cutting of the trees in ques­
tion, and it was passed unanimously.

On the reading of the reports of the 
roads committee it was shown that E. B. 
Marvin had received the contract to sup­
ply the municipality with certain oils; 
that a request from Mussons, Limited, for 
payment for the engine recently pur­
chased from them was refused until the 
engine was put in perfect working order ; 
and that, on the motion of Councillor Mc­
Gregor, steps had been ordered to be 
placed leading down to the beaches at * 
Oak Bay and Shoal Bay.

The water committee reported that the 
water supply had been taken over from 
the city on July 1st, and that all 
rangements had been made for the new 
water commissioner, J. S. Floyd, to keep 
the books-and undertake the work. The 
constable will read the meters, and Mr. 
Lanchick will be employed temporarily to 
make connections and do other Work in 
connection with the distribution.

On inquiry no one seemed to know 
whether or not the water was now being 
supplied in bulk, some of the councillors 
maintaining that it was and others that 
It was not yet turned on. The water com­
mittee was asked to define the duties of 
the water commissioner.

Several by-laws were read the first 
three times and considered in committee, 
and tenders were ordered to be called for 
the construction of sewers on Foul Bay 
road, Chaucer street and Byron street, 
and for the construction of concrete side­
walks on Oak Bay avenue, Foul Bay 
road, York Place and Saratoga avenue.

The council then adjourned.
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PRAIRIE CROPS.

Reports Continue Favorable—No, Rust 
! in Southern Manitoba.

Winnipeg, July 6.—Reports of th* 
condition of growing crops continue 
favorable. In view of the great heat 
following the heavy showers last week 
and of stories of rust in North Dakota, 
some anxiety was felt as to that pest 
making its appearance in éuuthern 
Manitoba, but so far no reports to that 
effect have been received, and spring 
wheat on light lands appears to have 
picked up remarkably during the past 
fortnight.

The Manitoba crop is admittedly be­
hind Saskatchewan and Alberta and 
is some days later than the average 
year, but under present weather condi­
tions it is gaining ground rapidly, and 
should. these continue there is little 
danger of an unduly late harvest.

Reports from Saskatchewan and the 
Alberta spring wheat country con­
tinue very favorable, and prospects are 
tor a very bountiful yield.

HANDS OF POLICE

Tells Remarkable Story of 
Having Burned Down— 

Art Stores.

New York, July 8.—Surrendering 
himself to the police and asking that 
he be charged with arson, James 
H. Wright, aged 50 years, yesterday 
told the magistrate In the Tombs court 
a remarkable story of having burned 
down art stores in various cities in the
United States and Canada, ranging 
from Quebec to Spokane, Wash. The 
old. man went to police headquarters 
Tuesday and calmly informed the of­
ficers that he was guilty of arson and 
wanted to give himself up.

He was locked up and summoned to 
the Tombs for arraignment this morn­
ing. In a clear voice and with no 
show of emotion he recited his strange 
tale.

"At the age of nine I was left an 
orphan,” he said. ”My uncle. Rev. 
Alexander Fisher, an Episcopal clergy­
man in Massachusetts, adopted me and 
sent me to school. When I had grown 
up I moved to Shellburn Falls, Mass., 
where I met a man named Harvey. We 
decided to become partners as art deal­
ers in New York, and in 1900 we opened 
a shop on Upper Broadwày. On De­
cember 26, 1900, I set the store afire and 
burned it down. We had no insurance 
on it. I simply burned it down be­
cause business was poor] My partner 
did not know that I burned the store, 
and it was the same in each instance. 
He knew nothing about the fires.until 
they occurred. I was not under his in­
fluence.

"After the New York fire we moved 
to Providence, R. I., where we opened 
another art dealers store, which I fin­
ally set fire to and collected $20,000 
insurance. Our next store was at Que­
bec, where we remained four weeks 
when I burned down the store.

"Then we went to Spokane, Wash., 
and had another fire. The Spokane fire 
put us obt of business. We owed $21,- 
000 when we left Spokane and had dif­
ficulty In raising enough money' to 
open a store at Amesbury, Mass. We 

three months before Iremained there 
burned that store.

“We got some insurance out of the 
last fire and then separated. I came 
to New York and have been here ever 
since. I set all the fires and am alone 
responsible.”

Wright was held in default of $10.- 
000 bail to await the action of the 
grand jury.

OBJECT TO MACADAMNEW ROAD MATERIAL

WILL BE TESTED

Petitioning Council Against Tar 
Macadam for 

Surface.

, The steamer St. Denis, which ar­
rived from the north this morning 
brought down six men rrom Shuschartie 
Bay, among whom was Mr. Barstard, 
who has been in charge of the coloni­
zation arrangements at that place. 
Three of the passengers were settlers 
who came out tp bring their families. 
Efforts are being made to secure the 
requisite number of settlers to have a 
school opened at Vadso In the near fu­
ture for the convenience of the new 
settlers.

Word was brought by the settlers 
that the agent of a syndicate had been 
in there recently looking over the 
land with the intention of purchasing 
a large block from the government for 
colonization purposes. It is said that 
they intend to buy twenty to thirty 
thousand acres of the land and then 
active steps will be taken to advertise 
and settle it. The land is fairly open 
and is of excellent quality. The cat­
tle that were taken in some time ago 
are all doing well, and the settlers are 
extremely optimistic over the prospects.

While in the north, the Yadso made 
an excursion trip from the mouth of 
the Skeena to Prince Rupert taking a 
large number of people over for the 
celebration of Dominion Day. They left 
the Skeena early in the morning and 
arrived in time to watch the sports, 
returning in the evening.

The vessel brought south 180 tierces 
of salt salmon, which was picked up 
at a number of the canneries. These 
large tierces weigh almost a ton each, 
so that the consignment would weigh 
over 150 tons in all. This is one of the 
heaviest cargoes of salt salmon that 
has been brought from the north.

E. P. Hooley, of Nottingham, 
Addresses Good Roads 

Congress.
I (From Thursday's Daily.)
/A petition is being circulated among 

property-owners on Cook street, ob­
jecting to1 the tar-macadam pavement 
which the city has decided to put down 
on that thoroughfare, and this will be 
presented to the council shortly. This 
is the latest development in what has 
been a long-delayed matter, delayed 
owing to the representations of the 
residents in regard to the class of 
pavement to he put down.
/A by-law for the macadamizing of 
Cook street, from Pandora avenue to 
Pakington street went through last 
year and the work was commenced. 
The people became smitten with the 
bithulithic fever and asked for that 
pavement to be used. As a difficulty 
arose owing to the existence of the 
other by-law a deputation of owners 
waited upon the council, and stated 
that what they wanted to be assured 
of was an absolutely dust-proof pave­
ment, and when they left it was un­
derstood that the work untier the ori­
ginal by-law would be gone on with, 
but not to the full extent, and that a 
supplementary by-law would be passed 
for a tar macadam surface to the 
street. This by-law has been passed, 
but the owners are now petitioning 
against this style of roadway alto­
gether.

The council has not been bothered 
with the pavement topic for several 
meetings; not, in fact, since the streets 
committee decided to place the respon­
sibility for the choice of pavement ma­
terials upon the city surveyor's .shoul­
ders.

Seattle, Wash., July 8.—That tarmac 
roads, the latest discovery in road 
building, shall be tried in the United 
States, was the unanimous sentiment 
of the American Good Roads Congress 
yesterday, after hearing the address of 
E. P. Hooley, of Nottingham, Eng­
land, the discoverer of the tarmac road 
material, and builder of the only four­
teen miles of it now in use. The new 
road, building substance consists of the 
slag from iron foundries and costs half 
a pound per yard to lay in England. 
It is not slippery, is dustless, mudless 
and otherwise has all the qualities 
most to be desired in road building, 
and the material, formerly a waste 
substance, may be had plentifully in 
any country where iron is produced.

The address of Mr. Hooley was the 
feature of the isession of the Good 
Roads congress in the Good Roads 
building at the Alaska-Yukon-Paciflc 
exposition.

George W. Kummer read a paper on 
vitrified brick. The delegates inspect­
ed a sample of this form of pavement 
on the exposition grounds.

A permanent organization of the 
Good Roads 
effected on 
the delegates from Victoria, and ar­
rangements made for a meeting next 
year. The International Congress of 
Good Roads will be held at Brussels 
in 1910, being called together by the 
Crown Prince of Belgium. Many of 
the delegates now at Seattle will be 
present at that convention.

CARGO OF NITRE■ The big year for salmon promises tk 
be a real benefit to the British Colum­
bia canners, for the prices are high 
eveh now,' and ' they ' promise Ï6 "go 
higher yet. There is. very little salmon 

- in stock anywhere on the. continent, 
and if the run this year should not 
average very big there will certainly 
be a scarcity. The following is from 
a trade circular by Griffith. Gurney & 
Company : \

The handwriting on the wail is evi­
dent to-day to everybody who is not 
absolutely blind. It reads: “Pink asl- 
mon is rapidly coming into its own.’’ 
During the last two weeks we have 
sold more or less Alaska pink and 
chum salmon to every city in the- 
United States. This is no surprise .to 
us, for months ago we predicted just 
the conditions that are existing to-day, 
namely, that owing to the scarcity of 
all high grades of salmon, pink salmon 
was bound to come into its own, and 
would be during June, July and Aug­
ust the real factor in the salmon game. 
Already a nùmber of people are sold 
out. For instance, we haven’t - a can 
of Klawack to offer at any price for 
shipment from any point. Orders are 
coming in from ail sections, and the 
prospects to-day are that the price will 
be higher—in fact considerably higher, 
within the next thirty days. We are 
still offering, subject to being unsold, a 
limited quantity of No. 1 tall pink at 
67 l-2c. and No. 1 tall chum Alaska sal­
mon at 65c. f.o.b. Puget Sound.

The large lot of pink salmon that 
was shipped to Norfolk is practically 
cleaned up; there is very little left 
there unsold. We, ourselves, harie no 
more to offer for shipment from Nor­
folk. New York stocks are also get­
ting very low. We have no Alaska pink 
at New York, but still have a few cars 
of “Elliotts Bay” chums which we of­
fer, subject, of course, to confirmation, 
at 67 l-2c., New York.

Noyr, the wise jobber must 
that the market has reached bottom, 
and he must also appreciate that It is 
only a question of a very short time 
now when a reaction will take place, 
and we want to repeat that, in our 
opinion, there is no possible chance for 
a decline in price. On the contrary, 
we look for an advance in price any 
moment. We would not be at all sur­
prised to see the price of pink go to 
70c. f.o.b. Seattle before the first of 
next October.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
A petition is being circulated along the 

waterfront by the Victoria Shipmasters’ 
Association asking the Marine Depart­
ment to establish a fog diaphone in the 
vicinity of Macaulay Point for use dur­
ing thick weather. At present there is 
nothing to guide vessels entering Victoria 
harbor when the morning fogs of the 
autumn sometimes obliterate the view.

The petition is being largely signed, 
practically all the pilots and captains to 
whom it has been presented having affixed 
their signatures. When It la signed by 
all it will be sent to Ralph Smith, M. F., 
in whose district Macaulay is situated, 
and he will take the matter up with the 
authorities at Ottawa.

The Shipmasters’ Association has been 
steadily growing since its formation a 
couple of months ago. It now has 42 
members and a. great many others have 
signified their intention of Joining.

Prouty, Postmaster-General Lemieux 
of Canada, and Senator Root.

M. Jusserand said; “The spirit and 
ail that was best in Champlain lives 
again in President Taft, and there is 
a people in a distant archipalego who 
know it and feel it, and who for cen­
turies will bless his name.”

Canada had a large share in-the cele­
bration, and on the military reception 
at the barracks in the afternoon the 
president’ and the other guests wit­
nessed a parade of American and Can­
adian troops, including an Ottawa re­
giment in scarlet coats,, furry hats 
and kilts. The Governor-general’s foot 
guards, also from Ottawa, in uniforms 
of almost equal brilliancy, participât-

The German steamer Salatis, of the 
Kosmos line, Captain Reckman, arrived 
on Tuesday with a consignment of 500 
tons of nitre tor this port. She is now 
discharging and will leave to-morrow for 
Departure Bay, where she will leave 500 
tons for the powder works.

The Salatis Is one of the round-the- 
world liners which nail periodically from 
Hamburg, calling at over thirty ports on 
the American continent. She collected a 
large cargo of nitre at Chilian and Peru­
vian ports, all of which was lightered to 
the ship. A consignment of 600 tons was 
left at Manzanillo and 2,000 tons at San 
Francisco, as well as a good deal of gen­
eral cargo for Mazatlan.

CONGRESSMAN’S FUNERAL.

Public Services Will Be Held at Ta­
coma Early Next Week. The Salatis also brought 700 tons of 

European cargo from Satina Cruz, leav­
ing it at San Francisco. The officers of 
the Ship reported ■ that the Tehuantepec 
railway was very busy. At Salina Cruz 
six big liners were lying either discharg­
ing or loading. Three of these were Kos­
mos liners and the other three were Am- 
erican-Hawaliari steamers, 
liners took nearly ten thousand tons of 
European freight and thin there was 
some left.

Speaking of the port of Salina Cruz, one 
of the officers said that it had been made 
a splendid port. It was practically the 
Only port south of San Francisco whero 
there were any facilities for handling 
cargo, and on that account they did a 
great deal of business. The cargo com­
ing over the Tehuantepec was handled 
without damaging, something which could 
not be said of the Panama route.

The Salatis carried one passenger, Max. 
Hach, the agent for the Kosmos line at 
Mazatlan. He was III with malarial fever 
and is making the voyage for his health. 
The fever has already left him and by 
the time he reaches Mazatlan again he 
hopes to be fully recovered. Speaking of 

realtzer-tbe conditions in Mexico, Mr. Hach says 
that the coming elections are having an 
unsettling effect on the country. The 
mining industry Is flourishing, but outside 
of that there Is not much business being 
done. ^

When the Salatis has discharged her 
cargo she will load lumber and flour and 
other merchandise for Panama, and then 
continue her voyage to Hamburg, taking 
about nine or ten mônths making the 
round trip from that port and back.

President Taft said: “I am delighted 
to say that for sixteen years I have 
spent my summers in Canada, and I 
have learned that north of us is a great 
and rising people, a people bound to 
prosper, bound to be great, and whose 
proserity and greatness we know that 
Americans are great enough not to be 
jealous of. but" to welcome them.”

At the banquet last night Presidënt 
Taft, speaking to the toast of “The 
United 'States,” declared that the Unit­
ed States constituted the most con­
servative nation in the world. “For," 
he said, “we have had the longest ex­
perience of self-government."

Th president expressed the thanks of 
the American people to . Canada for 
having sent troops here to take part 
in the Champlain celebrations, and 
pointed to the spirit of amity that 
made possible the spectacle of troops 
of two great nations marching in par­
ade under one commander.

Mr. Morris, who has been Riplinger's 
attorney for the past three years, is 
most emphatic in the declaration that 
no efforts whatever have been made to 
effect a compromise.

Morris knew nothing about Riplln- 
ger’s contemplated return until about 
the 16th of June last, when he re­
ceived a message stating that the 
former city comptroller was about to 
start for Seattle. The information filed 
against Riplinger two years ago, and 
one year after his departure from Se­
attle, charges the embezzlement of 
$4,500 in convertnng to his own use a 
cheque for that amount given him as 
city comptroller by the Independent 
Asphalk Company.

Riplinger’s alleged total shortage in 
his accounts with the city was report­
ed by auditors to be in the neighbor­
hood of $68.000. He was informed 
again, however, only in connection 
with the disposition of the cheque 
of the Independent Asphalt Company. 
Riplinger says he can prove his inno­
cence.

pioneer constructor of telegraph lines 
in this country, died on June 23nd at 
his home in Turner, N. Y. He was 91 
years old. Mr. Wood was intimately 
associated with S. F. B. Morse In the 
early days of telegraphy, and he built 
the first? line between New York and 
Philadelphia. In 1846-47, Mr. Wood 
connected Albany, Buffalo, Niagara 
Falls, Toronto, Montreal and Quebec 
by wire. Then he became superinten­
dent of the Montreal Telegraph Com­
pany, which post he filled until 1866. 
For the last thirty-five years Mr. Wood 
had not actively engaged In business.

The late Orrin S. Wood, the oldest 
known telegrapher in the world, 
reached his ninetieth birthday on De­
cember 14, 1907, and this venerable
dean of the telegraph fraternity was 
well and in good health to the last. 
His was a personality held In affection 
by many still living who knew him and 
were associated with him in telegraph 
enterprise and management, when he 
was a directing and vital forcé among 
the active workers of that profession. 
Mr. Wood lived in retirement, divid­
ing his time between his home in New 
York, where he passed his winters, and 
his country place at Turner, Orange 
County, N. Y., where his happiest days 
were passed 
Wood’s first telegraph experience was 
acquired under the direct tutelage of 
Prof. Morse, with whom he had early . 
associated, becoming an operator in 
Washington in August, 1844, in connec­
tion with the original line of telegraph 
opened that year between Washington 
and Baltimore.

Mr. WOod built the telegraph line be­
tween New York and Philadelphia, and 
afterward that known as the New 
Ybrk, Albany and Buffalo line, along 
which route he also opened the prin­
cipal offices. Mr. Wood was the first 
superintendent and general manager of 
the Montreal Telegraph Company of 
Canada, filling this position for eigh­
teen years. In fact, it was under his 
supervision that the line was built.

He was one of the most notable tele­
graph men in America, the first pupil 
of Profèssor Morse and the first to In­
augurate an electric, telegraph system 
in Canada on an extensive scale.

Born In 1817 near Ithaca, N. Y., after 
a grammar school and collegiate 
course, he studied and became a civil 
engineer and was for some time em­
ployed in that capacity by the New 
York state government.

When Mr. Morse was exhibiting his 
telegraph In Washington, 1844, Mr. 
Wood was induced to Join the inven­
tor, and became his associate in con­
structing and working the experimen­
tal line between Washington and Bal­
timore, and the first to operate the 
line when opened for public business 
and afterwards engaged in construct­
ing telegraph lines in other directions.

Early in 1847, when the Montreal 
Telegraph Company was formed, his 
services were sought, and he was ap­
pointed Its first general manager. By 
the end of this year a telegraph line 
was in operation between Montreal 
and Toronto, and to Quebec the fol­
lowing year. Later on it was extend­
ed throughout the whole country.

Owing to' Mr. Wood’s able adminis­
tration the company became one of 
the most important institutions In 
Canada. After a long and successful 
career he retired in 1865, carrying with 
him the good-will of the public and 
the respect and esteem of the direc­
tors and employees of the company.

He Subsequently engaged lh other 
telegraphic, enterprises In the United 
States, in all of w Vh he was equally 
fortunate. He retired from active 
life some years ago to spend the even­
ing of his days in a quiet suburb of 
New York.

He was a man of commanding pre- / 
sènee, tall and dignified. He pos­
sessed a highly cultured mind, a hu­
mane and benevolent, disposition cou­
pled with an agréeable and attractive 
personality. The name of Orrin 6. 
Wood Will be long remembered by tele­
graph men as the first telegraphist oil 
the continent of America—a distinction 
of which he was the proud possessor.

$434,000.

The mayor finally suggested that the 
sum to be named In the by-law be a 
lump sum, and that It be $1,350,000. This 
was embodied In a resolution moved 
by Aid. Stewart and seconded by Aid.
Bishop.

Mayor Hall referred to the difference 
of opinion which existed among the 
aldermen the last time the people were 
consulted about a water supply, and 
said that they should be united in this 
present matter .agreeing to stand by 
the view of that majority, or they would 
get neither Goldstream nor Sooke.

“I am going to stand by my con­
science,” declared Aid. Fullerton.

"I am going to oppose^this as I have 
done here, and oppose it to the end,” 
said Aid. Henderson, “and for this rea­
son, that the people, by an overwhelm­
ing majority, said they wanted to go to 
Sooke. I have not met a single person 
but is cursing us for talking about 
taking the Esquimau works.”

The motion was carried unanimously, 
the opponents of the scheme being one 
with their colleagues in the desire to 
have the people declare their views on 
the matter.

A Sum of $1,350,000 Will Be Asked for Acquisit­
ion of Esquimalt Waterworks Go’s. Property 

nui to Lay Pipes to Goldstream
Stable and Some

Friends.

5 For a day or two past W. J. Stew- (From Tuesday’s Daily.) 
Outside the running of the Worses the 

principal item of discussion at the 
Willows yesterday was the compari­
son of the starting of Joe Weber as 
against that of Richard Dwyer, who 
made his appearance on the track yes­
terday for the first time. The com­
parison was all in favor of Weber, who 
has got his fields away In fine shape 
all through the twenty-five days of 
the meeting during which he officiated 
at the barrier. Dwyer may be unused 
to the half mile track, but even so his 
starts did not compare favorably with 
those of Weber the first day the latter 
took his stand. Dwyer held the horses 
at the post considerably longer yester­
day than Weber has done formerly. 
The last race with a field of nine and 
the roischievious Traffic among them 
was all of twenty minutes getting 
away, and Metlakatla and Blue Heron 
were left at the post. The new starter 
may get his fields away better, but the 
public hates to stand from ten to 
twenty minutes while the starter is 
getting the horses away.

The principal win of the day was 
made by those who were on the Inside 
and able to get the money on quickly 
with Wamboro, which opened 12 to 1, 
and inside a few minutes was backed 
down to 9 to 5, first by the owners and 
second by the paddock, and then by 
the public. The time made by the 
horse was slow over the five furlongs, 
but it took the Inside running and led 
all the way. The field was either easy 
or no class. Zick Abrams beat Cliff 
Rogers for second money.

Archibald again rode his mounts to a 
majority of victories, getting In three 
firsts and a show money out of five 
mounts. Riding ICetchel in the first of 
4% furlongs, he lay behind Eddie 
Graney, the favorite, till the last turn, 
and challenged the leader in the 
straight. The pair raced out the finish 
eight lengths ahead of the field, and 
Archibald pushed his horse a length to 
the front without using the whip on 
him. Ketchel coupled with Otranto was 
even money.

Archibald got two straights with 
Mechlin in the second race, running In­
to the lead at the start ’and staying 
there unchallenged to the finish, beat­
ing the favorite ' Ben Stone, while In­
centive pushed a head in-front of the 
favorite and got second money. - 

The big race went to the light 
weighted Fantastic, 101 pounds, and 
Edwin T. Fryer got in the money for 
the first time this meeting, taking sec­
ond money. Barney Oldfield. led the dis­
tance till the straight, where Fryer 
passed him, and Fantastic passed both 
a few yards from the post,. The other 
three in the race ran in the following 
order: Johnstown, Ed. Ball and Foot­
loose.

McBride had an easy win on Listowel 
in the fourth, and the horse was made 
favorite at 1-2.

could deliver the maximum of fifteen 
million gallons a day which the B. C. 
Electric had the power to demand.

Mr. Adams said his opinion was that 
the property was good for thirteen and 
a half million gallons, but he thought 
fifteen was doubtful. He did not think 
the city would be warranted in under­
taking to supply fifteen million gallons, 
and the existing contract with the Es­
quimalt company would have to be 
subjected to some modification if the 
city took it over.

Aid. Turner pressed his question as 
to Goldstream versus Sooke and Aid. 
Mabie asked Mr. Adams by what 
means he thought the company could 
conclude that it could get more than 
$900,000 by arbitration and so refused 
the city’s first offer.

Mr. Adams did not care to express an 
opinion which went outside his profes­
sion, but he pointed out the uncertain­
ty of arbitrations and the vagaries of 
arbitrators. They were always apt to 
err on the side of the parties being ex­
propriated, but still it was not improb­
able that the city might get the prop­
erty for very much less than $850,000. / 

Value of Property.
“At $850,000 you, would advise us to 

take up the Esquimalt works in pref­
erence to going to Sooke?” Aid. Turner 
asked.

“Tes, and I made the statement to 
the mayor that you would be justified 
in paying $850,000 rather than go to 
Sooke,” replied Mr. Adams.

As.to the company’s refusal of the 
first offer Mr. Adams made the sug­
gestion that from their standpoint it 
was good policy to refuse, that being 
only an informal offer anyway.

Aid. McKeown expressed himself 
plainly on the matter. Said he: “I 
would be willing to give even a little 
more thah the plant is worth to get rid 
of the company. It is nothing more 
than right that the city should con­
trol the supplying of such a necessity 
as water to all Its citizens. The con­
sumers in Victoria West pay their wa­
ter rates and are in addition taxed In 
common with the rest of the city to 
keep up the city waterworks. As the 
city works and we may have to go to 
Sooke we can bring the supply from 
there to Goldstream, and there will be 
no Esquimalt company to harass us in 
doing so."

Aid. Henderson was equally strong 
in his views the other way. He argued 
that the Esquimalt company the city 
had with It always, and that it was 
better policy to spend, say, a million 
and a half on developing a new source 
of water supply than in purchasing an 
old company which was already tribu­
tary To the city. The purchase money, 
the bulk of it at any rate, would go to 
people outside the country, and was 
not likely to be reinvested here or even 
in the province, whereas in the develop­
ing of the Sooke proposition the money 
would be expended right at home. As 
to Victoria West, the water could not 
be supplied to the consumers any 
cheaper by the city than the company.

Mr. Adams, appealed to by Aid. Hen­
derson, said there was something in his 
argument as to the expenditure of 
money here if Sooke lake was gone to. 
But after all the whole thing narrowed 
down to a question of cost from Aid. 
Henderson’s standpoint as from any 
"Other. If he accepted Aid. Henderson's 
figure of a million and a half as the 
ultimate cost of expropriating the com­
pany's undertaking and laying a pipe 
to Goldstream he would accept his view 
also. If the thing could not be done for 
less than that the city would be over 
his mark.

Aid. Henderson said his figure was 
for everything.

It was decided by the city council 
l ast night to submit a by-law to the 
ratepayers qualified to vote on money 
' )y-!aws, authorizing the council to 
jorrow a sum of $1,350,000 for the pur­

pose of acquiring the undertakings of 
i:he Esquimalt Waterworks Company 
and laying a pipe line from Goldstream 
into the city. In coming to the decision 
i.o have the ratepayers pass upon the 
] >roposai before any steps are taken to 
expropriate the property of the com- 
!>any, the council is acting upon the 
advice of its counsel, W. J. Taylor, K.C.

There was a lengthy discussion before 
ihis decision was come to, many phases 
of the problem being canvassed. A 
small minority of the council are in 
1 avor of acting upon the wishes ex- 
] >ressed . in the referendum vote at the 
municipal election In 1908, and going 
1 o Sooke Lake for a water supply, but 
they voted with their colleagues In re- 
1 erring the question of the expropria- 
Hon of the Esquimalt property to the 
people.

Arthur L. Adams, the waterworks 
(Xpert for the city, was present and 
i ras asked at the outset by Aid. Fuller­
ton what he thought the undertakings 
were worth, whether the offer of 
1900,000 by the city was a reasonable 
figure.

Aid. McKeown remarked that a lot 
l ad been spent on the works since Mr. 
Adams made his first estimate of what 
the property was worth.

Expert’s Opinion.,
Mr. Adams said that the question the 

tiayor had asked him on a former oc­
casion was whether he thought the city 
would be warranted in making an of- 
f er of from $700,000 to $900.000 for the 
iroperty at Goldstream and in (Victoria 
■West. He had made a short report at 
the time stating that it appeared to him 
that in lieu of Improving Sooke lake 
the city would be warranted In offer- 
tig somewhere about those figures. Of 
course, as to what the city would have 
13 pay he could not say definitely with- 
c ut having access to the books of the 
company and knowing what dividends 
they had paid.

Aid. Fullerton asked what additional 
expenditure there had been made since 
tiat report had been made.

Mr. Adams replied that there had 
t een considerable money spent since 
then, but how much he did not know.
3 here had been two dams, built at 
/Waugh creek and also a diverting ditch 
ever from Goldstream to one of the 
Waugh creek dams. In determining at 
tiat time what the properties were 
worth he had considered the matter 
f -om every conceivable standpoint— 
the cost to the company, the earnings, 
present ànd prospèctlve: and increased 
value over and above the present cost 
which might accrue because of the 
prospect of the city becoming a pur­
chaser of water—and his view at that 
t me was that the property was not 
worth more than about $400,800 for 
C oldstream and $200,000 for Victoria 
West. He thought it certain that in 
f illowing the method of valuation fixed 
by the legislature the city would have 
t > pay materially more than that, be­
cause It was required to secure to the 
company six per cent, interest on its 
investment and pay them in addition 
a bonus of twenty per cent. The value, 
measured In that way, was going to 
amount to more than $600,000, and he 
s oould not be surprised if it ran to 
$100,000 or $900,000.

Aid. McKeown said that Mr. Ashcroft 
had made an estimate for the govern­
ment which was virtually the same as 
Bir. Adams’.

has been in 
town cleaning up some departmental 
business before leaving for home.

Speaking of the value of the survey 
Mr. Stewart said that one of the most 
important pieces of work they had done 
was to find a direct way for steamers 
coming from Victoria or Vancouver to 
enter Prince Rupert harbor without 
going around Kinahan Island, it was 
formerly thought that the bank of 
Kltson Island was too shallow to al­
low of safe navigation. This has been 
proved to be incorrect and now a per­
fectly safe passage has been charted.

The new complete chart of the whole 
approach to Prince Rupert and of the 
harbor itself has been prepared and 
will be ready for distribution in a week 
or two. When this is done it will be 
possible to obtain perfectly accurate 
charts of those waters.

“There seems to be some doubt as to 
whether Prince Rupert really has a 
good harbor,” said Mr. Stewart. “This 
is all nonsense. Prince Rupert has 
without doubt one of the finest har­
bors in the world. The approach is as 
good as any mariner could wish and it 
Is perfectly protected on every side. 
The anchorage’ fs a little deep, but not 
too deep. It averages about 20 fathoms. 
Quite near the wharf you can see by 
the chart there is ten fathoms of wa­
ter and at the wharf there Is six. That 
will be as much water as any of the 
vessels entering the harbor will re­
quire."

“In a closed harbor it Is necessary 
that there shall be a narrow entrance 
and the tide is bound to pass through 
it faster than , in other parts of the 
harbor, but at tbe entrance to Prince 
Rupert harbor the tide never flows 
faster than three knots, which, com­
pared with the six to seven knots of 
Vancouber narrows shows a great ad­
vantage to the northern port.

“The work is "being pushed as fast 
as conditions will allow. There is a 
land party at work in addiion to those 
working on the Liilooet. This party is 
in charge of H. D. Parizeau, assisted 
by L. R. Davies. They work in launch­
es from a camp at Claxton.

“There are days when the weather is 
too rough for the party on the Liilooet 
to work in the exposed waters of Dixon 
Entrance. On such occasions they 
enter Masset Inlet and take soundings 
there. A wide difference of opinion ex­
ists as to the value of Masset Inlet. 
Some claim that it Is no use for ship­
ping purposes, while others say it is 
destined to become one of the finest 
harbors in the world. The Ltllooet 
will settle that question very soon.”

Mr. Stewart is not new to this coast. 
He was sent out by the Dominion gov­
ernment in 1891 to survey the narrows 
at the entrance to Vancouver harbor. 
It was ■ just after thfe time when the 
C.P.R.- liner Parthia went ashore at 
that point. The C.P.R. had adopted 
the present site for the city of Van­
couver and thought they had plenty of 
water at the entrance, and then al­
most immediately the steamer went 
ashore there and they were fearful 
that they might have to again move 
the townsite. They applied to the Bri­
tish government to make a survey for 
them, but there was no ship available. 
Then the Canadian government was 
asked to undertake the work and Mr. 
Stewart was sent In charge of the 
party. This was the first survey that 
was made by the Dominion government 
on this coast.

“There is still a good deal to do on 
this coast, enough to wear out 
new steamer Liilooet before it is fin­
ished," said Mr, Stewart in conclusion. 
“As soon as the main channels are 
thoroughly surveyed there are all the 
smaller channels and inlets to be done, 
and this will take a long tim& The 
Egeria is lending valuable assistance, 
but there is much to be done.”

Returns From Suez Canal 
Show British Tonnage Far 

in Lead.

Op. Cl, 
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The annual meeting of the Suez 

Canal Company was held at Paris a 
short time ago. The report states that, 
in spite of the appreciable decrease in 

, revenue during 1908. it is proposed to 
maintain the dividend at last year’s 
figure of £5 12s 6d. The falling off in 
the revenue last year as compared with 
1907 amounted to £345,102. The expendi­
ture last year amounted to $50,815 more 
than in the previous year. This was 
largely due to the cost of upkeep of the 
canal, such as dredging at the station 
of Lake Timsah and the restoration 
of the eastern jetty.

Prince Auguste D’Arenberk, president 
of the company, in the course of his 
comments on the year’s working stated:

In 1908, 3,795 ships, showing a net 
tonnage of 13,633.283 tons, passed 
through the canal. Consequently, com­
pared with 1907 there is a diminution 
of 472 ships and 1,095,151 tons. The av­
erage volume of the ships has been 
3,452 tons in 1907, and 2,592 tons in 1908. 
The increasing of the average tonnage 
seen In succeeding years has been re- 
ma'rkably manifested. The average 
time of journey JÊÊttie ships has been 17 
hours 24 minutflKthe most favorable 
average in the'jptr 
opening of thy canal. ,.A branch so­
ciety of the Standard Oil Company Is 
negotiating with us just now in order 
to rent a piece of ground at Port Said.

“Even If you take the Victoria West 
and Goldstream properties and bring 
the water in from there It should be 
done at a total expense of not 
$1,250,000.
