Lo Advance” Scientific Miscellany.
Mr. Paul Bert has made some inter-
| resting investigations into the effects of
| anaesthetics. Awong other results, he
! finds that the fatal dose is just about
! doubie that which is sufficient to pro-
| duce insensibility, and a dose about
midway between these two extremes
will very readily produce anaesthesia.
Of the anacsthetics in common use, he
tinds chloroform the wmost dangerous,

; ether ravking next, and protoxide of

nitrogen being safer than any other tried
by him.

In alecture upon the ‘“‘great comet
of 1881,” the Astronomer Royal for
Ireland, Prof. R. S. Ball, states that
collisions of the earth with comets have
often oceurred, and otherswill donbtless
oceur in the future. The last of these

| collisions was in June, 1861, when the

earth passed through the tail of a large
comet. Had the earth passed through
the densest part of the nuclens, he did
not know what the result would have
been, but thinks the consequences
would not have been serious. On the

oceasion mentioned, the only indication
that a collision had taken place was

‘ the peculiar appearance of the sky as

It has been discovered by M. Towm-

On a recent occasion the bread dis-

[ tributed to a cavalry detachment at

Oran, Algeria, was found to be mouldy,
althongh made only forty-eight hours
before. Refusing to eat it, the men
threw it to their horses, Two of the
latter ate each about a pound of the
bread, which resulted in a true poison-

ing, seriously injuring one of the ani-
mals. The bread was investigated by
M. Megnin, who found npon it two
| kinds of monld, the sporules of which
he believed to have existed in the flour
before the bread was made. One mold,
Ascophqra nigricans, formed a flaky,
sooty-colored cover ; the other, Oidium
awrantiacum, existed

From 8000 hypsometrical measure-
ments, Dr. Chavanne has calculated the
average height of the entire continent
of Africa to be not less than 2150 feet.
This high tgure is evidently due to the
great extent of the high plateaux in
that country, surpassing even that of
Asia,

Experiment has shown M. Maiche
that sounas of ditferent characters pro-
duced frow two separate sources, can be
sent simultaneously on one wire and re.
ceived separately. At the receiving
station, he nsed two telephones of dif-
ferent resistances, and at the transmit-
ting end, caused a music box to operate
upon a microphone while an induction
telephone transmitter was spoken into
at the same time. The musical sonnds
were reproduced in the telephone of
least resistance, and the vocal sounds
in the other, so that with the two tele-
phones to the ears, the listener could
hear the wusic by one ear and the
speech by the other.

In a recent address to the Balloon
Society of Great Britain, Mr. W. B.
Woodbury predicted that photographers
will be able at no distant day to obtain
from balloons bird’s-eye views of any
city or town, photographed true to na.
ture and showing every detail with
sufficient clearness to serve many pur-
poses. The motion to which the
camera must be subjected is the chief
obstacle to the successful practice of
balloon photography, but he believed
that the cxtremely sensitive plates now
prepared must serve in a considerable
degree to overcome this difficulty. He
hoped that another year would show
some advance in this particular branch
of science.

Some time during the coming year,
an exhibition is to be held at Berlin of
articles pertaining to the * science and
technology ot health, and the saving of
life.” It would seem that such exhibi-
tions ought to become epidemie.

The prineiples of the new rapid ship,
now being constructed at Geneva from
M. Ravul Pictet’s plans, were lately
described to the French Academy. The
vessel is to be broad and quite flat, and
so built that the bottom will constantly
receive an upward thrust, tendiug to
lift it frow the water. This will lessen
the draught of the vessel, and conse-
quently diminish the resistance of the
water to its passage. M. Pictet caleu-
lates that he will be able to obtain a-
speed cqual to abont three times the
present average. A rractical test of
the uew ship’s capabilities is awaited
with much interest.

An electrical elevator, worked by a
Siemens machine, has been one of the
many interesting novelties of the Paris
Electrical Exhibition.

The meeting held to-night for the
purpose of promoting the construction
of a Maritime ship railway across the

| Isthmus of Chignecto was largely at- |

| $:nded, the hall being crowded to its
utmost capacity.

Senator Dickey occupied the chair,
Mr. J. Albert Black, of the Amherst
Gazette, acting as Secretary.

The chairman, in opening, said he
believed this project to be an immedi-
ate necessity, and had every confidence
in its early construction. He said there
was a great deal of incredulity as to the
result being successful, but knew there
was not so much difficulty as those cp-
posed to it would like to make out. —
He knew of ships being lifted tifty feet
in the River Weaver, in Cheshite. He
could not see what was to hinder the
lifting of a vessel ten feet, as proposed
by Mr. Ketchum. (Applause.)

Mr. Ketchum explained his project
to be the construction of a railway to
Cape Tormentine to be built in the lo-
cation of, and used as, an anxiliary to
the construction and operating of a
marine railway across the Isthmus. He
did not propose a ship railway, but one
sufficient to carry propellors of 1,000
tons with cargoes. It wonld serve the
purposes of the canal and instead of
costing the Dominion $12,000,000, as
has been predicted, all that was asked
was a subsidy for a term of years. The
promoters would take the responsibility
of its practicability as well as its pay-
ing qualities. Mr. Ketchum answered
a number of questions satisfactorily.

Resolutions favorable to the immedi-
ate construction of the road were pass-
ed; also that petitions be circulated
through the country requesting the
Government of the Dominion to give
assistance.

The meeting was addressed in a
spirited manner by Hon. C. J. Towns-
hend, Hon. Hiram Black, Mr. J. S.
Kickman, Captain Lowerison, Dr. N.
Tupper, W. Douglas, Rev. G. F. Miles,
J. Albert Black and R. Morse. %

The thanks of the meeting were ten-
dered to Mr."Ketchum for his interest
in the welfare of the couutry. The
meeting is acknowledged to have been
one of the most successful ever held in
Ambherst. 5

If the Dominion Government with its
large surplus revenue so largely con-
tributed by the people of the Maritime
Provinces will not assist this scheme it
will be an additional indication that
they value the interests of the eastern
portion of the country®in a constantly
decreasing ratio.

West Northumberland.

An Ottawa despatch says:—The elec-
tion in West Northumberlaud, to §l1
the vacancy in the Dominion Parliament
caused by the resignation, through ill
health, of the Hou. James Cockburn,
for some time Speaker of the House of
Commons, resulted in the return of
George Guillet, Conservative, by a ma-
jority of sixty nine. This is a reduc-
tion of the Conservative majority—
which in 1878 was 88—in that important
constituency, and shows that in West
Nothumberland as in our own County,
the National Policy produces no result
favorable to its promoters.

Political Weathercocks.

f“st. John Telegraph.”]

An English Tory M. P., who recently
visited Canada, is described in the papers
as narrating in Great Britain, how Sir
John A. Macdonald and his associates had
brought prosperity to Canada, by the sim-
ple expedient of imposing heavy taxes on
the raw material of various industries, by
taxing food and fuel and by adopting a
tariff which increased the cost of produc-
tion in lnmbering, saipbuilding, etc. The
M. P. thiuks Eungland has only to go and
do likewise to be prosperous, which shows
how much he knows on the subject. If
such a blow at the iron workers of Eng.
land were struck as that which has been
directed against their fellows in Canada,
it would be interesting to know to what
countries England could ship any manu-
factures of iron.

The English M. P. had better, however,
wait and see how long the Taxationists of
Canada will adhere to their high tariff.

Until quite recently, the Finance Min-
ister was a revenue tariff man, and a very
moderate one at that, one who pledged
his reputation that the tariff and the taxes
would be lower in Contederation than out
of it, and affirmed that from $2.50 to $3
per capita was an extreme maximumn esti
mate for the expense of the Dominion Go-
vernment, for a period indefinitely re-
mote, including the subsidies to the Local
Governments. If he considers it, that 50
or 100 per cent. should be added to these
estimates, at this early period, people had
better wait a while and see how long an
opinion so suddenly and so lately formed
will be adhered to.

So late as 1873, the model Premier,
whose fiscal views are represented as
being so valuable to England, said:

The flour tax has been imposed as an
assertion of the independence of the coun-
try against American exclusive legisla.
tion. It had beeu maintained in this
view until it bad been found to work op
pressively on certain sections of the com-
munity, and so it was repealed as a step
in the right direction.

The Montreal Gazette, at that time, ex-
pounding Sir John’s views, said:

Let our wise men run the Dominion
ship as nearly as possible on the free trade
plan, and we shall have no fears for her
safety.

In the year following, the present Sir
Charles Tupper professed to be shocked
and alarmed because Mr. Cartwright pro-
posed to add 23 per cent. to the 15 per
cent. tariff of the previous administration
—which increase our Finance Minister in
1878 said he would have opposed. Sir
Charles said:

I fear that the Hon. Minister is s-eking
to introduce the thin end of the protection |
wedge, which will eventunally work ruin
and desolation to the Maritime Provinces.

Let the Hon. Minister look at the neigh
boring Republic, and he would find that
the policy of that country had swept their
tlag off the seas and given to others the
carrying trade of the world.

If, in 1874, an addition of 2§ per cent.
would “‘work ruin and desolation to the
Maritime Provinces,” how long will Sir
Charles adhere to a tariff of 20, 30, 40, 50
per cent! =

One of the leading M. P’s of the Tory
party in Canada, one who is now in the
thick of the fight in West Northumber-
land, Mr. Thomas White, at the annual

meetings of the Dominion Board of Trade,
as well as in his paper, quoted above, en-
deavored to keep the Board straight as to |
the true fiscal policy of Canada. Cuntem- |
porary with the expression of the views |
of Sir John and Sir Charles above quoted,
he moved and, at length, supported a re-.
solution at the Board of Trade, which
was carried, and is as follows:

That without forming any opinion upon
some of the details of the present cus-
toms tariff, and the anomalies which are
inevitable in all tariffs, this Board is of
opinion that no change should be made in
it, unless the exigencies of the public service
demand laryer revenues; and that in such
case any increase to be made should be in
accordance with the priuciple of the pres-
ent customs tariff, which, while not in-
! terfering with the commerce of the Do-
| minion, affords incidental protection to
| its manufactures. That this Board is of
| opinion that permanence in the fiscal
| policy of the country is most important
| alike to its commerce and its manufac-
tures, and that no changes should be
made in the tariff not demanded by the
absolute necessities of the revenue.

So these Taxationist Neophites, these

men who spent a period far greater than
the average period of human life, in de-
nouncing any change in the tariff, except
for revenue, and even the ‘“‘entering of
the wedge” in the direction of Protection;
these men are held up to England as the
veritable Adam Smiths of Canada; the
men whose Taxationist policy makes the
barvest abundant, puts up the price of
lumber and all Canadian staples in Eng-
land and in the other markets of the
world. Our Euglish friends had better
study up the history of Canadian poli-
ticians before they take out a Patent for
the English tariff, based on that now in
operation in Canada.

The Vienna Victims.

A Vienna despatch of 17th inst. says:
The official report of the Board of Works
on tire Ring Theatre disaster, states that
the chief engineer asked two policemen at
the entrance, whether anybody was with-
in, and received the reply that the whole
audience had left safely. This statement
was apparently confirmed by the fact that
no persons were seen at the entrances of
the building. The men of the firc bri-
gade subsequently entered the gallerics,
but the air was suffocating and it was im-
possible to penetrate the passages as the
torches went out for want of oxygen, and
the firemen were unable to breathe. The
report expresses a conviction that the aun-
dience died speedily from saffucation.

Cattie Feeding.

The Agricultural College of Illinois is
prosecuting some experiments on cattle
feeding, which are in line gith those car-
ried out by Prof. Brown at Guelph. At
the Illinois institution eight young steers
were purchased in the spring of 1880.
Two were full-blooded Ayrshires, two
seven eights Devon, two were half Here-
ford, one a full blood Shorthorn, and the
other three-quarters Shorthorn. The
whole of the cattle were put out to pas-
ture uatil Oct. 1, when they went into an
open yard where they were wintered on
inferior, unthreshed oats, threshed tim-
othy straw, corn stalks, and toward
spring a little corn. The next summer
they all spent at pasture, receiving a full
feed of corn daily until September. Then
they had new corn in the ear, about half
a bushel a day each. 1n August one of
the Ayrshires met with an accident which
necessitated slaughtering it. In Novem.
ber all the ethers were shipped to the
Chicago fat stock show. At the end of
the show they were all slaughtered in the
presence of a committee of butchers. The

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The butchers who pronounced upon the

Hereford. This is an interesting result,
and one that will be especially satisfac-
tory to Shorthorn men for the reason that
their favorite breed of cattle is by some
persons supposed to be unfitted for
‘‘roughing it” in the style indicated abeve.
It will be observed that the butchers,
judging from the quality of the meat only,
placed the animals exactly in order ace
cording to the proportion of improved
blood in them.
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A Great Move.

A large hotel in Boston, was lately
moved a distance of 13 ft. 10 in., with a
view to widening Tremont Street. The
building is of freestone and brick, front-
ages of 96 ft. and 67 ft., a basement and
seven stories, the total height above the
tramways used being 96 ft. The weight
was about 5,000 tons. The furniture was
not disturbed during removal, nor were
the occupants of the stores on the first
floor and in some of the rooms, the vari-
ous pipe connections being kept up with
flexible tubes. Substantial stone and
brick foundations were made for iron rails
and rollers, and the building was forced
to its new position by means of 56 screws
operated by .hand against timbers ar-
ranged to uniformly distribute the press-
ure against the building (which was firm-
ly braced in the lower part). Two
months and twenty days were occupied
in preparation. The mov\mg itself was
begun on August 2ist. and finished on
August 25th, but the actual time of
moving was only 13 hours and 40 minutes
The hotel moved about one eighth of an
inch at each quarter turn of the screws.
The whole cost was about 30,000 dols. —
This is said to be the largest building
that has ever been moved, though larger
have been raised (which is a much simpler
and less risky operation). The complete
success of the work appears from the fact
that previous cracks in the building were
not changed, pieces of paper pasted over
these not being affected.

Diphthoria.

From the latest work on Diphtheria,
by Dr. A. Jacobi of the College of Phy-
sicians and Surgeons, New York, we make
the following extract, which will be of in-
terest, no doubt, to many of our readers:

The well, or apparently well children
of a family that has diphtheria at home,
must not go to school nor to church. The
former necessity is beginning to be recog.
mized by the authorities and teachers, and
also in consequence of partially enforced
habit by parents, the latter will be resist-
ed longer. Schools ought to be closed en-
tirely when a number of cases have occur-
red. Even when the school children have
not been affected to a great extent, but a
diphtheria epidemic has commenced in
carnest, it will be better to close the
schools for a time. If that be not advis
able, the teacher ought to be taught to
examiue throats, and directed to examine
every child’s throat in the morning, and
return home every one barely suspicious.
In times of an epidemic, every public
place, theatre, ball-room, dining-hall,
tavern, ought to be treated like an hospit-
al. Where there is a large conflux of
people, there are certainly many who car-
ry the disease with them, Disinfection
must be enforced by the authorities in reg-
ular intervals. Public vehicles must ve
treated in the same manner. That it
should be so when a case of small-pox has
happened to be carried in such, appears
quite natural. Hardly a livery stabie
keeper would be found who would not be
anxious to destroy the possibility of infec-
tion in any of his coaches. He must lears
that diphthena is, or may be, as danger- |
ous a passenger as variola. And what is va-
lid in the case of a poor hack, is more so

in that of railroad cars, whether emigrant
or Pullman. They ought to be thoroughly |
disinfected in times of an epidemic, in reg-
ular intervals, for the high roads of travel

A Record of Fatal Theatre Fires.

The late Theatre fire at Vienna ranks
among the most disastrous of which there
is any record. As a matter of fact it
stands preeminently as the most fatal of
the present century, and is only rivalled
by the Saragossa and Pisino fires in 1772
and 1794 respectively. The destruction
of one thousaund lives in a single fire of a
few miuutes duration is something almost
too horrible to contemplate. The follow-
ing record of the most disastrous theatre
fires of modern times is suggestive of the
dangers to which theatre goers are expos-
ed :

Statistics supplied to the Insurance In-
stitute, Manchester, show that of theatre
fires 12 per cent. have occurred during the
night. The average age of theatres whica
have been burned was twenty two years.

Criminal Matters.

The trial of Tertellus Theal for the
murder of his wife, commenced at St.
John on Tuesday of last week, and the
case for the prosecution closed Wednes-
day. The doctors testified that his wife
died of acute inflammation of the liver,
which was probably produced by a violent
blow in the side. The evidence was very
strong against Theal as %o his repeated
beatings and ill-treatment of his wife, and
he was convicted of manslaughter. Sen-
tence is deferred.

Lewin, the young man accused of get-
ting a cheque for $1,500 cashed, knowing
it to have been improperly obtained from
the Bank of British North America, was
tried and the jury disagreed—eleven being
for acquittal and one for conviction. He
was released on bail.

Furlonge, ledger-keeper of the Bank,
accused of having improperly appropria-
ted the above check and giving it to Lewin
to be cashed, was acquitted.

The Winter Port of Canada.

When the question between the rival
Syndicates, as to which of them should
build the  Canada Pacific Railway, was
before Parliament, we heard a great deal
about the importance of a through line
from the Pacific to the Atlantic, from a
Canadian port on the one side to a Cana-
dian port on the other, and, as Sir Charles
Tupper put it, ‘‘through Canadian terri-
tory—every inch of it.” The offer of the
Capitalists, at whose head were Mr. Gib-
son and Mr. Howland, was rejected in
the most summary and contemptuous
manner. The proposition made by the
Liberals in Parliament that the Sault Ste
Marie Branch should be first constructed,
was rejected with a show of indignation
because it proposed to utilize United
States Railways. Everything which was
suggested by those, who sought to relieve
the country of as much as possible of the
burden which the Tories in their reck-
lessness were determined to place upon
the country was voted down by an im-
penetrable phalanx, and all this was done
in the name of this so-called ‘*Great Ca.
nadian project.” The latest development
of the matter is that the Pacitic Railway
Company have sent Mr. Peter Mitchell to
Portland, Me., to confer with the civic
authorities and railway proprietors with
a view of making that city the winter
port of Canada. The Portland Argus
grows enthusiastic over the scheme, and
¥rom its report of the conference we
judge that great things are expected to
come of it. Says the Argus:—

“The immense amount of freight which
these roads will eventually pour into Mon-
treal, must find an outlet at New York,
Bostov or Portland.”

And again:—

“During the conversation last evening it
was stated that the Cavadian people were
delighted with Portland and her islands at
which to spend the summer, and they were
also partial to the return down through the
mounutains, and the Ogdensburg will surely
be a favorite route when they can come
through without change of cars.

“There was ageneral interchange of views
by the gentlemen present.  The Canadian
gentlemen were enthusiastic in the eventual
success of the scheme,and said all that was

wanted was for our people to put their
shoulders to the wheel.”

The people of the Maritime Provinees
will soon begin to understand the full
effects of the ruinous bargain which the
Governmont compelled its followers to
accept.

The Provincial Board of Agriculture
commenced its aunual session, at Frederic-
ton on 13th, and closed on 16th. The
President, Hon. Wm  Wedderburn, de-
livered the opening address, which, like
all of that gentleman’s rhetorical efforts,
was a pleasant one to hear.

A petitinh for the formation of a new
Agricultural Society at Inkerman, Glou-
cester County, was referred, and after-
wards approved of. .

The Stock Farm was favorabiy reported
upon. It was resolved that each
County have a represeutative at the
Board ; that the Board have the
power of appointing its own Secretary,
and that members hold their positions for
three years all of which tle Legislature
will be asked to sanction by amendment
of the present law on the subjects.

The Committee on Exhibition recom-
mended that if a Dominivn Exhibitior be
held in St. John in 1883, there be no Pro-
vincial Exhibition in that year, but if
there be no Dominion Exhibition, then
that there be a Provincial one in connee-
tion with the Loyalist Centennial.

The Newcastle Rink.

The Sun quotes a partially incorrect
paragraph from the Advocate relating to
the proposed Rink at Newcastle and, with
a taste peculiar to papers of its class, makes
the subject one of political signiticance.—
It says, among other things,—

‘“ We are glad to notice that even in
Northumberland—a County which the
Advance has repeatedly  ruined”’—the
people are not wholly giyen over to mourn-
ing and despair. We confess that after
reading the Advance weekly, and learning
from it how badly the National Policy had
used the County up, we were not prepared
to hear of the inhabitants erecting skating
rinks or indulging in any aniuscments.”

The ADVANCE is foremost among the
papers of the Miramichi in showing that
the County of Northumberland is not
ruined. It endeavors to correct mislead-
ing and incorrect reports of the Sun and
other papers respecting Northumberiand.
Its aim is to ““ nothing extenuate uor set
down aught in malice,” believing that the
truth in all things should be told.” We
faithfully represent the condition of things
in our own community, and leave our
readers to draw their inferences from the
facts as they are. In the matter referred
tn, the meeting held toconsider the advisa-
bility of building a Rink, was held on
Thursday evening, instead of Saturday
evening, as stated by the Advocate,and the
structure is to be used not only by skaters
alone, but also by curlers. It cannot be
said that the N. P. has had anything to
do with the enterprise, for the stockholders
have not been made rich, so far as we have
have learned by the new policy of the
Government. The people of Newecastle
who are puttiny their money into the Rink,
will doubtless agree with us that the Sun
goes considerably out of the right way in
seeking to give a political significance to
what is simply an undertaking for the
-promotion of social sport, exercise and
enjoyment and as such ought to be kept
separate from the discordant influences of
party politice. There is entirely too much
thrusting by professional politicians of
their prejudices and business into the
general affairs of the people, and if the
Sun Publishing Company would corr ct
or curb the uncultured taste in this respect
which is dieplay ed in their paper’s columns,
it might perhaps, wield more influence in
its legitimate sphere.

The plan first adopted for the Rink has
been abandoned, and instcad of a rect-
angular structure, the one now in favor is
to be a combination of both the circular
and square building. The circular portion
—for skating—will be eighty feet in
diameter, branching off from which will
be the curling Riuk, fifty feet wide and
about one hundred and forty three feet

long. At first it was thought that a piece |
