Tourist.

An occasional correspondent of the Ap-
VANCE writing of the Black h—t from
Germany says:—

ing places that are so numerous in the
Forest. These are all availabls as stop-
ping-places by passing ourists, Hmé
they are intended

ers, bathers in mineral
and drinkers of whey, -snd all: the
varieties of nastiness to be fipund in the
almost infinite springs whiek babble up in
this land of streams and foustaina. The
manners and customs of the German
middle :elasses may be obssrved muchk
better at places like these than at more
miscellaneous places like Baden and Ham-
berg. The young German female can be
studied here admirably. She is very fair,
has either no shape or a very clumsy
shape, is always badly dressed and dowdy,
eats liberally and is deeply sentimental.
She wields the implements of the dinner
table more as weapons of war than as ac-
cessories qf civilized nutritior. She is a
vast consumer of bread and butter, and
leaves on the mind of the observer a gen-
eral impression of whey.

One of the best centres in the Black
Forest is Triberg, where there is an ex-
cellent hotel, the ‘Schwarzwald,” in an
excellent sitnation. Frem this point the
tourist can branch out in all directions.
It has a railway station, and the line of
the railway from Treberg to Hansach is
one of the most remarkable pieces of en.
gineering in Europe, and quite as remark-
able as the Semmering between Vienna
and Gratz. Triberg is famous for clocks
and watches ; and over one of the largest
clockmaking establishments in the village
there 13 a large clock that has no hands;
and that, almost without exception, every
clock to be seen in the hotels or other
places is either stopped altogether or is
entirely wrong as to time.

Dreadful Calamity,

A terrible calamity happened on the
11th inst., in the coal mine of the Ebbw
Vale Steel, Iron and Coal Company, one
of the largest iron and coal proprietors in
South Wales. It is situated a few hun-
dred yards from the Abercarne Railway
station, in the Western Valley section of
Monmouthshire Railway. The valley is
one of the most charming in the district
and lies within sight of the Crumlin Via-
duct, so well known to travelers. The
pit, which is 330 yards deep and one of
the largest and best worked in the
district, was yielding 1,000 tons of
steam coal daily. At ten minutes past
twelve, Wednesday aftermoon, a loud
rumbling noise was heard, quickly’follow-
ed by a flash of flame from the pit’s mouth
and a column of smoke, dust and debris
ascending highin the air. Three denota-
tions were successively heard on the
service. The framework and castings of
the pit were thrown to a height of 300 ft
above the mouth of the shaft. The ex-
plosion damaged the winding gear, thus
destroying the only means of communica-
tion with the men in the pit. As soon as
the gear could be repaired working parties
went down the shaft, and eighty-two men
and boys, working within a few hundred
yards of the shaft were rescued. But it
became evident, as attempts were made
to advance into the workings, that little
hope could be entertained of any men
surviving. About four hundred yards
from the bottom of the shafc are the
stables, and here, fourteen horses were
found all dead. Beyond this point the
explorers could not go, on account of the
impurity of the air and the prevalence
of chcke-damp.  Volunteer explorers suc-
ceeded in bringing out twelve men, very
much burned, and also seven dead bodies.

Thirteen additional bodies were re-
covered at about two o'clock Thursday
morning, and four of the last twelve men
brought out alive died from their burns
during the night. It had been evident
throughout the afternoon that the fire in
themine wasgainingheadway,anda careful
inspection made by the volunteer party
that brought the last dead men to the
surface, revealed the fact that the fire had
reached a point within a few feet of the
bottom of the main shaft, and all hopes of
further rescues had to be abandoned. A
council of the miners and other employes
of the company was held. and, atter care-
ful deliberation, with tears in their own
eyes, these strong-hearted men voted that
the pit must be flooded. This was the
end of hope ; the ultimatum of despair.
It was a pitiful scene, and one that can-
not be described in words. When this
decision was announced to the relatives of
246 men still in the pit, who with anxious
faces were awaiting the result of the de-
liberations, the scene was one of the most
dreadful imaginable. It seemed as if the
entire female population of the district
had gathered about the mouth of the pit,
and every pulsation of the great pumps
was answered by a cry of anguish so long
and deep that the hills of Abercarne rang
again.

The colliery employed upwards of a
thousands hands, of whom 273, taking

But against
the wishes of her family she eloped with
him and came to America. He was in-
dustrious until drink, as the phrase is,
got the mastery of him.

But the present times scems riper
of warning to young couples than the
times ever before have been. Punch’s
celebrated advice—** Don’t”—to those
about to marry would have been seriously
sensible if to the word ‘“marry” he had
added “in haste ” Is not this a subject
of sermons?

under the galvanism of other men’s suc-
cess, endeavors to proclaim that it still
lives. Tts beaten candidate gives out
that another constituency has been of-
fered to him. Even the men who
faight be deceived by the circulars
which he had placed under their doors
the night before the election, would
know how easy it was to have telegrams
sent offering him a constituency like
Three Rivers. Mr. Macdougall of that
village who, even out of a vote of four
hundred and fifty-one in 1874, had a
majority of three hundred and twenty-
five, would, of course, hold his
seat safely endugh, but, then, he
would oblige his friend, Mitchell, with
a telegram to assist in letting him down
easy. Seriously, Mr. Mitchell and his
friends know that no constituency
would accept a man so deservedly re-
jected as Mr. Mitchell was in this
County. Then, we are told that Mr.
Mitchell has been offered Mr. Brydges’
position, but we have good authority for
stating that he has had no such offer
from any authoritative quarter and,
further, that such offer is not even con-
templated. These reports are set afloat
to impress the - electors with the idea
that the rejeeted candidate has consid-
erable influence with those who are to
form the Government in the new
Parliament. Our information justifies
us in assuring the electors that a Gov-
ernment entirely unsunited to Mr. Mit-
chell’s purposes will be formed, one
that will be careful in any dealings it
may have with men of Mr. Mitchell’s
record—a Government that will protect
itself against the proposed raids of Mr.
Mitchell’s hungry followers,whom he is
endeavoring to incite in the matter of
his threatened election petition. A
Government that would be guided in
the direction indicated by Mr. Mitchell
in his Newcastle speech would soon lose
the support of even the majority of the
Protectionists who are elected, for there
are few men now chosen for Parliament
who worship oftice and patronage to the
extent that Mr. Mitchell and his friends
do. Northumberland, in spite of Mr.
Mitchell’s vaporings, will be represent-
ed b_y the» gentleman who has been
chosen by the electors for the purpose,
and not by the boaster who has been
defeated. The people have only to
wait until Parliament meets to know
how much faith to put in the defunct
“ Tooley Street” concern.

Declaration in Northumbsrland.

On Saturday last John Shirreff, Esq.,
Returning Officer, re-opened his Court at
| the Court House, Newcastle, for the pur-
pose of summing up the votes in the late
election and declaring the result. The
Ballot Boxes were opened as required by
the Election Law, and the ballots counted
by Districts, in the order and as they are
placed in the first two columrs of the
table annexed. For the convenience of
our readers we have included in the table
the vote by parishes of this Election and
that of 1874, also.
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. Majority for Mitchell.

: Majority for 8nc

: Mitchell's vote in 18

: Snowball's vote in 1874.
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Mr. Snowball’s majority is, therefore,
201, instead of 180, as stated last week.
When the return came, informally, from
polling place No. 16, on Tuesday night
of last week, it gave Mr. Snowbhall 36, in-
stead ot 56, which was his correct number.

During the reading of the returns from
the different polling places the Returning
Officer was frequently interrupted by re-
marks of various kinds from some of the
more inconsiderate and irresponsible of the
residents of Newcastle. Those persons,
whose ages ranged from twelve years, up-
wards, and who were not electors, com-
posed more than one-half of the audience,
and they appear to have been encouraged
to attend for some purpose not necessary
to the proceedings.

The Returning Officer having declared

MR. SNOWBALL
elected, that gentleman at once proceed=d
to address the electors. He said that he
stood before them five years ago in a very
different position from that which he now
occupied. He was then a defeated candi-
date, but he bore his defeat as a man ought
to do under the circumstances, feeling, as
he did, that the electors would place him
in 4 different position at some future time.
Now, the circumstances were changed.
He again stood before them, and it wasin
the position of their representative. He
was proud of the distinction which had
been conferred upon him. He thanked
the electors for the honor done him. He
would not, however, confine the expres-
sion of his thanks to those, alone, who had
supported him, but would also say that he
thanked those who had not supported him
for the fair treatment he had received at
their hands. They had, doubtless, op-
posed him from conscientious motives and
he must, therefore, respect them although
they differed from him. He hoped, by his
course as member for the County, to re-
tain the confidence and support of those
who had voted for him and to make new
friends among those who had not. For
the present he could only assure them that
his every endeavor and effort would be to
advance the interests of Northumberland.

Mr. Dennis Quigley asked Mr. Snow-
ball whether he would ¢ join the Govern-
ment” ?

Mr. Snowball said he had,in his late can-
vass,asked the electors toreturn him as an
independent candidate. He would go to
Parliament as such and act for the best
interests of the County,

An Elector: ‘ Will you declare the
policy you intend to pursue towards the
new Government ” ?

Mr. Snowball : ““I have said all that I
deem necessary to say at the present time
on that matter, and will make no further
pledges now.”

School Inspector Ramsay :—*‘ Will you
accept office in the new Government” ?

Mr. Snowball:—** It will be time enough
to answer that question when the offer of
an office in the Government is made to
me.” [Laughter and cries of ¢ Yes, he’ll
do anything !”—‘ He’s independent !”"—
““Put that in the ADVANCE,” ete.]

Mr. Ramsay:—*“ Will you support the
new Government and Sir John A. Mac-
donald’s National Policy ?”

Mr. Snowball :—“I understand that
the National Policy, as advocated by Sir
John, is the protection, by heavy duties,
of Western farmers and the manufacturers
of the Upper Provinces. I consider that
any additional Protection cannot but be
injurious to New Brunswick and bear
hardly on the people I represent, who will
not receive any corresponding benefits in
return. I look upon it as a policy which
cannot advance your interests, and, there-
fore, as I promised’in my canvass, T shall
oppose Protection.” [Cheers from many
electors and groans from the boys and
those in charge of them.]

Mr. Ramsay :—*‘Then, will you define

your independence *”
| Mr. Snowball :—*1 have already an-
swered sufficiently on that point.”

Mr. Ramsay :—*“1It is a fair question.
You have declared to me ‘in conversation
that you were independent and have made
other statements——" 7

Mr. Snowball:—‘And, Mr. Ramsay,
you have made statements to me in con-
versation and, perhaps, you would not like
to hear me repeat some of them, just now.”
[Laughter, and noises by the boys.]

MR. MITCHELL

said those renegades in Chatham would
not listen to him when he wanted to speak
to them, but he had a few remarks to make
that would be heard now, [movement of
electors toward the door] and he wanted
no man to stir from the room until he had
finished speaking. [Great cheering, and
cries of “ We'll see you're heard "] He
had served the County in one capacity or
another for twenty-two years, and it was
| not the first time he was defeated. He

would rather be defeated than win his

election by such means as those employed

by his opponent. [Great cheering.] Ifhe
| had been elected the County would be in

| a different position from that occupied by

it to-day. [Cheers.] A corrupt and in-

capable Government, which had driven
; the country almost to ruin, was removed
{ [Cheers.] He had told the electors what
| would be the fate of the County if they
| did not elect him. [Cheers.] Where was
| the Government pow? [Cheers.] They
| had seen the hand-writing on the wall but
. would not believe it. [Cheers.] He had
told them how, out of the thirty Parlia-
mentary seats vacated in four years in On.

tario, alone, Sir John had captured 24.
[Cheers.] That ought to have showed
what would be the result of the General
Election. The tide was running against
the Grit Govermment; their majority,
which was 82 when they came in on the
Pacific Scandal, was reduced tc 36 last
winter. Thatshowed they must go to the
wall. (Cheers.)

He was prouder as a defeated man than
his opponent, for though that leman
had won by promises of officf and other
bribery he (Mr. Mitchell) hell in his hand
the assurance that he was to\control the
patronage of the Governmgnt in the
County. He saw around hifh some of the
men who were bribed by his opponent and
who were to get the offices. All the
petty offices were promised to J. B.
Snowhball’s supporters. (Cheers.)

His opponents’ answer to the questions
asked to-day were of a piece with his
campaign utterances. They were non-
committal, you could not . tell where he
was. Why did he not say he was against
Sir John, or that he was one of his follow.
ers? He had abused Sir John in connec-
tion with the Pacific Scandal, had said
he would have to pay back Sir Hugh
Allan’s $360,000 out of the people’s money
and he would find that after that Sir
John would not dirty his fingers by
touching him. (Cheers.) Sir John want-
ed statesmen, not paltry politicians.

When he offered a *‘ Redistribution of
the Tariff,” not Protection, pure and
simple, he was manly and nailed his
colors to the mast. He had fallen like a
man of honor. He had not sustained him-
self throngh open handed bribery as his
opponent had done. Hehad a character
to lose. Those opposed to him had not.
Let not his opponent fancy he would hold
the seat undisputed. He might put up
with the result, but his 1384 electors did
not feel like letting bribery triumph over
the will of the people. Snowball and his
friends had no platform but one of slander
to destroy the character of their opponents
and in that they imitated Mackenzie.
He had been maligned and ' slandered and
in all the canvass he had never used an
ungentlemanly word in reference to his
opponent behind his back. On nomina-
tion day he was attacked personally and
he retorted in kind and regretted it.

Snowball’s triumph would be of short
duration. Snowball was now in the
position he said he (Mr. Mitchell) had
been in for the last five years and he
would find that he (Mr. Mitchell) had all
the appointments. (Great cheering.) And
Snowball could not appoint a hog reeve.
(Cheers.) While a great victory had
been won in theDominion he was ashamed
because New Brunswick was the ohly
Province that had sustained Mackenzie
and, yet, he supposed, half of those who
were elected would go in for sustaining
Sir John to-morrow. He (Mr. M.) was
a true Liberal—So was Sir John a Liberal
-—with strong Conservative tendencies.
Was even Hutchison a Liberal ? (Cheers.)
Hutchison said we’d never get the Inter-
colonial, yet it was built. He (Mr.
Mitchell) had predicted the benefits of
Confederation and Snowball, who could
prattle his schoolboy talk, never did any
thing for Confederation. He helped to
put Hutchison in over Gough, but had he
(Mr. M.) succeeded in electing Gough he
would have had the Railway workshops
here. If he got in power he would have
half the work from Moncton here yet.
(Great cheering.) Had he been in power
did they think there would be so many
foreign employees on the road? He
would predict that if Snowball was unseat-
ed he would reverse the verdict of Tues-
day last, as he did that on Confederation.
Snowball would find himself in hands that
could handle him. (Great -cheering.)
Sir. John’s policy would make Northum-
berland prosperous. He must thank the
1384 trne men who voted for him and also
those who honorably opposed him, but
those wretches whose votes were bought
by barrels of flour, the promise of timber
limits, the payment of money and the
promise of offices he would punish. In
spite of them he would occupy his old
place. He would read a telegram for
them.

[Here Mr. Mitchell read a telegram an-
nouncing the election of Sir John for
Marquette by acclamation. He also read
what purported to be a telegram from
Surveyor-General Adams, expressing his
regret at his inability to be present and
quoting from the Freeman an extrret in
which Mr. Mitchell’s ability and the
trouble he gave the Government were re-
ferred to.]

He then called for cheers for Sir John,
Mr. Adams and several other persons,
which were given, after which he said that
as a large majority of those present were
his friends he hoped they would not be-
have badly towards his opponent. Al-
though a few generals had been slain-—-a
few regiments beaten—the army had been
successful and the victory was theirs.
This knock-down was only the second he
had received in twenty-six years, and he
hoped his friends would respect the hos-
pitality of Newcastle and hold sacred the
person of his opponent. If he lived he
would again copt#t the County against
Snowball ““or dny other ball.” _He again
called for three! cheers for Sir John, and
these being given he called for three groans
for Mackenzie. Then he called for cheers
for Mr. Gillespie, and some one else called
for cheers for Messrs. Muirhead, Tweedie
and others, the meeting breaking up in
some confusion.

AFTER THE MEETING.

Several of Mr. Snowball’s well-known
friends were the object of insult from per-
sons in the Court House as the meeting
was breaking up. The Editor of the
ADVANCE was struck upon the head from
behind several times, and but for the uni-
form silence and patience with which Mr.
Snowball’s friends bore the attacks made
upon them they would, no doubt, have
been more roughly handled.

‘We do not hold those who made most of
the noise at the Court responsible for the
treatment which prominent men of our
party received, and we can easily overlook
the conduct of those who committed
the assaults, because opr friends know
that there was an arrangement made by
some prominent persons of Mr. Mitchell’s
party beforehand to have certain gentle-
men from Chatham ill-treated. One man
holding a high Dominion office, walked up
beside a Chatham gentleman of irreproach-
able character, and, as he walked, looked
into his face and addressed him with in-
sulting and vulgar profanity, seeming de-
termined to provoke a breach of the peace
and give occasion for a street row. The
same person addressed equally insulting
epithets to another of Mr. Snowball’s
friends, who neither spoke to him before-
hand nor replied, save when he said * I'll
protect you out of town, you —— ” when
his protection was declined. This man
was sober and deliberate in his words and
actions. We believe he is one of the worst
of those who think they can, by such
means as the above, injure men opposed to
Mr. Mitchell, but we are glad that there
are few like himin Newcastle. At all
events we are firmly convinced that if half
a dozen of the coterie to which he belangs

cceupied positions better suited to their

tastes and character, instead of holding
the prominent places to which they do so
little credit, the town in which they live
would not have the odium of the treat-
ment visitors received in it on Saturday.
These menand thefew who sympathise with
them excuse their conduct on the ground
that Mr. Mitchell was refused a hearing
in Chathamn when he attempted to reply to
Mr. Snowball on Monday night of last
week. 1t should be remembered, however,
that Monday night was the very eve of
election, that Mr. Mitchell had been
circulating unfair and false canvasses
printed in French and English against
Mr. Snowball ; that it was known he
had circulated no less than two printed
sheets (by special carriers and was having
them shoved under doors aud in windows)
designed to awaken religions prejudices
and he was in a town where he had only
191 voters for him and 434 against him,
while the majority of these were those
whose intelligence he had outraged by
addressing his silly circulars to them.
These Chatham men on Monday night
remembered, too, that when Mr. Mitchell
had called upon Mr. R.P. Whitney on No-
mination day to bear witness against Mr.
Snowball, Mr. Mitchell, Mr. Adams, Mr.
Call, Mr. Whitney and others encouraged
the audience in the Newcastle hall to
prevent Mr. Snowball from' replying to
Mr. Whitney. The Chatham audience
remembered all this, we presume, and
although they should have overlooked it
and taught Mr. Mitchell a lesson in
courtesy by hearing him, they did not do
so, much to the regret of many of Mr
Snowbail’s friends. Mr. Snowball, too,

and got a hearing for Mr.

Mr. Snowball said he would have
order sooner, but for the fact that

from a Chatham audience by request of
Mr. Snowball. In all the visits ofiilir.
Mitchell and his friends to Chatham no
personal insult has been offered to them.
The persons of himself and his friends
were respected at_all times in Chatham
and elsewhere, and the intent of his sug-
gestive admonition to the crowd on
Saturday in the Newcastle Court House,
to respect the sanctity of his opponent’s
person, was but too apparent when his
opponent’s friends were assaulted and in-
sulted.

It is to be hoped such examples will
not be followed again in this County.
They are unworthy of the time we live
in and reflect upon the manhood of
those who indulge in them. They are
prompted by the same spirit that suggest-
ed the empty charges of bribery and cor-
ruption, which covered the lack of pluck
with which Mr. Mitchell threatened to
revenge his defeat by protesting against
Mr. Snowball’s return. In our potitical
battles we should fight as men of intelli-
gence and conduct ourselves, under either
victory or defeat, so as not to forfeit each
other’s personal respect or interfere with
those well understood “elationships on
which the sateguards of society are based.
Mr. Snowball’s political friends regret ex-
ceedingly that the visit of about a dozen
of them to the Shire town on necessary
business on Saturday should have been
seized upon by a half dozen promoters of
ill-feeling as an occasion of venting their
mortification over the defeat of projects
which they hoped to realize through Mr,
Mitchell’s election. Newcastle will not
allow that coterie to go unrebuked, and
although the process of making its mem-
bers understand how fully their conduct
is deprecated is slow, those who have
borne their insolence so long are schooled
to patience and can afford to ‘‘ wait for
the turn of the tide.”
