Some yeare ago a eerie* of articles 
in the Daily Sun, revealing the condi­
tion of affairs in the jail, 
young and old were at that time herd­
ed together, and the young offenders 
came out more hardened in vice than 
when they entered, led to the estab­
lishment of the reformatory. The lat­
ter Institution has not proved as suc­
cessful in its work as it might have 
done under more competent manage­

ment, but it has at least put an end 
to $ system which, under the name of 
punishment and reform, was really 
strengthening the vicious element in 
the community.

A more recent agitation, set in 
tlon by the rector of Trinity, has re­
sulted in the decision of the county 
council to spend something over $11,- 
000 in the enlargement and improve­
ment of the Jail premises. These are 
forward movements that meet with 
public approval. Along with proper 
punishment should go the opportunity 
for reformation.

The Toblque river is—par excellence 
—the queen river of all the tribut­
aries of the St. John. From the artist’s 
point of view there are pictures that 
would enrich many a canvas. The 
scenery is picturesque, and changes 
with the windings of the river, so that 
it never grows com mon-place, and you 
pass mile after mile unconsciously, so 
deeply are you interested in the ever 
charming panorama.

Drive up through the Guloh (a nat­
ural roadway through the overhang­
ing hills) to the* Forks, the sportsmen's 
Mecca, and then float down through the 
delightful country on raft or battean, 
and you will have pictures to hang on 
memory's walls for a life time.

If you do not care to drive the whole 
distance, from Perth to the Forks, 
sixty miles, go by train to Plaster Rock, 
twenty-six miles from Perth. If there 
are not too many of you ask the en­
gineer to let you ride with him in the 
cab, and you will have an experience 
you cannot And this side of the "Roc­
kies.”

The ride in point of sublimity and 
danger is not to be compared to the 
Rockies, but you never tire of the 
scenery. You are constantly wonder­
ing what lies around this curve of the 
road, and this winding of the river, 
and as you look at the overhanging 
cliffs above you and the river beneath 
you, and think that some day (per­
haps this day) there is a gambler's 
chance that tons and tone of rocks and 
sand and gravel will—loosened from its 
frail hold, by the vibration of the 
train—come thundering down upon 
you, and it will all depend upon how 
you have "fished" and told the truth 
about it where you shall spend the 
next million and more of years, there 
is Just a spice of danger about the trip 
to flush your cheek, and make you 
thoroughly enjoy it.

At Plaster Rock, the terminus of the 
road, there is quite a lumbering vil­
lage. Hale & Murchie have dammed 
the river (and a good many corporation 
drivers have d----- d them for it, I sup­
pose) and have built valuable mills , 
that turn many millions of lumber ev-* 
ery ytoar Into deals andl shingles.

The 
valley is about four miles long,* and at 
its greatest depth a mile wide. To the 
left there is a long range of hills, al­
most precipitous in some places. To 
the right is a mountain, as symmetric­
al as If carved by the gods, Your first 
thought tfl. “What a pity Bald Moun­
tain was not put on these hills, Instead 
Of in the valley, and then what a lofty 
mountain it would be." Your second 
thought if you have not foirgotten your 
"borna Doone.'Ms that this is the Doone 
Valley. But as you look, the setting 
sun is gilding, tinting with purple and 
gold, the hills and mountains, with col­
ors so pure and vivid that you feel that 
in no gallery in the world is a picture 
to be compared to it.

Eight miles farther on are the Forks 
of the Toblque, known to every lum­
berman and sportsman in the country. 
Many a New Yorker and Philadelphian 
and Bostonian dreams of the "Forks,” 
and fights over again his battles with 
salmon and gamey 'trout. And some of 
them hope if they are good to go to the 
Tobdque every year, and when they die 
to stay there all the time.

1rs an ideal spot on the banks of the 
main Toblque, not a stone's throw 
from the Forks, is the "Club House," 
owned by Philadelphians and Nçw 
Yorkers, which from June to the close 
season is filled with the owners and 
their guests, who are judges of the su­
preme court, senators, and this last 
June a well known writer of fiction, 
whose books are widely read, cast his 
fly on the "Salmon Pool” and gathered 
material and inspiration for future 
work.

The “Lord’s Day Alliance" will be 
gratified to know, as all lovers of the 
primitive Puritan Sabbath will be, that 
no fly is oast, nor gun fired on Sunday. 
The members of the club house have 
stopped, as far as they can, all Sab­
bath desecration. They are gentlemen 
at -home, and naturally are gentlemen 
away from home. And if now and then 
some cheap parvenu talks about his 
yacht and palatial home and his in­
come, he is not to be confounded with 
these gentlemen.

The fishing has not been up to the 
average this year, owing partly to tlie 
fierce electrical storms and the heavy 
rains that have muddied the streams.

Moose, deer and caribou 
are seen every day by farmers lit the 
edge of their back fields, and unless 
they can read the game laws and know 
that they are safe until the close sea­
son Is over, I see no reason why the 
season of 1901 will not see more ant­
lers taken from the Toblque than in 
any previous year.

The Toblque is rich in fish and game, 
and lumber, and tillable -land, and 
apart from all that, there da something 
In the oxome of the place that hyp­
notizes you. For I never knew a man 
-that had good eyes and brains in his 
head, who did not want to go back to 
the Toblque. after he had made one 
visit.

I have just one regret That is that 
Mr. Stewart, the proprietor and inspir­
er and sponsor and godfather of the 
Toblque Valley road1, does not now 
control It.

PARK HOTEL.OTTAWA, July 17.—In a report to 
the government, Trade Commissioner 
Larke of Australia 
which are not very'pleasant reading. 
He says several complaints have been 
received that Inferior goods have been 
sent to Australia from Canada. One 
wholesale house recently showed him 
three orders from the country, in 
•which it was specified they must not 
be filled with goods of Canadian man­
ufacture. In one case of complaint It 
appears the difficulty arose out of 
carelessness In the inspection of goods 
before shipment; In another case there 
was a deliberate shipment of goods 
that were too bad for the Canadian 
market. Mr. Larke points out the mis­
take of Canadians shipping by New 
York, where it appears goods ore de­
liberately held back In order to dis­
credit Canada. „

In the report received today at the 
department of trade and 
from James Gumming, Canadian trade 
bommissioner to South Africa, he says 
he has recently vlsltzid all the leading 
centres of population. He found a 
general demand for goods that could 
t>e supplied at a greater profit than, 

_ could! be obtained by British or Am­
erican firms. He found Canadian 
lumber, doors, furniture, asbestos, 
canned fish, fruits, bacon, cheese, etc., 
sold as Yankee or British goods. Tbs 
wholesale men do not buy direct from 
manufacturers, but through commis­
sion houses. The 'trade wtth European 
countries Is facilitated by up-to-date 
transportation accommodation. 
Gumming recommends Canadian man­
ufacturers and wholesalers to 
agencies in South Africa, 
salesmen favorable to a privileged 
customs tariff for Greet Britain and 
the colonies.

BetTHE APPLE CROP.

HALIFAX, July 17.—J. W. Bigelow, 
president of the Nova Scotia Fruit 
Growers' Association, says:

“From the most reliable Information 
obtainable the apple brop generally is 
a comparative failure in Ontario, and 
the same Is true of the apple crop in 
New York and most of the eastern 
etatefl, and a general average of all 
the apple producing territory east of 
the Mississippi river «gives less than 
fifty per cent, of an average crop. Our 
Nova Scotia crop may be safely esti­
mated at seventy per cent, of good 
apples, and if packed strictly in ac­
cordance with the fruit market act 
now in force we may reasonably ex­
pect the highest price paid for apples 
during the past ten years.’’
