Mrs. Klrkpatnfk says that with­
in a week of the day they were mar­
ried her husband blackened both of her 
eyes.

During their stay In the shack on 
Brussels street there have been fre­
quent quarrels and the neighbors do 
not know which Is the more worthy of 
blame, Kirkpatrick or his wife. It ap­
pears that he has been in the habit of 
beating her and for this she is no doubt 
partly to blame. Whatever the truth 
may be, the events last evening show 
that Mrs. Kirkpatrick considered that 
the thing had gone far enough. She 
would not stand any more abuse and 
resolved to do away with herself. She 
had been working during the afternoon 
and on coming home at five o'clbck got 
Into a quarrel with her husband, who, 
she says, took all her money and 
brutally beat her. The other side of 
the story, of course, is that she started 
the fight, but at any ratfc about six 
oMock she went to a drug store and 
bought a bottle of undiluted carbolic 
acid with which to end her life. Speak­
ing to a Star reporter this morning. 
Mrs. Kirkpatrick, In a most cold blood­
ed manner, said that she had planned 
to go home with the aeld, get Into bed 
and drink It. She was determined to 
take it In her own house, as she did not 
want to be dying round other people's 
doorsteps.

Upon reaching the yard she found 
that her husband had locked the house, 
and he refused to give her the key or 
to allow her to enter.

A Calais correspondent writes: In­
spector W. H. Parker, who returned 
from Portland on Saturday, informed 
the Commercial reporter that It was 
not his Intention to Interfere with the 
existing conditions on the border ss re­
gards the cueto.n of employing Cana­
dians In local Industries and his atti­
tude In the Lloyd case should not be 
so construed by the cttisens of St. 
Stephen. He was Well within his rights 
and was acting under Instructions from 
his superiors when he made the arrest 
of Lloyd and has no apologies to offer 
for his conduct.

There Is e vast difference between ar­
resting a man from another state who 
Is trying to Induce skilled labor to 
leave the border' towns and trying to 
prevent persons living in St. Stephen 
from working in Calais, for the rea­
son that In the latter case the welfare 
of both sides of the elver is aided, while 
If the former were allowed to continue 
uninterrupted distinct injury would be 
done this community as a whole, so 
closely are the Interests of the border 
related.

Of course the action of the inspector 
was not induced by the fear of the lat­
ter contingency nor did he consider that 
he was acting for the best Interests of 
the border towns. His attention was 
called by a prominent Mllltown manu­
facturer to the fact that a man was 
soliciting cotton mill employee to go to 
Lowell for the purpose of working in 
the mills at that place, and as a faith­

The general public takes little 
stock in the charge against the Inspec­
tor who Is Justly Indignant that such a 
case should have been trumped up 
against him, and his numerous friends 
on both sides of the line feel sure that 
the charge will not be borne out when 
the facts are presented at the hearing.

The 
war of secession, then lately closed, 
showed the necessity of a strong cen­
tral administration. Sir Johir A Mac­
donald personally favored a closely 
centralized organisation, amounting 
practically to legislative union, and 
that would have suited George Brown, 
the leader of the Canadian liberal par­
ty. But Quebec would nevfcr have giv­
en up the provincial system, and on 
the whole It has worked well, though 
the powers of the provinces, as since 
defined by the privy council, are pro­
bably more extensive than the fath­
ers pf confederation Intended them to

PARLIAMENT.

In parliament yesterday several bills 
were considered, including a bill to 
amend the criminal code; one to Incor­
porate the Alliance bank; one to en­
able the government to guarantee the 
bonds of the Canadian Northern; Mr. 
Pleldlng's bill to provide for further 
advances to the Montreal harbor com­
missioners and Mr. Mulock's bill to 
amend the Post Office Act

The Canadian Northern bill was 
passed with the ezceptlon of a clause 
relating to tolls.

The bill to amend the Criminal Code 
deals with the cigarette question, be­
sides other matters. This makes It1 
a punishable offence to sell tobaccy in 
any form to minors under the age of

be.
Australia has organised on another 

basis. There the United States sys­
tem has been more closely followed. 
What we call provinces Australia calls 
states. The states have most of the 
power and the Commonwealth only 
what is assigned to It by the constitu­
tion. The Commonwealth has the re­
sponsibility of making the tariff and 
collecting the revenue therefrom, but 
most of the money so gathered is giv­
en back to the states to be expended. 
Nearly all the public services main­
tained here by the federal authorities, 
are in Australia managed by the

There Is already grave reason to be­
lieve that the Australian system Is a 
mistake and that It will not work So 
well as ours. Yet the Australian pro­
blem was much the simpler of the two. 
There was no question of races and 
languages to be settled. There were 
no historical controversies such as 
had occurred in the old provinces of 
Canada. South Africa has yet to be 
organized under one government The 
problems there are more like those 
with which Canada had to deal. South 
Africa will probably be found looking 
to Canada rather than to Australia 
and the United States for an example.

OFF TO FRANCE.

HALIFAX, June 29.—About 16 miles 
along the coast to the eastward the 18 
foot dory America, commanded by 
Captain Blackbutn Of Gloucester, is 
now sailing en route for Havre, France. 
The news that Captain Blackburn had 
arrived this far on his perilous voyage 
was brought to the city today by Cap­
tain F. A. Brannen of the schooner 
Nellie Hamm, which towed the Am­
erica from Clarke's Harbor to Thrum 
Cap, off Halifax harbor. Captain 
Brannen reports that Captain Black­
burn was obliged to submit to being 
towed on account of the condition of 
one of his legs, which was badly swol­
len. Off Shelburne, Blackburn wanted 
to be cast off. but Brannen hung on to 
him until seven o’clock thi* morning, 
when the coasting schooner and the 
ocean going dory parted company. Hie 
leg has caused Captain Blackburn a 
good deal of trouble, but he enjoyed a 
gobd night’s sleep last night on board 
the schooner, which lay off Meagher's 
beach, and he started away this morn­
ing cheery and confident. His Inten­
tion is to follow the coast if the wea­
ther keeps clear, and if not to make a 
southerly passage. He Is afraid that 
he may need medical treatment, and 
this is his reason for keeping close to 
the coast for a time. Captain Black- 
bum is famous as a navigator of small 
boats, and has already made two suc­
cessful voyages across the Atlantic, 
one of 82 days to Bristol and another 
of 39 days to Lisbon, besides navigat­

N. Y. FLOODED.

NEW YORK, June 29.— New York 
and vicinity, as well as this part of 
the country, was flooded by a down­
pour of rain during which In the course 
of a few hours, about half aa much 
water fell as In the prolonged period 
of wet weather this month.

many admirers. While in Halifax 
Dougal buried a wife, who belonged in 
'this city, and her* body lies in Fort 
Massey military cemetery.

A woman living here who knew 
Dougal well, made the following state­
ment:

"I am well acquainted with the man 
and have reason to remember him. 
He was a monster. It is true that he 
was a good looking man. He had an 
oily tongue as well as a pleasing coun­
tenance, and I was one of his victims. 
One of his wives died at the Royal 
Engineers’ lumber yard, in this city, 
where he was quartered, and the re­
mains were laid away In Fort Massey 
cemetery.

“What became of wife No. 2, I, per­
sonally, know not. I was told that 
she, too, had died. After the disap­
pearance of wife No. 2 Dougal paid 
attentions to me.

"Our family resided in the outskirts 
of the city. He wanted me to elope 
with him—that is, to leave the city. 
He said he would take me to England 
and upon our arrival there he would 
marry me. I consented. Arrange­
ments were made for our departure 
and we left Halifax. After our arri­
val In England I urged him to keep 
his word. He put the matter off. I 
wrote to my people that I was Dou- 
gal’s wife.

"He met with other women in Eng­
land and his attentions to me gradu­
ally fell off. I went to a town in Eng­
land where a relative of mineOfrom 
Halifax had goné to reside, and while 
stopping with her I received letters 
from Dougal in which he addressed me 
as ‘dear wife.’ I did not tell my 
friends that I was not married, not 
even my father or mother or other 
members of our family.

“Dougal was cruel to me, and after 
his arrival in England, married an­
other woman. I returned to Halifax

HER LAST APPEARANCE.
Miss Holland was seen alive for the
